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前言
时光荏苒，一晃我已在雅思写作教学的讲台上站了5年之久。5年来，在和学生的不断交流中，我发现写作是大部分学生实现留学梦的最大瓶颈。
“老师，我总分6.5但就是写作为5，怎么办？”
“老师，我的写作怎么可能得4分呢？我都不想考，也不敢考了……” 
“老师，我都考了3次雅思了，可写作怎么就没有提高呢？”
“老师，我已经考了7次雅思，最后一次的读、听、说成绩分别是9，8，7，可就是写作5.5，其实我已经拿到牛津的conditional offer，但写作要求7分。我实在是无语了……”
……
面对学生一次次的急切询问和一个个不争的遗憾，我除了被一群追寻梦想、再启征程的年轻人感动着，更感到作为一名写作老师的责任。于是，就有了这本书，将我在5年雅思写作教学过程中看到的学生问题、提出的解决方案、总结的雅思出题规律等进行了梳理集结，希望能让写作不再是同学们心里永远的痛。
在本书的编写过程中，我试图用最明白的话语说明要征服雅思写作同学们需要什么，直接透析雅思写作考什么、我们应该怎么写和用什么来写（思路、词汇、句型、衔接）等问题。针对导致大家在考试中失分严重的各种情况，还帮同学们总结了写作中必须避免的应考误区，以及有效的应对方法。
本书重点从以下几个方面试图帮助同学们：
第一，对议论文题库出题规律进行全面解析，首次阐述了“一个中心三个基本点”的题库内在联系，更好地帮助同学们快速进行考场构思；（参见第六章）
第二，层层筛选把250多道议论文题库题目归类总结出最核心的28道母题，涵盖了最主要的题库话题，并配以原创高分范文（Model answer）、写作扩展练习（Extended exercise）及拓展阅读（Read to write），以达到举一反三、触类旁通的目的，提升同学们考场环境下通过旧题应对新题的能力；（参见第六章）
第三，将近6年的议论文写作机经（题库真题）按话题分门别类，帮助同学们迅速熟悉题库，解决考场上审题的种种困惑；（参见附录3）
第四，为同学们定制详尽可行的备考复习方案，以真正有效地使这本书变成自己的书、可用的书；（参见附录4）
第五，在范文讲解过程中将写作中的核心高分表达进行总结扩展，并首次将其编写索引，让同学们能够在最短的时间内各取所需、灵活使用；（参见附录5）
第六，首次设置了对比翻译练习，帮助同学诊断并定位现有的水平，更好对症下药，实现突破；（参见第一章及附录2）
第七，细致地讲解了图表作文的数据分析方法，让同学们能在最短的时间里提取最有价值的图表信息、写出最有逻辑的图表作文，顺利完成task 1；（参见第二章）
第八，系统地总结了流程图、地图题以及其他示意图的写作方法及核心句型，以防“天有不测风云”，让同学们有备无患，胸有成竹；（参见第二章）
当然，书中还有很多其他实用技能的总结，比如议论文写作中的6类核心词汇等等，同学们可以参考附录4的备考复习方案到书中学习探索。在学习中或本书的使用过程中有任何的疑问或建议，欢迎大家登录我的blog进行交流：http://zhengqingli.51ielts.com/。
最后，感谢我的学生们，是你们孜孜以求，不断为梦想努力的精神督促我在5年的雅思教学过程中不断思索，不断总结。

第一节
雅思写作的采分点是什么？
绝大多数同学都知道雅思写作有两篇作文：task 1 and task 2。但是实际上，有很大一部分学生既不了解考试的要求，也不清楚自己所处的水平，参加考试时比较盲目，要么十分自大，觉得所写作文很是不错，要么十分自卑，觉得自己离6分或者5分遥遥无期。所以，我们需要首先明确的就是雅思写作的评分标准，即雅思写作的采分点在哪里。
从2005年开始，写作的评分标准分为四项。就task 2而言，分别是：
•　Task Response (TR)
•　Coherence and Cohesion (CC)
•　Lexical Resources (LR)
•　Grammatical Range and Accuracy (GRA)
每项满分为9分，四项的平均分即为一篇作文的得分。另外，雅思只有半分和整分的计分方式，具体规则是四项平均值满0.25将记为0.5分，满0.75就记为1分。比如，我们用n来表示四项平均值，那么
当5.75⩽n<6.25，此学生得分为6分，
当6.25⩽n<6.75，此学生得分为6.5分，
当6.75⩽n<7.25，此学生得分为7分，
以此类推即可。
我们首先了解一下官方评分标准的具体内容：


很多同学觉得这个评分标准太抽象了，那每个档次的作文究竟什么样呢？下面我们给大家从band 9到band 5的例文，供同学们参考，以便更好地了解什么样的作文是好作文，什么样的作文是差作文。
Band 9
Successful sports professionals can earn a great deal more money than people in other important professions. Some people think this is fully justified while others think it is unfair.
Discuss both these views and give your own opinion.
As a result of constant media attention, sports professionals in my country have become stars and celebrities, and those at the top are paid huge salaries. Just like movie stars, they live extravagant lifestyles with huge houses and cars.
Many people find their rewards unfair, especially when comparing these super salaries with those of top surgeons or research scientists, or even leading politicians who have the responsibility of governing the country. However, sports salaries are not determined by considering the contribution to society a person makes, or the level of responsibility he or she holds. Instead, they reflect the public popularity of sport in general and the level of public support that successful stars can generate. So the notion of ‘fairness’ is not the issue.
Those who feel that sports stars' salaries are justified might argue that the number of professionals with real talent is very few, and the money is a recognition of the skills and dedication a person needs to be successful. Competition is constant and a player is tested every time they perform in their relatively short career. The pressure from the media is intense and there is little privacy out of the spotlight. Therefore, all of these factors may justify the huge earnings.
Personally, I think that the amount of money such sports stars make is more justified than the huge earnings of movie stars, but at the same time, it indicates that our society places more value on sport than on more essential professions and achievements.

Band 8
Without capital punishment (the death penalty) our lives are less secure and crimes of violence increase. Capital punishment is essential to control violence in society.
To what extent do you agree or disagree with this opinion?
Before talking about the essential role of death penalty, you have to think about the meaning, and the purpose, of any kind of punishment. If you consider that the purpose is to prevent the guilty from being nasty again, you can be seduced by an argumentation in favour of the suppression of capital punishment. But you have to think about another aspect of the problem: a punishment is also useful to impress people, to make them fear the law. In fact, let's take the example of a young misfit, which has grown in a violent atmosphere, influenced by older delinquents, etc… He lives in the streets, and he's got no aim but to survive. This is the kind of person who could possibly kill someone for money, or even for fun… Why would he fear prison? Life would be easier for him there.
In addition, in many cases, when you behave normally, you can benefit from penalty reductions. This young misfit needs to be impressed; he needs to know that the law is a frontier. When you cross it, you can lose your life. That is why capital punishment helps keeping a distance between robbery and murder. If you abolish it, you suppress the difference between these two types of crime, which are completely different.
But there is also a limit to define: even if death penalty is unavoidable, it would be a crime to apply it to inadequate cases. If there are no premeditations or past facts which can justify such a punishment, it is far too strict to apply death penalty. That is why the lawmakers have to establish precisely the context in which capital punishment can be announced. That is the price to pay to limit violence without using excessive violence…

Band 7.5
Today, the high sales of popular consumer goods reflect the power of advertising and not the real needs of the society in which they are sold.
To what extent do you agree or disagree?
Nowadays, there are lots of advertisements on television or on the streets. Some people think that the advertising boosts the sales of goods and it encourages people to buy things unnecessarily. This argument may be true. In my country, many advertising companies produce advertisements with famous and popular actors or singers. People, especially youngsters, buy goods that their favourite singer advertises, although they do not really need the products.
Also, on the television screen, a product may look gorgeous and good quality. As a result of it, people often buy goods without enough consideration. Consumers may not actually need it, but they buy goods impulsively soon after they watch the advertising. Furthermore, as many customers buy a particular product due to its advertising campaign, the other people may be affected by the trend, even if the product is not of the real needs of the society.
On the other hand, there are various aspects against these arguments. Moreover, it is people's choice to make a decision to buy goods. Advertising may be not a cause of customers' buying habits. Individuals have their own spending habits. If they have got enough disposable income, then the right to make a decision is given to them. No one actually can judge whether the goods sold are the real needs of the society or not. In addition, as there should be a limited amount of disposable income consumers are able to spend, people try to allocate their budgets. They cannot be simply swayed by those advertisements.
In conclusion, as customers have their own strong opinions and standard of good quality goods, it is better to leave them to make their own decision in buy goods. It is fairly difficult to say everyone is swayed by advertising and buy good impulsively. However, in sensitive area of businesses such as toy industries, it may be necessary to band advertising to those children as children have not got enough ability to control themselves or to know what they need.

Band 7
Some people believe that children are given too much free time. They feel that this time should be used to do more school work. How do you think children should spend their free time?
To a large extent, I believe that children are given too much free time.

Band 6

To what extent do you agree or disagree with this opinion?
In balancing the world economic growth, the underdevelopment of the Third World Nations has been drawn to the attention of the developed countries of the Western. Thus, governmental policies and interference in the agricultural business of the poorer nations were made to secure their dominant source of the economy. Many discussions among economists and politicians also put their focus on the other aspects. That is, to improve the health, education and trade for the developing countries. 第二节
你现在能得几分？
通过参考上一节各等级例文及考官评语，同学们可以做到“知彼”，但自己又处在什么水平上呢?现在你能得几分呢？
建议同学们将第一节高分范文（7分以上的范文）的中文译文翻译成英语，然后跟原文对照，即可看出自己的词汇和句法水平大概在哪个阶段，这一点对于自学者尤为重要。否则，写了作文自我感觉良好，却意识不到实际存在的语言问题，就很可能没有提高，或提高的效率低下。
当然，这样做检测不出我们在task response和coherence and cohesion上的表现。这两者考查考生处理题目、逻辑思考、进行论证、安排信息的能力，我们将在第三章直接告诉大家高分作文在这两个方面的特点，并且给大家归纳了一定的思路组织模式，这样就能更好地提高前两者的分数档次。
Band 9 参考译文
由于媒体的不断推波助澜，我所在国家的许多职业运动员已成为了明星和名人。那些顶尖的运动员收入丰厚。他们像一些电影明星一样，生活奢华，拥有名车豪宅。

并且，在很多情况下，如若你能遵守规矩，还可以享受减刑。这个年轻人需要被警示，需要知道法律就是红线，不可越雷池一步。如果你跨过去了，你可能就此失去生命。正是由此，死刑将有助于防止抢劫转化为谋杀。如果将其废弃，则混淆了这两种完全不同的犯罪之间的差异。
但是适用死刑也要确定一个度：即使死刑不可避免，但如果将其使用到条件并不充分的案件当中，这本身就是一种犯罪。如果没有预谋或者铁证如山的事实能证明这一点，使用死刑是太过严酷的。正因如此，立法者必须严格详细地规定使用死刑的条件，如果我们要控制暴力而不是滥用暴力，这是必须要付出的代价。

Band 7.5 参考译文
近来，在电视或街上随处可见很多广告。一些人认为广告促进了产品的销售并怂恿人们去买那些他们并不需要的产品。这种观点似乎很正确。在我国，许多广告公司经常请著名的和受欢迎的演员和歌手代言。这样，许多人（尤其是年轻人）就会去购买他们所喜欢的歌手代言的产品，不管他们是否需要这些产品。
此外，在电视里，一件产品看起来通常引人注目、质量上乘。因此，许多人在未深思熟虑之前便会出手购买。许多消费者购买这些产品并不是真的需要它们。相反，他们都是在看完广告后一时冲动而购买的。另外，如果很多消费者受广告促销影响购买了某一产品，其他人可能会受到这种趋势的不良影响——即便这个产品并非社会的真实需要。
从另外一方面来说，这一观点却饱受争议。此外（首先），做决定买哪些产品是人们自己的选择。广告可能并不是消费者购买行为的直接原因，每个人都有自己的消费习惯。如果他们都有足够的可支配收入，那么做决定的权利就应该交给他们。事实上，没有人可以判断所售产品是否是社会的实际需求。
另外，如果消费者可以支配的收入有限，那么人们就会分配他们的预算，他们就不会被广告所左右。
总之，既然消费者对好产品有自己的定义和标准，那么购买产品的决策权应该交由他们自己。很难讲每个人都会受广告影响从而盲目消费。然而，在一些敏感的商业领域比如说玩具业，禁止向孩子做广告是必要的，因为孩子没有自控力而且也不知道他们到底需要什么。

第三节
雅思写作你最不该犯的错误是什么？
一般就一个接受完高中英语教育且成绩合格的学生来说，写作的基本分数可以达到5分。但是事实却十分残酷，最近一年里有不少学生甚至得了3、4分。这是为什么呢？有些红线是不可逾越的。在此，给大家总结出了雅思写作中的9大禁忌，请同学们着力避免。
一、离题万里
有很多学生不注意审题，导致了跑题的严重后果，大多数的得分是5分或5分以下。下面用两个例子来说明这个问题：
1) International tourism has become one of the biggest industries in the world. Some people think it causes more tension than understanding between people from different cultures. To what extent do you agree or disagree?
•　分析：本题很多同学认为是谈论国际旅行的利弊，思如泉涌，谈了很多却跑了题。本题实际要点是does international tourism cause more tension or understanding? 题目要求角度很具体，没有让我们泛泛谈论国际旅行的利弊（关于“审题”问题请参考第三章第一节）。
2) In countries where there is high unemployment most pupils should be offered only primary education; there is no point in offering secondary education to those who will have no hope of finding a job.
•　分析：首先是了解教育有三个层次：primary education, secondary education, higher education, 其次要把握本题的具体要求：既然失业率很高了，那学生上完小学后就不用让找工作无望的人继续上中学了。应对的思路可以是：失业率高的原因很大程度上是人们素质不高，教育不好，那就更得好好上学；教育的目的并不仅仅是让学生就业，还有更重要的意义。
二、“挂一漏万”
主要是指有些题目包含两个或两个以上的问题，但有些同学在比较紧张的情况下容易忽略其一。
1) Economic development is an important factor to measure a country's success. But some people think there should be some other factors to be considered. What are these factors? And among them, which one is more important than others?
2) Some parents send their children to study abroad. Discuss the advantages and disadvantages. And when do you think should be the suitable age for children to be sent abroad?
•　分析：以上两道题目都有两问，不能只回答一个问题而将另一个弃之不理哦！否则task response的评分可能是5。
三、抄袭范文
有些同学认为写作无非是提前背诵一些优秀范文，到考试的时候能套就套、能扯就扯，分数应该就不错了。有些同学的高考作文或四六级考试作文就是靠这种方式“快速提高”的。那你一定要注意了：雅思考试中抄袭范文一律0分！
那如何对待优秀范文呢？应该要“批判式阅读，创造性使用”（请参考书后附录1）。
四、“万能模板”
比抄袭更为普遍的一个误区是使用网络上或某些老师总结的“万能模板”。很多同学使用的模板总结下来甚至有一百来字，然后考试时再添枝加叶整篇作文就算完事，这总比全篇默写结果好点。
这种做法的问题在于：第一，生搬硬套极易造成跑题；第二，“模板”与添加的东西不能很好地连贯与衔接，不论在内容还是语言上；第三，“模版”内容太多，也是一种抄袭。
那应该如何正确对待“模板”呢？（具体请参考第三章第三节“活动模板”）
五、字数不够
由于考试时间有限，某些同学写作速度较慢，或临场思路枯竭，有些时候作文的字数不够。考试要求task 1至少为150字，建议同学们写170—180字左右，最好不要写太多；task 2至少为250字，建议同学们写280字左右，上下浮动20字即可。
如果字数严重不足，会直接失分。纵观剑桥2—6中给出的4分作文，绝大多数都有一个共同的问题，就是字数不足。当然，也不能一味多写，尤其是task 1。
为了更好地掌握考试时的字数，我们在书后附录6给大家准备了最新的写作答题纸，请同学们在平时练习中复印使用。
六、时间分配不合理
1．两篇作文应该各花多长时间？
首先，我们需要知道雅思考试的写作成绩主要是由task 2的分数决定的，并且考官建议考生“should spend about 20 minutes on task 1 and 40 minutes on task 2”。我们一定要遵循这个时间比例关系1:2。如果在task 1上投入过多时间，肯定会影响task 2的表现，这就是舍本逐末。task 1最好可以花少于20分钟的时间，如果你按照本书第三章的练习掌握其中的核心技能，很多同学15分钟左右可能就足以完成task 1了，这样你会有更多的时间来写好Task 2。
2．先写task 1还是先写task 2？
两者皆可。如果task 1较难（比如出现了复杂的流程图），可以选择先写task 2，按照前面我们说的时间分配最后写task 1，但是绝对不能不写task 1，否则总分也会缩水。如果task 2较难（比如一时没有思路），可先写task 1，但是绝对不能因此就打破了前面我们说的时间分配原则——task 2 在写作总得分方面起着举足轻重的作用！
七、一团乱麻
指的是思维混乱，文章组织结构不好，或论证缺乏逻辑性。对于语言平平有一定问题的同学来说，文章的组织论证、逻辑连贯应该是得分最容易的一个方面，如果这个都有了问题，这篇作文的胜算就可能很渺茫了。
如何解决这一问题呢？
第一　按照本书第三章的写作技巧来布局谋篇、进行段落扩展；

上面每个汉语句子英译的第一个译句都是受汉语影响的Chinglish,下划线部分尤为突出。比如，在汉语里“出现”“离开”都有及物动词性质，但直译为appear和leave之后就讲不通了，因为appear是不及物动词，leave是指“离开某地，不在某地了”的意思。
如何解决中式英语之惑？如何使自己的遣词造句更加地道？建议大家借鉴“英汉对比作文法”，尤其是自学的同学，具体内容请参考本书附录2“十篇文章突破雅思写作”。



第二章
Task 1（小作文）题型透析
面对图表作文展现的“海量”信息，很多同学无从下手，或简单罗列，或挂一漏万，或杂乱无章，或不得要领，得分自然不尽如人意。如果你花6个小时的时间仔细阅读本章，20分钟写出6分（以上）的图表作文，实非难事。



第一节
图表作文究竟该写什么？
一、图表作文类型
雅思考试中的图表作文有下面几种类型：
曲线图（line chart, graph）作文；
饼状图（pie chart）作文；
柱状图（bar chart）作文；
表格图（table）作文。
以上为数据型图表作文，考试中还会出现非数据型图表作文，一般就是流程图（flow chart）作文、地理图（geographg）作文和示意图（diagram/figure）作文。
二、图表作文评分标准解析
1．掌握评分标准
跟task 2一样，图表作文的评分标准也有四项，分别为：
•　Task Achievement;
•　Coherence and Cohesion;
•　Lexical Resources;
•　Grammatical Range and Accuracy.
我们可以看出，此评分要求中只有第一项跟task 2不同。那么，要写好图表作文，我们首先需要知道task achievement是什么，即写什么样的信息才符合考试要求。
具体来说，要掌握三个方面：
•　Summarize the general features/trends;
•　Select important information;
•　Compare and contrast data.
也就是说，我们写的图表作文从内容上要尽量写以上三个方面的信息，这样才能更好的符合评分要求，写出好作文。
下面我们来看一个例题。
例题
The table below shows three social and economic indicators of seven American countries for the year 1997.

以下两篇作文描述了前三列信息，请同学们阅读并对比两篇作文，哪篇作文更好呢？
Sample Answer 1
It can be seen from the table the Bahamas and Argentina had GDP of $13000 and $9100 per capita, respectively, and the adult illiteracy rates were 4.4% and 3.6 % in the two countries. Brazil and Mexico had GDP of $4900 and $4300 per capita, and their adult illiteracy rates are 16.8% and 10.5%. Surinam, Jamaica and Cuba had $3700, $2600, and $2100 respectively, with the adult illiteracy rate at 7.0%, 15.2%, and 4.4%.
Sample Answer 2
We can see that GDP per capita varies substantially from 2100 USD in Cuba to 13000 USD in the Bahamas, with 5 of the 7 countries below 5000 USD per capita GDP.
The illiteracy rates also differ considerably. The highest illiteracy rates are for Brazil (16.8%) and Jamaica (15.2%), whilst Argentina has the lowest rate, at 3.6%. Mexico (10.5%) and Surinam (7%) lie in the middle. Surprisingly, the adult illiteracy rate for Cuba and the Bahamas is the same, at 4.4%.
点评：
很显然，第二篇作文更好。

2．避免写作误区
我们需要注意，图表作文写作是较为客观的，只需要描述图表信息，而不能主观解释背后的原因或深层次含义, 即We are required to describe the information rather than explain it.

At 6 a.m., 310 people were using the station. This rose to 450 at 8 a.m. before declining throughout the morning and early afternoon. The biggest fall was between 8 a.m. ad 10 a.m., with the number of people falling to 340. There was a further decrease to 270 people at midday and slight decrease to 240 people at 2 p.m. The late afternoon saw an increase in people. First, there was a sharp increase to 420 people at 4 p.m., followed by a slight increase to 450 people at 6 p.m. Thereafter, during the evening, there was a decline in the number of people, to 390 at 8 p.m. and then a very small decrease to 380 people at 10 p.m.
Overall, the graph shows two peaks — at 8 a.m. and at 6 p.m. — and indicates that the station is least busy in the early afternoon, with many passengers still using the station into the evening.

There was a gap of 10% between the two kinds of audiences for most time of the day.
The data indicates that radio listeners increased substantially before 8:00 a.m., when the percentage reached a peak of 27%. The percentage then declined steadily to 11% at 4:00 p.m., which was followed by a slight increase to 15% at 5:00 p.m. However, from then on, there was again a gradual decrease until 4:00 a.m., when the percentage bottomed out at 2%. The period from 4:00 a.m. to 6:00 a.m. saw another slight rise to 4% in radio listeners.
As for TV viewers, the percentage went up from 6:00 a.m. to 8:30 a.m., when there was a leveling off at 8% until 10:00 a.m. After a slight decrease, the percentage rose sharply to 15% between 12 p.m. and 2 p.m., before it dropped slightly. The peak (45%) was reached at 8:00 p.m. after a massive rise from 14% since 3:00 p.m. However, the period between 8:00 p.m. and 3:00 a.m. saw a slump in television viewers. The percentage reached the bottom of 3% at 3:00 a.m., when there was a slight rise afterwards.
The general trend was that the percentage of both radio and television audiences rose first and then decreased, while the absolute number of the latter was bigger than the former. In addition, the prime time for radio and television was 8 a.m. and 8 p.m., respectively.

Thereafter, American's proportion of people aged 65 and over leveled out and is forecast to remain at 14% until 2020, after which it is expected increase to 23% in 2040. However, Sweden's proportion of people aged 65 and over began to rise after 1990. This increase is forecast to continue until 2010 when the proportion is estimated to be 20%. Then, there is expected to be a slight drop to 18% in 2030, followed by a steep climb to 25% in 2040.
The situation in Japan differs considerably, with a fall in the percentage of people aged 65 and over between 1940 (5%) and 1960 (3%). The percentage remained steady until 1985, where upon it began to climb. This rise is projected to continue until around 2030, when the proportion of Japanese aged 65 and over is expected to reach 10%. Thereafter, within just a few years, the proportion is forecast to rise dramatically to 25%, with a less dramatic rise to 27% in 2040.

The regions can be divided into two groups—one where production outpaces consumption and the other where the reverse is the case.
The former group — the net producers — consists of Africa, the Former Soviet Union, the Middle East, and Latin America. The Middle East is by far the largest producer (22.2 MB/D), but its consumption is relatively low (4.3 MB/D) — just a fifth of what it produces. Africa produces 7.8 MB/D, about three times what it consumes (2.5MB/D), the Former Soviet Union about 250% more, and Latin America about 150% more.
The other group — the net consumers consist of the Asia Pacific region, Europe, and the USA and Canada. The USA and Canada is the region which consumes the most oil (23.4 MB/D), though we can see that it is also the second largest producer region (14 MB/D). The Asia Pacific region is the second largest consumer (20.9 MB/D). Europe is the third largest consumer (16.1 MB/D) and the smallest producer (6.8 MB/D).
From the information above, we can see that oil production and consumption are not even around the world.

The densely populated continents are Asia and Europe, both having about twice the population that could be expected were the global population evenly distributed over the global land mass. Asia is the largest continent in terms of both area (30%) and population (61%). Europe (with 7% of the area and 12% of the population) is the second smallest continent, yet has a population almost as high as that of Africa, a continent which is three times larger in area.

Country B (a total of US＄4500) witnesses a different proportion in every sector, with accommodation and food taking up 33% and 28% respectively. In country B students spend more than twice the proportion on books as those in country A, that is 18%, and about a third less on leisure, 16%.
In contrast to A and B, the annual spending per student in country C is much less, only US＄1500, and it is the only country where food costs students more than accommodation, 35% and 31% respectively. The third largest component is books, forming more than a fifth of the total budget, while leisure plays a far less important role here, 12%, as against the respective 22% and 16% in countries A and B.
From the charts, it is obvious that the annual expenditure in countries A and B is much higher than that in C, and not surprisingly, students in these two countries spent a higher percentage on leisure and accommodation than their counterparts inc.

柱状图所呈现的数据特征要么是某一趋势变化，要么是某一整体内部数值或比例的静态比较情况，要么是两者兼有。我们只要能分析好数据，就可以用前两节所学的曲线图和饼状图的语言将其描述出来。如何有效地解构柱状图？我们按两个步骤来走：
Step 1：把相同属性柱子的顶端连起来→观察所连柱子的特征，若是某一趋势变化，采用曲线图的描述方式，若是某一数值或比例的静态比较，采用饼状图的描述方式；
Step 2：可能的话完成另一维度的分析→考试中的很多柱状图有两维信息特征，最主要的体现是有两个统计指标（keys），只有完成另一维度分析，所写数据才会全面。
在此基础上，柱状图的文章组织结构一般如下：

The number of people using trains at first rose from just under 20% in 1960 to about 28% in 1980, but then fell back to about 23% in 2000. Use of thetube has been relatively stable, falling from around 27% of commuters in 1960 to 22% in 1980, but climbing back to reach 25% by 2000. On the other hand, the use of cars increased steadily from just over 5% in 1960 to 23% in 1980, reaching almost 40% by 2000, whereas the popularity of buses has declined since 1960, falling from just under 35% in 1960 to 27% in 1980 and only 15% in 2000.
In 1960, tubes and buses were the most popular commuter transports, among which the latter was of greater popularity, whereas automobiles substituted them in 2000 to become the first mode of transport used by people.

Africa's share of world's population first declined from 10% in 1800 to about 7% in 1900, yet ending up with an increase back to 13% in 1997, whilst Europe first saw a rise and then a fall in its population percentage. Surprisingly, the percentage of the population in Oceania almost remained stable in these 200 years, about 2%.
The figure also gives information about the distribution of world's population from another perspective. It is clear that Asian population always took up the majority of the world's population in the two centuries, well above 55%. And the population on other continents made up a small part of the total and differed considerably, with Oceania the least populated, at about 2%.

The table shows the GDP per capita, adult illiteracy rates, and newspaper sales per thousand people of seven countries.
We can see that GDP per capita varies substantially from 2100 USD in Cuba to 13000 USD in the Bahamas, with 5 of the 7 countries below 5000 USD per capita GDP.
The illiteracy rates also differ considerably. The highest illiteracy rates are for Brazil (16.8%) and Jamaica (15.2%), whilst Argentina has the lowest rate, at 3.6%. Mexico (10.5%) and Surinam (7%) lie in the middle. Surprisingly, the adult illiteracy rate for Cuba and the Bahamas is the same, at 4.4%.
Newspaper sales per thousand people are also diverse. Argentina has the lowest illiteracy rate and the highest newspaper sales per thousand people (123/1000). Surinam (122/1000) and Cuba (118/1000) have similar rates. The Bahamas (99/1000) and Mexico (97/1000) have relatively high levels, too. Jamaica (63/1000) and Brazil (40/1000) have the lowest levels and have the highest illiteracy rates.
From the chart, we can see that there is no relationship between either the adult illiteracy rate, or newspaper sales, and GDP per capita. However, it does appear that the lower the illiteracy rate, the higher the newspaper sales. This can be seen generally, in that the four countries with illiteracy rates of 7% or less have the highest newspaper sales.

In 25 accidents due to going to school, age 5-7 saw almost half of the cases, while after that age, the number of accidents decreased gradually. Those accidents caused by going home from school or by shopping for their parents shared the same tendency. However, accidents caused by playing in the street were the most dangerous for children in age 2-4, while children in age 8-10 should be careful about cycling in the street. Generally speaking, parents should take special care for those children in age 5-7, as this period witnessed 40% of all accidents.
The chart demonstrates that playing in the street is the most common and universal site of accidents for all ages, but the risks that other sites and situations present vary with the children's ages.

The table gives a breakdown of the different marriage figures in the UK during a long period from 1950 to 2000. The overall trend tended to show the number of marriages declined while the number of divorces soared.
The number of first marriages was 330 thousand in 1950, increasing steadily for the following two decades, peaking at 389 thousand in 1970. However, from then on, it experienced a sharp fall to 180 thousand in 2000, the lowest of the whole period. Similarly, the number of re-marriages had generally increased from 78 thousand in 1950 to a peak of 140 thousand in 1980, with its lowest point (57,000) reached in 1960. And from 1990 on, there was a slight decrease in the number of people who re-married, at 135,000 and 126,000 respectively. We can see that the gap between the first marriages and re-marriages narrowed gradually, that is, a larger proportion of marriages consisted of re-marriages: in 1950 the figure was only less than a fifth while it grew to almost a third of the total marriages in 2000, 126,000 out of 306,000.
In contrast to the general downward trend in the number of marriages, that of divorces had nearly tripled, increasing dramatically from 33 thousand in 1950 to 168 thousand in 1990. Despite a slight decline, the year 2000 also witnessed a height of 155 thousand.
According to the figure, it seems that there was a similar rising tendency in the number of divorces and re-marriages while the proportion of first marriages was declining in the last three decades.

就两幅图的题型而言，文章总体结构如下：

The graph shows information about electricity use in England during typical days in winter and summer. The pie chart tells us what electricity is used for in an average English home.
The line graph shows that in winter, the units of electricity increase from 35,000 to a little less than 40,000 at 3 a.m. The number bottoms out at 30,000 units at about 8 a.m. and then goes up steadily, reaching a peak of approximately 45,000 at about 22 p.m., before another rapid decrease. By contrast, the summer demand is much lower and varies between 12,000 and 20,000 units, with its bottom and peak at 9 in the morning and 14 in the afternoon respectively. It is clear that electricity needed in winter is twice as great as that in summer.
From the pie chart, we can see that the largest proportion of electricity is used for heating rooms and water, which accounts for 52.5%. The use of ovens, kettles, washing machines is the next largest part, 17.5%. And 15% is used for lighting, TV and radio. The use of vacuum cleaners, food mixers, and electrical tools shares the same percentage, 15%.
It's clear that more electricity is demanded in winter than in summer, and that the main use is to heat rooms and water, as is shown in the pie chart.

As for the Philippines, the overall trend shows that the number of land-line phones per 1000 people had a gradual increase and a considerable rise happened with cell phones from 1996 to 2000. The number of land-lines and mobiles was the same at about 40 per 1000 people in 1999, with more people preferring land-lines before this year and more choosing cell phones afterwards. We can see that cell phones displayed a surge to around 90 in 2000, which were nearly twice as many as land-lines.

第七节
流程图、地理图和示意图作文怎么写？
一、概述
在每年的考试里除了前面讲的数据类图表作文，还有时候会出现非数据类的，主要有三种：流程图作文，地图题作文，示意图作文。很多同学谈之色变，遇之心凉，其实此类作文绝不复杂。只要掌握好了这类写作的基本技能，同样能写好文章！
二、流程图作文
1．实战举例
例题1
The diagrams below show the life cycle of the silkworm and the stages in the production of silk cloth.
Summarise the information by selecting and reporting the main features, and make comparisons where relevant.

例题解析：
1）构思
本题实际上是两个流程图，一个描述了蚕的周期变化，另一个描述了蚕茧如何做成丝绸/丝布，当然两个图有一定的联系。
就一幅图而言，文章的组织思路如下：

2）参考范文
The first diagram shows that there are four main stages in the life of the silkworm. First of all, eggs are produced by the moth and it takes ten days for each egg to become a silkworm larva that feeds on mulberry leaves. This stage lasts for up to six weeks until the larva produces a cocoon of silk thread around itself. After a period of about three weeks, the adult moths eventually emerge from these cocoons and the life cycle begins again.
The cocoons are the raw material used for the production of silk cloth. Once
selected, they are boiled in water and the threads can be separated in the unwinding stage. Each thread is between 300 and 900 metres long, which mean they can be twisted together, dyed
and then
used to produce cloth in the weaving stage.
Overall, the diagrams show that the cocoon stage of the silkworm can be used to produce silk cloth through a very simple process.

These bottles are taken to a cleaning plant where stage 2 begins with the bottles being cleaned using water sprayed onto the bottles under high-pressure. The bottles are then sorted by colour into brown, green and clear glass and taken to a recycling plant. At the plant, they are put into furnaces which melt the glass in preparation for moulding. The recycled liquid glass is then mixed with a certain amount of new liquid glass before being poured into moulds for the manufacture of fresh bottles. When the new bottles are ready for use, they are taken to be filled at supermarkets or elsewhere.

2．流程图写作总结
（1）流程图写作注意事项
第一，找到流程起点，按照箭头方向，仔细看图，理解图意；
第二，如果出现生词，结合图中信息进行猜测，多数生词可以直接代入；
第三，按图中步骤、分阶段进行描述，不要省略其中环节；
第四，一定要使用表示逻辑顺序的衔接词；
第五，通常选用一般现在时，注意主谓一致，注意适当使用被动语态。
（2）流程图的衔接策略
成功写作流程图中最关键的是使用恰当的衔接手段，一方面增强文章连贯性，另一方面，可以避免写太多的简单句，使句间的语法关系增强。
1）表示时间顺序
①first; first of all; in the first/initial stage; second; next; then; afterwards; thereafter; finally; at the same time; simultaneously; meanwhile;——全为副词（或短语），虽是简单，却可增强逻辑，有效衔接！
②and; and then; ——写出并列句：把句子写长最经济有效的方法！
③After; before; prior to; until; when; ——不管是介词还是连词，都既可以增强衔接，可以使句间关系紧凑！
2）表示限定/补充说明：that/which/where，既能加强衔接，又可以写出复杂句型，高分必备。参考例题中的“精彩句型回放”。
（3）流程图的句型多样化
要避免句型单一化，我们可以通过（2）中讲的衔接策略来实现，当然还可以采用一定的语言手段：
1）被动语态
千万不能小觑，中文倾向于使用主动语态，如果写作英语句子时能适当使用，必将有助于句型多样化。例题1中的考官作文里有7个被动语态或过去分词（以斜体形式标出）。
2）词性变化
在写流程图时，图中信息可能是以名词、动名词、动词呈现的，我们写作时需有意识地在其三者间互换。比如，上图中food可以转换为feed, select也完全可以写selection。

1）构思
本题为地图题，需要我们描述事物的空间位置，所以应该按空间顺序组织文章顺序，比如从左到右，从上到下，从里到外等等。在写作过程中，方位词极为关键。
2）参考范文
The map shows two proposed locations for a new supermarket for the town of Garlsdon.
The first potential location (S1) is outside the town itself, and is sited just off the main road to the town of Hindon, lying 12kms to the north-west. This site is in the countryside and so would be able to accommodate a lot of car parking. This would make it accessible to shoppers from both Hindon and Garlsdon who could travel by car. As it is also close to the railway line linking the two towns to Cransdon (25km to the south-east), a potentially large number of shoppers would also be able to travel by train.
In contrast, the suggested location, S2, is right in the town centre, which would be good for local residents. Theoretically the store could be accessed by road or rail from the surrounding towns, including Bransdon, but as the central area is a no-traffic zone, cars would be unable to park and access would be difficult.
Overall, nether site is appropriate for all the towns, but for customers in Cransdon, Hindon and Garlsdon, the out-of-town site (S1) would probably offer more advantages.

本题为典型示意图，一般让我们描述how something works，应对此类题目有两种思路，一种在开头段引入之后，主体段落一段描述事物的基本结构，另一段描述事物的工作原理/工作流程；另一种思路就是将结构和流程糅合在一处来写。
下面的范文采取的是第二种结构。
2）参考范文
Plants lie partly above ground and partly below ground. There are two ways for plants to get food and energy, utilizing both the components above ground and below.
The parts growing below ground are the roots. The main root, which tends to grow vertically down, is called the “tap root”. Other roots grow out from this tap root. The ends of the roots draw in water and nutrients from the soil. These nutrients usually enter the soil from decomposing plant and animal matters. Water enters the soil when it rains or when the land is flooded. The nutrients then pass through the root system and the rest of the plant via the stem and branches.
Above ground, the plant has a stem, branches growing out of this stem, and leaves growing on the branches. Plants also use their leaves to turn sunlight into energy. This process is called photosynthesis. Sunlight shines on the leaves, which then channel this energy though the branches and the stem to the rest of the plant.

五、小结：关于流程图你不可不知的事实
如果考试中出现了流程图或示意图，某同学写作考了band 5，那不是因为他Task 1考了band 5总分就是band 5，而是因为他大作文写的差才最终考了band 5！也就是说，大作文在总分中占有更多的权重，我们一定要避免去做“捡了芝麻，掉了西瓜”的事。实际考场上，我们应该“从策略上藐视敌人”，不能因为它“难”就花费过多的时间。为了确保大作文的写作时间，我们建议在发现流程图较难的时候可以选择先写task 2，然后在剩下的时间里尽量写好task 1, 建议留15分钟左右的时间来完成流程图。

第三章
Task 2（议论文）写作成功三要素
A good beginning is half done.
身在考场，怎样开始才能决定最终的成功？
本章将探讨决定task 2写作成败的三大主要因素。



第一节
审题决定成败
拿到题目之后，我们首先做的是仔细审题，确保已经懂得了题目要求。否则答非所问、跑题或偏题，这篇作文很可能只有5.5分或以下的分数了，所以每次考试都一定要仔细审题。在几年的教学过程中，笔者发现有很多同学之所以得分很低，是因为有很多审题误区，现为大家一一举例说明。
例题1
In some countries, young people are encouraged to work or travel for a year between finishing high school and starting university studies. Discuss the advantages and disadvantages for young people who decide to do this.
练习：
本题核心要求是：
a. 年轻人在高中和大学间是否应该有一年间隔；
b. 年轻人在高中和大学间有一年间隔的话是应该去旅行还是工作。
分析：
正确答案为a。本题让我们讨论“对这样去做的年轻人”的利弊，关键结合上下文理解最后一个单词this 所指代内容。本题译为：“在很多国家，人们鼓励年轻人高中毕业和上大学之间去工作或旅行一年”，所以题目关键在讨论one year's break带来的利弊，当然跟travel/work要相关，而不是要求我们去分析到底在一年的间隔中应该travel还是应该work。如果此点没有清楚，很可能导致偏题或跑题。
例题2
The government should control the amount of violence in films and on television in order to decrease the number of violent crimes in society. To what extent do you agree or disagree with this opinion?
练习：
本题核心要求为：
a. 电影电视上暴力和色情的影响；
b. 政府是否应该控制电影电视上的暴力和色情；
c. 电影电视上暴力和色情与社会上暴力犯罪的关系，政府是否应该控制前者。
分析：
如果选a/b，则把题目要求扩大化了，比如有同学写道：会影响孩子身心健康，不能健康成长；会造成孩子在学校行为不规范；会使观众模仿，增加暴力犯罪的可能性；鉴于诸多坏处，政府应该对此进行控制。这种回答忽略了题目中的语言结构：should… in order to…，即要达到decrease the number of violent crimes的目的，政府应该控制the violence in films and on television.。于是，要回答此题，应该考虑以下几个方面：
（1）电影电视上暴力和色情是否是导致社会暴力犯罪的原因，如果是，政府控制它才会达到降低犯罪的目的；
（2）电影电视上暴力和色情是否是导致社会暴力犯罪的唯一原因，如果不是，要达到降低暴力犯罪的目的，还需要从其他方面的原因入手，只阐述题目中“The government should control the amount of violence in films and on television”，而忽略了其他原因，或其他责任主体，则有失偏颇。比如，我们可以指出很多电脑游戏、网络资源，很多书籍，很多在家中看的DVD，都可能充满色情和暴力，是影响人们（孩子）走向暴力犯罪的因素，所以除了政府行为，家长、学校、或其他责任主体都可以对解决这一问题有作用。
例题3
Nowadays, international tourism is the biggest industry in the world. Unfortunately, international tourism creates tension rather than understanding between people from different cultures. Do you agree or disagree?
练习：
本题核心要求为：
a. 国际旅行的利弊；
b. 国际旅行导致的是紧张冲突还是相互理解。
分析：
本题与上题相似，应选择b。否则，容易扩大原题范围。
例题4
It has been more than 30 years since man first landed on the moon. Some people think that space research is a waste of money. To what extent do you agree or disagree?
练习：
本题核心要求为：
a. 登月是否是浪费金钱；
b. 太空研究是否是浪费金钱。
分析：
此题第一句话实际作用是出题者引出其核心话题，因此侧重点在第二句话上，即太空研究，当然我们在写作的时候很可能要举例说明，则可借鉴使用登月为例。如果审题不仔细，选为a选项，则把原题范围缩小了。
例题5
Many parents send their children abroad to study. discuss the advantages and disadvantages about this. When do you think will be a suitable age for children to be sent abroad?

本题核心要求为：
a. 出国留学的利弊；
b. 孩子应该何时出国留学。
分析：
答案应该是a+b。此题需要注意的是原题实际有三个要求：advantages , disadvantages, and when。很多雅思考题中都含有多个要求/方面，所以回答时，需要涵盖题目要求（address all parts of the task），否则肯定会在内容评分方面失分。
例题6
The position of women in society has changed markedly in the last twenty years. Many of the problems young people now experience, such as juvenile delinquency, arise from the fact that many married women now work and are not at home to care for their children. To what extent do you agree or disagree with this opinion?
练习
请将题目翻译为汉语。

分析：
很多同学不认识juvenile delinquency（青少年犯罪），于是担心：考试的时候题目中会出现生词怎么办？请看以下几个方面：
（1）猜，通过上下文关系进行猜测；
（2）把握主干，就能读懂大部分写作题目；
（3）背诵题库中题目里的所有生词，这也是在考试准备过程中最重要的部分之一，题库具体题目请参考第六章和附录3。



第二节
思路决定成败
什么样的思路是7分作文最不可或缺的思路？
考试的时候该写几段？
每段之间怎样设置才能达到更好的文理连贯呢？你对这些结构运用的足够熟练吗？
“凡事预则立，不预则废”。我们需要提前准备好一切，确保考试的时候2—3分钟就能确立好文章结构以及内部的起承转合。
一、万变不离其宗：essay的基本结构
当我们看透所有的范文，可以发现雅思议论文的写作思路非常简单，无非如此四大部分：
1．introduce the topic→possible expansion→give your viewpoint;
2．→sub-topic 1+evidence;/sub-topic 2+evidence; /sub-topic 3+evidence;
3． →opposing argument(s)+evidence; →assessment;
4．→restate your viewpoint.
翻译为中文为：
1．引入题目中所要谈的主题，可能的话进行一定的扩展，然后表明自己在本文中的中心观点；
2．紧接着写自己的支持分论点1，再进行适当的扩展；分论点2、3亦复如是；
3．提出自己的反面观点或主题的另一个方面，进行一定的扩展，然后对其评价、反驳；
4．重申自己的中心观点，再加可能的补充说明。
这是英文essay写作的经典思路，也是一个更容易让考官接受的layout. 请同学们这样来掌握：
1．下划线部分为必写内容，其他为选写内容。注意：雅思作文中，你可以不在开头部分表明自己的观点，而是在结尾部分。
2．Sub-topic指的是支持你的观点的分论点，evidence指的是你的分论点的相应扩展；如果你觉得一个sub-topic及其扩展就足以说清楚你的中心观点，字数也可以满足考试要求，那就可以只写一个。但一般情况下，很多同学阐述的不会那么深刻，所以你可能根据情况选择写sub-topic 2 & 3。如果你觉得他们都能单独成段，则将其拆为2—3段，如果相反，则完全可以放在一个段落里面，两者皆可。
3．Opposing argument(s) (O—A)指的是你的反方观点，或该话题的另一个方面，将其阐述出来并根据自己的观点评价(assess)其一定的合理性或不合理性，以防止该文章太过片面化或武断。一篇好的学术类作文应该要达到这个要求。我们来看考官Mark Griffiths的说明：“A good candidate will be able to assess opposing points of view as well as support his or her argument with suitable evidence.”“You should point out opposition arguments and counter them where you can. This will prevent your essay from appearing too one-sided. Don't worry too much if you cannot counter a particular argument. If the issue was totally clear, there wouldn't be a debate about it!”在他看来，这样的段落还可以写不仅一个，wherever you can, do it in this way! 那我们至少应该写一个吧——这是几乎所有7分及其以上作文的一个共同特点啊。那如何写好这种O-A段落(Opposing argument-Assessment)?请看下一部分。
二、O-A（驳论）高分段落
O—A段落为名符其实的高分必备段落，请按照下面的思路和句型进行掌握。
1．核心写作思路
…（指出opposing argument）//… (进行一定扩展) // But/yet/however, …(对其进行分析批判)
2．核心表达
（1）指出反方观点（opposing argument）常用句型：
1) Certainly/admittedly, …（指出opposing argument）：的确/诚然，……
2) Opponents/proponents/advocates/supporters of… may claim/maintain/hold…（指出opposing argument）：……的反对者/支持者可能会认为……
3) Those who… may point out that/ be worried that/ argue that…（指出opposing argument）：……的人会指出/担心/认为……

3．O—A段落实战必背
1）It is common for supporters of road networks to reject the models of cities with good public transport by arguing that such systems would not work in their particular city. One objection is climate. Some people say their city could not make more use of public transport because it is either too hot or too cold. Newman rejects this, pointing out that public transport has been successful in both Toronto and Singapore and, in fact, he has checked the use of cars against climate and found ‘zero correlation’.
2）Some opponents may often point to the fact that there is not an unlimited budget for a government, and there are simply too many issues to deal with and spend money on. They also argue that taxes will be definitely raised if all the costs of public healthcare and education are paid by the governments. I think this is particularly true with some developing countries with huge populations, such as China and India. I also agree that too much taxation imposed on individuals is not justified.
3）Some people believe that this responsibility is too heavy for individuals to shoulder or to make a difference. I find it really difficult to justify this argument from any perspective and this is the very excuse that is held to do nothing environmentally friendly. The fact is that without individual efforts, any large project designed to improve our surrounding will fail in the end without doubt. For example, the Chinese government introduced legislation banning use of plastic bags in supermarkets to tackle the problem of“white pollution”in July 2008．However, in many community markets, we can still find that the white bags are given at the request of customers. If we individual customers demand fewer products or services contaminating the environment, the production will definitely be less.
4）Many people hold the view that parents play a more important role in children's intelligence and social skills. The reason for this tendency is partly because, as increasingly more research on genetics indicates these days, genes inherited from parents exert a constant, repetitive profound impact on their intelligence or behaviours during the whole life of children. Nevertheless, I think the main point is for a child's first 3-5 years, he or she should stay with their parents for most of the time, when a series of habits, behaviours, even the values and attitudes of life are well formed, which will definitely have a decisive influence on their future. Of course, reaching the conclusion that parents have a major influence does not mean that all that learned from parents is good or beneficial. Some parents do affect their children detrimentally in a life-long way.
5）With a tendency to hold that higher education is no longer compulsory, many people then claim that it should be funded by students themselves instead of the government. This indeed reduces governments' financial burden to a certain extent and it is argued that students' motivation would be highly strengthened since they have paid a large amount of fees to obtain the access. But the downsides should not be neglected. That is mainly to say, the economically disadvantaged groups, for example, children of impoverished farmers in remote rural areas and laid-off workers in cities, may be put at an extreme disadvantage, and therefore should be assured of an equal chance to access the university education by the government.
6）Some people might argue that old people are physically weak and therefore society might be not energetic enough to develop. However, modern sciences and technologies have enabled old men to be physically strong enough to meet the challenges in modern society. In the past, old people aged over sixty were rather fragile. But nowadays, because of medicine innovations and scientific exercises, senior people can still enjoy a life with various activities. Therefore, it is not wise to question the old people's working ability now.

一、概述
考场上40分钟转瞬即逝，对于非高手而言，平地而起，建立一篇逻辑严密、论证充分、文理通顺的作文实在太难。所以我们需要预设：什么情况下文章该写几段，段落之间应该具备什么关系，起承转合的重点句型有哪些，……
这就是本书所谓的“模板”。模板太死则害己无穷，所以我们需要自己的“活动模板”。（关于“万能模板”的危害，先请同学们参考第一章第三节。）
如果掌握本章前两节的内容，能力较高的同学就可以DIY自己的“活动模板”了。我们给大家总结三种经典结构，足以应付所有雅思议论文题目，尤其对于一些基础稍差或较懒的同学，这一部分需要仔细阅读。
二、议论文三种经典结构
1．四段式
很多同学拿到一个题目之后能够从其正反双方想起几个点，要怎样安排才不落窠臼，更好的展现你的logical progression，good control of evidence, coherence呢？
假设你想到的A事件的正面论据较多，总体观点倾向于正面，那建议这样来布局：

具体请参考下面的典型范文。
典型范文1
In some countries, young people are encouraged to work or travel for a year between finishing high school and starting university studies.
Discuss the advantages and disadvantages for young people who decide to do this.
It is quite common these days for young people in many countries to have a break from studying after graduating from high school. The trend is not restricted to rich students who have the money to travel, but is also evident among poorer students who choose to work and become economically independent for a period of time.
The reasons for this trend may involve the recognition that a young adult who passes directly from school to university is rather restricted in terms of general knowledge and experience of the world. By contrast, those who have spent some time earning a living or traveling to other places, have a broader view of life and better personal resources to draw on. They tend to be more independent, which is a very important factor in academic study and research, as well as giving them an advantage in terms of coping with the challenges of student life.
However, there are certainly dangers in taking time off at that important age. Young adults may end up never returning to their studies or finding it difficult to readapt to an academic environment. They may think that it is better to continue in a particular job, or to do something completely different from a university course. But overall I think this is less likely today, when academic qualifications are essential for getting a reasonable career.
My view is that young people should be encouraged to broaden their horizons. That is the best way for them to get a clear perspective of what they are hoping to do with their lives and why. Students with such a perspective are usually the most effective and motivated ones and taking a year off may be the best way to gain this.

开头段考官直接入题，指出题目中事件（有一段时间间隔再去上大学）很普遍，紧接着一句话扩展说明此趋势不论在穷学生和富学生中都比较普遍。注意句型：not restricted… but also evident among…
主体一段来写该事件的好处，三个比较级（broader view, better personal resources, more independent）指出了三个好处，分别使用对比（文中by contrast）和延长因果（文中which）进行了扩展，使这三个点不显单薄。
主体二段转折来写该事件的坏处：不回学校上学或发现较难重新适应学习环境。但这个段落的成功更重要的是在于两个单词的使用：certainly 和but。Certainly表示作者让步，意为“的确，诚然”，微妙的体现了作者的态度：其实更侧重好处；but表示转折，直接流露的是作者的立场和心声。这样一“让”一“转”，就把该事件的坏处进行了到位处理，让读者清晰地看出了作者的观点，于是在结尾段再明确表明倾向性观点就已水到渠成了。如此这般，整个后三个段落都紧密的连贯起来，妙哉！
结尾段：首句表明自己观点——应该鼓励有一年间隔（broaden their horizons），然后扩展原因——使学生有更好的自我认识、找到人生方向，最后再重申应该有一年间隔（taking a year off）。
整篇文章简洁流畅，一气呵成，匠心独具，功底深厚。

As a result of constant media attention, sports professionals in my country have become stars and celebrities, and those at the top are paid huge salaries. Just like movie stars, they live extravagant lifestyles with huge houses and cars.
Many people find their reward unfair, especially when comparing these super salaries with those of top surgeons or research scientists, or even leading politicians who have the responsibility of governing the country. However, sports salaries are not determined by considering the contribution to society a person makes, or the level of responsibility he or she holds. Instead, they reflect the public popularity of sport in general and the level of public support that successful stars can generate. So the notion of ‘fairness’ is not the issue.
Those who feel that sports stars' salaries are justified might argue that the number of professionals with real talent is very few, and the money is a recognition of the skills and dedication a person needs to be successful. Competition is constant and a player is tested every time they perform in their relatively short career. The pressure from the media is intense and there is little privacy out of the spotlight. So all of these factors may justify the huge earnings.
Personally, I think that the amount of money such sports stars make is more justified than the huge earnings of movies stars, but at the same time, it indicates that our society places more value on sport than on more essential professions and achievements.

典型范文2
Some people believe that children's leisure activities must be educational, otherwise they are a complete waste of time.
Do you agree or disagree?
Give reasons for your answer and include any relevant examples from your experience.
Today, education has become a priority for many parents seeking to secure a good future for their children in this rapidly changing world. They believe that if their children apply themselves and work hard at school, then they will increase their opportunities for going to higher education and eventually getting a good job. Of course they are right, and as access to the best education and best jobs is becoming more competitive, then it is true that children have to make the best of their study time when they are young.
However, the parents who do not allow their children sufficient free time for leisure activities outside school hours, are misguided. Such activities are far from being a waste of time for the children simply because they are not academic. It is important to remember that children need to develop skills other than intellectual ones, and the best way to do this is through activities such as sports, games and playing with other kids. If they cannot play make-believe games, how can they develop their imagination? How can they learn physical co-ordination or learn important social lessons about winning and losing if they do not practise any sports? Many children form strong, personal relationships with the friends they play with, and without the opportunity to do this, they could grow up emotionally immature or unformed.
Finally, I think it is also important to remember that children need to relax as well as work. If everything they do must have some educational or academic relevance, then they will soon get tired of studying altogether, which is the last thing parents would want.

I tend to agree that young children can be negatively affected by too much time spent on the computer every day. This is partly because sitting in front of a screen for too long can be damaging to both the eyes and the physical posture of a young child, regardless of what they are using the computer for.
However, the main concern is about the type of computer activities that attract children. These are often electronic games that tend to be very intense and rather violent. The player is usually the ‘hero’ of the game and too much exposure can encourage children to be self-centred and insensitive to others.
Even when children use a computer for other purposes, such as getting information or emailing friends, it is no substitute for human interaction. Spending time with other children and sharing non-virtual experiences is an important part of a child's development that cannot be provided by a computer.
In spite of this, the obvious benefits of computer skills for young children cannot be denied. Their adult world will be changing constantly in terms of technology and the Internet is the key to all the knowledge and information available in the world today. Therefore it is important that children learn at an early age to use the equipment enthusiastically and with confidence as they will need these skills throughout their studies and working lives.
I think the main point is to make sure that young children do not overuse computers. Parents must ensure that their children learn to enjoy other kinds of activity and not simply sit at home, learning to live in a virtual world.

1-2段分别讲了两个分论点：unhealthy activities children might do; damage to communication/human interaction。
第3段属于让步，讲了computer skills 对孩子的好处。
结尾段：
照应前文所谈，指出不能“过度”使用电脑，以兴其利除其弊，同时提出其他建议（parents should…），达到此目的。
可以参考文章中的划线语句。
让步句型总结：
1) Of course, we are not advocating there is no benefit of computer skills at all for young children. In fact, …
2) However/in spite of this/despite this, the obvious benefits of computer skills cannot be denied/neglected…
小结：
本文最大的一个特点在于段落之间连贯和衔接（请参看下划线部分），可谓布局似天衣无缝、手法如行云流水。前三个段落层层递进，第四段让步以平衡自我观点，最后一段结合两个方面，既观点鲜明，又不失偏颇，再加上地道清新的语言，实在是不可多得的佳作。强烈建议同学们背诵类似的作文，以增强语感。当然，你也可以适当借鉴此结构，进行仿写。

In many places today, children start primary school at around the age of six or seven. While some people think this may be damaging to a child's development or to a child's relationship with his or her parents, in fact there are many advantages to having school experience at a young age.
Firstly, a child will learn to interact with a lot of different people and some children learn to communicate very early because of this. They are generally more confident and independent than children who stay at home with their parents and who are not used to strangers or new situations. Such children find their first day at school at the age of six very frightening and this may have a negative effect on how they learn.
Another advantage of going to school at an early age is that children develop faster socially. They make friends and learn how to get on with other children of a similar age. This is often not possible at home becasuse they are the only child, or because their brothers or sisters are older or younger.
So overall, I believe that, attending school from a young age is good for most children. They still spend plenty of time at home with their parents, so they can benefit from both environments.

Not until recently have people and policy makers realized that this is an inexcusable crime because old buildings, once gone, are not restorable.
Moreover, old buildings, if planned and preserved properly, could actually contribute to businesses. Yet no one thinks the high-rising office buildings make the old architectures a sore of the eye. By contrast, new buildings incorporate many elements of the old and classic to be unique and more attractive to modern people.
Nevertheless, we are not advocating equal treatment for all old buildings, and some do need to be torn down, partly because of safety reasons and partly because they are indeed causing extreme inconvenience to the inhabitants themselves, because of the outdated sewage system or poor heating system. Despite this, some historically significant buildings also deserve our protection and we should not be blind to their worth. If we only take into consideration the short-term benefits, our country will be sorry for their loss in years to come.
As we have discussed, old buildings are part of a country's history and are valuable in many ways. We should plan well and be wise to see such values. At the same time, we should also do our best to find solutions to make the old and the new coexist in harmony.

In many countries many schools have severe problems with student behaviour. What do you think are the causes of this? What solutions can you suggest?
Poor student behavior seems to be an increasingly widespread problem and I think that modern lifestyles are probably responsible for this.
In many countries, the birth rate is decreasing so that families are smaller with fewer children. These children are often spoilt, not in terms of love and attention because working parents do not have the time for this, but in more material ways. They are allowed to have whatever they want, regardless of price, and to behave as they please. This means that the children grow up without consideration for others and without any understanding of where their standard of living comes from.
When they get to school age they have not learnt any self control or discipline. They have less respect for their teachers and refuse to obey school rules in the way as their parents did.
Teachers continually complain about this problem and measures should be taken to combat the situation. But I think the solution to the problem lies with the families, who need to be more aware of the future consequences of spoiling their children. If they could raise them to be considerate of others and to be social, responsible individuals, the whole community would benefit.
Perhaps parenting classes are needed to help them to do this, and high quality nursery schools could be established that would support families more in terms of raising the next generation. 开头和结尾　简洁才会美
一、开头段写作技法
一般来说，开头段的写作包含两部分：引入主题→表明观点。当然，可有灵活变化。
1．引入主题
这部分的目的很简单，把题目中让我们谈论的核心话题引入自己文章中，但是应注意：直接照抄原题是不计算在我们作文字数内的，也会反映出作者有限的词汇资源。所以我们要做的是“换汤不换药”——意思须跟原文一致但表达应有变化，也就是同义改写。
我们可以用两种方法来完成上述任务：
1) 开门见山，直接入题
例题1
Many people consider the death penalty to be appropriate punishment in certain cases whilst others think that there is never a reason for it to be used. Do you agree or disagree?
Sample answer:
The issue of death penalty is an emotional one, with many people taking the attitude that it needs to be used both often and swiftly to deter crime. Others believe that in a so-called“civilized”society, the death penalty is little more than barbarism.

二、结尾段写作

2．如果作文在开头段已表明观点，结尾段可重申自己观点，并总结前文的重要分论点，也可以适当提出一些针对性建议。

五大“雷”区
根据笔者几年教学经验，有些关系词的错误使用率很高，令很多考官痛心疾首。现总结如下五大“雷”区，供考生参考：
1）表示“首先”，写作时你会选择哪个词（短语）呢？
① Firstly;
② To begin with;
③ First and foremost.
应该使用Firstly，其他两个为错误用法。有些同学觉得它太简单了，就换为②/③，想以此“impress”the examiner，这就大错特错了。以你的词汇量而言，怎样才能impress/surprise the examiner? 估计只有把词用错了才能起到这样的效果吧！其实，②为口语表达，③不但是口语表达，还是陈词滥调，一看就让考官烦的hackneyed phrase，绝对要在你的作文里避免使用。
2）What is more?还是What's more?
应该使用前者。因为，我们在学术写作的时候一般不使用缩写。同样，我们也不会写we can't, I'd like to, he's，而是分别为we cannot, I would like to, he is.
3）lastly还是last but not least?
应该使用前者。后者为口语表达，同时也是考官厌烦的中国同学普遍错误使用的陈词滥调。其用法可参看朗文词典解释：
used when mentioning the last person or thing in a list/group, to emphasize that they are still important
Ex.
Last but not least, let me introduce Jane, our new secretary.
4）in (by) contrast 还是in comparison？
I read a lot as a child, but my daughter, ______, just seems interested in television.
应该使用前者。两个短语在很多时候都可以翻译为“相比之下”，但前者强调的是事物之间的不同之处（difference），后者则主要侧重“两相比较”的过程，不一定是不同。
5）on the other hand
On the one hand, smoking can lead to lung cancer, on the other hand, it can increase the chances of having a miscarriage if a woman is pregnant.
本句想要表达的意思为：吸烟一方面能导致肺癌；另一方面，如果一个妇女怀孕，它会提高流产的几率。很显然这是个递进的逻辑关系，我们可以选择what is more或者what is worse等，但是不能使用看似很合汉语意思的on the other hand, 因为它表示的是转折的逻辑关系。
为了更好掌握这些逻辑关系词，不让自己眼高手低，还是做些练习吧！

四、使用过渡语句
要做好整个文章的衔接，除了使用以上三种方法，还应该使用一些具有承上启下作用的过渡句。在task 2的写作中最常用的过渡句有五大类关系：因果关系、递进关系、让步转折关系、评价关系、进行总结。给大家总结了26个过渡句，供大家背诵掌握。

第五章
雅思写作必须激活的6类核心词汇
很多同学一直问这样一个问题：有多大的词汇量能准备好雅思写作？8000，10000，12000？
也许更值得探索的问题是：激活多“小”的词汇量就能攻克雅思写作？
本章我们将探究雅思写作必须掌握的6类高频高分词汇。



首先必须承认，我们掌握的词汇量越大，对一门语言的熟练程度应该越高。所以背单词对于我们学习外语的人来说应该是“永远不变的追求”。但是，如同汉语和英语都有常用词汇表一样，核心话题为“一个中心三个基本点”（参见第六章详细论述）的雅思写作更有自己的核心常用词汇。笔者根据几年的写作教学经验，同时参考General Service List和Academic Word List，为同学们总结了如下六组核心词汇，以期给同学们雅思备考的最后冲刺“加油”，为你的词汇“添彩”。
How to activate your basic vocabulary?

篇幅有限，本节提供的单词都是最核心的主干词汇，同学们可以想一下所给单词对应的同义词、近义词、反义词、以及不同的词形变化（主要指的是名词—动词—形容词—副词），这样可以最大限度上激活你已有的词汇，并且使词汇能灵活运用起来。

雅思写作考试有“题库”吗？有。
雅思写作考的题目全是原题吗？不是。
本章，我们去“题库”中一探究竟。



第一节
写作出题的“二八现象”
雅思写作考试没有官方公开给定的题库。但是这并不意味着它的选题是随意的、漫无目的的。
就其出题方式而言，可以分为以下三类：旧题重考；旧题新考；新题乍现。
纵观每年的考试，我们可以发现一个“二八现象”——基本上80%（甚至以上）的题目都是以前曾经考过题目的翻版或原版，而“新题”是不多的，只占到了20%并且建立在对旧题认识的基础上，多数新题都可以迎刃而解。
一、旧题重考
例题1
Many people believe that the main aim for university education is to help graduates to find better jobs, while some people believe that university education has wider benefits for individuals and society. Discuss both views and give your opinion.（2007.12.08）
分析：
此题最主要的考察内容为functions of university education, 基本上可以总结以下几点：
对于Individuals:
1) provide professional knowledge and skills to help them find employment;
2) private morality;
3) communication skills; team work;
4) sense of responsibility; …
对于Society:
1) accelerator of social progress (technological inventions; economic theories);
2) better individuals, better society;
这道题目其实属于“旧题重考”，源于2004.1.17题目：

总之，雅思写作的考试题目基本上8成为旧题，2成为新题。把握好最核心的“旧题”，也就把握住了根本，以不变应万变。哪些题目才是核心题目呢？我们下节分解。



第二节
核心话题：“一个中心三个基本点”
就雅思写作的话题而言，官方给出的答复是“Task 2 requires you to write about contemporary social issues of general interest”。通过研究历年真题，我们可以把题库题目总结为“一个中心三个基本点”。“一个中心”，即个人，大多数题目都离不开探讨一事件对个人的影响，个人可以分为老师学生，家长孩子，老人小孩，男人女人，富人穷人等等。“三个基本点”即家庭、学校和社会，这是人一生三个主要的活动区域，在A类雅思考试中，学校和社会类题目是重点，占了绝大多数；在G类考试中，家庭和社会类的则是重点。要注意的是这“一个中心三个基本点”是相互影响相互作用的，注意这一点，可以帮助我们在构思的时候扩展思路。

例如：
Some scientists believe that studying of behavior of 3-year-old children can tell which children would grow up to be criminals. To what extent in your opinion that a crime is a product of human nature or is it possible to stop children to grow up to be criminals?
本题探讨犯罪的成因，完全可以从人、家庭、学校、社会4个角度去思考，素材会十分丰富。

为方便同学们备考，我们把每一类里面的常考话题给大家总结出来，一共28道典型题目，涵盖了家庭、学校及社会三大方面，并提供原创高分范文，且每篇范文都附有考官评语及得分，同时提供相应练习和扩展阅读，当你把这28道题目准备到位，你就把握了以不变应万变的根本。



第三节
题库中，你最应该准备的28道母题及原创范文
本节中28道题目是从现在题库250多道题目中精挑细选出的出现频率最高、最具代表性、最核心的题目。每道题目基本按如下制式编排：

1．Many people believe that the main aim for university education is to help graduates to find better jobs, while some people believe that university education has wider benefits for individuals and society. Discuss both views and give your opinion.
Model answer:
What is the purpose of a university education? This is a topic as old as the university itself. From Plato to Confucius, from Bacon to Nietzche, different people hold differing views. In recent decades, its practical function, that is, a way for students to find better employment, has been increasingly emphasized by the general public.
It is certainly true that the university should give its attendants an advantage when they hunt for a job in the job market, which is the very end that the majority of parents who send their children to universities do have. In that case, they would be less likely to be disappointed. Since the tuition fee is far from low now (especially in China), paying more attention to the employment issue of its graduates by the university can be well justified. But does that mean the main aim of university education is, or should be, career-oriented?
Despite its contribution to students' employment, university education has more benefits to offer to both individuals and the society as a whole. Just as Grayson Kirkm, the late president of Columbia University, noted,“The most important function of education at any level is to develop the personality of the individual and the significance of his life to himself and to others. This is the basic architecture of a life; the rest is ornamentation and decoration of the structure.”What a university should mainly focus on is the so-called personality education, which would benefit its students a life-long time, not only in terms of finding a job to support their families, but in terms of what lies behind a job — happiness.
What should not be neglected either is its role in developing the personal morality of the students, thus ensuring that the graduates are not merely technically adept but also morally right. Besides, universities should carry on some fundamental and essential researches, in the areas such as physics and astronautics, where it is less likely for graduates to find jobs with high salaries but the long-term significance can never be underestimated.
So overall, I firmly believe that university has more than one role to play, and its very first priority is not to train skillful professionals and guarantee them better-paid work which can be provided by some vocational colleges, but to benefit individuals and society in a much wider sphere.

The purpose of education
—Martin Luther King, Jr.
As I engage in the so-called “bull sessions”around and about the school, I too often find that most college men have a misconception of the purpose of education. Most of the “brethren”think that education should equip them with the proper instruments of exploitation so that they can forever trample over the masses. Still others think that education should furnish them with noble ends rather than means to an end.
It seems to me that education has a two-fold function to perform in the life of man and in society: the one is utility and the other is culture. Education must enable a man to become more efficient, to achieve with increasing facility the legitimate goals of his life.
Education must also train one for quick, resolute and effective thinking. To think incisively and to think for one's self is very difficult. We are prone to let our mental life become invaded by legions of half truths, prejudices, and propaganda. At this point, I often wonder whether or not education is fulfilling its purpose. A great majority of the so-called educated people do not think logically and scientifically. Even the press, the classroom, the platform, and the pulpit in many instances do not give us objective and unbiased truths. To save man from the morass of propaganda, in my opinion, is one of the chief aims of education. Education must enable one to sift and weigh evidence, to discern the true from the false, the real from the unreal, and the facts from the fiction.
The function of education, therefore, is to teach one to think intensively and to think critically. But education which stops with efficiency may prove the greatest menace to society. The most dangerous criminal may be the man gifted with reason, but with no morals.
The late Eugene Tallmadge, in my opinion, possessed one of the better minds of Georgia, or even America. Moreover, he wore the Phi Beta Kappa key. By all measuring rods, Mr. Talmadge could think critically and intensively; yet he contends that I am an inferior being. Are those the types of men we call educated?
We must remember that intelligence is not enough. Intelligence plus character—that is the goal of true education. The complete education gives one not only power of concentration, but worthy objectives upon which to concentrate. The broad education will, therefore, transmit to one not only the accumulated knowledge of the race but also the accumulated experience of social living.
If we are not careful, our colleges will produce a group of close-minded, unscientific, illogical propagandists, consumed with immoral acts. Be careful,“brethren!”Be careful, teachers!
2．It is often said that the subjects taught in schools are too academic in orientation and that it would be more useful for children to learn about practical matters such as home management, work and interpersonal skills. To what extent do you agree or disagree?
Model answer:
There has always been more to learn than schools have time to teach, so inevitably some things and subjects that are considered to be less important must be left out. Has the education system become too focused on academic subjects, leaving our children without key practical skills?
Many people argue that schools should focus on teaching academic subjects whilst more practical, non-academic ones should be learnt outside school, especially in the home from parents. I think that this ignores two things. The first is that many parents do not have sufficient practical skills themselves. Therefore, they cannot automatically be expected to pass these skills on to their children. The second thing is that there is not necessarily a clear division between academic subjects and practical skills. For example, the ability to make a presentation is an interpersonal skill that is useful both in the academic world and in the workplace. The ability to manage household finances is a practical skill that uses an academic subject (mathematics).
Both practical skills and academic skills can be learnt outside school. However, academic subjects are less likely to be learnt outside the formal education system simply because most children do not want to spend their evenings and weekends on learning more than their teachers have told them about such topics. It should be noted that free time activities such as playing sports, listening to music and watching TV can help children learn about practical matters. Team sports encourage children to cooperate. Listening to music can inspire children to learn to play musical instruments. Many TV programmes teach people about real life and help them to develop practical skills, such as cooking and how to deal with money.
In conclusion, I believe that schools should focus more on academic subjects, but that the relevance of these to everyday life can be emphasised by teachers. It would help if we were more careful about making such a big distinction between academic subjects and practical abilities.

In the last decades, it is quite common for many schools to practice a“seeded class”policy across China, where the so-called intelligent students are selected and given special education. Personally, I think this practice generally has more benefits on several different levels.
The most obvious advantage lies in the fact that it allows teachers to employ different pedagogic strategies suited to the particular group of pupils. For example, for the more intelligent who are more likely to have a quicker mind and a stronger knowledge thirsty intention, teachers or tutors can include something more difficult or complex in their syllabus, catering for the special needs. On the other hand, some other students who are not that intelligent may be slow at learning or acquiring new knowledge or skills, a correspondingly suitable teaching strategy then is highly desirable. In this case, the separate teaching scheme is generally good for both groups of students, since teachers can thereafter design different courses and teaching methods catering for their special needs.
Of course, those who are in support of integration teaching may firstly argue that separating one from another is a violation of individual rights and that everyone, whether smart or dull, should be treated equally. I think the notion of equality is not the issue. The less intelligent students can be allowed to choose some advanced courses originally designed for those smarter students, and vice versa.
Overall, I think it is not bad to separate students and nurture them individually. The authorities should take into consideration their pupils' own preference as to being in or out of one particular group so that the benefits of this system can be maximized.

In the last decade, the funding of higher education has become one of the most heated focuses of discussion and disputes across the whole country. Opinions are deeply divided as to who are responsible for paying the increasingly high fees.
With a tendency to hold that higher education is no longer compulsory, many people then claim that it should be funded by students themselves instead of the government. This indeed reduces governments' financial burden to a certain extent and it is argued that students' motivation would be highly strengthened since they have paid a large amount of fees to obtain the access. But the downsides should not be neglected. That is mainly to say, the economically disadvantaged groups, for example, children of impoverished farmers in remote rural areas and laid-off workers in cities, may be put at an extreme disadvantage, and therefore should be assured of an equal chance to access the university education by the government.
Conversely, some people suggest that all the tuition fees should be paid by the government, thus enabling all its citizens, whether poor or rich, can have equal access to higher education. What is more, it is also a scheme to reduce the disparities between the two classes so as to enhance the social harmony. But opponents may refute this, pointing out that the government budget is never unlimited. While this is true, I tend to think the limited budget should be prioritized and education of people should be the first priority.
Consequently, the third approach — by government loan — seems to be the most practical one. It allows the students, the impoverished ones in particular, to go on with their further education in university regardless of their economic status. Meanwhile, the government does not shoulder too much financial burden beyond its capacities. Some people are worried that there is still a risk that students who take out a loan from government may refuse to pay back or be unable to keep up with their loan repayments. I think this is less likely today, when the credit system of the state are highly developed and the rule-breakers can be easily found and punished. So overall, I am in support of the third strategy: government making loans to students who are supposed to pay them back within one or two years after their graduation.

Admittedly, the Internet is doomed to play an inevitable role in children's education. If a student cannot explore the virtual world by using IE or Firefox, etc, he or she will be in danger of being kept from what is going on in the world. However, those students who know how to search for the valuable information available on the Web tend to gain themselves big advantages in that they can browse for more detailed information about the subjects discussed in class, gaining a deeper insight into the events or experiments and acquiring a multi-dimensional understanding of the current issues, since so great a variety of related information can be accessed by some powerful search engines such as Google, or Baidu. However, this does not automatically mean the Internet can play all the roles a school can, nor that it can take the place of school education.
School education always is, and will remain, essential for children's upbringing, because it is not only a platform to impart knowledge but also a stage to educate an individual about values and attitudes, rights and wrongs, goods and evils. At school, children, encouraged by their teachers and accompanied by their peers, can benefit in a wider range. They are more likely to be sociable and outgoing, cooperative and tolerant. On the other hand, the Internet can hardly serve these functions. Even if it provides information about role samples, about moral classes, it is not up to children to choose from these“goods”and those unsuitable“evils”online, for children are not mature enough to make a good judgment and their parents, always busy working and absent from home.
Overall, we can see that schools are actually necessary even in the so-called Internet age and young students should also be encouraged to master the computer skills to ensure a better future.

The reason for this tendency is partly because, as increasingly more research on genetics indicate these days, genes inherited from parents exert a constant, repetitive profound impact on their intelligence or behaviours during the whole life of children. Nevertheless, I think the main point is for a child's first 3-5 years, he or she should stay with their parents for most of the time, when a series of habits, behaviours, even the values and attitudes of life are well formed, which will definitely have a decisive influence on their future. Of course, reaching the conclusion that parents have a major influence does not mean that all that learned from parents is good or beneficial. Some parents do affect their children detrimentally in a life-long way.
Teachers certainly serve significant functions in their pupils' development in terms of both intelligence and social skills. Most of them are well-trained in the related areas such as pedagogy, educational psychology, so they have obvious advantages over parents when school subjects are concerned. They are more likely to interest children in a smarter way, prompt them to social activities and enhance their communication skills as well as cooperation spirit. But the point is how much this nurturing can change the natural characteristics brought from their parents? Examples on both sides can never be exhausted.
Overall, I think this is a question to which no clear-cut answer can be found, until now. Both factors should be valued for a better development of children.

Today the way we consider human psychology and mental development is heavily influenced by the genetic sciences. We now understand the importance of inherited characteristics more than ever before. Yet we are still unable to decide whether an individual's personality and development are more influenced by genetic factors (nature) or by the environment (nurture).
Research, relating to identical twins, has highlighted how significant inherited characteristics can be for an individual's life. But whether these characteristics are able to develop within the personality of an individual surely depends on whether the circumstances allow such a development. It seems that the experiences we have in life are so unpredictable and so powerful, that they can boost or over-ride other influences, and there seems to be plenty of research findings to confirm this.
My own view is that there is no one major influence in a person's life. Instead, the traits we inherit from our parents and the situations and experiences that we encounter in life are constantly interacting. It is the interaction of the two that shapes a person's perosnality and dictates how that personality develops. If this were not true, then we would be able to predict the behaviour and character of a person from the moment he was born.
In conclusion, I do not think that either nature or nurture is the major influence on a person, but that both have powerful effects. How these factors interact is still unknow today and they remain largely unpredictable in a person's life.

In recent years, graduates are finding it increasingly difficult to find an ideal job after school or university, thus youth unemployment is becoming a relatively new issue for many countries in the world. This essay will look at the severe consequences it may lead to and put forward some moderate proposals.
One of the most immediate effects is that those jobless graduates cannot find a way to earn a living, thus unable to cover the loans which they had for their expensive education and to support their families, creating much pressure on themselves and other family members, both financially and psychologically. They may be haunted by pessimism and distress.
However, this is far from a personal or private problem, I mean, it is also a problem for the society as a whole. When the rate of youth unemployment rises, it may increase the chance of social instability, for the jobless young people with resent and disappointment may easily form gangs or groups to commit robbery or other more serious crimes. For example, there are 6.11 million college graduates in China in 2008, but unfortunately the employment demand is reported to be only 4.0 million because of the financial crisis and other factors. It is really a thorny issue for the government to address deliberately and carefully.
The possible solutions are always under discussion at both personal and government level. Some people suggest that governmental allowance for the unemployed should be made a policy in order to maintain social stability as well as give them a better living. Some others think postgraduate enrollment should be enlarged to ease the problem to a certain extent. But I think this is only an expedient to put off the problem rather than resolve it. One point I would like to make is concerning young graduates themselves, who should be advised to lower their unrealistic expectations and embark on some seemingly more fundamental work, for example, that in the communities or rural areas, which is indeed not that “bad”. This may work efficiently to reduce the current unemployment rates.

China: graduate unemployment on the rise
Ministry of Education statistics indicate more than 6 million students will graduate in China this year whereas in 2002, the total number comprised only 1.45 million. But the employment rate for graduates last year was less than 70% and the rising number seeking jobs is challenging the government at a time when the current economic crisis will surely exacerbate the problem. It is likely close to 2 million graduates will not find work — many of whom are postgraduates, even doctoral graduates.
Several factors are responsible for the dire situation facing graduates and the massive expansion of enrolments since 1999 is one issue. At the end of the last century, China's exports were negatively influenced by the Asian financial crisis that began in 1997．China's economic growth declined sharply while at the same time domestic demand was not high enough to maintain the momentum of economic growth.
To increase domestic demand, the central government reduced interest rates dramatically for saving accounts but the measure was not effective in getting people to increase their spending. In 1999, the government stimulated domestic demand by increasing higher education enrolments.
By 2008, new enrolments in universities had risen by about 6 million, with close to 24 million students in total. Although student numbers increased, this had not been carefully matched with student employment prospects.
With demands in the job market changing constantly, the tension created by the gap between the supply of graduates and the demand of employers has intensified. Consequently, too many graduates have majored in accounting, Chinese language and literature, law and computer science, whereas jobs in these fields are limited. At the same time, many companies cannot find qualified employees working in specific technical fields.
The major economic crisis that originated in the US in 2008 also affects China. Amid the global financial crisis, China's economy has been declining at a surprising speed since last summer and tens of thousands of foreign-invested companies in the eastern provinces, such as Guangdong and Zhejiang, collapsed with millions of people losing their jobs.
The Chinese government has taken some measures to try to solve the crisis and it hopes injecting huge investment into the economy will create jobs and relieve much of the pressure. But some experts predict that building infrastructure will only provide manual jobs for ordinary workers and will not benefit college graduates.
Another measure is to boost postgraduate enrolments. The Education Ministry plans to expand enrolments of masters students by 5% and doctoral students by 1.7%. Given the decline in jobs, many graduates will choose to study further and this year almost 1.25 million first degree-holders will be taking the postgraduate entrance examinations.
Yet expanding postgraduate enrolments cannot solve the problem of graduate unemployment as it can only offer some relief or postpone the current employment pressure. Indeed, in recent years, employment of masters degree graduates has become problematic.
Diverting graduates to rural areas is a third measure. But a vast gap exists between urban and rural areas in terms of developmental level, opportunities and living conditions. Thus, most graduates prefer to work in cities.
9．It is generally acknowledged that families are now not as close as they used to be. What are the possible reasons for this and what can be done to reverse the trend?
Model answer:
With the speeding up of modern life, family closeness has been reduced to an historic low in the last decades. Why is it the case and what can be done to switch this tendency?
The reasons for this may involve three major aspects. First of all, working parents spend the vast majority of their time in their offices or even work overtime at home, since they want to ensure an advantageous position in the fierce competition. Consequently, they have little time for communication with other family members, which possibly result in the increasing alienation in the family. A similar case happens to children, who are often sent to boarding school and back home once a week, even once a month.
Even if some other young children stay at home with their parents, most of them would be induced to watch TV or play some exciting computer games or chat with faraway friends online instead of sitting around a table to start an intimate talk with other members. So the overuse of modern technological devices is also contributing to the increasing family indifference these days.
To solve this problem, I think, the crucial point is to ensure sufficient time spent together and enhance the communication between different family members. Parents should spare more time from their work, which can be devoted to a short journey if it is longed for, or an exhibition or some other activities that can be enjoyed together. Moreover, some traditional values about family closeness should be imparted to the younger generation whether at home or school in their early age, when it is easier to shape a correct attitude towards family. Overall, great efforts from both parents and schools should be highly desirable to reverse the trend.

However I am paving the way for a new tradition when that time comes. Today, we play a giggly little game of describing our love (I love you as much as 10,000 walruses). My hope is that in the future when I can't tell my teenaged son how much I love him because I might embarrass him then I can at least whisper in his ear: “1 million elephants”and perhaps get a smile at the inside joke.

Model answer:
Thanks to the development of communication technology, nowadays we can accomplish many of our everyday tasks without meeting each other in person, such as paying bills and buying books. In my point of view, it has both positive and negative effects for individuals as well as our society.
It is clear that fulfilling some tasks without seeing people face to face is highly efficient. In the past, if we needed to buy something, we had to go to the shopping mall; but nowadays all can be done with a click on the keyboard and the goods will be delivered home, even at a lower price. And if we want to make a transaction from one bank account to another, we do not have to go directly to a bank or wait for a desperately long queue; instead we may comfortably make use of the self-banking service at home provided access to the Internet. Thus, efficiency of work and life has been both highly improved owing to the technological advances.
On the other hand, lack of face-to-face communication also brings some problems. One of the biggest concerns is the safety. With increasing virus threats and well-trained hackers, online deals such as bank transactions are well exposed to heavy loss as well as to great convenience. Identity theft and other problems should be well noted by either individuals or various organizations, too. Another problem may lie in the fact that people might become somewhat indifferent and feel isolated in the long run without meeting others face-to-face, since they are emotional creatures.
Overall, there are both favorable and unfavorable effects on individuals and society if everyday tasks are performed without people meeting each other vis-a-vis. Personally, I am fairly optimistic about its future and I also fully understand the necessity for both individuals and government to pay adequate attention to the safety of such dealings.

The wedding invitations always seem more formal and sincere if hand-written; holiday cards with ink will often delight us more; and a carefully written love letter may intrigue or move your beloved one more easily. So letter writing is still necessary even in this Internet era and sometimes unique with its physical being as against other virtual forms of communication. Clearly, there is still a place for the hand-written letter and there is no evidence that this place will be taken by technology in the future.

The generations of citizens now in their twenties and thirties, parents of today, have no memory of a childhood without television. Meanwhile, children spend as much as 30 hours a week watching television. By the time they graduate from high school most have spent 12,000 hours with the school and 18,000 hours with the TV.
Studies have demonstrated that watching violence on television can increase children's aggressive behavior. This seems most likely if the children consider the program realistic and if they want to be like the violent character. The television industry often uses production methods such as “cutting away”to spare viewers the really gory results of the violent acts. This is called “sterilizing”the violence. Some research suggests it is even worse than unsterilized violence because children see no bad results and don't learn to fear strong violence or feel uncomfortable when they see it. Using weak, unimportant strangers as victims is part of “sterilizing.”It prevents children from experiencing the action from the victim's point of view.
TV is not a drug, but it does give instant pleasure and requires little effort from the viewer. Television allows children to escape boredom without thinking, talking with adults, or developing complex interests such as reading, studying, or playing complicated games.
Television functions as a “window on the world”for small children. Even as they get older, however, they do not necessarily make a clear distinction between true stories and fiction or between actors and the characters they play. Their ideas about life are shaped by the version of reality they see on TV. Watching life on TV can mislead children about the amount of crime, violence, and family conflict that is normal; the kinds of lifestyles, jobs, and income easily available; and the chances for constant excitement in life. Television programming creates impressions about the very pace of life. Only Mr. Rogers shows children how long real life events take from start to finish. Other shows cut out the boring parts. Trials on crime dramas are sometimes over in less time than it takes Mr. Rogers to change his shoes. The message underlying some television shows also impacts children, suggesting that uncontrolled aggression isn't really such a bad reaction.

Model answer:
Nowadays, advanced technology is increasingly applied to food production and we can produce food much cheaper in larger quantity and wider ranges. The starving population has been dramatically reduced in recent years than ever before. And more choices of food can reach a most common household. These obvious benefits cannot be denied, of course.
Despite all these merits, it is held that some of the methods are dangerous for consumers' health. For example, the wide use of some chemical fertilizers and pesticides, though increased the productivity, also threatens people's health, because some chemicals would remain in the food and be detrimental to one's fitness, especially some heart diseases and chronic illnesses have their roots in these chemical killers.
Another disadvantage is also coming into our horizon constantly in the media. That is the potential impacts on local communities. For example, as a result of the wide use of modern machinery and advanced farming techniques, a great deal of rural labor is migrating to cities where they work as construction workers, babysitters, or in blue-collar areas. This gives rise to a series of problems. First, many local villages or communities are left only with children and the elderly because young strong couples are working in cities. Second, some, or most, of the cultural traditions cannot be passed down and are becoming extinct, not only because less population are living there but also because the migrant workers gradually accepted the urban values and even lifestyles.
From what has been discussed, I find myself in agreement with the statement expressed in the question that some of methods are harmful to both human health and local communities. But that is not to say we should return to the barbarian tribal life. On the other hand, practical solutions should be worked out by experts or government to maximize the benefits of farming technology and to minimize its downside effects on consumers' health and local traditions.

Benefits of GM foods
There is a need to produce inexpensive, safe and nutritious foods to help feed the world's growing population. Genetic modification may provide:
•　Better quality food
•　Higher nutritional yields
•　Inexpensive and nutritious food, like carrots with more antioxidants
•　Foods with a greater shelf life, like tomatoes that taste better and last longer
•　Food with medicinal benefits, such as edible vaccines — for example, bananas with bacterial or rotavirus antigens
•　Crops and produce that require less chemical application, such as herbicide resistant canola
Advocates argue that GM foods are potentially better for the environment. By using genetically engineered crops that are resistant to attack by pests or disease, farmers and primary producers do not have to apply large amounts of pesticides and chemicals to the surrounding environment. Developing crops that are resistant to particular herbicides and pesticides may reduce the amount of pesticides used in food production and the residual pesticide levels in the environment.
The risks of genetically modified crops
Food regulatory authorities require that GM foods receive individual pre-market safety assessments. Also, the principle of ‘substantial equivalence’ is used. This means that an existing food is compared with its genetically modified counterpart to find any differences between the existing food and the new product. The assessment investigates:
•　Toxicity (using similar methods to those used for conventional foods)
•　Tendency to provoke any allergic reaction
•　Stability of the inserted gene
•　Whether there is any nutritional deficit or change in the GM food
•　Any other unintended effects of the gene insertion
A GM food will only be approved for sale if it is safe and is as nutritious as its conventional counterparts. The safety of GM foods is still being debated, as it is impossible to predict all of the potential effects on human health and the environment. Some public health experts, however, advocate caution and believe that ‘we are only at the “scientific starting line”, we simply don't know whether GM foods are safe’.

Airplanes are becoming the first choice of transportation by more and more people. Some protesters claim that air travel should be restricted because of its massive pollution and too much fuel consuming. I find it extremely difficult to side with them.
First of all, the most obvious merit of travelling by air is its speed. You can fly from London to New York in about four hours. By contrast, you would spend nearly a month on the sea by ship, say, Titanic. This would save a lot of time and the expenditure is correspondingly much less. What is more, it is often more comfortable and convenient for long-distance journeys, which spares you numerous transfers. By now, no other modes of transportation can compare with airplanes in all these aspects.
Another reason lies in the fact that air travel is an essential factor in the blueprint of the global village. If some restrictions are placed on it, the process will definitely be slowed down and many sectors such as international trade or tourism or communication will be negatively influenced.
Of course, there is no denying that traveling by plane produces greenhouse gases and is fuel-consuming. But one fact should be made clear that the main source of world's emissions is private cars rather than airplanes. Moreover, alternative energies are being explored and some have already come into being. “No question, global warming threatens public health,”said climate scientist Brenda Ekwurzel of the Union of Concerned Scientists (UCS).“It isn't just happening at the poles; it's already affecting us in North America. And how much worse it will get will depend on the choices we make today.”
According to a 2005 study by researchers at Stanford University published in the Proceedings of the National Academy of Sciences, spring weather conditions the world over are arriving about 10 days earlier in the calendar than they did 30 years ago. This phenomenon, called“season creep,”is lengthening the growing season for many allergen-producing weeds.
Carbon dioxide released by burning coal and oil and cutting down forests drives global warming. It also accelerates plant growth. Recent experiments have found that higher carbon dioxide levels cause ragweed, loblolly pines, poison ivy and other plants to produce more potent allergens.
A 2006 Duke University study, for example, found that loblolly pines produce pollen at a younger age and in greater quantities when carbon dioxide levels are higher. Meanwhile, a six-year study at Duke University's experimental forest found higher carbon dioxide levels in the air increases poison ivy growth. Higher carbon dioxide levels also makes poison ivy produce a more potent form of urushiol, the irritant that causes 80 percent of people exposed to poison ivy to develop dermatitis.

•　Our current path is not sustainable.
If governments around the world continue with policies in place to date — the underlying premise in the ETP Baseline scenario to 2050 — CO2 emissions will rise by 130% and oil demand will rise by 70%. This expansion in oil equals five times today's production of Saudi Arabia. “Such growth of oil demand raises major concerns regarding energy supply access and investment needs”, said Mr. Tanaka. In the Baseline scenario, the power generation sector accounts for 44% of total global emissions in 2050, followed by industry, transport, the fuel transformation sector and buildings.
“We are very far from sustainable development, despite the widespread recognition of the long-term problem. In fact, CO2 emissions growth has accelerated considerably in recent years”, Mr. Tanaka said. “Higher oil and gas prices result in a rapid switch to coal. Moreover rapid growth in China and India, both coal-based economies, has also contributed to this deteriorating outlook.”

Model answer:
According to one recent survey, the number of private cars in Beijing has increased by 20% to 2 million and it is difficult to foresee any downward trend. This ever-swelling car ownership in many big cities as well as countryside is causing numerous problems.
Most people often point to the severe traffic congestion in metropolises like Beijing and Shanghai. The soaring number of cars is not matched by a corresponding increase in the road systems with better design. So during the rush hours in the morning and afternoon, main roads of these big cities are crowded with various cars, sometimes becoming super parking areas. These jams are very costly in terms of both time and money and terribly reduce the efficiency of the city.
However, the most serious problem of unlimited car use is the pollution caused. Cars emit various waste gases and dusts, mainly CO, and CO2. These greenhouse gases are greatly contributing to the global warming. According to a research by European scientists, carbon emissions from vehicles rose by 25% in the last decade, far outpacing the increase rate of other sources. If we do not control vehicle use or endeavor to make it greener, the outcome awaiting us would be rather gloomy or even disastrous.
As a result, I am of the opinion that car use should be reasonably discouraged. For example, the government can increase the tax on cars with large emissions and subsidize the public transportation to lower their prices and improve their condition, thus encouraging increasingly more people to choose public transports such as tubes or buses. Of course, we are not advocating a total ban of car use, which is actually unrealistic and unjustifiable. Personally, I think that a policy like the“odd-even”traffic restriction employed by Beijing during the Olympic Games may serve as a good strategy.

A team of environmental researchers in the US has warned many effects of climate change are irreversible.
The scientists concluded global temperatures could remain high for 1,000 years, even if carbon emissions can somehow be halted.
Their report was sponsored by the US Department of Energy and comes as President Obama announces a review of vehicle emission standards.
It appears in the journal Proceedings of the National Academy of Sciences.
The scientists have been researching global warming and the consequences for policymakers.
The team warned that, if carbon levels in the atmosphere continued to rise, there would be less rainfall in already dry areas of southern Europe, North America, parts of Africa and Australia.
The scientists say the oceans are currently slowing down global warming by absorbing heat, but they will eventually release that heat back into the air.
They say politicians must now offset environmental damage already done by man-made pollution.
“People have imagined that if we stopped emitting carbon dioxide the climate would go back to normal in 100 years, 200 year — that's not true,”said researcher Susan Solomon, the lead author of the report, quoted by AP news agency.
Their conclusions come as President Obama ordered the US Environmental Protection Agency to review rules on carbon emissions from passenger vehicles.

Model answer:
These days, no one would deny the importance of protecting the environment. But there is no consensus on how to achieve this end.
Some people believe that this responsibility is too heavy for individuals to shoulder or to make a difference. I find it really difficult to justify this argument from any perspective and this is the very excuse that is held to do nothing environmentally friendly. The fact is that without individual efforts, any large project designed to improve our surrounding will fail in the end without doubt. For example, the Chinese government introduced legislation banning use of plastic bags in supermarkets to tackle the problem of“white pollution”in July 2008．However, in many community markets, we can still find that the white bags are given at the request of customers. If we individual customers demand fewer products or services contaminating the environment, the production will definitely be less.
Of course, reaching the conclusion that individuals play a vital role in the environmental protection does not mean governments and big corporations are less capable or responsible. They have their own role to play. For example, governments should keep on doing related surveys and bring in some practical laws or regulations to ensure that both individuals and companies do take the environment into consideration when buying or producing something and China's restricting plastic bags serves as an excellent instance. Meanwhile, companies, especially the manufacturing factories, should obey the related environmental regulations and give serious thought to the severe consequence of contamination, not only in terms of economy but also in terms of the future generations.
To conclude, I think it is a comprehensive task to improve today's environment, which needs the cooperation and coordination of individuals, enterprises and governments, and even at international level (for example, in the case of dealing with global warming). Yet one thing is certain that all efforts would be less effective without individuals' participations.

Firstly, compared with the virtual world presented by computers, museums and galleries are “real”places, where people can get a more comprehensive and direct feeling about the objects on display, because their view or horizon is not limited to a screen size but well exposed to the life-size objects and its surroundings. On the contrary, this direct experience cannot be acquired from a computer. For example, only when we visit a Buddhist museum (or temple) in person, can we feel the magnificence and majesty of a Buddha statue. On a computer, however, what we can get is just a general plain overview which is less likely to impress us or strike us.
Moreover, such places as museums and art galleries contrast with a computer in that they would enrich the aesthetic experience of visitors, who often gain emotional or spiritual rewards from being present. But on a computer, people are more likely to get some related knowledge about the displayed works. Therefore, if such places are supposed to serve more functions than providing knowledge (maybe facts and figures), they will never be replaced by computers.
As is often noted, computers can play an important role concerning our activities in museums or art galleries. For one thing, we can use computers to search for some background information, which would enable us to have more meaningful experiences on the spot. For another, museums or galleries can also employ the equipment to give some lectures about the history or development of certain objects. But we should be clear that this device is an excellent supplement to museums or art galleries but not their substitute.
From the comparison above, we can get a clear perspective of the actual roles they should play. The superiority of museums and art galleries lies in the fact they are real-life space as against computers' limited size of screen.

Mike Wallace (1996) categorised museums into four distinct types, namely National Museums that hold collection of national importance, Armed Service Museums, Independence Museums and Local Authority Museums. According to Wallace, the importance of museums lies in their role as a national memory bank. Personally, what matters most about museums is that they are the only source of living history and perhaps an insight to the future world that lies before us. History should be displayed for study not only because it is essential to individuals and to society, but also because it harbours beauty.
Museums provide an ideal learning environment, whether it is formal or informal learning, active hands-on participation or passive observation. In the British Museum, each of the museums curatorial departments offers student research facilities, for instance Ancient Near East, Egyptian Antiquities, Japanese Antiquities, Medieval and Modern Europe and Prehistory and Early Europe. The Education Department even set aside study days to allow more intensive exploration of the cultural background to an exhibition or area of the collections and they usually include slide lectures and gallery talks.
High importance is placed in the role of museums as they offer many different opportunities of enabling children and adults to enter worlds where they may play out skills that are vital in the real worlds. With the rise of technology, museums are able to provide the mass with interactive education. The Clore Education Centre in The National History Museum has an investigate area which is a hands-on science centre. Visitors can experience hundreds of natural objects and investigate them further using scientific tools and instruments that are provided to encourage visitors to make observations, look for relationships and draw their own conclusions.
On a more materialistic note, museums contribute significantly to the country's revenue, as it is a source of tourist attraction. Despite the fact that most museums, like The British Museum, is funded by the government and Lottery and thus entry is free, these museums bring in visitors from all over the world on a yearly basis who generate flourishing profits for the hotel, food and retail industry. On top of that, there are museums that are not fully funded by the government and charge an average of 20 for a single adult ticket for entrance. The Madame Tussaud's Museum, The London Dungeon and Rock Circus are three such museums, to name a few, and they are among the most well-known places of interest in London, yielding millions of tourist visits per annum.
18．Sending criminals to the prison is not the best method of dealing with them. Education and job training are better ways to help them. Do you agree or disagree?
Model answer:
Since the crime rate is rising now, how to deal with criminals has become a relatively new issue in newspapers and on television in recent years. Opinions to this are deeply divided. I believe that different approaches should be applied according to the different situations of criminals.
For the extremely violent criminals, such as murderers, robbers who kill their victims, they should be sentenced to longer years in prison, and some can even be sentenced to death if that will do justice. In this way, can we maintain the law, give victims and their relatives some compensation or consolation and deter potential crimes in future.
On the other hand, some minor criminals who do wrong to others on impulse but are ready to reform should be granted another chance. If they are kept in prison, they may be forced to stay isolated from the society. When they finish the sentence and come back the society, they may find themselves unsuited to it and have no skills to earn a living. What can they do? Commit another crime and back to prison where there are free sheltering and feeding, just as Soapy in the story The Cop and the Anthem by O'Henry did. By contrast, if these misfits can be given some education and job training, they would not only learn some practical skills, but also have the courage to start a brand new life.
To conclude, I firmly believe the purpose of any punishment is not punishment itself but to prevent potential crimes and teach the criminals a lesson on the value of a normal life and freedom. Education and training would work more effectively in achieving this end than prison, at least for most minor criminals.

The clang of the gate

BRITAIN'S prisons are full. Tiny cells, some of them 150 years old, have already been doubled up to house two inmates. Almost every day, governors are told to make space for a new batch of prisoners, who often arrive in the evening and may be moved again as soon as the following day. This coming and going, which governors call “churn”, is disruptive and disorientating. It can also be deadly. “If I can get through a week without somebody killing themselves, that's a pretty good week,”says one prison governor.
Anne Owers, the prisons inspector, has sounded the alarm. With 77,800 inmates, the prisons of England and Wales are now just 1,700 short of their “useable operational capacity”. When that point is reached, they simply will not be able to take any more people without resorting to such measures as mixing men and women prisoners. John Reid, the home secretary, is expected to announce next month how he plans to reduce pressure on the system. But one option has already been ruled out. Mr. Reid, in common with the prime minister, wants many offenders to be given stiffer sentences.
He said so last week, following the trial of Craig Sweeney, who sexually assaulted a three-year-old girl before packing her into his car and fleeing from the police. Mr. Sweeney had only just been released early from custody when he committed his crime (he had previously been jailed for assaulting a six-year-old). This time he was sentenced to life imprisonment, but the judge in his case admitted that, after taking account of his guilty plea and days spent awaiting trial, he might be paroled in little more than five years. Britain's tabloid newspapers were furious; so was Mr. Reid, who called the tariff “unduly lenient”. A prompt review of sentencing is promised.
Mud of all kinds sticks to the Home Office these days. But it is quite something for a department to be accused of having a penal policy that is both too tough and too lenient. The accusations seem contradictory. How can it be that Britain's prisons are full and that monsters like Mr. Sweeney are freed to walk the streets?
The reason the prisons are stuffed is that more offenders are being sent to jail for longer. The trend can be seen both in the magistrates' courts, which hear most cases, and in the Crown Court, which dishes out the longest prison terms. English and Welsh magistrates have lost faith in fines, which they used to favour (in Scotland, which has a different legal system, they still do). Despite high re-offending rates among ex-convicts, many believe that what one calls “the clang of the prison gate”is the best deterrent. In 1994 magistrates sentenced fewer than 5% of shoplifters to prison; by 2004 they were putting away four times as many.
Judges have been influenced by an act passed in 2000, which laid down tough minimum sentences for such heavy types as second-time violent offenders and third-time burglars. Because judges tend to have a strong sense of the relative seriousness of offences, and sentence according to this framework, the act had the effect of raising penalties all round. The average Crown Court sentence for burglary has risen from 21 months to 25 months since 2000; for robbers, it has increased by three months. Tacking a month onto the average sentence length adds around 1,800 to the prison population.
Overcrowding could have been lessened by building more prisons. But the government has added capacity gradually—more slowly than the prison population has risen, and much more slowly than the Conservative Party wants. Instead, it has expanded alternatives to prison. More offenders are now given community sentences. More ex-convicts are on parole, often wearing electronic tags and subject to curfews. Thanks to a change in the law, many of those sentenced since April 2005 will be released halfway through their sentences (not two-thirds of the way through, as before) but they will be watched by probation officers for longer.
Underpinning such reforms is a great weight of evidence that offenders, particularly young thieves, benefit little from prison. But the rise of community punishment has had two unfortunate effects. First, many ex-convicts have been returned to prison for breaching the terms of their licences—sometimes for nothing more serious than failing to turn up to appointments. In some prisons, one in nine inmates falls into this category. Recalled prisoners do not just swell the prison population and thereby subvert the point of early-release schemes; since many are angry and disillusioned, they also change its mix for the worse. And the second problem, of course, is that some of those who are released early commit horrific crimes.

Model answer:
Recently, how to finance the increasing costs of healthcare and education has become a heated issue. Some people insist that they should be provided by governments for free, while others think otherwise, holding that it is not the responsibility of the governments. Generally, I tend to believe that governments should pay part of the bills but not all.
It is evident that good health and quality education for its citizens are fundamental and essential to the well-being of a society, so they should be among the top priorities of a government's agenda, along with other issues such as sovereignty or social security matters. That is to say, the government actually has the responsibility to take care of its people in terms of their health and education. However, does this automatically mean such expenditures should be expected to be covered by the government?
Some opponents may often point to the fact that there is not an unlimited budget for a government, and there are simply too many issues to deal with and spend money on. They also argue that taxes will be definitely raised if all the costs of public healthcare and education are paid by the governments. I think this is particularly true with some developing countries with huge populations, such as China and India. I also agree that too much taxation imposed on individuals is not justified.
Therefore, the point I would like to make is part of the healthcare cost and education fees should be covered by the government, especially the administration can at least provide subsidies or a form of financial support for disadvantaged families. At the same time, quality private healthcare and education systems should be encouraged and monitored by some legislation and regulation to make sure that most kinds of medical and educational demands are met while government's finite budget is not exhausted.
To conclude, I firmly believe that governments have an indispensable role to play in developing a healthy and educated society but that financial burden on governments should not be neglected.

Private Health Care Is Higher Quality
Indians love to boast about the quality of Indian doctors.“The best in the world! And now India is becoming a center for world class health care, even Americans are flying to India now!”But just between us brown folks, we also know the other side of the story. Many of the best doctors leave the country, and if they come back, they come back only to some high end establishment. The quality of the average doctor in India is… well… rather hit or miss.
As a matter of public policy, what should be done? A study of doctors in Delhi finds that increased training helps, but even then the quality of health care remains sensitive to the right incentives.
The quality of medical care received by patients varies for two reasons: differences in doctors' competence or differences in doctors' incentives. We find three patterns in the data.
First, what doctors do is less than what they know they should do—doctors operate well inside their knowledge frontier.
Second, competence and effort are complementary so that doctors who know more also do more.
Third, the gap between what doctors do and what they know responds to incentives: Doctors in the fee-for-service private sector are closer in practice to their knowledge frontier than those in the fixed-salary public sector. Under-qualified private sector doctors, even though they know less, provide better care on average than their better-qualified counterparts in the public sector. These results indicate that to improve medical services, at least for poor people, there should be greater emphasis on changing the incentives of public providers rather than increasing provider competence through training.
Although doctors love to tell you that they work out of a sense of seva, and that the quality of care has little to do with the fee structure, it simply isn't true. Surprising as it seems, the researchers find that you're better off with a less trained private doctor than a better trained public doctor. Why? Because the private doctors try harder, the difference in quality was significant.
Public sector doctors did less than a third of what they knew to be important in terms of diagnosis, taking about fifteen percent of the time required to fully diagnose complaints. Over-prescribing and mis-prescribing were also rampant.
It's still not clear to me how you channel these better doctors to the poor. The best tactic would be to give poor people vouchers, but that gets tricky. If you subsidize the private doctors directly, will they still provide good service? Does health insurance decrease the quality of coverage? Given the relative shortage of doctors in India, how do you provide higher quality private health care to the indigent?
20．Some people say that giving aid to poor countries has more negative effects than positive effects. To what extent do you agree or disagree?
Model answer:
Though many people today in the rich West live a comfortable life enjoying the benefits brought by advanced hi-tech, there are indeed nearly 1 billion of world's population are living in poverty, or extreme poverty, according to statistics of a UN report. So it is quite common for rich countries to give international aids to those impoverished ones.
The advantages of this practice are easiest to note. For example, with foreign investment, local people have finally found employment to earn a living and to support their families, which also partly contributes to greater social stability, thus forming a virtuous rather than vicious circle. More direct benefit can be seen in the field of medical care and education. As a result of medicine donation from individuals, corporations and governments from the richer world, and some dedicated medical teams in particular, one of the prevailing diseases — malaria has been controlled or eradicated in several African countries. I believe the international aid will be a must in fighting against AIDS. Without the financial and technological support from international communities, these achievements would be rather impossible, in my opinion.
Those who claim giving aids is more a curse than a blessing may argue that the poorest nations are typically badly governed, where corruption, official incompetence, and the failure to protect basic property rights are capable of rendering the aids not just useless but harmful. This is indeed a problem. Consequently, in these countries, a more efficient way of providing aids should be explored, for example, giving aids directly to those in need rather than local government is a good attempt indeed. Thus, the point here is not that international aid itself should be doubted but that how to give should be improved.
In sum, I am firmly of the opinion that richer countries have moral responsibilities to help the poor ones and this endeavor has more benefits than drawbacks and should be encouraged. Of course, different and more efficient approaches can be well explored.

Rethinking the Case for Helping Poor Countries
The awful toll of poverty across the world should make the strongest possible claim on the conscience of the rich West, citizens and governments alike. But the numbers are so huge, they are paralyzing. Over a billion people, more than three times the population of the United States, live in extreme poverty. What is“extreme poverty”? It is the kind of poverty that no American, however poor, ever experiences. It means that you barely have the means to stay alive, even when times are good. If times are not good and you become ill, or have to cope with a drought or a bad harvest, you are quite likely to die. In sub-Saharan Africa today, an infant's chance of surviving to the age of 65 is roughly one in three.
If wealthy countries could do something to attack this scourge, the moral case for action would be irresistible. But can they? The record of foreign aid in advancing economic development and reducing poverty in the poorest countries has been weak. Since the 1960s, billions of dollars have been spent to no purpose. As a result, in many Western capitals, aid fatigue set in long ago.
Rich-country donors still talk a good fight and go through the motions, but with no great conviction—and in most cases, their spending on aid is miserly. This week, the United Nations published a report,“Investing in Development: A Practical Plan to Achieve the Millennium Development Goals,”which is intended, among other things, to rekindle enthusiasm for development aid and to persuade the rich countries to spend far more on it.
This document might actually have some effect. If it does, this will partly be because the U.N. chose Jeffrey Sachs to lead the team that produced it. Sachs, a professor at Columbia University, is a distinguished economist, an adviser to numerous poor countries, and a globally recognized authority on development. He is also a man of limitless energy and awesome self-belief. It is not often that the U.N. publishes a document that so stirs the passions, and that puts such moral pressure on whoever reads it to demand action of their governments.
In doing both, this new report may change the terms of the debate about development. As a piece of advocacy, therefore, it could well succeed. But is its analysis true—or is the report, assuming that it does succeed in spurring action, the prelude to another surge of meaningless aid yielding no results?

Model answer:
In many countries, a relatively new phenomenon of “graying society”, which means the proportion of old people is ever-increasing, is often discussed. I tend to think it is more a blessing than a curse for modern society.
Some people might argue that old people are physically weak and therefore society might be not energetic enough to develop. However, modern sciences and technologies have enabled old men to be physically strong enough to meet the challenges in modern society. In the past, old people aged over sixty were rather fragile. But nowadays, because of medicine innovations and scientific exercises, senior people can still enjoy a life with various activities. Therefore, it is not wise to question the old people's working ability now.
Some people might argue that it can be observed that young people might be deprived of their opportunities to develop their abilities as more old people could mean that they have more chances to occupy essential social positions. However, they are oversimplifying the situation. Business enterprises, as profit-oriented bodies, will only decide the recruiting and promoting of employees according to their merits and abilities. If the young people are not offered the opportunities, it only proves that they are not as capable as the old generation.
In fact, there are quite a few jobs that are especially suitable for old people, such as jobs that call for more experience and wisdom than physical power. On the other hand, the information era has attached more importance to experience and intelligence compared to agricultural or industrial society. Therefore, old people are qualified to contribute more to society in their seventies or even eighties.
To conclude, I am optimistic about the future of the aging society, which presents us with at least equal chances as challenges, if not more. As a famous song by the Beatles, “when I'm 64…, life may still be wonderful.”

International travel has nowadays become a common topic for the general public and increasingly more countries are opening their doors to welcome foreign visitors. Generally, it brings about more benefits than problems.
For visitors themselves, traveling to another exotic country is marvelous and rewarding. They can broaden their horizons and know more customs, lifestyles, rituals or beliefs in the faraway lands, so these travelers tend to be more broad-minded. And such a journey to some resort places or nature preserves is also relaxing and refreshing, giving them a break from the bustling world of a city. All these can be gained at a lower price now, with cheaper flights and easier visa acquisition.
Apart from these individual benefits, many more can be easily noted. International travel indeed creates more employment opportunities, adding to the revenue of the host country and increasing income of local residents. This is the very reason that it is encouraged for.
Another obvious advantage of international tourism development is that it tends to enhance mutual understanding between different nations or ethnic groups. During their travel in an alien country, tourists may find its people who are unexpectedly hospitable and friendly far from alien and vice versa. Take the Beijing 2008 Olympic Games for example, it is reported 600,000 foreign tourists came to China during the Games, most of whom got a better understanding of today's China, getting rid of the outdated misconception of China as a red“revolutionary”country.
Taking a long view, some people may be concerned that if foreign visitors swarm into a country too often, it may be damaging to the preservation of local culture in terms of religion, language or some customs. This may be true in the long run. But the short-term benefits brought by international travel clearly outweigh its disadvantages. Of course, we should keep a close eye on its potential dangers at the same time and work out some win-win policies to minimize its negative effects on both travelers and the host country.

We don't really see a different list of pros and cons for tourism in rural and urban areas. Rural or urban, the result largely depend upon how the business is conducted: Are visitors coming and supporting what the community prides itself in and in a way that perpetuates and sustains (or improves) the quality of life in the community)? Are the activities of the tourist detrimental to the values, environment and culture of the community in the long run?
23．Several languages are dying out every year. Some people do not think it is important and say that our life will be simpler with fewer languages. To what extent do you agree or disagree?
Model answer:
According to some statistics, half the world's 6800 languages are likely to die out within two generations—that is one language would vanish every ten days. I think this is a curse rather than a blessing for our society, especially in the long run.
Some people would argue that this will make our life much simpler and more convenient, for we do not have to bother to adopt a totally new tongue or employ a translator or an interpreter to understand people from other nations. This would be true especially when cost-effectiveness and convenience is mainly considered. However, it is far from true when we take other side-effects into consideration.
At the very least, extinction of various tongues is obviously a heavy loss to the study of languages — linguistics, which relies on comparisons between languages. If some minority languages die out, especially those without any recorded form, they are forever lost to science.
A more vital point that should be noted is that to be simple means to be monotonous. If languages, especially the minority ones, are disappearing at the current speed mentioned above, the great cultural diversity would be impossible to preserve, for no culture would be expected to continue without its language. In such cases, most people speak the same language and think in the similar way. And with diverse cultures and traditions lost, national identities may be blurred and monotony and dullness may result, which is never the consequence desired by today's people.
To conclude, many languages dying out is never unimportant and indeed is doing harm to the cultural diversity around this globe. I think the best policy is whereby some, not necessarily all, of a people learn a major language as their second language as well as their mother tongue. This would better foster linguistic diversity in addition to not reducing convenience for communication between different language groups.

Model answer:
Nowadays, we are all too often bombarded with various advertisements on television, in newspapers, or on the running buses or taxis, a large proportion of which are children-targeted.
Some people may point out that too much exposure to advertising imposes a lot of pressure on children as well as their parents. The advertisers often have an deep insight into children's psychology and behaviors which are taken advantage of in their advertising to make their products, whether a toy, a snack, or a restaurant, more alluring and interesting for these young minds. As a result, the innocent young often fall victims to the predator and ask their parents to buy whatever is advertised, regardless of price and function.
However, advertisers themselves can never agree those arguments, claiming the advertisements are full of useful information for children and their parents. This is true to a certain extent. In some cases, parents are more likely to choose the right quality products according to what a commercial or infomercial teaches, especially after careful comparison. Nevertheless, in some others, quite the reverse will be true. That is to say the information in even infomercials is far from useful, but rather harmful, because almost all kinds of advertising will definitely exaggerate their merits but conceal their demerits. The scandal of Sanlu (a huge Hebei-based milk factory) in 2008 is a case in point. Its baby milk powder is contaminated with melamine, a poisonous chemical, while it keeps advertising the quality and safety of the milk. Consequently, many infants fed with Sanlu products are diagnosed as having kidney stones, causing many tragedies to unfortunate families.
My view is that advertising targeted at children should be strictly examined and controlled by authorities because children are the disadvantaged group and prone to any tricks and deceits. And parents should be discreet when choosing a product from advertisements.

ADVERTISING SUCKS
Every surface that could possibly have an ad slapped on it — clothing, buses, taxis, myriad walls and billboards, even the snow you ski on — now hawks something.
It's cool, you know. We're used to it. We don't mind super-saturation—we seek it out. We hand out grades for Super Bowl commercials. Kids and dads and families proudly throw brand signs, with bazillion logos on button ups, high tops, doo rags, wrist-watches, running jackets, and headbands. Especially scary people pay good money to get tattoos of copyrighted images from Disney, Nike, Warner Brothers, and Pixar. (Yes, guy with multiple Tazmanian Devil tattoos in the Fear This! T-shirt, I do mean you.)
We couldn't get away from this if we wanted to. In a recent stakes-raise, Pringles decided to sell synergistic cross-promotional ad space on the actual chips. Amazing. A product you've already bought and demonstrated your brand loyalty to is shilling other products while being metabolized in your stomach.
They even advertise when we're waiting. Ever sit through The twenty? The twenty, so named for the advertisement it provides in the 20 minutes before your movie starts (quasi-phonetic numerical substitution is, of course, sic), replaces the slide-show ads of yesteryear with “programming”that hypes a movie, TV show, or musician — and interstitial “commercials”for hilariously “local”products. (The pert Tel-Aviv car service receptionist and DJ school started by Jam Master Jay, being excellent instantiations here.) As quaint as this all seems, this type of captive cinema advertising is a $315.1 million business. According to the Cinema Advertising Council, this kind of advertising before the advertising is the “the fastest-growing ad media in the U.S. right now.”
And there's where you are right now — the Internet — a great unregulated wilderness where ads can run free and frolic in a natural habitat to do whatever the fuck they want. Pop-ups, pop-unders, market research cookies, banner ads, Amazon's plogs, and BlogAds barely scratch the surface. In fact, a recent study by BlogAds (and the first study to attempt to nail down bloggish demos) shows that blog readers are“older and wealthier than what's portrayed by their stereotype”and feeds the hope that blogs may be the advertorial pot of gold at the end of the ether theorized to exist by “cool hunters”since the mid-nineties.
So the point is, consumers, short of adopting a lifestyle that's massively and prohibitively off-the-grid, you're going to see this stuff everywhere. Advertisers are at once more insidious and more clueless than you ever imagined possible.
25．The government should control the amount of violence in films and on television in order to decrease the level of violent crimes in the society. Do you agree or disagree?
Model answer:
The violent crimes are increasing at a two-digit figure in the recent decades in China. It is likely that people always blame the violent films or TV programmes for this. I tend to agree that government should control the amount of violence in media to bring down crime rates but that is far from enough to achieve the end.
The problem with violence in films and on television is that its viewers who are too exposed are more likely to imitate the violent solutions when they find themselves in difficulty. This is particularly true if they are young children, who are not mature enough and more prone to violent images or actions. A great number of surveys tell us the same rule that some young misfits, when asked why they resorted to some cruel violence to treat their schoolmate, classmate, or even their parents, invariably confessed that that was the very way heroes in films do. So government should be responsible for controlling and censoring what are going to be broadcast on TV or in films. For example, the government should be firmer about ratings of the films to make sure that children are not allowed the chance to watch them at cinemas.
However, the mere efforts of the government are increasingly becoming insufficient today, when almost all kinds of violent or even pornographic materials are available for consumption at home on DVDs, or more often on the Internet to be downloaded mostly for free. To better control the unsuitable images or programmes, therefore, parents have a definitely vital role to play, who should supervise what their kids do and pay more attention and affection to their children lest they may be led astray and end up with crimes.
From the discussion above, it is clear that government should impose strict controls on the violence in the media but we should not place all the blame on the media. Instead, more introspection of adults and their efforts are needed to reduce the amount of violent crimes in modern society, for there are more factors giving rise to this problem, for example, the increasing gap between the rich and the poor, the availability of weapons, or the failure of education both at home and school, to name but a handful.

Model answer:
It is certainly true that the position of women in society has undergone a dramatic change in the past twenty years but I do not feel that this is a direct cause of the indisputable increase in juvenile-related problems during this period.
It is now accepted that young women should find work on leaving school; indeed to rely totally on their parents' financial support is no longer an option in many families. Likewise, once they get married, the majority of women continue working since the financial pressures of setting up a house and establishing a reasonable standard of living often require two incomes.
Twenty years ago it was common for women to give up work once they had children and devote their time to caring for their children. This is no longer the general rule and the provision of professionally-run child care facilities and day nurseries have removed much of the responsibility for child rearing that used to fall to mothers. However, these facilities come at a cost and often require two salaries coming into a family to be afforded.
I do not believe that the increase in the number of working mothers has resulted in children being brought up less well than previously. Indeed it could be argued that by giving mothers the opportunity to work and earn extra money children can be better provided for than previously. There is more money for luxuries and holidays and a more secure family life is possible. Of course there are limits as to the amount of time that ideally should be spent away from home and the ideal scenario would be for one of the parents (often the wife) to have a part-time job and thus be available for their children before and after school. It is important to establish the correct balance between family life and working life.

Report on equality between women and men in EU
The report found that difficulty in managing a work/life balance means that many women leave the labour market. Their employment rate, at 55.7%, is 15% lower than men's. Women who do work are often confined to a limited number of sectors — more than 40% work in education, health or public administration, compared to less than 20% of men. Part time work accounts for over 32% of women's jobs, but just over 7% for men. Women earn 15% less than men partly because they are concentrated in lower paid professions. And women still fill relatively few top posts. Work-life balance tensions, combined with stereotypes and gender-biased pay and evaluation systems continue to hold women back in the job market. Women account for just 32% of managers. Only 10% of members of the boards and 3% of CEOs of larger EU enterprises are women.
The lack of a good work/life balance has not only adversely affected women's position in the labour market, but has contributed to lower fertility rates — which also impacts on the EU's economy. The report invites EU Member States to help both men and women to balance work and private life, such as through more and better childcare, innovative and adaptable working arrangements or better equality policies. It also urges them to reduce employment and pay differences between men and women and to make full use of EU Structural Funds in addressing gender issues.
The EU made advances in promoting gender equality in 2005 with its proposal for new European Institute for Gender Equality last year, which will raise awareness of gender issues while more EU gender equality legislation also came into force last year leading to the creation of new national gender equality bodies. The European Commission will present on March 3 a ‘Roadmap for equality between men and women’ Communication in the coming days, which will set out concrete actions designed to help bridge the gender gap. The launch of the roadmap will lead up to this year's International women's day on March 8.
More needs to be done to address gender inequality. ‘It's not acceptable that half of the EU's population still gets a worse deal than the other half. We need commitments at the highest levels to close the gender gap. This is not just an equality issue, but is fundamental if we are to reach the targets set out in the Lisbon strategy, which is designed to boost Europe's economy.’
27．The speeding up of life in many areas such as travel and communication has negative effects on society at all levels—individual, national and global. To what extent do you agree or disagree?
Model answer:
With the wide use of advanced transport and telecommunication technologies, our life has been speeding up dramatically in the last three decades. While there are some people being worried about its negative impacts, I tend to believe that these advances have brought us overall advantages, no matter it is at individual, national or international levels.
First of all, it is obvious that our life has become increasingly convenient than ever before. For example, we can enjoy a cheaper and more comfortable flights from Beijing to Shanghai in just 1.5 hours; faster communication between a student in China and his professor in Cambridge (whether words, audios or videos) via the Internet, almost free of charge. And what follows such convenience is improved efficiency in work or communication, which is good for development of both individuals and the society as a whole.
Moreover, the modern devices make it possible for people from alien countries thousands of miles away to visit each others' lands, which means a better chance for communications and mutual understanding, which would bring a more peaceful world for humans to live in, because tensions and wars are often rooted in a lack of understanding.
Certainly, there are some potential threats or dangers that should not be neglected. One of the most serious is that all of these advances seem to be achieved at a high cost in energy, a large proportion of which (such as fossil fuel) is non-renewable. The creative solution to this worldwide problem requires the effective cooperation of every nation, large or small, developed or developing. Another concern is about the information safety in this Information Age, because there seems to be spywares or virus on computers or mobiles. So we should ensure that advanced technologies will not be abused for evil purposes.
In sum, I think the speeding up of life in travel or communication is generally positive and we cannot, and should not, bring everything to a halt to hope that no negative effects would result. How unpractical and ridiculous that would be!

On change
“Your life is the sum result of all the choices you make, both consciously and unconsciously. If you can control the process of choosing, you can take control of all aspects of your life. You can find the freedom that comes from being in charge of yourself.”
— Robert Bennett, U.S. Senator
Accepting responsibility for choices starts with understanding where our choices lie. This idea is wonderfully framed by the timeless wisdom of the ancient Serenity Prayer:
God, grant me the serenity to accept the things I cannot change, The courage to change the things I can, And the wisdom to know the difference.
Each line represents an important step in growing our leadership. Consider the first — an invocation to “grant me the serenity to accept the things I cannot change.”
There is a long list of things we as leaders can't control, but may have a major impact on our organizations. These include economic and political trends, technological changes, shifts in consumer preferences and market trends, as well as catastrophes wrought by human beings (war, terrorism) and so-called “Acts of God,”such as hurricanes or tornadoes. The poet Longfellow offers great leadership counsel about how to handle these non-controllables when he says, “the best thing one can do when it is raining is to let it rain.”Pretty solid advice!
The fact is that stuff happens. Life isn't fair. Whatever hits the fan certainly won't be evenly distributed. The best approach to dealing with things that cannot be changed is to accept them. The worst thing we can do is to succumb to the Victimities Virus and “awfulize”the situation by throwing pity parties in Pity City. When the doo-doo starts to pile deep, a leader doesn't just sit there and complain (usually about “them”); he or she grabs a shovel. We may not choose what happens to us, but we do choose how to respond — or not.
The second line of the Serenity Prayer asks for “the courage to change the things I can.”This is the gulp-and-swallow part. Choosing to make changes is hard. It's so much easier to blame everyone else for my problems and to use this as an excuse for doing nothing. But leaders don't give away their power to choose. In his bestseller, The Road Less Traveled, Scott Peck writes, “Whenever we seek to avoid the responsibility for our own behavior, we do so by attempting to give that responsibility to some other individual or organization or entity. But this means we then give away our power to that entity, be it ‘fate’ or ‘society’ or the government or the corporation or our boss. It is for this reason that Erich Fromm so aptly titled his study of Nazism and authoritarianism, Escape from Freedom. In attempting to avoid the pain of responsibility, millions and even billions daily attempt to escape from freedom.”
It takes real courage to accept full responsibility for our choices — especially for our attitude and outlook. This is the beginning and ultimately most difficult act of leadership.
The concluding line of the Serenity Prayer — “and the wisdom to know the difference”— is perhaps the toughest part of all. In our workshops with management teams we often get into lively debates about those things over which the group has the power to act. We attempt to classify them as belonging to three categories: No Control; Direct Control; and Influence. It's rarely black and white. For example, we often underestimate the influence we might have in our organizations — or in the world at large. But as Robert Kennedy once put it, “Each time a man stands up for an idea, or acts to improve the lot of others, or strikes out against injustice, he sends forth a tiny ripple of hope, and crossing each other from a million different centers of energy and daring, those ripples build a current that can sweep down the mightiest walls of oppression and resistance.”
We're either part of the problem or part of the solution. There is no neutral ground. Strong leaders make the choice to be part of the solution and get on with it — no matter how small their ripples of change may be.
28．Some people believe that the personal happiness is directly related with the economic success. Others argue that the happiness depends on completely other factors. Discuss both of the views and give your own opinion.
Model answer:
It seems that no other issue has aroused different understandings as personal happiness does and answers to this issue indeed vary substantially from person to person.
Generally, the first factor most people would like to relate to happiness is the economic one. We can hear many ifs: if I have a lot of money, I will be so happy; if I were a millionaire, how happy I would be. We can also find thousands of instances where distress or disputes and quarrels happen to an otherwise harmonious and loving family due to lack of money. So economic factors seem important for personal happiness. Nevertheless, we can also come across thousands of rich businessmen whose brows are always furrowed, telling us of their unhappiness. Thus, we can only reach a limited conclusion that economic success directly means happiness for some people but not all people.
Actually, there are some other essential factors to be considered when talking about happiness. Clearly, emotional factors, or the loving relationship with other people or family members should account for the first one. With the speeding up of, and high stress in modern society, many people who survive the fierce competition know strong business relationships but neglect to build emotional ties with their loved ones, which eventually results in sense of happiness. It is increasingly acknowledged that a spiritual life is also indispensable for modern people to lead a happy life. For people struggling in a world of predators dominated by materialism, religious beliefs may bring them more comfort and tranquility after a tiresome day than money will do.
Overall, I think there are a multitude of factors that should be considered important to gain personal happiness and clear-cut answers can hardly be found since people vary a lot. Personally, I value the emotional and spiritual factors more than money or the physical fitness, for I believe happiness is a state of mind rather than physical being.

对英文标点符号没有系统知识的同学一定要花1-2小时仔细阅读本章。



第一节
雅思写作6个常用标点符号
1．句号（。或.）
句号用于当一句话完全结束时。英文为实点（.），汉语为圈（。），注意写法的不同。
2．逗号（,）
1）逗号用于分隔一系列的简单内容，如 I will go to Shanghai, Beijing, and Shenzhen.
2）逗号用于修饰名词的多个形容词之间，如 a small, fancy bike。再如，He was tall, dark and handsome.
3）逗号用于连接两个较长的独立子句，而且每个句子的主语不同，如 The Grizzlies were out of timeouts, and Miller missed a desperation 3-pointer as time expired.（注意and的使用）
4）逗号用于关联的子句之间，如 Since he's your younger brother, please take care of him.
5）逗号用于一个较长的修饰短语之后，如 In the middle of the coldest winter on record, the pipes froze.
6）逗号用于直接引用的句子之前，如 Mary said, “Let's go fishing.”
注意1：如果是引用比较正式的发言讲话就要用冒号，一般情况下就用逗号。
注意2：间接引用中不需要逗号，如 He said we should go fishing.
3．分号（；）
1）与中文一样，分号用于分隔地位平等的独立子句。在某些情况下，使用分号比使用句点更显出子句之间的紧密联系，另外分号也经常与连接副词thus, however, therefore一起使用（放在这些词语之前）。
如 I realize I need exercise; however, I'll lie down first to think about it.
2）在句子中如果已经使用过逗号，为了避免歧义的产生，就用分号来分隔相似的内容。
如 The employees were Tom Hanks, the manager; Jim White, the engineer; and Dr. Jack Lee.
注意：
一个完整的句子以大写字母开始，以句点结束。很多中国学生写英文时会受汉语影响用逗号代替句号、分号、冒号或破折号，一“逗”到底，应该注意。
例1：It was raining hard, they could not work in the fields.
分析：上面句子中划横线的部分是两个不同的主语，而且逗号前后的句子是完整的——单独拿出来都能代表一个完整的意思。因此，用逗号违反了英文规定，即一个句子只能有一套主干。
修改：
It was raining hard; they could not work in the fields.
It was raining hard. They could not work in the fields.
It was raining so hard that they could not work in the fields.
They could not work in the fields because it was raining hard.
It was raining hard, so they could not work in the fields.

4．问号（？）
问号要用在一个直接的问句中，而不是间接的。
例1：How will you solve the problem？正确
例2：I wonder how you will solve the problem？错误，应该使用句点而不是问号。
5．圆括弧 ( ( ) )
1）标出表顺序的数字和字母(如：(1) 、(2)、（a）、（b）等)。
2）用来表示其中插入的或附加的解释成分。这个插入成分可以是单词、词组或句子。但要注意，括号会削弱强调作用，因此，如果要强调插入的句子成份，则要用破折号。
例1：It is the rich and powerful people in our society who are able to impose changes (such as in working conditions or property developments).
例2：Mexico (at 10.5%) and Surinam (7%) lie in the middle.
6．引号(“”或‘’)
引号分单引号和双引号。单引号只用在一个直接引语中所含有的另一个直接引语上。
主要用法：
1）标明短篇出版物的标题，诸如杂志、报纸上的文章、短诗、短篇故事和整部书的某一章节。
Have you read “The Old Man and the Sea”?
Chapter three is entitled “The Internet”.
2）表示所用的词语具有特殊意义。另外，当俚语出现在较正式的文章中，也用引号引起来，以表示文风的有意转变。
The report contained the“facts”of the case.



第二节
中国学生7种常见标点错误
在给同学们批改作文的时候，我发现有很多同学标点符号使用混乱，总体来说可以总结为“七宗罪”，供同学们借鉴。
1．顿号错误（、）
顿号在汉语中起分割句子中的并列成分的作用；英语中没有顿号，分割句中的并列成分多用逗号。
例1：
She slowly、carefully、deliberately moved the box.
修改：将两个顿号改为逗号即可。注意，最后一个逗号后可加and，这个逗号也可省略，如：She slowly, carefully(,) and deliberately moved the box.
例2：
My sister bought a lot of fruits for me, such as banana、orange、apple and pear.
修改：将两个顿号改为逗号即可。
2．书名号错误（《》）
英文没有书名号，书名、报刊名用斜体或者下划线表示。如：
Hamlet / Hamlet《哈姆雷特》
the Analects of Confucius / the Analects of Confucius《论语》
The Economist / The Economist《经济学人》
3．省略号错误（……）
英语中，省略号为三个点…句后的省略号和本句句号在一起，正确的写法应是在一条直线上的四个黑点，前三个黑点表示省略号，后一个黑点表示句号。
4．冒号错误（：）
冒号是中英文兼有的标点符号。受汉语影响，有两种常见错误。
1）在汉语中，冒号是表示提示性话语之后的停顿，常用在“说、道、讲、问、唱、回答、喊、吼”等动词的后边，以标明下面的话是谁说的。受此用法影响，于是出现了下列英文句子标点：
例1．I thought to myself :“What kind of trap is she laying?”
例2．He asked :“Where are you from?”
修改：将冒号改为逗号。
2）汉语中的冒号还可用在“如此”“如下”“例如”“像”等引起下文的提示语后边。在英文表达中，“for example”（例如）一类的词后常用逗号代替冒号。
例3．Good manners can be seen in everyday life. For example: a person with good manners is kind and helpful to others.
修改：将冒号改为逗号。
5．破折号错误（——）
汉语中的破折号表明行文中解释说明的部分，而英文同位语也具有同等说明的功能，故英文写作中用破折号连接同位语成份的错误非常之多。
例1．We are studying and living at the famous university — Beijing University.
修改：We are studying and living at the famous university, Beijing University.
注意：在英语中，对于同位语，英语一般使用逗号而不用破折号。英文中破折号的用法远没有中文的丰富。
6．逗号错误（，）
如前文所述，很多同学不注意标点使用，一个段落只有一个句号，其余全是逗号，存在“一逗到底”的错误。具体来说，又有以下4种典型情况。
1）误把however, therefore, because, thus等起联系作用的副词当成并列连词，导致写作中的逗号泛滥。
例如：She thought what the teacher pointed out was right, however, she didn't care for that.
分析：两个完整的句子或两个并列句之间不能一概用逗号点开，可用句号、分号或在逗号后加并列连词(and, but, or, for, so, nor, yet) 等方法修改。
修改：
•　She thought what the teacher pointed out was right. However, she didn't care for that.
•　She thought what the teacher pointed out was right; however, she didn't care for that.
•　She thought what the teacher pointed out was right, but she didn't care for that.
2) 在部分副词如perhaps, so后加逗号。如：
例1．Perhaps, their biggest problem is that they do not have enough to do.
例2．So, they keep in touch with each other merely by writing letters and phoning now.
修改：以上两句的修改方法是把句中的逗号去掉。
3) 将几套主干用逗号连接在一个句子之内，违反英语语法要求，导致大量熔句。

•　Young men like blue jeans, and they wear them all the time.

4) 两个并列的形容词之间以and 代替逗号。

注意：现代英语中，一般在两个形容词中间不使用and, 而是用逗号分隔。
7．省字号错误（'）
雅思写作是一种书面语的输出。其书面语体的特征要求其与口头语相区别。口语中存在的大量缩约在书面语体中应尽量避免。而许多学生在书面作文中大量使用省字号(')，很多同学的作文在文体上存在漏洞。
例如：
1）I'd like to share my joys with you. (改为I would like to)
2）You can't behave like that. (改为You cannot)
3）There're so many splendid toys for me to select. (改为There are)

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附录1
如何“批判式阅读”优秀文章？
你的书架上应该有很优秀的英语书籍或文章，由于每个人的水平不一样，所以提醒同学们不一定都去精读，首先要有选择，选择里面最适合自己水平或要求的段落或篇章。其次，读什么？怎么来读呢？要想借精读来提高自己的表达能力，推荐大家采用主动性的“批判式阅读”法，而不是简单浏览。
我们分两个部分来说明：
Part 1:
从六个层次来把握你所要精读的段落或篇章：
第一，词汇。主要把握里面的动词，非实物的名词，以及形容词和副词。（很多）
第二，短语。扩大自己表达意思的长度，有价值的搭配需要掌握。（很多）
第三，句型。有些我们在表达自己意思的时候想用但不会这么好用的句子结构，适当掌握。总体来说，一篇文章中值得我们记忆的句型数量不会太多。
第四，段落内的连贯和衔接。标记并思考段落内部的信息是如何有层次有逻辑的呈献给我们的。更多的注重其衔接手段。
第五，段落的写作方法。如何引入？如何展开？引用事实，数据，或者说理？有什么方法值得我们借鉴？有哪些内容我们可以引用使用？多去思考总结。
第六，少数文章可以研究段落间的安排和衔接，思考其谋篇布局的方法。
Part 2:
具体方法：
第一，“写作原则”。此为核心原则。一定要从自己的实际出发，看自己能否独立并正确地表达文章中的内容，不能表达出来就值得我们吸收。
第二，英汉对比原则。体会英汉差异，使自己尽量避免汉语的负面影响。
第三，两遍原则。第一遍精读时，按照“写作原则”侧重学习前三个方面。第二遍时，研究后三个方面。如果不能达到要求，则可以更多遍。
第四，笔记背诵原则。将值得学习吸收的内容用笔记摘录，并背诵。
第五，对译原则。将自己精读过的段落或篇章的汉语译文笔译为英语，尽量使用自己在前几个阶段积累的知识。（汉语译文可以是自己翻译的，也可以参考现成的。）
第六，循环复习原则。
下面以剑桥文章举例说明：
A successful uniform needs to balance two key sets of needs.（大意为：成功的制服主要需要平衡两种需求。跟自己想到的表达方式对比一下，黑体部分值得借鉴。）On the one hand, no uniform will work if staff feel uncomfortable or ugly. Giving the wearers a choice has become a key element in the way corporate clothing is introduced and managed. On the other, it is pointless if the look doesn't express the business's marketing strategy. The greatest challenge in this respect（短语，“在这个方面”）is time. When it comes to human perceptions, first impressions count.（句型）Customers will size up the way staff look in just a few seconds, and that few seconds（习惯表达，强调）will color their attitudes（动词color极其到位，可扩展为短语整体记忆）from then on. Those few seconds can be so important that big companies are prepared to invest（动词，形象，是否比自己想到的spend要好呢？）years, and millions of pounds, getting them right.



附录2
十篇文章突破雅思写作
在几年的雅思教学中，我看到了很多同学的无奈：总分能取得6+，但就是写作得分不尽人意，取得5或5.5分的考生基本上能占总数的1/3。看了很多同学的大作，跟很多同学交流，我觉得主要原因并非不知技巧不知结构不知思路，而是语言不能达意。语不达意，既有用词不当，引起歧义或导致难以理解，又有写句不准。而从我接触的大部分同学来看，后者占绝大多数。很多同学写的句子特别中式（chinglish），从中文出发，写出来的句子只有我们中国老师能读懂——因为需要把那些句子先直译成汉语，这对我们的考官来说的确太难了。所以，我告诉很多同学，他们的内容和逻辑（中文状态下）可能是很好的，但是每写一个不能达意的句子，都在不断的损害原来的语意，以至于考官拿到文章之后，看到的不仅语言不准确，内容逻辑也支离破碎或难以理解，导致四项评分全线下滑。所以，写别人能懂的句子极其重要。在没有师长给自己改作文的情况下，我向大家推荐“英汉对比作文”法来训练自己写句子的准确性。同时为了加强使用材料的权威性以及跟雅思写作的切合度，我从剑3-6中选择了10篇考官范文，并将其译为汉语（部分借鉴新航道出版资料），便于同学们来练习。
具体步骤如下：
1．不要查词典，使用自己的词汇将文章英译；注意：不要直译汉语原文，如果不好翻译，以意译为主；
2．翻译完毕之后，请根据每篇文章后面提示的关键词修改译文；
3．跟剑桥原文仔细对照，根据自己的水平和需要“择其善者而从之”，对其中一些关键的词、短语、句进行记忆；
4．几天后按汉语提示复述原文；
5．使用积累的地道表达来写文章，仿写文章或修改文章；
总体上来讲，前三个步骤是input的过程，后两个是output的过程，没有输入根本无从谈输出，只有输入不输出则无法检验自己。所以，强烈建议同学们完成这两个过程。
如果仔细翻译和研究这十篇文章，对所有同学将会是一种突破，不仅因为它是宝贵权威的资料，不仅因为它是“自学成才”的方法，更因为它是我们行动的开始——行动并坚持下去就是成功！所以就此取名为“十篇文章突破雅思写作”，并非妄言。Where there is a will, there is a way—to success!
