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  前言


  笔考时，GMAT改错在Verbal中与逻辑、阅读处于同等重要的位置；而在改为机考（CAT）后，它的重要位置明显地突出出来了。之所以这样说，原因有三。


  1. 所占的比重：机考中Verbal部分有41道题，改错占了16~18题，约占verbal部分的40%。


  2. 出题的顺序：在机考Verbal的前10道题中，改错约占4~6题。而我们知道前10道题的正确与否决定了你的GMAT题目的难度系数。也就是说，若前10道题的正确率很高，则其后题目的难度系数将会保持一个很高的水准——预示着你的高分；而若前10题正确率很低，其后题目的分值会很低，你即使在后面的31题中正确率较高，也很难提高难度系数——预算着分数不会过700分。


  3. 改错的基础是语法，而语法是中国学生的强项：上述的前两点客观上要求GMAT考生应该在改错方面做得很好；而第三点从客观上证明了我们有此能力做到这一点。但事实却恰恰相反。无论是已摒弃多年英语学习又重捡起书本的资深经理人，还是有坚实语法基础的在校大学生，都一致认为GMAT改错是他们魂牵梦绕的一个谜；看似一个很近的目标，花了九牛二虎之力后却发觉自己才刚刚起步。


  那么，这个现实与理论上的期望值之间的差距是怎样产生的呢？


  一、GMAT改错中的几个难点


  笔者从自己学习GMAT改错的经验和周围几十个GMAT战友的亲身体验出发，认为：GMAT改错有以下六个难点。而正是由于对这六个难点的估计不足，认识不够才导致了这个现实与理论上的差异。


  难点一：对一些基本语法知识的生疏。勿庸讳言，英语表达有一些固定的结构，比如说：It is estimated (believed, thought) that; to do sth. is to do sth.；一些固定词组的搭配如accommodation to sth., belief in, both...and等，这些是我们学习英语表达的基础，掌握它们只能靠记忆。而很多准备GMAT的商业人士，因为长期不用而忘记这些用法，从而不可避免地影响GMAT改错的学习。


  难点二：GMAT语法规则与通常我们所学的，甚至一些专业语法书籍的规则不尽相同。所以如果我们用已有的语法知识去解按新规则设计的题目，不可避免地会产生一些困惑。在中学课本中，我们曾学过“which可指代前面整个句子”的用法（不少语法书也证实了这一点），例如：He worked in this field for several years, which contributed to his later success. 在此句中，which指前面整个句子，但在GMAT看来，which不能指代前面整个句子，因而此句话是错误的。又比如：中学语法课本说过，that引导宾语从句时，that可省可不省；而GMAT则认为，that一般不可省。诸如此类的问题还有很多。在碰到此类问题时，若你马上摒弃以前的旧思想，以GMAT的要求去调整你已有的语法规则，那么你可能不会有太大的困惑。而若你试图通过查阅更全、更厚的语法书去证明你的原有语法知识是错的，而GMAT是正确的话，你最后会发觉你的这些时间、精力的耗费都是徒劳的，因为往往查阅的结果只会使你确信，你原有的相关知识是对的。这时你就像一只钻进风箱的老鼠，进退两难，不知何去何从。


  难点三：不能有效地把握句子的重心。在GMAT改错中，几乎所有的题干都是复合句。每一个复合句中都有一个主要信息和一个或几个附属信息。在英语表达中，主要信息必定要用一个完整的句子来表达，而次要信息则会采用从句、分词短语或独立结构来表述。如：Watching news on television, we had our dinner. 在这个简单的复合句中，We had our dinner是句子的主要信息，而从属信息是Watching news on television（采用分词形式，表主句的伴随状况）。对于这样一个正确的句子，GMAT考试经常会采用主次颠倒和主次不分的手法对此句进行修改，制造出了两个干扰项：(B) Having our dinner, we watched news on television. (C) We had our dinner and watched news on television.（B为主次颠倒，C为主次不分）。由于我们母语汉语中并无类似现象，且由于中英文表达上的差异性，经常就会导致GMAT考生认为三个句子的意思都是一样的，从而面对不知该选哪一个的困惑。


  难点四：未能体会GMAT的改错真谛。准确地说，GMAT改错除了改正语法错误之外，更强调表达的有效性和简洁性。这一点既是GMAT与TOEFL的不同之处，又是GMAT语法大大难于TOEFL语法的关键之所在。如：(A) He was absent because he was ill. (B) He was absent for the reason that he was ill. 这两种表达在语法上都正确，但为什么GMAT选A而排除B呢？其原因就在于表达的简洁性和有效性上，because比for the reason that简洁，所以选A。对于此点的不充分理解部分来源于我们有一个先入为主的观念，认为改错就一定只是针对语法现象，类似于TOEFL。同时，也由于我们在英语学习中缺乏这样的训练造成的。因为，一般非英语专业的学生很少有写作课。即使有，老师只会告诉你同一意思可以用几个句型来表达，但从来不会要求你去辨别哪个是最简洁的，表达上是最有效的。


  难点五：不能把握题干的真实含义。在一些复杂的、较长划线部分的难题中，由于句中混杂较多的修饰成分和逻辑搭配不当问题，使得考生在很短的时间内无法分辨出句子的真实含义，经常在二三个选项间徘徊，总觉得这二三个选项的句意都可以理解通，由于时间限制，只好从中随机挑一个从而导致最后的失分。


  难点六：心理上的畏惧。由于以上几点的困惑及茫然，导致解题的准确度下降；自然而然，考生的自信心受挫，畏惧心理也就随之增强。


  那么，对于GMAT考生在学习GMAT中的六个难点，该如何去超越呢？


  二、本书写作目的


  超越以上难点，消除心理畏惧正是本书的初衷，同时也是本书的精髓所在。本书从谋篇布局到具体习题的讲解都是紧紧围绕以上六个方面来进行的，并试图通过以下具体药方来克服以上六个难点。


  药方一：针对语法知识生疏。


  （1）在第二篇中的前十章中，每一章都会列出相应的语法准备（即每章学习需要的必要语法知识），帮助大家回顾和复习。


  （2）在第十一章列出了十二个典型的句法结构，配以习题讲解让大家熟练掌握。


  （3）在第十二章，专门列出了30多个GMAT考试中常用的习语，并配以练习，方便大家查阅及记忆。


  （4）在700多道GMAT试题的分散讲解中，对于每一题中出现的重要结构及搭配都会在题解（答案）之后用语法点提示的形式出现。使大家不用查阅其他语法书籍，就能全面掌握GMAT的基本语法内容。


  药方二：针对GMAT语法与一般语法书上的冲突。


  （1）在开篇中，就首先灌输15条公理，先强行消除大家在以前学习中不适用的语法规则，达到“转变思想”的目的。


  （2）然后在具体解题时，只要该题涉及某一公理时，都会重复提到该公理。这种重复，不仅让大家能温习以前的内容，更重要的是，这样做可以强化大家对公理的认识和理解。做到一看到类似的词，用法就在脑部形成兴奋点，提示你相应的解题思路，从而提高解题速度。


  药方三：把握句子重心问题。


  （1）在第二篇的第八章分词和第九章从句中会重点强调此问题。


  （2）同时，在其他章节的相关例题中，也会提及。学完本书，使读者做到：见到一个句子后，就能迅速判断哪一部分是主要信息，哪一部分是次要信息。


  药方四：体会表达的简洁性和有效性。


  （1）在开篇的公理中，特别提出在GMAT改错中惯用的几种繁杂、笨拙的表达，并给出相应的简洁、有效的替换表达。


  （2）同样，在例题讲解中，只要涉及此点，都会提及，通过重复强化，达到迅速反应的目的。


  药方五：对原句句意的正确理解。必须承认，以上四点，只要通过我们把握GMAT改错题的套路结构，掌握一些基本语法点及习惯搭配，会产生立竿见影的显著效果。而这第五点，则是GMAT改错中最难的一部分。同时，高分题几乎都出现在这一部分上；并且，随着机考的出现，此部分有加重的趋势。针对本点的特点及不利于考生的发展趋势，本书除了在第二篇的例题中进行了分散讲解外，还专门在第三篇又花了一大半的篇幅，结合高分难题，针对影响句意理解的两个方面：逻辑搭配和修饰关系进行专题讲解，之后附有规律性的概括和总结（该篇是本书的提高升级篇，同时也是精华篇）。相信，这些探索性的研究会对GMAT考生把握句意起到行之有效的指导作用。


  药方六：消除畏惧心理。有了以上的基础之后，大家的解题速度会加快，也会形成各自的解题模式，自信心也就会随之增强，畏惧的心理自然而然地就会减弱直至消失。


  三、学习GMAT改错之后的目标：


  通过对十多个GMAT战友的情况统计及成绩测算：在具有一定的阅读能力的基础上，我们学习完这本书后应该把目标定为：在GMAT改错中，应保证70%~75%的正确率，也就是说仅改错部分你就可以保证Verbal 28%~30%。在此基础上，若你能在阅读和逻辑（占Verbal的60%）中保证40%的正确率，数学不低于98%，你的GMAT总成绩应在660以上。


  该目标对于一般人来说，是切实可行的，是一个在近期内能通过努力达到的。其理论基础有二：


  （1）笔考中，属于前四类问题的题型几乎占到了70%甚至还多。而现在机考中，其比例有所下降，我们可估计一最低值，下降到仅占50%（实际上不可能低于此限度）。前面说过，这些属于固定套路结构题，很容易掌握，因此此部分是我们的囊中之物，不应有误。


  （2）通过对本书的通篇内容归纳综合后，我们应该能从剩余的50%中再拿下20%到25%。因为题目的难度系数分配是符合正态分布的，难题总是少数。


  从现在起，希望你就能将此目标作为你学习GMAT改错的最低要求，并每天以此来激励自己。

  本书使用说明


  1. 读者须阅读前言部分


  前言部分不仅提到GMAT改错的重要性，还提到考生在GMAT改错学习过程中会碰到的难点，本书的指导思想——如何超越这些难点，以及你在学习此书时应设定的目标。阅读之后，你会从整体上把握GMAT改错，并可对照目前学习的问题，迅速进入角色。


  2. 读者在使用本书的过程中，应坚持以下几点：


  （1）先自己解题，再看题解及答案。只有这样，才能锻炼你的解题能力。反之不解题就看答案对你的学习不会有任何帮助。


  （2）解题后，勤思考。解完一题之后，并不表明解题工作的完成；相反，它仅意味着真正解题的开始，请仔细思考以下4个问题：本句有何结构及习惯用语；本句中主要信息（主句）是什么，从属信息（从句或插入语）是什么；本句中有哪些主要修饰成分（从句、分词短语及介词短语）；挑出其他4个选项的错误之处（可通过与正确答案比较，找出尽可能多的错误）。


  （3）联系原则：把相同搭配或类似表达的句子归纳在一块，进行对照、比较（本书在此方面已做了一些工作，读者可以做得更细一些），熟悉它们的答案特征。


  （4）只有在牢固掌握了第二篇的内容之后，才可以开始第三篇的学习。


  第一篇　总论


  一、GMAT句子改错题的要求


  GMAT句子改错题在笔考时，一般有22道题，限时25分钟完成，其基本要求如下：


  Direction: In each of the following sentences, some part of the sentence or the entire sentence is underlined. Beneath each sentence you will find five ways of phrasing the underlined part. The first of these repeats the original; the other four are different. If you think the original is the best of these answer choices, choose answer A; otherwise, choose one of the others. Select the best version and fill in the corresponding oval on your answer sheet.


  This is a test of correctness and effectiveness of expression. In choosing answers, follow the requirements of standard written English; that is, pay attention to grammar, choice of words, and sentence construction. Choose the answer that produces the most effective sentence; this answer should be clear and exact, without awkwardness, ambiguity, redundancy, or grammatical error.


  在实行CAT考试后，该要求没有变化，只不过题量减少了，为16~18题。


  二、GMAT改错题正确选项的特征


  在GMAT中，改错题与其他英语考试中的改错题并不太一样，它更强调表达的准确性和有效性，而不像TOEFL，只着重语法错误。那么，初学者会问，在GMAT改错中，当把正确答案替换到原句中，该句子应具有什么样的特征呢？笔者认为，该句子至少有以下3个特征：


  1. 保证原句基本意思及保持原句重心。也就是说，句子的原意不能发生改变，同时原句的主从关系不能发生改变，作次要成分的不能充当句子的主要成分，而句子的主要成分不能下降为从属地位，作修饰成分。


  2. 意思单一，简洁有效。即在句子中，不能出现模棱两可、含糊不清的意思表示。同时表达尽量简洁，不要啰嗦，能用短语表达的，就不用从句；能用一个词表示的，就不用词组。


  3. 5个中的最优，而并非最完美的表达。


  下面：我们以一个例子来说明以上几点：


  F-1　Beatrix Potters, in her book illustrations, carefully coordinating them with her narratives, capitalized on her keen observation and love of the natural world.


  （A）Beatrix Potters, in her book illustrations, carefully coordinating them with her narratives，


  （B）In her book illustrations, carefully coordinating them with her narratives, Beatrix Potter


  （C）In her book illustrations, which she carefully coordinated with her narratives, Beatrix Potter


  （D）Carefully coordinated with her narratives, Beatrix Potter, in her book illustrations，


  （E）Beatrix Potter, in her book illustrations, carefully coordinated them with her narratives and


  题解：A、B之所以错，是因为它违反了意思单一原则，其中的coordinating分词短语的修饰关系是模糊的，既可修饰illustrations，又可修饰后面的主句。D错，是因为它违反了第一条原则：保证原句意思。其中coordinated过去分词短语在句首，就表明了该短语修饰主语：Beatrix Potter，改变了句意。而E中，由于其将coordinate与capitalize并列作为主要谓语动词，改变了本属于从属地位的coordinating短语，从而改变了句子重心（coordinate与capitalize两个动作毫不相关，并列起来不恰当）。C意思单一，which从句限定修饰illustrations，主从关系明确，因而为正确答案。


  答案：C


  至于第三个特征，将会在以后的相关例子中提到。


  三、GMAT解题方法


  1. 抓住明显错误进行排除：有时划线部分中有明显的语法错误或逻辑错误，我们就可由此作为突破口，进行排除，缩小包围圈。


  F-2　The speculative fever of the Roaring Twenties infected rich and poor alike; vast quantities of people were dangerously overextended, credit was absurdly easy to obtain, and most brokerage houses required only ten percent cash for stocks bought on“margin.”


  （A）rich and poor alike; vast quantities of people were dangerously overextended


  （B）both rich and poor alike; large amounts of people dangerously overextended themselves


  （C）rich and poor alike; great numbers of people were dangerously overextended themselves


  （D）both rich and poor alike; vast amounts of people dangerously overextended themselves

  题解：看完划线部分后，我们会发现一个明显的错误，即：A中用quantities来修饰可数名词people，这在语法中是不能接受的，由此点错误，我们就可排除含有此错误点的A、E。同时，在对选项进行扫描的过程中，又发现B、D用amount来修饰people，这同样是不能接受的。因而又可排除B、D。仅剩C可选。B、D、E中：both rich and poor alike的表达是啰嗦的，因为both和alike在语义上有重复。在本句中，需要提出的是：rich和poor之前并未加the，也可表示一类人的含义。


  答案：C


  2. 利用未划线部分寻找暗示和启发。有时候仅就选项部分而言，会有几个选项在表达上和句意上都是无可挑剔的。在此种情况下，再进行选项比较已毫无意义，而应该把目光放宽一些，到未划线部分中去寻找一些暗示。比如说划线部分与未划线部分在人称上是否一致，在数上是否一致等等。这些暗示会使你确认，这几个选项中仅有一个正确。


  F-3　Without hearing a word of what is being said or shouted, an experienced trader on the floor of the stock exchange can listen to the hum of voices around them and tell what is happening.


  （A）Without hearing a word of what is being said or shouted, an experienced trader


  （B）Without hearing a word of what is being said or shouted, experienced traders


  （C）Even though the person has not heard a word of what is being said or shouted, an experienced trader


  （D）Even when the person has not heard a word that is being said or shouted, experiences traders


  （E）In spite of not hearing a word of what is being said or shouted, an experienced trader


  题解：根据下一篇所讲的内容，我们会很容易排除C、D、E（此处排除这三个选项的原因由大家在学完第二篇内容后自行解决）。对于选项A、B，我们发现两者都说得通，只不过A中用单数主语，B用复数主语。此时，我们就需再回到未划线部分，搜索能为我们证实A、B中某一个必对而另一个必错的线索。当读到句末的around them时，我们的目光会为之一亮。them从句意讲，指代主句主语，同时them所指代的应是复数名词，因而A错B对。


  答案：B


  3. 利用对称性解题：英语在行文上，像汉语一样，也讲究前后的对称性。而这一点在比较句中，对照，对比句中和平行结构中表现得尤为突出，即要求尽可能在语法功能上、表达形式上前后一致。我们则可通过未划线部分中的表达形式及语法功能确定划线部分中与之相对应部分的语法功能及表达形式，很快排除错误选项。


  F-4　At ground level, ozone is a harmful pollutant, but in the stratosphere it shields the earth from the most biologically harmful radiation emitted by the Sun, radiation in the ultraviolet band of the spectrum.


  （A）in the stratosphere


  （B）in the stratosphere, in which


  （C）it is in the stratosphere in which


  （D）in the stratosphere where


  （E）it is in the stratosphere and


  题解：由but表明前后是转折关系，即存在着对比。but之前的地点状语是at ground level，因而but 之后用in the stratosphere，无论从结构上还是形式上均与at ground level对称。选A是正确的，B、D使but分句的句子结构不完整。E改变句意，而C与but之前的形式缺乏对应关系，表达啰嗦。


  答案：A


  4. 以薄弱环节作为切入点：在GMAT改错中，划线部分中经常出现的错误就是代词指代混乱和限定性定语从句的引导词指代混乱。因而，如果划线部分中出现了此两类词，在未发现明显错误之前，我们应以此两类词为切入点，通过确认其真实指代对象与其语法指代对象是否一致来排除错误选项。


  F-5　The Gorton-Dodd bill requires that a bank disclose to their customers how long they will delay access to funds from deposited checks.


  （A）that a bank disclose to their customers how long they will delay access to funds from deposited checks.

  （E）that banks disclose to customers how long access to funds from their deposited check is to be delayed.


  题解：划线中出现了两个代词：they和their，首先需要确认其指代对象。在their之前未出现过复数名词，而仅出现单数名词a bank，从句意判断，their本应指代the bank。由此矛盾，我们可判断their属误用，应用its替代；同理第二个they也应用it替代。由此我们可排除含their或they的A、B、E。C、D比较，D有两个缺陷：（1）require的用法不妥；（2）its customers和之后的a deposited check在数上是不一致的。而C中：require + that从句（带虚拟语气动词）的用法正确，its customers和之后的checks在数上一致。


  答案：C


  5. 通过比较答案来寻找解题思路：有时候，划线部分既无明显错误，又无对称性可言，也不存在代词指代问题。一眼看过去，划线部分似乎没有什么毛病，此时，就需要对5个选项进行比较，找出5个选项中的主要差异（1~2个），分析并代回原句中。从句意、表达上进行对比，确认句子的主要结构，排除错误选项。


  F-6　The technical term“pagination”is a process that leaves editors, instead of printers, assemble the page images that become the metal or plastic plates used in printing.


  （A）is a process that leaves editors, instead of printers, assemble

  题解：第一遍读划线部分时，似乎看不出什么错误，但通过对5个选项进行比较后，我们发现了两个差异：（1）谓语动词用系动词 is，还是用行为动词refer to。（2）that从句中：谓语动词用leave还是allow。把第（1）个差异代入原句中，is代回“这个术语是一个过程。”refer to代入原句，意为：“这个术语指一个过程”。从逻辑搭配上看，后者优于前者，且表达句意，而前者句意模糊，不易理解。断定此点后，我们就排除A、C。同理，把差异（2）代入，allow明显要比leave更适合与a process搭配。由此排除E。B、D比较，D有3个缺陷：（1）allow用法不当，应使用allow sb. to do sth.的结构；（2）but not to printers不如B中用rather than printers准确、简洁。（3）公理中，我们提到过，除非先行词为介宾，which不引导限制性从句，此处D违反了此原则。（详看紧接着的公理部分）


  答案：B


  对于以上5种方法，作者在此提出两点说明。


  （1）以上5种思路仅是解题基本方法，并未囊括也不可能囊括GMAT改错中的所有方法。这是一个case-by-case的问题，对有些题大家完全可以采用其他更快捷、更准确的方法来解题。


  （2）对于以上5种基本方法，希望大家不要僵化地、孤立地使用，而应该灵活、有机地将5种方法结合在一起，达到更快、更准的解题目的。


  四、GMAT公理


  所谓公理，也就是经过人们长期实践检验、不需要证明同时也无法去证明的客观规律，如在初中平面几何开篇所学的“两点之间可以画一条直线，并且只可以画一条直线”，“三点确定一个平面”等公理。而正是在这些公理的基础上，才建立起平面几何这门学科。同样，在GMAT改错中，存在一些不言自明、经过实践总结的规律，它们对我们的解题有极大帮助，我们把它们命名为“GMAT公理”。不过，这里的公理，并不像平面几何的公理一样，可以放之四海而皆准，即：使用这些公理，有些可以保证我们100%的正确性，而有些可能只能保证95%以上的正确性，另外的5%，可能需要与句意共同考虑来选择一个最优。毕竟，GMAT改错是一种对语言表达的有效性、简洁性的考核，是有灵活性的，而不像平面几何那样是一门要求严密逻辑的科学。不过就这些GMAT公理在解题中所起到的巨大贡献而言，它们的那些微小的局限性可忽略不计。


  下面是对这些公理的具体叙述。


  1. 在我们通常使用的there be句型中，以下几种表达必定错。（1）there could be done sth.（2）there be sth. done（3）there being +名词词组（4）there was sth.（抽象性表动作的名词），如there was a transmission的表达不对。一般来说GMAT中，there be仅用于“某处有某物”，而此物是指一具体名词，如wolf，stone，star，而不是指一抽象名词：如conversion，relation等。（其中done代表过去分词。）


  2. 在表示某人有某种能力做某事的意思，最佳答案的选择依据是，can do > be able to do > has (have) ability to do > has (have) a capability of doing...。（其中“>”指“优先于”，有can do就不用含有be able to do的选项，在选项中不含有can do时，再找有be able to的选项，依此类推。


  3. 在从句中，以下连接词或引导词值得特别注意：


  （1）which（或代词it）绝对不可指代前面的整个句子，而此用法在一般语法书中均是可以接受的；


  （2）because不可引导名词性从句；


  （3）宾语从句中引导词that一般不能省略；


  （4）if绝不可以引导名词性从句，如要表示“是否”，只能用whether引导；


  （5）对不作为介词宾语的事物做限定性修饰，只用that而不用which。而which仅用于引导对介宾进行修饰的限定性从句和引导非限定性从句。


  4. 在require、demand等表“建议，命令”意义的词之后的that从句，要求用虚拟语气动词，即动词原形，不加should。


  5. 绝不可以单独使用this，these来指代前面出现的单数或复数名词，而绝对要通过换用其他人称代词，或重复前面出现的名词或者改变句子结构来避免这样非正式且模糊的指代。如sth. of this kind，like this /these 等模糊表达均要用such + n.（n.即重复this，these所指代的对象）来取代，意为“这些…”。另外，在“such...that”结构中，such只修饰具体名词，而不修饰抽象名词（如rapidity，severity）。


  6. 绝对不可以单独使用that指代前面的单数或不可数名词，而一般是用that of + n.结构指代或换用其他表达方式。（可参看第十一章中it/they，one/ones，that/those指代的区别）


  7. 当我们需要举例时，一律用such as结构，而不用like。


  8. 在GMAT改错题中，倾向于用主动语态而非用被动语态，也就是说，当用主动或用被动语态的选项在语法和句意上都无错误时，选择用主动语态表达的选项，即“主动优先原则”。


  9. 在GMAT中，关于being的以下使用必错：（1）being + n.（2）being + adj.（3）as being + n./adj./v.-ing，因为在以上表达中，being属多余。


  10. 当我们对一动宾结构进行替代时，不用do it，一律用do so。


  11. 介词短语：on account of, because of, despite (in spite of), as a result of之后只跟简单的名词短语。若其后跟的是动名词或名词所有格+动名词短语，或名词短语之后用一复杂的现在分词来修饰时，应改为与其相同意义的连词because, although等引导的从句形式。


  12. 几种简洁的表达方式：


  （1）n. that is (are) adj.必然要换为adj. + n.的名词短语结构，如：a man who is poor的选项必错，而应选含有a poor man的选项。


  （2）当表示谓语部分，尤其是表示实义动词的含义时，就直接用其动词形式表示，而不要用名词形式或形容词形式表示，如：be a cause一定会被cause（动词）替代；be suggestive of就一定会被suggest所替代。


  （3）一些常见词的替换方式：not any一定会被no替代；that which 一定会被what替代；having been done 会被done（作限定词）所替代。


  13. 平行结构的最后一个成分之前必定有一个连词and，or, neither, nor或as well as，否则此并列结构必存在问题。如：to do A，do B，do C的表达就必然错误，而必然是被to do A, do B, and do C或to do A, to do B, and to do C替代。


  14. 在平行结构中，对于“不是…而是”的结构，GMAT考试倾向于用rather than，而很少用instead of。在具体实战中，若5个选项中存在这两个词组的互换，请直接在含rather than的选项中找答案，除非含rather than的结构有语法或逻辑错误，再到含有instead of的选项中找答案。


  15. 若在题中的划线部分（即A选项）中出现情态动词，那么在最后的正确答案中必须有此情态动词或类似语气的词出现。实战中，此原则可转化为：不含此情态动词或类似语气词的选项均为错误选项，立即排除。


第二篇　实战篇


  通过上一篇的简单概述，我们对GMAT的改错要求、相应的解题技巧和原则有了初步的了解。但是，仅有上述的条条框框，显然不足以让我们顺利通过GMAT改划部分的考试，正如一个光懂纸上谈兵而无任何实战经验的将军在战场上只能铩羽而归一样。因而在本篇中，笔者试图通过分类，把繁多而复杂的改错真题汇集在一个个小的章节中，对典型题型进行详细剖析，使读者能尽快掌握GMAT改错题的规律，逐步提高大家的实战经验，从而在本部分取得好成绩。


  在此指导思想下，本篇的布局结构如下：


  1. 本篇分12章


  2. 在每章中，首先是一些必要语法知识的补充（考虑到大多数商业人士的语法知识已经比较模糊）；接着是该类下的小分类及典型题型剖析，其中包括题解、解题技巧和语法点提示，最后是一些练习题及练习题的答案。


  3. 学完本篇之后，会有3个Test用来做模考（综合本篇中所有考试重点）。


  需要强调的是：


  1. 本书着重实用，其分类体系与一般语法书分类不完全一致。


  2. 读者在使用此书时，应先做题后看题解。


  
第一章　名词词组与动名词


  一提到名词，大家脑海中可能会蹦出名词的单复数、可数与不可数等概念。在GMAT改错中，这些较少成为考试的重点，更多而且更难的是，经常考查对名词的强调状态性和动名词强调动作性的深入理解及名词词组的中心词（或核心词）的辨认。而这些恰恰是我们在平常学习较少或根本未考虑的问题，并且这些考点在选项中迷惑性特别大，以致我们初学时觉得每个选项都差不多，不知应该选哪一个。为此，我们将对以上几个难点分别给以详细解释。


  一、一般抽象名词与动名词之间的选择


  一般来说，我们认为动名词可以充当名词，但它强调的是一种动作；而我们说的一般抽象名词，表明的则是一种状态，或者是动作的结果。比如说，动名词burning强调燃烧这个动作，而combustion则强调这种燃烧动作的结果，表明了一种状态。For example:


  1-1　Contrary to earlier conjectures, it may be that increased atmospheric carbon dioxide as a result of burning fossil fuels would cool the globe by reducing the amount of solar energy absorbed by snow.

  题解：题意是由于化石燃料的燃烧而增加的大气中的CO2会通过减少雪吸收的太阳能量而降低全球温度。A中as a result of使用不妥，因为该词组总是作为状语来修饰整个句子的，而不能修饰一个名词，此处修饰dioxide是不对的；接着通过B、C的提示，我们发现B、C用combustion代替burning。刚才我们已提过，前者指结果，而后者指动作。那么，究竟是“燃烧这个动作导致了CO2的增加”呢？还是“燃烧后的结果导致了CO2的增加”呢？对比后，我们觉得后者是合乎逻辑的。由于确定了用combustion代替burning，则A、D、E均为错；B、C用resulting from代替了as a result of，改正了此处错误。B、C中最大的区别在于是用过去分词increased还是increasing修饰CO2，我们知道，现在分词表示主动、持续的动作，而过去分词作定语表示被动、完成的动作。在本句中，CO2后的resulting from已充分表明increase是被动动作，因而我们选B不选C。另外，C中把原句的atmospheric改为后置的in the atmosphere修饰，是不简洁的，B中的increased和atmospheric共同修饰CO2是很简洁的表达方式。


  答案：B


  解题技巧：GMAT中，在选择用increased还是用increasing修饰名词时，几乎都用increased。


  语法点提示：it may be that...…是可能的

  题解：本题中有三个语法点值得注意：rather than短语在句首，continue用原形与主句中的began相对应（在第五章平行结构中有对rather than的用法详述），specialize in sth.及use sth. to do sth.。在这里，仍然是在考查用selling还是用sales的选择。同上题一样，在心中默问自己：cash proceeds是来自销售这个动作selling呢，还是来自于销售谷物后的结果sales？从逻辑上讲，用sales更好，再加上use的用法，我们可选择E。其实，在考试现场，如果你熟悉use的用法的话，那么只有一个选项可供选择，即E。


  答案：E


  语法点提示：specialize in sth.；use sth. to do sth.


  二、动名词的名词化


  指当某一动词无相应的同源名词形式，但又需要用它来表示一个状态性动作时，可通过在该动词的-ing形式前面加上冠词a或者the来达到此目的。需引起注意的是，如一动词有相应的名词形式，就应直接用名词形式而不是用动名词形式。如increasing就不能作名词形式，因为increase本身可作名词。另外某些动名词已成为名词形式：如lending（借贷），就可直接使用。

  题解：根据句意看，划线部分应该表明一种状态，是指80 million years ago的那次分离，只有这样才能与其余部分并列起来形成平行结构（第五章）：磁极的颠倒，冰川时期的开始，大陆的分离及火山的爆发。由此可排除A，它是动名词词组，强调动作，与其余名词词组都不匹配；C是一个动宾词组，结构上不对应；D是一个句子，结构不对；E与原句意思相差太远，原句指那次分离，E却指被分离的大陆；因而只有B是正确的，通过在splitting前加上the表明了是发生在8亿年前的那一次分离，而不是其他时期的分离。apart of continents短语对the splitting作修饰。

  题解：划线部分其实是一个并列宾语中的一个部分。根据划线部分后的“股票和债券市场的止跌回稳及美元的疲软”，可以断定划线部分的意思是：利率的降低和对通货膨胀的恐惧的降低。由此可推断出D、E中的中心词为interest rates不对，因为未划线的平行结构中均是抽象名词（a rally, a weakening）为中心词，而interest rates是一具体名词，且D中的along with fears about inflation与原意的“恐惧的减少”刚好相反；E中with是无根据的，破坏了平行结构；A是动名词词组，符合状态性名词并列的要求；B、C的a lowering达到了名词化效果，但C中的along with介词短语含义是模糊的，它有可能指利率降低伴随着恐惧减少，更可能是指lead to的一个宾语部分，即导致恐惧，这正好与原意相反。而B中interest rates和fears之间加上and，并在and之后补上of，表明了两者同时降低，正确表达了原意。注意此处：在fear之前补出of的重要性，明确fears about inflation是of的宾语，进而修饰a lowering。另外，未划线部分的a weakening of dollar实际上已提示我们划线部分应采用与其相同的形式。


  答案：B


  三、名词的泛指和特指


  名词的泛指和特指在英语表达中非常重要，两者的用法及意义是不同的。一般来说，特指明确，范围窄，不会产生歧义；而泛指模糊，范围宽会有歧义。要表明一个名词特指，通常手法是在前面加冠词the、物主代词或其他限定词；而要表明一个名词泛指，则在前面加a或不加限定词（可数名词用复数），两者所用场合不同，混用必然导致错误。

  题解：把划线部分的定语从句还原，就是：they package their products in boxes。因而A没有错误；同时可看出D是错的，介词inside的使用不准确。此句的关键在于：判定disposable plastic box是特指还是泛指。从句意上看，这种盒子是现有的，并用于包装特定产品的，显然应该用特指，因而在前面应加the，由此排除C；B中用where是模糊的，在GMAT公理中，我们已强调在引导定语从句时，in which或其他介词 + which一定优先于where；只剩A和E，E有the，且in which to的表达方式很简洁，E岂不比A更好？但E的缺陷在于它用了复数形式boxes而非A中的单数box，A表明现有的这一种盒子，在特指的情况下包括了很广的范围（整个compact disc行业），而E中的the boxes却把范围缩小了，似乎表明某一批或某一时期的这么多的盒子，显然A反映了原意。从集合角度理解为：the box表示全集，the boxes是the box的一个子集。

  四、名词词组中的核心词


  所谓核心词，即除去名词词组中的所有修饰成分所剩下的那个名词，它正确表达了原句的主要意思。比如说：在a of b中，a就是核心词，而b不是。这一点，中国学生经常忽略，开始理解起来也不太容易。而GMAT考试经常在此点上出题，把一些修饰词名词化，而把核心名词形容词化，或将a of b结构换成b of a结构，从而造成混淆，导致考生失分。

  题解：根据前面知识，可以看出，划线部分与前面的a virtual end和an avoidance是并列的，因而以reducing开头的选项必错（它需要名词化），所以A、B可排除；C中名词词组的中心词是reduction，D、E中均为reliance，根据句意理解，划线部分的名词词组的核心词，应该是reliance而不是reduction。如果你觉得对于此点不好理解，我们可以暂时回避此问题。继续看C项，发现另一个致命错误：containing + as从句的表达不够简洁，不如用一形容词短语，由此可以确认C错；再看D、E，在介词on后面，你又会发现一个中心词的选择问题，是reliance on sodium还是reliance on foods，不过，这个选择比起前一个中心词选择简单得多，显然应该是后者，而D弄错了reliance的对象，注意E对sodium的修饰语做了小修改，significant和hidden amounts of 是对sodium的并列修饰，中间用but often（but表转折，often修饰hidden）连接，清楚而准确地表明了“大量的但却总是隐藏的盐”的含意。


  答案：E


  五、对抽象名词的解释：是用of短语还是用that同位语从句呢？


  一般来说，抽象名词后可用of或that对其做详细解释，但何时应用of短语，何时应用that同位语从句并无定论（类似的抽象名词：如likelihood, possibility, theory, hypothesis等）。在这里，我们给出三条原则进行判定。


  1. 根据我们上面所说的中心词原则，通过对选项中的of后的内容（核心词）与that从句内容比较，一般都能从意思上判定出。


  2. a fact后一般跟that同位语，importance一般后面跟of介词短语做解释，conclusion of sth.指sth.的结局或结果，而conclusion that是对conclusion的具体解释。


  3. 实用原则：如发现抽象名词之后的of短语是一个简短的名词词组，则此结构必正确；若of短语之后是一个复杂的名词短语（套着从句或其他繁冗的修饰成分）或是一个较长的动名词短语，选项基本上都改为that从句修饰，因为这样简洁而准确，而用of短语修饰是笨拙的，且词不达意。另外，如果题目是在抽象名词之后划线，选项中有用of或有用that从句对其进行解释，答案均为含that从句的选项。

  题解：根据我们上面提到的第二条原则，A是错的（在GMAT中出现的importance的句子，都无一例外地使用importance of结构。B选项符合我们的原则。C与B几乎一样，惟一区别是用being代替B中的as，在上一篇“公理”中我们提到过，being属多余，在GMAT很少用，出现的地方几乎都是错误选项（惟有两句例外，碰到时我们会提到）。D中用fact + that同位语从句与B的名词短语比起来，显得冗长和笨拙，并且它改变了原意（交流是一个双向过程的重要性），改成了“交流是双向的并且是重要的”，这种对原意的篡改是不能接受的；E中being的使用是绝对错误的，同时，它也改变了原句句意，原句认为：“交流是双向的重要性将会在讨论中被强调”，而E改成了“在讨论中，交流的双向性是重要的这一话题将是重点”，显然“讨论中的强调问题”与“重点”并不完全一致。

  七、动名词


  语法准备：动名词的构成：动词+ing；在语法功能上有名词的性质，但强调动作；动名词可作主语、表语及动词或介词的宾语；有些动词短语是由“动词+to”构成，这个to不是不定式的符号，而是介词，后面要跟动名词，如：adhere to（坚持、粘附），attribute to（归因），contribute to（促成，捐助），resort to（求助），assent to（同意），aspire to（渴望），appeal to（吸引），attach to（隶属，附着），yield to（屈服于），look forward to（期望），object to（反对）等；有些动词之后只能跟动名词作宾语，如：advocate, appreciate, avoid, deny, enjoy, fancy, imagine, justify, miss, postpone, practise, prevent, quit, resist, risk, suggest, warrant等。

第二章　主谓一致


  主谓一致，简而言之，就是指谓语动词的形式应与主语在人称和数上保持一致。例如：如果主语是it，谓语用复数形式（如have, were, are, do）就肯定错，而只能用单数形式动词（如has, was, is, does等）。在GMAT改错中，主谓一致总是考核重点。对于主谓一致原则的熟练掌握，会使你很快排除一些选项，缩小包围，扩大命中率。


  但是，关于主谓一致的问题，有繁多的条款需要分别予以区分，在这里我们列出GMAT中经常考的一些主谓一致原则，希望大家牢牢记住。


  语法准备：


  总则：谓语只跟主语的中心词取得一致，中心词前后的修饰词不起作用。


  1. “there be”句型中be用单数还是复数，由后面的真正主语而定。


  2. 倒装句的谓语与后面的主语保持一致；在强调句型中对主语进行强调时，记住who后的谓语的单、复数要与who前面的真正主语保持一致，如：It was Mary who does the job well.（does对应Mary）。


  3. “one of”结构作主语时，谓语用单数，“two of”就要用复数谓语。


  4. 单个的动名词或动词不定式作主语，谓语用单数，若用and连接上述相同的两个成分，谓语才用复数。


  5. 单个的名词从句作主语时，谓语用单数；如果用and或both and连接两个以上的成分作主语，谓语用复数。


  6. 有时用and连接的两个名词是指同一个人、同一件事，而且and后面的名词前又无冠词（如：My house and home），谓语应用单数；如果后面那个名词前面加上了冠词，主语则变成了复数，谓语要用复数。如：My friend and the classmate Jane；如果and后面的名词前加了not，主语又变成单数，谓语要用单数形式，如The farmer, and not the city dweller, is hurt when food price falls.


  7. 单数主语由下列词组修饰时，谓语不受这些修饰词组的影响，仍用单数形式：along with, as well as, accompanied by，besides，combined with，in addition to, including（包括），rather than（而不是），no less than（与…一样），together with（与…一起），with（与…），for example，如He, rather than we, does the job。


  8. 由下列连词连接两个名词作主语，谓语要与其相邻的词保持一致。如：either...or, neither...nor, not only...but (also), nor, or。如Either offices or the classroom needs cleaning.


  9. 量词修饰的主谓一致：


  （1）“a series (array, species) of +主语”中，谓语用单数；


  （2）“form (type, kind) of +主语”，谓语单复数由主语的单复数定；


  （3）“half (rest, plenty, part, fifty percent, etc.) of +主语”中，如主语是可数名词，谓语用复数，主语是不可数名词，谓语用单数。


  （4）“an amount (sum) of +不可数名词”作主语，谓语只用单数；“quantity of +不可数名词”作主语时，谓语只用单数；而“large sums of或quantities of +可数或不可数名词作主语时，谓语用复数；“a number of +复数名词”作主语，谓语用复数（意为：大量的…）；“the number of +复数名词”作主语，谓语用单数（意为：…的数量）。


  注意：在选项中若发现有amount和number的替换，little和few的替换或many和much的替换，请一定注意看其修饰的对象是可数还是不可数。若为前者，只能用number或few或many修饰；若为后者，则只能由amount, little或much修饰（而“numbers of +可数名词”的修饰必错）。


  例如：Some new types of buses are now on show.


  The total amount of money is $100.


  Large quantities of water are needed for cooling purposes.


  10. 不定代词，物主代词作主语时的主谓一致：


  （1）“both (few, many, several) of +复数名词”中，谓语用复数；

  11. 定语从句中的主谓一致：


  （1）在“n. of n. that定语从句”中，that从句中的谓语动词应与先行词的数保持一致。一般来说，of之前的名词是先行词，但有时of之后的名词也可作that从句的先行词（这需从逻辑上判断）。


  （2）在“one of +复数名词+ that (who)从句”中，从句中的动词用复数形式，因为此时that的先行词是复数名词，而在“the only one (the first one) of + 复数名词+ that (who)从句”中，从句中的动词一般用单数，因为此时that的先行词是单数名词one。


  12. 专有名词，表示时间、距离、度量的名词作主语，谓语用单数。


  13. 带有-ics结尾的科学名称若表示学科时，谓语用单数；若表示一种实践活动时，谓语要用复数，如：statistics（作学科）翻译为“统计学”，作为后者，指“统计资料”，此时谓语用复数。


  14. 一些外来词的复数形式：


  （1）以-is结尾的词变复数时-is改为-es：analysis—analyses，crisis—crises；


  （2）以-um结尾的词变复数时-um改为-a：bacterium—bacteria，datum—data；


  （3）以-on结尾的词变复数时-on改为-a：criterion—criteria；


  （4）以-us结尾的词变复数时-us改为-i：nucleus—nuclei，stimulus—stimuli；


  （5）以-a结尾的词变复数时-a改为-ae：lava—lavae，formula—formulae；


  （6）以-ex/-ix结尾的词变复数时-ex/-ix改为-ices，index-indices；

  题解：跳过enrollments之后的of到states之间的部分（这一长串都是对enrollments的修饰），本句的结构就极其简单。A、B错，因为主语enrollments是复数形式，谓语应用have，而不是has；C中的increased所反映的时态不对，因为since 1986这一时间状语及句意都表明该句应用现在完成时态；E前半段是正确的，但在while从句中有两处明显的错误：（1）that指代不正确，主句中的enrollments是复数形式，避免重复的指示代词应用those，而非that；（2）while从句中用了过去时态而非题意需要的现在完成时；D中前后都用完成时态，前面用have对应enrollments，后面用has对应the number of词组，因而是正确的。请注意：在D中while从句中，students后的修饰词从A中的who从句改为了一个分词短语，这一变动使得D项更加简洁，强调enter的动作与has fallen的动作是同时的，而从句只能表示现在的状态（从句与现在分词的区别会在分词一章重点提及）。


  答案：D


  解题技巧：在GMAT改错中，我们经常需要把复杂的句子结构简单化，即抛除一切修饰部分，抓主干，找出主谓，在主谓一致的判别中该技巧尤其重要。


  语法点提示：enrollment一词在作“入学或注册人数”解释时为可数名词，而在作为“参加”的意思时，为不可数名词。

第三章　代词指代


  同汉语一样，在英语表达中，为了避免重复和使句子简洁，经常使用一个词（代词）指代前面出现过的名词（被指代对象或先行词）。其基本要求是代词在人称和数方面应与先行词一致。即：前面是Mary，代词只能用her；前面是a student，代词只能用he/she而不能用they。同时，代词在句中的功能就决定了代词的格（主格、宾格和所有格），不同的格担当不同的功能，用在不同的位置。混用必然导致错误。


  在GMAT改错中，熟练掌握代词指代问题是我们解决复杂、难懂的句子的前提。我们经常可以通过代词指代来迅速排除一些“路障”，缩小范围。


  语法准备：


  1. 人称代词：（1）要避免人称代词在性、数两方面的误用；（2）人称代词作主语时用主格，作宾语时要用宾格；（3）在简单句、复合句、并列句内，代词应跟它所指代的先行词在人称和数上取得一致。


  2. 物主代词：分为形容词性与名词性两种，不要混用；物主代词的数也必须与它们指代的名词的数一致。


  3. 反身代词：在句中可作宾语、同位语，但不能作主语，在使用时同样应与所指代词在数和人称上一致。


  4. 相互代词：each other和one another两者的区别是：前者用于两者之间的相互关系，而后者则用于两者以上的人或事物之间的相互关系。


  5. 关系代词与连接代词（略，请看本篇第八章“从句”）。


  6. 指示代词：主要有that，those以及such，它们又可作限定修饰词的指代结构，that/those of sth.）（详看“比较”章）；其次是such，一般替换错误选项中的like these, of this kind。


  7. 不定代词，every (-one, -thing, -body)，some (-one, -thing, -body), any (-one, -thing, -body)以及no (-one, -thing, -body)，在表达中经常使用时后面还加else; no one表示“一个没有”，而且no one只代表单数名词，只能指人，谓语也用单数。


  8. 从句先于主句出现时，从句的主语如为代词，它们应优先指代主句中的主语。


  一、指代错误


  为了避免指代错误，使指代准确，需要避免以下3种错误：


  1. 模糊指代：即一个代词可以指代其前面的两个或两个以上的指代对象，同时又很难决定究竟该代词指代哪一个。


  2. 遥远指代：即代词与其指代对象应该尽可能靠近，不要离得太远。


  3. 暗示指代：代词被用来指代一个用定语形式暗示的名词或一个根本就未在句中出现过的名词。

  题解：在划线部分出现了两个代词they和its，此题的关键就在于我们能否正确找出其分别所指代的对象。据题意，可判断出they和its都应指代the bite（单数），为什么？如果they指代spiders在形式上是对的，在逻辑上却讲不通，因为不是“蜘蛛导致伤口”而是“蜘蛛的叮咬导致伤口”；假设its不是指代the bite，而是指spiders，与后面未划线部分的poison联系起来似乎更合理，但请不要忘记，主句中是说the bite给老年人和婴儿造成最大的威胁，因而，紧接着相应的who定语从句也应该说是“老人和婴儿对这种叮咬所导致的毒素特别敏感”，而不会跳跃转而说老人和婴儿对这种蜘蛛的毒素特别敏感。由指代可看出A、B、C、E均错（其中指代一个或两个错）。D中把原句中的posing分词短语改为了与cause词组并列的一个动宾短语，准确反映了原句的意思，从逻辑上说，cause和pose两个动作并非伴随状态或伴随结果的关系，而是一个并列的同等重要的动作，前面cause是针对一个大范围说的，而后者pose是针对一个特殊人群（老人和婴儿）所说的。本句还可从主谓一致考虑，在although从句中用are均错，排除A、B再按指代原则排除C、E。

  解题技巧：请仔细分析本题they和its指代的判断，GMAT的很多题都是在考核这种判断的正确性（正如前面所讲的名词的中心词，强调动作性还是状态性一样），而这种判断也正是我们中国学生最容易忽略的地方，因为以汉语来思维，“蜘蛛的毒素”更容易让人接受一些。

  语法点提示：plausible though it sounds实际上就等于though it sounds plausible，它仅仅是让步状语从句的另一种表达方式。


  二、有两个以上复数名词的句子中的they指代问题


  严格来说，本类型属于上一类的一个分支，但由于它有特点，且GMAT对此类题的考法都是一样的，因而将它单独列出。考生可把握规律，迅速找到正确答案。


  该类型题的结构是：在一主从复合句中，在代词they（them，their）出现之前有两个或两个以上复数名词。划线部分一般都错在they的指代是含混不清的；而一般改正的办法都是用重复前面出现的某一个复数名词取代they（them，their）。解题思路：请在读懂题干意思的基础上，在选项中直接找到用复数名词替换they的选项，再排除。

第四章　时态、语态、语气


  在英语表达中，不同的动词形式体现了不同的时态、语态及语气。在GMAT改错中主要考试重点在动词的时态，但有时也夹杂着三者的有机结合，因而在本章中我们把这三者汇合在一起进行集中讲解。


  一、时态


  总则：不能无根据地改变原句的时态。即当你认为某一划线部分中的时态有问题时，你需要再确认有足够的、基于以下三者之一或几者兼有的修改根据：（1）有明显的时间状语；（2）未划线部分的暗示；（3）从句意上理解（此点较难）。否则，请不要改动时态。


  （一）一般时态（包括一般现在时，一般过去时及一般将来时）


  1. 一般现在时表示“客观存在”，“习惯”和真理等概念，也可用于表明一种反复发生的动作和状态，尤其在表明统计资料、某种理论的结果时，一般都用现在时态。


  2. 一般过去时表明过去某一特定时间内已发生或已完成的动作，它常与表示过去的时间状语连用（如：yesterday, last night, the year before last等）。


  3. 一般将来时表示动作在未来某一时刻发生。在由连词if，unless, before, when, as soon as等引起的状语从句中，主句用将来时，从句用一般现在时代替将来时，常与将来的时间状语连用，如over next fifty years, by the end of 2000。

  2. 在含有since引入的时间短语的简单句或含有since引导的时间状语从句的复合句中，简单句或复合句中的谓语动词应使用现在完成时。而在此类复合句中，从句的谓语动词既可能是过去时，如：I have lived in Yunnan since I was a child.也可以是现在完成时，如：He has never been to see me since I have been ill.另外，在“it is...since从句”的句型中，主句中谓语动词可用也可不用现在完成时，如：It is three years since I came to the college.


  3. 过去完成时一定要与一个确切的过去时间的某一点并用，进行比较可用来表示一个动作在过去另一动作之前已发生。在用by the time，by the end of 1984这样的时间状语来判断时态时，句子可能用一般将来时也可能用过去完成时，这由by引导的时间点所决定，若此时间点发生在说话之前，用过去完成时；若在说话之后，用将来时。

  除了以上考核内容外，GMAT改错中还经常考到主从时态的不一致。准确地说，就是主句用过去时，而宾语从句用一般现在时。这种情况的一般适用范围是：当宾语从句的内容是一个客观事实、真理时，无论主语用何种时态，从句均用一般现在时。

  第一部分：


  E4-1 答案：D　A、C中无论either...or连接的时间状语放在谓语之前（如A）或放在谓语之后（如C），都易产生误解，使读者认为“现在或者在将来的几年内”这两个不同时段的时间状语共同修饰同一个表将来的谓语动词will be，这显然在修饰上是不可行的。另外，由于either...or结构要求并列成分的形式及功能的一致性（可查阅下一章“平行结构”），把B代回原句，句子可简化为：will be or will are so now，显然后半部分的will are是不能接受的。E中的either之后是一时间状语now，or之后是整个谓语部分，两者的并列同样不能让人接受。而D中，either...or连接两个与不同时间段相对应的不同谓语部分的并列，这种表达不仅在语法上，而且在逻辑上都是正确的：即now和are对应，will be与within a few years，不会存在共用同一谓语的情况。其中so替代与前面相同的表语成分：economically competitive with conventional sources of heat and power。


  注意：本句的evidence是用同位语从句修饰的。


  E4-2 答案：D　本句强调的是一客观真理，表明“建筑资金的量与出类拔萃的建筑物之间”的关系，主从句都应该用一般现在时来表述。A中单数形式的主语the expenditure与复数形式的动词produce不对应；B中从句中用will是不必要的；C、E中there is no certainty弱化了it is by no mean certain的语气，同时E中用as to短语修饰certainty不能完整表达句意，正如上句中必须用that同位语从句来补充修饰evidence，而不能用of短语来替换一样。


  E4-3 答案：D　动词mandate之后要求跟使用动词原形表虚拟语气的宾语从句，B、E中的should多余；C中are不是动词原形；A、D比较，D比A简洁，这表现在D用with介词短语替换了A中的修饰children的that从句。


  语法点提示：某物或某物带有某种属性，用with介词短语来表达比用含have (has)的定语从句简洁，应优先考虑。


  E4-4 答案：D　由句首的in the last twenty years决定了主句应用现在完成时态，A、B错，C的表达使句子缺谓语；E中since是多余的，have become respected的表达是笨拙的，D的表达流畅易懂。


  E4-5 答案：C　A、B、D中their指代错误，应是its指代前面的an corporation；B、E中，send之前缺少一个动词不定式标志“to”。


  E4-6 答案：B　由句首的表过去的时间状语at a recent session表明主句应该用一般过去时，A、D、E中用现在完成时，属时态混用，B比D简洁，用一个动词needs代替了4个词has a need of，that从句用一般现在时表示客观事实。


  E4-7 答案：E　根据表“是否”的名词性从句用whether而不用if引导的原则，排除A、B、C。D在从句中加了not，刚好颠倒句意；C、D中的in its eagerness for profit与E中的eager for profit相比，后者更简洁。


  E4-8 答案：A　本句recommend之后要求跟带虚拟语气动词的宾语从句；B中should是多余的；C、D、E中，an applicant与其后的they（them）在数上是不对应的，除此之外，B、C、D、E对句意的表达都不如A简洁明了。


  语法点提示：be grounds for doing有理由做某事；prior to application for a job在申请工作之前


  E4-9 答案：B　D、E中的have与单数主语the term主谓不一致的；同时A、E中的they指代错误，在此位置本应用it指代the term; C中，widely ranging work的表达是不符合习惯的，应该用B中的a wide range of work，同时，B中用has come to signify取代了C中的has signified，强调了“这是一个逐渐的过程，由原来较窄的范围逐渐扩大到一个更广的应用天地”。


  E4-10 答案：D　公理中讲过，对前面动作的替代是用do so而不是do it，因此本题仅D符合此条件。值得注意的是：D中用would，表明了一种虚拟语气，即“如果这样做将会鼓励非法偷渡。”（暗示它并未做此事）


  语法点提示：accord sth. to sb.给予某人某种待遇（机会）


  E4-11 答案：B　举例用such as而不用like，排除A、D；B中those of多余；同时，A、C、E中用increasingly 修饰successful是不恰当的，不如用more and more更准确；C、E中用are being的表达是不能够接受的；E中现在分词的完成体是不可以作定语的（查阅分词一章）。本句B中用现在进行时替代了A中的have been becoming的现在完成进行时是准确的，因为本句并无任何一点线索暗示动作become是从过去某一时段开始并持续到现在，且有可能到将来；相反，时间状语只表示主句动作与从句动作是同时的，且是现在的动作。


  E4-12 答案：B　A、C、D中表目的状语的结构“so that”中仅有so，而缺that，会误认为是表结果的状语，D中宾语从句缺引导词that；E的表达不符合require的用法，A中的are和C中的should know不符合动词原形的要求，C、D中attempt a rebuttal of或attempt rebutting不符合attempt之后要求跟动词不定式的用法。


  E4-13 答案：E　A、B、D中they指代有误；应该是用it指代the bank；同时A、B、C的表达都易产生误解，让读者认为are (is)和will共用一行为动词continue，而这显然不可能；D中的make an attempt不如用动词attempt简洁；E中，continue本身就是表示“一持续性动作”，而使用be likely to continue又暗示此动作会发生在将来，从而表达了“此动作会从现在一直持续到将来”的原意。


  E4-14 答案：D　由时间状语in late Feburary，决定A中的状语从句的过去正在进行时态是有误的；B中，连词and多余；C中，逗号前后均为with引入的分词短语，句子结构不完整。E中，therefore是多余的，因为在其前已有表原因的介词短语because of；同时，由because of引入的短语较复杂，且混有动名词结构的名词短语不能完整表明句意，正如我们在公理中所提到的那样，可排除E。D中，主从均为过去时态，前后对应。


  E4-15 答案：C　mandate之后要求带使用虚拟语气的that从句；A中allows不是原形；同时，allow的用法是allow sb. to do sth.，而B、D、E中的用法都不符合此要求；同时D、E中用a retiring employee，把原意本是泛指的范围缩小了。


  E4-16 答案：C　由于and的存在，D、E的表达找不到与之相平行的部分；A、B两种表达都是复杂的，同时，把A、B代回原句，该划线部分与legislation的关系是不明确的，而其所充当的成分也是不清楚的；C表明penalize与grant并列，作为先行词legislation的定语从句中谓语的一个组成部分。


  E4-17 答案：C　D、E的结构代入句中是理解不通的。根据主动优先于被动原则，选C；B中划线部分的表达与其后的条件状语的关系是不紧密的，逻辑关系模糊。


  E4-18 答案：B　本句的内容是描述一个统计数据，居于客观规律范畴，应该用一般现在时，而主语one of two new businesses是单数，只能选B。


  E4-19 答案：E　本句的内容是表述人类的一种普遍心理现象，主从句均使用一般现在时是最佳的，A、B、C、D中，或主句或从句中的时态都不恰当，C中还用for getting分词形式，句意不通。


  E4-20 答案：A　E中用saying + that从句使得整个句子不完整，缺少主句成分；C中有一致命错误：they的指代找不到指代对象。B中有两个缺陷：（1）宾语从句中的连词that被省略了，这是不妥的。（2）that从句中的谓语形式had to与其后的knows和is是不协调的；（3）暂时放一下。A、D之间选择，绝大多数人都会选择D，因为A中that从句的时态与主句中谓语动词said的时态不对应。但该理由仅是站在时态的角度上却忽略了对句意的考虑。①我们知道must和have to的区别在于，前者表示是一种“主观上的必需”，而后者指“客观上的要求必需”。再回到句子中，我们不难看出。此处的“必需”必须用must来表达，因为让步状语从句的语气已明白地暗示“此必需”是the manager的一种情感流露，是出于其主观情感上的“必需”，用have to替代不妥。②must无过去式，通常在表示过去时，用had to替换，说到此处，你会说，D选项不正好符合此要求吗？但这里还有一条鲜为人知的原则。③在宾语从句中，must可用原形，无需用had to替代。由这三点的结合，我们可以知道B中的第三个缺陷，即had to的使用不妥；同时还可确认答案为A，目的状语从句中的will know和is与must的形式相对应。又如：I told him that he must make a decision.


  语法点提示：must与have to的区别


  E4-21 答案：C　由句首的时间状语in the last ten years，决定了主从句的时态都应用现在完成时，由此排除A、B、D。E中substantially 之后的over时间短语与句首的in时间状语是重复表达。同时，D中is more than twice what it was的表达不好。C中，more than double简洁。E中double之后跟宾语的用法是错误的，因为double是不及物动词（可查阅“比较”中相关内容）。


  E4-22 答案：A　一般mandate之后跟that从句，且此宾语从句曾是含有虚拟语气的动词原形；B、C都不符合此要求；D、E中用have a mandate的用法不如用一个动词mandate来得简洁。


  E4-23 答案：A　由主句的现在时态，可判断从句用一般过去时态即可。B、D中的had been是毫无根据的。C、E中，表达不仅复杂、啰嗦，同时还存在逻辑错误。C中，culture与其表语Algonquian-speaking逻辑搭配不通；E中，were与had been表明了动作发生的先后顺序，但此先后顺序让人不可理解，歪曲了句意。


  E4-24 答案：A　由两个by时间短语，就可确定其对应修饰的动词均应用过去完成时，前面已提到，含by时间短语的句子要么用过去完成时，要么用一般将来时，此时，两个时间短语均为说话之前的时间，因而就只能用过去完成时。由此判定，仅A符合此要求，而B、C、D、E中的时态都是极其混乱的。


  E4-25 答案：D　由句意判断，that从句中migrate是发生在过去的事，A中用现在完成时和B、E中的过去进行时都是没有任何时间依据的。由句末的未划线部分between短语的位置可断定C错D对，因为between短语修饰a bridge of land，正如D所表达的，而不是修饰the western Hemisphere。C的表达恰好导致了这种修饰关系的错位。


  E4-26 答案：B　A、C、D中过去时或过去完成时与主句的一般现在时态是不对应的。句子的前后是因果关系（由since引导的原因从句），但当把过去时或过去完成时代入句中，就会发现前后的因果关系很模糊，甚至不存在。Why？因为过去的时态仅表明过去此发现是客观的，并不表明这种发现至今仍客观存在。因此主句所下的论断appears to play a role in navigation就是缺乏事实根据的。B、E中用现在完成时使得前后时态一致，逻辑关系准确。而此处，difficulties的增加是由于被去掉嗅觉系统后造成的，因而increase是被动动作，而非主动动作，所以选B。还记得我们在第一章第一个例子时说的：在选择用increased还是increasing作限定词，必定是increased正确。


  E4-27 答案：A　B、C中phosphate amount的用法不对。B中的had been doing的时态与句意不符。D中，从句中的一般现在时与主句的过去时不一致。C、E中，reduces与A 1972 agreement所暗示的时间状语不一致，且E中的allow for意为“考虑到”，改变句意。


  语法点提示： allow sb. to do sth.


  E4-28 答案：D　由句首的since时间状语，决定了主句应用现在完成时，排除A、B、E。在“allow + that从句”的结构中，allow的含义是“承认”，与本句句意不符，因而可排除C。D中，符合allow sb.(sth.) to do sth.的用法，同时用短语the performance of the funds替换了C中的宾语从句how the funds they manage perform不仅简洁，且避免了逻辑搭配不妥，语意含糊的缺陷。


  
第五章　平行结构


  平行结构指两个或两个以上的句法、功能相同的平行的词、词组或句子，通过并列连词、并列词组连接起来而构成的，共同承担句子的某一成分的结构。从词性上来划分：平行结构可以是名词、形容词、副词、动词等的并列；从担当句子的成分来看，平行结构可以充当主语、谓语、表语、状语等；而从句法结构上看，平行结构可以是单个词的并列，词组的并列及句子的并列。上面的几种分类乍一看，你会觉得纷繁复杂，对于此类改错无法下手；但通过仔细的分析，抛除其具体形式，我们可以发现，一个正式的、规范的书面表达的平行结构具有以下相同特征：


  1. 结构形式尽量保证一致：-ing形式与-ing形式并列；to + v.与to + v.对等；


  2. 功能上尽量相同：定语与定语（而定语与宾语相并列明显错误）；


  3. 意思上不能引起争议：一般指在并列成分前有修饰词或由介词引出的平行结构的情况，由于修饰语或介词的共用而可能导致意思上的冲突。例如：little water or services：这个并列就是有问题的，易造成误解，little不仅修饰water，还修饰services。而显然little是不可能修饰可数名词的，从而造成矛盾。此表达就应修改为：little water or few services。至于介词引出的平行结构产生的意思冲突，我们在具体例题中讲解。


  Note：请注意，以上3个特征都用“尽量”来强调，是因为在GMAT改错中，尽管95%以上的有关平行结构符合以上三条原则中的一个或几个，但仍有少量例外，这些例外我们放在本书的最后一部分来讲解。


  正是由于平行结构有以上特征，因此，我们就可相应地用以上三点作为我们解题的指导方针，符合以上原则的选项待考虑，不符合的马上排除，迅速缩小“包围圈”。


  下面，我们就根据以上原则进行实战演习。


  通常在GMAT中使用的并列连词及词组如下：


  and, also, as well as, besides, both...and, neither...nor, nor, not only...but (also); either...or; rather than; whether...or, not...but, from...to。在举例之前，我们首先对下列两组用法给以详细解释：


  1. not...but (rather), rather than, instead of


  当我们要表达“不是…而是…”的意思时，可用以上3种结构，不过这3种结构并不完全等同。在GMAT改错中，我们需要了解以下3点：


  （1）前两个结构使用的范围远远大于instead of的使用范围，它们可以连接名词词组，副词词组，代词，不定式短语，甚至是谓语动词，而instead of由于是介词词组，其使用范围受到极大限制，只能用于连接名词短语，动名词或代词短语。


  （2）若rather than之后是动词，一般均为原形，无论该结构是在句首或在句中出现。


  （3）GMAT考试经常在5个选项中安排有的选项用instead of表达，有的用rather than表达。在此时，请优先考虑rather than结构。如果rather than在语法和句意上是对的，可以不用考虑含instead of的选项；若含rather than的选项有缺陷，再考虑含instead of结构的选项，即rather than在使用上优先于instead of。


  2. from...to


  （1）要求from之后与to之后形式对等，一般为名词（短语）；


  （2）该搭配有3种含义：a：“从某地到另一地”；b：“从某个时点到另一个时点”，此时可用till或者until替换后面的to（如from the turn of the century until the late 1980's）；c：表示某一个范围，可以译为“大到…，小到…”。


  （3）在from...to结构中，若在to之前加上了副词up或down，该表达必错，因为up或者down是多余的。（即：from...down to或from...up to必错）


  5-1　In Egypt in the late Paleolithic period, the climate changed, pastures became deserts, and the inhabitants were forced to withdraw to the land bordering the Nile from their hunting grounds.


  （A）Inhabitants were forced to withdraw to the land bordering the Nile form their hunting grounds


  （B）Inhabitants had been forced to withdraw from their hunting grounds to the land that bordered the Nile


  （C）Inhabitants were forced to withdraw from their hunting grounds to the land bordering the Nile


  （D）Inhabitants having been forced to withdraw from their hunting grounds to the land that bordered the Nile


  （E）Inhabitants withdrew, because they were forced to, from their hunting grounds to the land bordering the Nile


  题解：A中用“to...from”结构，颠倒了“from...to”的结构，错。B中用过去完成时无依据。D、E中的表达复杂，既不符合平行结构要求（与前两个分句是并列关系）又不符合语法规则。选C。


  答案：C


  5-2　During the Great Depression, industrial output fell by nearly fifty percent from its peak in 1929 down to its nadir in 1933.


  （A）During the Great Depression, industrial output fell by nearly fifty percent from its peak in 1929 down to its nadir in 1933


  （B）During the Great Depression, industrial output fell by nearly fifty percent from its peak in 1929 to its nadir in 1933


  （C）At the time of the Great Depression, industrial output fell by almost fifty percent from its 1929 peak down to its 1933 nadir


  （D）At the time of the Great Depression, industrial output fell from its peak in 1929, by nearly fifty percent, to its nadir in 1933


  （E）During the Great Depression, industrial output fell from its peak in 1929 to its nadir in 1933 by nearly fifty percent


  题解：A、C中，down to的使用是错误的，C、D中at the time of the Great Depression不如During the Great Depression简洁。同时D中by nearly fifty percent以插入成分形式，改变了句子的重心。B、E比较，E的缺陷在于fell的方式状语by nearly fifty percent离其所修饰的对象fell太远，没有B的表达清楚准确。


  答案：B


  5-3　The winds that howl across the Great Plain not only blow away valuable topsoil, thereby reducing the potential crop yield of a tract of land, and also damage or destroy young plants.


  （A）and also damage or destroy


  （B）as well as damaging or destroying


  （C）but they also cause damage or destroy


  （D）but also damage or destroy


  （E）but also causing damage or destroying


  题解：由句子前面出的not only，我们可迅速判断划线中and also的表达与not only是不符合搭配的，因此立刻排除A、B。C中有两个错误：（1）but also中不应插入they（they在此属重复）；（2）cause damage or destroy光从表达上看没有太大错误，但若代回原句，就会发现该并列谓语与后面的宾语young plants不能搭配。因为cause damage young plants是不对的，此处damage是名词，后面应补上to，即cause damage to young plants才算正确表达。对于D、E之间的选择，我们根据形式一致原则，由not only后跟动词blow，可推断出but also也应跟动词原形，故选D。该句中thereby reducing短语是主要动词blow的伴随结果，not only...but also是主要谓语动词的并列而不要误以为是伴随结果的并列。


  答案：D


  语法点提示：damage可作名词和动词。若作动词，后直接跟宾语；若作名词，表“对…伤害”，表达式为：damage to sth.

  题解：由句意，可判断划线部分是两个否定含义的短语的并列：即“不会导致生活水平下降或收入分配的更不平均，也不会取代物质产品的生产”。请注意：此句中不仅有“不会”和“也不会”的大并列，同时还有一个小的并列，即“不会”中“生活水平下降”和“收入分配的更加不平均”的小并列。之所以有这样的小并列，是因为这两者之间关系紧密，且相关，均为lead to的宾语。通过对划线部分句意的分析，可看出A中有3个错误：（1）neither和or搭配不当；（2）more of an unequal distribution of income这种表达是错误的，因为此处的more修饰unequal而不是distribution；（3）“生活水平”与“收入分配”之间用逗号连接，不能显示两者的小并列关系。B中neither...or同样搭配不当。C中有either却无对应的or，必错，同时more of...表达不对。D中more of...表达不对，同A一样，小并列关系没有表示出来。再看E，它修正了前面选项的所有错误：从大结构上看，the movement is not..., nor is it表达了两个否定含义的并列；从小并列上看：中间用or连接，并补出介词to，清楚显现出均为lead to的宾语，构成清晰的小并列关系，不会造成意思上的争议（平行结构的第三点特征）。请注意，最后的E选项用句子与句子的并列取代了原句中动宾结构的并列是因为neither或nor一般都用于句首。


  答案：E


  解题技巧：在考试现场，紧紧抓住大结构中的连接短语的搭配和more of...的错误表达，立即可排除A、B、C、D。

  题解：本句同样是一个并列结构，即“are sth. rather than sth....”，“是某物而不是另一物”，根据并列连词的形式对等原则，A、D错。在rather than (instead of)之后用的是动名词短语，而are之后是名词a branch，形式不对等。B、C、E从形式上都满足对等原则。再根据句意，发现E中的a development与are后的a branch虽都是名词，但却不属同一类范畴。A branch指一类动物，是具体名词，a development指一抽象动作，从性质上两者不对称，排除E。在B、C中，根据句意，存在着一个相比较关系，简化后B成为：A type developed independently from a common ancestor；而C为a type's development independent of a common ancestor，显然C中的比较是不对等的。a type（指一类动物）与a common ancestor属同类，而development与a common ancestor不属同类。


  答案：B


  解题技巧：切记第一章中名词中心词的判别技巧。


  语法点提示：（1）该句suggest 之后that从句未用虚拟动词形式；（2）independent of (from) sth.独立于某物

  题解：根据both...and的并列搭配要求，B、E的both...as well as是错误的。在D中，both之后是of介词短语而and之后是一个名词，同样违背了对等原则。仔细比较A、C，它们惟一的差异是A用both...and连接名词短语作表语结构；而C用both...and连接动宾结构，替换了A的系表结构。根据第一章所讨论的名词词组的中心词原则，A简化为：利率的降低表明了一种承认和一种努力。而C则为：利率的降低不仅承认过去的形势，同时又努力影响将来的方向。对于中国学生来讲，似乎两者读起来都很别扭，但至少可以判定C的搭配是有明显问题的，因为主语reduction与动词acknowledge和attempt显然不能搭配的。如果C中的主语是The Federal Reserve就可以了，而A的系表搭配是可以接受的。因此，我们可以坚决排除C而选A。


  答案：A


  语法点提示：reduction of interest rates on loans to financial institutions，这种表达应该背下来，注意介词的用法。

  题解：根据only one hour及划线中的in other procedures or weeks of ordinary interviewing可推断划线部分是与前面new respect做比较，且划线部分具有否定含义。划线部分有一个or，这是解题的关键，首先判断or连接的并列结构前后是什么形式。根据5个选项中other procedures前都有介词in/under/during与or之后的ordinary interviewing可以断定：or连接的是并列状语。然而在A中，or之后是个名词词组，违背形式对等原则。同样，B、D都可被排除。E中的unlikely not却表示“肯定”，这与句意刚好相反，因而选C。or前后都是介词短语，符合平行原则，有考生会问：C中省了unlikely，为什么呢？其实，稍一细想，might not与unlikely是同一意思，都表明“不可能的”推测。由此也可看出：A除了or前后不对等之外，may be unlikely犯了重复、累赘的错误。B中的whose emergence取代to emerge也不符合unlikely (likely)的用法。


  答案：C


  语法点提示：It take an hour/some time for sb. to do sth.做某事花某人多少时间；likely的用法：It is likely (unlikely) that从句（用将来时）和sth. is likely (unlikely) to do sth.

  E5-42 答案：D　B、C中主谓不一致。E同理，as well as作为插入成分，不影响主语的单、复数属性。A、B错是由于并列成分中的一个部分——the demand for housing中有一个介词for，可能会产生歧义，误认为不仅housing，而且还包括traffic congestion, longer commuting trips均为for的宾语，这样就明显改变了句意。而D将并列中的不同部分的顺序做了调整，避免了此误会（请体会平行结构的第三个特征：意思上不能引起争议）。值得一提的是，平行结构的表达中有这样一条原则：即平行部分的次序按其长短排列，最短的、词最少的放在最前面；最长的、词最多的部分放在并列部分的结尾处。D选项也同时满足了此要求。本句中all but可译为：几乎，差不多。


  （可对照：E7-12中：omens, messages receded at seances and signs from heaven）


  E5-43 答案：E　由未划线部分的for, first of all, failing to，决定了划线部分for之后应为failing，而不是其他表达。此要求，仅E符合。同时需提出的是：secondly或者firstly, thirdly这种用法已很少见了，而代之以first, second, third作副词放在句首。此点，在写作时尤其需注意。


  E5-44 答案：C　本句是not only...but also的并列用法，仅C、E符合此结构，但E中用了被动语态，D用主动语态，因而排除E。


  E5-45 答案：D　B中有两个缺陷：（1）will prove所表示的一般将来时与主句的一般过去时是不对应的；（2）both与and also的搭配是不正确的。C中也有两个毛病：（1）宾语从句省了标志词that；（2）themselves多余（对照看12-55）。A、D比较：A有一个缺陷，即在not only A1 but also A2结构中，要求两个并列成分不能存在省略，即不能在A1中（或A2中）省略了与A2中（或A1中）相同的部分，如本例A项，not only inexpensive之后就省去了indicators of economic performance，从而导致了A1与A2在形式上不一致。而both A1 and A2结构中，就允许A1和A2共用同一部分，而该部分可在A1中，也可在A2中，如本例的正确选项D（共用部分为indicators of economic performance）。


  E5-46 答案：D　A、B中both之后无the，而and之后有the，形式上不对称。C、D、E从句意上都对，但D最简洁。可能考生以前常见的都是用the+adj.代表某一类人，如：the poor或者the rich表穷人或者富人。但在GMAT中，不用the同样可表某一类人，如 E7-34、E9-56、8-5中的poor and rich，因而选D。


  第四部分：


  E5-47 答案：B　A、C中用between nations不符合between仅用于两者之间的用法。D中and illustrate的表达使得illustrate找不到平行对象。E中illustrates用第三人称单数形式与其先行词relations的复数形式不对应，B中that的先行词是relation。


  语法点提示：the relation of one nation with another


  E5-48 答案：B　由于该句属于同一动作执行者Intar的两个并列动作的平行结构，因而A、C中的it（指Intar）均可省去。比较B、D、E，D、E中both后的对象与and后的对象不具备可比性，同时E中now的位置不对。


  E5-49 答案：B　由rather than之后跟动词原形，可排除A，E。由instead of之后只跟名词或动名词的原则，排除C。D中convince sb. for sth.的用法不符合表达习惯。而B的表达是正确的。


  语法点提示：convince + sb. + that从句。


  E5-50 答案：D　由划线部分之前的much easier and及划线之后的more quickly可断定，划线部分是与前面的making ignition构成平行结构，因而排除A、B、C，它们在形式上不对称；另外cause之后一般跟动词不定式，因而选D而排除E。


  E5-51 答案：D　尽管A、B、C这些词组均可用于表示前后对比的意思，但它们之中的最后一个词都是介词（of, to，with）决定了它们之后只能跟名词。而在此之前是介词短词over a broad surface，那么划线之后也必须是介词短语。这两个要求存在矛盾，因而此功能（表2对比）只能由rather than来充当。D中补出介词at，符合平行原则。E中as against同样也有“对比”之意，但其之后是名词形式being at短语，也不符合平行要求。


  E5-52 答案：E　本句同样是要明确哪两个之间存在并列关系，由题意可知，本句是elect的两个宾语之间的并列，即选择早退休而不是选择面对法律诉讼的威胁和不断增长的误诊保险费。由此，排除形式上不能形成平行结构的A、B，elect之后一般跟动词不定式，而不跟动名词，排除C。D中rather than之后未用动词原形。


  E5-53 答案：D　A、B、C中动名词changing短语与前面未划线的名词词组在形式上不能形成平行结构；比较D、E，E中有两个毛病：（1）D中change短语中，in短语的核心词为strain，而E把核心词改为measurement，句意随之改变；（2）在某方面的变异用variation in sth.而不用介词among；正如本句“在某方面的变化”用change in strain一样。


  E5-54 答案：C　本句是is sth....not sth.的平行结构，D中they指代有明显错误（只能指代analysts，篡改了句意）。B中的are 与单数主语不一致。A中有两个毛病：（1）individual's中的's是多余的；（2）and it is也多余，因为主谓语前后相同，完全可省。比较C、E，E中not when it is与前面的when从句形成并列关系；it is之后省了regarded as。这样表达的缺陷在于未能突出as rights和not as a license是同一条件的两个方面，也未能突出only的强调作用，使句意发生了变化。C句中as rights与not as a license是并列的主语补语，并作为when从句的一部分，only的强调含义也就很清楚地被表现出来，并且表达得很简洁。


  E5-55 答案：B　本句是between...and的用法，仅B符合此要求（本句中有一个from...until句型）。


  E5-56 答案：E　本句是between...and结构，因而可排除A、B、C。比较D、E，D中有两个缺陷：（1）D中all之后未补出other，也就是未把自身（Japan）排除，逻辑上有问题；（2）during一般不与将来的时间段连用，E中用within连接将来的时段就合乎习惯。


  语法点提示：it is (not) likely that从句，从句中常要求用将来时态。


  E5-57 答案：B　C中修饰对象错位，本应修饰the cool, moist middle latitudes的两个where从句变为对the cold, dry polar regions的修饰。B中用not...but结构清楚地表明了“不是…而是”的句意。A、E中：instead of与rather（than）出现在同一句中属于语义重复。D中being多余，且结构不如B简洁。


  E5-58 答案：B　本句是between...and的用法，除B外，其余选项搭配都不当。


  E5-59 答案：B　C、D、E中that of属多余，它们的加入会导致句意无法理解。因为that指代a nuclear reactor，把其代入C、D、E，就成为a nuclear reactor of a kind of nuclear battery，不知所云。且E中省去but，用分号连接，弱化了转折语气。A中rather单独出现只能作为形容词，与本句句意不符，要表示转折需要与than或but连用才正确。


  E5-60 答案：A　B、C中in the year 1982 to 1987的表达模糊，不如用from 1982 to 1987清晰简洁。同时B、C、D、E中的five to ten percent或者five and ten percent都让人产生疑惑：为什么年增长率是5%~10%这样一个范围而非一具体数值？为什么年增长率既是5%又是10%（five and ten percent）？A中用between five and ten percent准确表达句意，即：在1982年到1987年之间，这种小船的年销售增长率在5%到10%之间波动。


  E5-61 答案：A　未划线的ranging from提示本句是from...to的表范围结构，本句中除C外，其他4个选项都用了此结构。一般来说，from...to...结构只并列2个内容，但此处却出现3个方面：the potential, the shortage, a lack。因而其中有2个应用and连接组成大并列结构中的一个部分，而另一个则成为大并列结构中的另一部分。那么究竟谁跟谁由and连接成为一个并列的子项呢？这并非随意组合，正如在前面例题讲到的，意思相近的或密切相关的才能组合在一起。由本句句意，the shortage和a lack句意相近，适合并列成为一个from...to...子项。因此，排除D。A、B、E的根本差异在于对in others的位置考虑。在本句中，in others就是指in other countries，与前面的in some countries对应。B中将in others放在a lack之前，与前面的in some countries放在名词词组末尾在形式上不对应；E的确将in others放在the shortage名词词组之后，但这样就会导致一种误解，即in others仅修饰the shortage，而不修饰后面的a lack，而句意要求in others不仅要修饰the shortage，还要修饰a lack。而A中的表达则把in others放在并列之末，表明investors之后省略了in others，表明了句意。


  E5-62 答案：D　本句是not...but结构，由but之后的from their role决定了与其形式上对应而又符合句意的仅有D选项。


  
第六章　动词不定式


  动词不定式是动词的一种非谓语形式，它在英语表达中发挥重要作用，除了不能作谓语外，可充当其他一切成分。同时，它的用法又比较灵活，没有一个固定的框架去套，更多的是一种习惯用法。因而，本章的一大部分内容需要在考前强化一遍。


  一、动词不定式作主语


  结构1：It is（连系动词）+形容词+for+名词/代词+to do sth.，在此类句子中作主补的形容词有：


  a. 表重要性及紧迫性的词：important, essential, vital, necessary, pointless, unnecessary


  b. 表频度性的形容词：common, normal, usual, rare


  6-1　As it becomes more frequent to have spouses who both work outside the home, companies are beginning to help in finding new employment for the spouses of transferred employees.


  （A）it becomes more frequent to have spouses who both work outside the home


  （B）it becomes more frequent to have couples both working outside the home


  （C）it becomes more common that both husband and wife should be working outside the home


  （D）it becomes more common for both husband and wife to work outside the home


  （E）couples in which both of the spouses working outside the home become more common


  题解：根据结构，D符合这个结构，只不过用become替换了is。A、B中有两个错误：frequent在这里属使用不当，而have spouses和句子要表达的意思不一致，且会造成一种歧义：“公司使这些夫妇在外工作”，C中的should be working是没有任何依据的。E中的couples in which both of the spouses working outside的表达过于笨拙，并不符合习惯。


  答案：D


  结构2：It is + adj. + to do sth.，在此类句子中作主补的形容词有：difficult, nice, necessary, worthwhile，important等。


  6-2　It may someday be worthwhile to try to recover uranium from seawater, but at present this process is prohibitively expensive.


  （A）It may someday be worthwhile to try to recover uranium from seawater


  （B）Someday, it may be worthwhile to try and recover uranium from seawater


  （C）Trying to recover uranium from seawater may someday be worthwhile


  （D）To try for the recovery of uranium out of seawater may someday be worthwhile


  （E）Recovering uranium from seawater may be worthwhile to try to do someday


  题解：根据题意套此结构，选A。B中的to try and recover的表达是不对的，必须是try to do sth. 或try doing sth.；D中的try for 指“谋求，争取”，改变原句意思。E中try to do 与句首的recovering属语义重复现象，没有A简洁。C用动名词作主语，按理说是可以成立的，但动名词与动词不定式作主语有惟一的细微差别：即动名词一般指通常性的、习惯性的动作，而动词不定式指某一特定动作（试比较：selling insurance is a prettily boring job和It was difficult to sell my car.），而本句中用了someday，表明是某一特定动作，因而选A排除C。


  答案：A


  结构3：to do sth. is to do sth.


  6-3　To read of Abigail Adams' lengthy separation from her family, her difficult travels, and her constant battles with illness is to feel intensely how harsh life was even for the so-called aristocracy of Revolutionary times.


  （A）To read of


  （B）Reading about

  （D）Once one reads of


  （E）To have read of


  题解：由此结构可看出：B、C不对称，D使句子结构不完整，而E中的动词不定式的完成时是不必要的，因而选A。


  答案：A


  二、动词不定式作宾语


  1. 一些可直接带不定式作宾语的动词，此处略，详看第十二章，考前突击记忆一下即可；


  2. 一些动词可带“连接代（副）词/连接词whether + 不定式”作宾语，如：ask, consider, decide, discover, understand, wonder, think等，如：


  They asked how to finish this project?


  Do you decide where to have dinner?


  附注：连接代词/连接副词/whether + 不定式还可作主语、主语补语或介词宾语，如：


  When to start the project hasn't been decided.

  题解：A中having后的to draw形式不对，在have之后要么跟原形动词，要么用过去分词（have to do sth.改变了句意）。B改变了句意，变为“有一张画上了地球的纸”。C语序不对，宾语从句用正常语序，can无需前置。D改变了原句意思，“用纸画地球”，显然是不符合常理的。选E，用how连接的动词不定式准确地反映了原句意思，且简洁。


  答案：E


  三、不定式作定语


  1. 某些带不定式作宾语或状语的动词，其同源名词常用不定式作定语，如：attempt, arrangement, claim, decision, determination, failure, hope, need, plan, promise, refusal, resolution, tendency, proposal, wish。


  2. 一些常被不定式修饰的形容词，其同源名词常用不定式作定语，如：ability, ambition, anxiety, eagerness, inclination, patience, reluctance。


  3. 被only, last, next first, second等序数词或最高级形容词修饰的名词常用不定式作定语。


  6-5　Some analysts of retirement problems insist that the only way to provide equity and protection for all Americans is to amalgamate all retirement-income systems, including Social Security, into one central system.


  （A）insist that the only way to provide equity and protection for all Americans is to amalgamate

  题解：B中有3个错误：（1）insist之后没有that；（2）本应用不定式修饰的the only way改用定语从句修饰，显得不简洁；（3）is amalgamating所表示的“现在进行时”是无丝毫根据的，且改变了原意。C中：（1）insist之后缺that；（2）the amalgamation of的表达不如动词不定式to amalgmate简洁、符合习惯。D中：（1）are insistent没有insist简洁；（2）the only way之后用名词短语作修饰，不如用动词不定式修饰简洁；（3）错误同C。E中：错误同D中的错误（2），所以选A。


  答案：A


  注意：本句中5个选项均未用虚拟语气的动词形式，因而可以不考虑此点。


  四、不定式修饰其逻辑宾语的情况


  1. 如果不定式中的动词是及物动词，后面不能再跟宾语。例如：


  I lent him a book to read.而不能说成：I lent him a book to read it.


  Can you give me some work to do?不能说成：Can you give me some work to do it?


  2. 如果不定式的动词是不及物的，后面需用介词，介词后不带宾语，例如：

  在这种情况下，也可换用另一种结构：介词+whom/which +动词不定式，例如：

  五、不定式修饰动词作状语


  表目的：一般来说，在主句动作之后用动词不定式表示该主句动作的目的。该动词不定式可放在句首或句尾：在句首时，一般用逗号把其与主句分开；在句末时，不用逗号分开。

  题解：原句划线部分是reviewing的目的解释，因而应选有动词不定式的一项——E。A中：for the determination作目的，不符合表达习惯，are meeting时态不符合原意，因为原意是“检查”practices“是否一贯遵守规定”，而不仅仅是“现在是否正在遵守”。B中：for the determining表达目的状语同样不符合习惯，且whether从句中的it明显指代有误。C中：for the determining of与B有类似的错误，且whether从句用了被动语态，违背“主动优先”原则。D中：determining分词短语作目的状语同样不合适；E中用动词不定式作目的状语，符合表达习惯，且用meet表明“一贯遵守”，并用主动语态，遵守了“主动优先”原则。


  答案：E


  六、不定式的进行体、完成体和被动态


  1. 不定式的进行体表示的动作与谓语动作同时发生：

  2. 不定式的完成体表示不定式的动作发生在谓语动作之前，其构成是：to have done。

  题解：原句的大意是：对狂犬病的恐惧是有道理的，（因为）自从这种临床症状出现后，极少数患者能够从此病中恢复。由此可推断出recover这个动作必定在know之前，因为假如“没有患者已经恢复，人们怎么可能知道呢”？同时，原句还强调了“自从这种临床症状”出现以来，这一延续性的动作，因而A错在：（1）to recover未能表示出此动作发生在know之前；（2）after短语表达极其模糊，不具体，不知appearance与victims有何关系，从而不能紧密地与动词不定式联系起来。D、E中的after状语从句不能表示这一延续性动作；E中还有一错误是改变了原意，由原来的few变为了a few，犯了原则性错误。B、C中的once the clinical symptoms have appeared清楚地表达了此“延续性动作”，但C中的there are few known people who have recovered from the disease 比起B中的few people are known to have recovered from the disease，显得过于冗长、笨拙，因而选B。


  答案：B


  3. 不定式的被动态：表示不定式的逻辑主语是不定式动作的承受者

  题解：此题解题的关键在于划线中的to confine them to a hotel的含意，是“陪审团成员限制他们自己在酒店内呢”，还是“陪审团成员们被限制在酒店内呢”？显然是后者，仅由此一点就可锁定答案：E。在第一部分GMAT公理中讲过：instead of是介词，后面只跟动名词或名词，因而A、B中的instead of to confine/confined to都不对；B的would have allowed所表示的虚拟语气是无来由的。C、D中的confining them和confinement都未能表示出“被限制”之意。E用rather than代替instead of，用不带to的被动态正确地表明了原意。


  答案：E


  语法点提示：a motion之后可由动词不定式修饰，也可用that从句作同位语从句来补充解释。


  七、动词不定式的省略形式


  一般的语法书上都这样说，如果几个动词不定式并列构成平行结构，动词不定式的标志to在第二个动词不定式之后可省可不省，但在GMAT中，其省略还有二三例例外。


  6-9　Displays of the aurora borealis, or“northern lights,”can heat the atmosphere over the arctic enough to affect the trajectories of ballistic missiles, induce electric currents that can cause blackouts in some areas and corrosion in north-south pipelines.

  题解：根据enough...to do sth.句型，答案只能存在于A、E之间。据题意affect和induce是一并列成分，A、B却用一逗号将其隔开，中间也无连接词，排除A、B，E为正确答案。B、C、D中的enough...that句型不对；B、D中的affected与induces时态不一致，导致并列关系改变，从而改变句意。C中的affects与induces之间用逗号连接，缺并列连词，且it指代有误：原句动词不定式的逻辑主语为displays，而it只能指代前面的单数名词atmosphere或arctic。E用and连接，表明了表示结果的动词不定式并列关系（在and之后省了to）。

  题解：首先可排除B，因为try之后从不跟that从句。C、D中attempt to try属于“同义重复”。再进行A、E对比：trying显然不如attempt好，因为trying很少作动名词，更多的是作形容词“困难的”，而且the chemical that is irritating it明显不如the chemical irritant（注：irritant此处是名词）简洁。值得指出的是，or render harmless是插入成分，render之前省略了to，补全即为：to metabolize the chemical irritant, or to render harmless the chemical irritant。在这里harmless的位置前置，译为：使这种化学刺激物无害。

  题解：从句意理解，D、E中用will表将来时，是没有根据的，且E中用动词不定式的被动形式是不必要的。对于A、B、C却无法选出一个最好的，因为根据“要省就都省，要不省就全都要补出”的原则（见第十一章中的“省略”部分），A、B、C中的3种并列形式中，总有一个并列部分没有补出省略的to，正确答案是A。因为在A中，propose和pass在意思上相连，被合并起来当作一个大并列关系中的一个子项，在此子项中因propose之前有to，pass前可省to，就整体并列结构而言，propose之前有to，和后面的to repeal对应，从此意义上讲，并未违犯“省略”的原则，而B、C中并列的3部分均独立用逗号隔开，因而违反了“省略”原则。请背下此句。

  题解：本题同样是一组动词不定式的并列，根据“要省就全省，要补就全补”的原则，A、B、E都有问题。A中：leave和corral前无to，而最后一个drive前却有to。B中：leave与corral前有to，drive前却无to。E与B相类似。而C、D中却出现了一个大多数考生从未见过的现象，即is leave, coral, and drive的表达。在is和这些并列动词之间并无to，该选项显然与语法知识是相悖的，但C、D中的这种结构却满足了平行结构的并列要求，因此，需要冒险排除A、B、E，从C、D中挑一个最优的。C、D的差异在于C中主语是all one has to do with cattle，而D中的主语是the only thing that has to be done with cattle，相比较而言，前者简洁，用主动形式，后者笨拙，用被动语态，所以我们选C。这种省略方式是可以的。同样，请考生把此例背下来。

  E6-9 答案：B　由aim to do sth.的用法，可排除D、E。此句中，seat是指“使…坐（下）”，A中seat之前的that指代rules，但rules与seat搭配，明显逻辑不通。C中有两个错误：（1）动作的目的一般用动词不定式来表达，而不用for doing来表示；（2）aim本来就有目的之意，再加一个for岂不多余。B中seat之前省了一个to，正确表达了句意。即“此条例的目的是两个”：一是为了区分客场球队的球迷，二是为了使这些客场球迷坐在与主场球迷分离的另一个区域。

第七章　现在分词、过去分词及介词短语


  现在分词、过去分词的主要功能是充当修饰语，作定语修饰名词、代词，作状语修饰句子。分词短语所在位置的变化，可能会导致句意的变化。同样地，介词短语也具有以上两个属性，可作定语或状语，位置变化也会影响句子的意思。因此，本章将把三者结合起来分析讲解，寻找一些共同的解题思路，以指导correction部分的学习。


  一、分词作定语


  1. 现在分词作定语与定语从句的区别：


  在通常情况下，现在分词作定语与定语从句限定没有太大的差别，如：


  Can you see the girl dancing with your brother？可改写为：Can you see the girl who is dancing with your brother？但是由于GMAT的简洁要求，优先用分词形式。而在另外一些情况下，两者是有一些差别的：


  （1）现在分词作定语时所表示的动作的发生时间要与谓语动词的时态相一致（如上例），但当两者发生的时间不一致时，分词不能取代定语从句。The young man who sat between Mary and John yesterday will come to our party.此句划线部分就不能用现在分词短语替换，也正因如此，现在分词的完成体不能用于作限定词，而应改为用that定语从句来限定。


  （2）含有情态动词的定语从句也不能用-ing短词代替。


  Will you find us a woman who can repair the TV?不能改写为：Will you find us a woman repairing the TV?因为如果这样，句意会发生变化，缺少了原句情态动词的意思。


  （3）当用某一物体的持续性动作对该物体进行限定性修饰时，应采用-ing形式，相当于表明此动作是该物体的一个永久属性。若是法令或权力的内容，可用现在分词短语来对该法令或权力进行限定，如the regulation banning smoking，不用that从句修饰。因为只要此法令存在，该内容就是生效的；又如：the planet orbiting the Mar则表明只要the planet存在，orbiting的动作就一定存在，而that从句中的时态无法表示此含义。

  题解：划线部分是一个现在分词短语对前面的名词进行修饰。根据时间一致原则，可看出A错：（1）因为主句的动作experience是一般现在时，而occur的动作是发生在过去的孩提时代，两者发生的时间不相同，因而应改为用定语从句修饰；（2）when a child的表达是别扭的，应改为as a child；（3）a child 的单数形式不对，因为前面提到的是young men and women，对应的应该是children。因此，B中occurring, when不对；C中的when a child 不对；E中的has occurred不对（离婚不可能一直发生到现在），as each was a child的表达是复杂的。选D。

  题解：划线部分是attempt的两个修饰成分，在上一章讲过，attempt之后通常跟一不定式作定语，因此B、C、D中的for ratifying或at ratifying都不符合习惯表达。C中另一错误是：不知almost two decades ago是修饰begun还是修饰ratifying（若是修饰begun，离得太远；若修饰ratifying，理解不通）。E错在has begun与时间状语two decades ago不能搭配。选A。其中的动词不定式限定attempt，表示其目的；begun过去分词短语对an attempt做时间上的修饰。


  答案：A


  由以上例子可看出，现在分词与过去分词有如下两个区别：


  （1）语态上的差别：现在分词有主动含义，过去分词有被动含义；


  （2）时态上的差别，现在分词表示正在进行或继续进行的动作；过去分词着重于表示动作的完成；而不定式作定语时有时表示未来的动作。


  简而言之，以“现在分词：主动进行；过去分词：被动完成”为基本原则，作为判定究竟是应该用现在分词还是用过去分词的依据。


  二、无依附结构


  现在分词或-ed分词作状语时（尤其在句首），如果其逻辑主语不是句子的主语，此结构称为无依附结构。


  该结构的基本解题思路是：只要一看到现在分词或过去分词在句首，马上找主句主语，看它是否与句首分词短语的逻辑主语一致。如是，寻找其他错误；如不是，马上找与句首分词短语相匹配的主语作主句主语的选项，一般可马上排除2到3个选项。

  题解：句首为现在分词spanning，而句首主语为Friedrich Muller (F.M.)；Spanning在这里是“持续、扩展”之意，把F.M.代入现在分词短语，可译为“F.M.持续了50多年”。读起来总觉得特别扭。好在B选项中Muller's career给了暗示，把M's career代入现在分词短语，可译为“在F.M.的50多年的职业生涯中”，搭配很通顺，由此可确认F.M.作主句主语的选项必错，排除A、D。E中有两个错误：（1）the career of Muller单从选项上看无太大问题，但代回原句即为Friedrich the career of Muller...显然此搭配有极大问题；（2）begin为非延续性动作，用现在完成时不妥。比较B、C，B中的an unpromising apprenticeship与C中的the unpromising apprenticeship相比，前者准确反映了句子的原意（原句并无对此“学徒身分”特指的含义），B中的as明显比of being简洁，选B。

  语法点提示：culminated in在某处达到最高境界


  除了以上由现在分词直接在句首作状语外，还有一类由介词短语引导的现在分词短语在句首作状语，解题思路也同上。例如：

  题解：句首为by installing，而划线部分的主句主语为farmer's house，显然farmers house是物而不是人，不可能“安装”，由此可判断A、B错。具体讲有两个原因，其一：主语不是分词短语的逻辑主语；其二：主句都用了被动语态，且都出现了动作执行者（用by连接）；C、D、E的主句主语均为人、工程师或农场主。有人认为“工程师”理应“负责安装”工作，于是排除D而在E中寻找答案。其实，这里应该是farmer作主句的主语，而不应是engineer，why?假设C对，代入原句，就译为：“工程师通过安装特殊电泵，他们报道了…”，让人产生歧义：工程师只有通过安装电泵才可报道这则消息，这显然是不对的。应选farmer作主句主语，可译为“根据一个农业工程师的报道，农场主们通过安装特殊电泵，就可以用牛奶的热量来给房子供暖”。


  答案：D

  题解：句首为过去分词短语eaten，因而由Northern Europeans作主句主语的选项A、B错；答案应在C、D、E中。D中的be suspicious to northern Europeans解释不通，并且it was assumed it had这种表达过于啰嗦。E中前半段没有问题，后半段的it being使得把E代入后，第二个逗号后的语法结构复杂化，显然没有C清晰明了。需要特别指出的是，本题答案C选用了被动语态，最主要的原因是由于Eaten短语决定了tomato必须作主句主语，因而并不违背“主动优先”原则。另一点是在未划线部分assumed后的宾语从句省略了that。但在划线部分，一定要谨记“宾语从句不能省that”的原则。

  题解：首句出一个believed过去分词短语，找主句主语elephants。而elephants不能作believed to短语的逻辑主语，因为代入后“大象被认为是起源于它们（指大象）前额上的一小块地方”，让人无法理解；B中的this有问题，在this之前惟一的单数名词是a small area，但原句指用low-frequency sounds作为“秘密语言”，两者不对应且公理中提到过“不用this单独指代”的原则；D中elephants不可能是originating短语的逻辑主语；E中：low-frequency sounds的确是originating的逻辑主语，但句末的定语从句却改变了句意，变为“大象被用来作为语言”。正确答案是C：low-frequency sounds有两个修饰成分，第一个过去分词作插入语限定；第二个是that从句作限定性定语从句。


  答案：C


  语法点提示：origin from起源于；use A as B用A作为B。


  三、现在分词在句末（句中）表示伴随方式和伴随结果


  在前面几章许多例子中，已涉及现在分词在句末表示伴随方式和伴随结果的例子。在此，对这两种方式再进行具体讲解，以加深考生对此部分的体会：


  1. 表示伴随方式或情况，相当于另一分句，一般放在句末，有时也放在句首和句中。


  7-9　Too old to bear arms himself, Friederick Douglass served as a recruiting agent, traveled through the North to exhort Black men to join the Union army.

  四、介词短语


  介词短语的用法同分词类似，不仅可以修饰名词，同时也可作状语修饰整个句子。同时，同一介词短语放在不同位置，其语法功能就会发生显著差异。因此在这里强调讲解介词短语的不同位置所产生的相应句意变化及由此带来的不同改错办法。

  E7-2 答案：E　首先，对句意理解。抛开第一个逗号与第二个逗号之间的插入内容，该句在最后部分的and和to之间省略了led。即“铁路的发展导致了当地时间的废除和地区时间的建立”。其次，回到划线部分，可以推断划线部分的内容是对local times进行修饰限定的，即“他们是怎样被决定的，并且一个城市的当地时间是不同于另一个城市的当地时间”。


  解题技巧：A有两个错误：（1）was与先行词local times主谓不一致；（2）and differing 的语法功能在此为and (was) differing与前面的was determined 并列，表明是过去进行时，而原意无丝毫理由要用过去进行时；B中was与先行词主谓不一致；C中纠正了A的第一个错误，却未改变第二个错误；D中是一个并列分词短语对local times限定，determined没错，但differed有误（逻辑不通），应用differing（现在分词）；E保留了D的优点并改正了D的错误，为最佳。由一个过去分词和一现在分词对同一先行词限定，简洁明了。请背下此句。


  E7-3 答案：B　根据习惯表达a increase in sth.，就可以马上排除C、D、E。其次，如果考生又知道resistance to sth. 这种习惯搭配的话，就可以马上选出答案B。但A、B除了against和to的差异外，更大的差异在于：A中的caused by短语被改成了because of介词短语，为什么？在A中，由于caused by紧跟the incidence of malaria，可译为“疟疾的发病率是由日益增长的蚊子抗药性造成的”，歪曲了句子原意。而原句要表达的是：疟疾发病率的增加是由于日益增长的蚊子的抗药性。而B用because of短语作原因状语，修饰整个句子，修正了A中的这一错误。


  语法点提示：increase in sth.在…增加（长）；the incidence of malaria


  E7-4 答案：C　在划线部分，having bought on margin是现在分词的完成形式，作 speculators的修饰语，这种用法是错误的（因为用现在分词作修饰词时要求该动作与主句谓语动作是同时的，而现在分词的完成体显然表明bought早于ruined，因而不适用分词修饰，而应换用从句）。A错；B中their selling成了分词短语having had to sell的逻辑主语，说不通；D中speculators，those who...中those纯属多余，these speculators完全可用they指代；E中抛开having bought这一短语不看，who their selling不知是何意思。选C，把A中现在分词完成体的错误修饰改成用限定性从句修饰在分号之后用两个短句并列，描述了一个先后过程。


  解题技巧：现在分词的完成体不能作定语。


  语法点提示：decline in the market


  E7-5 答案：E　Hosea Hudson显然不是seeming短语的逻辑主语，A错；B中as在此译为“作为”，同样，Hosea Hudson也不会作为一个“组织”；C中in that从不出现在句首，they指代有误；D中不符合seem to be的习惯用法；E中it指后面的“共产党”，seem to be的用法正确。


  语法点提示：seem to be sth. or seem to do sth.


  E7-6 答案：C　a new species不能作using短语的逻辑主语，而应是laboratory scientists作using的逻辑主语，排除A、B、E。D的表达冗长而笨拙，坚决排除。


  语法点提示：to aid in doing sth.在做某事上提供帮助


  E7-7 答案：C　the idea和penitentiaries都不能作repelled by短语的逻辑主语，只有Quakers才是repelled by的逻辑主语，排除A、B、E。C比D简洁清楚，此句中repelled短语作原因状语。


  语法点提示：suggest A as B，类似的还有:define...as, use...as, serve...as等用法。


  E7-8 答案：C　本题涉及对Affirmative Action法案的了解，该法案帮助美国的少数民族获得更多的就业和教育机会。因而句中用with介词短语修饰quota，表明quota的属性，而这样修饰的结果刚好与该法案的初衷背道而驰。所以with短语修饰不对，划线部分内容应与前面的内容was meant属并列关系，而不是从属关系。有了这样的背景知识，就可以选出C，因为A、B、D、E均表明划线部分与quota部分是从属关系，是修饰限定quota的，A、B中的promoting有名词形式promotion，就该用名词形式。这再次验证了“有名词而不用动名词”的原则（第一章）。C的意思是：她认为这个职位仅是为了满足affirmative action的配额要求，并没有表明真心致力于少数民族的雇用和将来的晋升。


  E7-9答案：E　the possibility，the addition，incentives都不能作upset短语的逻辑主语，只有the board of directors才符合逻辑主语要求，A、B、C错。E中the possibility of doing sth.符合表达习惯，D中的相应表达不妥，同时用raised短语修饰directors明显错误。


  E7-10 答案：B　scientists作based on的逻辑主语不妥，排除A、D、E。换一种表达，介词+名词短语就避免了考虑逻辑主语这一问题。在GMAT公理中我们曾提到用such as表举例而不用like，因而选B。


  语法点提示：介词+名词短语在句首时，不用考虑逻辑主语，正如本句的on the basis of growth rates


  E7-11答案：B　本句有一习惯用语substitute A1 for A2（用A1代替A2），排除D、E。在A中，assigned by修饰paychecks是不妥的，而应修饰employees。对C而言，E7-4已提到现在分词的完成体不能作定语。B中用who定语从句准确表达了原来分词完成体的含义。


  E7-12 答案：A　B、D、E中both...as well as的结构不符合习惯，应改为both...and，C显得复杂啰嗦。本可用一个句子表达的却用两个句子来表达。在A中guided短语为过去分词短语，限定mystic。


  E7-13 答案：D　A、B不对，a recent study和striking similarities不可作reared短语的逻辑主语。E中reared短语在striking similarities之后表明修饰striking similarities，同样不对。C、D中reared短语修饰twins是对的，但C中句末的that从句的语法先行词为twins，而逻辑上的先行词却应是similarities，产生矛盾。D中including短语紧接similarities，解决了C中的矛盾。


  E7-14 答案：A　在5个选项中，仅有A中的scientists可作studying的逻辑主语，需要指出的是，在划线部分之后，通过重复a similarities，对前面的a striking similarities作同位解释说明。


  E7-15 答案：E　scholars不能作based on or basing的逻辑主语，排除A、B、C。D中的介词短语不能表明原意；选E，简洁明了，准确表达了句意。


  E7-16 答案：B　D、E中的attribute...as不符合习惯表达，且因果倒置。C中的behavior that is criminal or delinquent不简洁。A中的some food allergy的表达不符合通常的表达方式（allergy to sth.）。但是A、C的更主要错误在于：attributing的动作执行者本应是attorneys，而不是A、C中的perpetrators，因为划线部分之前已指出“律师认为他们的委托人的错误行为来自于某些食物的反应”。同时，A、C中的表达使得in attributing短语与后面的主句之间的逻辑关系脱钩，而B用if引导，使得状语与主句的逻辑关系非常清楚。


  语法点提示：reaction to sth.; allergy to sth.; attribute...to把…归因（咎）于…; be responsible for sth.


  E7-17 答案：C　A、B错，因为“人不能被发表”。E中的句子结构有一个致命的毛病：暂时忽略一切修饰成分，E可简化为：the owner and editor，the Messenger was published in Harlan.逗号前的部分不知是何成分。因为若作为同位语，一个指人，一个指物是不行的。比较C、D可以发现：D的表达中有两个缺陷：（1）who从句跟在两个人之后，造成不知修饰哪一个的模糊表达；（2）and published离它们的并列成分owned and edited太远，且改变了句意。C避免了以上缺陷，因而最优。


  E7-18 答案E　A错，因为fetal heart-beats不能作using的逻辑主语。B中把using短语放在句末，不知作何成分，作定语或状语都不合适。C中句子的主次颠倒；把原本表方式的动词改为作主句的谓语动词，主要动作却放在从属位置。D中using短语插在detected和by a physician之间，同B一样不知作何成分。


  第二部分：


  E7-19 答案：C　5个选项仅有the company manager，可作delighted短语的逻辑主语。


  E7-20 答案：E　从语法上讲，A、B、C、D、E 5个选项的前半部分都是可以接受的，但A、B、C、D的后半部分均有缺陷；A、B、D中的expressed表示的一般过去时没有根据，因为that从句中的are已提示主句应用一般现在时。B、C、D最后的about不对，因为其后是一个句子，作anxiety的同位语，应把about改为that。


  E7-21 答案：E　A错。从句意理解，这个比较是从第三者的角度出发的，因而用comparing是不恰当的；若一定要勉强说the Quechans是compare的动作执行者，则comparing之后应该用them/themselves来代替the Quechans。B、C、D都错在把compare...to...与compare...with...的两种用法混淆了。同时，C中的you是强加的、多余的。C中的they一般优先指代other natives，从而改变了句意。D中comparison之后仅出现了比较的一方，却未出现比较的另一方the Quechans，导致比较结构不全。


  E7-22 答案：A


  语法点提示：contrary to在这里是介词短语（在句首）作状语（如在句中，是形容词），对此短语无需考虑逻辑主语问题；但当in contrast to, unlike, opposite to放在句首时，主句的主语应与这3个介词之后的名词属同类或对等。因此在本句中，这三者都不可以用，因为belief和victors是不对等的。


  E7-23 答案：C　最恰当的逻辑主语应是authorities（官方，权威人士）。


  语法点提示：advise sb. to do sth.


  E7-24 答案：A　A中a technique作developed短语的逻辑主语，which引导的非限定性从句修饰a technique，修饰关系明确，无歧义。B、C、D、E在修饰关系上都存在缺陷。在B中，由于developed短语与having短语之间无and连接，就表明having短语是修饰最近的名词air pollution，改变了句意。C中，developed短语与called短语之间也无and连接，因而表明called短语修饰最近的名词air pollutants，也改变了原意。D中，（1）缺陷同C；（2）without前有and，就表明without短语与前面的in短语是并列关系，导致句意分裂。E中（1）同D（2）；（2）the substance可用it来代替；（3）called短语由本应用于修饰a technique，却被改为修饰the substance，歪曲了原意。


  E7-25 答案：C　A、B均错，因为无论she或he都不可能sipping their coffee，即sipping短语的逻辑主语应是they。D中as从句中用过去进行时，没有根据，且she noticed本属于主要句子的主要成分却变成了插入语，不如C中的she noticed that准确、简洁。E中sipping的逻辑主语是he，与A、B犯同样的错误，同样she noticed作为插入语，由句子的主要成分变为次要成分，主次颠倒。


  E7-26 答案：B　A中的very popular从语法上讲修饰interest，但这样不合逻辑。C中的was beginning所表示的时态不对；同时begin一词属于瞬间动词，几乎从不用于“进行体”和“现在完成体”。E中的has begun所表示的现在完成时与后面的when从句表示的时间状语不般配。原意中renewed interest应是主要成分，而“电扇在过去的流行”应属于该句的从属信息。D刚好把此顺序颠倒，改变了句子的重心，严重改变句意。


  E7-27 答案：B　介词短语in recent months放在companies之后，似乎修饰companies，但理解不通；通过其后的have increased，提示考生该短语是修饰整个句子的，因而应放在sharply之后；leading to是现在分词短语，表“动作increase”的伴随结果。A、E中in介词短语位置不对，且E中this指代不妥，公理中提到从不用this作指代。C、D中that从句中的doubling of foreclosures表达笨拙、复杂。D中找不到与and lead相平行的成分。


  E7-28 答案：C　由句首的based on过去分词短词，决定了A、B中的Pima Indians作主语不恰当，而应由diet作主语。D中用现在完成时毫无根据，本句陈述一客观事实，用一般现在时最佳。E中句子差谓语部分，句子不完整。


  E7-29 答案：B　由句首未划线的方式状语可确定主句的主语就是artist，因而排除A、E。D中and also之后的capturing找不到与其平行的部分。B、C的比较，关键在于哪一个作为主要动词，哪一个作为伴随状况。很显然，sketch应为主要动作，capture为伴随动作。如果你觉得不好理解，还可以换一换思维。由于首句是“用笔”这种方式，显然只能修饰sketch，而若修饰capture（如C）则搭配不当。


  E7-30 答案：C　从句意可分析出，A、B、E中的its指代有误，应用their指代certain invertebrates and fish。C选项强调同时性，表示伴随情况，而D选项表目的，暗示了动作的先后顺序，即convert在先，manufacture在后。对句意进行比较之后，C较准确。原句强调两个动作的同时性。


  语法点提示：in effect相当于，可以这样说


  E7-31 答案：D　由举例用such as不用like的原则，排除A、B。C中用to make短语修饰动作gain作目的状语，却用逗号将它与主句隔开是不对的，同时than之后未补出主谓，使得比较物前后不具有可比性。E中make之前有and，表明make与句首的gain并列，补足本句and之后的内容，即Florida will make the economy diversified，显然，此处主谓搭配不当。而D中用making短语，作前一句子的伴随结果，表达了句意。


  E7-32 答案：D　A、B中from短语的位置会产生误解，让人认为from短语修饰谓语动词claims，即“从一页手稿上宣称”，明显改变了句意。C中暂时略去插入成分，即为ability of assessing，该表达不符合ability to do sth.的习惯用法，更为重要的是，这样的表达使句意模糊，因为我们看不出此能力与该公司有何关系，因为是“它宣称这种能力”，而不是“它宣称它的能力”。E中being的使用不恰当，同时该表达中from短语的位置仍会造成误解是修饰claims的，而非be able to。只有C中from位置夹在to be able与to assess之间，才清楚地表明修饰关系，from短语修饰be able to，同时claims to do sth.符合表达习惯。


  E7-33 答案：E　在E7-31中，我们已提到过，动词不定式作目的状语，有两种情况：（1）放在句首，与主句用逗号隔开；（2）放在句末与主句相连，不能用逗号分隔开来。A、C、D都把表目的的动词不定式与主句分隔开了，错。同时，此处应该表示结果状语，而非目的状语，动词不定式并不具有此功能。B、E比较，B中的55 percent more delay的表达模糊，让人不理解，因而有缺陷；同时，有more出现却无对应的比较对象出现，也是不完整的。E中的a 55-percent increase in delays的表达清楚、易懂。


  E7-34 答案：E　A中有两个错误：（1）主语the publication与表语an instant hit在逻辑上不搭配；因为“出版是畅销作品”逻辑不通；（2）同时selling的逻辑主语应是Maple Leaf Ray，但其语法主语却是the publication，两者不一致。B也有两个缺陷（1）同A（1）；（2）they没有指代物。C中，（1）我们在前面已提到过，动名词作主语表示一个持续性的、习惯性动作，而此处是一特定动作，用动名词作主语是不恰当的；（2）帮助该作者成名的不是“出版”，而是“该作品”，而本选项首句的句意就是说使其成名的是出版the publication。D中published与selling短语离其修饰成分Maple Leaf Rag太远，以致会导致修饰关系混淆。而E正确表明了句意：用published in 1899年，表明了出版时间，而selling短语是对主句的伴随结果；分号之后内容与前一句并列。


  语法点提示：物品可以作为sell的动作执行者的，又比如：Our products sells in 44 counties.或The new toy did not sell well.


  E7-35 答案：A　D中and之后的that从句找不到与之平行的对象。E中which从句从语法上讲，应修饰earth，但这种修饰从逻辑关系上是讲不通的。B、C既然用现在分词表伴随结果，thus和therefore就是多余的。


  E7-36 答案：A　C、D、E中they仅能指代churches，但当把churches代入第二个分句中，they谓语部分的搭配逻辑不通。因为这些教堂本身并不能展示can last indefinitely的特性，而应是“这些10世纪的教堂依然屹立这件事实”展示了此特性。因而，划线部分应换用现在分词短语表伴随结果。B中选项结构复杂，同时用how引导从句改变了句意，A中用with短语表明了wooden buildings的性质，简洁。


  E7-37 答案：C　由省略部分的内容可以断定A、B表达不够简洁，因为and前后主语均为Bela Bartok and Zooltan Kodaly，they可以省去。D中从句子结构看：分号前后两个分句一般表示并列关系，对比关系或后句作前句解释，而D选项中前后两项的关系极不明确；更为重要的是原句意是：travel是作为主要动作begin的伴随动作，而在D选项中begin却成为了travel之后的动作，句子重心发生转移。E中有两个明显错误：（1）主语与谓语began之间在无插入语的情况下被用逗号隔开，这是绝对不能允许的；（2）采用现在分词arming形式，使句意无法理解（arm作动词是“装备”的意思，一般都用被动形式）。C正确。traveling和armed两个分词短语分别作为began的伴随状况，说明“他们在开始先驱性工作的同时，仅仅是带着一个留声机和好奇心在匈牙利旅行”。但该句结构较特殊，armed之前省了一个and，使得很多考生不敢选C。新概念英语第四册中有类似句子：Alfred the Great acted as his own spy, visiting Danish camps disguised as a minstrel.本题还可采用only的用法来解题，即根据only的位置不能移动原则（查阅第11章中only的用法），即可排除B、D、E。而在A、C中，由于A中的they重复，就可以很容易的确定C为正确答案而无需弄懂复杂结构。


  
第八章　从句


  从句，顾名思义，是一个句子，但其位置处于主句之下，即是“从属地位”的句子。在英语表达中，主要有以下3种从句：副词性从句、名词性从句和形容词性从句。


  一、副词性从句


  副词性从句是指在句中起副词作用的主谓结构，用从属连词引导，表示时间、地点、原因、目的、结果、让步、对照、比较（注：第九章的专题就是比较，本章对此内容略去）、方式（主要由as引导，见第十章“as的用法”）和条件（见“时态，语态，语气一章”）。


  1. 时间副词从句：多用when, once, as, while等连结，不过在GMAT中，when普遍使用，once少用，as更多表其他意思（见第十章“as的用法”），while更多用作并列连词表转折、对比，见本章的第四部分。


  2. 目的副词从句：从属连词so that（最多见），in order that。


  3. 结果副词从句：从属连词so/such...that（最多见）；so (that)。


  4. 原因副词从句：从属连词because（最多见），as，since（少用）。


  5. 让步副词从句：从属连词


  （1）though, although, even though, even if;


  （2）whenever, where ever和however引入副词从句表让步，如：


  Wherever (No matter where) he goes, he is happy to help others.


  However (No matter how) much advice you give him, he does exactly what he wants.(However修饰much)


  （3）while：一般放句首，并含有前后对比之意，如：


  While I admit his good points, I can see his shortcomings.

  语法点提示：本句中，形容词短语often visible as smog在句首，是修饰主语ozone的。比较一下E7-26：那儿的popular与interest不能形成逻辑修饰关系，因而要调整句子结构。

  二、名词性从句


  名词性从句是指在句子中起名词作用的主谓结构，一般包括主语从句、表语从句、宾语从句（可作谓语的宾语，也可作介词的宾语）、同位语从句。常用来引导名词从句的连接代词有who，which和what；连接副词有when，where，how和why及连接词that，if，whether。


  1. that的应用最为广泛，可引导以上任何一种名词性从句。


  2. 连接代词what，who (whom，whose)，which和连接副词when，where，how，why可引导除同位语从句之外的名词性从句。


  注：（1）用连接代词引导的名词性从句前面不能再加that，不能说：


  I wonder that who took the ring.(that多余)


  （2）在由这些连接词引导的名词性从句中，主谓应按陈述句的语序排列。


  Where you go hasn't been decided.而不说成where do you go hasn't been decided.


  （3）whatever，whoever等连接代词也可引导名词从句。


  3. GMAT规定：凡表“是否”含义的名词性从句，一律用whether，而不用if引导。也就是说，只要见到含有用if引导的名词性从句的选项，立刻视其为错误选项而排除。


  4. 同位语从句只能由that引导。

  三、定语从句


  定语从句即是指在句中起定语作用的主谓结构，通常修饰它前面的名词或代词，即“先行词”。定语从句一般用关系代词，who (whose，whom)，which，that或关系副词when，where，why引入。


  1. 关系代词的数和人称要和先行词一致，格（主格：who; 宾格：whom/who；物主：whose）取决于它在从句中充当的成分。


  2. 关系副词的先行词总是时间、地点或理由的名词，如：

  （2）The place where he studies in high school was Kunming.


  （3）The reason why she cried was that she was unfairly treated in class.


  （4）The meeting during which I kept falling asleep held at yesterday morning.


  3. that，whom所代先行词在定语从句中作宾语时，that，whom可省略也可不省略。


  4. 在GMAT改错表达中，除先行词是人或是介词宾语外，对物的限定性从句无一例外地都用that引导，对物的非限定性从句都用which引导，两者各司其职，互不重叠或交叉（这可以作为判定表达正确与否的一个重要原则）。


  5. 当先行词为介词宾语时，一般要将介词前置，放在关系代词之前，如：

  前面曾提到，在GMAT中，while很少用于引导时间状语，更多的是引导两个并列的句子，但两者之间有强烈的对比关系。因而解题的思路就是：既然前后是对照关系，其前后两个句子的主、谓、宾无论从形式上还是在功能上都应尽可能一致，选项中前后对称最一致的就是最佳选项。

  E8-8 答案：D　A、B中，have had所表达的现在完成时态是错的。而C、E把typically提到句首，使其不再修饰when从句中的动词had，而修饰主句，改变了句意。D中at a time简洁，when引导的定语从句修饰time。


  E8-9 答案：D　A中them不知指代何物，在它之前并没有复数名词。E中的it指代control，而“被广泛分布的”只可能是the lesser cornstalk borer而不是control。因此，E错。B、C都使用了从句的省略形式，而其语法上的主语，B中的measure和C中的control（control是名词词组的中心词）与其逻辑上主语the lesser cornstalk borer不一致，故排除。D中，it指the lesser cornstalk borer, measures to control it符合表达习惯。


  语法点提示：lesser作形容词，“较少的，较小的”，并非表示比较级。


  E8-10 答案：E　A、D中，where代the princely states在定语从句中本应作地点状语，但visit是及物动词，需要跟宾语，因而在where引导的从句中存在着矛盾，排除A、D。B中was forming的使用无任何根据，且states之后省去了they，不知谁游玩过“此地”，改变了句意。C中have visited在主句的过去时态下是不可能成立的。E中用定语从句修饰了journals，同时用that从句修饰了states，只不过由于从句中states作宾语，因而在they之前省去了that。


  E8-11 答案：E　A、B、C中的until时间状语从句与所修饰的谓语动词不能形成恰当的逻辑关系，因为“销售将继续直到供应持续”理解起来很别扭。until属误用，应改为条件从句的引导词as long as（以…为条件，只要），句意即为“只要供应持续，销售就继续”。D选项的结构故意复杂化，且又冗长，时态不对，排除。选E。

  E8-14 答案：C　由reduced和raise意义上的对比，及这种“减效应（病）”和“增效应（生产效率）”的同时性；决定仅有while raising能满足此表达要求。而A、B、D中and都无法反映“对比”的关系。D中的lowered与前面的reduced构成了“同义重复”。E的was lowered是多余的。


  E8-15 答案：C　because引导的状语从句中前后两部分的内容是对比的关系，只能选C。


  语法点提示：mold sth. to do sth.: alter sth. to do sth.; insofar as: 因为在某种程度之内


  E8-16 答案：D　本句中，but是连词，不是介词，因而其后不跟现在分词，A错。B不能表示“让步”的含义。C中and属多余。D正确，表明了前后之间的“让步”含义。E中but之后的介词短语无与之平行的部分。


  语法点提示：supplement A1 with A2用A2补充A1


  E8-17 答案：E　从once从句中的过去完成时，决定B、D中用“have”表示现在完成时不对。C中的had not doubted时态也不对，且C中的that从句中“尸体是那个男人”在搭配上不妥。A中的搭配同样有此问题。A、B、C同时还存在着一个大的问题是：在主从复合句中，当主句的含义是肯定的时，宾语从句用that引导；而只有当主句的含义是否定的时，宾语从句才用whether引导。在A、B、C中，doubt本身具有否定含义，但在前面加上否定词“no或not”，就变成肯定语气，使用whether来引导宾语从句就是错误的。只有E对，had no doubt之后用that引导宾语从句。同时，在the man之前加that of，逻辑搭配就恰当了：“尸体是那个男人的尸体。”

  E8-18 答案：E　根据主谓一致原则，主语the number of criminals的谓语动词应用单数has，应立刻排除A、B、C。D的错误在于把句意做了改动。原句的意思是“在他们（指罪犯们）不受囚禁的同时做一些有益于社会的工作”，而D却把主次颠倒，改为：“在做一些有益于社会的工作的同时不受监禁。”E中之所以用allowing代替定语从句，是因为allowing这些动作是持续性的，而不仅仅是现在的情况。


  E8-19 答案：B　A、C的句子结构出现混乱，在that从句中主要动词are之前又出现了动词have和runs，并且无任何引导词表明这两个动词是某个从句的谓语动词。E中with介词短语在blood pressure之后，表明其修饰“blood pressure”，与原意不符。B中的whose指代young people, have明确为定语从句中的动词。而D中running in them纯属多余，是句废话。


  E8-20 答案：D　根据定语从句中的第六点所提到的结构，此题属于“名词 + 分词 + which/whom结构”，因指人，用whom，其他表达都不对。


  E8-21 答案：A　B错，因为their和they之前没有一个复数名词，they的指代无从谈起。C、D、E错在比较级higher不成立，因为在句中并未出现过比较对象。A的逻辑关系很明确，大意为：在此时期出版业收入较低，而出版公司为来年做准备又导致销售费用高。


  E8-22 答案：E　A、B、C、D最致命的错误在于：what从句属多余。可以用简化句子的办法来证明这一点，把that从句简化：weather was/had been/may have been what从句+responsible for sth.。从语法角度和句意上来分析，在be + (　)+responsible for结构中，(　)部分只可能是副词，而不可能是名词，而what从句却只相当于名词，而绝不可能作副词，因而A、B、C、D中的what从句属多余。同时，A、B中的现在分词increasing在此处只能修饰weather，意思显然不通，应改为increasingly修饰cold，才符合原意，也符合逻辑。D中whether用错（此处是同位语从句，仅能用that引导）；C中，increasingly与was搭配是不妥的，increasingly暗示一正在发生的动作。


  E8-23 答案：E　该句的大意是：“如果存货扩大却不能伴随相应的销售上的增加，就可能会削减产量，从而阻碍经济增长。”根据increases in sales的习惯搭配，可排除C、D；再根据主谓一致原则，可排除B。inventories和leads 的主谓搭配不妥。A、E的差异在于：correspondingly在A中修饰动词unaccompany，译为“如不相应地伴随销售上的增长”，改变了原意。而E中corresponding作为形容词，修饰increase（名词），符合句意。


  E8-24 答案：B　A、E中is to be doing是一种故意复杂化的表达，要表达进行时，“is doing”足矣。D中，结构故意复杂，且无法表示原句要求的条件语气；it指代除new airboat以外的物体，改变句意。B正确，大意为“如果这种新气垫船现在能达到原来设计要求的那些功能的话”（暗示：现在还未达到，因而才有主句的“could”——整个句子是对现在事实的虚拟，注意，此句中条件句的时态是一般现在时，而未用“did”）。


  E8-25 答案：B　D、E有一个同样错误。一般来说，with短语若要作为伴随状语，应放在“they sometimes”之前，但在D、E中，with短语更可能被认为是money的修饰语，同时D中，“and they are unable to raise”由原来的从属位置变成了与“they sometimes lose money”相并列的同等重要的主要句子，改变了句子的重心。E中还有两处表达不符合习惯用法：short-term rates on the rise应为a rise in short-term rates; no rise possible in应改为no possible rise in。A、C与B比较，表达啰嗦：“there is a rise in short-term rates”和“a rise in short-term rates occurs”都没有“short-term rates rises”的表达简洁。C中的there be句型无法反映出“they are unable to raise”之意，因为there be句型仅指某处有某物，表示“自然”存在。


  E8-26 答案：D　在主谓一致中，提到过：one of +复数名词之后的定语从句的先行词是复数名词，因而A中which和is主谓不一致。B中has been位置应在one of the most significant之后，倒装不知是何意图？且has been应为is。C中has been应换为is。E中that it has had的表达笨拙，不如直接在experienced之前加上has，此外that of的指代方式是错误的。


  E8-27 答案：C　A、B中用increasing numerous critics就表明increasing修饰critics，这在逻辑上不通；而应是用副词形式increasingly修饰numerous。E中用副词severely，就表明severely和increasingly共同修饰numerous，逻辑不通。D中用seeming紧跟在system之后，又表明seeming现在分词短语修饰system，而句意中seeming短语中的内容是修饰deficiencies的。因而D修饰关系错。C中severe和increasingly形式正确，同时that从句紧跟在system之后并不会造成修饰关系混乱，这是因为that从句中的动词seem是复数形式，从而决定了其先行词为system之前的复数名词deficiencies，避免了A中通过重复deficiencies的不够简洁的表达。注意：本句是一个跳跃修饰的典型例子。


  E8-28 答案：A　由句意中的Most recover和a few suffer可推断两个分句之间是转折关系，排除B、C、D。E中不仅表达复杂，且省去了情态动词may。


  E8-29 答案：B　A、C、D、E的表达形式尽管不同，但都表明主句的主语amateur astronomer是句首让步从句（分词或介词短语）的语法上的主语。但从逻辑上讲，全错，因为这些短语或从句的真正逻辑主语应是the comet, 两者产生矛盾。因此B正确，用it指代主句中的the comment，使用了完整的让步从句，避免了逻辑错误。


  E8-30 答案：A　由use sth. as sth. else 的用法，排除B、C、D（句末用like或to be不符合习惯表达）。E改变了句意，其中的现在分词的内容是前面when从句的伴随结果，而这在逻辑上是不通的。A中用who从句限定the Turkish sultan，准确表达了句意，也仅有此人才能作“establish和use”的动作执行者。同时B、C、D的表达都未能正确描述establish和use两个动作的时间顺序关系：先establish，再use的顺序。


  E8-31 答案：D　由drop和rise可断定符合while的前后对比的用法，再根据形式尽可能的一致原则，仅D中the rate of loss与the rate of addition在形式上的对应最一致。


  E8-32 答案：A　句首是once引导的时间状语的省略形式，由此省略形式决定了B、C、D、E（it, the decline和the numbers）均不能作主句的主语，而主句仅能由black-footed ferrets担任。只有A项符合此要求，其中用了动词不定式的完成体，表明decline是发生在think之前的动作。


  E8-33 题答案：E　由于句首已使用because，因而A、B、C中第二分句之间的and therefore, so therefore和therefore均为多余。D、E比较，D有两个缺陷：（1）在公理中提到过：be able to优先于be capable of doing sth.；（2）possible本应修饰overpayments却被改变位置用来修饰the extent，句意被改变。


  E8-34 答案：C　E中用despite引导让步状语不恰当，在“公理”部分已提到，其不能准确句意。B中的表达使整个句子缺乏主句，句子不完整。A中有两个缺陷：（1）句意模糊，前后逻辑关系很疏松；（2）after短语的含义不清，for children本应用来修饰life expectancy却放在了谓语动词immigrated之后，不知何意。D中 still多余，after短语中核心词为mortality rate，导致after短语在句中理解不通（并非时间状语）。


  E8-35 答案：D　由题意知，此处需要一连词使the anatomy, mechanism和the ways并列，而nor不能担当此功能，此句中并列部分非句子，而nor需与neither连用，由此，排除A、B。where本应代替地点状语，指代the ways不恰当（查阅本章中where的用法），可排除A、C。E中that指the ways，但当把the ways代入从句中后，却不知其在定语从句中作何成分，因为定语从句中并不缺主语和宾语。从另一个角度看，B、C、E中的each与some other, one或the next不对称。D中the ways在定语从句中作方式状语，同时复数形式的the ways和they均与前面的平行部分相呼应。


  
第九章　比较


  比较对于中国学生来说，是相对复杂而又困难的一部分，也是在GMAT改错中比重最大的一部分。之所以困难，主要是因为在平时的口语中对比较做了太多的省略。但在GMAT这种很正式的表达中，则要求在保证意思理解正确的基础上进行省略，因而在表达比较的概念时，采用了较为灵活的方式，由此使考生产生了不少迷惑。比如说，用汉语说一句：“我吃的饭比他多。”无论把这句话放在口语中或是在中文文章中，都是完全可以理解的，不存在什么错误。但若按此字面意义来翻译，即用所谓的中国式英语来翻译就是，The food eaten by me is more than his。而该英语表达从GMAT角度分析，有三个错误：（1）比较前后的比较对象不具可比性，the food和his不属同一类别；（2）假如说his之后省了个food，仍不对，形式上不对应，仍不具可比性；（3）就算把his改为that eaten by him，看似形式对称了，但仍不对，因为此处是“食物的量之间的比较”而不是“食物之间的比较”，最准确的表达应是：The amount of food eaten by me is more than that eaten by him。也就是说，只有补上amount才能表明是“数量之间”的比较；反过来，如把此最准确的表达译回中文（按字面）“我吃的饭的量比他吃的饭的量要多”。如果你真蹦出这样一句话，听众会觉得：这个人是不是有毛病。这一点也许正是汉语与英语的差异之处吧！你可能会因此而产生了畏难情绪。其实，这种畏难情绪是大可不必的。


  通过下面对比较中的九大类问题的详细剖析，考生就完全可以在谈笑之中攻破GMAT，走到大洋彼岸，去实现你们的抱负和理想。


  在比较的考点中，需遵循以下基本原则：


  1. 比较前后的比较对象应尽可能形式对称，对于前面曾出现过的不可数名词或单数名词，用that代替；而用those代替前面出现过的可数名词的复数形式。


  2. 当把一个事物与它的同类比较时，必须用other把它从所属的范围排除在外，否则便不符合逻辑。


  3. 只要在句子中出现了比较级形式，-er或more + adj.，则than必不可少；无than的选项可以立刻排除。类似于“比较级+...as”的选项必错。


  4. 当谓语内容一致，比较两个主语的时候，在than之后，我们要尽量补出谓语动词，其原则是（1）当than之前的谓语动词为一般现在时或一般过去时，than之后相应地用do, does, did, is, was, were 或are来代替；（2）当than之前的谓语动词由助动词（情态动词）+主要动词组成，则在than之后保留此助动词（情态动词）即可。但值得指出的是尽量补出谓语动词原则也有例外，即偶尔有不补出谓语动词的情况。


  5. 在实战中对此类题可采用以下二步曲：


  （1）首先看比较对象形式是否对应；


  （2）再看than之后是否补出谓语动词。

  E9-18 答案：C　A中than之后未用other把自身排除。B、D中higher numbers of family dwelling的说法不符合表达习惯，而应是C中的a higher number of family dwellings。B中未补出谓语动词；E的表达使句子过于复杂，同时，per capital放在number之前不妥，且改变了句意。


  E9-19 答案：D　A、B、C、E中的比较用语都不搭配。


  E9-20 答案：C　A、B、D的their无指代对象；E的表达不符合习惯。本句是倒装句，比较的对象是两个地点状语，Nowhere in Parkta和in its government buildings，句子的主语是the influence of modern European architecture。再举一例：Of the many machines invented in the late nineteen century, none had a greater impact on the United States economy than the automobile，希望考生记住此句型。

  E9-55 答案：B　threaten之后一般接动词不定式，D、E的用法不符合表达习惯，且D中than之后未补出助动词；E中的be是错误的，应用do；C中than之后未补出动词，会造成歧义；把during时间状语夹在threaten和to warm两个动作之间，不知该时间状语究竟修饰哪一个动作。它不可能修饰threaten，因为threaten是现在时态，若修饰to warm位置不对，应放在to warm之后；A中未补出动词，同样会有歧义，同时句意发生改变，因为A表明的是现在的稀有气体的危害与将来50年中的二氧化碳的危害做比较。而原句意中是表述两者在将来50年中的危害的比较，这可由tiny及even这两个表明作者语气的词暗示出来。B准确表达此意，在前面的E5-56中曾提到，during不与将来时段连用，B中用over替换了during。同时，over短语修饰warm，位置准确：than之后补出了will，表明了两者都是在将来此时段的比较。值得提出的是，本句中比较的动作不再是句中的主要动词threaten而是动作warm（对比E9-32的command及9-14的live）。

第十一章　一些词（词组）的用法和固定结构


  前面十章，从一个大的角度，基本上把GMAT改错中的所有内容都包括在内了。本章将着重对一些重要词和词组的用法做一些深入剖析，找出它们在GMAT语法中的规律，从而帮助考生迅速解题；同时对前面遗漏的一些小的结构，如否定、倒装等在GMAT中考得较少的内容做一些补充，毕竟考得少并不表明不考，只有“知己知彼”，才能“百战不殆”。


  一、介词短语词组：despite, in spite of, because of, as a result of等的用法


  对于以上几个介词短语，需要铭记在心的有：


  1. 它们是介词短语，之后只跟名词词组；


  2. 这些介词短语的功能是副词，也就是说，它们只作状语，修饰整个句子，而绝不可以修饰名词。如：carbon oxide as a result of burning fossil fuel的表达绝对错误。


  3. 在GMAT改错中，经常要求从这些介词短语和与它们相同意义的连词如：though, although, because中做选择：是用介词短语+名词词组，还是用这些相应连接词引导的状语从句。惟一的判别原则是：若其后的内容是一个简单的、短的名词词组，则选取含有这些介词短语的选项；若其后的内容可用一句子表达很简洁，而用名词词组表达不仅很长，还会带有复杂的动名词结构的情况下，则选择用连词引导的状语从句。把此判断用经验及统计数字来表达即为：如果五个选项中既有由这些介词短语引导的状语，又有由其对应意义的连词引导的状语从句，则答案必然为由连词引导的状语从句，而不是含有这些介词短语引导的状语的选项。

  在中学语法中，以上结构都可以表示：“…怎么样，以至于…”的结果状语从句，但在GMAT的改错中，几乎很少选择含“enough...to”表结果的选项，其原因在于：“enough...to”更着重于强调一种“主观上认为的程度”，而GMAT中的句子更强调客观陈述。其他三个的主要区别在于：


  so...as to仅用于简单的系表结构中，且结果状语的主语与主句的主语一致。


  so...that用于其他一切复杂结构（无论结果状语的主语与主句的主语是否一致）。


  such...that中，such修饰一般具体名词，而不修饰抽象名词，如rapidity，severity；对于such修饰抽象名词的句子应改为so...that形式，同时将该抽象名词形容词化。


  由于so...that的广泛适用性，因而此类表达的最后正确答案大部分都落在含有so...that的选项上。

  为了使句子简洁避免重复，常采用省略手法，试比较：


  Mary was wearing a raincoat and she didn't get wet.


  Mary was wearing a raincoat and didn't get wet.


  显然，第二句比第一句简洁。省略其实就是将句子中赘述部分（或相同部分）机械地删去；除此以外，原句维持原状。因此，在省略句中省略的部分一般可以补回原处，如第二句中的Mary。


  1. 在以and，but或or等连接的并列句中：


  后面分句与前面分句相同的部分通常被省去。而且要省就全部省去，要不省略就全不省略。比如：动词不定式并列：to feel, to listen, and to sense 或to fell, listen and sense 的两种表达均可，但不能是：to feel, to listen and sense; 或to listen, feel, to sense。


  2. 在复合句中：


  （1）用when, while, if, though, until, once, whether, unless, no matter 等引导的从句中，谓语动词为系动词be，而主语又同主句的主语相同时，从句中的主语和谓语be通常省略（参见从句中相关部分）；


  （2）在以than, as引导的从句中，一些成分常被省略（参见比较和as用法中的相关部分）；

  为了判别一个省略是否得当，惟一而又最好的办法就是首先将其代回原句，若是省略了主语，就把主语补出；若省略的是助动词就把助动词（do, did, does）补出；若两个动词共用同一宾语，则把此宾语“翻倍”分别放在两个动词之后，等等。然后从语法上判定是否违反语法规则；从逻辑上判定，是否有理，是否讲得通，比如说动宾搭配是否得当。如果从逻辑、语法都能make sense，则此省略是恰当的；反之，则需进行调整，直至语法同逻辑达到完美的和谐。

  八、代替


  代替和省略一样，也是一种避免重复的手段。它与省略的区别在于：省略的成分可以直接填回原处，代替则不能；被代替的部分要归还原处，首先需删去代替词。


  所有代词及一些助动词都有替代作用，如需要，请查阅相关内容，在这里，主要讲几个常见词在代替中的用法：


  1. 指示代词：that/those, one/ones 与代词it/they


  在这里，需要着重强调一下它们的联系与区别。


  联系：它们均可用于指代前面出现的单数名词（用it/one）、不可数名词（用it/that）和复数名词（用those/ones/they）。


  区别：在替代时，它们各自的语法功能及使用条件都不尽相同，请仔细体会以下区别，不要混淆：


  （1）it/they与其所指的对象是等价的，可以互换。但that/those和one/ones所指的内容是与前面出现的物体或人是属同一类别的，是可比的，但绝不等价，也不可替换，主要用于比较，使比较物之间可以比较或对照。


  （2）it/they之后一般不跟修饰词，而that, those之后必定跟修饰词，该修饰词大多是of短语结构，即those/that of sth.。而one/ones之前一般有形容词对其进行修饰，此时一般会有冠词a/the在形容词之前；有时之后跟with短语对其进行修饰，此时一般没有冠词在one/ones之前。


  （3）one一般指代可数名词，而that则可指代可数或不可数名词。


  （4）GMAT中，在有比较或有对比含义的句子中，大多用that/those来指代，极少用one/ones来指代。


  （5）再次重申，that/this不可单独指代前面出现的任何事或物，只要出现此种用法的选项必错。


  例：I just borrowed a book from library yesterday, but now I cannot find it。此句中：it=a book，但此处it 绝不可用one或that来替换。


  I'm looking for a flat. I'd really like one with a garden.


  Can I have a melon—a nice ripe one?


  The new designs are much better than the old ones.


  在以上三句中，仅能用one/ones，而不能用it/they或者that/those。


  又如：The amount of food eaten by me is more than that eaten by him. 在这个句子中，that就不等于前面出现的the amount of food eaten by me（可用it替代），而只相当于其中的一部分：the amount of food。而eaten by him是限定that，表明“是他吃的”，而不是“我吃的”，that在此处的替代，避免了再重复the amount of food，同时用后面的限定词又保证了比较连词than前后的比较物是可比的。此处若用it、one来替换，句意将让人无法理解。

  E11-26 答案：D　A、B、C中的N1与N2不具可比性；E中insect's不明确，不知是指insect eyes还是insect apparatus，且E中is dependent on 不简洁。


  E11-27 答案：C　A、B、D中N1与N2不具可比性，C中用like比E中用as引导的方式状语简洁。


  E11-28 答案：D　B中的 as people不是一完整句子，E中的like people do，like是介词却不是连词，因此，B、E错；C中：as people can 是一省略句，把其省略部分补全，即为：as people can be programmed to think。这个句子显然很荒谬；A、D中挑选，由于句子是过去的事情，因而用could。同时，在公理中曾提到过can优先于be able to，划线部分可译为：电脑能被设计得像人一样思考。


  E11-29 答案：A　主从句的主语不一致，用so...that句型。


  E11-30 答案：C　A、B、D、E中N1与N2不具可比性。


  E11-31 答案：B　A、C句子不完整（省略过多）。E：完全改变了句意，forty-four percent变成了修饰income。D中：两个句子间无任何连接词而仅用“，”分隔，是run-on句子，错；同时，D中逗号之后的表达从逻辑上也讲不通。


  E11-32 答案：A　at a disadvantaged意为“处于不利地位”，这是一种习惯表达；B中的likely severely disadvantaged的表达是别扭的。因为likely一般是作形容词，习惯表达是：likely to do sth.；作副词时一般与most连用；C中：disadvantaged一般指“社会地位低下，生活条件恶劣”的一种情况，这与“总统所面临的困境”性质完全不一样；D、E中：liable及unable之后接that从句不符合习惯表达；A中后半部分的is未省略主要是因为前半部分的表语结构较长，补出避免产生歧义。


  E11-33 答案：C　A中and之前无介词短语，and之后是with短语，导致with短语找不到并列对象；B中：两个分句用and连接构成平行结构，但had been所显示的时态是不对的；D中：把划线部分代入原句，proved不知作何成分，谓语是demonstrated，而proved作为过去分词修饰horse又理解不通；E中有两个错误：（1）划线部分本是与前面部分属于同等重要的部分，而在这里却属于从属位置。（2）with引入的独立结构与主句之间应用逗号隔开，且不必用现在分词完成体的被动态，用过去分词即可。C是一个省略结构，horse之后省了一个was，也就是说，两个分句用and连接，后者省去了与前者相同的部分was。


  E11-34 答案：C　根据指代原则，their指代是错误的，排除A、D。本题句意是“are A, not B”结构，即“是A不是B”，因此E中的and是不必要的；B不对，因为按前后形式一致原则补全后，应是for gauging sth., not for gauging others而B中仅补出了for，却省略了gauging，这是不完整的；C对，是因为for gauging是相同的，就一次性将两个词都省略。


  E11-35 答案：B　由于thinner和more complex的对应，表明了circuit之后省了与前半句相同的have become，因此C、D错；D、E中：their从句法上讲优先指代lines而不是lines修饰语中的chips，属指代不清；A、C、E中的both the power of the chips and the electronic device they drive这种表达很容易让人认为是the power of the chips和the electronic device they drive两者之间的并列，这样并列不仅不合逻辑，且原句显然也不是此意，而是the power of both the chips and the devices，B表明了此意，并把have换为has，主谓一致。


  E11-36 答案：D　A、B、C都错在which从句与其先行词psychological disturbances被其他成分分隔，使用which会导致此非限定性从句的修饰对象不清，从而产生歧义；D中用an effect清楚指代psychological disturbances, that从句对此效应进行了补充解释。


  第三部分：


  E11-37 答案：D　本句是主语同位语，要求同位语与主语指同一对象，A、B、C中同位语“动物”与主语body不一致；E中：have与the cheetah主谓不一致。


  E11-38 答案：A　本句逗号之后的部分，是对Mars的补充解释，known for being, known as being中的being均为多余，应改为known to do sth.。而D中：that is属多余，选A。


  E11-39 答案：B　本句是主语同位语。A、C、D的句子主语均为物，而句首未划线的同位语为“人”，两者不一致，排除A、C、D；E中把时间状语夹在谓语和宾语之间，造成语序混乱，会造成歧义；B中：用逗号将时间状语分隔开来，是最佳选择。


  E11-40 答案：B　本句是主语同位语。A、C的表达冗长且累赘；D中，has been时态不对，表达同样不简洁；E中being多余。


  E11-41 答案：D　本句逗号之后是对Unit I nuclear power plant的补充解释，D最简洁：用两个最简单的名词词组并列。其余选项用动词不定式修饰不恰当，或用平行结构不成立。


  E11-42 答案：E　A、B、C中的that从句限定overtime，逻辑上不通；D：potential作名词时，之后一般用动词不定式修饰。而且potential的使用改变了原意，由“潜在地”改为“潜力”，显然错；在E中：a practice指代前面that从句的整个内容。此处用that、which等都无法指代前面的整个句子；而E选项，通过a practice的过渡，达到了指代前面整个句子的目的。


  E11-43 答案：B　A选项中划线部分之前没有and，表明划线部分的that从句是定语从句，但非限定性从句不用that而用which引导；D中，that从句的there be句型不恰当；E中：being多余，as在此句作连词，但句子却不完整；B与C相比，C的表达冗长，B用一名词词组对前面的名词作同位解释。


  E11-44 答案：E　根据主谓一致，主语declining values应该对应are：排除A、B、C；D中的against是介词，其后直接跟动词不定式，此用法不成立；E中：用the collateral指代之前的farm equipment and land, the collateral是介词against的宾语，所以against提前。


  E11-45 答案：C　划线部分是对主语的同位解释。A中：and之前是一名词短语，而非句子，sold是过去分词，因而A中and之后的句子无并列对象；B中：sold用主动语态，应使用被动语态“画被卖”；D中being多余；E中的and之前无谓语动词（sold是过去分词），was同样无并列对象；C中划线部分之后的内容对此价格进行同位解释。


  E11-46 答案：C　句首未划线部分是指人，从而要求主句主语应为人。A、B、D均不满足此条件，而E中，主语与谓语之间用逗号分隔，必错。


  E11-47 答案：B　根据主谓一致原则，A错：(papers V. represents)，C错：（a defense and a body V. is representing），also属于重复；D中：has been之前并无谓语动词，而and的连接使得has been找不到其平行部分；E中：名词短语与as引入的介词短语显然不能构成平行结构；只有B：主语同位语在主语之后，是一个并列的名词词组。


  E11-48 答案：A　句中的one指代前面的a rise。B、C、D、E的平行结构中：的的确确都是名词词组，但从逻辑上讲，它们不能构成平行结构（具体名词与抽象名词并列不当）。


  E11-49 答案：C　主语同位语：A、B中within不如in准确；A中being多余；B中现在分词的完成体是不可作限定语的，B错；D、E表达复杂而啰嗦，排除。


  E11-50 答案：E　本句中in attendance不如用attending表达简洁，be knowledgeable不如用know 来表达；B、C、D把原句部分否定之意改为了全部否定；E最简洁有效。


  E11-51 答案：D　A、C中的nothing显然属误用，使原句意思颠倒；B中or后用that从句表明该that从句与前一个that从句并列修饰food，改变句意；E中用and属逻辑错误；因为列举的几者之间的关系是“任意其中一个”，而不是“符合列举的所有条件”；D中用any thing包括了其他一切不可列举的内容。


  E11-52 答案：E　A、B、C中的granting是不对的，习惯表达是led sb. to do sth.。D中：will be表示一般将来时态不对，as之后的being属多余；B中：as之后named也是不对的；E:grant sth. to sb.符合表达习惯且准确：later to be known as Aramco是修饰the company。


  E11-53 答案：A　本句属so...that句型，so在句首要求倒装的结构；C、E形成run-on结构；B中：so重复；D中：such that结构并不要求倒装。


  E11-54 答案：E　A中：rarely作副词放在meat之后不知是何成分，同时，划线之前已有一个and，表明前面的对vegetarian-vegetables的列举已结束，再紧接着一个and meat显然不恰当（因为meat不属于vegetables）。C中：as是介词，而rare是形容词，两者是不能相连在一起（GMAT中，作为介词的as之后只跟名词）；D中更荒谬：两个名词相连，不知作何成分；B从意思上没有错，但当把其代回原句，句子简化为：Diet was largely vegetarian and meat was rare，就出现了一个逻辑错误。从逻辑上讲，句首的diet已包含了所有食品，其中含有meat，因而meat与diet不能并列，既然meat属于diet，划线部分也应是diet主句的附属结构，E解决了此问题，用with引入的独立主格结构表明了其从属结构，并对diet作补充说明。

  E11-55 答案：C　B、E中的their，they指代有误，应用it；而A、D错在：on account of，because of这些介词短语之后一般跟简单名词词组，而不跟动名词形式。


  E11-56 答案：A　not unlike比like的语气强烈；B, C 中的N1与N2不具可比性；D中，用for refusing就表明refusing的动作执行者是Jackie，而不是Parks，改变了句意；E中，as使用不当。


  E11-57 答案：D　本句中时态应选用现在完成时，因为工业污染对铜马造成的损害是一个日积月累的持续过程，而且持续至今，B、C、E时态错；C中damage之后缺宾语：B中用that从句限定damage不如用形容词修饰来得简洁；E中用逗号把damage与其后的部分隔开，人为割裂句子的完整性；A、D比较，关键是用形容词serious还是用副词seriously，若用后者，则表明它与possibly共同修饰irreversible，而irreversible本身就是指“不可恢复的（伤害）”，可以说是一种极端严重的情况，再用seriously修饰，而其程度比irreversible还要轻，两者的搭配是不妥的，不如用serious，表明其修饰damage，句意就通顺了：“造成了严重的甚至是不可修复的伤害”，语气由轻到重。


  E11-58 答案：E　B、C、D比较前后的对象不具可比性；E、A比较，E中的exceed比A中的 be in excess of简洁，仅用一动词形式即可（类似的简化表达很多，请大家多加体会）。


  E11-59 答案：A　B中，that从句中用现在完成时显然不对；E中existing应改为用其名词形式existence；A、C、D从语法上都说得通，A的表达更为简洁且准确。


  E11-60 答案：C　从句中，由from...in the last century暗示本句的时态应是现在完成时，表明“从上世纪至今的一个时段”，A、B、E时态错，同时用被动语态也不妥。C显然比D简洁，另外，D中how从句中的现在完成时态也不对。


  E11-61 答案：C　本句划线部分是对interval作修饰。E使用方式状语，代入原句理解不通；B、D的介词用of不恰当，“间隔之间”用介词“between”；而A、B均错在passing之前无动作执行者，形成一泛指，使句意模糊；而C补出了its指Haley's comet，使句意准确而具体，并且名词复数形式passes与interval（两次以上才存在“间隔”）相对应。


  E11-62 答案：B　A中for it多余；C中that从句表达不够简洁，同时，若that从句作为宾语，用被动语态就不对；E中there have might have been的句型在GMAT中不使用；B、D比较，B的表达符合expect的习惯用法，expect to do sth.。


  E11-63 答案：A　C、E中用that从句限定constituencies不如在被限定名词前直接加形容词修饰简洁；D、E中的动词用become替换been没有根据（没有任何暗示表明这是一个变化的过程）；A、B比较，并结合前文，A反映了句意，B改变了句意。


  语法点提示：center on the issue；the debate over bilingual education；in doing sth.在做某事方面


  E11-64 答案：C　A、B中均缺谓语动词，由never more pronounced决定了本句时态应用现在完成时；D、E中，such animosity是含糊不明确的，前文未出现过。D中用was错。


  E11-65 答案：B　该句关键在于弄清楚packed之后该用flat还是flatly。一般来说，在动词之后肯定是用副词形式flatly修饰packed，但在本句中，这是一个例外，这里应该用flat，但它不是修饰packed，而是修饰clothing。flatly修饰packed属于搭配不当。这里，我再举出两例类似用法：新概念英语中的：Food can be bought cooked, canned or preserved.（第四册第八课Education）其中, 过去分词化的形容词 cooked, canned, preserved是修饰food而不是修饰bought；TOEFL全真试题中有类似结构的一道改错题：Although most house plants are acquired already potted, they also can be grown from seeds or leaf cuttings from mature plants.（本句是改正之后的正确句子）其中potted就是修饰plants的。确认了此点，答案就很容易出来了，排除A、C、E。对于D，立刻排除，GMAT就没有there being的用法，B简洁而准确；但如果该题仅分析句子的后半部分而不考虑flatly和flat的区别，同样可得出答案：E中as引导的从句与前半句之间的逻辑关系搭配不上；D there being句型不妥；A、B、C比较，仍是B最简洁又表达了句意。请牢记此例。


  E11-66 答案：B　C中的are shaped所反映的时态与would not不一致，注意本句中，逗号后的内容是虚拟语气（仅表示一种愿望）；E中：用现在分词完成体作修饰词不妥。在公理中曾提到having been done不够简洁；A、B、D之间的比较在于：是用副词形式smoothly 修饰shaped，还是用形容词形式smooth修饰wings。smoothly作为副词解时，可译为: 顺利地，平稳地（如10-11的moving smoothly），因此smoothly与shaped搭配不妥，而应该是用smooth修饰wings，这正好呼应了前面的frictionless，由此排除A、D。


  E11-67 答案：B　C、D、E中only的位置由A中的修饰if变为了修饰if从句中的不同成分，必错；而A：separately采用副词形式，只能修饰required，导致的结果是逻辑不通；B中：separate采用形容词形式，表明separate与required都是修饰course，即单独的必修的课程，这与上句中的integrated into形成对应；同时，本句是真实条件句，A中的would be改变了句意。


  E11-68 答案：C　A、B中their use的表达不仅句意不清，且不符合表达习惯；只有用the use of sth.表明“某物的使用（使用某物）”才符合习惯用法。D中主谓不一致；E中表达不够简洁，同时as addictive还会产生歧义。即它们本来是另一种物质，而在这里是充当添加剂，改变了句意。C正确，句中的such是对前面出现的new food addictive的强调。


  语法点提示：rule的内容是用现在分词来表述的，表示了一持续性动作，apply to（介词）适用于…。（注意本句中and之后省了apply，但补出to，使前后连结紧密。）


  E11-69 答案：D　根据对前面的动宾结构作替代用do so的表达原则，可排除B、C；E中有两个明显缺陷：（1）宾语从句缺引导词that；（2）主句中的firmly与宾语从句中的likely在语义上是矛盾的。A、E中各有一重大表达缺陷，即：likely most或and even most作为插入成分在表达上是含糊不清的，因为这样会导致人们不知它们与之前many的关系，是两者取一，还是两者兼而有之？同时，无论这两个选择中的是哪一个，在句意理解上都是不妥的。D正确，用if not most对前面的many做了一补充限定，即“如果不是大多数的话”。类似的表达还有E5-25的if any和9-16中的if more so。


  E11-70 答案：B　本题是考核like的用法，D、E中句首的dissimilar to及lacking similarity to的用法都不对。A中：N1与N2不具可比性；C中把现在分词短语夹在两个名词（human beings和bears）之间，造成误解，不知其修饰哪一个名词。


  E11-71 答案：A　B中有两个缺陷：（1）宾语从句省略了标志词that。（2）quail eating与be able to的搭配不妥。C中用被动语态不妥，同时状语sometimes夹在to 与make间，位置不恰当；D、E中：It has been known to sb. that的用法不恰当，一般是用it has been known that的句型。同时D中will所表示的将来时显然违背了句意。而E中：主语quail与谓语has made的搭配不妥，且时态不对，A中that从句中一般现在时表明了一客观事实。


  E11-72 答案：A　attributed to中的to是介词，而不是动词不定式的标志，B中的to be 不对；同理：C中to be错：that从句中由于有by Rembrandt，使句意不能理解；D中：Rembnandt paintings与之后的attributed to him属于同义重复；E中彻底改变了句意，由于“300幅”在主句，而“720幅”在从句中，使得人们不清楚300与720的关系，更不用说句中无中生有的让步语气。


  第五部分：


  E11-73 答案：D　A、B、C中it指代有误，无论it指代the flow of blood或者是circle或heart，代入句中都说不通。E中用although表让步语气是牵强的，且要表示“持续不被知道的状态”，用was unnoticed不如用D中的went unnoticed（GRE中有类似的句子：Her talent did not go incompletely unrecognized by her eighteen-century French contemporaries.），而was unnoticed仅能表示一个很短时间的状态。D中用discovery指代前面describe的一长串宾语，表达了句意。


  E11-74 答案：D　A、B中均省略了宾语从句的引导词that，同时they指代有误，无论它指代rates或者officials，代入句中都会产生逻辑不通问题；C中的it指代更是不对，因为在it之前就无单数形式的名词；若说it是形式主句，但句中又并无充当真正主语的动词不定式。E中：同will表示的将来时是与主句动词predicted是不一致的；同时，用被动语态忽略了“not be needed”的原因，而此原因才是本句强调重心。D中用the increase指代“rates were raised in 1985”这一事件，反映了句意：“由于1985年的利率调高使得在三年内不需要再提高利率。”


  E11-75 答案：E　C中：（1）that which = what，因而不够简洁；（2）在分词一章曾多次提到过，现在分词的完成体不能作限定修饰词，本选项违反了此原则；D中：decreasing短语修饰decade，逻辑不通；B中：what从句中再套what从句，结构笨拙且句意难懂。由于what their pay may buy在意思上就等于purchasing power，因而E比A简洁，同时end with符合end的习惯用法，with之后的部分表达end的结果。


  E11-76 答案：C　A的表达表明a method to protect是military equipment的同位语，但两者在性质上明显属于两类不同物质，“方法”作为“装备”的同位语是不恰当的。“as+名词结构”一般是作行为动词（regard, think...）等的宾补且与宾语之间不用逗号分隔，B、D违反此用法。前面提到过动词不定式表目的放在句末时，一般与主句直接相连，而不用逗号将主句和表目的的动词不定式隔开。C中：用protecting分词短语修饰equipment。


  E11-77 答案：A　B中：as an instance的对象不明确；to allow与主句分隔不知作何成分。C中：like用来举例是GMAT不允许的；若表行为动词“喜欢”，则句意不通，也不知like to allow充当何种句子成分；D中：such as不知针对哪一个名词作举例；同时such as之后并不能跟动词不定式；动词不定式的现在进行体也是毫无根据的；E中：which的指代对象不明确，as an instance作为插入语的用法不对。A中：“；”之后的句子是对前面句子的补充说明，for instance插入表举例。


  E11-78 答案：A　which从句为系表结构，同时主语与目的状语的逻辑主语一致，采用so...as to结构，其他选项搭配不当。


  E11-79 答案：A　like句型，A最简洁、准确。


  E11-80 答案：E　用so...as to时，我们一再重申要满足主句的主语与结果状语的逻辑主语必须是同一的原则。而A、C、D中用so...as to的选项中，把students代入结果状语中作逻辑定语，都会产生动作执行者students与动作之间的搭配不妥。B中用enough...that结构，而此句型根本就不存在。E中用so...that句型就克服了主句主语与结果状语的逻辑主语不一致的矛盾。注意E中lacking是形容词。


  E11-81 答案：B　在like句型中，已提到similar to放在句首是错误的，排除A。C中：as句中用现在进行时，so句中have之后是省略了been rising呢，还是risen就是模糊不清的，从而造成歧义，因而不妥。D中：like是介词，跟句子不对；E中as是介词，而非连词，句意发生了变化。B中：so句中have之后很清楚是省略been rising，就不存在C的含混不清。


  E11-82 答案：A　五个选项中only位置未变的只有A、C，而C中：that从句中remains之后缺表语，定语从句不完整。只能选A。


  E11-83 答案：B　本句是考核当某个物体与另一物体在动作或状态上具有相似性时，用so对此相似性进行替代的用法。因而排除D、E、C（未补出动词are，句子不完整）；B比A简洁，the device that allow部分对之前的modem作同位解释，还避免了A中they的指代不清。


  E11-84 答案：E　A中：as a result of之后用“名词+动名词”形式不如用because引入的从句替换，D中：because of the river and it heavy pollution改变了句意。C中主句动词用had显然与句意不符；更为重要的是B、C中的原因状语只强调了“大量污染物排到了河水中”，却未指出这一行为的后果become heavily polluted，而此后果才是本句想要强调的，即must be abandoned的主要且直接原因。E中的because引导的原因状语从句正确表明了此原因，并用完成时表明被污染是一个持续的过程。


  E11-85 答案：D　A、B中有两个共同错误：（1）declension与down虽词性不同，但都有下降之意，属于同义重复。（2）由于declension之前没有一个与workweek相关的限定词，使得after时间状语与主句的逻辑关系很松散，似乎前后无关。C的错误同A、B的第一个错误。E中：following之后紧跟动名词，不符合follow的用法。D简洁明了，用现在分词表明了declining修饰the workweek，状语与主句关系紧密。


  E11-86 答案：A　D、E中的as with的表达不对，用此用法就表明了某一动作在某两个不同状语下是相似的。（请查阅例题10-9），然而这里是比较两个主语的动作相似性，再说与as with相应的另一个with短语在句中并未出现。C、E中：many another的表达显然不对；B、D错在严重改变了句意。B、D中把living in two world短语放在leader和Joseph之间，产生歧义，不知该分词短语是修饰leaders还是Joseph Brant。而A中用lived in two worlds作主句谓语表明了“都生活在两个世界”这个相似性。“；”之后的句子是对Joseph Brant的这两个世界的补充解释，表明了Joseph Brant 的两个世界的独特性。


  E11-87 答案：A　E中用过去进行时无根据，因为无相应时间暗示；B、C、D均错在谓语用了系表结构，不如用一个动词rival简洁。同时B、C中还省去了情态动词could，这违反了公理中的相关原则（不能省情态动词）。


  E11-88 答案：B　A中to do it应改为to do so；C、D中that单独作指示代词违背了公理中相关原则；E中：not usual不如用unusual, do之后缺so。


  E11-89 答案：E　A：N1的中心词warbler species，而N2为the male and female blue-winged warbler，两者不具可比性（N1指很多种群，而N2为某一种群中的雄性与雌性）。B中N1与N2明显不具可比性；而C中，those指代主句的主语the male and female blue winged warble，而不能仅指代the male and female，因为主句的主语不是the male and female in the blue-winged warbles这种结构。而当把those指代的内容代入unlike短语中，unlike短语将不知所云。D中，N1为介词短语，N2为it或之后的动词不定式，两者同样不具可比性；还记得我们在like部分曾讲到，like之后若是介词短语，那么此种结构肯定不对，需要改变。用此条也可断定D错；E对，N1是许多种群，N2是某一种群，两者具可比性。两者的相异之处通过in that从句表示出来。该表达既避免了A、B、C、D中的N1与N2的不一致，又准确反映了句意，因而这是最佳选择。


  E11-90 答案：D　由主谓一致，含neither are的选项必错，排除A、C；B前半句中表达有误，无法理解；E中and Urdu in Pakistan这部分与首句的形式不一致，因而省略不当；造成句意不清；D最准确表达了句意。


  E11-91 答案：C　A中的were a help in the rescuing of, B中的help in the rescue of, D中的helped the rescue of的表达都是既不简洁，又不符合表达习惯的，不如用helped to rescue的表达方式，马上排除A、B、D。E中：having分词短语放在句首作help的伴随状况，与主句的逻辑关系不明确。而C中用with短语放在Native Americans之后对其进行限定，句意明确，逻辑通顺。（请注意本句中用简洁的with短语来限定名词而不用以have/has为谓语动词的限定性从句或分词短语来修饰的有效表达方式，类似的例题还有E4-3，E7-36）


  
第十二章　习惯用语


  GMAT改错不仅包含语法错误，同时也包含一些常用词的习惯搭配。为此，本章将一些经常用到的词的主要用法单独列出来，望考生了解、熟记。习惯用语对提高改错能力有帮助，同时也对写作有所帮助，因为对这些惯用词的熟练掌握，会使作文增色不少。


  一、动词的使用


  1. Require：


  （1）require sb. to do sth.


  （2）require of sb. to do sth.


  （3）require that从句（要求用虚拟语气动词）


  （4）require of sb. sth.（如例E10-16）

  T3-13 答案：D　A、C、E三个选项中的two week notice, two week's notice和two week's worth of notice的表达让人捉摸不透其真实含义，导致理解障碍。B中before having to leaving改变了句意，同时employees of two weeks的含义让人捉摸不透。应选D。大意是：在辞职前两个星期通知雇主是一种通行的惯例。


  T3-14 答案：B　由于句首是介词+动词形式，首先考虑having的逻辑主语与句子主语是否一致的问题。显然A、C、D中的主句主语protein作having的逻辑主语是逻辑不通的，因而可排除A、C、D。同时我们也可用than wheat does来判定答案应落在B、E间（因为由可比性原则，句中仅rice与wheat具有可比性。而仅B、E的主语是rice）。B、E比较，E中有两个缺陷：（1）比较关系不清楚未补出than之后的that in；（2）用不定冠词a修饰不可数名词protein是不恰当的。


  T3-15 答案：B　A中：a person和之后their在数上是不对应的；C、D、E代入原句，都会产生逻辑搭配不当的问题，因为“legacy is to realize that从句”或“legacy is realizing that从句”都是让人费解的。同时，C、D中时间状语从句用when引导不恰当，因为此处要求表明两个长期的、逐渐演变的动作，用as更适合。句意是：“最近在Madison大街呼吁50或50岁以上的人们支持的运动所获得的一项成果就是人们形成了一种认识，即：人们随着年纪的增加，他们所关心的问题也随之改变”。


  T3-16 答案：A　B、E中performance之后的with短语与performance的关系模糊不清，表达笨拙，句意含糊。C中有两个缺陷：（1）besides刚好弄反了句意，原意是指“不包括a concert performance在内”，而besides却改为“包括a concert performance在内”；（2）being staged给人产生的感觉是“正在演出”，而原句并无强调“正在演出”之意。A、D的比较主要在于except for和excepting的细微区别：excepting相当于except，是介词，其排除在范围之外的内容应与主句所涉及的内容是同一类物体；而except for刚好相反，其排除在范围之外的内容与主句所涉及的内容可以是不一致的。此处：a concert performance与ragtime opera显然不属于同一类，因而选用except for而不是excepting。


第三篇　回顾与综合


  在第一篇，考生开始接触GMAT改错，对其要求及其与一般改错不同之处做了讲解，介绍了一些有关GMAT中的一些规律，并冠之以“公理”，请考生牢记。在第二篇，开始了实战演习，对于不同类的题型有了一些了解，逐渐积累了一些经验，也逐渐明白了第二篇中各个章节内容融会贯通的重要性。因为几乎任何一道题都是在考核几个章节的内容，而不仅仅只是考核某一章节的内容。所以解一道题，可能需要把代词指代、主谓一致、逻辑修饰等部分的内容有机地结合起来，才能找到最优答案。


  然而，考生对自己已取得的成绩并不满意。因为简单题可以做对，但是一碰到划线部分较长，甚至全部划线的题目，做对这种题的概率很小。出现这个问题的原因，主要是在以下几个方面：（1）存在畏惧心理，一见到长划线就会不由自主地恐慌；（2）没有抓到GMAT改错中的关键问题，只考虑到一些细枝末节的东西；（3）综合贯穿能力还不够，不能有机地把不同部分的内容交融在一起，仅关注某一方面的问题而忽略了另外的环节。


  同样，对于以上几个问题，本篇仍采用边解题边总结的办法，从GMAT试题中挑出一些考生认为较难的、不易理解的高分值题进行详细剖析。在此解题基础上，提出三条对策逐步使大家的解题能力在以上牢固的基础上再上一个台阶。通过本阶段的强化、总结后，考生很可能就会“一览众山小”，再也不惧怕GMAT语法了。


  
对策一：树立必胜信心，驱除心中惧怕的念头


  在笔者自己学习GMAT改错的过程中，和考生一样，一见到长划线句子，就头皮发麻，思维马上混乱，导致最后丢分。记得我的一个同学考完GMAT之后，一批关注其考试情况的同学见到他的第一句话就是：“改错中长划线多不多？”由此可以看出考生对长划线改错的惧怕心理。


  的确，对于改错题难易的理解，尽管因人而异，但几乎都是以划线长短定难度，属于the longer, the more difficult的结构。但对于长划线的句子，只要思路清晰，不被那根长长的黑线吓倒，有些题，其实也很简单，可以很快找到答案。有例为证：

  题解：本题题干很长，全划线。不要慌，耐着性子，先把题干看一遍，发现它是属于动词不定式中提到的to do is to do的结构，只不过其中to do的内容较长而已。第一步抓住此条主线，不要去理会细节，仅看每个选项的大结构就可排除B、C。D暂不讨论。A、E均符合此结构；第二步对A、E进行细致分析，发现差异在于第二个to compare之后的内容：A中是the exquisite bouquet of a fine wine with that of ordinary grape juice；而E中是a fine wine's bouquet with ordinary grape juice's bouquet。单独来看，两者都符合可比性原则，句意也是正确的。那么，怎么办呢？别着急，找参照物：往回看句首的第一个to compare后的比较物的形式。此处对比物均采用n. of n.的结构，由此再根据比较中所提到的尽可能对称原则，可断定A最优，E中的结构是n.'s n.，与A相比，形式上不佳。但不要慌着去“点”答案，再查看一下D（刚才未讨论）。有了上面的基础，很容易就会发现，第二个comparing之后的比较对象同样不具可比性（bouquet与orange juice），从而可确认A为最终答案。


  答案：A

  题解：本题的题干更长，也是全划线。A读起来没有发现什么问题，仅发觉它用了被动语态（这一点暂时记在心中）；B中读到one reason就可以停下来，因为这里one reason不能作过去分词短语used的逻辑主语；C同理，错；D中读到is suggestive of，就该停下来了，因为这种表达在前面已提过多次，不如用一个动词suggest简洁；E中读完后发现one reason之后是一个完整的句子。从句意上理解，该句子是对reason的同位解释，也就是说，这里缺一个同位语从句的标志词that。如果此时对D选项还有印象，会发现D也犯有与E相同的错误，缺同位语从句标志词that。由此可确信A是正确答案。那么A为何用被动语态呢？这是因为本句主语太长，用主动语态会显得头重脚轻。另外，C中those之前缺in，E中还有一大错误，即finding之后用of短语修饰的表述问题。还记得第一章中的抽象名词后用of还是用that从句进行补充解释的判定原则吗？此句中E用of短语修饰是不妥的。


  答案：A


  以上两个例子充分证明：只要不慌张，不畏惧GMAT考试，答案最终会自然蹦出来的。回过头来，再看解题过程会发现，以上两个例题所用的判定原则均是前面经常提到的，没有一条新原则和一个新的语法点。经过前面的强化训练，这些原则考生应该都能很快找到。换句话说，这两道题考生都应做对。但一旦存在惧怕心理，就会导致一种消极的“马太”效应：越怕它，就越紧张，一看到长划线，就会产生厌烦心理，头脑就会乱，最终导致失分；而这种题多错一次，惧怕心理就会增强一分，最终就会形成越错越怕，越怕越错的恶性循环。反之，冷静对待它，思路清晰，做对的机会就会增大；而多对一次，心中的惧怕就会消弱一分，自信心就会增强一分，最终将会形成越自信越容易对；对的越多，就会越蔑视GMAT的黔驴小技，在改错上就会形成得心应手的良性循环。


  请记住，考生应该给自己鼓气，在心里对自己说：“改错对于我来说是小菜一碟，长划线也没有什么了不起的，我完全可以战胜它。”以后的难题还很多，希望考生坚持用这样的心态对待下面的每道题。那么，学完本篇后，相信考生不仅会在改错能力上，还会在心理上成熟很多。Keep in mind: I can do best work on correction.


  
对策二：以逻辑搭配和修饰语为主要考虑对象，辅之以其他语法点的帮助


  许多所谓的难题之所以难，在于其题干中的逻辑思维混乱和修饰语的对象含糊不清。而这两点问题对于考生来说，是学习GMAT语法最大的障碍。这是因为考生很少用英语思维来考虑句子，更多的是用汉语思维去考虑句子，从而导致不可避免的偏差。


  一、逻辑思维混乱


  逻辑思维混乱主要包括主谓搭配不当（如分词中的无依附结构）、动宾搭配不当（如：require few skill是可以的，但require no hope就显然逻辑不通）及概念之间的包容关系（用数学集合的概念来理解，即全集、子集之间的关系问题）混淆不清。一般来说，简单的搭配问题考生可以很快发现错误处。但问题在于，对于搭配问题，经常将其放在一个并列结构的环境下进行命题，大部分搭配得当，个别逻辑不通，同时还夹杂省略形式，从而使问题复杂化。而正是这种大部分正确，小部分错误的命题产生了极强的干扰，以至于考生忽略了这少部分有问题的搭配，从而导致丢分，例如：

  题解：本题划线部分some buildings that were destroyed and heavily damaged的表达中有一重大逻辑错误。显然，同一幢建筑物不可能既坍塌同时又严重损坏，而应是两者居其一，用集合的角度理解，即destroyed和heavily damaged两者互相独立。同一事件只能属于其中的一种（or），而不能同时属于两种（and），因而排除用and的选项A、C；D、E中把时间状语last year放在句首，变为修饰整个句子，改变了句意；同时，在D中，主句用过去时，而其中的that从句用现在完成时显然毫无根据；同理，在E中，在last year的时间状语下，主句用过去完成时同样不合乎情理，因为last year的时间线索与过去完成时不对应。B正确在于B中last year是修饰destroyed or heavily damaged反映了句意。很显然，在房屋毁坏之前这些建筑物就已违反建筑条例，是过去的过去，主句用过去完成时是很正确的。

  题解：本题属于动宾搭配不妥问题，句首中的四个并列名词promotion, retirements, deaths and other actions都是approved的宾语，把approve分别与四个宾语连接起来，就可以发觉approve与其余三个词在搭配上是没有问题的，但approve deaths的搭配是不能让人接受的。由这一点就可排除A、C、D。B中用along with death修饰directors同样导致句意不通，从而可找到正确答案E；该选项用the paper will also include obituaries的表达避免了动宾搭配不当问题；同时从准确性及适用性上说，obituaries比death都好得多，尽管此题还可以用其他办法来排除C（动词不定式作主语的表达不恰当）。B修饰关系不当，刚才也提到。D中：meeting in May在句中不知作何成分。若是分词短语作伴随状况，逻辑不通；若作主语同位，两者性质又不一样。但最后对A和E进行选择时，如果没有察觉到此搭配问题的话，选A是必然的。因为A从表面上看，比E简洁得多，这再一次表明，逻辑关系对于解题是至关重要的。

  题解：本题需明白water和resource的关系。从集合角度解释，resource是全集，water是属于resource的一个子集；而water and resource的并列表达就违反了它们之间的包含关系。因为既然resource已包含water，再提water就属于同义重复了。由此，排除A、B。C、D都改用water和other resources的表达，修正了以上错误。一般表达在“某方面的问题”习惯用in而不用of，C符合表达习惯，D不符合，这正如“价格上的增加”用increase in price而不用increase of price；E同样是一逻辑错误：管理上的问题和水是两个范畴的概念，用including把不相干的两个问题包括在一起是违反逻辑的。

  题解：上题通过动宾搭配关系欠妥迅速找到正确答案。类似地，本题可通过形容词与名词的修饰搭配上找到突破口，迅速解题。由划线部分之前的costly及A、B、C三个选项第一个单词requirement，就可排除A、B、C，因为costly与requirement搭配不当。D中定语从句的限定对象过窄而改变了句意。因为原句中的commercial fertilizer和irrigation都应该由that从句的内容限定；但D中的that was表明了该定语从句仅修饰irrigation，而未限定commercial fertilizer。E为正确选项，从句用were就把这两者包括在了that中。而costly修饰irrigation是很合适的。


  答案：E


  以上几道例题中出现的逻辑错误，极具代表性，几乎囊括了GMAT改错中可能出现的逻辑混乱问题。上面的解题过程，给了考生以下启示：


  1. 表达上的逻辑思维要求贯穿于整个GMAT改错中，应予以足够的重视。可以通过以下办法来加强此方面的能力：以此四题为例，对以前已经讲到和之后将要讲到的题目从逻辑角度再进行一次分析，看其除了语法问题外，是否存在逻辑上的问题。相信在此过程中，不仅能提高GMAT要求的逻辑思维能力，而且还可以从中找到解题的乐趣，更为重要的是，它能使考生在考场上面对电脑从容不迫，有条不紊地答题。


  2. 对于平行结构而言，除了考虑形式上的对称之外，还应有更深层次的考虑：平行结构中的每一个成分与其共用的那个部分（主语、谓语、介词等）之间的逻辑搭配是否妥当。对此进行检验的行之有效的办法就是把平行结构的每一部分拆开，分别与共用的那一部分组合起来，就可以清晰地、直观地发现问题。比如R-4中，只要把promotion, retirement, death分别与其共用的过去分词approved分别组合，一定会发现death approved是不恰当的。


  3. 当涉及概念之间的相互包容、相互排斥的关系表述时，可以换用数学集合中全集、子集的概念及相互独立、包含等关系来翻译它，这对于理解句意及发现问题是大有裨益的。


  二、修饰语对象含混


  对此问题，思路只有一个：从句意出发，确认不同修饰语的准确修饰对象，根据“修饰语紧跟被修饰词原则”进行逐个排除。在此过程，主要要注意分词短语，限定性从句及介词短语的修饰对象。如：

  题解：通读A选项，并未发现很明显的错误，但惟一值得注意的就是句中作为限定词的involving现在分词短语，在A选项中involving修饰disease，但翻译过来总觉得不通；再回到五个选项中，发觉A、B、E中involving的位置都无变化，D中用that从句取代involving，但其语法功能与A、B、E中的involving是一样的，均是修饰disease的。这样几乎可以不用理解C的内容而选C了。正如考生所感觉到的，involving的内容本是介绍主语coronary angiography，而被误放在disease之后修饰disease。该句意思是：冠状血管照相术是一种诊断冠状血管疾病的复杂方法，这种方法需要把一种染料引入到血管中。但现在该方法已被选择性地使用，因为它使用X射线来观察心脏的功能。


  答案：C


  语法点提示：the introduction of a dye into the arteries

  题解：A选项中，句末的depending on mass的位置不妥，不知作何成分（作伴随状况或结果都违背句意）；B中depending短语的位置仍不妥，因为它似乎可以修饰前面的stage，又似乎是作状语修饰后面的主句（可对照第一篇中F1的A、B两个选项）；C、E有两个共同错误：（1）从语法上分析，passing短语的语法主语为mass，但这从逻辑上讲不通；（2）从语法上讲，it都指代mass，但这从逻辑上讲同样有问题。同时，C、E还有其他错误：如E中主从时态颠倒；C中用if引导名词性从句是GMAT一贯反对的。D中主句的主谓部分Mass determine搭配符合句意，又反映了句意。从句中a star作为passing的逻辑主语，表达了句意。整个句子结构清晰，句意准确。

  题解：A选项中，which非限定性从句的先行词找不到（toys从主谓一致角度讲不可能，marketing在逻辑上讲不通）；B中很明显地主谓不一致：programs和is；C中：as的使用是不恰当的，“现在的繁荣”与“过去被禁止”没有类似性而只有对比性；D中：代词they指代Federal regulations，改变了句意；E中用such programs避免了they的错误指代，用but表明了转折对比的句意。

  题解：A选项中，第一个that从句，即that orbits the sun有问题，因为把先行词a path代入从句，句意就变为：椭圆形的路径绕太阳运行，而这从逻辑上显然说不通；而应是：小行星以椭圆形的轨道绕着太阳转，排除A。C中：once a year这个时间状语放在主语与谓语之间是不恰当的，同时bringing短语部分无论作伴随状语或伴随结果同样是不可理解的，排除C。D中：在calculated的宾语从句中，主语之后是三个并列的现在分词短语：travelling, orbiting, bringing，而没有谓语，该从句结构不完整。E中：划线部分末的that定语从句之前有and，却找不到与之平行的成分（与句首that 引导的宾语从句并列是不可能的）。B正确：is orbiting表明此动作一直在持续，path才是bring的真正动作执行者。

  题解：A选项中，由于with短语紧接着attrition，表明with短语的内容修饰attrition，而从逻辑上理解，显然attrition这种裁员“方式”不可能具有更多的养老保险金及提早退休计划；同时it的指代是不明确的；C中attrition是一种抽象方式，也不可能被加速，被加速的只能是the attrition process，因而非限定性从句中主谓搭配欠妥；D中their指代有问题，在此之前仅有staff reductions是复数名词，但显然reductions不可能作providing的动作执行者。同时把先行词attrition代回非限定性从句，即attrition will speed the process在逻辑上不通，the process也不知所指；E中attrition同样不能作provide的主语，同时表某一动作的目的应用动词不定式而不用for doing；B中清楚表明provide的主语是the labor agreement，且用the attrition process代换了it，避免了it的指代不清。

  题解：本句大意是：车胎充足了气，就会提高其汽油利用效率；而当车胎充气不足时，就会由于摩擦力增加而浪费5%的汽油。A从意思和表达上无太大问题，B也可以。但C、E中，在有明显的动作执行者car owners的情况下用被动语态，这违背了主动优先原则。另外，E中还有一明显错误：主谓不一致。在five percent of a car's fuel are中，fuel是不可数名词，应对应is。D有一致命错误：句末的their指代有问题，在their之前出现过两个复数名词tires和car owners，但没有一个能和fuel efficiency匹配，该their应指代cars。另外，the increase of car-road friction的表达不符合习惯，应用the increase in the car-road friction。在比较A、B之前，先补充一点关于by的用法。在GMAT中，by有三种用法：（1）by +时间状语，表“在…之前”；（2）by +动名词，表动作的方式；（3）by +名词，表明该名词是前面动作或行为的执行者，如the pollution of water by landfills and the pollution of air by incinerators和a strike by the transportation union。在A中，by underinflation从语法上讲，应是前面“浪费5%的汽油”的动作执行者，但实际上，该动作已有主语：the increase in car-road friction，而同一动作显然不可能有两个动作执行者，所以A错。顺便提一下，C中的by an increase in car-road friction也犯了同样的错误。B的结构清晰：原因状语从句在前，结果在后；their (car owners)指代明确且直接，用两个by +动名词结构表明了动作的方式，反映了句意。

  题解：首先A看不出什么问题。再看B、C、D、E四个选项，发现它们有一个共同的特征：每个选项中均有一个或两个完整的句子。换句话说，从语法角度分析，在这些选项中出现的完整句子都应与Margaret Courtney-Clarke has traveled此主句同等重要，并且是并列或递进关系，因为中间的连接词是and。但如果真是这样，选项中的they或their就应优先指代women（在Margaret Courtney-Clarke has traveled中提到的），而不会指代whose从句中的murals。也就是说，划线部分的their或they are in styles就可由women' style或women are styles来替换。显然，把此替代放回原句中，句意理解不通；更为重要的是，主句Margaret Courtney-Clarke has traveled与这些选项中的句子之间的关系是跳跃式的或莫名奇妙的——前面讲Margaret Courtney-Clarke的行为，后面讲women的行为，因而也是不合逻辑的。回过头再看A，whose从句修饰women；短语their geometrical symmetries embellished作独立主格结构，对murals作修饰，而with短语和in介词短语并列对embellished的方式进行描述，style后的that从句对style进行限定，整个句子是一个非常完美的主从复合句。

  语法点提示：（1）并列或同样位置的短语或句子之间需存在强烈的、紧密的逻辑关系，而不能是跳跃式的，前言不搭后语的。（2）需要从句意来判断句子中的哪一部分是主要信息（作主句），哪一部分是从属信息（作从句或独立结构）。

  题解：由于C、D中findings的出现，提示考生原句的含意是：从波罗的海沉积物的最上层20公分处发现了大量的重金属沉积，这个发现与此地的工业活动的成长是一致的。在此句意上，可对选项进行排除：A中which指代sediment，而显然“沉积物与工业活动的成长是一致的”的逻辑搭配不通。B中where在此处是不明确的，其前面的Baltic Sea sediments决定了where不能指代“在波罗的海地区”（原句想表达的含意）。C中出现了一个致命的错误：its指代不清，因为其前面的名词均为复数形式，而若它指代前面作修饰成分的Baltic Sea，从语法角度上讲是错的，（查阅代词指代的相关部分：不能指代定语成分暗示的名词）逻辑上也讲不通。E中：句末逗号后跟一形容词短语，从语法功能上讲，该短语仅能修饰sediments或Baltic Sea，但这两者均不能与the growth of industrial activity搭配，同时there指代不准确。D中，findings指前句observe之后的所有部分。

  题解：首先根据not only和but also的并列结构的要求，既然only之后是from短语，则also之后也应是from短语，因此排除A、B、C。C、D中的第二个非限定性从句whose requests有问题，whose在此处指highly paid professionals，但第二个非限定性从句的原意是：对于highly paid professionals的需求增加了，而不是说“这些职业人士的要求提高了”，排除C、D。E中：用made过去分词短语表明了利润的来源，requests for whom准确地表明了对职业人士的需求。

  题解：A中：which从句语法上的先行词为the United States，而从句意上分析，其先行词应是：per capita consumption of pasta，两者不一致，排除A。B从语法上讲，approaching短语的主语是Association，而从逻辑上讲，其主语应为per capita consumption，两者不一致，排除B。C、D中by时间短语放在主句中，表明是修饰predicts这个动作的，这显然改变了原意（by短语本是修饰will reach 30 pounds），同时，by时间短语一般要求谓语动词是将来时或过去完成时，本句中的predicts也不满足此条件。E用了两种不同时态下的动作并列，表明了两种时间条件的状况（请注意此处现在进行时与A中的完成进行时的含义区别：①完成进行时：表从过去开始到现在一直在“逼近”，似乎只“逼”不“近”。②而现在进行时表目前之状态：正在接近，隐含从过去发展到现在的结果，更符合句意）。同时，reach比achieve更准确，因为achieve主要与“成就，发展”等搭配。

  题解：首先排除D、E，因为在逗号之后的内容都对the living organism进行修饰，it extended (extending)找不到与其相平行的部分，而A、B、C都可以找到与其相平行的部分；A、C与spawned相平行，共同修饰tentacles；而B则是与is并列，共同修饰fungus。本题解题关键在于回到句中从逻辑上理解：究竟划线部分应修饰哪个词。从逻辑上分析，应修饰tentacles，应该是“触须延伸”而不是“真菌延伸”，后者是讲不通的，而延伸肯定是一个主动动作。因此C用过去分词错，应用A：extending。（请对照E7-2，E7-37的正确选项和12-50的D选项）

  题解：A有两个错误：（1）一般来说，动名词作主语时一般表示经常性、习惯性的动作，而这里显然是指某一特定的、一次性动作，用动名词作主语是不恰当的；（2）a special governmentally sanctioned price increase的表达是笨拙的，因为核心词increase的限定词太多。C中也同样犯有此毛病，而且因为that which=what，所以用that which就属于不简洁；D中：has brought表达的现在完成时与其时间状语(shortly after the Second World War)是不相匹配的；E中有三个错误：（1）there be句型的表达不好（前后逻辑关系不明确）；（2）during 时间状语短语插在先行词increase与定语从句中间，无端分隔了两者的紧密联系；（3）此处动词不定式作目的状语，表明了“这个价格的提高”的目的就是为了拯救福特公司，歪曲了原意。B最佳：用what从句作主语。

  题解：A中有两个错误：（1）encourage 的习惯用法一般是：encourage +名词或encourage sb. to do sth.，因此A中encourage 之后的investing 是不符合习惯用法的；（2）structures之后的that从句本是修饰vacancy rates 的，但却放在structures之后，导致误解，且句意理解不通；C中：（1）capital to be invested in的用法同样不符合encourage的用法；（2）由于with介词短语紧跟structures，令人产生误解：with no demand for new construction修饰structures，这从逻辑上是说不通的；D中错误：（1）同A（1）；（2）同C（2）；E中有两个错误：（1）同A（2）；（2）用despite短语和although从句并列，不符合平行结构的要求；B中：encourage capital investment in符合习惯表达，其后用even though引导两个并列内容的让步从句，句意清晰。

  题解：A、B中错在so light的修饰对象是不明确的，如果说修饰baggage，翻译过来就是：行李很轻以致一个人都能很容易在急流中将独木舟搬上岸。这样的结果从句和主句的关系似乎不相关，或者说太牵强；但其他名词离so light太远，以致它在语法上不可能修饰其他名词；B中being是多余的；而在C、D中，由于有转折连接词yet或并列连词and的出现，要求前面有和yet/and之后的so light相转折的含义或相并列的成分，但找不到。答案是E。was so light与could carry并列，共同修饰a canoe。这样so...that的句意也就可以理解了，即：独木舟很轻以致一个人都能容易地在急流中把它搬上陆地。

  题解：由于主句的谓语动词是is cultivated 即“被栽种”，由此限定了主语必定是a Madagascar periwinkle，因为它是一种植物。而a derivative是不能作主语的，因为它是这种植物的衍生物或一种提炼物，不再是一种植物，不能与is cultivated搭配。而A中主语a substance，B中的主语derivative及C中主语的核心词derivative均为同一物，即这些植物的衍生物，作主语是不妥的，排除A、B、C。D中，由于that 之前有逗号，就会产生两个疑问：（1）that的先行词是哪一个；（2）该表达违反了“that不能作非限定性从句的引导词”的原则。E正确。在本题中，如果大家不知道the Madagascar periwinkle的含义，可根据常识和derivative, is cultivated及herbal medicine这三词的词义也应能大致推断出a derivative作主语是错的，而应是另一个名词。


  答案：E


  以上通过大量的例题对两个考试重点——逻辑搭配及修饰语对象问题——进行了详尽的阐述和解释。目的有三个：（1）强调其重要性；（2）树立以句意为中心的解题观念。尽管有时可用一些固定搭配而不理解句意也能解题，但这样的题在GMAT考试中所占的比重会逐渐减少，而更多的是建立在对句意正确理解的基础上运用语法知识来解题，也只有这样才能确保解题的100%的正确性；（3）希望同学们在对以上两大类不同风格试题的解题过程，逐步形成自己的一套解题模式或思路，而不要拘泥于笔者的一些总结（笔者的体会是一家之言，仅能起到抛砖引玉的作用）。也只有这样，考生才能以不变应万变，决胜于帷幄之中。


  除了对以上两个考试重点给予足够重视外，也不能忽略第二篇中的其他相关内容，因为它们是解答难题的坚实基础。以下再列举相关难题以对部分重要内容进行复习。

  题解：C、D中like改变了句意，原句意是指两种waves与物质作用的方式不同，而like的使用会使句意改变为：电磁波与物体发生作用，而重力波与物体不发生作用；E中大错特错的是such as之后跟的是一个完整句子，违背了such as的列举要求。A、B比较：A中有一个错误，即hopefully的位置不对，放在主语与助动词will之间不知修饰句中的哪一个成分。其实，在此处，hopefully本意是想修饰整个句子的，但表达不妥。B用it is hoped表明了hopefully在句中的意思，用插入结构表明其修饰整个句子。


  答案：B


  语法点提示：in the way 之后省了in which, 又如：Look at the way (that/in which) John tackled the job.

  题解：A有两个缺陷：（1）which指代不清，离其真正先行词program太远；（2）it is hoped在which从句中所作成分不清，若it是形式主语，后面就应补出一个由that引导的作主语的名词性从句，但该which从句中无that；若it is hoped作插入成分，则应在其前后用逗号隔开，同样在which从句中无逗号出现；B中：过去分词completed修饰program不妥，因为过去分词表“过去完成”，而显然此计划在说话时还未完成；C看似无太大问题，暂时留下；D中有三个缺陷：（1）全句中无谓语结构，cost与be completed均为which从句中的谓语成分，句子不完整；（2）让人产生误解：be completed和cost共用一个助动词can，且不说并列的形式不妥，can cost的逻辑搭配也有问题；（3）it is hoped作为插入成分，修饰整个which从句，也就是它不仅修饰be completed，也修饰cost，即为“有希望地花去”，这个逻辑搭配同样有问题；E看起来没有问题，再对比C、E，初步的感觉是E中的逗号太多，句子结构显得较复杂，很多考生可能就会因此选C而放弃E，而答案恰恰相反，why？因为C的结构简化导致违背了“公理”中所提到的情态动词不能省的原则，即它省去关键词can。而E看似复杂，其实结构极清晰，a program是对主语的同位解释，it is hoped作插入成分。


  答案：E


  通过以上两例可得到以下启示：


  1. 副词的位置极其关键，在前面已讨论过类似的词traditionally, first, only, ever, potentially (11-42)，如考试中还有类似词出现，请高度警惕其位置和修饰关系是否对应；


  2. 如果选项中存在it is hoped和hopefully的差异，请选择含前者的选项。

  题解：A中it指代有误，它应优先指代前面的a single strain of plant，而不是a practice fostered by modern seed marketing-methods（而只有指代后者，it才能与后面的动词increases搭配）；退一步说，就算能指代，两个相同意思的词紧接在一起是重复；B中：在as一章中，曾提到as可指代前面的整个句子，但把其代入作主语，与谓语is foster是搭配不起来的；同时，it找不到指代对象（a strain或an area都不能作increase的动作执行者）；C中：逻辑关系错误。从语法上看，名词短语a single strain of plant应该是对主语a practice的同位解释，实际上，这两者属不同概念，作同位语是不可能的；D同理，a practice短语也不能作前者的同位解释，而若A single strain of plant作为主句的主语则与动词increases在逻辑上搭配不当。E为正确答案。the use和a practice就属同类，同时a practice的内涵远远大于the use，因而这里的同位解释不仅符合语法原则，又符合逻辑，同时the use和increases之间的搭配得当，表达了句意。

  题解：本题同上题类似，也是考核同位语的内容。B、C、E中to him 放在句末会造成一种误解，即认为symbolize sth. to sb. 符合symbolize的用法。但实际上，symbolize的用法仅有sth. symbolize sth.（某物象征某物）。B中还有两个错误：（1）the African land与Africa相比，采用了限定手法，使原意的泛指变为了特指，由原来更大的范围缩小到一个小的范围，改变了句意；（2）原句并未强调symbol这个动作与advocate是同时的动作，而B中用symbolizing强调了此点，也改变了句意。D中：（1）to him放在主语that和动词symbolized之间，位置不妥；（2）在that从句中用了两个which限定性从句，使句子结构复杂，且表达啰嗦，也不符合which不引导先行词为非介宾的限定性从句的公理（C同理）。E中的Africa放在句末，不知是何意。advocate的用法一般是advocate sb. to do sth.或者advocate that从句（从句中要求用虚拟语气动词，即原形），D、E中的用法均不符合此两种用法中的任何一种，同时，some Black's return (returning)中Black's应为Blacks'。A结构简单意义准确，The land代替前面的Africa, to him用插入结构，既表达句意又不影响句子的理解，即the land that从句是对Africa的补充解释。


  答案：A


  由此两例，重新复习了同位语部分：


  1. 为了对某一名词成分进行同位解释，可以采用对其进行简单重复或用另一词进行替换的方法，在用另一词进行替换时要注意两个方面：（1）替代物与被替代物之间要属同类，具有可替代性；（2）替代物的内涵要大于被替代物的内涵，也就是说，被替代物是替代物的一个子集，比如第一例中的the practice包含了the use，但绝不可用the use来代替the practice，这无论从逻辑还是从集合角度来讲，都是错误的。就好比说，水果包括苹果，而苹果不能等同于水果一样。


  2. 对于主语的同位结构，除了注意主语与同位语性质一致外，还需注意主语要与谓语动词有恰当的逻辑搭配关系，正如例子所提到的：a single strain of plant在句中与谓语increases属于搭配不当。

  题解：本句属于第三章提到的“在they之前出现过两个以上的复数名词的指代问题”。A中：两个they的指代不清：从句意上讲，两个they的指代物并非同一物体；但从语法上讲，两个they在同一句中应指代同一物，从而产生矛盾；B中because从句的they指代formulas，但把formulas代入because从句中，与谓语is growing and are seldom in equilibrium在逻辑上不能搭配；C中：are not subject to the same applicability的表达不够简洁，不如用do not apply to简洁，同时as之后未补出助动词are。E错误同C；D中as之前补出to，清楚表明small businesses与established businesses之间的对比关系。


  答案：D


  对于代词，需要考虑以下几点：


  1. 划线部分的代词，要给予高度警惕，它极有可能是解题的突破口；


  2. 不能指代前面作为定语成分的名词（如R35中的A、B项）；


  3. 同一句中在不同位置出现的同一个指代词必须指代同一物，如上例及12-37的B、C选项；


  4. 注意it与that在指代上的区别，记住不能用this、these作为指示代词；


  5. 若五个选项中同一位置的代词都是同一个，那么在解题时无需考虑此处的代词问题（如：11-10的五个选项中hold之后均为it），但若同一位置的代词是不相同的，则此指代必定有问题。

  题解：根据比较对象的可比性原则，可立刻排除A、B、C。因为than之前核心词均为the development; than之后均为the space shuttle，两者不具可比性。再根据主语之间的比较要尽可能补出助动词原则，选D。D、E之间还有一个重大差异在句末，即D中的at a lower cost与E中的to cost less。E中的to cost less表明与to deliver并列，共用一个be able to，补充即为be able to deliver and be able to cost less。很明显后一搭配在逻辑上有问题；而D中用at a lower cost作为状语修饰to deliver，在and之后省了to deliver，表明了运送更重的工具的同时还能减少开支。（前面例题E1-9中的They can provide their services more efficiently and at a lower cost.的表达与本句类似）


  答案：D

  题解：C中有一错误用法，即100 times an area...than的表达中，than属误用（可查阅比较中的数量增减的表达式）。而A、B、E中的it在指代上有逻辑错误：it从语法上讲显然应指代前面的an earthquake，当把an earthquake代入，就会产生这样一种情形：同一次地震在东部发生之后又再在西部发生。很明显，这有悖常理。而D用a quake of comparable magnitude表明一次同样数量级的地震，避免了逻辑矛盾，比较上也合乎逻辑，且than之后补出助动词will，整个结构清晰完整。


  答案：D


  比较中需要掌握两个基本原则：


  1. 前后比较对象要有可比性；


  2. 尽量补出比较后的助动词原则。注意：a）补出的助动词可能与than之前的动作在时态上不一致。b）比较中的动作会发生移位：不是主要谓语动词而可能是不定式中的动词在不同时段的比较（如E9-32和9-14）。c）偶尔助动词会省略。

  题解：本题只需了解主谓一致原则及compared to与compare with的区别，20秒钟就可以得到答案D。A、C中的are与one of four babies主谓不一致（对照E4-18）。B、C、E中的compared to属误用，应该改为compared with，仅D符合此条件。D中one in six之后省去了与前半句相同的born to mothers aged thirty years or older，这里是指年纪，因而用older比more更准确。

  题解：根据比较中数字增减及倍数增减的结构，可以确定包含了as many than结构的选项均错，由此排除A、B、D。C、E比较：E有两个缺陷：（1）as之后未补出主语，使得句子比较前后不对应，缺乏可比性；（2）has在此处使用不妥，has指“拥有”（相当于owns），而原句意思是平均每32个人可以配备一台电脑（for），并非是物主意义上的拥有。

  请背下此两个例子，这是两种不同的表达方式。

  题解：该句的大概意思是：任何一种医学测试都不能保证100%的正确，有时候当的确某种病情存在时，它却检查不出来；而当不存在此病情时，它却会误测为存在有此病情。此句是考核对省略的灵活运用。A选项：从语法角度分析，it和one均指代a condition，但当把there is one和其后的未划线部分when it is not结合起来考虑，问题就显现出来了。很显然，when it is not是一个省略结构，根据省略的原则，被省略部分可代回原处补全句子。而在这里，被省略的只能是there is one中的one，把one代入when从句中，即when it is not one。刚才已提到过one和it均指代a condition，使得when从句的含义让人费解，因而A、B错。D、E中：indicate its presence表明了when it is not之后可补出presence，句意就会变为：此病情是一种存在，同样搭配不当。而只有C中的present代回when it is not中，句子的含义才正确。同时，B、D中detect差宾语，不符合detect作为及物动词的用法。

  题解：本句考查“省略的用法”。A选项很完美，分号后面一连串句子并列，对前面的useful进行解释，It句与3个its句并列，用and连接；3个its句之间又并列；后两个its antlers and bones和its sinews and gut之后省了与第一个its句中相同的was used。而B、C、D、E要么在省略上不对称，要么在句子结构上有缺陷。如B中：and its hide used for clothing不知是何结构，要说与前面的it was a source of meat并列，它却不是句子；要说是独立结构，它却用and连接。C：第二个its句中的its antlers and bones后省了used，而第三个its句中的its sinews and gut之后却又补出了used，违背了省略的原则：要省就全省，要不省就全补出。D、E中 as well as放在并列之首不符合习惯表达，结构也很混乱，不符合平行结构的要求。


  答案：A


  省略中，应注意以下问题：


  1. 遵循要省略就全部省略，要不省略就全部补出的原则，不能部分省略部分补出：to do A, do B and to do C的结构必错。


  2. 若将省略和逻辑搭配混合在一起考查时，题目的难度就增加了。但万变不离其宗，只要遵循“将省略部分补回到相应位置”的方针，问题就会迎刃而解。在实战中，虽然心中有此原则，但仅在思维中把其代回原处，而未深入思考，就想当然地认为此处省略是对的。在这里，建议考生不妨尝试用纸用笔实际代入一下，这会比用脑子想要准确，而又直观得多。比如上例A中，如果仅在脑中想一下，when it is not很容易被我们误认为没有问题，但当把it和one均是指a condition代入，即A condition is not a condition. 相信考生可以100%地确认此处有逻辑错误。花这一点时间是值得的，毕竟，我们的母语是汉语，不可能总是深入地用英语思维来考虑句意。

  题解：根据GMAT公理中用do so代替do it的原则，可排除A、B。D中：refusing短语作伴随状语是不恰当的，这样表达会改变句意。E中会造成误解：refused之前省略了could have（其中的refused to是一个省略结构，to后省略flee from Athens该用法是可以的）而改变句意。A、B、D、E这几个选项除了语法的毛病外，无一例外地都采用顺序颠倒的叙述方式，使人一眼看上去找不出其中的内在逻辑关系。而C根据时间线索进行表述，句意清楚明白。

  题解：本句A、B中，at its 1833 founding的表达会让人产生一种错觉：“该学院不只建立过一次”（因为1833在founding之前作修饰成分），这种含义显然是违背原意的；C中：for短语的修饰对象是不明确的，因为它本是修饰主句作原因解，而在C中，却似乎是修饰when从句；E中：用by表明主句动作的方式，显然逻辑搭配不当，同时deciding on the acceptance of的用法不符合decided to do sth.的习惯表达；D中用in deciding to accept表明了“在决定男女同校方面，是一个背叛传统的学院”，表达了句意，同时at its founding in 1833表明了时间。值得提出的是，此处at its founding in 1833是时间状语前置，因为本句中有两个动作：decide和accept，而at its founding in 1833本意是修饰deciding的，若不前置必然会导致该时间状语变成了修饰accept。

  题解：A、B中的them指代有误，请注意：此句中Russian是作定语，而非名词，them是不能指代定语成分的；除此之外，them找不到指代对象。E中表达有几个错误：（1）kind of属多余；（2）what +名词短语不知是何结构；（3）take for deal with的表达也是不能让人接受的；（4）划线部分本是一个句子的内容，却被一个由核心词necessity组成的名词短语所代替，改变了句意。C、D之间比较，C有两个缺陷：（1）necessary militarily中，militarily的位置不当，且句子表达不够明确，不如用what military action would be necessary具体、直接；（2）necessary之后一般跟动词不定式表目的，而不用for doing sth.表目的。


  答案：D


  表达上的要求：


  1. 意思的表达应遵循一定的语序，不能杂乱无章，如R-33；


  2. 表达的意思要准确、清晰，不能模糊，如R-35；


  3. 把握句子的重心，不能颠倒主次。（如第一篇中的F1）


  
对策三：考前背一些难题、怪题


  下面将对一些比较特殊的难题进行分析，之所以特殊，有两种可能性：（1）该题与原来所讲的原则有一些出入；（2）该题的语法点考的较细，需要对几个词的细微差异进行辨析。如果不能了解此点，用其他所有方法都无法找到正确答案。对于此类题，只能：（1）在讲解过程中把该语法点记住；（2）背下此例。


  R-36　In the minds of many people living in England, before Australia was Australia, it was the antipodes, the opposite pole to civilization, an obscure and unimaginable place that was considered the end of the world.

  题解：如果考生还清晰记得第十一章中what的用法或知道antipode的含义的话，一定都会选E。先排除A、B、C，而D中what从句的时态不对。但答案既非D也非E，而是A。本句需要从句子的强调重心来理解此答案。本句主句的重心是在强调antipodes，而非强调Australia；这一点可由首句的in the minds of many people living in England以及划线之后这几个负评价的词opposite，obscure和unimaginable及the end of world暗示出来，并可由此勾勒出句中隐含的一种对比关系：在澳大利亚建立之前，那个地方是一个野蛮的、落后的、不可想象的地方，而在英国人建立了澳大利亚之后，情况发生了天翻地覆的变化。有了这样的句意理解，就不难得出答案A。D、E的表达会造成一个误解：Australia就是antipodes。而这一点在说话人看来，正是大多数住在英国的人们所极力反对的观点，因为他们想强调由于英国人的存在而使得这块地方有了巨大的差别。而C中，由划线之后的the opposite pole to civilization决定了划线末尾词必为antipodes而非Australia，否则修饰对象有误。B中：there的用法不好，因为there的方位不准确。而A中，before Australia was Australia从表面上看，似乎是无意义的重复，其实不然，前一个Australia指一个具体的方位或者说是指澳大利亚的那一块版图；而后一个Australia指此地的名称；it指第一个Australia; before暗示了这种对比关系，同时主句是it was antipodes，又正好强调了antipodes的核心位置。

  题解：本题看似很简单，根据未划线后半部分中的partly because及之前的and，可以推断划线部分是与之结构相似的并列成分，立刻选出D。但答案不是D，而是E。该题同样要从题意上理解，假若D对：（1）它虽然遵守并列形式对称一致的原则，但却违背主动优先原则；（2）更重要的是，D选项与前半部分连接之后，即“因为被阉割的牛可以获得某些特性，所以养牛者在近年来扩大了对交叉饲养的使用”，与前半部分之间的因果逻辑关系并不明确；而再看与之并列的未划线的because从句，其与前半句因果关系却很明确。为什么？因为它在because从句提到了crossbreeding，这才是前后有因果关系的关键。由此，可以排除D，而选E。E中的动词不定式表目的，该选项结构、句意清晰；值得指出的是：该选项是一个表目的的动词不定式和表原因的从句相并列，形式上、功能上并不一致。之所以这样只是为了达到句意的准确和清楚。

  题解：题意很简单，有考生很快选出A，也有考生选C，且沾沾自喜，认为绝对正确。B不用说，肯定可以排除，B的表达导致后半句成为一个不完整的句子，无谓语成分。而E中：devoted to分词短语在句首作伴随状语是不恰当的，改变了句意，同时会导致两种类别的博物馆均作devoted的逻辑主语，同时该主句还无谓语动词。有的考生会考虑得深一些，发觉A、C都对，只不过A中把让步连词放在句首；C中把转折连词放在第二个分句之前，意思上无丝毫差异，于是在A、C中痛苦抉择，选出一个。如果做到此步时，能再想深一些或者说再坚定一下自己的判断，即A、C是等价的，那么可能就会再仔细考虑一下，正确答案是D。其实，当初之所以排除D只是因为A选项中（准确地说，是题干中）的Although给人一种先入为主的感觉，两个分句之间存在转折关系，但实际上，两个分句间并不存在所谓的转折关系，而仅仅是：some do A1, and others do A2的一种并列关系，用and连接最合适。


  答案：D


  注意：题解中认为A、C是等价的观点是绝大多数考生在解此题时所犯的一个通病。其实，A选项中either之后的内容与or之后的内容并不对应，因而是有缺陷的。作者之所以在此将错就错，是想强调本题所揭示的另一个大的问题：即先入为主的观点，这种观念会极大地阻碍考生正常的解题水平发挥。因为，一旦形成思维定势，就很难逃脱它的束缚。此题的启示是：对于划线部分的任何逻辑关系、修饰关系，必须以清晰的头脑去理清头绪，而不要受其某些似是而非的词的干扰。

  题解：E中现在分词的被动体与现在分词的完成体用逗号隔开，既不知两者分别作何成分，也不知两者是何关系，纯属结构混乱。A、D从表达上讲有一共同缺陷，即由于exoneration之前无限定词，使得前后句意脱节，同时用名词形式并不能反映出“他被无罪释放”这一被动概念。B中was to be有一种“过去将来”的含意，与主句句意搭配不妥。C中用“before+现在分词”结构表时间状语，用法正确。此处being是表被动体。


  答案：C


  注意：在公理中曾提到：GMAT改错中，出现being的选项几乎都是错误选项，上一例属于例外。本例中的being是现在分词被动体的标志，属正确用法。


  以上这些题目与一般原则相违背。尽管此类题出现的概率极低，但仍会使考生感到一些困惑。因此在这里需要再一次强调：原则是灵活的，并非一成不变，更重要的是，要确保句子内容的准确表达（这是GMAT改错的最高境界，也是学习语言的最高境界）。考生不能一味地追求原则及形式上的完美这些外在的东西，而更应该注意内容的表达。正如美学家所说的，美在于心灵，而非外表。同样，对于GMAT的改错题，首先应该在理解句意的基础上去寻求与此句意相一致的最完美的形式，而不是忽略内容而追求形式的完美。否则，在一些高分题上，就必然掉入陷阱中，而无察觉。注意，先理解句意再求形式完美。这一点，尤其是把目标定在700分以上的考生要牢记在心。


  还有一些题，是考一些极细的语法点。下面提出来讲解，请在考前将此再牢记一遍。

  题解：首先解释一个物理概念，potential energy指“势能”，kinetic energy指“动能”。在高中物理学过：相对某一固定点来说，某一物体被举起来离此点越高，则势能越大。而当把此物体放下的过程中，其势能就会逐渐转变为动能。本题的句意就是对这一原理的叙述。B中：a gain与achieved虽词性不同，但词意却是一样的，形成同义重复的毛病。C中：potential energy之前无限定词，使得此处“势能”缺乏具体性，也不知其与后面的提升汽车有何逻辑联系。E中：gained与being achieved属同义重复；并且while仅强调动作的同时性，即gain与lift是同时发生的。但在此处，句意更强调一个过程，用as（随着）引入时间从句更为恰当（而as不仅可强调两个动作的同时性，还可强调动作的同时性是发生在一个过程中或一个时段内），因为势能是随着提升的过程而逐渐增加的，D表达了此意，而A中用现在分词的被动语态同样无法表达出这一过程。

  题解：本题考到介词on与at的区别。on表示在某一个面（平面或面）上；而at表示在某一点或线上。pole是一个点，equator是一条线，A、B、E中在poles和equator之前用介词on是不妥的。C和D比较，D有两个缺陷：（1）on短语本应是地点状语修饰appear，却被改为定语修饰dark spots；（2）在公理中说过：having been done=done，前者不简洁。不过，本题若不知道at与on的这一细微差异，也可用其他方式来判别。首先A、B中的visible与其后的have never been sighted是前后矛盾的。E中：which很可能被认为是指代dark spots而不是sunspots。同时，用which从句取代了原句的让步状语从句，改变了句意。另外，A、B、D、E中on the sun's surface/on the surface of the sun的位置均是错误的。

  题解：A中：主句中possibility与从句中的might形成了同义重复，B中might与possibly同样是同义重复。C中：本应用来修饰从句谓语动词的may改为了修饰主句谓语动词indicate，句意改变。同时，B、C中who从句中用过去完成时是毫无根据的。在本句中，might仅表示一种可能性，并非may的过去时，两者在表达可能性上是等价的。D、E主要区别是：descendent之后用of还是用from。一般来说，表“血缘、隶属关系”用介词of，而表“来源”关系应用from。此句中descendent和ancestor之间是一种血缘关系，因而应选D而不是E。（前面的5-12，E5-56，9-8，11-40都存在类似的from与of的区分问题，只不过由于这些题可用其他方法解题，就暂时回避了此点。）

  题解：A: for almost a hundred years的表达可以接受，但having its beginning的用法不对；同时its指代有问题，因为它只能指England，但这在逻辑上说不通。B、C：根据分词短语beginning在句首，可判断其逻辑主语应是England，同样，逻辑不通（无论是“英国开始于1788”或“英国开始了一个100年的时期”都不符合句意）。D: during一般与一具体时段连用，如前面例题中所出现的 during the late 1950's, during the first decade，而本句中的a hundred years是一模糊时段，两者搭配不妥。而over之后可跟一模糊时段或一具体时段，如E7-12中的over twenty years和E7-27中的over the next three years。本句中：over a period符合表达习惯，of a hundred years和beginning in 1788对a period做补充修饰，划线部分是一个完美的时间状语短语。


  答案：E


  语法点提示：during与over的区别，以及在前面所提到的during的用法：during一般不与表将来时和现在完成时的时段连用，如E5-56，E9-55。
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
