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  出版说明


  自1999年现代远程教育试点工作开展以来，我国网络教育蓬勃发展，取得了可喜的经验和成果，为进一步加强网络教育的规范管理，提高网络教育的社会声誉，确保网络教育人才培养的质量，促进网络教育健康、有序地发展，教育部决定对现代远程教育试点高校网络教育学生的部分公共课实行全国统一考试。


  试点高校网络教育学生的部分公共课全国统一考试工作在教育部领导下，由全国高校网络教育考试委员会具体组织与实施。


  考试对象为现代远程教育试点普通高校的本科层次网络学历教育的学生和中央广播电视大学“人才培养模式改革和开放教育试点”项目的本科层次学历教育的学生。2004年3月1日以后（含3月1日）人学注册的学生的统考合格成绩作为教育部高等教育学历证书电子注册资格的条件之一。


  统考工作按照网络教育应用型人才的培养目标，针对从业人员继续教育的特点，重在检验学生掌握基础知识的水平及应用能力。


  统考科目按不同学历起点和不同专业类别确定：


  一、高中起点本科学生的统考科目是：


  （一）理工类专业统考科目包括：“大学英语（B）”、“计算机应用基础”、“高等数学（B）”（数学专业考“高等数学（A）”）；


  （二）文史法医教育类专业统考科目包括：“大学英语（B）”、“计算机应用基础”、“大学语文（B）”（文史类专业考“大学语文（A）”）；


  （三）英语类专业统考科目包括：“大学英语（A）”、“计算机应用基础”、“大学语文（B）”；


  （四）艺术类专业统考科目包括：“大学英语（C）”、“计算机应用基础”、“大学语文（B）”；


  （五）其他专业统考科目包括：“大学英语（B）”、“计算机应用基础”，由试点学校在“高等数学（B）”和“大学语文（B）”中再任选一门进行统考。


  二、专科起点本科学生的统考科目是：


  （一）英语类专业统考科目包括：“大学英语（A）”、“计算机应用基础”；


  （二）艺术类专业统考科目包括：“大学英语（C）”、“计算机应用基础”；


  （三）其他专业统考科目包括：“大学英语（B）”、“计算机应用基础”。


  专科起点本科教育人学考试科目中没有“大学语文”或“高等数学”成绩的，按不同专业须加试统考科目“大学语文（B）”或“高等数学（B）”，考试科目的选择同高中起点本科学生的专业分类。


  2005年全国高校网络教育部分公共基础课全国统一考试试点工作实施以来，依据全国高校网络教育考试委员会制定的统考考试大纲，成功开展了各次考试。根据统考试点工作经验，为更好地适应网络教育发展的需要，更贴近成人业余学习特点，全国高校网络教育考试委员会对统考课程考试大纲进行了修订，本套辅导用书是根据全国高校网络教育考试委员会制定的2013年修订版统考课程大纲编写的考试辅导用书。内容涵盖了课程考试大纲中规定的各个部分。


  试点高校网络教育公共课全国统一考试是提高网络教育办学质量和社会声誉的一项重要举措，各有关单位务必要高度重视，做好统考的舆论宣传工作和各项组织工作，保证统考工作的顺利进行。

  “大学英语”是现代远程教育试点高校网络教育实行全国统一考试的4门公共基础课之一。本书是根据全国高校网络教育考试委员会2013年修订的“大学英语”课程考试大纲（A、B、C）编写的考试指导用书。


  作为一种基础水平的检测性考试，“大学英语”课程考试大纲（A、B、C）要求考生掌握英语基础知识及应用能力，以利于网络教育提高教学质量。本书的内容涵盖了课程考试大纲中规定的各个部分（听、说除外），包括了考试内容与要求、知识要点、例题与解析、自测题及自测题答案等部分。全书紧扣新修订的考试大纲，内容要点简明扼要。例题及自测题全部选用全国统一考试采用的题型，既有对典型例题的解析，也汇编了自测题并配有答案。本书配有各级的词汇表（见光盘），2013年修订版还增加了词汇的中文释义，以便各级考生有针对性地复习。


  为了便于考生学习和练习，2013年修订版配置了与考试环境相同的全真模拟光盘，包括测试题和扩充的练习测试题目和答案，以及练习操作结果的评测。


  由于高等院校的远程教育在专业方向、课程设置、内容取舍：、教材选定等方面均由各高校自主确定执行，加之我国地域广袤，经济发展与教育水平很不平衡，因此就需要有一本紧扣考试大纲、内容简要、能够有效地帮助全国各地区的考生提高英语的应用能力和指导他们参加全国统一考试的辅导和练习用书，本书便应运而生。


  全书与光盘内容是在教育部有关部门的指导下，由全国高校网络教育考试委员会“大学英语”课程专家组集体编写，主要作为全国高校网络教育本科层次所有专业的学生应考的复习和练习用书，也可用作高校英语基础课程的参考书。


  囿于编写组成员水平所限，错漏在所难免，恳请各位专家及广大读者不吝批评、指正为盼。

  全国高校网络教育大学英语考试指南


  1听力理解


  1.1听力部分的考试要求及考试范围


  网络教育课程“大学英语”考试分为A、B、C三个层次。三个层次的听力理解能力由各校自行考核，但在教学中不可忽视其重要性，各高校务必认真搞好听力课教学，培养好学生的应用能力。A级是针对英语专业学生设置的，B级是针对除英语类和艺术类学生之外的所有学生设置的，C级是针对艺术类学生设置的。


  听力部分的选材一般应是人们所熟悉的内容。这部分的考试题主要应涉及日常生活、社会习俗、教育、历史、人物传记、科普常识等，其语言、词汇及句型都应比较规范。


  1.2听力部分的答题要领


  听力测试对网络教育学生特别是B级和C级学生有较大的难度。分析其原因主要是：有些学生已经工作数年，没有很多的机会接触英语，尤其是听力；再加上工作较忙，很难腾出相应的时间进行较系统的听力训练。另外，听力理解是一个综合性较强的测试项目，涉及语音、词汇、语法等各项语言知识。上述因素使许多考生对这个项目产生畏难情绪。


  1.2.1通常情况下影响听力理解的主要问题：


  （1）发音问题。如果考生的发音不规范或不准确，就很难判断出听力部分的确切意思。如：对话中讲的是“rarely”（很少，几乎不），你可能听成是“really”（真正地）。


  （2）语速问题。根据考试大纲的有关规定，听力的语速在每分钟90词（C级）～140词（A级）左右。熟悉听力考试的语速是非常重要的。如果考生平吋听的材料的速度过快或过慢，都可能在考试时影响听力的效果。


  （3）词汇问题。如果考生对某些词语不熟悉的话，也会造成听力上的困难。如：identical就要比same在选词方面难。如果不熟悉identical一词，就可能听不懂那句话。


  （4）背景知识问题。对听力材料的背景知识越熟悉，答题的正确率就越高。如果该听力材料是关于图书馆的内容，考生会比较容易地听懂；如果是关于乘飞机，而考生本人又没有这方面的经历，听这种材料就可能会比较吃力。


  （5）心理素质问题。这主要指考生在做听力题时不要过于紧张。如果有一两道题没有听懂，千万不要放不下，有时为一道题冥思苦想所花的时间完全可以把后面的一道题甚至是两道题做完。如果盯住一道题不放会直接影响到整个听力考试。


  （6）技巧问题。听力部分的有关技巧主要包括：如何抓住关键词、如何预测问题、如何猜测大意、如何采用排除法答题等。在下面的部分中我们将一一作介绍。


  1.2.2做听力题时应注意以下几个方面：


  （1）熟悉W问题形式。多数对话及短文的提问足以W开头的特殊疑问词为首（引导）的特殊疑问句，如what，why，where，when，which，who等。这些特殊疑问词表示了提问的方面，包括时间、地点、人物、为什么等。因此，在听清对话及短文的同时，还应该听清问句的特殊疑问词。例如：


  a. W： I'm taking the bus down town to go shopping.


  M： Well， you'd better take a taxi in order to save the time.


  Q： What does the man advise the woman to do？


  b. W： What can I do foryou，sir？


  M： I'd like to get two tickets for tonight show.


  Q： Where does the conversation probably take place？


  第一题是what形式的听力题，第二题是where形式的听力题型。在答题时考生需听清每句话前面的特殊疑问词，这样才可能顺利地答题。


  （2）判断对话者的意图。多数对话反映一方对某件事情表示同意、拒绝、生气、高兴等。例如：


  W：Well，Peter，can you help me？ I can't figure out a solution to this problem.


  M： Oh. I'm sorry I can't at this moment.


  Q： What does the man mean？


  A. The woman should work on the problem later.


  B. He can't help the woman.


  C. The woman should not be annoyed.


  D. He may help the woman later.


  该题中男士表示了他目前不能帮助女士。I'm sorry I can't表达了男士的态度，因此D是正确答案。


  （3）注意对话的语境以及交流的主要信息。这包括对话人之间的关系、时间、地点，以及关键词和词组。例如：


  M： Why are you studying English？


  W： I plan to study in the United States next year.


  Q： Why is the woman studying English？


  A. She needs itfor her job.


  B. She likes English very much.


  C. She wants to study in the USA.


  D. She wants to find a good job.


  在这道题中，女士说明了她学习英语的主要原因，关键词有study in the United States next year等。该对话的语境以及主要信息可以帮助我们确定C是正确答案。


  （4）培养预期问题的能力。答题纸上的四个选择项为考生缩小听力范围，更加有的放矢地听懂对话或短文内容提供了重要的信息。因此，在听对话或短文前如能快速地浏览一下四个选择项，预测对话或短文的主题以及可能提出的问题等，则对正确答题是有很大帮助。


  例如，我们看到以下四个选项：


  A. He didn't understand the movie.


  B. The movie was not worth seeing.


  C. The movie was inexpensive.


  D. He didnt have time to go to the movies.


  从以上四个选项中可以判断出，这道题位与电影有关。因此，提前浏览选择项可以帮助我们初步确定对话或短文的主要内容：


  （5）掌握好答题时间。在两道题之间有一定的选择答题时间，掌握好这段时间是非常重要的。考生在答完一道题之后，应尽可能留出几秒钟的时间预先浏览下一道题的书面选择项，为准确答好下一道题做好准备。


  （6）可采取排除方法答题。在基本听懂对话或短文的前提下，有时不能直接作出选择时，可采用排除法。一般情况下，可从最不可能的答案开始排除，再将剩下的选项与听懂的内容作比较，确定正确答案。例如：


  M： There's Sue in her car. Did she take it to the garage to be fixed？


  W： Don't be silly！ That would have been a waste of money for her.


  Q： What conclusion can be drawn from the conversation？


  A. Sue paid to have her garage fixed.


  B. Sue now works in a garage.


  C. Suewastedhermoney inagarage.


  D. Suerepairedhercarherself.


  从上面的对话中可以得知Sue没有把车送到修理厂，而是她自己修了车。因此，首先可排除掉A和B。这两个干扰项中都有garage—词，但与原意相差较远；再将C和D比较，可得出D是正确答案。


  （7）作必要的记录。在听对话和短文时，可作一些记录，以便作出比较正确的选择。记录的内容可以是时间、地点、人名、数字等。由于语篇提供的信息量较大，提问的方式较多，所以记住主要内容是准确答题的关键。首先要把握所听短文的主题思想，涉及的范围（如：科普、社会与文化等）以及试题类型（如：问题涉及的人物、地点、时间；观点、态度）等。在此基础上，采用上面提及的有关答题方式进行选择，会收到一定的效果。


  1.3听力部分对话的命题方式


  听力测试的短小对话所涉及的内容比较广，一般围绕人们日常生活、工作、学习等范围进行命题。除了上面提到的应该正确判断对话者的意图，确定关键词，以及采用正确的答题方式外，还应该了解出题形式及考试内容所涉及的范围。下面从9种常见题型的角度人手，作一扼要介绍。


  1.3.1职业类题型（Occupations）


  通常情况下，以确定对话者职业身份的听力测试题可简称为“职业类题型”。这类题型较为普遍，主要涉及社会上的各个行业，如：司机、经理、教师、医生、律师、警察等。在选答这类题时，要首先应听清对话中的关键词和词组，在此基础上判断出对话人的职业或身份。例如：


  M： I told you several times. You should not be late for the writing class.


  W： Well， I'm very sorry. The bus came late and itwas held up on the way.


  Q： What is the man's profession？


  A. Editor.


  B. Journalist.


  C. Teacher.


  D. Student.


  在这个对话中，男士提到了写作课，女士解释了迟到的原因。其关键词是writing class，所以男士的工作是教师。在抓住关键词的同时，还有听清是谁与writing class有直接的联系。


  这类题型的提问方式通常有：


  a. What is the man/woman？


  b. What is the man's/woman's occupation/profession？


  c. What do we know about the man/woman？


  我们经常遇到的有关职业方面的词汇有：

  1.3.2关系类题型（Relations）


  对话中涉及两者之间关系的题可简称为“关系类题型”。这类听力题要求考生在听清对话的同时要确定两个对话人之间的关系，如：雇主与雇员、师生关系、服务员与顾客、医生和病人、店主和顾客、老板和职员、经理和秘书等。在做这类题时，也要掌握与讲话人身份或谈话内容相关的词和词组。如：当听到menu一词时，基本上可以确定对话人之间的关系是服务员和顾客。又如：


  W： Please， sitdown. What's the matter with you？


  M： Recently， I have been feeling very tired and can't sleep well.


  Q： What is the probable relationship between the two speakers？


  A. Teacher and student.


  B. Manager and customer


  C. Doctor and patient.


  D. Secretary and client.


  从该对话的内容以及所听到的有关词及词组（如：What's the matter， feeling very tired，and can't sleep well等），基本上可以确定女士是病人，男士是医生。以下是有关对话人关系词，可供参考：


  a. policeman and thief


  警察与小偷


  b. bus driver and victim


  汽车司机与受害者


  c. passenger and bus driver


  乘客与汽车司机


  d. store keeper and customer


  店主与顾客


  e. borrower and lender


  借用者与出借者


  f. patient and nurse


  病人与护士

  i. teacher and student

  医生与病人


  这类题采用的问题通常是：


  a. What's the relationship between the man and the woman？


  b. What is the probable relationship between the two speakers？


  c. What proper relationship do these people have？


  1.3.3地点类题型（Locations）


  这类题常指对话双方直接或间接提到的某个地点或要求考生根据对话内容辨别和推


  断出对话的场所。这些场所包括饭店、邮局、学校、车站、机场、图书馆、宿舍、电影院等。例如：


  W： How much to send a postcard to the United States by air？


  M： It will be $2.


  Q： Where does the conversation probably take place？


  A. In a bar.


  B. In a restaurant.


  C. In a post office.


  D. In a school.


  根据该对话内容我们基本上可以断定对话是在邮局发生的。send a postcard可以帮助我们作出判断。


  在这类听力题型中，最常用到的提问形式有：


  a. Where did this conversation most probably take place？


  b. Where are the two speakers？


  1.3.4计算类题型（Calculations）


  计算类题常常包括数字、日期、年龄、时间等；计算方式有加、减、乘、除。选择项中一般是四个不同的数字，考生需要在听清对话大意的同时，确定哪个数字是正确的；有时还要进行计算。在这类题中，考生听到有些音相近的数字时，会产生误解。如：thirteen and thirty， fourteen and forty， fifteen and fifty 等；另外，对千以上的数字有时也很难一下子反应出相应的汉语数字来，如：fourteen hundred thousand，140000；fifteen thousand and twenty，15020等。考生应首先掌握好数字的有关读法，如：


  a.530


  five hundred and thirty


  b.5523


  fivethousand，five hundred and twenty-three


  c.电话：62785553


  six two seven eight five five five three


  d.1982年


  nineteen eighty-two


  e.2000年


  two thousand


  f.20世纪60年代

  这类题的命题形式较多，以下是其中的一种。例如：


  W： Why didn't your aunt fly to New York？


  M： It would have cost $140. The bus fare is only $40.


  Q： How much did the man's aunt save？


  A.$140.


  B.$14.


  C.$40.


  D.$100.


  计算题的提问通常是：


  a. How many/much...？


  b. How long/old...？


  c. What time...？


  1.3.5比较类题型（Comparatives）


  在听力对话部分中，有时对话内容会涉及事物的比较。例如：


  M： What a waste of money just for a new Arts' Center. Why couldn't the money be spent on something more important.


  W： Nonsense. Nothing is more important than the art.


  Q： What can we learn from the conversation？


  A. Theman isnotkeenonarts.


  B. Theman spendsmorethanhemakes.


  C. The woman is an artist.


  D. The woman looks down upon the man.


  在上面的对话中，女士采用的是一个比较级的句型结构Nothing is more important than the art。以这一语法现象命题也是比较常见的。在这种对话中，需要搞清比较关系，同时要听清提问句。经常采用的比较句型有：


  a. A is as good as B.


  b. A is not so good as B.


  c. A is better than B.


  d. A is worse than B.


  e. A is the best of the three.


  f. A runs as fast as B.


  g. A runs faster than B.


  h. A runs fastest among the three.


  在这类听力对话中，提问句经常采用：


  a. Who runs the fastest？


  b. Which one is better/worse？


  c. What can we learn from the conversation？


  1.3.6因果类题型（Cause and Effect）


  这种题型要求考生能够听懂事情的“原因”与“结果”。在这类题中常出现的疑问代词有what和疑问副词why。例如：


  W： Have you decided what to get for your wife's birthday yet？


  M： No. Not yet. I know she likes videocamera，but that's too expensive.


  Q： Why doesn't the man want to buy his wife a video camera？


  A. She doesn't like it.


  B. It's too personal.


  C. It costs too much.


  D. It's difficult to use.


  在上面的对话中，男士不愿给女士买摄像机的原因是太贵了。对于这类题首先要听清对话双方所表示的因果关系，以及出现的because，so，so that，therefore， but等引汙原因的连词。


  1.3.7内涵类题型（Inferences）


  内涵类型题在听力考试中采用的比较多，其特点是双方所表达意思的方式比较含蓄，一般情况下在书面选择项上很难找到直接的答案。考生需要根据对话的内容，通过判断或推理，确定讲话人的意向、态度和要求等。


  例如：


  W： Oh， dear. I wonder where I have left my note book.


  M： Is itat home？


  W： I've looked everywhere. If only I could remember where I left it.


  Q： What does the woman mean？


  A. She can't find her notebook in the place where she left it.


  B. She can't recall where she left her notebook.


  C. She can remember now where she left her notebook.


  D. She has found her notebook at last.


  在该对话中，利用了虚拟语气的方式，即If only I could remember where I leftit.（我如果还记得放在哪里就好了）。除了这种形式外，要求考生判断对话其中一方内涵意义的题型也是非常多的。


  在这类听力对话中，经常采用的问句形式有：


  a. What does the man/woman mean？


  b. What do we learn from the conversation？


  c. What can be inferred from the conversation？


  1.3.8否定类题型（Negatives）


  否定类型的对话也需要考生给予一定的重视。带有no，not，never，none，neither等明显否定意义的副词或形容词容易确定讲话者的否定态度。但是，还有些含有否定意义的词在听力中不易马上听辨出来。这些词需要引起我们的重视。如：rarely（很少）， little（很少的，不多的），few （很少的，儿乎没有的），hardly （几乎不），scarcely （几乎不，简直没有），rather than （而不是），except for（除……之外），noless than （而不是）等。请看下面的对话：


  W： Did you often take a walk in the evening？


  M： I rarely did.


  Q： What did the man mean？


  A. The man often took a walk in the evening.


  B. The man did not like walking in the evening.


  C. The man hardly took a walk in the evening.


  D. The man really liked taking a walk in the evening.


  该对话的正确答案是C。对话中的“rarely”表示“很少”，带有否定含义，而在发音上与really又很相似。因此，做这种听力题时，应当小心。


  1.3.9态度类题型（Attitudes）


  对话中经常涉及到男女双方对某件事情、某个观点或某人行为表示自己的态度。态度包括对某件事情的赞成、反对，或表示满意、生气、失望等。例如：


  W： Did everything come out as exactly as you planned？


  M： Yes. Things came out rather better than I'd planned.


  Q： What does the man think of the results？


  A. They are disappointing.


  B. They are satisfactory.


  C. They are terrible.


  D. Too early to know.


  从对话中，我们可以了解到男士认为结果比预计的要好他的回答表示了一种比较满意的态度，正确答案是B。听这类对话时，还要注意对话人的语气和语调。这些同样


  可以表达讲话人的某种态度。经常遇到的提问方式有：


  a. What does/did the man/woman think of it？


  b. How does/did the man/woman feel about it？


  c. How does/did the man/woman like it？


  1.3.10重新陈述类题型（Restatement）


  以另外一种表达方式，或其他的词语陈述讲话人的态度、观点、想法，可称为重新陈述类题型。例如：


  W： I'm taking the train down town to go shopping.


  M： Well， you'd better keep an eye on your wallet.


  Q： What does the man advise the woman to do？


  A. Not to go shopping downtown.


  B. Guard her money.


  C. Look for a new wallet.


  D. Not to take the train.


  在上面的对话中“keep an eye on”和选择项A中的“Guard”（保护好）体现了这种表达方式。


  以上扼要地介绍了听力部分的命题形式，了解这些主要的形式，在一定程度上可以帮助考生更好地答题。


  1.4短文听力


  1.4.1短文听力部分中的主要问题及答题要领


  短文听力部分中的问题同上面提到的听力理解中遇到的问题基本上是相同的。与对话听力部分相比较，短文听力部分难度更大一些，其主要原因是：①短文部分的信息量比较大，考生有时很难分辨出主要信息和非主要信息；②在短文听力中，考生要在理解的前提下，在十几秒钟的时间内进行必要的记忆、概括、分析和判断，其难度比较大；③短文部分的提问同对话部分一样不是以文字的形式出现的，而是从录音机中提出的，这也增加了这部分理解的难度。


  除了上述情况外，考生在短文听力中存在以下几个主要问题：①抓不住短文的重点信息；②听到后面时容易忘记前面所听懂的内容；③不知道应该抓住哪些细节；④尚未掌握短文听力的一般性答题要领。


  考生在做这部分听力题时，可注意以下几点：


  （1）应集中精力听清短文的第一句。通常情况下，第一句是短文的主题句，可能会阐明该段的中心思想。听懂第一句可以抓住短文的重点信息。例如：


  Today I'd like to talk to you about a library because most of you have been there. It is the most important building in a university or in a city. Library is the place where knowledge is stored. It is also the place where many like to study in.


  Q：What does the passage mainly talk about？


  该段的第一句告诉了我们这篇短文主要是关于图书馆的。第一句听懂后，有关图书馆的主要内容及细节便可以比较顺利地听下来。


  （2）预先浏览短文部分的选择项，初步确定短文的大致方向，缩小答题的范围。例如：


  a. A. Orange， red and brown.


  B. Yellow， red and gray.


  C.White，brown andblack.


  D.Blue，brown andgreen.


  b. A.24 hours 37 minutes.


  B.33 hours 19 minutes.


  C.48 hours 20 minutes.


  D.42 hours 12 minutes.


  浏览第1题的选择项后，我们可以在听短文时注意某一东西的颜色。从第2题中我们应该留意时间这-概念及数字。


  （3）在听懂短文的基础上，一定要认真听清楚针对短文提出的问题句。尤其要听清是否定还是肯定，是涉及原因、时间、地点，还是人物等。如：


  a. How does the government pay for public bills？


  b. According to thespeaker，what would happen if nobody in the city paid taxes？


  上面的两道题分别提问了“How”，“What”。-般来说，问题的提出是按照短文内容的顺序安排的。考生可根据答题的顺序听清短文内容的发展。同时，一定要听明白提出的问题。


  （4）在听细节题时，可以适当地做一些笔记。大致可记下人名、地名、时间，事情的起因、过程和结果等。


  1.4.2短文听力部分中的主要命题方式


  短文听力题的素材主要是一般的生活知识。其考试重点在于对短文的中心思想、主旨大意、判断题或短文中的细节进行提问。例如：


  In 1829， when Stephenson came with hisinvention，the steam engine for a competition， many people were shocked to find that it was possible to travel at a dangerous speed of 36 m. p. h. But， there was a strong resistance against him at that time. Coach owners，&nbsp;innkeepers and horse dealers all saw their means of living threatened. In addition to this resistance，the greater number of people who were against the steam engine in Britain were those who were interested in the natural conservation. Trains were considered to be noisy. With their smoke they would killbirds，and with theirsparks，they would set houses on fire. Anyhow，communication was really helped by the railways. Transporting people and goods was made easier. In fact traveling by rail soon became a common thing in everyone's life.

  第1题要求考生能够听懂短文的主要内容。这类题目前比较常见，因此考生在听短文时，一定要抓住关键词。关键词可以帮助我们确定中心思想或主要内容。在上面的短文中，关键词有“team engine”，“railways”等。正确答案是C。除了中心内容及主题思想题外，还有判断题和细节题。第2题则是判断题。根据短文的主要内容，可以判断出A是正确答案，虽然在短文中没有直接提到。第3题是细节题。在回答这类问题时，考生最好能够做一些记录，以便帮助自己选择正确的答案。另外，还可以一边听、边按照命题的顺序，默读选择项。


  以上简单地介绍了听力测试的要求、范围、听力理解中的主要困难以及答题要领提髙听力水平，一方面需要了解上述情况，另一方面需要平时的不断努力。这样才能够在听力项目中取得比较好的成绩。


  2阅读理解


  考试大纲要求考生具有一定的阅读理解能力，并规定了阅读理解能力的考试范围和具体要求。由于考虑到全国网络考试非英语专业学生的具体情况，全国高校网络教育考试委员会英语专家组在传统和常见的多项选择题之外，为B级和C级的考生增加了一项较为容易些的True/False选择题型，即正、误判断题，这种题的答对率较高，便于减轻考生的压力。根据考试大纲的要求，我们可以把阅读理解能力的考核分为两个层次来准备。


  2.1应该能够综合运用英语语言基本知识


  所谓语言基本知识，指的是英语词汇、语法和文体知识。


  2.1.1词汇知识


  考试大纲规定了参加本考试的考生应知应会的词语和常用词组，对于个别“超纲”词汇，试卷中多数情况下会注出汉语解释，少数情况下为考点而不注出，即考核考生根据上下文把握词义的能力。就词汇而言，考生应能较好地掌握词汇表中所规定词汇的意义和基本用法。


  2.1.2语法知识


  考试大纲规定的基本语法知识除专门考核语法的试题外，还渗透在阅读考试当中。由于语法是组词成句的关键，对于原文的正确理解还取决于对语法知识的熟练掌握。我们在阅读时往往即使没有生词，也难于理解某一句话的意思，其中一个原因是对该句的语法结构理解不透。能够迅速地分析出一句话的语法结构，有时是正确理解该句的关键所在。


  2.1.3文体知识


  文体知识是人们学习英语过程中常常忽略的一环。不同体裁的文章在写作方法上有很大的不同，如叙事体裁文章的目的是叙述一个事件的发生、结果和影响，议论文的目的是表明作者的观点或态度，说明文为的是讲解一个过程，应用文应包括各种函件、宣传材料、日程安排等。我们的阅读目的也随文章体裁的不同而变化：阅读叙事体裁的文章为的是了解事件发生的来龙去脉、结果如何、影响怎样；阅读议论文应该了解作者意图、论点、论据；阅读说明文要能够根据原文进行正确操作；阅读应用文是为了获取有关情况的信息等。试题往往围绕考生需要了解的内容展开。根据这类考生的特点，本考试主要要求考生理解议论文、说明文和应用文等体裁的文章。


  词汇是核心，是文章构成的基础；语法是组词造句的结构，是文章构成的必要条件；文体是连句成章的手段，使文章丰富多彩。词汇、语法和文体知识的关系如图1所示：

  2.2应该能够运用基本阅读技能


  要求考生能够基本上掌握文章大意并能领会作者的意图和态度。基本阅读技能具体要求包括以下几个方面：


  2.2.1能够掌握文章的中心思想、主要内容和细节


  这是对一篇文章进行理解的三个层次，阅读能力越强，从中体会到的细节越多。考生对文章理解20%～30%，一般能够把握其中心思想；理解40%～60%，能够找出其主要内容；理解70%以上，才能或多或少地把握一些细节。因此，庄设计考题时，5个题目中最多只有1个题目考查文章的中心思想，有2～3道题考查主要内转，1～2道题考査细节。对于细节的理解，很大程度上取决于对同汇、语法和文体知识的熟练掌握。


  2.2.2具备根据上下文把握词义的能力、理解上下文的逻辑关系


  能否通过上下文的逻辑关系推测出某些生词的基本意义，是提高阅读速度和理解能力的一个重要标志，因此阅读试题常常包括词义方面的题目。这一考核项目的主要依据是，文中很多词的词义是可以通过对上下文的理解“顺理成章”地推测出来的。如果我们能够掌握这种推测词义的方法，就可以减少查词典的次数，把精力集中在理解原文的整体含义上，从而提高阅读的速度和质量。当然，如果一个考生掌握的词汇量太少，通篇都是生词，那是无论如何也无法推测出其中某个词的词义的。


  出题方式主要有两种：一种是指出哪一个选项正确表达了文中某个词的意义，另一种是通过考核某个细节检查考生是否理解了某一个词语。这两种出题方式一般都涉及大纲中比较难记的词和“超纲词”。自然，如果考生掌握的词汇量大，这样的题目相对就容易一些。如果遇到多义词，则需要通过对上下文的理解和逻辑关系的推理来确定该词在文中使用的是哪一个词义。


  2.2.3能够根据所读材料进行一定的判断和推论


  文章中作者的看法和意图并不都是明确用文字表达出来的，许多地方隐含了作者的真实意图。举个简单的例子来说，张三打破了花瓶.李四说“你干的好事！”，李四并不是在称赞张三做得好，而是表达一种埋怨或责备。这种理解是和语言使用的场景和语境（上下文）分不开的。没有对于文章整体的理解，是很难作出判断和推论的。正因如此，各类考试的多数考生感觉这种题目难度很大。


  2.2.4能够对文章的结构和作者的态度等作出简单的分析和判断


  这类题目是更为宏观的判断和推论，考查考生的概括能力。考生需要对文章结构进行分析，判断出事件发生的前因后果、叙事顺序、论点和论据的排列关系等，根据对文章的整体理解，分析和判断出作者的整体态度、观点和意图。


  以上阅读理解技能要求的层次和难度如图2所示：

  2.3试题举例分析


  例题1


  During themeal，you'd better be careful not to leave a spoon in a soup bowl or coffee cup or any other dish. The coffee spoon ought to be on thesaucer，the soup spoon ought to be on the plate under the bowl. When you are havingsoup，make the least noises and use the side of your spoon inside out thisway，not the tip. And you mustn't pick up your soup bowls so as to drink away the last drops of your soup from the bottom of the bowl.


  Very often there is only one main course andsalad，followed by your sweet Ifyou find&nbsp;the meal notenough，say "Oh， it's delicious!" and ask for some more of the chicken or steak or whatever you have just had. The hostess will be very glad that you appreciate her cookingand will give you an extra portion. But if you observe the Chinese way of being polite and say "No，thank you " when the hostess offers you more， you will most probably starve later. Because Americans will never press food on you. Yet it is not polite to keep silent and not to talk with the person next to you. It would be considered good manners if you handle yoursilverware （餐具）with care so that they don't make any noise. When coffeecomes，drink it from your cup. The coffee spoon should rest on the saucer while you are drinking. Andsmoking，ofcourse，is rarely seen at a dinner table. Well， when the meal isfinished，the guests put their napkins （餐巾）on the table and stand up， the men again helping the ladies with their chairs.


  After the dinner， the guests usually stay for an hour or two， then they would say， "well，I'm afraid I must be going now. " The host and hostess would of course urge everyone to stay longer.“What，already？Won't you have another coffee？" The guests， for instance， would say，“ I loveto，but I have to be up early tomorrow. Thank you for a most enjoyable evening. Good-night.”


  And if you stay overnight or over theweekend，it will be courteous to send a thank-you note to the host or hostess the following day， very often with a small gift such as a box of chocolate or some flowers as a token of appreciation of their hospitality （好客）.

  分析：本文是一篇说明文，讲在美国就餐时的一些注意事项和与我国就餐礼节的不同。


  1.本题考中心思想。考查方式是为文章选一个合适的标题。解题方法是寻找主题句。主题句是全文的主旨，常常出现在文章的起始位置。本文第一句正是起到这样一个作用。During themeal，you'd better be careful not to leave a spoon in a soup bowl or coffee cup or any other dish.句意：吃饭时最好注意不要把调羹放在汤碗内、咖啡杯内或任何一道菜里。本句通过举例来说明吃饭时不该怎样做，显然是一篇关于Table Manners （就餐礼节）的文章。那么是不是关于美国的就餐礼节呢？第二段有这样两句话：But if you observe the Chinese way of being polite and say “No， thank you” when the hostess offers you more， you will most probably starve later. Because Americans will never press food on you.句意：但是当主人请你再吃一些时，如果你按照中国式的客套方法说“谢谢，不吃了”，多数情况下你就要饿肚子了，因为美国人从不强迫别人吃东西。由此我们可以判断本篇短文是讲美国的就餐礼节。故选C。


  2.本题考判断。文中以否定形式出现的句子：Yet it is not polite to keep silent and not to talk with the person next to you.句意：但保持沉默、不与旁边坐位的人交谈是不礼貌的。在这里以肯定形式指出：Talking is necessary at a dinner table （饭桌上交谈是必要的）。故选D。


  3.本题考主要内容。即在美国的餐桌上哪些能做、哪些不能做，四个选项中有一个是不符合美国人习惯的。“喝汤”是第一段讲的，其中最后一句为And you mustn't pick up your soup bowls so as to drink away the last drops of your soup from the bottom of the bowl.句意：绝不能拿起汤碗直接喝碗底的最后几滴汤。故选项B是不符合美国习惯的。故选B。


  4.本题考词义。本词出现的语境为 it will be courteous to send a thank-you note to the host or hostess the following day.句意：第二天给请客的主人寄一张感谢卡是表示礼貌的。因此courteous的意思是polite。故选C。


  5.本题考作者的意图。作者之所以要写这篇文章是因为我国和美国的文化习惯不同，并可以引申出“不同的民族有不同的习惯（different nations have different customs）”。故选 A。


  评述：除了运用以上介绍的语言知识和阅读理解知识以外，解题时还要充分运用生活知识和日常常识。这5个题目对于了解美国就餐习惯的考生来说，至少有3个题目是可以直接选择答案的（即不必理解原文）。而对于不了解美国就餐习惯的考生来说，还是需要对文章的主要内容有所理解才能确定这些题目的选项的。


  例题2


  Managers of most businesses want high profits in order to pay high dividends （红利）to investors. For thisreason，they aim to keep costs as low as possible. They also want to set high prices to gain high revenues. But competition within the industry often prevents them


  from doing so. Generally， a business will not increase the price of itsoutput if its competitors will not increase their prices. If a business sets its prices higher than those of itsrivals，many of its customers will buy the output of its rivals.


  An important decision managers make is their choice of input-mix一what combination of capital，labor，and raw materials to use in production. The object is to keep production costs as low as possible. If labor costs are high， for example， a firm may invest in automatic machinery so that fewer workers are needed to accomplish the same task. If labor is cheap， the company may decide to employ extra workers instead of buying a machine to do the job. The combination of inputs that permits a firm to produce its goods or services at the lowest possible cost without reducing quality is called the most productive input-mix.


  The goal of keeping production costs low also affects a company's choice of location. The resources an industry needs and the customers itserves are rarely close to each other. As a result， a business must transport inputs， outputs， or both. A business also tries to keep transportation costs as low as possible.


  Transportation costs are based on weight and bulk as well as on distance. The location a company selects may thus depend on whether the company's product is heavier or lighter than the materials used to make it. The soft drink industry， which adds water to other ingredients （成分）to make its products， is an example of an industry that produces weight-gaining products. Soft drink companies choose locations near their customers. The paper industry is an example of industries that produce weight-losing products. Many such industries are near sources of raw materials.

  分析：本文是说明文，讲述企业如何降低生产成本，以便增加竞争力。


  1.本题考细节和判断。原文第一段有competition （竞争），成为关键词，本题的答案应该在这一段，但原文并没有明确说明商家在遇到产品竞争时应该怎么办。常识告诉我们，在遇到市场竞争时商家不可能提价或保持价格不变，因此可以轻松排除选项A 和B。那么是否随便降价呢？第一段中有这样的话：They also want to set high prices togain high revenues. But competition within the industry often prevents them from doing so. Generally，a business will not increase the price of its output if its competitors will not increase their prices.句意为：他们还想定高价以获取高额收益，但行业内竞争往往不允许他们这样做。一般来说，如果竞争对手不抬高物价，商家不会提高自己产品的价格。显然，价格是浮动的，但商家不会随便降低物价（以获取收益）。故选D


  2.本题考词汇，但这里考的是术语“the most productive input-mix”的概念，而不是单纯的一个难词。这个术语出现在第二段结尾，其定义是该句中is called前面的部分the combination of inputs that permits a firm to produce its goods or services at the lowest possible cost without reducing quality （允许一家公司在最大限度降低成本而又不降低品质情况下生产产品或提供服务的投入组合），对这一部分的理解成为解题的关键。这一组合包括两方面内容：降低成本并保持质量，因此答案为D。


  3.本题考对第三段的理解（关键词是location）。从“The resources an industry needs and the customers it serves are rarely close to each other”这一句中可以比较直接地选择答案C。


  4.本题的关键词“the soft drink industry and the paper making industry”在第四段。两个行业一个是 weight-gaining，—个是 weight-losing，故选 A。


  评述：这四道题都是考查对文章主要内容的理解。本篇文章共四个自然段，要求出四道题，一般会每段出一题。通过寻找关键词的方法，可以较快地找到解题的关键句子。


  例题3


  The University of Salford was granted itsRoyal Charter in 1967. However its origins go back to 1896， when the Royal Technical Institute was founded on the site of the present University. The Institute and its successors， the Royal Technical College and the Royal College of Advanced Technology， gained a reputation for their practical and challenging teaching methods and their involvement with both the local community and industry and commerce.


  The University today continues to build on this reputation. It has strong links with industry，commerce and the public sector and a significant percentage of its research work is funded from these sources. In August of 1996，Salford merged with University College Salford. The new institution offers students at both institutions greatly increased benefits including a wider range of Student Union activities and access to extensive study resources.


  The University's attractive Peel Park campus is located one mile to the west of Manchester's city centre. Itslocation，close to an extensive network of roads and railways is ideal for travel to all parts of the country.


  The University is fortunate in having the facilities of two cities so close at hand. Salford provides for the day-to-day needs of most students and Manchester， England's third largest city，provides excellentcultural，leisure，shopping and sporting facilities. Some of the most beautiful countryside in Britain is within easy reach of Salford. The PeakDistrict，the Dales， the Lake District and the sandy beaches and mountains of North Wales are all less than two hours away by road.


  The main University campus is arranged around Peel Park on the banks of the River Irwell. The splendid red brick Peel Building， the original home of the Institute， is still in use，having been modernised in recent years. Most of the other buildings are less than twenty years old.


  The campus has an excellent range of facilities including snackbars，restaurants，bars，a leisure centre， a bank， abookshop，a general store and a travel bureau. The University can provide places for a high percentage of its students in University-owned or controlled Halls of Residence，flats or student houses and most of the accommodation is within walking distance of the campus.

  1.本题考点是索福大学的定位。原文第一段说该大学“gained a reputation for their&nbsp;practical and challenging teaching methods and their involvement with both the local community and industry and commerce”句意：以其实用有效的教学方法和与本地社区及工商业的密切联系著称。因此可以判断该大学的定位是“教学型大学”，故选B。


  2.本题考察索福大学近年来的变化。原文笫：段说“In August of 1996，Salford merged with University College Salford.”句意：1996年索福大学与索福大学学院合并。接下来讲合并后的发展变化，因此答案为C。


  3.本题是判断题。依据原文中第三段的句子"Its location， close to an extensive network of roads and railways is ideal for travel to all parts of the country.“句意：学校靠近密集的公路和铁路网络，是到全国各地旅游的理想位置故答案为B。


  4.本题是判断题。依据原文中“Manchester， England's third largest city， provides excellentcultural，leisure，shopping and sporting facilities.”句意：英格兰的第二大城市曼彻斯特提供了极好的文化、休闲、购物和体育设施。故答案为D。


  5.本题考的是细节和判断。原文最后一段中“The University can provide places for a high percentage of its students in University-owned or controlled Halls of Residence，flats or student houses.“句意：本校为很高比例的在校生提供本校拥有的或管理的宿舍楼、单元房或学生住宅，因此选项A （每位学生均保证住宿）是错的。


  评述：细节常常与判断相结合，正说、反说、选对、选错往往交织在一起，考生应该培养自己“换个说法”的能力。


  例题4

  答案与解析：


  1.【答案】 B 。本题为细节判断题。从文章的第1、2句可知：〝 T h e r e was once an ant that w a s very thirsty. It ran here and there looking for s o m e w a t e r ...”而不是〝playing"。故选 B 。


  2.【答案】A。本题为细节判断题。文章第3句回答了这一问题。故选A。


  3.【答案】B。本题为细节判断题。文章第5、6句回答了这一问题，是“sadness”。故选B。


  4.【答案】 A 。本题为细节判断题。从文章中〝... i f I haven't finished by tomorrow， the giant will eat m e for his s u p p e r ! " 得知这道题是正确的。故选 A 。


  5.【答案】 A 。本题为细节判断题。〝 S o thousands of ants were at work， separating the three kinds of seeds.”这句话是说蚂蚁的朋友帮助这个女孩获救。故选 A 。


  点评：这几道题都是比较直接的题，没有什么拐弯抹角。只要考生在看完一遍文章后认真看题，一般都会直接找到答案。如果某一个问题的答案不能一下找到，再看看相关的段落和句子就可以找到了。一般来说，题的顺序和文章的发展顺序是一致的。


  3完型填空


  完型填空，英文又称Cloze，目的是从语篇的角度上测试学生综合运用语言的能力，即阅读理解和理解使用词汇和语法的能力。网络教育英语考试中的完型填空题共十个空，每空为一题，每题分别有四个选项，要求考生在全面理解内容的基础上从所给的选择项中选择一个最佳答案，使短文的意义和结构恢复完整的一种考试形式。完型填空题涉及单词及词组、惯用语、语法知识及逻辑搭配。由于考虑到全国网络教育英语考试中非英语专业学生的具体情况，网考办英语专家组在传统和常见的多项选择题之外，为B 级和C级的考生设计了一个较为容易些的找词填空题，即：在一篇文章中留出五个空，在文章后给出五个词，考生只要把这五个词能填到正确的空里就可以了。


  3.1做题的基本步骤


  3.1.1迅速通读短文，忽略空白，掌握文章大意


  做完型填空题时不要一开始就把注意力集中在选择题上，而应该迅速阅读一遍短文，抓住文中的关键词，了解文章大意、结构以及各部分的逻辑关系。虽然空白使文章不够完整，但不会影响考生对文章主旨的理解。如果考生不了解文章内容，就难以根据上下文对选项作出正确的选择。完型填空题与以单句形式考核词汇和语法的试题的根本区别就在于此。因此，先通读一遍短文是非常必要的。


  3.1.2充分利用篇首句和篇尾句，进行预测和推理


  按照完型填空题的一般命题规律，短文的第一个句子不留空白，这样做的目的是为了向考生传递一定必要的信息，包括时态信息，帮助考生对下文的理解从而选出正确的选项。许多时候，第一个句子即是短文的中心句，因此正确理解篇首句就显得尤为重要，它将有助于考生进行预测和推理。


  3.1.3重复阅读短文，进行选择填空


  通读完短文后，开始以句子为单位仔细进行阅读，逐个填空，注意语法、词义、惯用语、逻辑搭配和上下文联系。填不出来的可暂时空在那里。


  3.1.4最后通读一遍，纠正错误


  最后再通读一遍短文很必要，考生可以在这个阶段根据对整个语篇的理解完成没有填的空，根据一个完整的语篇，及时发现并纠正错误。


  3.2做题技巧


  3.2.1语法题


  完型填空中有相当一部分考题是语法题，要求考生熟练掌握和运用语法知识，作出正确选择。语法包括时态、语气、非谓语动词、关系代词和关系副词、分句、主动被动及惯用法等语法现象。以下举例说明应该特别注意的方面及具体的对策和方法。


  （1）时态。对完型填空中的时态题的判断。


  第一，可以根据表示时间的信息词来判断。这类题比较容易。表示时间的词有since，before，after，already，every since， for a longtime，yesterday，in 1992，now 等。


  第二，可以根据上下文提供的信息来判断。


  例如：I___________（should have fallen， ought to have fallen，would have fallen， must have fallen） asleep while I was working because it___________（had taken，took，was taking，would take） me a long time to realize that the telephone was ringing.


  根据上下文While I was working及句义，第1个空应选择must have fallen，表示对过去事实的推测。第2个空应选择took，因为只是对过去事实的一般陈述。


  （2）语气。考生认为困难的是对虚拟语气考题的判断。此类考题一般分两种情况，一种情况是带有表虚拟的条件句或短语的词语在问题句中，比如without，if等，这类题比较容易。另一种情况是需要根据上下文或逻辑关系来判断。


  （3）非谓语动词。非谓语动词各自具有不同的语法功能和使用范围。分词作定语和表示原因、时间和伴随状语；不定式作定语和表示目的和结果状语。动名词可以作宾语、主语、表语或介词宾语。因此做非谓语动词的考题，要注意分析其在句中的语法作用，另外还要注意一些词的固定用法，牢固掌握需要必须跟动名词的动词和需要必须跟动词不定式的动词也是很必要的。


  例如：Many adults are not interested___________（to going， about going，in going） to college. Continuing education gives these adults the opportunity to increase their knowledge about their own field or to learn about a new field.


  固定用法，应选in going。


  （4）替代词。英语中替代词很多，即可以用来替代单词，也可以用来替代词组、短语或句子。常见的有 do（does，did），so，one，ones，ours，yours，theirs，this，that， those，he，it，they等。完型填空题借用其语篇优势，常设有此类题。考生做这类题时，要仔细分析句子的语义关系，明白替代词所替代的内容。


  例如：I'm not sure if I'llsucceed，but Icertainly hope___________.此题根据 but 判断两句的逻辑关系为转折关系，应填so，替代I'll succeed.


  （5）词组、习语和惯用法。对于这一类选择题，不能利用语法知识进行判断。因此平时的日积月累就显得非常重要。只有熟悉其意义和用法，才能迅速准确地作出判断。


  例如：Life was very difficult for them because of the desert climate. Yet their lives were rich ______（with， for， in， without） art.应选择 in，是固定用法。


  3.2.2词汇


  完型填空的词语题一种是词义辨析题，另一种是单纯的测试词义的题。要做好词汇题，考生应掌握词汇的内涵、外延和语法功能，了解近义词的细微差异。


  例如：He lives all___________but he never feels___________.（alone，lonely）


  虽然这两个词意义相近，但是如果知道alone多用作副词，放在名词、动词后或句末作状语，或用作形容词作表语；而lonely是形容词，作表语，或放在名词前做定语，就不难判断第一个空应选alone，第二个空应选lonely。


  3.2.3句与句之间的关系


  对于这类考题，要掌握表示过渡的连接语的用法和含义，如because表示因果关系， but表示转折关系等；在没有过渡语的情况下，要结合上下文进行推理和判断，分清句与句之间的逻辑关系。


  例如：


  Smoking is considered dangerous to the health. Our tobacco-seller Mr. Johnson___________，（however，considering that， so longas，therefore），always asks his customers， if they are very young.根据上文中的 dangerous to health 和下文中的 tobacco-seller 以及asks his customers if they are very young可以判断两句之间是因果关系，四个选项中只有therefore表示因果含义，故应选择therefore.


  3.3例题分析


  例题1

  4翻译


  A级试题中的翻译部分采用的是汉译英，B级和C级试题中翻译部分采用的是英译汉形式，要求考生将几个一般性题材的英语句子翻译成汉语（B级和C级），或几个汉语句子翻译成英语（八级）。


  英汉翻译一般需经过三个阶段：理解阶段、表达阶段和校对阶段。理解是表达的前提，没有正确的理解就谈不上确切的表达；而在表达阶段，可以进一步加深对文字的理解；校对阶段则是为了保证译文能准确无误地表达出对原文的理解。三个阶段互为补充，任何一个阶段都不可忽视。


  在做翻译题时，考生应该首先读懂句子，把握主要意思之后，再进行翻译。可通过语法关系和词与词之间的语义关系等对英文原句进行透彻理解。第一步是理解词汇的含义、句子结构及惯用法等。在正确分析原文的语言现象和逻辑关系的基础上，确定原文所涉及的内容。翻译的素材通常属一般性题材的内容，在考生的阅历或知识范围之内。理解的第三个层次是译者运用推理机制，对语言现象本身和语言外所隐含的信息加以综合归纳，找出它们之间的内在联系，选择其中最具相关性的解释，也就是摆脱语言表层结构的束缚，透过表面，深人其深层意义。


  在理解之后，需要用汉语表达。在表达的过程中，考生应努力用最清晰、明了的语言表达原作者所说的内容。在表达时有一些具体的方法和技巧问题需要解决，我们将在以下几节中作一概括性的论述。表达方式在总体上来看可以分为两大类：直译和意译。一般来说，在语言条件许可的情况下，应尽可能用直译，使译文既能保持原文的内容，又能保持原文的形式及风格。


  翻译的最后一步是校对。校对是为了保证译文完全符合原文所陈述的内容。在检查译文时，译者必须借助原文才能确认自己最初解释的准确性。另外，校对也包括润饰文字。


  4.1翻译的基本方法


  在本节中，我们将谈到翻译中的一些基本方法，主要是五种：省略法、增词法、转译法、重复法和分译法。


  4.1.1省略法


  由于英汉两种语言在语法结构、表达方式、修辞手段等方面的不同，在翻译过程中为了使译文更加精练，更符合汉语的表达习惯，有时需要省略部分词语。所省略部分应是一些可有可无的或翻译后反嫌累赘的词。但在省略时，千万不要将原文中的某些主要内容或难于翻译的内容删去。


  a. W e are pleased to have received your invitation to the symposium on Internet.


  非常高兴收到你寄来的参加互联网会议的邀请。（省略了代词“我们”）


  b. They have compiled a great mass of statistical data on which they can draw to answer all sorts of inquiries.


  他们编辑了可供取用的大量统计资料以回答各种咨询。（省略了代词“他们”）


  c. Perhaps you have overlooked the fact that your account for July purchases has not yetbeen settled.


  也许您忘记了七月份的购货账还没有结算。（名词fact不译出）


  d. The Pacific alone covers an area larger than that of all continents put together.


  仅太平洋的面积就比所有的大陆面积的总和还要大。（动词covers不译出）


  e. He behaved politely while answering the interviewer's questions.


  他在回答采访者问题时，很有礼貌。（动词behaved不译出）


  4.1.2增词法


  增词法是指英译汉时按意义、修辞和句法上的需要在译文中加入一些原文虽无其词而有其意的词，使译文更加通顺地表达出原文的思想内容以及符合汉语的表达习惯。


  a. This year the export quantity of black tea increased by 20 percent，and jasmine tea by30 percent.

  b. All preparation must be done well before you sign a contact.

  4.1.3转译法


  在英译汉中，有些句子出于英汉两种语言的表达方式不同，就不能采用逐字逐句对译的方法，要对原文中的某些词语进行词性转换，才能使译文通顺。请见下面的列句。


  a. During the half-hour talk， the two sides exchanged views on the choice of terms ofpayment，but they made no mention of the mode of transportation.

  重复是英、汉两种语言中不可缺少的表达手法。有时为了加强语气，有时为使句子平衡对称或为求得其他修辞效果，往往要在一个句子或相连的句群中重复使用同一个词语或同一个结构。请见下面的列句：


  a. Chinese people are working hard to build China into a great and powerful country with modern agriculture， modern industry，modern national defence，modern science and technology.

  b. During his stay in Shanghai， he visited some old friends of his， and visited two universities.

  4.1.5分译法


  由于英汉两种语言的语法结构和表达习惯等方面存在较大的差异，因此在翻译时既要忠实于原文意思，又要保留原文结构，这样往往会有一定的困难。在二者不可兼得时，有时需要改变原文结构，保留原文意思。为达到这一目的，常用的方法之一是分译法，即把原文的某个成分从原来的结构中分离开来，译成另一种成分。例如：


  We tried in vain to persuade him to give up his wrong belief.


  我们尽力劝说他放弃错误的信念，但没有成功。


  处理分译的原则，一般是把原文中较长的句子成分，或者不易安排的句子成分分出来另作处理，一般译成短句或独立结构。分译得当可以使译文在意思上忠实原文，结构上层次分明，语言上简练明确。从分译成分的结构而言，分译大致可以分为单词的分译、短语的分译和从句的分译种情况。


  （1）单词的分译。即把原文中的一个单词译成一个独立成分、从句或并列分句。例如下面各句中的画线词就被译为独立成分、从句或并列分句。


  a. He unnecessarily spent a lot of time introducing this book， which the students are quite familiar with.


  他花了很多时间介绍这本书，其实没有必要，因为学生对它已经很熟悉


  b. The proposal was surprisingly criticized by all walks of people.


  这条建议受到了各阶层人民的批评，真令人吃惊。


  （2）短语的分译。即把原文中的一个短语译成一个独立成分、从句或并列分句。例如下面各句中的画线部分就被译为独立成分、从句或并列分句。


  The professor entered the laboratory followed by his graduate students.


  教授走进实验室，后面跟着他的研究生。


  （3）英语从句的分译。英汉两种语言都有长句，但其构成长句的方式却大不相同。英语的长句主要由主从复合句构成，结构严紧、明确，只要理解了其t：从关系，就能正确地分译。而汉语的长句往往结构松散，层次不明确。因此英汉互译中，处理长句的方法也不一样。故在这里专讲英语从句的分译，然后再讲汉语长句的分译。


  英语从句的分译主要是把原文中的主从复合句分译为并列复合句或者两个或两个以上的独立句子。也可以保留主从复合句的结构，但把一种从句翻译成另一种从句，如把定语从句译为状语从句。


  英语从句分译中最多的是定语从句。英语的定语从句翻译成汉语时，在可能的情况下，一般译为“……的”，比如“She is the girl who speaks English best in our class”（她是我们班英语讲得最好的那个女孩）。然而在很多情况下，生硬地译为“……的”会使句子不通顺，这样就可以把定语从句拆出来，译为并列分句、状语从句，甚至：一个单独的句子。例如：


  He told me of his experiences such as I had never heard before.


  他给我讲了他的经历，那些经历我以前从未听说过，


  此句若译为“他给我讲了我以前从未听说过的他的经历”，则显得很别扭，若去掉译文中的“他的”二字，即“他给我讲了我以前从未听说过的经历”，则意思含糊，没有说明是谁的经历。


  The university has enrolled 40 students from the poverty-stricken areas whom they hope will make contributions for their hometown.


  大学从贫困地区招收了四十名学生，希望他们将来为家乡作贡献。（译为并列分句）当然，除了定语从句以外，其他种类的英语从句也可以根据需要进行分译。处理的方法可以灵活多样，主要是使译文符合汉语的习惯。主语从句、宾语从句、表语从句、状语从句、同位语从句等都可以分译。例如：


  a. That you have had words with the manager isno reason to damage the property of the company.


  你和经理吵了架，但这并不能成为损坏公司财产的理由。（主语从句）


  b. I'm sorry that you're ill again.


  你又病了，我很难过。（宾语从句）


  c. Our final decision is that Mr. Wang go to the headquarters to give a detailed report.我们最后作出决定，派王先生到总部去作详细的汇报。（表语从句）


  d. You can borrow my car as long as you promise to drive carefully.


  你可以借用我的车，不过你得答应我开车时小心点儿。（状语从句）

  4.2.6状语从句翻译


  状语从句的翻译就是要按照汉语习惯将英文译成中文。状语从句涉及的面很广，下面将分别予以讨论。


  （1）时间状语从句的翻译。


  a.时间状语从句可以译在句首，也可用转换译法，译为并列句或条件状语从句，还可以进行主从句相互转换，详见下面的例句：

  （3）原因状语从句的翻译。汉语中的因果关系位置比较固定，原因在前，结果在后。而英语则比较灵活。翻译时，可按照汉语习惯将原因译在结果的前面。一般说来，原因状语从句冇下述三种译法：


  a.把原因状语仍译成表原因的成分。例如：


  The crops failed because the season was dry.

  b.将句子译成偏正复句中的主句。例如：


  Because he was convinced of the accuracy of thisfact，he stuck to his own opinion.

  c.将句子译成不用关联词、因果关系内含的并列句。例如：

  （4）结果状语从句的翻译。由于英语和汉语都把表示结果的从句置于主句之后，因此，翻译这类从句时可采用顺译法。不过，汉译时，不要拘泥于连词的词义，如果每句都用“如此……以致……”、“太……而……”等同，势必会使译文呆板，所以常被省译。如：

  （5）条件状语从句的翻译。鉴于汉语的表达习惯，在译英语条件状语从句时，常将其置于句首，根据句子的语义，可将条件状语从句译成表条件的分句，或表假设的分句，还可以译成成补充说明情况的分句例如：


  • If the negotiations between the rich nations and the poor nations make headway，it is intended that a ministerial session in December should be arranged.

  （6）让步状语从句的翻译。英语的让步状语从句可译为汉语的让步分句或无条件的条件分句，并将其置于句首。

  • No matter what willhappen，I will always be on your side.

  （7）目的状语从句的翻译。在汉语的复合句中，也有目的分句，它的一般语序是前面的分句叙述事实或措施，后面的分句说明目的。如果表示的目的是要得到什么，常用“以”、“以便”、“为的是”等词；如果表尔的因的是要避免什么，则常用“以免”、“免得”、“以防”等同；需要强调时，则将“为了”置于句首。例如：

  5短文写作


  5.1写作的基本要求


  本部分测试考生综合运用语言的能力。考生应在规定的30分钟内，按照本题说明中的要求写出一篇约150个词（A级）和80个词（B级）的英语短文，因此，考生必须要具备一般的写作能力，如段落句文章，议论文、说明文的写作。其要求包括能够正确表达思想，语言连贯，无重大语法错误。


  5.2如何评估写作


  目前我国英语考试的作文评卷一般都采用通读一遍，然后根据一定的评分标准及文章的语言结构进行总体评分（即Global Scoring）。对短文的具体要求：切题，能正确表达思想；意义连贯，文章基本通顺；无重大语言错误。


  5.3英语作文考试中应注意的问题


  1.不要占用属于作文的30分钟。有些考生因时间不够，占用了属于作文的30分钟，这种做法是不明智的。考生应该合理支配时间，充分利用这30分钟，力争写好作文，少丢分。


  2.不要见题就写，而应认真审题，仔细构思，并草拟大纲。这样动起笔来不仅速度快，而且写出来的文章语言通畅，思路清晰，错误也少。


  3.注意文章的总体布局和书写字体。写作时，应注意文章的总体布局和书写字体，诸如题目的写法、四边的距离、空间的大小等。整齐完美的布局和字体能使读者耳目一新，并留下较好的印象，尤其是在考试时能提高阅卷老师的印象分数。


  4.要正确使用标点符号，尤其是句号和逗号的书写更应清晰。这是因为，标点符号虽小，但意义重大。其不正确或不恰当运用，会引起意义的模棱两可和含混不清，甚至引起错误，最终影响交流这一最终目的实现。


  5.有效地应用启、承、转、合等词语。启、承、转、合等词语是用来表示句子与句子、段落与段落间相互关系的词或词组。它们的有效运用，能够使句子更为紧凑，段落更为联贯，逻辑更为严密。启、承、转、合常用词组请看附录。


  6.尽量使用现成句型和成语，避免生造硬套。在写英语作文时，考生们因缺乏写作技巧，往往生造硬套，使用中式英语（Chinese English），致使错误百出，思想表达不清。为了避免这些错误，要多读范文、多实践。提高写作水平的一种方式是多读一些不同题材的范文，揣摩这些文章是从哪个角度入手的，是如何组织的，以及哪些想法及用词是可以借鉴和模仿的。在多读的基础上，一定要背几篇范文和写几篇作文。写作是运用语言的一种重要的实践活动，只有多写、勤练，才有可能逐步提高写作水平。


  7.使用通俗易懂、简单明了的句子，避免冗长的句子和多余的字词。一篇英语短文要完整清晰地表达某种思想，在语言的运用上必须简洁、准确，避免使用多余的词。


  8.避免过多使用代名词。代名词的适当运用能够使文章避免重覆。但过多地运用代名词则会造成指代不明，引起意义上的含混不清。


  9.不要写完就了事，而应修改错误。写作时，即使是最熟练的作家，也避免不了犯错误，尤其是笔误。因此，抽出几分钟来修改错误是完全必要和有益的。


  5.4提纲式作文（段首句作文）写作技巧


  段首句作文（Beginning-sentence Composition）是一种控制性作文。段首句可以用英文给出三个段首的第一句或段落的主题句，也可以用中文给出三个段首的中文提纲。它要求我们按所给每个段落的第一句续写，完成该段落，并尽量表达题目设计者所要表达的思想。同时还要求续写必须与段首句在意义上连成一体，形式上互为统语气上一气呵成。否则就会扣题不紧，脱离题目设计者的意图，这是段首句作文的大忌，也是段首句作文成败的关建。为此，我们在写段首句作文时，必须遵循下述步骤：


  1.认真审题，把握题目设计者所要表达的思想。一般说来，段首句也就是该段落的主题句，但主题句也可以出现在段落的末尾或段落的中间。我们需要仔细斟酌该段首句的内容与外延，把握它所包含的信息。比如，段首句作文“Advertisement”的第一句段首句：


  Advertisement can be a service to people.（广告能为人们提供服务。）


  这个段首句所包含的信息是广告能为人们提供哪些服务。


  2.找出段首句中的关键词，抓住段落中心。如上例中的service和people（为人们提供服务）就是关键词，是第一段写作的中心。若体现不出这两者之间的关系，思路就难以扩展，写出的文章必然内容贫乏，甚至偏离主题。


  3.在第一步和第二步的基础上，开始将段首句发展成为一个段落。注意段落的推展必须有说服力，也就是说，举例、说明或分析必须支持段首句。例如：


  Advertisement can be a service to people. First， it isinformative，and can help people buy and sell goods. Second， it can widen people's knowledge， and make people more experienced. Lastly， people can enjoy themselves through those programs which advertisements have been put into.


  4.段落之间的过渡要自然，前后要照应。否则文章就会显得松散零乱，成为几个相互毫无联系的段落。因此，在写段首句（提纲式）作文时，我们应注意段落间的相互关系。比如，段首句作文“Advertisement”的第二个段首句就是对第一个段首句的发展，第二个段首句中的however （然而）则表明它与第一段是转折关系；第三段主题句中的therefore则表明本文的结论。在三个段首句中由于很好地使用了启、转、承、合的承转词，彼此承上启下，紧密相关，使文章结构完整、条理清楚和思想联贯。


  下面是段首句作文“Advertisement”的全文。

  同提纲式（段首句）作文一样，看图作文也属于控制性作文的范畴。


  （1）有较强的观察力和充分的想象力是看图作文的前提。如果缺乏观察力，就难以把握图片所包含的信息，写出的文章必然会有遗漏；如果缺乏想象力，写出的文章定然会枯燥无味，难以做到意象丰满。


  （2）有较强的概括能力和分析能力是看图作文的保障。如果缺乏概括能力，文章的思想就不可能表达清晰；如果缺乏分析能力，说理则难以透彻。


  （3）完美的形式是看图作文的必要补充。在看图作文时，我们小应仅仅局限于说明问题，还应注意文章结构的完整，或“开头一发展一结尾”，或“概括一分析一总结”，或“主题句一扩展句一结尾句”等，缺一不可。


  看图作文主要是包括图片描写、图表及数字说明和方向指引等三个方面。这里我们着重介绍图表及数字说明和方向指引的写作技巧。


  5.5.1图表作文


  图表是用数字、图形传达信息的一种形式。看图表作文就是把这些数字、图形换成说明文字。图表或数字说明要求准确无误，用词恰当。写图表作文时，常用的开头句型是：

  6交际用语


  交际用语是为考生人数最多的大学英语B级考试专门设计的，其目的是使广大的非英语专业远程教育考生了解、学习，进而掌握一些最简单的日常交际用语，这也是学以致用的具体体现。


  此部分只考英语的习惯用法，考生无须过多地去考虑语法的正确与否，但要记住英语的一个成语“Practice Makes Perfect （熟能生巧）”，英语是个工具，这个工具只有通过大量的练习和应用才能得到和掌握。


  下面，我们将考试中常见的习惯用语分类型进行讲解。


  “考试大纲”要求考生应掌握日常生活常见情景中的基本交际用语。因此，对十这一部分的评价目标是：“基本能用英语进行日常会话。对于生活、学习和工作中的常见英语会话，能理解会话的情景、说话人的意图和会话的含义。基本能恰当地进行交流。


  6.1日常生活常见情景


  所谓日常生活常见情景，指的是人们在日常生活、工作、学习中频繁出现的各种情景。我们初步把它们分成20个常见情景，如表3所示。

  6.2常见情景会话


  所谓日常生活常见情景会话，指的是人们在日常化活、工作、学习中的各个方面经常使用的一些口头表达语言。这些口头表达语言既体现现代英语的发展趋向，更多的是饱含文化背景、历史典故、生活习惯。它们在英语语言的基本知识，即英语词汇、英语语法和文法知识的基础上，经过长时间的日常运用和锤炼，抛繁就简，形成了独特的语言模式和表达语言。


  6.3交际用语题型、题量、分值


  本部分共5题，每题3分，共15分。题型为完成对话，每一题中，考生将在试卷上读到一段不完整的对话和用以完成这段对话的4个备选答案。要求考生针对对话的内容从4个备选答案中选出一个最符合对话情景和习惯用法的答案，使整个对话得以完成。


  6.4交际用语题型分析


  交际用语会话技能中的完成对话部分主要是测试考生在日常生活及社会交往中不同的语境中的语用能力，即在实际情景中运用英语进行交际的能力。这种题型在其他语言考试中，如在大学英语四级、六级考试等出现的不多，因此，大部分考生不太熟悉。

  综上所述，我们可以行出交际用语中的日常情景对话及会话技能完成对话部分主要是测试考生在日常生活、学习和工作中运用英语进行交际的能力。

  7语法


  我们从中学开始就为各种升学考试而强化语法学习，英语老师们更是不遗余力地给学生们进行系统化讲解。可是，在实际应用中，语法规则不是万能的，有很多时候，以英语为母语的人讲的话是不能用语法规则说得清的。因此，我们可以说，语法是总结人们已经大量应用在大多数场合里的语言的应用规则，但它还不是包罗万象的，有的使用方法还没有包括进去。所以，我们不要把英语当成一个静止的东西来学习，要学习英语使用的精髓，那就要掌握母语为英语的人更多的时候讲的习惯用语。


  网络英语考试的目的不是考察学生掌握了多少英语语法知识和多大的词汇量，而是考察他们英语的使用能力，即使是语法题，也是为了考察学生是否能够借助语法知识来正确理解英文的句子、段落和篇章。基于网络考生的特殊情况，语法题主要考察考生是否掌握了简单但实用的一些时态和从句。例如：一般现在时、一般过去时、现在进行时、现在完成时、被动语态一般时、时间和地点状语从句。对A级的考生可能会出现定语从句和虚拟语气等用法。


  总而言之，教师在教学中不要追求系统化，要挑最实用的常见语法项目来讲，学生不要死背繁杂的语法规则，而要理解、会用，教师和学生都要秉持“实用为主，够用为度”的原则，把语言学活，要使规则服务于实践。


  下面，我们把一些常用的语法项目分述如下：

  Throughout the colonial period there was a remarkable shortage ofwomen，which varied with the regions and was always greatest in the frontier areas. This shortage enhanced （提高） women's status and position and allowed them to pursue different careers.   In 1985，the Coca-Cola company made the decision to change the formula of its leadingsoft drink. The change was based on the findings of many market studies. These studies had shown that the general response to the new product was good. However， the change of the traditional Coca-Cola by New Coke was rejected by the majority of drinkers. In fact， the company had to step back and restart production of the old formula of Coca-Cola.


  The most important reason why New Coke was rejected was the emotional relationshipthat existed between drinkers and the old soft drink formula. Drinking Coca-Cola had becomea tradition for many people over its 99 years of existence. The change made by the company was not only in Coke's formula but also in the traditional values and memories that it represented to the drinkers.〝We had taken away more than the product Coca-Cola. W e hadtaken away a little part of them and their past.“ The drinkers rejected this “ improvement "， because " they believed that Coke stood for traditional value... so they felt betrayed when the product changed completely overnight".

  Hollywood no longer rules South Korean cinema， which is breaking out all over. Since&nbsp;1999 Seoul filmmakers have been turning out Asia's first critically applauded films， and MyWife Is a Gangster and Phone are the most stunningly good examples. In the way Americans tour Hollywood， Asians visit Korea to see sites featured in their favorite movies.


  Korea once looked to America for idea， but now the reverse is true. Hollywood issnapping up remakerightsto dozens of Korean films. Madonna's Maverick Films is remaking the horror film Phone. And DreamWorks recently bought therightsto another horror film A Tale of Two Sisters. To capitalize on all theattention，South Korea has moved aggressively to cast itself as the center of Asia's film market.


  The Seoul government and industry leaders are working to rank the Pusan Film Festivalas Cannes （戛纳）East， the festivals where deals get done， a one-stop place where moviemakers can shop for financing， exports， even location. In preparation for the next Pusan Festival thisfall，delegations fromIndonesia，Malaysia，Taiwan and all over Asia have been flocking to Seoul to study the Korean film revival.“ W e look at Korea with an enviouseye，“ says one of Hong Kong moviemakers，“ Filmmakers and audiences have found real vibes（i.e. good atmosphere） between them， like in the 1970s and8Os in Hong Kong.”


  The Korean film industry， however， is still uphill struggle on the way. The annualreceipts of Korean films（$580 million） are gaining on those of Asia's largest film industry：India（$820 million） and Japan（$1.93 billion）. Yet， Seoul financial markets still tend to see movies as acultural venture， rather than a business. As a moviemaking company in Korea， yet KangJeGyu Films had to team up with another filmmaker and an auto-manufacturer in a new company in order to win a listing on the stock market last year.

  Remember global warming？ Back in December， the threat of climate change was thundering and the rich countries agreed to cut their carbon-dioxide and other green-house-related emissions. Since then， interest has cooled markedly， and many European countries are already running away from the promises they made so loudly a few months ago. But there has been much talk， and a bit of action， to encourage renewable energies such as wind， hydro，solar and all living organisms. These emit no greenhousegases，but tend to cost more thancoal，oil or gas.


  Thebetter，simpler idea is to remember that the easiest way to reduce something is to tax it—in thiscase，by taxing the carbon content power. The dirtier thepower，the more tax it would pay. So dirty coal would be more expensive than cleancoal，which would see its price rise in relation tooil，which would be more expensive compared withgas，which would lose some of its price advantage over renewables.


  Unless a carbon tax was so huge as to be economically crippling， itwould not remove the price differential between all renewables and fossil fuels. But itwould narrow that gap， by fixing the differing environmental costs into the price一a useful principle in itself. It would also give renewable producers a strong incentive to cutcosts，and fossil-fuel suppliers&nbsp;the motivation to clean their products.


  Precedents suggest strongly that a carbon tax would be effective. But the disadvantage to carbon tax is political. After almost a decade of trying， the European Union gave up an attempt at a European carbon tax last year. Germany's ruling coalition is fighting against a proposed energy tax. In America， politicians believe that even mentioning the notion is certain death. But many of the political objections could be met if a carbon tax were made up for the loss elsewhere， for example by lowering payroll or sales taxes. There is always suspicion when governments come up with clever new ways to tax， and rightly so. The response to that suspicion should be to win theargument，not to abandon it.

  A report consistently brought back by visitors to the US is how friendly， courteous and helpful most Americans were to them. To befair，this observation is also frequently made of Canada and Canadians， and should best be considered North American. There are， of course，exceptions. Small-minded officials， rude waiters， and ill-mannered taxi drivers are hardly unknown in the US. Yet it is an observation made so frequently that it deserves comment. For a long period of time and in many parts of the country， a traveler was a welcome break in an otherwise dull existence.


  Dullness and loneliness were common problems of the families who generally lived&nbsp;distant from one another. Strangers and travelers were welcome sources of diversion， and brought news of the outside world. The harsh realities of the frontier also shaped thistraditionof hospitality.


  Someone travelingalone，ifhungry，injured，orill，often had nowhere to turn except to the nearest cabin or settlement. It was not a matter of choice for the traveler or merely acharitable impulse on the part of the settlers. It reflected the harshness of daily life： if you didn't take in the stranger and take care of him，there was no one else who would. And someday，remember，you might be in the same situation. Today there are many charitable organizations which specialize in helping the weary traveler. Yet， the old tradition of hospitality to strangers is stillvery strong in the US， especially in the smaller cities and towns away from the busy tourist trails.“ I was just traveling through， got talking with this American， and pretty soon he invited me home for dinner—amazing.“ Such observations reported by visitors to the US are notuncommon，but are not always understood properly.


  The casual friendliness of many Americans should be interpreted neither as superficial norasartificial，but as the result of a historically developed cultural tradition. As is true of any developed society， in America a complex set of culturalsignals，assumptions，and conventions underlies all social interrelationships.And，ofcourse，speaking a language does not necessarily mean that someone understands social and cultural patterns. Visitors who fail to “ translate "cultural meanings properly often draw wrong conclusions. For example， when an American uses the word “ friendthe cultural implications of the word may be quite different from those it has in the visitor's language and culture. It takes more than a brief encounter on a bus todistinguish between courteous convention and individual interest.Yet，being friendly is a virtue that many Americans value highly and expect from both neighbors and strangers.

  There's a great story about an old Finnish woman who， without quite realizing it， was using her cell-phone to access the Internet and track her city's public transit system.When asked why she used the wireless Internet so frequently， she replied，“ What are you talking about？ I don't know anything about this wireless Internet stuff. I just know the bus is here.“


  Regardless of whether you want to admitit，a lot of us are like that old Finnish woman. When it comes to new mobile applications， many of us do not realize the capability and power that we hold， literally， in our hands.


  What we are looking at today is the mobile Internet in its infancy. Now that using the Internet from home or work has saturated much ofsociety，the next logical step is to be able to use the Net when you are far away from your desktop or laptop. Speech recognition is one way to do this， and there are a number ofservices，collectively called the ” voice Web "，that will make this possible. All you do is to use a phone or wireless device to call a phone number，and speak commands to an intuitive system. It will then give you the information you're seeking， using either a synthesized voice or an audio file.


  In the United States and Europe， the hot technology for wireless devices is called W A P （WirelessApplication Protocol），which is being considered as the world standard. W A P is supported by major phone companies includingNokia，Motorola and Ericsson， and is simply a means of transmitting information， much like H T M L which is a means of communicating&nbsp;on the Internet.


  Currently， wireless Internet connections may give you news， sports scores， stock quotes，and the weather if you're lucky. But if you've ever used thistechnology，you know it 'sslow，costly and doesn't seem worth the time and effort， if it works at all. All of this technology points to easier living. You'll press a button on your mobilephone，and access the Internet to pull up a list of great restaurants in your immediate area. If the early marriage is not an escape，if it is entered into with relatively few illusions or false expectations， and if itis economically feasible， why not？ Good marriages can be made from sixteen to sixty， and so are bad ones.

  It was 1985， and Rafe Esquith was beginning his third year of teaching in Los Angelespublic schools. He faced a class of 40 sixth-graders from low-income homes where English rarely was spoken， and the best reader among them was two years below grade level.


  But to everyone's surprise， he decided to teach them Shakespeare.Five families agreed to lettheir children play “ Macbeth “ for two hours after school. This proved to be so much fun that， within weeks， Esquith had 28 kids happily soaking up the drama of blood and betrayal in medieval Scotland. They were learning many words they had never heard before.


  But when Esquith asked a school district supervisor for officialapproval，he received this note：“ Mr. Esquith， it is not appropriate that you stay after school to teach Shakespeare. It would be better if you did something with the children that is academic ".


  It would not be the last time that the narrow thinking of big-city school administration gotin Esquith's way. Yet the bearded，6-foot-tall cyclone has proved that a teacher who thinks very big—much harder lessons， larger projects， extra class time—can help disadvantaged children in ways most educators never imagine.


  This was difficult atfirst，until he stumbled upon a concept of teaching that is at the core of his success. American children， even those from hardworking immigrantcultures，have inEsquith's view been wrongly taught that learning should always befun，by teachers who think hard lessons are bad for kids from low-income homes. When faced with something difficult， such students don't know what to do.


  The Declaration of Independence says Americans are entitled to the pursuit of happiness， but the emphasis in public schooling has been on thehappiness，he believes. " What happened topursuit？〝Esquith said. So he has created an entirely new universe in his classroom， cherishing effort and theslogan，〝There Are No Shortcuts ".


  As for their own dramatic performances， Esquith got around the original ban on his after-school " Macbeth " rehearsals by switching to Thornton Wilder's “ Our Town〝.When that class finally performed the Shakespeare play， a school district supervisor showed up. The high-ranking district administrator came up afterwards and shook his hand.〝Rafe "，she said，〝I'venever seen Shakespeare done better 〝.

  How men first learnt to invent words isunknown ； in other words，the origin of language is a mystery. W e should therefore learn to choose our words carefully and use them accurately，or they will make our speech silly and vulgar.

A person'sconception of himself or herself is reflected in the way he or she behaves，and the way a person behaves affects other people's reactions. In general， the way people think about themselves has a profound effect on all areas of their lives.


  Shy people， having low self-esteem， are likely to be passive and easily influenced byothers. They need reassurance that they are doing " the right thing Shy people are very sensitive to criticism ； they feel it confirms their feelings of inferiority. They also find it difficult to be pleased by compliment with a statement like thisone，" You're just saying that to make me feel good. I know it'snot true ”.It is clear that while self-awareness is a healthyquality，overdoing itis harmful.


  Can shyness be completely eliminated， or at least reduced？ Fortunately， people can overcome shyness with determined and patient efforts in building self-confidence. Sinceshyness goes hand in hand with a lack of self-esteem，it is important for people to accept their weaknesses as well as their strengths.


  Each one of us isa unique，worthwhile individual， interested in our own personal ways.The better we understand ourselves， the easier it becomes to live up to our full potential. Let's not allow shyness to block our chances for a rich and fulfilling life.

Itis not the tools a scientist uses but how he uses these tools that makes him a scientist. You will probably agree that knowing how to use a power is important to a carpenter. You will probably agree，too，that knowing how to investigate，how to discover information， is important to everyone. The scientist， however， goes one stepfurther，he must be sure that he has a reasonable answer to his questions and that his answer can be confirmed by other persons. He also works to fit the answers he gets to many questions into a large set of ideas about how the world works.


  The scientist's knowledge must be exact. There is no room for halfrightorrightjust half the time. He must be as nearly right as the conditions permit. What works under one set of conditions at one time must work under the same conditions at other times. If the conditions aredifferent，any changes the scientist observes in a demonstration must be explained by the changes in the conditions. This is one reason that investigations are important in science. Albert Einstein， who developed the theory of relativity， arrived at this theory through mathematics. The accuracy of his mathematics was later tested through investigations， and Einstein's ideas were shown to be correct. A scientist uses many tools for measurements. Then the measurements are used to make mathematical calculations that may test his investigations.
