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前　言


《剑桥雅思12周完全攻略听力》旨在为考生揭秘考试规则和技巧的同时，制订一套详尽的备考方案。本书的特点是周与周练习的难度呈梯级进阶的形式，每周的练习同样层次鲜明，分为3个单元：秘笈解析、机经演习以及真题实战；这种设计可以帮助考生更好地理解和掌握考试内容。其中，机经真题的语音还原和听力场景的系统总结是本书的显著优势所在。本书的学习内容安排在12周内，其主要依据是早期雅思报考的时间限制。2006年5月之前，雅思90天内不得重考，理由是在90天的时间内，如果没有认真地准备，雅思成绩不可能取得实质性的提高。鉴于按周复习比较符合人们的学习习惯，12周大约为90天的时间，因此笔者以周为时间单位，按照循序渐进、板块专练的原则编写了此书。





12周的板块专练依次是：语音、数字、机经、题型、租房+旅游、图书馆、新生入学、日常介绍、论文+选课、其他场景、模考及冲刺。同时，从整体上又可分为3个阶段：起步、加速和冲刺阶段。前4周的重点为基础练习和常考考点的解析，可以让考生充分了解雅思考试的情况。其中，机经单元在介绍如何使用机经的同时，通过实战经验的讲述，让考生了解真正的雅思考试。第4周是题型的全面总结和演练，可以让考生在将来参加考试时从容应对各种出题方式。第5周至第10周是本书的重点章节，每种场景都是雅思听力考试的常考内容。本书共设计了7大场景的系统练习，同时在第10周介绍了一些次常考场景。通过这些练习，考生可以全面把握雅思考试的场景内容，从而达到根本上的提高。最后两周是关键时刻，本书安排了模考和冲刺板块。第11周的模考板块提供了整套的模拟真题练习，并给出了具体的时间分配，分析了每个环节可能出现的问题，以确保考生能够全面发挥实力，获得理想的成绩。第12周，作为考前最后一周，本书针对考前的细节问题为考生做了详尽的安排，涉及从饮食起居到心态准备等各个方面。





每周的练习包括3大模块：秘笈解析、机经演习以及真题实战。秘笈解析详尽分析本周模块的常见考点以及应对策略，并在随后的练习中应用、强化相关考试规律。机经演习的内容完全来源于历年的机经真题，是还原之后的语音和语料。真题实战取材于剑桥系列真题，同时挑选了经典文章，以保证备考的真实性和有效性。





备考雅思需要自我较量的勇气和全身心的投入，踏踏实实地去做，等待你的将一定是鲜花和掌声。希望各位考生能够顺利通过考试！

 雅思听力简介


一、考试形式

雅思听力测试出现在整个考试的第一部分，紧跟其后的是阅读和写作测试，在这三项考完之后，口语测试会另外安排时间和地点进行。就听力部分而言，留学类和移民类的考试题目都是一样的。

听力部分的测试时间是30分钟，在播放录音的同时考生可以在卷面上答题，也可以做标记以方便自己答完题后进行检查和修改。录音结束后另有10分钟的时间让考生把答案誊写到答题纸上。

考试共有4部分，40道题目。每部分10道题目。一、三两部分为对话，二、四两部分为陈述。前三部分都是分两次读完，并有明确的指导，比如，指导声音会说：现在看第一题到第五题（now please look at questions 1 to 5）；等做完之后，指导声音会说：现在请看第六题到第十题（now please look at questions 6 to 10）。第四部分是一次读完（please look at questions 31 to 40）。每部分开始前都有时间让考生预习题目。一般每五道题目的做题预习时间约为30秒。每部分完成后另有半分钟的检查时间。考试难度基本呈现逐步递增的趋势。

二、考试内容

听力前两部分的内容跟日常生活有关，所以通常被称为生存英语；后两部分跟学术有关，通常被称为学术英语。下面将对每部分做更详细的阐述。

第一部分通常是两个人的对话，共10道题目，常见话题包括：学生到住房办公室或房产中介公司咨询租房情况，学生给旅行社打电话咨询旅游信息，第一次到图书馆办理借书手续，去银行存钱或取钱的交流，去医院看病或者两个同学谈论某一个地方或家乡。主要考查对一些数据和事实的捕捉能力，题型以表格题和填空题居多。内容相对容易，但要注意答案格式的正确性，比如大小写，单复数。答案词数要符合要求（不超过三个）等。
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第二部分是一个人的独白或陈述，共10道题目，常见话题包括：对一个旅游景点的介绍，地理位置，历史及特殊之处；一个节日的介绍，通常为音乐节，节日的时间、地点、内容或是一些注意事项；一次会议日程安排的陈述，会议的时间、地点、人物及需要特别注意的地方；一个组织的介绍，组织成立时间、活动内容细节、组织的主要成员以及成立这个组织的目的，常见有足球俱乐部和慈善组织等，有时会介绍学校的各种组织和设施；常见的有学生会等，另有学生服务中心、国际学生办公室、健康中心、健身中心、图书馆、计算机房、餐厅、本科生或研究生办公室，这些跟学生生活密切相关的场所或组
 织；有时会告诉学生怎么找工作，怎么购物等。主要考查对一些事实、要点的把握能力。题型以选择题、填空题、问答题、表格题居多，有时也有地图题。由于这一部分是一个人的独白或陈述，所以考生会出现走神或跟不上的现象，有时会出现一些迷惑陷阱。答案同样要注意格式正确。
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第三部分是两到四个人的对话，但一般情况下依然以两个人对话居多，身份多为导师和学生。有时会出现三个人，常见的是一个老师与两个学生，四人对话极为少见。本部分共有10道题目。常见话题通常跟学校学习生活有关：写论文与做研究调查；还有课程咨询对话，一般为参加工作多年的人重新回到学校学习，要求咨询老师给一些信息或建议。考查难度较大，不仅考查对数据、事实的把握，也开始关注说话人的态度、观点以及相互交流中观点和态度的转变。题型以选择题、表格题、填空题居多，有时会有问答题和搭配题。这一部分虽然是对话，讲话脉络比较容易把握，但对一些专业背景的要求开始加大，比如常见论文的写法，经常提到调查问卷或访谈来获取第一手的资料的研究方法在中国很少用到。由于中西教育的差异，这一部分经济让考生觉得云山雾罩，摸不着头脑。但由于内容相对固定，经过一段时间的练习或加强对背景常识的了解后也就会变得容易起来。同时这一部分除了重视答案格式之外，对单词拼写的要求也明显提高。
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第四部分也是一个人的独白，通常是老师授课内容片段，有时也可能是一个学生对自己研究结果的一个陈述。本部分共10道题目。话题多种多样，不一而足，常见有历史、地理、社会、环境、动物、商业、健康、犯罪、学校课程、学生研究结果等等。不仅要求考生对数据细节有较高的把握，还要求对说话者的态度、观点以及文章的主旨有明确的掌握，再加上内容并没有前三部分相对固定，所以比较难以把握。题型以填空题、选择题为主，更多见的是多项选择题，单词的难度也较大。要提高这一部分的能力，要点听写是一个很好的方法。即一篇文章听上四五遍，一遍一遍地来补全，看看听上五遍后能写下多少，进而再对照原文找出没有听到的部分，并分析遗漏的。
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三、听力考试题型

雅思听力考试不同于别的考试的一个重大特征是它的题型多种多样。这跟别的考试以选择题为主的情况有天壤之别。雅思听力题型包括表格题、填空题、选择题、问答题、地图题、搭配题、图画题、判断正误并改错题、图例题等，但常见的是前六种。只要弄清楚了前六种，别的也就很容易应对了。这种多样化的题型安排，在考试初期给考生带来很大的心理压力，但是一旦熟悉了之后，反倒会觉得更轻松一些。在雅思听力考试中考生会发现选择题的陷阱远比别的题型大得多，特别是第三四部分的选择题，要给予特殊的练习，在看机经的时候，笔者也特别强调要多看选择题。总体而言，对这种多样化的题型设计，考生大可不必太惊慌。

四、评分标准

雅思听力考试也是实行9分制，并有0.5分的分数档。根据正确的答题道数和考试难度两项
 指标来判定考生的成绩。其实雅思听力并没有一个绝对的评分标准，不是说考生做对多少道题目就一定能得多少分，雅思官方机构给出的是一个参考分数段，通常在网上会看到不同的分数段版本。他们给出的参考分数及对应的正确题目道数为：5分对应16道正确题目，6分对应23道正确题目，7分对应30道正确题目，8分对应35道正确题目。根据当日考试的难度系数上下可以浮动二到三道题目。自己在模考过程中，如果发现两次考试成绩不一样，正确答案题目道数相差四道左右尚属正常。

五、五步四轮听力法

广泛的共识是一个好的方法，非常有利于个人成绩的迅速提高，在此，笔者根据多年教学总结创立了五步四轮听力法。这种方法不仅能帮助考生在短期内提高分数，同时也大大提高了考生实力。五步针对考试成绩上升，四轮针对综合实力提高，两者相辅相成，打造听力实力的稳步前进。下面一一说明。

五步就是一篇听力文章题目摆在考生面前时，告诉考生该如何做的五大步骤。分别是：读，即读题，把题目通读一遍，划出关键词，把握要考的大概内容；猜，根据读所获取的信息，猜测答案可能是什么，如果是填空，猜出数字、日期、电话号码或词性等等；听，根据读时划出的关键词，仔细听这些词的出现，往往它们一出现，答案就在不远处，关键词是藤，答案就是瓜；写，写的原则是又快又准；查是最后一个环节，查的时候要把握的五点是：大小写是否准确，单复数是否正确，拼写是否正确，是否符合常识，字数是否符合要求。

四轮就是一篇听力文章要经过四轮练习才算完成。好多考生说题已经做完了，好多连答案都记住了，没法再做了。其实好的听力文章值得精做，精不是把答案记住，而是通过反复练习一篇文章从而找出考试的出题规则以及自己的缺点和不足。怎么反复练习呢？四轮练习。第一轮，按照前面提及的五步做一篇文章，做完后不看答案；第二轮，再做一遍，做完后对照答案，之后总结，对比第一轮做题和第二轮做题的差异，差异部分就是考生提高的关键。第三轮，泛听，闭上眼睛把做过的文章再听一遍，把握文章叙述脉络，看看自己是否已经了解了文章叙述的先后逻辑关系；第四轮，听写，准确地听懂每一句话，采取句句听写的方针，听不懂往后走，听完后，对照原文找出听不懂的原因，是生词、音变，还是句子结构过于复杂造成的。由于文章有难有易，选择自己做题正确率为百分之六十左右的听力文章练习听写为佳，也就是正确题目道数为六道左右的听力文章，因为在听写之前考生已经做完前三轮，已经知道正确答案的道数，也把握了文章的大概难度。这样可以准确地发现自己需要提高的地方。根据以往的经验，严格按照五步四轮听力法做上20篇文章，听力至少可以提高一分，当然也可能会更高，尤其是刚开始准备者，效果更为明显。本书所有文章以及所推荐的剑桥系列的重点文章都可以当作听写文章来练习。

 Unit 1　秘笈解析

调查结果显示，很多雅思考生感到听力部分语速过快，而且有些发音虽然很熟悉，但就是不知道在说什么，而同样的句子经老师重述一遍，或者参照文字材料，就会发现简单无比。原因何在呢？如果你有这种感觉的话，那么恭喜你，掌握本周所讲的知识点，你的听力就会有意想不到的提高，那就是失去爆破、连读和音变。

中国人说英语时，通常单词之间很清晰，词与词之间有明显的停顿，但是英美人的口语会有很多音变，这些音变使得很熟悉的单词的发音也会变得陌生、难懂，给考生造成很大的困难，因此了解并使用各音变规则能帮助考生提高听力，同时也可以帮助提高口语，使考生的发音更加地道。英语听力提高的坚实基础从此铸就。

英语中语音的变化主要有连读、失音、弱化、浊化、同化、重音、缩读等形式。本周的练习目标不是大而全，而是小而精。本周重点讨论和练习影响雅思听力的三大块内容，依次是失去爆破、连读、变音。

在单词、短语或者句子里，如果爆破音[p
 ]，[b
 ]，[t
 ]，[d
 ]，[k
 ]，[g
 ]后面跟一些辅音时，前面一个爆破音只作发音口形，短暂地停顿一下，随即发出下一个爆破音或破擦音，这就是不完全爆破。具体讲，发爆破音时，气流在口腔中受到阻碍，气流冲破阻碍就形成了爆破音。但是，在某些情况下，发这些爆破音时气流不必冲破阻碍，而只是发音器官在口腔中形成阻碍并稍作停顿，就形成了不完全爆破。不完全爆破也叫失去爆破或吞音。






不完全爆破按爆破音后面所跟的辅音性质不同分下列五种情况：

1．两个爆破音相邻音的失去爆破

两个相同的爆破音相邻时，以双倍长的口腔闭塞时间发出一个爆破音就够了。若两个不同爆破音相邻时，在第一个爆破音没发出爆破之前即发出第二个爆破音。如：

秘笈解析之二：连读

连读，一般指意义上有联系的两个相邻单词，前者以辅音音素结尾，后者以元音音素开头，将辅音与元音很自然地连起来读，听起来像一个音节。

如Do you have an English friend?这个句子有两处连读：前一处是have的尾辅音[v
 ]与an的
 开头元音连读为[və
 ]；后一处是an的尾辅音[n
 ]与English的开头音素[i
 ]连读为[ni
 ]。

连读只发生在句子中同一个意群中，一般都不重读，只需顺其自然地一带而过，不可以加音，也不可读得太重。连读有以下几种情况。（连读在下面用^符号表示）

1. 辅音+元音型

同一个意群内相邻的两个单词中，前者以辅音音素结尾，后者以元音音素开头，这时就要将辅音与元音拼起来连读。这也是最常见的、对雅思听力影响最大的一种连读。如：

 ]，因为主句I hope是一个意群，后面的从句是另一个意群。看下面的例子：

连读是正常语速中自然发生的语言现象，虽然有上述规则存在，我们也不能把它理解为有意识地去拼读，最好的方法是通过听录音资料、看电视或电影，以及找机会跟英语为母语的人士交谈并留意他们的说话规律，这样才能有较快的进步。同时需要指出的是，不要以为外国人讲的英语都是标准发音，虽然面对面交流更容易引起人们的兴趣，但必须意识到他们说的可能不是标准英文，不能全盘照搬。相比较而言，一些权威机构出版的语音资料很多时候比一般的外国人的发音更值得模仿。

秘笈解析之三：音变

音变又称音的同化，是指相邻的两个音素互相影响，导致一个音受邻音影响而变化。主要有以下两种方式：

Unit 1　秘笈解析

每次雅思考试都有5-10道有关数字的考查题目。这些数字可能是租房价格、出生日期、会议时间、旅游日程等。还有对一些专有名词的考查，尤其强调格式的正确性，这就是我们通常说的大小写要正确。这些本该属于比较容易得分的题目，许多考生反而做的不理想。以至于考试之后后悔不已。其主要原因是考生对这部分的重视不够，认为自己早已掌握，其实这里边有许多我们不熟悉的讲法，甚至会设置很多障碍和陷阱，给考生造成不必要的损失。考生要对这部分的内容给予足够的重视，那么一切的问题就会迎刃而解。

一、基本数字

1．数量的分位计数

英语中常见的表示位数的词有thousand（千），million（百万），billion（十亿），trillion（万亿），其主体是以三位来表示的，而汉语中每位数字都有单独的名称，这一点往往给中国考生带来困难，好在雅思考试中不太爱考比较繁杂的数字，给考生减轻了一些负担。偶而出现的大数也基本上都是整数。所以这个时候建议考生采用简写的方式，比方说13million，可以写成13m，40billion可以写成40b，当然这不是规范的写法，简写的目的是为了节省时间。在誊写到答题纸上的时候还需要写全。另外，在写数字的时候可以像银行记账的方式一样三个零一组分开，在相应的位置上填上数字。

数字的读法就是在百位和十位之间要加and，也有部分情况下不读，不是特别严格。有些数字可以有两种读法，比如：1,200可以读成one thousand two hundred，也可以读成twelve hundred, 500,000可以读成five hundred thousand，也可以读成a half million。具体数字中英文对照如下表所示：

在不产生歧义的情况下具体日期可以按date/month/year或month/date/year格式写。例如：1987年3月18日可以写成03/18/1987或18/03/1987，两种写法都不会产生歧义。但如果是1987年3月8日，如果写成03/08/1987，就不清楚是3月8日还是8月3日。

建议日子用阿拉伯数字，月份用缩写：Jan.，Feb.，Mar.，Apr.，May，June，July，Aug.，Sept.，Oct.，Nov.，Dec.，这样既节省时间又容易记忆。

如果是世纪的话，可以用C代替Century。比如：21st Century可以写成C21。

 Unit 1　秘笈解析

近几年来，每年都会有大量的雅思试题被重考。鉴于这种很高的重考几率，机经这个词被广大的雅思备考者所传诵。赞誉者有之，贬抑者有之，奉为圭臬者有之，弃之不见者有之。我们可以把一句古话成亦萧何，败亦萧何改写成成亦机经，败亦机经。机经究竟是什么？我们究竟怎么利用机经？下面的内容将会解答这些问题。

机经的来源

机经全名应该被叫做计算机考试经验，简称机经。来源于GRE考试。2001年GRE考试人数越来越多，一年四次固定时间的纸笔考试不能满足日益增长的考生需求。美国ETS考试中心于是精心设计了可以随时考试的计算机考试方式。考生只要预定好自己的考试时间，可以随时参加考试。随着互联网的流行，每次有人考完试，就凭借回忆把考试内容写出来并贴到论坛上。由于考试题目是从题库中随机抽取的，一些人发现有些题目往往在不同时间的考试中重复出现。随后这些考试论坛的版主把这些题目进行整理，形成了所谓的机经，以后参加考试的人就有可能会遇见机经中的题目，从而轻松获得高分。后来机经的数目越来越多，也就形成了所谓的题库。于是有人根据考试规律推断出下一次考试可能会出现的题目，这就是所谓的预测。

需要指出的是，在机经和预测出来的初期，考试如同提前知道考题一样，变得很轻松。在中国考区涌现出一批离奇的GRE高分，很快美国ETS考试中心发现了这一问题，惊诧于中国人在信息搜集和对考试的弹性应对能力实在太强，于是在一年之后停止了机考，改为纸笔考试，直至他们制定出更强大的避免考题重复出现的措施。但是机经这个概念已经顽强留在了人们的记忆中，一有合适的土壤，就会努力生根发芽，开花结果。雅思机经就是其中的一个明证，正可谓：野火烧不尽，春风吹又生。

雅思机经

雅思机经按照雅思的考试项目分为口语机经、阅读机经、写作机经和听力机经。在此，要重点介绍听力机经，这是雅思考试所有机经中最成体系的、同时也最有科普意义的机经。

对于听力机经要有一个正确的态度，那就是机经有风险，运用需谨慎，可是怎么运用呢？在此之前还是先了解一下雅思机经中出现的术语：

雅思听力机经中术语版本

版本是论坛中经常提及的一个词，对于没考过雅思的考生，版本这个词可能的确很陌生。每次雅思考试都有一个号码，卷面显示为"Version"，每一个号码只对应一套试题。论坛上讨论的版本就是这个试卷上的号码，实际上就是试题。网上下载的机经版本一般把Version简写成V，所以考生可能会看到的V37、V300就指的是不同的版本号，到目前为止共有七大版本号系列，依次是：

V21-71系列为2003年以前的考题

V300系列为2003年的考题

V40系列为2004年的考题


 V50和2005系列为05年考题

V06系列为2006年考题

V07系列为2007年考题

V08系列为2008年考题

雅思听力机经的运用

虽然相当一部分人觉得利用机经有投机的成分，也确实有一部分人利用机经取得了高分，但问题是机经难道只是投机吗？答案是否定的。应该承认，机经的使用具有很大的局限性，任何人都不可以把机经当作考试复习的全部。由于都是各位考生的回忆内容，所以难免会有偏差，没有人可以对机经的准确负完全的责任。但是总体来看，机经可以用来帮助考生了解雅思试题的形式和内容。从三个方面利用机经完全可以从实力上提高考生的雅思听力成绩。那就是场景、生词和音变。这一个阶段可以从现在开始。具体的复习时间安排可参照下面的三步走策略：

第一步，从头到尾将机经泛读，无需背诵，只需熟悉一下听力中经常涉及的考试场景，将机经中不太熟悉的词语划出来，同时结合第一周的练习思考可能出现的音变，因为视觉和听觉有时候差别很大；

第二步，挑出机经中一些回忆比较完整的版本进行自己的二次归纳、总结和记忆，按照上面说的从三个方面着手：场景、生词和音变。在后面的机经归纳实战里有具体展示，仅供参考。

第三步，在考前的两周内，结合相关预测把内容缩小，重点背诵已经缩小范围的相关Section。

通过上面的练习，充分利用了机经提高自己的实力，同时幸运也会最大程度地降临到自己的头上。

As most people might know, our museum has a big collection of music, especially classical music, which always attracts a lot of music lovers. While now we're beginning to add a pop music section,
 hopefully to cater for the younger people and different tastes. In addition, in order to give visitors some ideas about the authors and their works, we're also arranged a section as a bookshop. You can see it just next to the entrance, although it looks as though lined with the main building, it is a separate section, which is quite different from other museums. It didn't open to the public until the 1980s. In 1983, the government decided to the open it to the public, then people had a chance to come to visit. As most of the work was done by the government, it is owned by the city council. This differs from most museums which are owned by a family or organizations. And it has an extraordinarily long opening time. It is only closed for three days, which are, Easter, National Day, and Christmas Day. But this year, it is open 363 days, as you see this year is a leap year, so we've got 366 days.

 C4.S2:Q14-20地图题

做题步骤如下：

1．看地图，先抓图例、指向标、说明文字和起始点（实质：从某一点走向另外一点，标志词entrance gate, exit, door, where he's speaking）。

首先找到Entrance在图的最下面，知道行程从这儿开始。

2．扫描图中其他信息：街道名、街区名、建筑物名。

在此挨着空格的建筑物应该比较重要，因为很可能以它们做参照物，所以，Entrance, Engine Room, Grinding Shop, Stables就需要注意。

3．听力开始后，按照听力磁带的叙述，用笔在图中随之画出路线（路线题）。

由前面练习知道出题顺序对应叙述顺序，所以注意题号排列，而且要意识到16和17题之间距离较大，提醒自己要跟上。

4．图中方向以说话人前进方向为左右，不能用自己的主观视角。

本题比较友好，说话人叙述的方向跟考生的主观方向一致。如果Entrance在上面，那么叙述的方向就跟考生的方向相反了，可以试着动脑筋思考一下。

C4.S2:Q21-22选择题

做题步骤如下：

1．快速扫描题干，不看选项，划出题干中核心词。

21 assignment找出还没开始写论文的原因。

22 excuse for extension论文延期的理由，结合常识想一想学生论文不能按时完成，一般会找一个什么样的借口让导师给自己延期呢，听后再看看自己的猜测是否正确。

2．录音开始后，再扫描题干（核心词），并依次扫描选项，比较选项之间的相同与不同（纵向扫描）。

21 不可能选C，因为例子说书被别人借走了，证明她去过图书馆，A是说花时间做别的作业，B说这个作业本身太难。原文是这样的：I have a really big assignment due in for another course．听的时候很容易误选B，因为assignment跟选项中的词一样，这是一个典型的迷惑陷阱，类似的题目参照C5.1:Q22。

22 很容易听到medical这个词，对应选项C，如果选项中的词在录音中进行了改写，这样的选项往往是正确选项。





C4.S2:Q23-27搭配题

做题步骤如下：

1．迅速浏览题目要求，看是否可以进行一一搭配。

可能会从六个选项中选出五个，A已经在例子中用掉了，所以可以不用考虑了。


 3．迅速浏览题目和选项，并划出核心词。

此题简单，不需要划。如果是在字数较长的题干或选项则需要划出。

4．当听力磁带开始时，确定听力磁带是以题干顺序还是以选项顺序展开。如果磁带以选项顺序展开，眼睛来回扫描题干；如果以题干顺序展开，眼睛扫描选项。

一般的搭配题都是以字数较少的那一部分为主干进行叙述，就本题而言，很容易看出会以作者姓名为顺序进行叙述，做题时出现人名后，眼睛来回扫描选项看哪个正确。

 Unit 1　秘笈解析

租房场景是雅思听力中一个非常重要的生活场景。一般出现在Sectionl，属于较简单的题型，其词汇量较大，但是比较容易掌握，为男女对话。

从题型上看，租房场景经常会出现各种形式的填空题，如个人信息填空、表格填空和句子填空等等。在个人信息填空中，往往是某一个学生的住宿情况登记表（Accommodation Form），其中的考点包括：姓名、日期、地址的写法；住宿类型、个人爱好、饮食习惯、其他住宿要求等等。这一部分对话速度不会很快，而且会有信息的重复，所以考生不难找到答案。但是，从以往考生的考试情况来看，这一部分也十分容易失分。这主要是由于这一部分几乎所有填空题对答案的要求都很高，如：常见姓名的拼写、专有名词首字母大写、名词单复数等等。考生往往偏重于对答案内容的把握，忽视对格式的要求而大意失荆州。

由于租房场景几乎都以填空题形式出现，对于租房场景词汇的掌握程度也决定了考生在考场中的表现。以下为租房场景常见词汇：

Good morning, ladies and gentlemen and welcome to Marylebone Campus Library. To start your tour I am just going to give you some useful information and regulations. I won't keep you long. OK?

First, how to enter our library? Of course, today we have opened the door for you, so you needn't do anything. However it is quite easy. Thanks to advanced technology, now you just bring your student card
 and touch it in front of the touch point in front of the door, then the door will automatically open for you. Then the opening hour. Our library is open from 9:00 am till 11:00 pm every weekday. For the weekends it is only open from 11:00 am to 4:00 pm. So bear that in mind, so you won't miss the opening times and come in vain. You might want to know how many items you can borrow at a time. our library is also open for the local residents, and there are differences for students and the public. Our Current students can borrow up to 15 books at a time, however for the rest, the maximum they can borrow is 10. You need to return the books on time, or your library account will be blocked. Then you can't borrow any more items. Please remember books have different due dates according to their popularity. Mostly the books are due back within three weeks, however for some books, you have to bring them back within only one week. The last thing before I show I must mention here is that you are not allowed to smoke in the library anywhere at anytime, and regarding drinks, only bottled water is allowed to be brought in. OK, now it's time to show you where everything is.

This is a three-storey building, and now we are at the entrance of the ground floor. Over here on the left of the entrance is the photocopying room. There are 8 copiers for student use, and we are currently adding a color copier. The system for copying uses cards, not coins. You can buy a photocopy card from the information desk. The fees charged depend on what type of copies you want. Usually for a black & white A4 copy, it costs 5p, that is 5pence; while for the same size color copy, the cost is much more expensive. The price is 50p. To the right of the entrance, you can see this is quite an open area with chairs around a small table. This area is called the discussion area, where you can have a group discussion if necessary, and this is the only area where you can talk with classmates or friends. Beside the photocopying room, you will see the stairs leading to the second floor. Right next to the stairs is a half-circled big counter. That is our information desk, which offers you the counter and enquiry services. You need to come here when you borrow and return books because all the books need to be scanned before you take them out. In front of the information desk, in the centre point of this whole area is a big round desk with computers on it. Their functions are not like common computers. They offer touch-screen information services. These computers can be used at any time to get general information about the library and how it works. They also include a computerized catalogue system and it is easy to use. The catalogues are linked up to other libraries at the university, so make sure you check which library a book is in when you are trying to locate a particular item. Passing the information desk, there is a separate area. This is the so-called 'silent study area'. As the name suggests, you shouldn't make any noises here, such as talking to friends or answering phones etc. You should switch off your mobile phone or turn it to vibrate or silent. Don't forget that when the library counter is closed, you can use the self-service machines to borrow and return books. You can see them next to the silent study area. The library counter service usually finishes at 5 pm. However, the self-service machines and the library catalogue will not be available between 5 am and 5:10 am due to essential systems back-up processes. Anyway, it won't influence you too much. Finally we can see several shelves at the last
 counter near the self-service machines. These shelves contain current magazines and journals. They are kept here for a time and then stored elsewhere.

Right, that is the ground floor. If you want to know what it's like on the first floor, come along this way please, everybody.

新生入学场景广义上是指学生入学初期学校所开展的一系列活动，以便对学生以后的学习和生活做一个总体介绍。通常以讲座为主，内容可能涉及学生入学后的一些指导，学习习惯的改变，思想观念的改变，因为到一个新地方学习而带来的不适应，如果出现这些情况该怎么办，比方说可以去找学生服务中心、健康中心、国际学生办公室、学生会、本科生办公室、研究生办公室等等，也通常会单独介绍上述机构。需要指出的是，新生入学场景是一个宽泛的概念，考试时说话人很可能只对其中的一个小点进行阐述并发问。

它一般会涉及如下几个考点：环境、注册程序及费用、学校的历史、校名的变迁、建筑及开放时间、制度、教学、设施、教职员工、选课、学生常见问题及建议。一般由Admissions Officer或School Counselor来向新生介绍。针对这几个考点，笔者归纳总结出了各个考点的相关词汇，具体如下：

Lecturer: Can everybody hear me? Is the microphone working? Good, now, welcome everybody to the second of these lectures on successful study at our college. Yesterday, we looked at housekeeping issues, where to find information, how to use the library, the computer system, and so on. Today, we're
 going to talk about time management. And those of you who are interested in doing some extra reading on the subject are very welcome to see me after the lecture as I have a booklet here and will give you some guidance.

Now, time management, in the past, this used to involve making a list, so as to plan for every hour of the week and then trying to stick to that plan. These days, however, the whole idea of managing time has changed. To manage time, you need to have a clear idea both of what you want to achieve and how to achieve it. you also need to set goals and need to move towards achieving those goals in an effective and systematic way.

In our subject at this college, you are usually required to produce two written assignments of between 1500 and 3000 words in length. In the first few weeks of the term, everyone looks cheerful and focused, but following the 6th week, assignment time, people start to look very stressed. The library reports the increasing number of students who become angry when books are not available. So, what has happened? Has everybody become irritable and angry for no reason? Why? The reason is people have not managed their time well: they have not set priorities for reaching their goals and, as a result, some of them will do badly in their assignments. This will not be because they lack intelligence or love of the subject. They will fail because they do not have a clear idea of what they have to do and how long it will take them.

Let's step back a minute to see what establishing goals means. Basically, it means deciding what you want to achieve. In other words, deciding on the results that you want to achieve. Regarding the students that I mentioned before who find themselves very stressed, especially when they have an assignment to do, they do not fully think through the effect that this will have on their day-to-day life. There's an awful lot of spare time in a day. Just think for a moment of all the time that you have today. For example, if you had managed to spend some of it even just one hour on an activity that could help you with your study, that one hour could have a major impact on you course, particularly if you make it a regular habit.

Take a look at the plans in your information packs. You will see that there are three: a term plan, a weekly plan, and a daily plan. The term plan is to help you get an overview of everything that you will need to do for the term. The weekly plan is to help you week by week, and the daily plan will help you with detailed planning.

Before we go any further, I would like you to make a note on your daily plan. I want you to picture how you can make or, prepare a bibliography. Now, imagine at the end of the term, the term diary and the weekly diary are the most important ones.

However, a week is really the shortest time you can have to set an overview of your time. Now, you need to set priorities for the term. Look at how you could achieve those priorities, and the result that you desire. If you can get into the habit of planning like this, you'll soon find you've actually got more time to spend on relaxation and other activities that you enjoy.

Now, let's share some of the ideas that you've come up with; I'll divide you into groups to share your ideas. Okay.

Rep: Hello, everyone. As you know, this agency has specialized in tours and independent travel to Eznia for over 20 years. It's a magnificent place to visit. But it's not always as easy or as comfortable as it might be. So this tour is designed to help you handle the bureaucratic hassles and give you time and energy to enjoy the beauty of this breath-taking country.

The first hassle is visas. Nowadays, Eznian visas are needed by almost all nationalities. The normal visas last for just 90 days, but a renewal is possible. It warrants leaving plenty of time when you apply. Or I suggest. From experience, two months, that should do it. The latest confirmed price is 30 pounds, but it should be noted and a lot of our travelers tell us that the price may change without notice, and hold up visa processing. So ring up the Eznian embassy and check the price before sending in the forms.

Now, for those who intend to take in Eznia as part of a longer tour and want to wait till you get to another country, do remember that some Eznian consulates in neighboring countries require you to provide a letter from your own embassy, just to confirm your nationality. You can find a list of major embassies throughout the world in the student handbook on page 13. Oh, and one more thing, check whether you need a multiple entry visa if you are leaving and re-entering Eznia on your tour.

Now, some miscellaneous general advice, firstly, if you are rich enough to bring in over one thousand US dollars in cash or travelers' checks to Eznia, you need to fill in the currency form. Don't forget this. You could get into trouble if you do bring in currency without declaring that in advance.

You must declare all of your items, such as video cameras, on a tourist written export form, which you can arrange to carry in advance.


 Regarding the health regulations, although Eznia is becoming a healthier country with every passing year, it is still distrusted by its neighboring countries. And therefore it is worthwhile carrying a health certificate. The one you need is BM276.

Now, all of you here are students. And there are plenty of concessions for young people traveling in Eznia, the Eznian Transport Authority, for example, issues a special youth fare card which you can get in a railway station. Just show your international student card. Information about getting this is in the handbook. And give us passport photos. And by the way, because there is so much bureaucracy in Eznia, we advise you to take at least twelve passport photos with you. They're not always easy to get done in Eznia.

Finally, a bit of information on currency, pounds won't get you very far in Eznia these days, so they're no good. We advise people to carry either yen or Australian dollars. US dollars are starting to cause difficulties because of political disputes. Another surprise is that credit cards are virtually useless because of fraud scandals. Do carry travelers' checks, but we advise medium denominations.

Large denominations increase the likelihood of theft and small ones increase commission charges. Now, as I mentioned earlier, this student handbook has a wealth of information.

 M: Hello, can I help you?

W: Oh! Yes, good afternoon. I saw the advertisement for your center. And I was wondering if you could tell me a bit more about the courses you are running.

M: Yes, you saw the advertisement so you know we do computer software courses.

W: Are they just for beginners?

M: No, we also have one for medium level. We may offer advanced level as well in the future, but at the moment we just have two levels. And each course has three parts. The first part is word processing. The second is about the use of data bases. And the third one is a little more complicated, which is about how to create and edit a new program.

W: I see, and when are the courses held, please?

M: The computer room opens from 9 a.m. to 9 p.m. on working days and from 10 to 5 on Saturday. As you can see, students can't just listen to the lecture for 12 hours, actually it's common that you will spend most of your time studying by yourself. The tutor will give you some brief guidance at the beginning of each course, explain everything you need to know and need to practice. As the course starts from the very basic level, you will not have a problem.

W: Really? That's good and when will the next course start?

M: We will recruit new comers every Sunday. What is the next starting day? Let me see, oh, it's 12th June. However, if you decide to enroll in this program, you should come to the class on time, or you will miss the most important part of the class. Although most of the time you practice by yourself, you do need the essential guidance.

W: Right and when does the course finish?

M: There is no fixed date. It depends on everyone's learning speed.

W: How does that work?

M: Well, you have exercises to work through. The tutor is available at any time. So if you do need help you can ask for it. And in addition, there are occasional workshops for school groups.

W: Group work is very helpful, I guess. By the way, how long does the course take?

M: On average the book takes 20 hours to be completed. We expect you attend the courses at least six hours a week, so that will be about 4 weeks. The tutor will give you instructions for two hours every day, the rest of the time you can practice by yourself on the computer. Students get the same contents to learn every two days, say, Monday and Tuesday. They'll study the same thing in case someone can't make it, so they have another chance to make it up. And for some beginners, they can get more time to practice. I also need to mention that if you attend the course in holidays there will be no problem. But if you can't attend at regular times, you should let us know, because we reserve the right to keep the place open, which means your place will be given to somebody else, for we've got enough candidates and we've have limited places for them.

 Unit 1　秘笈解析

论文场景是雅思听力部分一个高频场景，并且总是出现在Sections 3，约60%~70%的Sections 3的考试内容都跟论文研究有关，所以这是一个极为重要的场景。Sections 3承上启下，前两部分内容相对来说比较轻松，而Sections 4又比较难，所以从这个意义上说，Sections 3对于考生分数的提高有重要意义。而且论文场景是广大考生以后留学生活中必须面对的，估计也因此才导致其如此高的出现频率。

论文场景可细分为三种类型：论文的前期准备，常见题型有填空、选择或搭配；跟论文相关的调查研究，常见题型有表格、填空或搭配；论文研究本身，即问题是什么、问题产生的原因、研究方法、解决途径，以及有哪些不足。第三种情况可能涉及的内容比较广泛，但是谈论问题的主线都围绕着上述脉络，所以还是有纲可抓的。

跟其他场景一样，考生在考试之前要先熟悉这类场景的一些专业词汇，之后熟悉题型并进行不断的训练，才能获得理想的成绩。以下为论文场景常见词汇：

 Unit 1　秘笈解析

前面几周本书重点讲解了一些常见的场景，但是考生也必须意识到这些场景只是出现频率较高的场景，并没有涵盖雅思考试的全部。考生或许会问还有哪些次常见的场景，如果考到没见过的场景该怎么办？下面的内容将按照各个部分不同的出题思路来回答这个问题。

Section 1

除了常见的旅游、租房、图书馆场景之外，还有地理场景：主要是讨论一个地方的情况，比如说介绍家乡、租车场景、聚会场景、银行场景等等。不管这些场景如何变换，常见的考点是不变的，比如数字、日期、电话、大小写、单复数等等，这些正是第二周学习的内容，只要把握这部分的知识，做题难度就不会很大。

Section 2

常考场景包括新生入学场景和日常介绍场景。其实这两个场景都是宽泛的概念，新生入学可以是介绍入学后注意事项，比如说要独立学习等等，也可以是介绍一个学校机构的基本情况，比如说学生会等。日常介绍则更宽泛，包括会议、节日、旅游、组织等等。

另外常见的还有购物场景，主要是比较各种商品的优缺点，出题思路相对单一，不过好在都跟日常生活相关，并不会让人觉得很陌生。当然国外生活还是跟国内有区别的，课余时间多读一些有关国外生活的文章或者看一些国外生活影片都会对雅思听力有帮助。

Section 3

考试场景是整个雅思听力中最单一的部分，基本上都是选课或和论文相关的场景，而且以后者居多。这一部分开始讨论学校学习，所以难词开始增多，而且迷惑性也增大，但是由于场景的单一性，并且又是对话，经过一段时间的练习应该会有一个较大的提高。

Section 4

这一部分通常被考生叫做长段子，顾名思义就是比较长，还表现在它是一次性读完，而前三个部分都是分两次读完的，比较好定位。这部分需要相当长的时间才能有较大幅度的提高。本书重点练习的是前三个部分，第四部分仅给予一些指导。下面就把第四部分的基本情况做一个总结：

第四部分常见场景包括：历史，地理，环境，生物，社会，健康，商业，犯罪，以及学校相关介绍（课程、图书馆、学生调查结果陈述等）。其内容包罗万象，所以成为听力考试中总体来讲最难的一个部分。题型多以填空、填表为主。它的难点体现在四个方面：难词、难句、同义改写和句子结构改换。那么针对这种情况考生该如何应对和准备呢？有以下四点建议：

第一：听录音时把握连词：并列关系连词，如and, also, too, not onlybut also等等，递进关系连词，如：then, in addition, moreover, further more；转折关系连词，如：however, but, while, whereas，把握住了连词，整篇文章脉络就清楚了；

第二：在听题的过程中，要注意对听到的词和题干中的词做同义联想，不要期望看到的和听到的词是一样的；


 第三：在完成试题后，一定要检查单词的拼写、时态和单复数等；

第四：要点听写练习的方法：做要点记录，把一篇文章连放四到五遍，每次都不停顿，然后检查自己能否把主要内容记下来。

Good morning, ladies and gentlemen. I am speaking today on behalf of my research team which consists of two other primary teachers in addition to me. All of us are trained teachers with five years experience working in the children's education area. We have applied for this grant because we are exoterically interested in investigating problems with reading habits amongst people in the primary level. We feel the primary period is important because this period falls specifically on our children. Our specific research firstly concerns TV's influence on a child's reading, and secondly if there is a link between children being good readers and having parental teaching, which is the main aspect we are going to focus on. Now I will just give you a little background on our proposal. Our motivation to investigate this question came out of an informal conversation with an 8-year-old child. He said he had certain difficulty in reading. However, he watched TV a lot because his parents were busy with their business. This is a rather disturbing situation. There are a total of 14 very poor readers in our school. In every single case we found they watched TV over 5 hours every day, in some cases up to 7 hours. Now this was in contrast to 10 average ability readers who watched an average of two and a quarter hours a day and who reported a maximum of one hour a day learning to read with mum and dad. What we'd like to do with our research is more investigations to expand the task particularly to interview parents, because we are dealing with young children's education here and we will spend some time analyzing the correlation between the time of watching TV and reading ability. And actually we have carried out a bit of research. The result has offered us a lot of information in much more detail than we've been able to do without research. In addition, we are going to do further research and we have made three research proposals.

If you look at the top here on the left you'll see our first research strategy. We propose to survey 150 children. We would like to do the survey in 8 schools. There are also the expenses involved in visiting schools, two of which are some distance away and in total that allowance will cost 1,800 pounds. Our research plan is to interview 50-55 parents and we want it to be within the city limits due to the limited budget. The total cost will be about 2,100 pounds.

Thirdly, we are going to interview some teachers, which might give us additional information for our research, as we can do it at the same time when investigating students, so it won't cost too much and won't take too much time either. However, we realize that for the first two plans we need a lot of time, even for the data analysis part itself, we figure it out that the first plan, which is to investigate children, will take about 0.8 weeks per person with statistical analysis. And for the second, it will take even longer as this is mainly interview data. Probably it will need 1.5 weeks per person.

Although the study will be of tremendous value, we do anticipate certain problems. Schools usually will support our research. Most of the parents will understand too. However there will be some parents who might think our investigation is intrusive, and will feel uncomfortable. In addition, we lack certain facilities, such as transportation, video cameras, etc. Actually these facilities will give us great help. Hopefully we can manage to solve these problems.


 Finally we feel very strongly that our research will bring great benefits to many different groups. We hope it will help parents with their struggles to improve their children's academic standards, but perhaps most of all it will help bridge the gap which teachers often experience between school and home, and help kids with learning problems come to terms through a change of habits and life styles. T: Ok, I will ask each group to give feedback on your research topic. So, who is going to begin? Paul, is your group ready?

P: Yes, ok. Well, our group talk is looking at a way to find out which sort of techniques in our modern society can be used to deal with social problems. And we will give a brief summary of what we've found out. Well, as you know, social problems may involve criminals, or other people who can't fit into society. On the other hand, you might consider the needs of specific groups such as the old, the sick, or the unemployed. But we might ask what kinds of things have caused social problems? It turns out that it's rarely just one cause of a social problemusually it's some combination. They might arise because of a mixture of things: economics, religion, culture, historical reasons etc. In addition, these problems are often chronic, that is, they are not just problems which arise and quickly disappear. So each society has to choose which one they want to deal with or give their priority to.

After deciding what to do and what it is possible to do, society needs to create some sort of campaign. A social campaign tries to redress problems. So then we need to look at the work of social marketing. What is social marketing? I will give you guys a general explanation first and then will give you an example. What we do is to combine the traditional approaches of social change with the kind of techniques used in commercial sectors to market new product. These are things like setting marketing objectives, doing market research to find out what people want, designing products and services corresponding to general need, creating a want for them through advertising, and finally, setting the price to make it possible to achieve their sales targets. So social marketing uses very similar technique to this, but it does not focus on the commercial product. It's about changing behavior rather than selling a concrete product.

So after explaining social marketing, we are going to look at one example of how it is actually used. This is in changing the attitude towards one diseaseleprosy. Leprosy is an infectious disease in which
 the flesh and nerves are gradually destroyed. In ancient times, this disease caused a fear because it was regarded as highly infectious and incurable. Nowadays, we know this is not highly infectious and with the right drugs it can be successfully treated. But traditional beliefs about leprosy still cause feelings of guilt and shame among patients, and as a result, instead of seeking treatment, affected people hide away.

So how can we carry out social marketing? There are two points we should bear in mind, one is to get people to admit the seriousness of the disease so they can be treated. The other is to overcome prejudice against people infected with leprosy. These two ideas of the campaign can make use of marketing. The attitude of society as a whole, that is, do not fear leprosy. And the behavior of people, who are affected, to get treatment for their leprosy. The product here is the drug, and the aim is to reach everyone affected. All patients should receive free treatment so the product in this case, is actually free of charge and this is not for a profit business. In promoting this campaign, that is, advertising it, all available materials will be used, such as the uses of papers, magazine articles, which are usually read by teachers and women groups, but we particularly emphasize radio and TV advertisements. We can promote the locations where people can get the drugs and can also influence the general public. We notice a difference between merely knowing about something and actually adopting a new behavior. It is all about the presentation of the product. One last thing I want to mention here is the drug should have special packaging, marked with the day of week. This encourages people to take it regularly and improves the image of the drug producer.

如果稍微留意，不难发现两种让人非常吃惊的现象：一、每次考试时，都会发现一些座位空落落的，不见人影；二、每次考试总有那么一些平时在众人眼里属于大牛级的人物却考了一个菜鸟的成绩，是什么原因导致了这种结局？是他们不想考试了吗？是他们不想取得好成绩吗？答案明显是否定的。考前一周的时间怎么利用无疑会对考试的结果产生很大的影响。首先列举一些导致上述结果的常见原因：





 考前慌乱，不知道该做什么，每天东看看，西看看，心里没谱，进而导致在考场紧张，发挥失利。

 过于放松，以为自己志在必得，考场轻敌，粗心犯错，留下的只是失败的教训，没有成功的经验。

 出现身体不适，可能由于饮食、天气等导致。

 生物钟出现紊乱，导致考场时间不适应。

 证件遗失，不全，没按考试要求准备，导致进不了考场。

 想当然地认为自己清楚考场位置，而没有提前确认，结果考试当天匆匆忙忙不能按时到考场。

 考试时耳机出现问题，影响考试。

 心情过于紧张，影响发挥。





为了避免上述情况的发生，考前一周要做好如下事宜：

 保证每天都有一段时间的听力练习，下文会给出具体的参照计划。

 调整作息时间，建议每天早上7:00起床，晚上11:00睡觉。

 在饮食方面要做到干净、新鲜，不要吃刺激食物。

 适时进行身体锻炼，每天半小时，保持体力和精力。

 按照考试要求准备好所需的一切证件、照片等。

 到考场去踩点，精确到考试的大楼和教室。

 入考场前可进行热身听，用录音设备听一段较熟悉的段子，找到听力的感觉。

 进考场对监考老师微笑一下，给自己和老师一个好心情。

 落座后检查耳机是否好用，觉得不好的话一定找老师换，态度要谦恭。

 开考前不要跟邻座说话，以免影响情绪。

 最重要的是保持心态平和，而且never give it up no matter what happens。


 Unit 2　考前点金场

对于任何一次考试而言，实力可以织就成绩的一幅壮锦，幸运则会使成绩锦上添花。虽然实力是一个漫长的积累过程，但是有些构成实力的内容可以提高得快些，比如说五大核心考点的内容；有些则会提高得慢些，比方说把握句子结构的改变。因此在可利用时间较短的时候，重点练习的是查漏补缺，而不是构建大厦。过去，幸运的概率是没法预知的，但伴随着机经的出现，这一情况得到极大的改变。虽然对于机经，赞誉者有之，诋毁者有之，但仔细想想背诵机经带给考生的也不只是幸运的成分，它同样可以让考生对雅思听力的考点有一个更深刻的认识，即便是单从学习的角度看，21-71版本和300系列版本都是值得研究的。其实即使背得不够好，也会由于积累了大量背景知识而在其他的听力测试中做到得心应手。鉴于在最后一周实力的提高比较有限，所以本周的重点应该以机经的记忆为主，建议考生至少熟练记忆80个左右的重点段子。尤其是那些回忆完善、机经常考的重点场景。

具体到每天的计划安排，可参照下面的建议：（以周六考试为例，其他考试时间前推）

周一：SECTION 1专场专练

每天学习时间大概2个小时。

第一时段：　9:00-9:20

找一套完全没有做过的题目从今天起每天做一个SECTION。今天做SECTION 1，归纳自己的答案，回顾SECTION 1的常考场景，今天场景的考点有哪些跟以前练过的相同，有哪些不同，题型包括哪些，有没有以前没有见过的考点。

第二时段：　时间约100分钟

背诵20个SECTION的机经，专背SECTION 1的内容，按场景、生词、音变进行记忆，并且把相似场景归类。

周二：SECTION 2专场专练

学习时间大概2个小时。

第一时段：　9:00-9:20

今天做SECTION 2，归纳自己的答案，回顾SECTION 2的常考场景，今天场景的考点有哪些跟以前练过的相同，有哪些不同，题型包括哪些，有没有以前没有见过的考点。

第二时段：　时间约100分钟

背诵20个SECTION的机经，专练SECTION 2的内容，按场景、生词、音变进行记忆，并且把相似场景归类。

周三：SECTION 3专场专练

学习时间大概2个小时。

第一时段：　9:00-9:20

今天做SECTION 3，归纳自己的答案，回顾SECTION 3的常考场景，今天场景的考点有哪些跟以前练过的相同，有哪些不同，题型包括哪些，有没有以前没有见
 过的考点。

背诵20个SECTION的机经，专记SECTION 3的内容，按场景、生词、音变进行记忆，并且把相似场景归类。






周四：SECTION 4专场专练


学习时间大概2个小时。

今天做SECTION 4，归纳自己的答案，回顾SECTION 4的常考场景，今天场景的考点有哪些跟以前练过的相同，有哪些不同，题型包括哪些，有没有以前没有见过的考点。

第二时段：　时间约100分钟

背诵20个SECTION的机经，专背SECTION 4的内容，按场景、生词、音变进行记忆，并且把相似场景归类。






周五：放松复习日


时间大概2个小时。

第一时段：　9:00-9:40

把以前的归纳总结看一遍，提纲性的部分列出来，看自己能回忆出多少，把回忆不出的再做记忆，大块的核心考点、题型、场景做系统复习。将自己的要点进行总结强化。

第二时段：　9:40-11:00

机经总复习，除了把前几天背诵的再次强化外，如果时间还充裕，再尽可能多看SECTION 4的内容，尤其是300系列的SECTION 4，凡是没有考过的都值得再记一遍。

提醒：如果还没有去踩点的话，下午要完成这项任务。
