［选材说明］

考虑到学生对于阅读理解训练的时效性及有效性的需求，本书中阅读文章均选自2009年至2013年重点省市的高考真题。这些重点省市包括安徽、北京、天津、上海、广东、江苏、山东、江西、四川、重庆、浙江、湖南、湖北、辽宁和福建。上述省市高考题的难度中等，有一些难度较大，适合阅读水平中等及以上的学生。

为了使文章话题分类更加贴近安徽省高考，配套练习更有针对性，我们对2005-2013年高考安徽卷阅读理解文章的话题进行了统计。结果如下：

结合以上数据及篇章、题目难度可以发现：

社会生活类与文化教育类文章考查得最多，因此应该是学生平时训练的重点。

能源环保及科普知识类的文章考频虽然不高，但是由于文章相对晦涩，题目设置有难度，因此在本书中我们把这两类文章作为难点进行分析。

广告经济类文章虽然考查了5次，但由于文章及题目难度均较低，因此此类文章在本书中不予收录。

本书中阅读篇章的话题分类及篇章分配便是基于以上分析进行的。

［使用须知］

由于本书中选取的阅读文章主要来自北京、上海、江苏、浙江等高考英语对考生要求较高的省市，在“必背词汇”板块也拓展了大量不在考试说明要求范围内的词汇，因此本书的主要受众是那些具备良好语法基础，熟知考试说明词汇的学生。通过学习本书，学生能更好地巩固词汇基础，并有效拔高，更系统地掌握句型结构，更深入地了解阅读考试规律及考查重点。

为了保证读者能更好地使用本书，现就主要内容及使用方法做出如下说明。


对于各话题的解析包含以下两个部分：


话题分析

分析各话题文章的主要内容、结构及考试要点。通过了解各话题的考查特点，考生能高效、快速地进行复习备考。

话题词汇

结合各话题的特征，总结该话题阅读文章中常见的考点词汇。


对于阅读文章的解析包含以下五个部分：


Exercise

该板块选取阅读文章中较为精彩的段落，针对一些实用表达设置填空题，要求考生根据所给的中文释义补上相应的英文，或要求考生对一整段话进行翻译。这部分练习的答案与阅读理解题目的答案共同出现在本书最后的附录中。通过自我检测及与参考答案进行比对，考生能够掌握更多实用表达，提升翻译技巧。

必背词汇

该板块总结文章及题目中考查的核心词汇（配有音标），并根据近反义、同源及词组用法等进行拓展。

除此之外，为了更加贴近安徽省高考，我们在安徽省高考考试说明（2014版）要求以外的词汇前统一标注“*”，以作区分。对于志在夺取高分的同学来说，仅仅掌握考试说明中的基础词汇是远远不够的，而且高考在不断地进步与改革，为了顺应考试潮流，更具前瞻性地应对考试，我们建议同学们对标注“*”的词汇予以重视。

注：必背词汇表中的加粗词汇为“熟词生义”词汇。同学们往往知道这些单词的基本释义，却不了解考试中常考查的释义。因此，我们将这些词汇及其“生义”加粗，以作区分。

长难句分析

该板块选取文章中的长句及难句进行结构上的分析及翻译。同学们在阅读过程中常常碰到单词都认识，但句子却看不懂的情况，主要原因在于对句子的结构分析不到位，从而产生阅读障碍。而长句及难句往往是阅读中考查的重点难点。攻克长难句有助于准确高效地解题。

在长难句的“分析”部分，我们主要采用下划线及括号两种符号。下划线的作用是标注句子的主干部分；括号主要用来划分句子结构，如定语从句和名词性从句等。

全文翻译

为保证同学们在做完阅读题目后能及时进行反思，准确地理解文章的每一个细节，我们遵循“直译”原则对文章进行了全文翻译，尽量做到字字对应，句句清晰。

易错题解析

根据新东方老师多年的高考教学经验及学生在课堂上的做题反馈，我们对学生容易做错的题目进行了解析，并对易错选项进行了分析，保证学生既知道“正确选项为什么对”，也知道“错误选项为什么错”，真正做到吃透每一篇阅读文章。
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社会生活

话题分析及词汇精选

社会生活类文章主要是以一个社会现象或问题为主题，并对此展开讨论，如介绍该现象或问题产生的影响，论述某个社会现象的利弊，或是提供解决方案等。文章主题的出现也很有规律——基本上均出现在文章第一段，甚至第一句话。因此，同学们在阅读文章时务必首先关注首段首句。

How Room Designs Affect Our Work and Feelings

Architects have long had the feeling that the places we live in can affect our thoughts, feelings and behaviors. But now scientists are giving this feeling an empirical（经验的，实证的）basis. They are discovering how to design spaces that promote creativity, keep people focused and lead to relaxation.

Researches show that aspects of the physical environment can influence creativity. In 2007, Joan Meyers-Levy at the University of Minnesota, reported that the height of a room's ceiling affects how people think. Her research indicates that higher ceilings encourage people to think more freely, which may lead them to make more abstract connections. Low ceilings, on the other hand, may inspire a more detailed outlook.

In addition to ceiling height, the view afforded by a building may influence an occupant's ability to concentrate. Nancy Wells and her colleagues at Cornell University found in their study that kids who experienced the greatest increase in greenness as a result of a family move made the most gains on a standard test of attention.

Using nature to improve focus of attention ought to pay off academically, and it seems to, according to a study led by C. Kenneth Tanner, head of the School Design & Planning Laboratory at the University of Georgia. Tanner and his team found that students in classrooms with unblocked views of at least 50 feet outside the window had higher scores on tests of vocabulary, language arts and maths than did students whose classrooms primarily overlooked roads and parking lots.

Recent study on room lighting design suggests that dim（暗淡的）light helps people to loosen up. If that is true generally, keeping the light low during dinner or at parties could increase relaxation. Researchers of Harvard Medical School also discovered that furniture with rounded edges could help visitors relax.

So far scientists have focused mainly on public buildings.“We have a very limited number of studies, so we're almost looking at the problem through a straw（吸管）
 ”, architect David Allison says.“How do you take answers to very specific questions and make broad, generalized use of them? That's what we're all struggling with.”

Sunday is more like Monday than it used to be. Places of business that used to keep daytime“business hours”are now open late into the night. And on the Internet, the hour of the day and the day of the week have become irrelevant（不相关的）. A half century ago in the United States, most people experienced strong and precise dividing lines between days of rest and days of work, school time and summer time. Today the boundaries still exist, but they seem not clear.

Camping wild is a wonderful way to experience the natural world and, at its best, it makes little environmental influence. But with increasing numbers of people wanting to escape into the wilderness, it is becoming more and more important to camp unobtrusively（不引人注目地）and leave no mark.

Wild camping is not permitted in many places, particularly in crowded lowland Britain. Wherever you are, find out about organizations responsible for managing wild spaces, and contact them to find out their policy on camping and shelter building. For example, it is fine to camp wild in remote parts of Scotland, but in England you must ask the landowner's permission, except in national parks.

Camping is about having relaxation, sleeping outdoors, experiencing bad weather, and making do without modern conveniences. A busy, fully-equipped campsite（野营地）seems to go against this, so seek out smaller, more remote places with easy access to open spaces and perhaps beaches. Better still, find a campsite with no road access: walking in makes a real adventure.

Finding the right spot to camp is the first step to guaranteeing a good night's sleep. Choose a campsite with privacy and minimum influence on others and the environment. Try to use an area where people have obviously camped before rather than creating a new spot. When camping in woodland, avoid standing dead trees, which may fall on a windy night. Avoid animal runs and caves, and possible homes of biting insects. Make sure you have most protection on the windward side. If you make a fire, do so downwind of your shelter. Always consider what influence you might have on the natural world. Avoid damaging plants. A good campsite is found, not made—changing it should be unnecessary.

These three popular misquotes（戏谑的引语）are meant to be jokes, and yet they tell us a lot about human nature. To err, or to make mistakes, is indeed a part of being human, but it seems that most people don't want to accept the responsibility for having made a mistake. They naturally look for someone else who could be responsible for the problem. Perhaps it is the natural thing to do. The original quote about human nature went like this:“To err is human, to forgive, divine（神圣的）.”This saying mirrors an ideal: people should be forgiving of others' mistakes. Instead, we tend to do the opposite—find someone else to pass the blame on to. However, taking responsibility for something that went wrong is a mark of great maturity.

Common sense is what we call clear thought. Having common sense means having a good general plan that will make things work well, and it also means staying with the plan. Common sense tells you that you take an umbrella out into a rainstorm, but you leave the umbrella home when you hear a weather forecast for sunshine. Human remains of ancient settlements will be reburied and lost to science under a law that threatens research into the history of humans in Britain, a group of leading archaeologists（考古学家）says. In a letter addressed to the justice secretary, Ken Clarke, 40 archaeologists write of their“deep and widespread concern”about the issue. It centers on the law introduced by the Ministry of Justice in 2008 which requires all human remains unearthed in England and Wales to be reburied within two years, regardless of their age. The decision means scientists have too little time to study bones and other human remains of national and cultural significance.

“Your current requirement that all archaeologically unearthed human remains should be reburied, whether after a standard period of two years or a further special extension, is contrary to basic principles of archaeological and scientific research and of museum practice,”they write.

The law applies to any pieces of bone uncovered at around 400 dig sites, including the remains of 60 or so bodies found at Stonehenge in 2008 that date back to 3,000 BC. Archaeologists have been granted a temporary extension to give them more time, but eventually the bones will have to be returned to the ground.

The arrangements may result in the waste of future discoveries at sites such as Happisburgh in Norfolk, where digging is continuing after the discovery of stone tools made by early humans 950,000 years ago. If human remains were found at Happisburgh, they would be the oldest in northern Europe and the first indication of what this species was. Under the current practice of the law those remains would have to be reburied and effectively destroyed.

Before 2008, guidelines allowed for the proper preservation and study of bones of sufficient age and historical interest, while the Burial Act 1857 applied to more recent remains. The Ministry of Justice assured archaeologists two years ago that the law was temporary, but has so far failed to revise it.

Mike Parker Pearson, an archaeologist at Sheffield University, said:“Archaeologists have been extremely patient because we were led to believe the ministry was sorting out this problem, but we feel that we cannot wait any longer.”

The ministry has no guidelines on where or how remains should be reburied, or on what records should be kept.

George C. Ball Jr., owner of a company, said sales of vegetable seeds and plants are up by 40% over last year, double the average growth of the last five years. Mr. Ball argues that some of the reasons have been building for the last few years. The big one is the striking rise in the cost of food like bread and milk, together with the increases in the price of fruits and vegetables. Food prices have increased because of higher oil prices. In the more and more competitive service industry, it is no longer enough to promise customer satisfaction. Today, customer“delight”is what companies are trying to achieve in order to keep and increase market share.

It is accepted in the marketing industry, and confirmed by a number of researchers, that customers receiving good service will promote business by telling up to 12 other people; those treated badly will tell their tales of woe to up to 20 people. Interestingly, 80 percent of people who feel their complaints are handled fairly will stay loyal.

New challenges for customer care have come when people can obtain goods and services through telephone call centers and the Internet. For example, many companies now have to invest（投资）a lot of money in information technology and staff training in order to cope with the“
phone rage

 ”—caused by delays in answering calls, being cut off in mid-conversation or left waiting for long periods.

“Many people do not like talking to machines,”says Dr. Storey, Senior Lecturer in Marketing at City University Business School.“Banks, for example, encourage staff at call centers to use customer data to establish instant and good relationship with them. The aim is to make the customer feel they know you and that you can trust them—the sort of comfortable feelings people have during face-to-face chats with their local branch manager.”

Recommended ways of creating customer delight include: under-promising and over-delivering (saying that a repair will be carried out within five hours, but getting it done within two); replacing a faulty product immediately; throwing in a gift voucher（购物礼券）as an unexpected“thank you”to regular customers; and always returning calls, even when they are complaints.

Aiming for customer delight is all very well, but if services do not reach the high level promised, disappointment or worse will be the result. This can be eased by offering an apology and an explanation of why the service did not meet usual standards with 
empathy

 (for example,“I know how you must feel”), and possible solutions (replacement, compensation or whatever fairness suggests best meets the case).

Airlines face some of the toughest challenges over customer care. Fierce competition has convinced them that delighting passengers is an important marketing tool, while there is great potential for customer anger over delays caused by weather, unclaimed luggage and technical problems.

For British Airways staff, a winning telephone style is considered vital in handling the large volume of calls about bookings and flight times. They are trained to answer quickly, with their names, job title and a“we are here to help”attitude. The company has invested heavily in information technology to make sure that information is available instantly on screen.

British Airways also says its customer care policies are applied within the company and staff are taught to regard each other as customers requiring the highest standards of service.

Customer care is obviously here to stay and it would be a foolish company that used slogans such as“we do as we please”. On the other hand, the more customers are promised, the greater the risk of disappointment.

We've considered several ways of paying to cut in line: hiring line standers, buying tickets from scalpers（票贩子）, or purchasing line-cutting privileges directly from, say, an airline or an amusement park. Each of these deals replaces the morals of the queue (waiting your turn) with the morals of the market (paying a price for faster service).

Markets and queues—paying and waiting—are two different ways of allocating things, and each is appropriate to different activities. The morals of the queue,“First come, first served,”have an egalitarian（平等主义的）appeal. They tell us to ignore privilege, power, and deep pockets.

The principle seems right on playgrounds and at bus stops. But the morals of the queue don't govern all occasions. If I put my house up for sale, I have no duty to accept the first offer that comes along, simply because it's the first. Selling my house and waiting for a bus are different activities, properly governed by different standards.

Sometimes standards change, and it is unclear which principle should apply. Think of the recorded message you hear, played over and over, as you wait on hold when calling your bank:“Your call will be answered in the order in which it was received.”This is essential for the morals of the queue. It's as if the company is trying to ease your impatience with fairness.

But don't take the recorded message too seriously. Today, some people's calls are answered faster than others. Call center technology enables companies to“score”incoming calls and to give faster service to those that come from rich places. You might call this telephonic queue jumping.

Of course, markets and queues are not the only ways of allocating things. Some goods we distribute by merit, others by need, still others by chance. However, the tendency of markets to replace queues, and other non-market ways of allocating goods is so common in modern life that we scarcely notice it anymore. It is striking that most of the paid queue-jumping schemes we've considered—at airports and amusement parks, in call centers, doctors' offices, and national parks—are recent developments, scarcely imaginable three decades ago. The disappearance of the queues in these places may seem an unusual concern, but these are not the only places that markets have entered.

Does Fame Drive You Crazy?

Although being famous might sound like a dream come true, today's stars, feeling like zoo animals, face pressures that few of us can imagine. They are at the center of much of the world's attention. Paparazzi（狗仔队）camp outside their homes, cameras ready. Tabloids（小报）publish thrilling stories about their personal lives. Just imagine not being able to do anything without being photographed or interrupted for a signature!

According to psychologist Christina Villarreal, celebrities—famous people—worry constantly about their public appearance. Eventually, they start to lose track of who they really are, seeing themselves the way their fans imagine them, not as the people they were before everyone knew their names.“Over time,”Villarreal says,“they feel separated and alone.”

The phenomenon of tracking celebrities has been around for ages. In the 4th century B.C., painters followed Alexander the Great into battle, hoping to picture his victories for his admirers. When Charles Dickens visited America in the 19th century, his sold-out readings attracted thousands of fans, leading him to complain（抱怨）about his lack of privacy. Tabloids of the 1920s and 1930s ran articles about film-stars in much the same way that modern tabloids and websites do.

Being a public figure today, however, is a lot more difficult than it used to be. Superstars cannot move about without worrying about photographers with modern cameras. When they say something silly or do something ridiculous, there is always the Internet to spread the news in minutes and keep their“story”alive forever.

If fame is so troublesome, why aren't all celebrities running away from it? The answer is there are still ways to deal with it. Some stars stay calm by surrounding themselves with trusted friends and family or by escaping to remote places away from big cities. They focus not on how famous they are but on what they love to do or whatever made them famous in the first place.

Sometimes a few celebrities can get a little justice. Still, even stars who enjoy full justice often complain about how hard their lives are. They are tired of being famous already.

I finally became aware of the fact that I had been working with this colleague for at least a year, maybe two, and yet I did not recognize her handwriting at that point.

It was a very important event in the computerization of life—a sign that the informal, friendly communication of people working together in an office had changed from notes in pen to instant messages and emails. There was a time when our workdays were filled with little letters, and we recognized one another's handwriting the way we knew voices or faces.

As a child visiting my father's office, I was pleased to recognize, in little notes on the desks of his staff, the same handwriting I would see at home in the notes he would leave on the fridge—except that those notes were signed“dad”instead of“RFW”.

All this has been on my mind because of the talk about The Rise and Fall of Handwriting

If students have to pay for their education, they not only work harder, but also demand more from their teachers. And their teachers have to keep them satisfied. If that means taking teaching seriously, and giving less time to their own research interests, that is surely something to celebrate.

 ”I once shared this sentence with a class of seventh graders, and it didn't seem to require any explanation.

We'd just finished John Steinbeck's novel Of Mice and Men
 . When we read the end together out loud in class, my toughest boy, a star basketball player, wept a little, and so did I.“Are you crying?”one girl asked, as she got out of her chair to take a closer look.“I am,”I told her,“and the funny thing is I've read it many times.”

But they understood. When George shoots Lennie, the tragedy is that we realize it was always going to happen. In my 14 years of teaching in a New York City public middle school, I've taught kids with imprisoned parents, abusive parents, irresponsible parents; kids who are parents themselves; kids who are homeless; kids who grew up in violent neighborhoods. They understand, more than I ever will, the novel's terrible logic—the giving way of dreams to fate（命运）.

For the last seven years, I have worked as a reading enrichment teacher, reading classic works of literature with small groups of students from grades six to eight. I originally proposed this idea to my headmaster after learning that a former excellent student of mine had transferred out of a selective high school—one that often attracts the literary-minded children of Manhattan's upper classes—into a less competitive setting. The daughter of immigrants, with a father in prison, she perhaps felt uncomfortable with her new classmates. I thought additional“cultural capital”could help students like her develop better in high school, where they would unavoidably meet, perhaps for the first time, students who came from homes lined with bookshelves, whose parents had earned PhD.'s.

Along with Of Mice and Men
 , my groups read: Sounder, The Red Pony, Lord of the Flies, Romeo and Juliet
 and Macbeth
 . The students didn't always read from the expected point of view. About The Red Pony
 , one student said,“it's about being a man, it's about manliness.”I had never before seen the parallels between Scarface and Macbeth, nor had I heard Lady Macbeth's soliloquies（独白）read as raps（说唱）, but both made sense; the interpretations were playful, but serious. Once introduced to Steinbeck's writing, one boy went on to read The Grapes of Wrath
 and told me repeatedly how amazing it was that“all these people hate each other, and they're all white.”His historical view was broadening, his sense of his own country deepening. Year after year, former students visited and told me how prepared they had felt in their first year in college as a result of the classes.

Year after year, however, we are increasing the number of practice tests. We are trying to teach students to read increasingly complex texts, not for emotional punch（碰撞）but for text complexity. Yet, we cannot enrich（充实）the minds of our students by testing them on texts that ignore their hearts. We are teaching them that words do not amaze but confuse. We may succeed in raising test scores, but we will fail to teach them that reading can be transformative and that it belongs to them.

我们刚刚读完了约翰·斯坦贝克的小说《人鼠之间》。当我们在课堂上一起大声阅读结尾处时，我班上最调皮的男孩，一个篮球明星运动员，小声地哭了，我也哭了。“你在哭吗？”一个女孩问，她从椅子上起身凑到我跟前仔细看。“嗯，”我告诉她，“有趣的是我已经读了很多次了。”

The practice of students endlessly copying letters and sentences from a blackboard is a thing of the past. With the coming of new technologies like computers and smartphones, writing by hand has become something of nostalgic（怀旧的）skill. However, while today's educators are using more and more technology in their teaching, many believe basic handwriting skills are still necessary for students to be successful—both in school and in life.

Virginia Berninger, professor of educational psychology at the University of Washington, says it's important to continue teaching handwriting and help children acquire the skill of writing by hand.

Berninger and her colleagues conducted a study that looked at the ability of students to complete various writing tasks—both on a computer and by hand. The study, published in 2009, found that when writing with a pen and paper, participants wrote longer essays and more complete sentences and had a faster word production rate.

In a more recent study, Berninger looked at what role spelling plays in a student's writing skills and found that how well children spell is tied to how well they can write.“Spelling makes some of the thinking parts of the brain active which helps us access our vocabulary, word meaning and concepts. It is allowing our written language to connect with ideas.”Berninger said.

Spelling helps students translate ideas into words in their mind first and then to transcribe（转换）“those words in the mind into written symbols on paper or keyboard and screen,”the study said. Seeing the words in the“mind's eye
 ”helps children not only to turn their ideas into words, says Berninger, but also to spot（发现）spelling mistakes when they write the words down and to correct them over time.

“In our computer age, some people believe that we don't have to teach spelling because we have spell checks,”she said.“But until a child has a functional spelling ability of about a fifth grade level, they won't have the knowledge to choose the correct spelling among the options given by the computer.”

Two friends have an argument that breaks up their friendship forever, even though neither one can remember how the whole thing got started. Such sad events happen over and over in high schools across the country. In fact, according to an official report on youth violence,“In our country today, the greatest threat to the lives of children and adolescents is not disease or starvation or abandonment, but the terrible reality of violence”. Given that this is the case, why aren't students taught to manage conflict the way they are taught to solve math problems, drive cars, or stay physically fit?

First of all, students need to realize that conflict is unavoidable. A report on violence among middle school and high school students indicates that most violent incidents between students begin with a relatively minor insult（侮辱）. For example, a fight could start over the fact that one student eats a peanut butter sandwich each lunchtime. Laughter over the sandwich can lead to insults, which in turn can lead to violence. The problem isn't in the sandwich, but in the way students deal with the conflict.

Once students recognize that conflict is unavoidable, they can practice the golden rule of conflict resolution（解决）: stay calm. Once the student feels calmer, he or she should choose words that will calm the other person down as well. Rude words, name-calling, and accusations only add fuel to the emotional fire. On the other hand, soft words spoken at a normal sound level can put out the fire before it explodes out of control.

After both sides have calmed down, they can use another key strategy（策略）for conflict resolution: listening. Listening allows the two sides to understand each other. One person should describe his or her side, and the other person should listen without interrupting. Afterward, the listener can ask non-threatening questions to clarify the speaker's position. Then the two people should change roles.

Finally, students need to consider what they are hearing. This doesn't mean trying to figure out what's wrong with the other person. It means understanding what the real issue is and what both sides are trying to accomplish. For example, a shouting match over a peanut butter sandwich might happen because one person thinks the other person is unwilling to try new things. Students need to ask themselves questions such as these: How did this start? What do I really want? What am I afraid of?
 As the issue becomes clearer, the conflict often simply becomes smaller. Even if it doesn't, careful thought helps both sides figure out a mutual solution.

There will always be conflict in schools, but that doesn't mean there needs to be violence. After students in Atlanta started a conflict resolution program, according to Educators for Social Responsibility,“64 percent of the teachers reported less physical violence in the classroom; 75 percent of the teachers reported an increase in student co-operation; and 92 percent of the students felt better about themselves”. Learning to resolve conflicts can help students deal with friends, teachers, parents, bosses, and coworkers. In that way, conflict resolution is a basic life skill that should be taught in schools across the country.

朋友之间会因为一次争吵永远破坏他们的友谊，即使他们当中没有任何一人记得整件事情是如何开始的。这种令人悲伤的事情在全国各地的高中里不断发生。事实上，一份关于青少年暴力的官方报道称：“如今在我国，对儿童和青少年生命安全的最大威胁不是疾病、饥饿或遗弃，而是可怕的暴力现实。”如果这是事实，为什么我们没有像教会学生解决数学问题、开车或保持身体健康那样，教会学生如何处理冲突呢？

首先，学生需要认识到冲突是不可避免的。一份关于初高中学生暴力的报告表明，大多数学生之间的暴力事件都开始于一个相对较小的侮辱。例如，一场打架可能会开始于一个学生每天午餐的时候都吃花生酱三明治。对三明治的嘲笑会导致侮辱，进而导致暴力。问题不在于三明治，而在于学生处理冲突的方法。

一旦学生们认识到冲突是不可避免的，他们便可以实践解决冲突的黄金法则：保持冷静。一旦学生感觉到平静一点，他或她也会选择使其他人平静下来的言辞。粗鲁的言辞、谩骂以及谴责只会火上浇油。另一方面，用正常的语调说一些柔和的话语能让人的怒火在不受控制地爆发之前熄灭。

双方都平静下来后，他们可以使用另一个关键策略来解决冲突：倾听。倾听让双方相互理解。一个人先描述他或她的立场，而另一个人应该倾听而不要打断对方。然后，听者可以问些不具威胁性的问题来弄清描述者的态度。在这之后两人互换角色。

最后，学生们需要考虑他们所听到的。这并不意味着试图找出其他人的毛病。这意味着要理解真正的问题是什么，以及双方试图达成什么目的。例如，一场关于花生酱三明治的争吵可能会发生是因为一个人认为另外一个人不愿意尝试新事物。学生们需要问自己这样的问题：这是怎么开始的呢？我真正想要的是什么？我在害怕什么？随着这个问题变得更加清晰，冲突常常只会变得越来越小。即使冲突不会消停，仔细考虑也会帮助双方找出一个共同的解决方案。

学校里总是会有冲突发生，但这并不意味着必须用暴力才能解决问题。根据社会责任教育署的报告，亚特兰大的学生开始参加解决冲突的课程后，64%的教师报告教室里的暴力冲突变少了，75%的教师报告学生互相合作增多，并且有92%的学生自我感觉更好。学习如何解决冲突可以帮助学生和朋友、老师、父母、老板以及同事相处。从这方面来看，解决冲突是一个基本的生活技能，应该在全国各地的学校被教授。

Mark Twain has been called the inventor of the American novel. And he surely deserves additional praise: the man who popularized the clever literary attack on racism.

I say clever because anti-slavery fiction had been the important part of the literature in the years before the Civil War. H. B. Stowe's Uncle Tom's Cabin
 is only the most famous example. These early stories dealt directly with slavery. With minor exceptions, Twain planted his attacks on slavery and prejudice into tales that were on the surface about something else entirely. He drew his readers into the argument by drawing them into the story.

Again and again, in the postwar years, Twain seemed forced to deal with the challenge of race. Consider the most controversial, at least today, of Twain's novels, Adventures of Huckleberry Finn
 . Only a few books have been kicked off the shelves as often as Huckleberry Finn
 , Twain's most widely read tale. Once upon a time, people hated the book because it struck them as rude. Twain himself wrote that those who banned the book considered the novel“trash and suitable only for the slums（贫民窟）.”More recently the book has been attacked because of the character Jim, the escaped slave, and many occurrences of the word nigger.（The term Nigger Jim, for which the novel is often severely criticized, never appears in it.）

But the attacks were and are silly—and miss the point. The novel is strongly anti-slavery. Jim's search through the slave states for the family from whom he has been forcibly parted is heroic. As J. Chadwick has pointed out, the character of Jim was a first in American fiction—a recognition that the slave had two personalities,“the voice of survival within a white slave culture and the voice of the individual: Jim, the father and the man.”

There is much more. Twain's mystery novel Pudd'nhead Wilson
 stood as a challenge to the racial beliefs of even many of the liberals of his day. Written at a time when the accepted wisdom held Negroes to be inferior（低等的）to whites, especially in intelligence, Twain's tale centered in part around two babies switched at birth. A salve gave birth to her master's baby and, for fear that the child should be sold South, switched him for the master's baby by his wife. The slave's light-skinned child was taken to be white and grew up with both the attitudes and the education of the slave-holding class. The master's wife's baby was taken for black and grew up with the attitudes and intonations of the slave.

The point was difficult to miss: nurture（养育）, not nature, was the key to social status. The features of the black man that provided the stuff of prejudice—manner of speech, for example—were, to Twain, indicative of nothing other than the conditioning that slavery forced on its victims.

Twain's racial tone was not perfect. One is left uneasy, for example, by the lengthy passage in his autobiography（自传）about how much he loved what were called“nigger shows”in his youth—mostly with white men performing in black-face—and his delight in getting his mother to laugh at them. Yet there is no reason to think Twain saw the shows as representing reality. His frequent attacks on slavery and prejudice suggest his keen awareness that they
 did not.

Was Twain a racist? Asking the question in the 21st century is as wise as asking the same of Lincoln. If we read the words and attitudes of the past through the“wisdom”of the considered moral judgments of the present, we will find nothing but error. Lincoln, who believed the black man the inferior of the white, fought and won a war to free him. And Twain, raised in a salve state, briefly a soldier, and inventor of Jim, may have done more to anger the nation over racial injustice and awaken its collective conscience than any other novelist in the past century.

马克·吐温一直被称作美国小说的创始人。他理所应当获得更高的赞誉：他是普及了用文学这种聪明的方式抨击种族主义的人。

我说这种方式聪明是因为，反对奴隶制的小说在美国内战前的那些年一直是文学领域的重要组成部分，H. B. 斯托的《汤姆叔叔的小屋》只是一个最有名的例子。这些早期的故事都直接抨击奴隶制度。除了个别著作，吐温把他对奴隶制度的抨击和偏见写入了故事当中，而这些故事表面上看起来完全是有关其他内容的。他通过把读者吸引到故事中来引导读者认同他的观点。

但是这些攻击曾经是，现在也还是那么可笑，并且没有抓住重点。这本小说是强烈反对奴隶制的。为了找到自己曾经被迫离开的那个家庭，吉姆寻遍蓄奴州，这是很有英雄气概的。就像J. 查德威克指出的那样，在美国小说史上，吉姆这个角色第一次让我们意识到奴隶的两个特点：“在白人奴隶文化背景下要生存的呼声和个人的呼声：吉姆，既是父亲又是男人。”

（这样的小说）还有很多。吐温的悬疑小说《傻瓜威尔逊》甚至对当时的很多自由主义者的种族观念都是一种挑战。吐温的故事有一部分是围绕两个婴儿在出生时期就被调换展开的，写于这样一个时代背景下：人们普遍认为黑人比白人低一等，尤其在智力上。一个奴隶生下了她主人的孩子，因担心这个孩子被卖到南方，于是就把这个孩子与主人妻子的孩子进行了调换。这个浅色皮肤的小孩被当成白人，在接受蓄奴阶级的观念和教育之下长大。而主人妻子的孩子被当成是黑人，带着奴隶阶级的观念和语调长大成人。

吐温描写种族主义的语气并不完美。例如，他自传中的一段冗长的描述就让人不舒服，他表达了对年轻时所谓“黑人表演”的喜爱（黑人表演：主要是白人扮演黑人的表演）以及他看到母亲看这些表演而大笑时的喜悦。但是我们没有理由认为吐温将“黑人表演”视为现实。他对奴隶制和种族歧视的多次抨击表明他十分清楚这些表演并没有反映现实。

Listening well also requires total concentration upon someone else. An essential part of listening well is the rule known as‘bracketing’. Bracketing includes the temporary giving up or setting aside of your own prejudices and desires, to experience as far as possible someone else's world from the inside, stepping into his or her shoes
 . Moreover, since listening well involves bracketing, it also involves a temporary acceptance of the other person. Sensing this acceptance, the speaker will seem quite willing to open up the inner part of his or her mind to the listener. True communication is under way. The energy required for listening well is so great that it can be accomplished only by the will to extend oneself for mutual growth.

Most of the time we lack this energy. Even though we may feel in our business dealings or social relationships that we are listening well, what we are usually doing is listening selectively. Often we have a prepared list in mind and wonder, as we listen, how we can achieve certain desired results to get the conversation over as quickly as possible or redirected in ways more satisfactory to us. Many of us are far more interested in talking than in listening, or we simply refuse to listen to what we don't want to hear.

It wasn't until toward the end of my doctor career that I have found the knowledge that one is being truly listened to is frequently therapeutic（有疗效的）. In about a quarter of the patients I saw, surprising improvement was shown during the first few months of psychotherapy（心理疗法）, before any of the roots of problems had been uncovered or explained. There are several reasons for this phenomenon, but chief among them, I believe, was the patient's sense that he or she was being truly listened to, often for the first time in years, and for some, perhaps for the first time ever.

People diet to look more attractive. Fish diet to avoid being beaten up, thrown out of their social group, and getting eaten as a result. That is the fascinating conclusion of the latest research into fish behavior by a team of Australian scientists.

The research team has discovered that subordinate fish voluntarily diet to avoid challenging their larger competitors.“In studying gobies we noticed that only the largest two individuals, a male and female, had breeding（繁殖）rights within the group,”explains Marian Wong.“All other group members are nonbreeding females, each being 5-10% smaller than its next largest competitor. We wanted to find out how they maintain this precise size separation.”

The reason for the size difference was easy to see. Once a subordinate fish grows to within 5-10% of the size of its larger competitor, it causes a fight which usually ends in the smaller goby being driven away from the group. More often than not, 
the evicted fish

 is then eaten up.

It appeared that the smaller fish were keeping themselves small in order to avoid challenging the boss fish. Whether they did so voluntarily, by restraining how much they ate, was not clear. The research team decided to do an experiment. They tried to fatten up some of the subordinate gobies to see what happened. To their surprise, the gobies simply refused the extra food they were offered, clearly preferring to remain small and avoid fights, over having a feast.

The discovery challenges the traditional scientific view of how boss individuals keep their position in a group. Previously it was thought that large individuals simply used their weight and size to threaten their subordinates and take more of the food for themselves, so keeping their competitors small.

While the habits of gobies may seem a little mysterious, Dr. Wong explains that understanding the relationships between boss and subordinate animals is important to understanding how hierarchical（等级的）societies remain stable.

Feelings of“warmth”and“coldness”in social judgments appear to be universal. Although no worldwide study has been done, Bargh says that describing people as“warm”or“cold”is common to many cultures, and studies have found those perceptions influence judgment in dozens of countries.

To test the relationship between physical and psychological warmth, Bargh conducted an experiment which involved 41 college students. 心理学家已经得知，一个人对另一个人温暖的感知在人际关系中是一个强有力的决定因素。判断某个人是“冷”还是“暖”是一个最基本的考量因素，它的重要性甚至超过了“冷”的人可能会更有能力的说法。Bargh认为，这一观点主要是来源于一个人在婴幼儿时期的经历，在那时，婴儿对周围世界概念性的认知是由其身体的感知，尤其是“冷暖”，塑造出来的。Harry Harlow在1958年发表他的经典研究时表明，猴子比较喜欢待在布做的“母亲”身旁而不喜欢待在铁丝做成的“母亲”身旁。甚至于当铁丝做成的“母亲”携带一个装有食物的瓶子时，猴子也不屑一顾。Harlow的发现以及之后的研究使心理学家强调看护人需要给予孩子身体上温暖的接触，这种接触帮助孩子成为具有正常社会技能的健康成年人。

感知“冷暖”在社会判断中似乎是普遍存在的。尽管并没有在世界范围内做过此类的研究，Bargh认为将人描述为“暖”或“冷”对许多文化而言是普遍的，并且在几十个国家进行的研究表明，这些感知影响着人们的判断力。

为了测试人的生理温暖和心理温暖之间的关系，Bargh对41名大学生进行了一项实验。当研究人员填写一张简短的信息表时，一位对这项研究的假设并不知情的研究助理给一些学生递了一杯热咖啡，给另一些学生递了一杯冷饮。

饮料收回之后，学生们被要求在特定描述的基础上对“人物A”进行性格评估。结果相比拿冷饮的学生，那些拿过热饮的学生认为“人物A”给人一种更温暖的感觉。“甚至当我们在进行抽象思考时，也会受到身体经验的禁锢。”Bargh说道。

People from East Asia tend to have more difficulty than those from Europe in distinguishing facial expressions—and a new report published online in Current Biology
 explains why.

Rachael Jack, University of Glasgow researcher, said that rather than scanning evenly（均匀的）across a face as Westerners do, Easterners fix their attention on the eyes.

“We show that Easterners and Westerners look at different face features to read facial expressions,”Jack said.“Westerners look at the eyes and the mouth in equal measure, whereas Easterners favor the eyes and neglect（忽略）the mouth.”

According to Jack and her colleagues, the discovery shows that human communication of emotion is more complex than previously believed. As a result, facial expressions that had been considered universally recognizable cannot be used to reliably convey emotion in cross-cultural situations.

The researchers studied cultural differences in the recognition of facial expressions by recording the eye movements of 13 Western Caucasian and 13 East Asian people while they observed pictures of expressive faces and put them into categories: happy, sad, surprised, fearful, disgusted, angry, or neutral. They compared how accurately participants read those facial expressions using their particular eye movement strategies.

It turned out that Easterners focused much greater attention on the eyes and made significantly more errors than did Westerners.“The cultural difference in eye movements that 
they

 show is probably a reflection of cultural difference in facial expressions,”Jack said.“Our data suggest that whereas Westerners use the whole face to convey emotion, Easterners use the eyes more and mouth less.”

In short, the data show that facial expressions are not universal signals of human emotion. From here on, examining how cultural factors have diversified these basic social skills will help our understanding of human emotion. Otherwise, when it comes to communicating emotions across cultures, Easterners and Westerners will find themselves lost in translation.

The 2012 London Olympics had enough problems to worry about. But one more has just been added—a communications blackout
 caused by solar storms.

After a period of calm within the Sun, scientists have detected the signs of a flesh cycle of sunspots that could peak in 2012, just in time for the arrival of the Olympic torch in London.

Now scientists believe that this peak could result in vast solar explosions that could throw billions of tons of charged matter towards the Earth, causing strong solar storms that could jam the telecommunications satellites and interact links sending live Olympic broadcast from London.

“The Sun's activity has a strong influence on the Earth. The Olympics could be in the middle of the next solar maximum which could affect the functions of communications satellites,”said Professor Richard Harrison, head of space physics at the Rutherford Appleton Laboratory in Oxfordshire.

At the peak of the cycle, violent outbursts called coronal mass ejections（日冕物质抛射）occur in the Sun's atmosphere, throwing out great quantities of electrically-charged matter.“A coronal mass ejection can carry a billion tons of solar material into space at over a million kilometres per hour. Such events can expose astronauts to a deadly amount, can disable satellites, cause power failures on Earth and disturb communications,”Professor Harrison added. The risk is greatest during a solar maximum when there is the greatest number of sunspots.

Next week in America, NASA is scheduled to launch a satellite for monitoring solar activity called the Solar Dynamics Observatory (SDO), which will take images of the Sun that are 10 times clearer than the most advanced televisions available.

The Rutherford Appleton Laboratory helped to make the high-tech cameras that will capture images of the solar flares（太阳耀斑）and explosions as they occur.

Professor Richard Holdaway, the lab's director, said that the SDO should be able to provide early warning of a solar flare or explosion big enough to affect satellite communications on Earth.“If we have advance warning, we'll be able to reduce the damage. What you don't want is things switching off for a week with no idea of what's caused the problem,”he said.

Mirror neurons can undoubtedly be found all over our brains, but especially in the areas which relate to our ability to use languages, and to understand how other people feel. Researchers have found that mirror neurons relate strongly to language. A group of researchers discovered that if they gave people sentences to listen to (for example:“The hand took hold of the ball”), the same mirror neurons were triggered
 as when the action was actually performed (in this example, actually taking hold of a ball).

Any problems with mirror neurons may well result in problems with behavior. Much research suggests that people with social and behavioral problems have mirror neurons which are not fully functioning. However, it is not yet known exactly how these discoveries might help find treatments for social disorders.

Research into mirror neurons seems to provide us with ever more information concerning how humans behave and interact（互动）. Researchers in the psychology department at the University of California at Los Angeles (UCLA) have discovered a major difference in the way men and women respond to stress. This difference may explain why men are more likely to suffer from stress-related disorders.

Until now, psychological research has maintained that both men and women have the same“fight-or-flight”reaction to stress. In other words, individuals either react with aggressive behavior, such as verbal or physical conflict (“fight”), or they react by withdrawing from the stressful situation (“flight”). However, the UCLA research team found that men and women have quite different biological and behavioral responses to stress. While men often react to stress in the fight-or-flight response, women often have another kind of reaction which could be called“tend and befriend.”That is, they often react to stressful conditions by protecting and nurturing their young (“tend”), and by looking for social contact and support from others—especially other females (“befriend”).

Scientists have long known that in the fight-or-flight reaction to stress, an important role is played by certain hormones（激素）released by the body. The UCLA research team suggests that the female tend-or-befriend response is also based on a hormone. This hormone, called oxytocin
 , has been studied in the context of childbirth, but now it is being studied for its role in the response of both men and women to stress. The principal investigator, Dr. Shelley E. Taylor, explained that“animals and people with high levels of oxytocin are calmer, more relaxed, more social, and less anxious.”While men also secrete（分泌）oxytocin, its effects are reduced by male hormones.

In terms of everyday behavior, the UCLA study found that women are far more likely than men to seek social contact when they are feeling stressed. They may phone relatives or friends, or ask directions if they are lost.

The study also showed how fathers and mothers responded differently when they came home to their family after a stressful day at work. 全文翻译


加利福尼亚大学洛杉矶分校（UCLA）心理学系的研究者发现了男性和女性应对压力的方式的主要区别。这个区别也许能够解释为何男性更有可能患上与压力有关的疾病。

到目前为止，心理学研究认为，男性和女性对压力有着相同的“战斗或逃走”反应。换句话说，人们会选择过激的行为来回应，如口头或者肢体冲突（即“战斗”），或者选择逃离紧张的环境（即“逃走”）。但是，UCLA研究团队发现，面对压力时，男性和女性在生理和行为上有着非常不同的反应。男性通常会以“战斗或逃走”的方式来回应压力，而女性则通常以另外一种可以称为“照料和帮助”的方式进行回应。也就是说，通常她们应对压力的方式是：保护和照顾她们的孩子（即“照料”）以及从其他人——尤其是其他女性那里寻求社会联系和支持（即“帮助”）。

科学家早就知道，在应对压力的“战斗或逃走”反应中，身体释放的某些激素起到了重要作用。UCLA研究团队认为，女性的“照料和帮助”反应也同样基于一种激素。这种激素被称为催产素，已经在分娩领域得到研究，而现在人们正在研究它在男性和女性应对压力过程中的作用。主要的研究者Shelley E. Taylor博士解释说：“拥有高水平催产素的动物和人类更冷静、更放松、更合群并且不那么紧张。”虽然男性也分泌催产素，但是它的作用会受雄性激素的影响而有所降低。

在日常行为方面，UCLA研究发现，当感觉到压力时，女性比男性更有可能去寻找社会联系。她们也许会打电话给亲戚朋友，或者在她们迷惑时寻求指导。

这项研究也展示了当父亲和母亲结束一天紧张的工作之后回到家中的反应是如何地不同。父亲的典型做法是想要单独待着，享受安静的时光。而对于一个典型的母亲来说，在工作中应对糟糕的一天意味着将她们的注意力集中在孩子和孩子的需求上。

这些应对压力的差异也许可以解释这一现象：女性患上与压力有关的疾病（如高血压或行为过激）的几率较低。这种可调节的“照料和帮助”系统会保护女性免受压力，并能解释为何女性的平均寿命比男性长。

Fear may be felt in the heart as well as in the head, according to a study that has found a link between the cycles of a beating heart and the chance of someone feeling fear.

Tests on healthy volunteers found that they were more likely to feel a sense of fear at the moment when their hearts are contracting（收缩）and pumping blood around their bodies, compared with the point when the heartbeat is relaxed. Scientists say the results suggest that the heart is able to influence how the brain responds to a fearful event, depending on which point it is at in its regular cycle of contraction and relaxation.

Sarah Garfinkel at the Brighton and Sussex Medical School said:“Our study shows for the first time that the way in which we deal with fear is different depending on when we see fearful pictures in relation to our heart.”

The study tested 20 healthy volunteers on their reactions to fear as they were shown pictures of fearful faces. Dr Garfinkel said,“The study showed that fearful faces are better noticed when the heart is pumping than when it is relaxed. Thus our hearts can also affect what we see and what we don't see—and guide whether we see fear.”

To further understand this relationship, the scientists also used a brain scanner（扫描仪）to show how the brain influences the way the heart changes a person's feeling of fear.“We have found an important mechanism
 by which the heart and brain‘speak’to each other to change our feelings and reduce fear,”Dr Garfinkel said.

“We hope that by increasing our understanding about how fear is dealt with and ways that it could be reduced, we may be able to develop more successful treatments for anxiety disorders, and also for those who may be suffering from serious stress disorder.”

布莱顿和萨塞克斯医学院的Sarah Garfinkel说：“我们的研究第一次表明人们对于可怕事件的反应之所以不同，取决于当我们看到恐怖的情景时心脏正处于哪一时期。”

二、环保

The need to feed a growing population is putting much pressure on the world's supply of water. With 97% of the world's water too salty to be drunk or used in agriculture, the worldwide supply of water needs careful management, especially in agriculture. Although the idea of a water shortage（短缺）seems strange to someone fortunate enough to live in a high rainfall country, many of the world's agricultural industries experience constant water shortages.

Although dams can be built to store water for agricultural use in dry areas and dry seasons, the costs of water redistribution（重新分配）are very high. Not only is there the cost of the engineering itself, but there is also an environmental cost to be considered. Where valleys（山谷）are flooded to create dams, houses are lost and wildlife homes destroyed. Besides, water may flow easily through pipes to fields, but it cannot be transported from one side of the world to the other. Each country must therefore rely on the management of its own water to supply its farming requirements.

This is particularly troubling for countries with agricultural industries in areas dependent on irrigation（灌溉）. In Texas, farmers' overuse of irrigation water has resulted in a 25% reduction of the water stores. In the Central Valley area of southwestern USA, a huge water-engineering project provided water for farming in dry valleys, but much of the water use has been poorly managed.

Saudi Arabia's attempts to grow wheat in desert areas have seen the pumping of huge quantities of irrigation water from underground reserves. Because there is no rainfall in these areas, such reserves can only decrease, and it is believed that fifty years of pumping will see them run dry.

Businesses are witnessing a difficult time, which has in turn produced influence on consumers' desire to go green. However, shoppers are still laying stress on environmental concerns.

Two thirds of customers say that environmental considerations inform
 their purchases to the same degree as they did a year ago, while more than a quarter say that they are now even better aware of the environmental effect on what they buy.

This may help to influence how shops store goods on their shelves. And the companies should still make efforts to become more environmentally friendly. Two out of three people think it is important to buy from environmentally responsible companies, with about one in seven saying that they had even decided to take their custom elsewhere if they felt a company's environmental reputation was not good enough.

Harry Morrison, chief executive（主管）of the Carbon Trust, sympathizes:“I understand this situation where survival is very important now. As the railroads and the highways shaped the American West in the past centuries, a new electrical generating（发电）and transmission（输送）system for the 21st century will leave a lasting mark on the West, for better or worse. Much of the real significance of railroads and highways is not in their direct physical effect on the scenery, but in the ways that they affect the surrounding community. The same is true of big solar plants and the power lines that will be laid down to move electricity around.

The 19th century saw land grants（政府拨地）offered to railroad companies to build the transcontinental railroads, leaving public land in between privately owned land. In much of the West, some of the railroad sections were developed while others remained undeveloped, and in both cases the landownership has presented unique challenges to land management. With the completion of the interstate highway system, many of the small towns, which sprang up as railway stops and developed well, have lost their lifeblood and died.

After the plan was abandoned, a private company which already transported millions of tons of the city's waste by train to a landfill site near Dunbar, offered an alternative solution when it suggested opening a huge waste site near Portobello.

Since Powderhall is supposed to close in 2015, it seemed necessary for the members of the Edinburgh Council to accept the suggestion. But soon they turned it down—after 700 local objections reached them—because it would have meant hundreds of lorries a day making loud noise through heavily populated areas.

That still leaves the council with a problem. By 2013, only 50% of 1995 levels of waste will be allowed to be sent to landfill. Even if recycling targets are met, there will still be a large amount of rubbish to be burnt up. Due to this, Edinburgh and Midlothian councils have now decided to work together to build an incinerator plant as time to find a solution is fast running out.

Wilderness

“In wilderness（荒野）is the preservation of the world.”This is a famous saying from a writer regarded as one of the fathers of environmentalism. The frequency with which it is borrowed mirrors a heated debate on environmental protection: whether to place wilderness at the heart of what is to be preserved.

As John Sauven of Greenpeace UK points out, there is a strong appeal in images of the wild, the untouched; more than anything else, they speak of the nature that many people value most dearly. The urge to leave the subject of such images untouched is strong, and the danger exploitation（开发）brings to such landscapes（景观）is real. Some of these wildernesses also perform functions that humans need—the rainforests, for example, store carbon in vast quantities. To Mr. Sauven, these“ecosystem services”far outweigh the gains from exploitation.

Lee Lane, a visiting fellow at the Hudson Institute, takes the opposing view. He acknowledges that wildernesses do provide useful services, such as water conservation. But that is not, he argues, a reason to avoid all human presence, or indeed commercial and industrial exploitation. There are ever more people on the Earth, and they reasonably and rightfully want to have better lives, rather than merely struggle for survival. While the ways of using resources have improved, there is still a growing need for raw materials, and some wildernesses contain them in abundance. If they can be tapped without reducing the services those wildernesses provide, the argument goes, there is no further reason not to do so. Being untouched is not, in itself, a characteristic worth valuing above all others.

I look forward to seeing these views taken further, and to their being challenged by the other participants. One challenge that suggests itself to me is that both cases need to take on the question of spiritual value a little more directly. And there is a practical question as to whether wildernesses can be exploited without harm.

This is a topic that calls for not only free expression of feelings, but also the guidance of reason. What position wilderness should enjoy in the preservation of the world obviously deserves much more serious thinking.

For thousands of years, Polynesian people lived on the remote island of Nauru, far from western civilization. The first European to arrive was John Fearn in 1798. He was the British captain of the Hunter
 , a whaling ship. He called the island Pleasant Island.

Easter（复活节）is still a great day for worship, candy in baskets and running around the yard finding eggs, but every year it gets quite a bit worse for bunnies.

And no, not because the kids like to pull their ears. The 
culprit

 is climate change, and some researchers found that rising temperatures are having harmful effects on at least five species of rabbit in the US.

Take the Lower Keys Marsh rabbit, for instance. An endangered species that lives in the Lower Florida Keys, this species of cottontail is a great swimmer—it lives on the islands!—but it is already severely affected by development and now by rising sea levels. According to the Center for Biological Diversity, an ocean level rise of only 0.6 meters will send these guys jumping to higher ground and a 0.9-meter rise would wipe out their habitat（栖息地）completely.

The snowshoe hare, on the other hand, has a color issue. Most of these rabbits change their fur color from white in the wintertime to brown in the summer, each designed to give them better cover from predators（捕食者）. As the number of days with snow decreases all across the country, however, more and more bunnies are being left in white fur during brown dirt days of both fall and spring, making them an easier mark for predators. Researchers know that the color change is controlled by the number of hours of sunlight, but whether the rabbit will be able to adapt quick enough to survive is a big question. The National Wildlife Federation has reported that hunters have noticed their numbers are already markedly down.

American pikas or rock rabbits, a relative of rabbits and hares, might be the first of these species to go extinct due to climate change. About 7-8 inches long, pikas live high in the cool, damp mountains west of the Rocky Mountains. As global temperatures rise, they would naturally migrate（迁移）to higher ground—but they already occupy the mountaintops. They can't go any higher. The National Wildlife Federation reports that they might not be able to stand the new temperatures as their habitat heats up.

The volcano rabbit has the same problem. These rabbits live on the slopes of volcanoes in Mexico, and recent studies have shown that the lower range of their habitat has already shifted upward about 700 meters, but there are not suitable plants for them to move higher, so they are stuck in the middle. Scientists are concerned about their populations.

Native to the US, pygmy rabbits weigh less than 1 pound and live in the American West. They are believed to be the smallest rabbits in the world. Their habitats have been destroyed by development. Several populations, such as the Columbia Basin pygmy, almost went extinct and were saved by zoo breeding programs. Pygmy rabbits also rely on winter cover by digging tunnels through the snow to escape predators, but lesser snowfall is leaving them exposed.

All of this gives new meaning to dressing up in a giant bunny costume this Easter.

Four people in England, back in 1953, stared at Photo 51. It wasn't much—a picture showing a black X. But three of these people won the Nobel Prize for figuring out what the photo really showed—the shape of DNA. The discovery brought fame and fortune to scientists James Watson, Francis Crick, and Maurice Wilkins. The fourth, the one who actually made the picture, was left out.

Her name was Rosalind Franklin.“She should have been up there,”says historian Mary Bowden.“If her photos hadn't been there, the others couldn't have come up with the structure.”One reason Franklin was missing was that she had died of cancer four years before the Nobel decision. But now scholars doubt that Franklin was not only robbed of her life by disease but robbed of credit by her competitors.

At Cambridge University in the 1950s, Watson and Crick tried to make models by cutting up shapes of DNA's parts and then putting them together. In the meantime, at King's College in London, Franklin and Wilkins shone X-rays at the molecule（分子）. The rays produced patterns reflecting the shape.

But Wilkins and Franklin's relationship was a lot rockier than the celebrated teamwork of Watson and Crick. Wilkins thought Franklin was hired to be his assistant. But the college actually employed her to take over the DNA project.

What she did was produce X-ray pictures that told Watson and Crick that one of their early models was inside out. And she was not shy about saying so. That angered Watson, who attacked her in return,“Mere inspection suggested that she would not easily bend. Clearly she had to go or be put in her place.”

As Franklin's competitors, Wilkins, Watson and Crick had much to gain by cutting her out of the little group of researchers, says historian Pnina Abir-Am. In 1962 at the Nobel Prize awarding ceremony, Wilkins thanked 13 colleagues by name before he mentioned Franklin. Watson wrote his book laughing at her. Crick wrote in 1974 that“Franklin was only two steps away from the solution.”

No, Franklin was the solution.“She contributed more than any other player to solving the structure of DNA. She must be considered a co-discoverer,”Abir-Am says. This was backed up by Aaron Klug, who worked with Franklin and later won a Nobel Prize himself. Once described as the“Dark Lady of DNA”, Franklin is finally coming into the light.

Hundreds of volunteers responded, including William Chester Minor. Dr. Minor was an American surgeon who had served in the Civil War and was now living in England. He gave his address as“Broadmoor, Crowthorne, Berkshire,”50 miles from Oxford.

Minor joined the army of volunteers sending words and quotations to Murray. Over the next years, he became one of the staff's most valued contributors.

But he was also a mystery. In spite of many invitations, he would always decline to visit Oxford. So in 1897, Murray finally decided to travel to Crowthorne himself. When he arrived, he found Minor locked in a book-lined cell at the Broadmoor Asylum（精神病院）for the Criminally Insane.

Murray and Minor became friends, sharing their love of words. Minor continued contributing to the dictionary, sending in more than 10,000 submissions in 20 years. Murray continued to visit Minor regularly, sometimes taking walks with him around the asylum grounds.

In 1910, Minor left Broadmoor for an asylum in his native America. Murray was at the port to wave goodbye to his remarkable friend.

Minor died in 1920, seven years before the first edition of the Oxford English Dictionary
 was completed. The 12 volumes defined 414,825 words, and thousands of them were contributions from a very scholarly and devoted asylum patient.
