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前言

全国英语等级考试（Public English Test System，简称PETS）是教育部考试中心设计并负责的全国性英语水平考试体系，它是我国唯一面向全体社会公民的多级别的权威性英语测试体系。PETS分为笔试和口试两个相对独立的考查形式，对考生听、说、读、写等能力进行全面考查。

为使广大考生能顺利通过PETS口试，编写组在已出版并获得广大读者好评的《全国英语等级考试口试必备》的基础上，根据教育部全新版《全国英语等级考试大纲》（第五级）（以下简称《新大纲》），组织了主持过历年PETS口试的考官、教授修订了本套丛书，旨在帮助广大考生解读大纲规定的内容、了解口试的过程和技巧、掌握大量的口试素材，为考生提供全方位的实战训练平台。

此外，本书还具有以下特色：

（1）全面收录考官常用语
 ，让你“未见其人，先闻其声”，以更加轻松的心态与考官交流；

（2）必备句型
 和常见话题
 可以让你洞悉口试的命题规律及应对技巧，有重点地准备一些口试中常用的话题；

（3）口试模拟考场
 再现口试的真实考场环境，试题均精选自历年的口试真题。让你了解熟悉考场环境，获悉考试的第一手资料；

（4）功能意念
 教你在一些特定的语境下如何生动、自然地表达你的思想，并辅以大量的实例说明；

（5）全书采用双色印刷
 ，考生重点训练部分一目了然。

总之，全书编排合理、取材广泛、内容新颖，涵盖了大纲规定掌握的全部考点。另外，本丛书设计为袖珍开本，便于携带，方便考生随时随地进行学习。

Part 1　知己知彼

全国英语等级考试体系第五级口试简介

口试试卷内容与结构

口试分为3节，考查考生的英语口语交际能力。考试时间约15分钟。

每次口试采取两名口试教师和两名考生的形式。一名口试教师不参与交谈，专事评分；另一名口试教师主持口试，随时与考生交谈并评分。专事评分的教师所给分数的权重占考生口试成绩的2/3，主持口试的教师所给分数的权重占考生口试成绩的1/3。

A节：

考查考生理解一般性问题并能恰当地回答这些问题的能力。口试教师问一些有关考生生活、工作、学习等关于自我介绍方面的问题。该节约需2分钟时间。

B节：

考查考生用英语进行讨论的能力。考生根据口试教师的要求和信息提示卡提示，相互交谈或辩论。该节约需5分钟时间。

C节：

考查考生连续表达的能力。考生分别从所给的三个话题中选择一个话题进行连续表达，并就此话题互相提问、回答。该节约需8分钟时间。

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口试评分方法与合格标准

1．评分原则与方法

在口试过程中口试教师依照口试评分标准进行评分，而不对两位考生的口试情况做任何比较。口试教师依照口试各节的全部考查内容对考生进行口语评价，而不依照其中的某一节独立评分。

口试时由两名口试教师对考生的口语能力进行评价。不参与交谈的教师根据评分标准中列出的4项内容分项给分。参与交谈的教师只给出一个综合分。

2．合格标准

口试评分标准从以下4方面评价考生的口语能力：

1）语法与词汇

根据考生使用句法和词汇的恰当性和准确性评分。要求考生能够运用准确的语法和丰富的词汇进行表达，允许存在一些不影响理解的错误。

2）话语运用

根据考生话语的条理性和连贯性评分。要求考生具有较强的语言运用能力，能够连贯地传递信息、阐述观点等。允许有个别的不连贯之处。

3）语音语调

根据考生为完成口试任务所产出语言的可理解程度评分。其中包括单音的清晰度、连读，以及重音、节奏、语调运用的恰当程度。只要不对理解造成影响，允许考生在英语表达中带有母语口音。

4）互动交际

根据考生相互交流和连续表达，完成交际任务的情况进行评分。要求考生能恰当地进行应答和导入话题。其中包括使用功能性语言和方法维持交流或进行交流补救，并能够主动地展开话题。允许在交际中因整理思路和组织语言而出现个别停顿。

考试成绩以5分计，3分以上（含3分）为合格。

注意，本节考试要求和4级的相同部分在形式上有了较大区别。4级口试中，两名考生分别根据图片发表自己的观点，然后相互就自己所谈的图片内容进行提问（Could you please ask your partner a question?）。而在5级口试中，变成了从所给的三个话题中选择一个话题进行连续表达，并就此话题互相提问、回答（I'd like you to choose one of the topics and give a short presentation of about 2 minutes. When... (say the name of Candidate A) has finished talking, I'd like you... (say the name of Candidate B) to ask him/her one or two questions.），因此要求更高了。

1）指导作用

Part 2　常见交际话题

Unit 1　Family　家庭

A　必备句型

(1) Could you tell me something about your family?

你能告诉我有关你家庭的一些情况吗？

There are three people in my family, my parents and I. My father works in a state-owned enterprise and my mother has retired now. I'm the only child of my family.

我家有三口人，我的父母和我。我父亲在一家国企上班，我母亲现在退休了。我是家里的独生子。

(2) How do you deal with the generation gap between you and your parents?

你怎样处理你与父母之间的代沟问题？

I'll try to communicate with my parents and exchange our ideas as often as possible.

我会努力尽可能经常地与父母沟通，交流想法。

(3) Do you think it is reasonable for a woman to look after her family at the cost of her career?

你认为女性以牺牲事业为代价照顾家庭合理吗？

It is unwise to overemphasize either of the two aspects. The best way is to reach a balance between family and work.

过分强调任何一方面都是不明智的。最好的办法是在家庭和工作之间保持平衡。

(4) What will you do if your parents oppose your marriage?

如果父母反对你的婚姻，你怎么办？

I'll reconsider my marriage from the perspective of my parents. If they are right, I'll listen to them. Otherwise, I'll insist on my original decision.

我会从父母的角度重新考虑我的婚姻。如果他们是正确的，我就听从他们，否则我会坚持自己原来的决定。

(5) How many kids do you want to have if permitted?

如果允许，你想要几个孩子？

If possible I want to have two kids because the one-child policy has resulted in some psychological problems with many children. They become selfish, fragile and unsociable. Therefore, a companion will be beneficial to their healthy growth.

如果可以，我想要两个孩子，因为独生子女政策导致很多孩子产生心理问题。他们变得自私、脆弱、孤僻。因此，有个伙伴有利于他们的健康成长。

(6) What do you think of the dink family?

你怎样看待丁克家庭？

It's a special type of family that defies the traditional mode of family. The couples' happiness is based on personal achievements and love towards each other rather than children.

这是一种与传统家庭模式不同的特殊家庭。这些夫妇的快乐不是建立在孩子身上，而是建立在个人成就和对彼此的爱的基础上。

(7) Can you accept the marriage arranged by your parents?

你能接受父母安排的婚姻吗？

I cannot accept my marriage arranged by my parents because a marriage lacking love cannot last long.

我不能接受父母安排的婚姻，因为缺少爱的婚姻无法长久。

(8) Do you know how to cope with the problem of domestic violence?

你知道怎样解决家庭暴力的问题吗？

Maybe the government should make some relevant laws and regulations to protect the victims of domestic violence.

也许政府应该制定相关的法律法规来保护家庭暴力的受害者。

(9) Can you accept the house your parents paid for you?

你能接受父母给你买的房子吗？

It seems a little improper to accept the house bought by my parents, but on the other hand, I cannot afford it on my own. Maybe the best way is to borrow the money from my parents and pay them back later.

接受父母买的房子似乎有些欠妥，但另一方面我自己又买不起。也许最好的办法是向父母借钱，以后再还给他们。

(10) Do you want to live with your parents after you get married?

你结婚后愿意和父母住在一起吗？

No, I'm afraid not, because it is inconvenient for us to live together. Besides, I'll be embarrassed when my parents and my wife have a conflict.

Dialogue 1（对话1）

T: Could you talk about your family briefly?

C: There are four people in my family, my parents, my twin sister and I. My parents run a small business of their own. My sister and I are both employees of foreign companies.

我家有四口人，我的父母、双胞胎姐姐和我。我父母经营一家小型企业。我姐姐和我都是外企职员。

T: Do you have a lot in common with your sister?

你和你姐姐有很多共同点吗？

C: In terms of appearance, we do share many similar features like the same face and figure. But it's quite another thing to talk about some deeper aspects such as personality and interest. Actually when we were still very young, we learnt piano and dancing together and people thought both of us would definitely work in the art circle. But now I've become a professional in advertising design and my sister turns out to be a genius for accountancy.

外表上，我们的确有很多相似的特点，比如一样的面孔和身材。但是在性格和兴趣等较深层的方面就另当别论了。其实我们很小的时候一起学过钢琴和舞蹈，人们以为我们一定都会从事艺术方面的工作。可是现在我成了广告设计的专业人员，而我姐姐却有会计方面的天赋。

T: Which of you do you think is more independent?

你认为你们中谁更独立？

C: Frankly speaking, my sister is more independent. Perhaps it's partly because she is older than me, but more importantly, she has a tougher personality.

Dialogue 2（对话2）

T: Are you married?

你结婚了吗？

C: Yes, I got married last year and my husband and I have been living with my mother-in-law.

T: Do you have any difficulty in getting along with your mother-in-law?

你和婆婆相处有困难吗？

C: It seems that a daughter-in-law is destined to become the enemy of her mother-in-law, particularly in China. I'm not exceptional to that. Although both of us try to stand in the other's shoes, we still run into conflicts once in a while. My mother-in-law often blames me for getting up late at weekends and I can't understand why she complains every time I go out with my friends.

A: My husband and I have bought a flat in the suburbs of Beijing since we got married three years ago. It feels so good to live in my own home instead of renting a flat. But we have to pay the monthly mortgage and the final installment is due in 20 years.

我和丈夫三年前结了婚，当时我们在北京郊区买了一套公寓。不用租房，住在自己家的感觉真好。但是我们每个月都要还贷款，二十年后才到期。

B: Oh, you really have a heavy burden to carry. As you know, the soaring housing price has imposed unprecedentedly huge pressure on common people. Most graduates like me can only make ends meet with a low salary which barely covers the expenses including the rent and fares, let alone buying a flat.

B: That's true. I think it's high time the government took some effective measures to curb the rocketing housing price and set a series of rules and regulations to the real estate market for the welfare of general public.

没错。我认为为了百姓的福利，政府应该采取一些有效措施来抑制飞涨的房价，并对房地产市场制定一系列规章制度，这是刻不容缓的。

C: That's really a thorny problem. For my part, I'll devote most of my time to my family since it's women who take responsibility to do the chores and look after the children in the traditional sense after all. Although I love my job very much, I still have to make a compromise for the sake of my family. One cannot have his cake and eat it too anyway.

In the spare time, my wife and I help with the housework as well.

A comfortable nursing home will never take the place of a cozy home.

Candidates:

A: The phenomenon of single young women's increase has caused wide public concern nowadays. There are a lot of factors for this. I think one of the major causes is their pursuit of perfection. These women are generally perfect with a remarkable diploma, a handsome salary and good appearance. However, perfection becomes such an obstacle in their pursuit of true love that they remain single when their peers have been married.

They all dream of hiding behind a successful man who is capable of protecting his wife. However, the men in reality always fail to meet their unrealistic standards.

Their only focus is making every effort to finish their work excellently and what is going on their mind is all about the strategy of getting a promotion, the conference of next week, or the appointment with an important client. Therefore, they cannot spare any time of hunting for their Mr. Right.

Many of them believe marriage is no longer an indispensable part in their life so they give up the traditional lifestyle of getting married and giving birth to a baby. What do you say?

A: I'd like to choose the second topic—What are the disadvantages of having only one child for each couple? First, with no accompany of brothers or sisters, the only child might feel lonely and bored. More seriously, they will probably become selfish and fragile since he or she is regarded as the apple in the parents' eye and is taken good care of. And the typical personality of the only child may pose problems in his or her personal relations. He/She may have difficulty in getting along with others. Second, his or her parents and those of his or her spouse will become a heavy burden on his or her shoulder if he or she marries another only child. He or she will be under great pressure to look after four elders at the same time, possibly plus their only child.

As I see it, parents should not aid their children with material support after they graduate. There is a saying which goes like this: Adversity reveals genius. In most cases, one who is often short of money seldom pins his hopes on parents but himself while a person who always has money handy is likely to become sluggish and slacken his efforts. As a result, many spoilt children get used to asking their parents for money and hence they cannot understand the importance of striving for success and living independently. As a grown-up, a graduate should be able to earn a living on his/her own and this ability is also a basic requirement for survival in the fierce competition.

A　必备句型

(1) What do you think is a healthy diet?

A healthy diet should contain all the essential nutrients.

现在人们怎样才能杜绝食品污染问题？

The government should set strict rules and regulations to standardize the production of food and punish severely those violators.

(3) Why does food contamination occur frequently these days?

Because the food manufacturers are so obsessed with making money that they lose the business ethics. They no longer take food safety as their priority.

早餐我通常吃面包，喝牛奶，因为准备起来很简单。我下班后总会买些面包和牛奶，放在冰箱里。早上我只要从冰箱里拿出来就可以当早餐。这样非常方便。

T: Is breakfast important? Why?

早餐重要吗？为什么？

C: Yes, breakfast plays a very essential role in our health. It can be called our first source of energy every day. A good breakfast brings an efficient workday. It helps our mind to concentrate on our tasks and respond quickly while we are engaged in our routine work.

是的，早餐对我们的健康起着非常重要的作用。早餐可以说是我们每天的第一能量来源。一顿丰盛的早餐会使一天的工作很有效率，当我们忙于日常工作时，它有助于我们集中精神完成任务，并快速做出反应。

T: Why do many people skip breakfast nowadays?

C: I think there are different explanations for this phenomenon. Some people are unaware of the importance of breakfast. They believe it makes no big difference whether to have breakfast or not. Other people may be too busy to spare time for breakfast. Most of them have to arrive at workplace punctually so they cancel their breakfast to save time.

C: I'm very fond of various snacks, such as chocolate, potato chips, ice cream and so on. I always have them at hand when I am reading books, watching TV or surfing the Internet. I enjoy the yummy snacks so much that I often go to the super-market for them and stuff my refrigerator with packages of such food.

T: Do you think snacks are good for health?

C: In fact, I am very clear that eating too many snacks does harm to my health. First of all, a lot of snacks in the stomach will probably make us feel stuffed and hence lose appetite for meals. In the long run, this could affect the absorption of nutrition and result in undernourishment. More seriously, our delicate digestive system may get damaged. Moreover, snacks are mostly processed food which contains many additives and artificial preservatives. All those elements may give rise to some diseases without our awareness.

A: What's your eating habit?

B: Generally speaking, I like eating all kinds of vegetables and fruit since it is scientifically proved that a vegetarian diet is beneficial to physical health. Another important reason is that a low intake of fat can help me keep a good figure. Young girls like me all try to stay slim these days.

T: Do you like Chinese food or Western food?

C: Personally speaking, I prefer Chinese food to Western food because Chinese food is well-known as representative of healthy diet. In Chinese food, cereals which are abundant in fiber serve as the main source of calorie. By contrast, in Western food, meat takes the place of cereals as the major provider of calorie. But excessive consumption of meat will give rise to obesity, diabetes and cardiovascular diseases.

C: As I have mentioned just now, cereal is the staple food in China. Although it is rich in fiber, it lacks enough proteins, vitamins as well as some trace elements such as calcium. Taking cereals only may cause undernourishment in the long term.

Candidates:

A: As I see it, obesity has a lot to do with irregular meals. Many people follow a bad habit of diet. Some of them often skip breakfast and feel starved very soon. So they have a lot of food at noon to make up for the ignored breakfast. Some others go to the opposite extreme by having little food for lunch and they are tempted to enjoy a rich dinner by hunger. But too much food cannot be entirely digested in the stomach at night. In this way fat accumulates in their body day by day.

B: Yes, I agree with you. I think excessive food high in fat is another cause of obesity. Sometimes we may find that people who eat food on a regular basis still have the problem of overweight. That's because they have too much food rich in fat such as candies, chips, fried chicken and so on.

All right. Now... (say the name of Candidate A), would you begin by telling us which topic you've chosen and then give your presentation please?

A: I'd like to choose the second topic—Is it acceptable to add artificial preservatives in food production? I don't think it is acceptable to do this. Food producers try to keep the food fresh by addition of artificial preservatives. The shelf life is prolonged but the food contains too many synthesized chemical substances. These elements which carry some toxins more or less will damage the organs like liver and kidney in the long run. The side effects are perhaps not noticeable in a short period but they may arouse severe diseases after a certain number of years. From this perspective, artificial preservatives pose a major threat to our physical health. What we need is natural food rather than a mixture of various man-made chemicals.

B: How can we preserve food without artificial preservatives?

A: We can buy a small amount of food just enough for a few days and store it in the fridge. And we should eat it up before it goes bad.

B: I'd like to choose the second topic—How should people buy safe food? First of all, we need to make sure the seller has a business license, since it means an approval from the authority. When we choose food, we must remember to check its tag, confirming whether the basic information is marked on it, including ingredients, producer, shelf life, and particularly date of manufacture. This is a very crucial step in selecting safe food for the information can help us decide on the quality of the food. In addition, we should be cautious when buying food at a discount or on sale in case of the food out of date. Sometimes the seller just hoaxes us into buying food of poor quality with such a trick.

Unit 3　Natural Disaster and Environmental Protection　自然灾害与环保

A　必备句型

(1) Why does ozone hole come into being?

为什么会形成臭氧空洞？

It's due to the application of freon in refrigeration, air conditioning and aerosol.

这是由于在制冷、空调和喷雾剂中使用氟利昂。

(2) Can you name some clean energy?

Clean energy is usually environmentally-friendly, such as solar power, wind power, tidal power and nuclear power.

(3) What are the negative effects of acid rain?

Acid rain may do harm to crops and forests by corroding their roots and leaves. It can also kill a great number of fish. What's more, it may destroy buildings and historic sites.

(4) Why does red tide happen?

Red tide is mainly caused by the rapid growth of seaweed. This usually results from dumping of sewage and the sewage water is often polluted by detergent containing chemicals that seaweed needs for growth.

Dialogue 1（对话1）

T: What are the causes of natural disasters?

自然灾害的起因是什么？

C: On the one hand, natural disasters are caused by irresistible natural force. On the other hand, it has to do with human activities. For instance, over exploitation of mineral resources makes the earth's crust unstable and vulnerable to interior movement of the earth. Consequently, an earthquake is more likely to occur.

一方面，自然灾害是由自然的不可抗力引起的。另一方面，它与人类活动有关。例如，过度开采矿产资源使地壳变得不稳定，而且容易受地球内部运动的影响。因此就更容易发生地震。

T: How can people reduce natural disasters?

人们怎样才能减少自然灾害？

C: The best way is to exploit and make use of natural resources in a rational and sustainable manner. People should use non-renewable resources economically and efficiently. With respect to renewable resources, we must try our best to restore them. Let's say, we can increase vegetation to curb the formation of desert. Only by environmental protection can we decrease the occurrence of natural disasters.

最好的办法是合理并可持续地开发和利用自然资源。人们应该节约并有效利用不可再生资源。对于可再生资源，我们必须努力恢复其原貌。比如，我们可以增加植被以抑制沙漠的形成。只有通过环境保护，我们才能减少自然灾害的发生。

T: What should an individual do to protect the environment?

C: An individual may do his bit to protect the environment. For example, he can avoid using disposable chopsticks and tissues for the conservation of forests. He may also save water and electricity to preserve water and energy resources.

个人可以为保护环境尽自己的一份力量。比如，为了保护森林，可以避免使用一次性筷子和纸巾。还可以节约水电以保护水资源和能源资源。





Dialogue 2（对话2）

T: What are the causes of species extinction?

物种灭绝的原因是什么？

C: The industrial development requires more resources from the nature. Therefore, human beings have to take a considerable number of raw materials from forests, mountains, rivers, and oceans. The animals' habitats have been either occupied as human residence or destroyed completely. Apart from that, some species have been poached for their valuable skin, horns or other organs.

工业发展需要从自然界获得更多资源。因此人类必须从森林、山脉、河流和海洋得到大量原料。动物的栖息地不是被人类占有居住，就是被彻底摧毁。除此之外，一些物种由于具有珍贵的皮毛、角或其他器官而遭到非法捕猎。

T: What negative effects does species extinction have?

C: One of the most important effects is the ecological imbalance. To put it in another way, species extinction will disrupt the food chain. The gap in the food chain perhaps could threaten the existence of another species and here comes a vicious circle of species extinction.

最重要的一个影响就是生态失衡。换句话说，物种灭绝会中断食物链，食物链上的缺口可能会威胁另一个物种的生存，于是就有了物种灭绝的恶性循环。

T: What measures should we take to protect the endangered species?

我们应采取什么措施来保护濒危物种？

C: We must stop taking up animals' habitats without a rational plan for economic growth. Environmental protection may provide them with a shelter and free them from the human intrusion. Besides, the government should impose a ban on illegal hunt to maintain biodiversity.

我们不能再为了经济发展而毫无合理规划地占领动物的栖息地。环境保护可以为它们提供避难所，使它们免受人类侵犯。此外，政府应颁布禁令，禁止非法捕猎，以维持生物多样性。

Dialogue 1（对话1）

A: Have you ever met with any natural disaster?

你遇到过自然灾害吗？

B: No. I haven't met with such a situation up till now. The city where I live is quite safe and immune to natural disasters. Both the climate and geological structure are very stable. What about you?

没有。到现在为止我没有遇到过自然灾害。我生活的城市特别安全，不会受到自然灾害的影响。气候和地质结构都很稳定。你呢？

A: Actually, I have been through several floods before. My hometown is located in South China and it always rains heavily in summer. My home will be drowned each time a storm sets in. We have to travel by boat. It takes the water quite a few days to ebb away.

B: Oh, really? I have just learned about the flood in the southern area in newspaper and television. I suppose the local people must have suffered a lot. Since I live in the northern area, it's difficult for me to imagine the scene of a town covered by an endless expanse of water. I know little about the strategy of handling such an emergency, so I wonder how the local government responds to the flood.

A: Usually we will receive a warning from the relevant department before the storm arrives. If people are trapped in flood, the government will send troops to rescue them and distribute fresh water and food to the victims. The damaged electric power facilities will also be instantly repaired.

通常在暴雨来临前我们会得到相关部门的警报。如果有人困在洪水里，政府会派部队进行营救并向灾民发放淡水和食物。损坏的电力设施也会很快修好。





Dialogue 2（对话2）

A: Do you know any phenomena indicating an earthquake?

你知道哪些现象预示着地震吗？

B: I've read in some books that before an earthquake comes, some unusual changes may happen to groundwater in terms of color, smell and temperature. The water level could rise or fall dramatically and sometimes the water may even bubble up.

A: Yes. Apart from what you have mentioned, some biological phenomena also warn people of an upcoming earthquake. For example, animals might show some abnormal behaviors. Specifically speaking, they become restless with anxiety and migrate with their cubs. Dogs keep barking and fish begin to leap out of the water.

B: No, I don't think it is a proper way to protect ourselves. It would be very dangerous if the ceiling fell over the furniture under which we stay. The correct method is to hide ourselves in some narrow spaces like a bathroom, the surrounding walls of which could support the falling ceiling. By doing this, we could probably spare from being crushed under the ceiling.

T: What are the ways to lessen the effects of meteorological disasters?

C: In most cases meteorological disasters are predictable so we need to build an emergency response planning system. By doing this, an early warning could tell people to evacuate without delay or take precautions against the coming disaster.

(To Candidate B)

T: What is low carbon economy?

什么是低碳经济？

C: By saying low carbon economy, we mean the sustainable development of economy and environment by controlling the carbon emission in the consumption of fossil fuel including coal and petroleum.

低碳经济是指通过减少煤和石油等矿物燃料的消耗来控制碳f排放量，达到经济与环境的可持续发展。

T: Why should we control the carbon emission?

我们为什么要控制碳排放量？

C: Because we can benefit a lot from limiting the carbon emission. First, an immediate benefit is to cope with climate change. If the exhaust fumes containing carbon are reduced considerably, the greenhouse effect will be probably taken under control, and so is global warming. Second, we can guarantee the energy security of our country so that our descendants will not be confronted with the depletion of energy resources in the future. Third, keeping the carbon emission at a low level can help us solve the problem of environmental pollution. Since burning fossil fuels produces a variety of pollutants like sulphur dioxide, it will reduce the amount of pollutants significantly if cutting the carbon emission.

Candidates:

A: In my opinion, soil erosion is an important factor of desertification. The fertile soil on the surface of the field is washed away by rainwater or blown away by wind. The soil becomes more and more barren gradually till it is deprived of fertility and changes into a desert. The process is rather slow and it might take us many decades to realize the serious outcome when it is too late for remedy.

我认为水土流失是沙漠化的一个重要因素。农田表面肥沃的土壤被雨水冲走或被风吹走，土壤变得越来越贫瘠，最后失去了生产力而成为沙漠。这个过程极为缓慢，可能几十年后我们才会意识到后果的严重，而那时已来不及补救了。

B: I agree with you. It is the same as salinization which is another cause of desertification. Salinization means that the groundwater surface rises due to untimely drainage in irrigation. Then the salt in the water accumulates on the soil surface after the moisture evaporates slowly. As a result, the salt-covered soil loses its fertility.

Overpopulation requires more farmland for planting crops and cultivation of crops destroys large areas of vegetation. Without the protection of vegetation, the soil is subject to erosion of water and wind. And this is the starting point of soil erosion.

A: I'd like to choose the third topic—What influences does global warming have? It may cause a series of irreversible disasters to human beings. First, global warming leads to the increase of temperature. And the melting glaciers of the North and South Pole will make the sea level rise and some islands at low altitudes might be drowned by the water and vanish forever. Second, global warming is likely to affect the physiology of human beings and accelerate bacterial reproduction. All these will add to our possibility of developing a disease. Third, global warming is also responsible for more natural disasters like hurricanes and tsunamis as it can change the movement of sea and atmosphere.

The efficient agriculture could reduce the destruction of vegetation and prevent sandstorms. In addition, we should work hard to bring desertification under control in order to remove the source of sands. It is even better to plant a shelter forest to resist the sandstorm.

Candidates:

A: In my opinion, the fundamental cause of urbanization lies in the development of agriculture. People can be released from the traditional manual work of agriculture and more capital can be injected into industry only if the agricultural production makes significant progress. The development of industry gives rise to population growth and infrastructure construction. These are the basic conditions of urbanization.

Besides, the comfortable environment and considerate service on the plane make me feel very relaxed so I may have a good rest after dealing with the routine work.

Candidates:

A: In my point of view, increase of vehicles is a direct cause of traffic congestion. Since people's income has been going up these days, a private car is not exclusive to a small group of people any more. More and more people begin to drive their own cars when going to work or tourist attractions. Thus too many cars lead to traffic jam.

B: I agree with you. And I suppose another cause of traffic congestion is poor road condition. Besides, the uneven roads with a lot of bumps and potholes are mostly not repaired instantly, so the vehicles cannot move fast and smoothly. All these may lead to traffic jam.

Numerous people hurry to work between 7 and 8 in the morning and they go back to their home from 6 to 7 in the afternoon. These working people either take the buses and subway or drive their own cars. More often than not, all the vehicles have to wait in lines, stopping each other from moving forward with the roads blocked.

B: I share the same point with you. Still another cause of traffic congestion is prosperity in downtown area, perhaps not so important though. There are usually a lot of restaurants, shopping malls, places of entertainment and chain stores of brand names in the center of city. It's natural that many people will gather there for pleasure and the roads are likely to be occupied by them. Chatting and laughing together, they often neglect the vehicles nearby. And the drivers have to slow down or brake suddenly to keep away from the pedestrians. Then we can see why cars are always trapped in the traffic jam in the downtown area.

A　必备句型

(1) Where did you graduate from?

你毕业于哪所学校？

I graduated from Beijing Normal University. It is a comprehensive and national key university under the direct administration of the Ministry of Education.

我毕业于北京师范大学。它是教育部直属的一所综合性全国重点大学。

(2) Do you want to go to a comprehensive university or a university specializing in some fields?

你想上综合性大学还是专攻某些领域的大学？

Frankly speaking, I want to go to a comprehensive university, because I can expose myself to knowledge of various fields and make friends with students in different majors.

坦白讲，我想上综合性大学，因为我可以接触到各个领域的知识，还能与不同专业的学生交朋友。

(3) Do you prefer to get your master's degree at home or abroad?

你想在国内读研还是国外读研？

As far as I am concerned, I prefer to get my master's degree at home since going abroad for a degree may cost a large sum of money which my family cannot afford.

就我而言，我更愿意在国内读研，因为出国攻读学位会花一大笔钱，我家负担不起。

(4) Do you like to learn extracurricular knowledge?

你喜欢学习课外知识吗？

Yes, I often borrow various books from the library including literature, computer, economics, management and so on.

(5) Have you joined any student society?

你参加过学生社团吗？

Yes, I have joined the cartoon society since my entry into the university. We often hold some interesting activities on campus that are very popular among students, such as cosplay.

是的，我一进大学就参加了漫画社。我们经常在校园里开展一些有趣的活动，非常受同学欢迎，比如动漫真人秀。

(6) Do you think it is very essential to get some certificates during the university years?

你认为大学期间获得一些证书很重要吗？

I think theoretically it is. We all know some companies state clearly the requirement for certain certificates such as a certificate of CET-4 as a precondition for an interview. A job hunter may lose the chance of being interviewed without such a certificate. In that sense, some certificates may serve as a stepping stone in applying for a job.

(8) Is it necessary to choose a key school for a middle school student?

T: How did you get into such a distinguished university?

你怎样进入了这样一所著名的大学？

C: To make a long story short, I made every endeavor to study hard in my high school days. My hometown is located in the remote inland of the country, so I have always been cherishing the dream of going to see the outside world. That's why I had the strong willpower to go all out for study.

简单来讲，我上高中时全力以赴努力学习。我的家乡位于我国偏远的内陆地区，因此我一直怀有一个梦想，就是去外面的世界看看。所以我才有坚强的意志竭尽全力去学习。

T: Is there any impediment to the development of education in your hometown?

你家乡的教育发展有什么阻碍吗？

C: Yes. One major obstacle in the development of education is that my hometown lacks advanced facilities and excellent teachers. On the opposite, large cities in the developed areas never lag behind in that respect. The unbalanced education is basically caused by the economic disparity. As long as the underdeveloped areas don't have enough money to pour into purchasing new equipment, renovating teaching complex and increasing teachers' salary, the overall improvement cannot be found in education.

T: What do you think of college enrollment expansion?

C: As I see it, the policy of college enrollment expansion has brought trouble to us to some extent. With more access to higher education, a larger proportion of population can obtain the bachelor's degree. However, once the college diploma becomes prevalent, it will begin to devalue more often than not. Therefore the people holding the diploma have lost their advantages, and it will be even more difficult to get a job for those with the same education background.

Dialogue 1（对话1）

A: Are you a college student?

你是大学生吗？

B: Yes, I am in a local university. What about you?

A: I go to university too, but not a local one. The experience of studying in another city is exciting and unforgettable to me. During my college years, I have been to many places of the city. Its specialties and customs have become familiar to me.

我也上大学，不过不在本地。在另一个城市学习的经历对我来说既兴奋又难忘。大学期间，我去过那座城市的很多地方，那里的特产和习俗我都已熟悉。

B: Indeed, a vast majority of students long for going to university in large cities like Beijing and Shanghai. But this might increase the financial burden of your family. Due to the high living standards and prices of goods in those metropolises, your expense will be inevitably higher than that in your hometown. Don't you think so?

B: It is true that independent enrollment is of great help for the candidates of college entrance examination, but at the same time we should not neglect its negative impact. Some students are so obsessed with developing a specialty of their own that they devote themselves to studying the extracurricular courses while ignoring the basic courses in school.

(To Candidate A)

T: Do you think it is a good idea to provide student loans?

你认为提供助学贷款是一个好想法吗？

C: Yes. I think this is a policy providing students with tangible benefits. Student loans have made it possible for innumerable newcomers of university to realize their dreams of going to college. Without student loans, many hardworking students in poverty-stricken areas who are qualified for the college entrance examination would have ended up with hopeless and helpless life.

我认为这是一个好想法。我觉得这是一项为学生提供实惠的政策。助学贷款使无数大学新生实现了上大学的梦想。没有助学贷款，许多贫困地区刻苦学习、有资格参加高考的学生就只能过着无望、无助的生活。

T: Do we have any difficulty in implementing this policy?

我们在实行这项政策时有什么困难吗？

C: Some of the loans have become non-performing loans because the majority of students fail to pay back the loans immediately after graduation. Some of them may have to scrape along with such a low salary that they don't have extra money to return the loans. Some others simply have no intention to pay back the loans for lack of personal credit.

一些助学贷款成了不良贷款，因为大部分学生毕业后都无法马上偿还贷款。他们中一些人工资微薄，艰难度日，没有多余的钱来还贷款。还有一些人缺乏个人信用，干脆没打算还贷款。

T: Can you raise some suggestions to avoid the deterioration of the situation?

你能提出一些建议来避免这种情况的继续恶化吗？

C: Perhaps we could adjust the student loans system by putting off the due time of repayment. Aside from that, it is also necessary to strengthen the education of students' honesty.

也许我们可以推迟还款到期时间，从而调整助学贷款制度。除此之外，加强学生的诚信教育也是必要的。

(To Candidate B)

T: Do you prefer quality education or exam-oriented education?

你喜欢素质教育还是应试教育？

C: I prefer quality education, because it aims at all-round development of students. By contrast, exam-oriented education, as its name implies, focuses solely on students' scores. Influenced by this system, many students fix their eyes on the grades of several courses taught at school, not caring about developing practical abilities.

我喜欢素质教育，因为素质教育以学生的全面发展为目标。相比之下，应试教育正如它的名字所示，只关注学生的分数。受这一制度影响，很多学生只注意学校教的几门课的成绩，不关心实际能力的发展。

T: How can we transform exam-oriented education to quality education?

我们怎样才能将应试教育转变为素质教育？

C: Most important of all, people ought to change the attitude toward assessment of students. The ability of taking an exam should not be thought of as the mere criterion of judging a student. We need to look at them from a comprehensive and objective angle. Then we ought to reduce the schoolwork burden on students gradually and direct them to pursue more balanced personal development.

T: Do you think we have made some progress in that direction?

C: I'm afraid we still haven't seen obvious effects of the transformation. The traditional emphasis on grades is too deep-rooted to be eradicated in a short while. Some students do begin to pay attention to developing some other skills like sports and playing musical instruments, but their concentration on the courses at school is no less than before under the pressure from parents.

Candidates:

A: As I see it, the growth in the number of postgraduates is directly related to graduates' difficulty in job-hunting. Many undergraduates don't know how to combine their knowledge with practice and they also lack working and social experience. Moreover, many enterprises either cut the staff dramatically or reduce the recruitment as a result of the financial crisis and economic recession. Thus the unfavorable environment poses more barriers of finding a job. Facing such a grave situation, some graduates have to take the entrance examination for postgraduate students to get further education. These people constitute the majority of postgraduates.

在我看来，研究生人数增长与本科生就业难有着直接的关系。很多本科生不懂得如何将知识与实践相结合，而且缺乏工作和社会经验。此外，由于金融危机和经济衰退的影响，许多企业不是大规模裁员就是缩减招聘规模。因此这种不利环境对本科生找工作造成了更多的障碍。面对这样的严峻形势，一些本科生不得不参加研究生入学考试来获得继续深造的机会。这些人构成了研究生的主体。

B: Yes, I agree with you. After two or three years' postgraduate study, the students may obtain more competitiveness on the job market. Another cause of the growth in the number of postgraduates I want to mention is enrollment expansion of colleges. This factor is to some extent relevant to graduates' difficulty in job-hunting. To ease the pressure of employment, the concerned department of our government has launched a policy to increase colleges' enrollment of postgraduates. The students enrolled in the postgraduate program are naturally on the increase.

A: You are right. I suppose there are others who are used to the comfortable life on campus and try to get admitted to postgraduate schools to avoid working. In this way they can delay the struggle for earning a salary. In other words, graduates' escape from working is a cause we cannot ignore as well.

你说的对。我想还有一些人是因为习惯于安逸的校园生活，为了逃避工作而努力考研。这样他们就暂时不必为挣钱而奔波。换句话说，本科生逃避就业同样是不可忽视的原因。

B: Right. In addition, I think the following fact also contributes to the growth: some people hope to get an academic or technical title on the strength of a master's degree, since some positions are exclusive to those people with certain degrees. Therefore the increase of postgraduates also results from people's need of getting an academic or technical title. Of course these people only account for a small part of the whole postgraduate group.

All right. Now... (say the name of Candidate A), would you begin by telling us which topic you've chosen and then give your presentation please?

A: I'd like to choose the third topic—Do you think being a tutor is a good part-time job for university students? I don't think it is a good part-time job to be a tutor for university students. The reasons can be divided into two aspects. First, being a tutor is of little use for personal development. Since a university student just goes to his student's home and gives a lesson in a very casual and informal environment, this cannot bring the university student many changes in communication skills and other practical abilities. Second, being a tutor may be a little bit dangerous for university students, especially for girls. The inexperienced students often become victims to some criminals under the pretext of seeking a tutor. Cases of this kind are not rare these years.

B: Is there any benefit university students can get from being a tutor?

大学生做家教有什么好处吗？

A: Although being a tutor is not a good part-time job in my opinion, there is at least one advantage of this job, that is, the pay and the sense of fulfillment of earning money.

T: Can you name some better part-time jobs for university students?

A: For example, teaching in a training organization is a good alternative to being a tutor. It is also advisable to do an internship in a large company.

Now... (say the name of Candidate B), would you begin by telling us which topic you've chosen and then give your presentation please?

B: I'd like to choose the second topic—What are the results of academic plagiarism? As is known to us, academic plagiarism has provoked many disputes in the society. I think the negative influences of this behavior can be roughly seen from two perspectives. First, academic plagiarism is infringement of the original author's intellectual property right. The original author who has publicized his research results in the hope of sharing his achievement with other scholars deserves the respect of his fellows, not theft of his work results. In that sense, academic plagiarism steals indirectly the reputation of the original author. Second, academic plagiarism may misguide the readers. An author who plagiarizes others' works tends to distort and tamper with the original work with superficial comprehension. Consequently, the readers obtain the false knowledge from the fake academic work.

我选择第二个话题——学术剽窃有什么后果？众所周知，学术剽窃引起了社会的众多争议。我认为这种行为的消极影响大致可从两个角度考虑。首先，学术剽窃是对原作者知识产权的侵犯。原作者发表其研究成果是希望与其他学者分享自己的成就，理应受到同行的尊重，而不是窃取他的劳动成果。从这个意义上讲，学术剽窃间接偷取了原作者的名声。第二，学术剽窃可能误导读者。剽窃他人作品的作者由于理解肤浅，往往会歪曲、篡改原作。于是读者从这种伪造的学术作品中获得的就是错误的知识。

A: What are the causes of academic plagiarism?

B: First, it results from the moral degeneration of the whole society. Second, it is closely related to overemphasis on academic works in evaluation of individual scholars and institutes.

T: Can you put forward some measures to curb academic plagiarism?

Unit 7　Job　工作

A　必备句型

(1) What do you do?

你做什么工作？

I am an accountant in a state-owned enterprise.

我在一家国有企业当会计。

(2) How long have you been working?

你工作多久了？

It has been 3 years since I started working after graduation.

我毕业后开始工作已经有三年了。

(3) Can you tell me something about your work?

你能谈谈你的工作吗？

I work as a secretary in a joint venture. My daily work mainly involves drawing up documents, arranging for conferences and coordinating between different departments of the company.

我在一家合资企业当秘书。我的日常工作主要包括起草文件、安排会议以及做好公司各部门之间的协调。

(4) What kind of job do you like?

你喜欢什么样的工作？

I want to be a salesperson because I am an extrovert, talkative and easy-going person. My friends all think I am very skilful at communicating with different people. These factors may be useful when a salesperson is promoting products or services.

我想做一名销售人员，因为我是一个外向、健谈、随和的人。我的朋友们都认为我很擅于和不同的人沟通。这些因素有助于销售人员推销产品或服务。

(5) Do you want to work in a large city or a small one?

你想在大城市还是小城市工作？

I prefer to work in a large city. It is not only because the salary is higher than that in a small city, but also because the new concepts and information in a large city can increase my knowledge and enrich my experience.

我更愿意在大城市工作。这不仅是因为大城市的工资比小城市高，也是因为大城市的新观念和信息可以增加我的知识，丰富我的阅历。

(6) What is a good superior like in your opinion?

你认为一个好上司是什么样的？

A good superior should have such great personal charisma that the subordinates all regard him as a competent leader with authority while at the same time he is also modest enough to identify himself with his team members.

一个好上司应该具有极其超凡的个人魅力，下属都认为他是一个称职而且有威信的领导，同时他还很谦虚，能和他的团队成员打成一片。

(7) What is your difficulty in finding a job?

你找工作时有什么困难？

One of my difficulties is that some enterprises and institutions prefer those job-hunters with local registered residence. I think this is unfair and unreasonable since one's performance relies on his abilities rather than whether he is a local resident or not.

我的其中一个困难就是一些企事业单位偏好那些有当地户口的求职者。我认为这不公平，也不合理，因为一个人的表现取决于他的能力，而不是他是否是当地居民。

(8) What do you think is the correct attitude to looking for the first job for a graduate?

你认为毕业生找第一份工作时的正确态度是什么？

A graduate should not be much too particular about the salary. Most important of all is to gather working experience and improve the comprehensive qualities.

毕业生不应对薪水过于挑剔。最重要的是积累工作经验，提高综合素质。

(9) How should a job applicant prepare for an interview in general?

应聘者通常应怎样准备面试？

A job applicant needs to consult some basic information about the enterprise that he has applied for and get an over-view of the enterprise. Furthermore, it is also very essential to prepare the resume and relevant documents.

应聘者要查找所应聘企业的基本信息，对该企业有大致的了解。另外，准备好简历和相关文件也是非常重要的。

(10) How can a graduate cope with the difficulty in finding a job?

毕业生怎样解决就业困难？

As an inexperienced job-seeker, graduates must adjust mentality in finding a job. They must get rid of unrealistic expectation for their work. As many students are running after only a few vacant positions in the large cities, a wise choice may be turning to some underdeveloped areas. For example, a graduate can choose to be a student village official.

Dialogue 1（对话1）

T: What do you do?

你做什么工作？

C: I have begun to run a small restaurant since graduation from university. I am self-employed.

我大学毕业后就开始经营一家小餐馆。我在自主创业。

T: What are the conditions for self-employment?

自主创业的条件是什么？

C: According to my experience, there are three crucial elements of self-employment. First, a beginner should have personal abilities involving knowledge, techniques, social relationship and many other strengths. These are the fundamental requirements for running a career by himself. Second, it is equally important to choose a proper program. We can apply to join a brand and become one of its outlets. It is necessary to make sure the brand is trustworthy and saleable. Otherwise we may try to operate a business directly by ourselves. Anyway, this project should demand relatively less investment and run the minimum risk so that a beginner will not suffer too much loss in case of failure.

根据我的经验，自主创业有三个关键要素。第一，新手应具备个人能力，包括知识、技能、社会关系，以及其他优势。这些是独立经营一项事业的基本要求。第二，选择一个合适的项目也是同样重要的。我们可以申请加盟一个品牌，成为它的一家专卖店。要确保这个品牌值得依赖，便于销售。或者我们可以尝试自己经营一家企业。不管怎样，这个项目所需的投资要相对较少，风险要达到最低，这样新手如果失败才不会有太严重的损失。

T: What do you think are the drawbacks of self-employment for university graduates?

你认为大学毕业生自主创业有什么弱点？

C: In my view, there are mainly two weak points in self-employment for university students. First, graduates usually lack market and social experience. They tend to bury themselves in developing and researching their products regardless of the market demand. In many cases, they even have not figured out who the target clients are before setting about the design of products, only to find they have missed the potential customers. Some of them who have overestimated the optimistic prospects often collapse completely after the failure of the project. Second, graduates are weak in comprehensive qualities. They cannot become proficient in dealing with some practical problems involving law, investment or management overnight, so they are likely to suffer loss in self-employment.

我认为，大学生自主创业主要有两个弱点。第一，毕业生往往缺乏市场经验和社会经验。他们很容易埋头研发自己的产品，而不考虑市场需求。很多时候他们甚至都没有搞清目标客户是谁，就开始着手设计产品，结果发现自己错过了潜在的顾客。他们中的一些人对前景的估计过于乐观，项目失败后往往会彻底崩溃。第二，毕业生的综合素质薄弱。他们不可能一夜之间就对法律、投资、管理等实际问题处理得得心应手，因此在自主创业过程中很容易受到损失。





Dialogue 2（对话2）

T: Which do you think is more important, manual work or mental work?

你认为体力劳动和脑力劳动哪个更重要？

C: They are equally important since they both play an active part in the social development. Mental work and manual work have an interrelated and interdependent relationship. To be specific the former is about how to raise productivity by means of science and technology while the latter is to put the research result of the former into practice and provide necessities for the whole society.

它们同样重要，因为两者都在社会发展中起到了积极作用。脑力劳动和体力劳动具有相互联系、相互依存的关系。具体而言，前者是关于如何运用科学技术提高生产力，后者是将前者的研究成果付诸实践，并为整个社会提供必需品。

T: Do manual workers have equal status with the mental workers now?

现在体力劳动者与脑力劳动者有同等地位吗？

C: Unfortunately manual workers are not treated as equally as mental workers in modern society. They are not only paid much less than the mental workers, but don't get people's respect that they deserve to have as well. Actually we cannot live without manual workers because they give us food, clothes, shelter and traffic tools with their work.

可惜的是现代社会体力劳动者没有受到和脑力劳动者一样的平等对待。他们不仅工资比脑力劳动者少得多，而且没有受到人们应有的尊重。实际上没有体力劳动者我们是无法生活的，因为他们用自己的劳动为我们提供了衣食住行。

T: Why are manual workers thought to be inferior to mental workers?

为什么人们认为体力劳动者比脑力劳动者地位低呢？

C: Because mental workers usually receive more education and they are able to create more value with their knowledge. The significant reforms in history were mostly dominated by mental workers. Therefore mental work is regarded to be more valuable. That is why manual workers seem inferior to mental workers.

因为脑力劳动者通常受到更多教育，可以用知识创造更多价值。历史上重大的变革大都是由脑力劳动者主导的。因此人们认为脑力劳动更有价值。所以体力劳动者的地位似乎要低于脑力劳动者。

Dialogue 1（对话1）

A: Where are you working for?

你在哪里工作？

B: I work for a large multinational corporation. How about you?

我在一家大型跨国公司工作。你呢？

A: I work for a public institution. I like my job very much because it is quite easy and stable. My colleagues and I all get off work on time every day. Our work pace is rather slow so we have little pressure and we don't have to do things in a hurry.

我在一家事业单位工作。我非常热爱我的工作，因为它既轻松又稳定。我和同事每天都按时下班。我们的工作节奏很慢，所以几乎没什么压力，也不用很着急地做事情。

B: Different people may have different preferences in choosing a job. For my part, working for an enterprise is more interesting and inspiring. It is true that I often work overtime and my projects are always challenging, but I get a lot of experience and achievements in solving these problems. I am proud of myself each time I complete a tough project with recognition of my superior and colleagues. On the contrary, the staff of a public institution who are used to slow work pace will finally lose the impetus for self-improvement.

Some are busy with housework like sweeping and laundry; some others spend their free time visiting families and friends; still some others kill time by shopping or surfing the Internet. As a result, they may get too relaxed to concentrate on their work at the beginning of the coming week, especially on Monday. It is quite difficult for them to adjust to the heavy work in a short while. And here come all the symptoms of Monday Syndrome.

C: We should avoid getting overexcited on Sunday. It is advisable to replace the thrilling activities with the mild ones and make some preparations for the work next week.

(To Candidate B)

T: What is the cause of job-hopping?

C: Job-hopping is very common nowadays. There are two causes of this phenomenon in my view. First, the desire for a good salary is a major driving force of job-hopping. Some people cannot get a salary or a pay rise they expect in their workplace and it is natural for them to think about looking for a well-paid job. Second, some people suppose they have a slim chance of promotion or making more achievements in the original workplace. That is why they want to work for another employer that can provide more opportunities of learning and improving themselves.

A: In your opinion, what are the causes of unemployment?

B: I think economic recession is a major cause of unemployment. It may lead to the decrease of purchasing power. With less demand for products and services, many enterprises will undergo a great deficit and even bankruptcy. Therefore, the employees have to be laid off.

我认为经济萧条是失业的一个重要原因。这会引起购买力下降，产品和服务的需求减少，很多企业就要亏损，甚至破产，因此就不得不辞退员工。

A: Indeed. Taking the financial crisis in 2008 for example, it has brought about close-down of quite a few enterprises and numerous people became jobless overnight. But don't you think poor management of enterprises is also responsible for unemployment?

A: I'd like to choose the first topic—Why do more and more people want to become a civil servant? There has appeared a tendency recently that many people choose to be a civil servant. I think that is mainly because civil servant is a relatively steady profession compared with other jobs, especially in such a changeable society. Enterprises are in general subject to the external environment. A great many people will be dismissed once their companies are involved in an economic crisis. Moreover, an incautious decision or poor management may also pose difficulties for the normal operation of an enterprise and to save the enterprise has to sacrifice the jobs of some employees. In contrast, a civil servant hardly runs the risk of unemployment because the government or institutions subordinate to the government are seldom influenced by the outside changes. No wonder people regard the work of a civil servant as a golden bowl. Besides, civil servants enjoy a more guaranteed and comprehensive system of social security including all types of insurance and perks.

Actually there have occurred some cases that consumers suffered from the side-effects of some foreign cosmetics.

他们相信质量与价格成正比，不过我想未必是这样。我经常听到朋友向我抱怨国外化妆品没有像她们期望的那样。更糟糕的是，曾经有报道说某些国外著名品牌的化妆品经证实含有对人体有害的禁用化学物质，或者含有超标成分。事实上曾发生过消费者受到国外化妆品副作用影响的情况。

T: Do you think it is reasonable to take advertisement as a promotion method for cosmetics?

你认为把广告作为推销化妆品的手段合理吗？

C: In my view, it is understandable and reasonable on some scale. Cosmetics ad may introduce the products to more potential consumers and win more market share. But it should not be overdone to such an extent that the cosmetics price is greatly increased due to the transfer of advertising cost.

我认为这可以理解，在某种程度上也是合理的。化妆品广告可以将产品介绍给更多的潜在消费者，赢得更多市场份额。但广告不应做得过头，结果由于广告成本转移到产品上而大大提高化妆品价格。





Dialogue 2（对话2）

T: Do you enjoy watching South Korean TV dramas?

你喜欢看韩剧吗？

C: Yes, I like watching them very much. The plots are very interesting and romantic, very appealing to young people at my age.

是的，我非常喜欢看。韩剧的情节很有趣，很浪漫，对我这个年龄的年轻人很有吸引力。

T: Why do you think they become increasingly popular among Chinese people?

你认为韩剧为什么越来越受中国人的欢迎？

C: As I see it, there are mainly two reasons for this phenomenon. First, the stories of South Korean TV dramas mostly involve the romantic relationship between several characters and the characters are usually typical of prince and Cinderella or princess and frog. These elements are most fascinating to people looking forward to beautiful love. Second, the clothes, accessory and make-up of hero and heroine are very eye-catching and impressive. As we can see, the leading roles always have fashionable clothes and accessory of various styles to fit different occasions. Their clothes are hardly repeated in different acts in fact.

在我看来，这一现象主要有两个原因。第一，韩剧的故事大都是关于几个人物之间的浪漫爱情，这些人物通常都是典型的王子和灰姑娘，或者公主和青蛙。这些元素非常吸引那些向往美好爱情的人。第二，男女主人公的服装、配饰和妆容很抢眼，令人印象深刻。正像我们所看到的那样，主要角色总是有不同风格的时尚衣服和配饰来配合不同场合。实际上他们的衣服在不同的场景几乎不会重复。

T: Are there any disadvantages of South Korean TV dramas?

韩剧有什么缺点吗？

C: Yes. Many audiences feel South Korean TV dramas have got into a rut with similar stories and characters. It is not difficult to infer the next step following a particular incident. Gradually a few audiences could get weary of the TV dramas of this kind no matter how attractive the characters are. The play-wrights need to think out some creative ideas and explore a wider range of themes.

Between two candidates

Dialogue 1（对话1）

A: I've noticed a phenomenon recently that there have appeared more and more tomboys around us. What do you think of them?

我最近注意到一个现象，就是我们身边出现了越来越多的假小子。你对她们有什么看法？

B: Most of these tomboys just follow the trend because some female stars like to wear short hair, baggy jeans and T-shirts. And the fans think the way in which the stars dress is very cool and highly individual so they also want to be tomboys. The neutral style may distinguish them from those girls with feminine characteristics and show that they belong to the non-mainstream group.

这些假小子大部分都只是赶时髦，因为有些女明星喜欢留短发，穿宽松的牛仔裤和T恤衫。而粉丝们认为这些明星的穿衣方式很酷很个性，所以她们也想变成假小子。这种中性风格会把她们同那些具有女性特点的女孩区分开，表明她们属于非主流的群体。

A: Yes, I share the same opinion with you. But as far as I know, some girls are changed into tomboys by their family. Some parents who prefer boys to girls might bring up their girls as boys. These girls have been wearing boys' clothes and playing boys' games since their childhood. They have become so used to boys' lifestyle and hobbies that they cannot adjust themselves to those of girls' after they grow up. In the end they become complete tomboys.

是的，我和你有同样的观点。但据我所知，一些女孩是被家庭变成假小子的。有的父母更偏爱男孩，就把女孩当作男孩抚养。这些女孩从小就穿男孩的衣服，玩男孩的游戏。她们太习惯于男孩的生活方式和爱好，所以长大后就无法适应女孩的那种风格。最后她们就彻底成了假小子。

B: Indeed. I will not deny that neutral style is a unique beauty but blind obsession with this new fashion could possibly mislead young people. They are not mature enough to form correct aesthetic and they are inclined to take what is popular as their aesthetic standard. And neutral style which advocates neglect of gender difference may bring negative effects on their mental health.

确实是这样。我不否认中性风格是种独特的美，可是盲目痴迷于这种新兴时尚可能会误导年轻人。他们还不够成熟，没有形成正确的审美观，倾向于把流行的东西当作自己的审美标准。而且提倡忽略性别差异的中性风格可能会给他们的心理健康带来负面影响。

A: I agree with you. Parents and teachers should teach the young people how to learn the advantages of the opposite sex rather than imitate their appearance.

我同意你的观点。父母和老师应该教给年轻人怎样学习异性的优点，而不是模仿他们的外表。

B: You're completely right.

你说的完全正确。





Dialogue 2（对话2）

A: Do you like making up?

你喜欢化妆吗？

B: Yes, I like it because it can offset the defects in our appearance and make us look radiant. We have seen a lot of pictures showing the differences between before and after making up. Making up is so magic that a plain-looking person may be turned into quite another one.

是的，我喜欢，因为它能弥补我们外表的不足，使我们看上去容光焕发。我们见到过很多照片显示了化妆前后的差异。化妆是如此神奇，可以让相貌平平的人变成另外一个人。

A: But one who makes up seems to wear a mask on the face. As you said a minute ago, making up can produce a striking contrast. I feel it is like cheating others. Natural beauty is the best and spiritual beauty is the most important. Maybe it is better to show the true self and pay more attention to inner beauty.

可是化妆的人仿佛脸上戴着一个面具。像你刚才所说的那样，化妆会产生明显的对比。我觉得这像在欺骗别人。自然美才是最好的，心灵美才是最重要的。也许展现真实的自我，并且多关注内在美会更好一些。

B: You make sense to some degree. But the fact is that we do benefit from making up. You see, we become more confident of ourselves when wearing make-up. It can also show our respect and politeness to others on some formal occasions. I hear that those wearing make-up are more likely to win the favor of others sometimes. That's why an employee who makes up might even get a pay rise or promotion more easily compared with a slovenly one with the same ability. An elaborately groomed person is always pleasant to the eye, isn't she?

你的话在某种程度上有道理。可事实是我们的确会从化妆中受益。你看，我们化妆时变得更加自信，在一些正式场合这也表示我们对别人的尊重和礼貌。我听说化妆的人有时更容易赢得他人的好感，所以化妆的员工比起能力相同却不修边幅的员工更容易得到加薪或升职。精心修饰过的人总是令人赏心悦目，不是吗？

A: I'm afraid I only support light make-up. I hate to see people with thick foundation, exaggerated eye shadow and gaudy lipstick. They look a little disgusting.

我恐怕只赞同淡妆。我讨厌看到那些涂着厚厚的粉底、夸张的眼影和俗艳的唇膏的人。他们看起来有点让人恶心。

B: I don't like heavy make-up either to be honest. It not only makes us look unnatural, but also does harm to our skin health. Light make-up is in general sufficient to increase our glamour.

说实话我也不喜欢浓妆。那样不仅使我们看上去不自然，而且还伤害皮肤。一般淡妆就足以增添我们的魅力。

T: Why do many middle-aged people begin to pay attention to fashion in recent days?

C: First of all, due to more contact with foreign ideas, people have changed their notions about fashion nowadays. They believe fashion could improve their image, enrich their life and release the working pressure. Moreover, with better living conditions, middle-aged people don't need to save all the income for daily expenses. They have more extra money to invest in dressing and make-up so they start to concern themselves with fashion.

C: Yes, I think fashion is not the privilege of young people. Middle-aged people also have the right to follow the trend. They can do this and they should do this. People have unique beauty at different stages of their life. It doesn't make sense that middle-aged people have to conceal their beauty just because of older age or family stuff. Besides, to be a fashionable person can make us more confident and delighted in daily life.

是的，我认为时尚不是年轻人的特权。中年人同样有权利追求时尚。他们可以这样做，也应该这样做。人在生命的不同阶段都有独特的美。中年人仅仅因为年龄增加或家庭琐事就掩盖自己的美，这是说不通的。而且做个时尚的人可以让我们在日常生活中更加自信和愉快。

T: What is the suitable fashion for middle-aged people?

什么是适合中年人的时尚？

C: It should help them hide the defects in their shape or skin resulted from an older age on the one hand. The fashionable style must be in line with and set off their personal aura on the other hand.

一方面，适合中年人的时尚要能帮他们隐藏年龄增长带来的体型或皮肤上的缺陷。另一方面，时尚的风格要符合并能衬托他们的个人气质。

(To Candidate B)

T: Do you think a wedding is indispensable for a couple?

C: Yes, a wedding is a chance for the couple to receive the best wishes of other people. More importantly, it can help the new couple realize the sacredness of their marriage and remind them of taking responsibility for the family.

是的。婚礼是夫妇接受别人美好祝福的机会。更重要的是，它可以帮助新婚夫妇意识到他们婚姻的神圣，提醒他们对家庭负责任。

T: Do you support a swanky wedding?

你支持豪华婚礼吗？

C: No, I am not in favor of holding a costly wedding. A grand wedding is much too expensive for an ordinary new couple, including the limousine, the wedding dress, the banquet and so on. Some young people that cannot afford such a magnificent ceremony may have to turn to their parents for help. I think they are not expected to ask their parents to pay for the wedding only to satisfy their vanity. It is not only because of the heavy burden on the whole family, but also because a wasteful wedding contradicts we Chinese tradition of thrift.

不，我不赞成举行开销很高的婚礼。盛大的婚礼对于普通的新婚夫妇来说太昂贵了，这包括豪华轿车、婚礼服装、婚宴等等。一些年轻人负担不起如此奢华的仪式，只好求助于父母。我认为他们不应仅仅为满足自己的虚荣心而让父母为婚礼买单。这不光是因为会对整个家庭造成沉重负担，而且还是因为奢侈浪费的婚礼有悖于我们中国人勤俭节约的传统。

T: What is the proper way of holding a wedding in your opinion?

你认为怎样举办婚礼比较合适？

C: A small and simple wedding is OK for a new couple. They don't have to rent a limousine; a few ordinary cars are enough. A luxurious banquet is also unnecessary; a plain dinner joined by families and several friends may be sweeter and more meaningful. The pomp is nothing more than shallow decoration or showing off. It is totally unnecessary to feel losing face or being looked down upon for a simple wedding.

Candidates:

A: Star-pursuing has long been a controversial topic. Many people especially young people have their own idols. I think an important cause of this phenomenon is the envy of stars' success. Stars are often considered as celebrities with both fame and fortune which seem attractive yet unachievable to most common people. They have expensive houses to live in, luxury cars to drive. They are worshipped as members of the upper class. And their fans cannot help thinking of them as role models.

追星一直是个有争议的话题。很多人特别是年轻人都有自己的偶像。我想导致这一现象的一个重要原因是羡慕明星的成功。明星往往被看做名利双收的名人，这似乎对多数普通人来说很有吸引力，却又难以达到。他们有豪宅住，有名车开。他们被当作社会上层人士那样受到崇拜。粉丝不由得会把他们视为榜样。

B: But the so-called success of stars is just about material abundance. It is very superficial compared with the profound knowledge of science and culture. A number of stars don't have a decent education background so I believe fans just admire their achievements on the level of wealth.

但是所谓明星的成功只是物质上的富足。与渊博的科学文化知识相比这很肤浅。许多明星都没有好的教育背景，所以我认为粉丝们只是欣赏他们物质层面的成就。

A: Yes, definitely. So what is your opinion about causes of star-pursuing?

是的，的确是。那么你对追星的原因有什么看法呢？

B: In my view, desire for fashion is probably a cause of star-pursuing. As I have talked about just now, stars usually have exceedingly high income, plus the fund for packaging provided by their management companies, so they can spend large sums of money on fashionable clothes, accessory and cosmetics. The fans try to become as trendy as their idols, so they pay close attention to the hairstyle and make-up of these famous stars and imitate their styles of dressing up.

我认为向往时尚可能是追星的一个原因。正像我刚才所谈到的，明星通常有非常高的收入，再加上经纪公司提供的包装费用，于是他们可以用大笔的钱来购置时髦的衣服、配饰和化妆品。粉丝们也想像偶像那样时尚，所以他们密切关注这些名角大腕的发型和妆容，模仿他们的打扮风格。

A: That's true. Another cause I want to mention is the relief of pressure. People have to face stressful work and life nowadays and thus they are frequently bothered with worry, anxiety or depression. They need to vent the bad feeling from time to time. Star-pursuing is a good way. Maybe the good-looking appearance of the stars can cheer one up, let alone their excellent performance. People might get relaxation and entertainment in star-pursuing.

B: You're right. But internal factors are only partly related to star-pursuing and there are also external causes of star-pursuing. For example, commercial publicity plays an essential role in star-pursuing. Almost everything connected with stars is profitable for some industries, such as the things used by stars, the goods advertised by stars, the albums and movies made by stars. All these can speed up the development of the relevant manufacturers of the goods and entertainment industry because the fans are crazy about these things.

Perhaps their friends are enthusiastic about star-pursuing and they want to keep up with the trend or don't want to be old-fashioned so they begin star-pursuing as well. In short, they just follow suit, right?

A: I'd like to choose the first topic—Why do you think foreign festivals are popular in China today? There seems to be a tendency recently that Chinese people are keen on celebrating foreign festivals like Christmas, Valentine's Day and so on. I presume this phenomenon has arisen from two causes. First, the policy of reform and opening up has accelerated cultural infiltration remarkably. And Chinese people have gained deeper and more comprehensive understanding of foreign culture through more and more exchange and cooperation with foreign countries. As an inclusive nation, we have absorbed the foreign festivals into our own traditional culture. Second, popularity of foreign festivals should be attributed to commercial publicity to a great extent. Festivals are usually regarded as busy season of consumption since people spend a lot of money on shopping, recreation and dining out. Catering, clothing and entertainment industries can take the opportunity to make a fortune so they will go all out to publicize foreign festivals.

我选择第一个话题——你认为为什么现在中国流行洋节？最近似乎有一种趋势，中国人热衷于庆祝洋节，比如圣诞节、情人节等。我认为出现这一现象有两个原因。第一，改革开放政策大大加快了文化渗透。通过与外国越来越多的交流和合作，中国人对外国文化获得了更深入、更全面的理解。作为一个兼容并蓄的民族，我们将外国的节日吸收到了我们自己的传统文化中。第二，洋节盛行在很大程度上应归结于商业宣传。节日往往被看做消费旺季，因为人们会花很多钱购物、娱乐和出外就餐。餐饮、服装、娱乐行业能借机大赚一笔，于是他们就会竭力宣传洋节。

B: Do you think we should reject foreign festivals to protect our traditional ones?

你认为我们应该排斥洋节来保护我们的传统节日吗？

A: I don't think it is necessary to take such radical measures for the sake of traditional festivals. After all we may learn a lot from foreign festivals. What we should do is to restore people's interest in traditional culture rather than keep distance from foreign culture.

我认为没必要为了传统节日而采取这种极端措施。我们毕竟从洋节中学到了很多东西。我们应做的是恢复人们对传统文化的兴趣，而不是将外国文化拒之千里。

T: Do you celebrate foreign festivals?

你庆祝洋节吗？

A: As far as I am concerned, I don't celebrate foreign festivals. Actually I prefer our traditional festivals because they are the cultural relics left by our ancestors and we need to pass them down from generation to generation.

就我个人而言，我不庆祝洋节。实际上我更喜欢我们的传统节日，因为那是祖先留下的文化遗产，我们要一代代传承下去。

Now... (say the name of Candidate B), would you begin by telling us which topic you've chosen and then give your presentation please?

B: I'd like to choose the second topic—Is it appropriate to have plastic surgery in order to become beautiful? Personally speaking, I don't think it is proper to do so. We have seen medical malpractice in plastic surgery more than once and countless people have been reported to be disfigured due to the poor medical conditions and skills of the doctor. These victims' appearance become even worse than those before the surgery. Even if the surgery has proved to be successful, there also exists the risk of suffering after-effects. For instance, a double eyelid surgery could make eyelids droop when we are getting old in years. A facial operation may deprive us of some facial expressions and we cannot give a natural smile again. Besides, a plastic surgery may endow us with the perfect facial features, but we will also lose our uniqueness with the identical double eyelids, prominent nose and oval face. In that case, we will become the clone of each other. What make the world colorful are just the distinctions between people.

我选择第二个话题——为了变美进行整容手术合适吗？就个人而言，我认为这样做不合适。我们已经不止一次看到了整容手术造成的医疗事故，据报道已经有无数人由于医疗条件和医生医术差而被毁容。这些受害者的相貌甚至还不如整容之前。即使手术成功，也仍然存在手术后遗症的风险。例如，重睑术可能使我们在年老时眼皮下垂。面部手术会使我们失去一部分面部表情，我们将不可能再有自然的微笑。另外，整容手术也许会赋予我们完美的面部特征，可是我们有了同样的双眼皮、高鼻子、瓜子脸，也就失去了自己的特点。那样的话，人们都成为了彼此的复制品。世界之所以绚丽多彩，就是因为人与人之间的不同。

(1) What are the difficulties for ant tribe?

蚁族有哪些困难？

They live under very poor conditions on the outskirts of large cities and their salary is rather low despite they are university graduates.

他们住在大城市的郊区，生活条件很差，虽然是大学毕业生，但是工资却非常低。

(2) What is the influence of counterfeit or substandard products?

假冒伪劣产品有什么影响？

Firstly, these products may bring inconvenience to consumers and even endanger their safety. Secondly, they may impair the enterprises' reputation and make the enterprises lose their market share.

首先，这些产品可能给消费者带来不便，甚至危及他们的安全。其次，它们有损企业的声誉，会使企业失去市场份额。

(3) How should we solve the conflict between urban environment and street vendors?

We need to provide the vendors with subsistence allowances and help them run their business under unified management.

(4) How can we uphold social justice?

(6) Why is divorce rate higher nowadays?

Because many people have discarded the conservative mindset that divorce is shameful. They will not hesitate to end the undesirable marriage for future happiness.

(7) Where is the pressure for post-80s generation from?

80后的压力来自哪里？

Having been brought up after the launch of reform and opening up, the post-80s have just met with soaring housing price, high cost of raising children and huge working pressure.

80后成长在刚刚实行改革开放的年代，他们恰好赶上房价疯涨、抚养孩子成本高以及工作压力大的情况。

(8) What measures should we take to prevent brain drain?

我们应采取什么措施来防止人才流失？

We must attach great importance to the cultivation and development of talented people. We also need to meet their requirements for living conditions and research funds.

我们必须高度重视人才的培养和发展，还要满足他们在生活条件和研究经费方面的要求。

(9) What do you think of setting up a harmonious society?

你怎样看待建立和谐社会？

I think this policy is put forward to restore the harmony between people as well as between humanity and nature.

Dialogue 1 (对话1)

T: What are the problems faced by rural migrant workers in your opinion?

你认为农民工面临哪些问题？

C: Rural migrant workers face problems involving nearly all aspects of daily life. They not only earn extremely low wages, but also encounter arrears of wages. They have to work long hours under poor safety conditions. Without social security, they often suffer from occupational diseases and injuries untreated. They have no access to guaranteed training and employment. They cannot afford a shelter or the education of their children. Their economic, political and cultural rights and interest are not effectively protected.

农民工面临几乎来自生活各个方面的问题。他们不仅工资极低，而且还遇到拖欠工资的情况。他们不得不在安全条件极差的情况下长时间劳动。他们缺乏社会保障，经常要忍受职业病和工伤带来的痛苦，且得不到治疗。他们的培训和就业没有保障。他们负担不起生活居住、子女教育的费用。他们的经济、政治、文化权益得不到有效保障。

T: What are the contributions made by rural migrant workers?

农民工有什么贡献？

C: On the one hand, rural migrant workers can make money and broaden their horizons in the urban areas. Then they may bring funds and advanced technologies to develop the rural economy. On the other hand, rural migrant workers play a vital part in the urban development. They take on the most laborious work in the cities. It is safe to say that they promote the rural and urban economic development. Rural areas cannot do without them and neither can cities.

一方面，农民工在城市可以挣钱以及开阔眼界，然后他们可以用资金和先进技术去发展农村经济。另一方面，农民工在城市发展中起着重要作用。他们承担了城市中最辛苦的工作。可以说他们推动了城乡的经济发展。农村离不开他们，城市也同样离不开他们。

T: What is the difficulty faced by rural migrant workers?

农民工面临什么困难？

C: Rural migrant workers may have difficulty in ensuring their children's education. Many rural migrant workers' work is tiring and unstable so they cannot spare energy to care for their children. Sometimes they cannot afford the tuition in an urban school. Therefore, they have to leave the children to the elders at home. Lacking strict discipline, the children are likely to go astray. Some of them don't even complete the nine-year compulsory education.

农民工可能难以保证其子女的教育。许多农民工由于工作繁重而不稳定，没有精力照看孩子。有时他们负担不起城里学校的学费，于是他们只得将子女留给家中老人看管。由于缺乏严格的管教，这些孩子容易误入歧途。他们中的一些人甚至没有完成九年义务教育。





Dialogue 2 (对话2)

T: Do you support euthanasia?

你支持安乐死吗？

C: Yes, I support euthanasia. It aims at ending the life of a terminally ill patient. Many people claim it is inhumane to carry away a person's life whether the act is for the good of the person or not, but I think it is necessary to put an end to the patient's life if he is suffering from great pain of an incurable disease.

是的，我支持。安乐死的目的在于结束病危患者的生命。许多人认为无论是否为当事人的利益考虑，夺去一个人的生命都是不人道的。但是我认为如果病人在承受不治之症带来的巨大痛苦，那就有必要结束他的生命。

T: What are the conditions for euthanasia?

安乐死的条件是什么？

C: Euthanasia is certainly carried out when the patient is tortured by unbearable pain and the available medical treatment has been proved useless for the patient's recovery. And above all, mercy killing must be practiced with the consent of the patient as well as his family members.

执行安乐死当然必须是病人被难以忍受的痛苦所折磨，而且证明现有的医疗手段无法使病人痊愈。最重要的是，安乐死一定要在病人及其家属同意的情况下进行。

T: What are the advantages of euthanasia?

安乐死有什么好处？

C: It not only relieves the patient of the physical and mental torment, but also frees the family from spiritual and financial stress. Moreover, euthanasia can save social resources and help the efficient distribution of resources.

安乐死不仅让病人从身心的折磨中解脱出来，也使病人家属免于承受精神和经济压力。而且安乐死可以节约社会资源，有利于资源的有效配置。

Between two candidates

（考生相互问答）

Dialogue 1 (对话1)

A: There have occurred many incidents of food contamination in recent years and this has drawn more and more people's attention. What do you think we should do to prevent such incidents from happening again?

近年来发生了多起食品污染事件，这引起了越来越多人的关注。你认为我们应该怎样做才能防止类似事件再次发生？

B: First of all, the government should severely punish those enterprises that violate the laws and regulations of food safety or conceal the fact of food contamination. Heavy penalties are necessary for deliberately endangering the consumers' life and they have been proved to be the most effective method of reducing such incidents.

首先，政府应严厉处罚违反食品安全法律法规或隐瞒食品污染情况的企业。对于故意危害消费者生命安全的行为，严厉惩处是必需的，而且经过证实，这是减少此类事件发生的最有效的办法。

A: Right. Some enterprises are solely bent on making profits at the cost of consumers' interest. The reduction of cost is based on impairment of product quality rather than advanced technology. And they will gradually lose the sense of responsibility and conscience, casting aside the notion of "customers first".

是的。一些企业唯利是图，不惜牺牲消费者的利益。他们减少成本靠的是降低产品质量，而不是先进技术。于是这些企业就渐渐丧失了责任感和良知，把“顾客至上”的理念抛到脑后。

B: Yes, I agree with you. What else can we do to improve the situation in your opinion?

对，我同意你的观点。你认为我们可以采取其他什么措施来改善这种状况？

A: Regular quality inspection should be carried out to supervise the food production. It is the duty of the administration in charge of food quality to check the food produced in the enterprises and sold on the market. Only in this way can the tainted food be denied the access to consumers.

应定期进行质量检查，以监督食品生产。负责食品质量的部门有责任检查企业生产以及市场销售的食品。只有这样才能避免消费者接触到受污染食品。

B: In addition, the inspection results must be announced timely and accurately because consumers have rights to know whether the food they eat every day is tainted or not and take the results as reference for selecting food.

此外，必须及时准确公布检查结果，因为消费者完全有权利知道他们每天吃的食品是否受到污染，并参考检在结果选购食品。





Dialogue 2 (对话2)

A: As we all know, the health care reform is under heated discussion right now. What problems do you think are the people interested in?

我们都知道目前医疗改革引起了热烈的讨论。你认为人们关心的问题是什么？

B: As I see it, the health care reform should first solve the problem of high medicine price. That is because patients have to buy the medicine on the prescription in the hospital where the medicine is usually much more expensive than that in a drugstore.

在我看来，医疗改革应该首先解决药品价格高的问题。这是因为病人只能在医院购买处方上的药品，而医院的药品通常比药店贵得多。

A: Yes, indeed. Many doctors earn a commission by taking advantage of prescribing patients the expensive medicine. This behavior not merely increases the financial burden of the patients, but damages their health in the long term as well.

的确是这样。许多医生利用给病人开高价药处方的职权来赚取回扣。这种行为不仅增加了病人的经济负担，而且长远来看会损害病人的健康。

B: I think it is of utmost importance to separate prescription from selling medicine. To put it another way, hospital is only responsible for treating patients and giving prescriptions, not selling medicine. Patients may take the prescriptions to a pharmacy for buying the medicine needed.

我认为实行医药分开是至关重要的。换句话说，医院只负责治疗病人和开处方，不负责出售药品。病人可以拿着处方去药店购买所需药品。

A: I see what you mean. Apart from what you have mentioned above, I also propose setting up a treatment assessment institution to oversee the treatment process of a hospital. The aim is to ensure doctors treat patients in a reasonable manner without any unnecessary examination for a minor illness.

我明白你的意思。除了你上面提到的，我还建议建立一个治疗评估机构来监督医院的治疗过程。其目的在于确保医生治疗病人的方法合理，没有对小病采取不必要的检查。

B: This is a really good idea! I believe it will bring a lot of benefits to patients and it may also be helpful to the standardization of medical treatment and improvement of work ethics of doctors.

这真是一个好主意！我相信这会给病人带来很多好处，也有利于医疗的规范化和医生职业道德的提高。

(To Candidate A)

T: What is the importance of production safety in your opinion?

你认为生产安全有何重要性？

C: More and more attention has been paid to safety in workplace for two main reasons. First, production safety can save workers from potential danger which may result in occupational diseases or even threaten their lives. Second, any accident caused by poor safety conditions will affect the enterprises negatively whether in terms of normal production or reputation.

人们日益关注工作中的安全问题主要是由于两个原因。第一，生产安全会使工人免受潜在危险的威胁，这些危险可能会引起职业病，甚至威胁工人的生命。第二，不管是正常生产还是企业声誉，安全条件差导致的任何事故都会给企业造成负面影响。

T: Can you give an example?

你能举例吗？

C: Let me take mine disasters as an example. We have heard too many reports about such tragedies recently. Innumerable people, mostly miners of course, became victims to these terrible accidents in mining industry. And a lot of mine owners have thus been severely penalized.

我以矿难为例。最近我们听到了太多关于此类惨剧的报道。无数人，当然大多是矿工，成为了采矿业这些可怕事故的受害者。很多矿主因此受到了严厉的惩罚。

T: What do you think the causes of mine disasters are?

你认为矿难发生的原因是什么？

C: I believe mine owners should assume major responsibility for such accidents. Most of them are not willing to carry out safety measures for the sake of miners, for the safety facilities could increase their production cost and cut back profits to a great degree. Besides, a majority of miners are ignorant of common sense in production safety since they generally have scarcely formal education.

我认为矿主应对此类事故负主要责任。他们大多不愿为了矿工采取安全措施，因为安全设施会大大增加他们的生产成本、减少利润。另外，大部分矿工缺乏生产安全的常识，因为他们一般都没受过什么正式的教育。

(To Candidate B)

T: Why do more and more people commit suicide today?

为什么现在有越来越多的人自杀？

C: This is normally because they cannot overcome some psychological problems. Some people may develop serious diseases and they don't think they can be healed. Some are bothered by the conflicts with others. Still some others feel desperate about their marriages or jobs. Whatever the problems are, these depressed people believe life is meaningless and only by killing themselves can they get rid of all the worries.

这通常是由于他们不能克服一些心理上的问题。有的人也许患上了严重的疾病，认为自己不可能被治愈。有的人因为与别人的矛盾而烦恼。还有的人对婚姻或工作感到绝望。不管是什么问题，这些抑郁的人相信生活没有意义，只有自杀才可以使他们摆脱一切烦恼。

T: How can we avoid such tragedies?

我们怎样才能避免这样的悲剧？

C: The social welfare system needs to be further improved so that the majority of people will not worry about unemployment and the follow-up problems. People should also communicate with each other frequently to release the pressure. Furthermore, it is of great help to set up a group of professionals who can provide psychological guidance for those prone to suicide.

要进一步完善社会福利制度，这样大多数人就不用为失业及其后续问题担忧。人们还应经常互相沟通以释放压力。此外，建立一支由专业人员组成的队伍，让他们为有自杀倾向的人提供心理指导也是很有帮助的。

Candidates:

A: In your opinion what is the cause of juvenile delinquency?

你认为青少年犯罪的原因是什么？

B: As far as I know, many juvenile delinquents are influenced by their families or failure in love. Some of them have been spoilt by parents since the childhood and therefore lack restraint on their behaviors. They have never taken rules or laws seriously because they think it's not a big deal even if they break the law. Some others are struck by failure in love and cannot get over it so they decide to take revenge by committing a crime.

据我所知，许多少年犯是受到家庭或恋爱失败的影响。他们中有些人从小受到父母溺爱，因此缺少行为上的约束。他们从不严肃地看待规章和法律，因为他们觉得即使违法也没什么大不了。还有一些人受到恋爱失败的打击，无法摆脱这种影响，所以他们决定以犯罪的方式进行报复。

A: And I also hear some juvenile delinquents grow up in a single-parent family or with parents addicted to gambling or taking drugs, so these kids develop the bad habits like their parents. They may blame the society for their misfortune and even retaliate by injuring others.

我还听说一些少年犯在单亲家庭长大，或者父母沉溺于赌博或吸毒，于是这些孩子沾染了父母的恶习。他们可能把自己的不幸归咎于社会，甚至伤害他人来进行报复。

B: Yes, but we should also pay attention to the effect of cultural dross. With the rapid development of Internet and other mass media, children have access to the information about pornography, violence and so on. The rubbish is likely to mislead the naive kids to imitate the misconduct or criminal act.

是的，不过我们还应注意文化糟粕的影响。随着互联网和其他大众传媒的快速发展，孩子们可以接触到关于黄色、暴力等信息。这些垃圾信息很容易误导单纯的孩子去模仿不良行为或犯罪行为。

A: I completely agree with you. But I think enormous social changes in these years are responsible for juvenile delinquency as well. As our economy is developing at an unprecedented speed, some degenerate notions have become rampant among the public, such as hedonism and money worship. This will inevitably encourage young people to hunt after some benefits in all possible or even illegal ways.

我完全同意你的看法。可是我认为这些年来社会的巨大变化同样要为青少年犯罪负责。我们的经济在以前所未有的速度发展，与此同时一些腐朽的观念在民众中泛滥，比如享乐主义和拜金主义。这必然会驱使年轻人追逐利益，他们会用尽一切可能的方法，甚至会采取违法手段。

B: You are right. But don't you think external misleading also contributes to juvenile delinquency?

A: That is just what I want to talk about. Children that lack social experience cannot tell right from wrong or make a wise judgment. Some criminals tend to take advantage of children's psychological immaturity and abet or tempt them to do evil things.

All right. Now... (say the name of Candidate A), would you begin by telling us which topic you've chosen and then give your presentation please?

A: I'd like to choose the third topic—What are the causes of terrorism? This phenomenon can be analyzed in two aspects. First, terrorism arises from hegemony. As we all know, some developed countries have long been seeking world hegemony. They either stir up tensions between different nations or back up turmoil made by reactionaries. Sometimes they even sent troops to occupy a certain area at their own will. All these behaviors have led to political unrest and economic collapse in the area. This will definitely arouse resentment in the local people and hence hide dangers of terrorism. Second, terrorism is also closely related to differences in values and religions between the east and the west. Some eastern countries have always adhered to rigid hierarchy in social system and conservatism in their culture. In contrast, the westerners advocate individualism and equality regardless of gender, wealth and so on. The differences are likely to bring about conflicts between different nations which may even develop into terrorism.

我选择第三个话题——恐怖主义产生的原因是什么？这个现象可以从两个方面来分析。第一，恐怖主义源于霸权。众所周知，一些发达国家长期谋求世界霸权。他们不是在不同民族间挑起争端，就是支持反动分子制造混乱。有时他们甚至任意派遣军队占领某个地区。这些行为引起了当地的政治动荡和经济崩溃，必然会激起当地人民的仇恨情绪，也因此埋下了恐怖主义的隐患。第二，恐怖主义还与东西方价值观和宗教信仰的差异密切相关。一些东方国家一直遵循严格的社会等级制度和文化中的保守主义。可是相反，西方人提倡个人主义和不分性别、财富的平等。这些不同很容易导致不同民族之间的冲突，甚至可能发展为恐怖主义。

A: For instance, feminism in the west puts emphasis on female status, which defies the traditional norm in Muslim countries since women in these countries have always been inferior to men.

T: How should we eliminate terrorism in your view?

你认为我们应怎样消除恐怖主义？

A: Most importantly, we must see to it that all countries can benefit from globalization and secure balanced development without doing harm to the interest of any country. Moreover, we need to respect cultural diversity and different religions.

最重要的是，我们必须确保所有国家都能从全球化中获益，并且获得均衡的发展，而不损害任何国家的利益。此外，我们要尊重文化多样性和不同的宗教信仰。

Now... (say the name of Candidate B), would you begin by telling us which topic you've chosen and then give your presentation please?

B: I'd like to choose the second topic—Why does housing price keep rising? From my perspective, in the first place, the sky-rocketing housing price is largely related to the speculation of real estate developers. For example, some profit-obsessed developers pay a large sum of money to hire some media to publicize the popularity of the houses. The housing price is increased in this way. Besides, large state-owned enterprises also result in the soaring housing price. These enterprises that boast abundant funds are able to purchase land at very high price, thus stimulating housing price to go up drastically. Lastly, the taxes collected from real estate accounts for a large part of the revenue. In light of the contribution of real estate to economic growth, the government is not willing to interfere in housing price.

A: What are the consequences brought about by constantly increasing housing price?

A　必备句型

(1) What characters do you expect of your friends?

你期望自己的朋友有什么样的性格？

My friends should be honest, tolerant and independent.

我的朋友应该诚实、宽容、独立。

(2) Is it necessary to keep in constant touch with friends?

有必要和朋友经常保持联系吗？

It is quite necessary. Frequent communication can deepen our emotion towards each other and strengthen our relationship. Or else we may even forget each other's names, let alone maintaining our friendship.

很有必要。频繁的交流可以加深我们彼此的感情，巩固我们之间的关系。否则我们甚至可能忘记彼此的姓名，更不用说保持友谊。

(3) Do you believe that friendship could be subject to geographical distance?

你认为友谊会受到地理距离的影响吗？

I suppose yes. Geographical distance will prevent us from meeting and talking with each other. Our friendship may disappear with time passing by.

(4) Do you think a friend of the opposite sex is indispensable to you?

Dialogue 1 (对话1)

T: What kind of friends do you want to make?

你想交什么样的朋友？

C: I will first see whether his personality is good or not for a person with bad behaviors may have negative effects on us. So we must be careful and stay away from those people with bad qualities when making friends.

我首先会看他的人品好不好，因为品行不端的人可能对我们有消极影响。所以交友时我们一定要小心，远离那些品质不好的人。

T: Do you prefer an excellent friend or an ordinary one?

你更喜欢优秀的朋友还是平凡的朋友？

C: I prefer an excellent friend. Such a friend can help me out with his outstanding abilities if I am stuck in difficulty. In contrast to this, an ordinary friend may turn out to be at his wits' end even if he really wants to do whatever he can.

我更喜欢优秀的朋友。这样的朋友能在我陷入困境中时用他非凡的能力帮我摆脱困难。与之相对比，平凡的朋友即使真的想竭尽所能，可能最后也无能为力。

T: Do you mean that you attach more importance to a person's ability than personality when making friends?

你的意思是你交友时更看重人的能力而不是人品吗？

C: No, that's not what I mean. I am just trying to say that I put equal emphasis on a person's ability as well as personality. An ideal friend for me should be both respectable and capable, namely, a combination of good personality and exceptional ability.

不，我不是这个意思。我只是想说我对能力和人品同样看重。对我来说理想的朋友应该既令人尊敬，又很能干，也就是说，是高尚的品质和出众的能力的结合体。





Dialogue 2 (对话2)

T: Can you say something about your best friend?

C: My best friend is one of my high school classmates. She is a humorous and energetic girl with liveliness. We have kept in contact with each other since we graduated from high school and we always get along very well.

我最好的朋友是我的一个高中同学。她是一个幽默风趣、富有活力、活泼开朗的女孩。高中毕业后我们一直都保持联系，而且我们总是相处得很好。

T: Do your high school classmates account for the largest proportion of your friends?

你的大部分朋友都是高中同学吗？

C: Yes. When I was still very young, I had no idea about friendship. I just played games with my pals together and we forgot each other later. When I grew up and went to high school, I had deep understanding of friendship and I knew what kind of friends I needed. During that period, we all made efforts to pass college entrance examination and participated in many extracurricular activities together so we had lots of good memories to share.

是的。我还很小的时候并不懂得友谊，只是和伙伴们一起做游戏，后来也都忘记了彼此。长大上了高中，我对友谊有了深刻的理解，我知道自己需要什么样的朋友。那段时间，我们都努力学习要通过高考，还一起参加了很多课外活动，所以有很多美好的回忆。

T: Why is it difficult to make friends with colleagues?

C: Because we have to compete with each other in order to gain a foothold in the workplace. And that will bring about inevitably some conflicts of interest. Since it is not easy for employees to open their mind to others with many scruples, they are not likely to become friends.

因为要在职场立足我们就得互相竞争，这必然会产生一些利益冲突。既然员工们由于种种顾虑而难以向他人敞开心扉，他们也就不太可能成为朋友。

Between two candidates

Dialogue 1 (对话1)

A: What will you do if you and your friend fall in love with the same person?

如果你和你的朋友爱上同一个人你会怎么做？

B: That's really an awkward question. Well, I suppose I would give up my love if I were in that situation. I care more about the feeling of my friend so I will quit of my own accord. We may both get hurt if we become rivals in love. What do you say?

这真是一个难回答的问题。嗯，我想我在那种情况下会放弃爱情。我更在乎朋友的感受，所以我会主动退出。要是我们成为情敌，可能两个人都会受伤。你认为呢？

A: Frankly speaking, I will never yield to a rival even if it's my friend. A saying goes like this: all is fair in love and war. Love has nothing to do with friendship in my eyes and I can distinguish one from the other very clearly. I will still treat my friend as before but when it comes to love, we have to compete with each other fair and square.

说实话，我绝不会向情敌让步，即使那是我的朋友。有句话是这样说的：爱情和战争中一切皆公平。在我看来爱情与友谊无关，我可以将这两者分得很清楚。我会像以前那样对待自己的朋友，但是对于爱情，我们必须正大光明地竞争。

B: It's so hard for me to do this. I have mixed feelings at the thought of fighting for something with my friend. I'm afraid I cannot get over it. I will lose my friend the moment I get my love. That's not what I hope for.

A: I don't see anything wrong with pursuing my own happiness. My friend may hate me for a while but he/she will figure it out in the end if we are true friends, right?

我不觉得追求自己的幸福有什么错。朋友也许会对我有一时的憎恨，但如果我们是真正的朋友，他／她最终会想明白的，对吗？

B: We both center on our own feeling regardless of how the person we love feel about us. Maybe we need to ask for his/her opinion first and find out which of us he/she prefers on earth. By then we decide whether we should walk away or not.

A: Have you ever told a white lie to your friends?

B: Yes. In fact I often tell white lies to my friends. Every time they ask me how they look in their new clothes, whether they have made a wrong decision, or whether they should be responsible for the incident, I always say to them, "You look so cool in the clothes!" "Your decision is absolutely right." "No, it's not your fault anyway."

A: A white lie is pleasant to the ear indeed, but we usually tell it against our will. We lie to our friends even if it is out of kindness. It's sort of cheating, isn't it?

善意的谎言确实悦耳，但我们这样说的时候往往是违心的。即使这是出于好意，我们还是在对朋友撒谎。这有点像欺骗，不是吗？

B: Let's not be so serious. Most people like to hear good words from others no matter how modest they appear. Our friends may feel disappointed or upset if we explicitly tell them how ugly they look in the clothes, their decisions are anything but right or they are to blame for the incident. In fact, they expect us to say a few nice words, so why not tell a white lie and make them happy?

我们不要那么认真。大多数人就算再谦虚，还是喜欢听别人说好听的话。假如我们直截了当地告诉朋友，他们穿那件衣服难看极了，他们的决定大错特错，他们应该为那件事受到责备，那么朋友会感到失望或者难过的。事实上，他们期待我们能说几句好听的，那我们为什么不说个善意的谎言让他们高兴呢？

A: I can grasp your meaning. I think friends should trust each other and make progress together, so it is not appropriate to hide truth from them simply to comfort them or meet their vanity. Instead, we ought to give our friends some advice in a sincere and roundabout manner so that they can become better and better. I believe they will appreciate us for our frankness later even if they felt embarrassed or unhappy at that time.

我能明白你的意思。我认为朋友就应该彼此信任，共同进步，仅仅为了安慰朋友或满足他们的虚荣心就对他们隐瞒真相是不恰当的。相反，我们应该诚恳委婉地给他们提出建议，这样他们才会变得越来越好。我相信就算他们当时觉得尴尬或不高兴，过段时间还是会为我们的坦诚感激我们。

B: You're right. That's our duty as friends.

But if his/her demand is unreasonable or goes against the universal rules acknowledged by most people, I will never help him/her. Instead, I will persuade my friends to change his/her mind.

Candidates:

A: More and more people have taken to making net friends nowadays. Many of them are just trying to satisfy their curiosity or merely seek excitement on the Internet for they have grown weary of the dreary real life. In a word, their boredom drives them to make friends on the net.

B: Yes, you're right. Boredom is a major cause of making net friends, but I think this is also related with the advantages of the Internet. For example, we can talk at ease with net friends. Since we don't have to speak to each other face to face and our thoughts are conveyed by nothing but characters in most cases, there is no need to worry about the embarrassment of being stared at by others while speaking. Therefore, the possibility of talking at ease is another factor in making net friends.

A: Another cause of making net friends is that we can chat with net friends without scruples. In the virtual space, we communicate under a pseudonym or simply anonymously. With our identity completely concealed, we can almost make whatever comments we like. We seem to have absolute speech freedom when talking with net friends.

All right. Now... (say the name of Candidate A), would you begin by telling us which topic you've chosen and then give your presentation please?

A: I'd like to choose the first topic—Should friends compete with each other? I think friends should compete with each other. The existence of competition is not determined by the relationship between people. We cannot escape from competition just because we are friends or we have a close relationship. People cannot help competing with each other as long as the principle of survival of the fittest is still working. Therefore, the competition between friends is understandable. In fact, it is unnecessary to worry about the result of the competition. Fear of being overtaken by friends is also uncalled for. Since we are friends, we are more likely to discover each other's strengths and weaknesses. The competition actually provides a good chance to learn from each other on some scale. The winning party has rounded it off while the losing party has become more excellent than before. What matters is not who is the winner, but that we learn more about our friends and our friendship is more solid in the competition.

B: Do you think competition will weaken friendship?

A: I don't think so. True friends always help each other even in the competition and they will be grateful to friends for their selfless support. Thus friendship will be strengthened instead of being undermined.

T: What will you do if your friend defeats you in the competition?

A: I'll feel happy for him and send my congratulations on his success. Meanwhile I'll make up my mind to work hard and catch up with him.

Now... (say the name of Candidate B), would you begin by telling us which topic you've chosen and then give your presentation please?

B: I'd like to choose the second topic—Do you think friends must have something in common? Yes, I think it is very common and important for friends to have something similar to each other. It is believed that birds of a feather flock together. People always find it easier to communicate with someone having similarities to them. On the contrary, people tend to have difficulty in talking to someone totally different from them. It is the same as making friends. Friends often resemble each other either in personality, or in interest and habits. Otherwise, they have hardly common topics and activities when staying together. Imagine an extrovert person is talking about social intercourse enthusiastically while his introvert friend has no interest at all. That would be rather awkward.

A　必备句型

(1) Why is QQ widely used at present?

It is one of the first chat softwares developed by domestic company. It is a useful tool of bridging different people and provides many interesting games to its users.

(2) How does the computer play its role in education?

With the computer, it is possible to carry out distance learning. It has also introduced multimedia to classroom, which has not only improved the efficiency of giving lessons, but also been proved to be a revolution in the conventional teaching mode.

(3) How should we protect our computers from getting infected with viruses?

The most effective measure is to install and update timely the antivirus software and patch in the computer.

(4) Do you think it is necessary to adopt real-name registration system on the Internet?

Yes, I think so. First, real-name registration system could reduce verbal abuse on the net and help set up civilized cyberspace. Second, it may stop slander and rumor effectively.

(5) What is the use of BBS?

C: For common people, the Internet can provide us with the latest news all over the world even in the most distant places we are not familiar with. We can search almost all kinds of information on the net and download the resources in the form of text, sound or image. Besides, there are many types of leisure activities, such as chatting, shopping, watching movies and listening to music online.

First of all, Internet serves as a platform to present the image of an enterprise and numerous netizens around the world are all likely to become prospective customers of the enterprise. Second, Internet makes it possible to run a 24-hour business. When the employees get off work, the clients are still able to contact the enterprise through the Internet. It is like an invisible agent with high efficiency and free of charge.

Particularly when I travel on a train or a plane, I will not feel lonely or bored any longer as long as I have my laptop with me.

It is said that a laptop seems too delicate to have a stable performance in the long time where-as a desktop is more durable and resistant to a breakdown.

In the new century, computer has been applied to almost every sector and that is why university students must be equipped with basic skills of computer operation so that they will not be at a loss when dealing with computer-based work in the future.

Maybe a piece of news means a unique opportunity for them and even becomes the turning point in their life. Seen from this perspective, it is extremely crucial for university students to connect with outside world through the Internet.

C: An effective measure I can think of is making fixed time for getting online and the net should be cut off when the scheduled time is due. Since some students cannot get offline of their own accord, we have to take some mandatory measures.

我想到的一个有效措施就是规定固定的上网时间，时间一到就应断网。既然有些学生不能自动离线，我们就只能采取些强制性措施了。

(To Candidate B)

T: Do you like writing e-mails?

你喜欢写电子邮件吗？

C: Yes, I like it very much. I often send e-mails to my friends, at least once a week.

T: Why do you like writing e-mails?

C: Because e-mail is faster than sending a letter through the post office. It usually takes an e-mail only several minutes or even seconds to arrive at the receiver's mailbox. And sending an e-mail costs less than an ordinary letter sent by the post office in most cases. What is more, e-mail can send diversified content, such as audio and video files while a post office is not able to provide such service.

C: To keep away from spams, we should not randomly make the e-mail address public on the Internet when registering with a BBS or a chat room. It is equally important to be cautious about clicking on the link to the subscription of a dubious website. And we ought to remember never to reply a spam for this could help the spam sender confirm our reception of the spam. The more we reply, the more spams we will receive.

黑客攻击现在变得越来越普遍，并给网站及网络用户带来了很多麻烦。我认为攻击的主要原因包括商业利益的需求和他人雇佣黑客。说到第二个原因，有些企业会雇佣黑客来袭击商业竞争对手的网站，使对手的网站陷入瘫痪，无法正常经营。

B: As for the first cause you've mentioned, I think hackers try to steal the bank account of a net user or acquire sensitive information of a net user and blackmail him. Such attacks are often realized by illegitimate ways like phishing scam.

至于你提到的第一个原因，我想是黑客企图盗取网络用户的银行账户，或获取其敏感信息并对其进行敲诈。这种攻击往往是通过钓鱼等非法手段实现的。

A: I think so. By the way, do you know why collecting prey computers also contributes to hacker's attacks?

我也是这样想的。对了，你知道为什么搜集肉鸡电脑也是黑客攻击的原因吗？

B: Yes, let me explain it with an example. A hacker might implant malicious programs or Trojans into a website and a user who has visited this website is very likely to become a prey computer. This is usually a preparatory step for the purpose of other cyber attacks. Sometimes a hacker can control tens of thousands of computers simultaneously in the illegal method.

A: I've got it. Then collection of prey computers should be another cause of hacker's attacks, so to speak.

我明白了。这么说来，搜集肉鸡电脑应该是黑客攻击的另一个原因。

B: Indeed. And do you think there are other causes of hacker's attacks apart from what we've discussed?

确实是这样。你认为除了我们讨论过的原因，黑客攻击还有其他原因吗？

A: Let me see. Yes, some hacker's attacks are simply out of revenge because they are not satisfied with the standpoint of a certain website on some events and therefore they want to teach the website a lesson by a cyber attack. The hackers perhaps regard their attacks as a warning or revenge to the website's certain remarks.

让我想想。对了，有些黑客攻击就是出于报复，因为黑客对某个网站在某些事件上的立场不满意，于是他们想通过网络攻击给这个网站一点教训。这些黑客可能把自己的攻击当作对网站某些言论的警告或报复。

B: I agree with you. Another cause occurs to me, that is, stealing information. Attacks of this kind are mostly designed for the charging websites. In such cases, hackers may steal the web-master's password and get the data they need for free, but they seldom destroy the server or the data of the website itself.

All right. Now... (say the name of Candidate A), would you begin by telling us which topic you've chosen and then give your presentation please?

A: I'd like to choose the third topic—What are the disadvantages of shopping online? As more and more people like to buy things on the Internet, there have appeared some defects with this new mode of trade. First, since consumers can only learn about the goods by pictures and verbal description, the slight errors of the photographic apparatus or the computer monitor may cause a few differences between the real goods and the goods displayed on the screen. Sometimes the sellers may even cheat the buyers through some techniques of image processing or exaggerate the advantages of the goods. Second, shopping online is not very safe. Consumers' personal information could be stolen or the password of bank account may be decoded by a hacker. In that case, the consumers may suffer from great property losses.

Thank you. Now... (say the name of Candidate B), would you like to ask... (say the name of Candidate A) some questions? (Allow a maximum of 2 questions by Candidate B, followed by one more question by the interlocutor.)

B: You have mentioned some disadvantages of shopping online, but why do some people still have particular interest in this type of shopping?

你提到了网上购物的一些缺点，但是为什么有些人仍然对网购特别感兴趣呢？

A: Although there is large room for improvement of shopping online, we cannot deny the advantages of this type of trade. For instance, it is more convenient and money-saving compared with shopping in a store.

尽管网上购物还有很大改进的余地，但我们不能否认这种交易模式的优势。比如，网购比在商店购物更加方便和省钱。

T: How should consumers protect themselves when shopping online?

消费者网上购物时应怎样保护自己？

A: Consumers should choose those trustworthy sellers and set a password resistant to attacks of a hacker. They are also supposed to avoid the operation of payment on a public computer.

消费者应选择值得依赖的卖家，并设置可抵御黑客袭击的密码。他们还应避免在公共电脑上进行支付操作。

Now... (say the name of Candidate B), would you begin by telling us which topic you've chosen and then give your presentation please?

好，现在请（说考生B的名字）告诉我们你选择的话题，并进行阐述。

B: I'd like to choose the first topic—Do you prefer e-books or paper books? To be honest, I prefer e-books. There are mainly three reasons for this. First and foremost, e-books are more portable and space-saving than paper books. A disc that can store thousands of volumes of e-books takes up little space and one may take it everywhere very conveniently. Second, e-books are kept longer than paper books. Generally speaking, e-books will not be damaged providing the computer where the e-books are stored works well. However, paper books tend to go through wear and tear with time passing by. And that is why a large quantity of ancient works don't exist any more. Third, e-books are much cheaper than paper ones. The former is usually downloaded from the Internet while the latter is printed with paper and bound in a printing house. And different cost of production brings in the price gap between the two kinds of books.

我选择第一个话题——你更喜欢电子书还是纸质书？坦白讲，我更喜欢电子书。这主要有三个原因。首先，电子书比纸质书更易于携带，也更节省空间。一张可以储存几千本书的光盘只占用很小的空间，可以非常方便地随处携带。第二，电子书比纸质书保存的时间更长。一般而言，只要存储电子书的电脑运转正常，电子书就不会损坏。而纸质书往往由于时间的流逝而受到磨损，正因如此，大量古代著作都不复存在了。第三，电子书比纸质书便宜得多。前者通常是从网络下载的，而后者是纸张印刷的，并经过印刷厂的装订。这样生产成本的不同就带来了两种书价格的差异。

Thank you. Now... (say the name of Candidate A), would you like to ask... (say the name of Candidate B) some questions? (Allow a maximum of 2 questions by Candidate A, followed by one more question by the interlocutor.)

A: In what aspect are e-books inferior to paper books?

电子书在哪些方面不如纸质书？

B: A major disadvantage of e-books is that staring at the screen too long may do harm to our eyes and cause poor eyesight.

电子书的一个主要缺点是长时间盯着屏幕可能损害我们的眼睛，引起视力下降。

T: Do you think e-books will take the place of paper books some day?

你认为有朝一日电子书会代替纸质书吗？

B: In spite of all the benefits of e-books, I guess paper books will not disappear or get substituted by e-books because the conventional paper books made with the most ancient invention of printing may convey the profound thoughts of the writers. In contrast, it seems difficult for us to communicate with the writer of an e-book which is more like a creation of digital technology in virtual world.

Unit 12　Mass Media　大众传媒

A　必备句型

(1) Do you think TV commercials are necessary?

你认为电视广告必不可少吗？

Yes, I think so. Though TV viewers are always complaining about those boring commercials, we are still in need of them so that we can relax ourselves after concentrating on the programs for a period of time.

是的，我想是这样。虽然电视观众总是抱怨那些无聊的广告，但是我们仍然需要它们，这样我们集中注意力观看一段节目后就能放松一下。

(2) What kind of TV program do you like best?

你最喜欢什么电视节目？

I like variety shows best for they are rich in content ranging from singing to funny acts.

我最喜欢综艺节目，因为这些节目内容丰富，包括唱歌和滑稽的表演等。

(3) Why do we need press censorship?

我们为什么需要新闻审查制度？

Because some negative reports are not presented in a proper way and as a result misunderstanding about some social problems comes into being among the public.

因为一些负面报道方式不当，结果公众对一些社会问题产生了误解。

(4) Do you often buy magazines?

你经常买杂志吗？

I often buy magazines about literature but I seldom buy those about fashion which are usually much too expensive.

我经常买文学类杂志，但是我很少买时尚类杂志，那些杂志太贵了。

(5) What are the pros and cons of watching TV?

看电视有什么利弊？

We can get the latest information and relax ourselves by watching TV, but watching it for too long may turn us into lazy couch potatoes.

看电视可以使我们获得最新的信息和自我放松，但是看得太久会把我们变成懒惰的电视迷。

(6) Which form of mass media do you think is most suitable for advertisement?

你认为哪种大众传媒形式最适于做广告？

As I see it, television is most suitable for advertisement because it conveys information not only through images but also by sounds, making the advertisement vivid and impressive.

在我看来，电视最适于做广告，因为它不仅通过图像，还通过声音传递信息，使广告生动活泼，给人留下深刻印象。

(7) Do you prefer the Internet or television?

你更喜欢网络还是电视？

I prefer the Internet to television because the former allows us to choose the content we need while the latter provides no possibility of making choice.

比起电视我更喜欢网络，因为前者允许我们选择自己需要的内容，而后者让我们没有做选择的可能。

(8) Do you like watching TV dramas?

你喜欢看电视剧吗？

Yes, I like it. But the content of some TV dramas is involved with violence, pornography or something like that. Thus I suggest the relevant departments carry out a thorough examination on TV dramas.

是的，我喜欢。但是有些电视剧的内容涉及暴力、淫秽等。因此我建议相关部门对电视剧进行彻底审查。

(9) Should mass media emphasize positive or negative reports?

大众传媒应着眼于正面报道还是负面报道？

I suppose they should put more emphases on positive reports. That's because negative reports will probably misguide the public. For instance, too many reports on crimes and suicides may lead to more frequent occurrence of such cases.

我认为大众传媒应更注重正面报道。这是因为负面报道可能会误导公众。比如，太多关于犯罪和自杀的报道可能导致此类案件发生更加频繁。

(10) Which section of newspapers do you usually read?

你通常读报纸的哪部分？

The section I read most is social events for these are closely related to our daily life and I can obtain the latest news surrounding me by reading the reports.

Dialogue 1（对话1）

T: Do you often read newspapers?

你经常读报吗？

C: No, I seldom read newspapers, but I often read magazines.

不，我很少读报，不过我经常看杂志。

T: What are the characteristics of magazines compared with newspapers?

杂志与报纸相比有什么特点？

C: Different from the wide readership of newspapers, magazines usually have a relatively small readership and the target readers are confined to a particular group of people in most cases. This is because a magazine often specializes in a certain field such as automobiles, sports, movies, health and so on. Moreover, magazines are more likely to be kept and read repeatedly by people.

不同于报纸的广泛读者群，杂志的读者数一般相对较少，目标读者大部分情况下也局限于一个特定的群体。这是因为一本杂志通常专注于一个特定的领域，比如汽车、运动、电影、健康等。此外，杂志更容易被人们保存和反复阅读。

T: Do you have any suggestions for the development of magazines?

你对杂志的发展有什么建议？

C: In my opinion, magazines should seek fresher ideas and concentrate on a fixed area so that they can become an expert in their field and attract more readers. Apart from improving the quality, they also need to promote the magazines and expand the reputation through other media like radio, television and the Internet. I also recommend that they explore new forms of presenting information like electronic magazines.

我认为杂志应该寻找更新鲜的想法，并专攻一个固定的领域，这样它们才能成为这个领域的行家，并吸引更多的读者。除了提高质量，还要通过其他媒体如广播、电视及网络来推销杂志，扩大知名度。我还建议它们探索展示信息的新形式，如电子杂志。





Dialogue 2（对话2）

T: What is the function of mass media?

大众传媒的作用是什么？

C: Mass media mainly serves as a tool of spreading information. They shorten the distance between people and shape our opinions. They have made great contributions to the development of human society by helping people reach a consensus and gathering people's strength. But as a double-edged sword, mass media might be exploited for some ulterior motives. The distorted ideas could affect people's judgment, exerting negative influences on society.

大众传媒主要是作为传播信息的工具。它们缩短了人们之间的距离，影响着我们的观点，使人们达成共识，凝聚人们的力量，为人类社会的发展作出了巨大贡献。但是作为一把双刃剑，大众传媒可能因为一些别有用心的目的而受到利用。那些被歪曲的观点可能影响人们的判断力，对社会产生负面作用。

T: Can you give an example about mass media's negative influences?

你能举例说明大众传媒的负面作用吗？

C: Well, let me see. Here is an example. When H7N9 was raging in our country last year, some people sent the messages around claiming a lot of people are infected with H7N9 in Beijing on the Internet or with cell phones. As a result, the public got into a panic.

嗯，我想想。举个例子。去年H7N9在我国肆虐时，有些人通过网络或手机散布消息说北京有多人感染H7N9。结果，公众陷入恐慌之中。

T: How can we avoid mass media's negative influences?

我们怎样才能避免大众传媒的负面作用呢？

C: The government should impose strict censorship on mass media. All malicious or fabricated messages must be removed from the media. Only in this way can we ensure the social stability.

政府应对大众传媒实行严格的审查制度。删除媒体中所有恶意或捏造的信息。只有这样我们才能确保社会稳定。

Between two candidates

（考生相互问答）

Dialogue 1（对话1）

A: Do you prefer quality papers or tabloids?

你更喜欢大报还是小报？

B: Personally, I prefer quality papers. They contain the current affairs ranging from politics and economy at home and abroad to the major social events happening around us. I can get all the information I need when reading them.

个人而言，我更喜欢大报。里面的时事包括国内外的政治经济，以及发生在我们身边的重要社会事件。读这些报纸我能获得需要的所有信息。

A: Quite the opposite, I prefer tabloids. Their contents often involve some light and interesting topics like fashion, stars and sports. Unlike quality papers, they are seldom related to such serious issues as politics.

正相反，我更喜欢小报。小报的内容通常涉及一些轻松有趣的话题，比如时尚、明星、体育。它们不像大报，很少涉及政治这类严肃的问题。

B: But I think most tabloids are too shallow or gaudy. They only spread gossips and rumors at times. Their readers just laugh away at those meaningless messages and get nothing useful.

但是我觉得小报太肤浅花哨了。有时它们只是传播流言蜚语和小道消息。读者对那些毫无意义的信息只是一笑了之，什么也得不到。

A: Well, what I am trying to say is I don't reject quality papers, to be frank. My point is quality papers provide knowledge while tabloids give us recreation.

嗯，我想说的是，坦白讲我并不排斥大报。我的观点是大报提供知识，而小报供我们消遣娱乐。

B: I've got it. Both quality papers and tabloids are indispensable but they have different functions.

我明白了。大报和小报都不可缺少，只是它们的作用不同。





Dialogue 2（对话2）

A: What type of mass media do you like best?

你最喜欢哪种大众传媒？

B: My favorite mass media is radio because I am a driver and I spend most of my time in the car. I have got used to listening to the radio while driving the car. Maybe radio is the best friend for a driver at work.

我最喜欢的大众传媒是广播，因为我是一名司机，我的大部分时间都是在车里度过的。我已经习惯边开车边听广播。广播对于工作中的司机也许是最好的朋友。

A: I like listening to the radio too but it's for learning foreign language. Radio is a very good mode of mass media with lots of advantages. First, a radio, needless to say, is portable to be carried almost everywhere while it is not easy to take a TV set or computer with us.

我也喜欢听广播，不过是为了学习外语。广播是一种很好的大众传媒形式，具有许多优点。首先，不用说，收音机便于随处携带，而携带电视机或电脑就不那么容易了。

B: Yes, you're right. What's more, a radio is much cheaper than a television or a computer and that's why it is well received by the people in remote and impoverished areas. And the messages on the radio are conveyed by sound merely so they are of great help to the blind.

是的，你说的对。而且收音机比电视机和电脑便宜得多，因此受到偏远贫困地区人们的欢迎。广播仅通过声音传递信息，这对盲人有很大帮助。

A: Besides, listening to the radio is time-saving. We have limited time with the rapid pace of modern life and radio can spare us from sitting before a television and a computer and staring at the screen. Therefore, it has become a convenient channel to obtain the latest information for we can do other things while listening to the radio.

另外，听广播还节省时间。现代生活节奏快，我们时间有限，广播免去了我们坐在电视和电脑前盯着屏幕的麻烦。于是，广播就成为了获取最新信息的一个方便的渠道，我们可以边听广播边做其他事情。

B: But here is a problem. Despite saving time, radio can only provide information in the form of sound, which seems a little monotonous. Sometimes sound quality may be affected if the signal is not clear.

A: Yes, but I still think radio has more advantages than disadvantages.

(To Candidate A)

T: What type of mass media do you like best?

你最喜欢哪种大众传媒？

C: My favorite mass media is the Internet. It's the latest mode of mass media with a lot of advantages and is becoming increasingly popular among people at various ages.

我最喜欢的大众传媒是网络。这种最新的大众传媒模式具有很多优点，并且越来越受到各年龄段人群的欢迎。

T: What are the differences between the Internet and the news-papers?

网络和报纸有什么不同？

C: The Internet can present information in diversified forms including text, image and sound while newspapers can only provide text plus a few images. The Internet boasts an almost boundless volume of information but newspapers have limited space to carry messages. The users can interact with the Internet by choosing whatever content they like. They are not only receivers but also senders of messages on the Internet. However, the newspaper readers can only get what appears on the papers without any choice.

网络能以多样化形式展示信息，包括文本、图像、声音，而报纸只能提供文本及一些图像。网络有无限的信息容量，报纸承载信息的空间则有限。用户可以与网络互动，选择他们喜欢的内容，他们不仅是网络上信息的接收者，还是信息的发布者。但是报纸读者没有任何选择，只能获得报纸上出现的内容。

T: Do you think the Internet will replace the television in the future?

你认为未来网络会取代电视吗？

C: I don't think so. It is true that the Internet is more useful and interesting than traditional television, but one can only sit before a computer and enjoy the fun on himself. Different from that, television provides fun for the whole family with its power to gather people around it. In that sense, the fun of surfing the net is somewhat lonely and that of watching TV is lively and warm. We cannot, so to speak, do without television.

我认为不会。网络的确比传统的电视更有用、更有趣，可是人只能坐在电脑前自娱自乐。与之不同，电视有聚集人群的力量，为整个家庭都带来乐趣。从这个意义上讲，上网的乐趣有些孤独，看电视的乐趣则热闹温暖。可以说，我们离不开电视。

(To Candidate B)

T: Do you like watching evening galas on TV?

你喜欢看电视上的晚会吗？

C: Yes, I like it very much. The dances and songs are fabulous while the skits and acrobatics are very exciting. Some stars are also invited to give performances at the evening galas and this may attract many young audiences.

是的，我非常喜欢。歌曲和舞蹈都很精彩，小品和杂技令人兴奋。一些明星也会受邀在晚会上表演，这会吸引很多年轻观众。

T: Why do you think some people object to holding evening galas?

你认为为什么有些人反对举办晚会？

C: It's perhaps because of large expense of organizing evening galas. The fine clothes on the performers and various props may account for a large percent of the total expenditure. Some people criticize that this is a waste of money and we should not squander the wealth accumulated by taxpayers on such grand occasions only for pleasure.

Candidates:

A: We have noticed the phenomenon lately that fewer people buy newspapers regularly to read them nowadays. It looks as if the newspaper industry is undergoing recession right now. In my opinion, one of the major causes is the competition with new media, isn't it?

我们最近注意到一种现象，就是现在定期买报纸来读的人变少了。看起来报纸业似乎正在经历萧条时期。我认为其中一个主要原因是新媒体的竞争，对吗？

B: Yes, that's exactly what I want to mention. The thriving Internet has given rise to many new forms of media like electronic publications. These new media have become increasingly popular among the general public with their huge volume, cheap price and other advantages. In contrast, traditional media such as newspapers fail to come up with some innovative ideas to reform the newspaper. That's why news-papers have to give way to the new media.

A: You are definitely right. But the internal factor has also contributed to newspaper recession to some degree. Poor management of newspaper which is the first internal cause of news-paper slump results from lack of coordination and communication between different departments of newspaper production and publication. And this leads to the second internal factor of newspaper downturn, that is, declining quality of newspapers.

你说的完全正确。不过内因同样在某种程度上引起了报纸业的萧条。报社管理欠佳是报纸业衰退的第一个内因，这是由于报纸生产和出版的不同部门之间缺少协调与沟通。而这产生了报纸业不景气的第二个内因，也就是报纸质量下降。

B: Right. Actually many loyal readers have been aware of the tendency that the quality of quite a few newspapers has begun to go downhill. These newspapers are devoid of substantial content and useful information. It is not strange that they hold little appeal for the majority of readers.

A: Apart from internal problems with newspapers and pressure from their opponents, we need to consider the influences of external environment as well. We have to admit the current circumstance is unsuitable for reading newspapers. Most people are so engaged in trivialities in daily life that they cannot spare a moment for reading their favorite newspapers or books.

All right. Now... (say the name of Candidate A), would you begin by telling us which topic you've chosen and then give your presentation please?

A: I'd like to choose the third topic—Is it acceptable for hosts to moonlight? I don't think it is acceptable. Hosts' moonlight ing has become a hot issue under heated discussion. Hosts are paid a large quantity of money for moonlighting, much more than their monthly salary. In most cases, inviting a famous host to moonlight may cost up to tens or hundreds of thousands of yuan. Since television stations in our country are usually under the indirect leadership of the government, hosts are regarded to represent the image of television stations or even government. Hosts should serve as a guide for people to get information and entertainment. However, they seem to be commercialized as they make such a huge amount of money after work with the fame endowed by people. In a word, I don't support hosts' moonlighting.

B: Don't you think moonlighting is individual freedom?

你不认为走穴是个人自由吗？

A: It's true that making money in one's spare time is individual freedom, but I don't think hosts need such freedom. Their salary is high enough to lead a comfortable life. Earning extra money only proves they have a strong desire for wealth.

T: Is it necessary to ban hosts from moonlighting?

A: No. Hosts taking part in charity events still deserve our respect and approval and they usually work for free in moon-lighting of this kind.

Now... (say the name of Candidate B), would you begin by telling us which topic you've chosen and then give your presentation please?

B: I'd like to choose the second topic—Why are commercial breaks limited on television? In my view, there are two reasons for this. First, constant commercial breaks may ruin audiences' mood to enjoy the programs. Most of us have that kind of experience. We are concentrating on our favorite TV play when a commercial break cuts in suddenly. And more than that, the commercials often last as long as even half an hour. I suppose few people can tolerate such lengthy and frequent interruptions. Second, some commercials contain false and vulgar information. Many of them brag about the cheap price and magic function of their products which actually turn out to be defective products. These goods are mostly medicine, cosmetics and electrical appliances which can do harm to people's health even due to a tiny flaw.

A: Why are commercials played on television?

B: Because television is one of the most effective media for publicizing goods. Advertisers want to take the opportunity to promote their products while television stations can get a large quantity of advertising expense from the advertisers.

T: Is it possible to forbid commercial breaks?

B: I think it is impossible. Many advertisers function as sponsors of TV programs so they have every reason to play their commercials during the programs. What we can do is just control the length and frequency of commercial breaks according to regulations.

Unit 13　High-speed Rail in China　中国高铁

A　必备句型

(1) If you go to other cities, would you like to choose high-speed train or traditional train?

如果你去其他城市，你会选择乘坐高铁列车还是普通火车？

It depends on which city I will go to, because there are some cities which still don't have high-speed rail. And if the city is too far away from my city, may be I will go by plane.

这取决于我要去哪个城市，因为还有一些城市没有开通高铁。而且如果我要去的城市太远，也许我会坐飞机。

(2) Do you agree that high-speed train is better than traditional train?

你认为高铁列车比普通火车好吗？

Of course I agree. High-speed train is faster and more convenient than traditional train. It can save a lot of time for people especially those who are in hurry to somewhere. But the ticket of high-speed train is more expensive than traditional train, the poor may not choose it.

当然。高铁列车比普通火车更快更便捷，可以为人们节省很多时间，特别是那些急着赶去某地的人。但是高铁列车的火车票比普通火车贵得多，经济条件不好的人可能不会选择高铁。

(3) How do you think of China's export of components for high-speed rail to other countries?

你如何看待中国的高铁零部件出口到其他国家？

According to media reports, we have established collaborative relationship with more than 50 other countries such as Australia and Singapore which are the first two countries we export components to. It is beneficial for China's economy and communication with other countries.

据媒体报道，我们已经和五十多个国家建立了合作关系，例如澳大利亚和新加坡。澳大利亚和新加坡是我们首次出口高铁零部件的两个国家。这对中国的经济和与他国的交流非常有益。

(4) What are the basic conditions for building high-speed rail?

建设高铁的基本条件是什么？

As high-speed rail needs a great deal of investment and has characteristic of long earnings cycle, huge passenger flow and good earning expectation are the basic conditions. If a country plans to build high-speed rail, it has to consider these basic conditions. And whether to build it or not also depends on this country's economic conditions.

因为高铁需要大量的资金投入并且具有盈利周期长的特点，所以巨大的客流量和好的盈利预期是基本条件。如果一个国家计划建设高铁，则必须考虑这些基本条件。而且建与不建还取决于这个国家的经济状况。

(5) How should we improve the technology of high-speed rail?

我们该如何提高高铁技术？

We should train relevant professionals in order to research and develop high-speed rail technology. At the same time, we need to communicate with other countries to learn new advanced technology.

我们应当培养相关的专业人才来研发高铁技术。同时，我们要和其他国家多交流先进技术。

(6) How should we look at intellectual property rights of our high-speed rail technology?

我们应如何看待我国高铁技术的知识产权问题？

At the early age of building high-speed rail, we introduced technology from other countries such as France and Ger man. But during these years, we manufactured a series of high-speed trains by ourselves which we had intellectual property rights through the strategy of digestive absorption innovation.

在建设高铁的初期，我们从法国、德国等其他国家引进技术。但是近几年，我们自己通过消化吸收创新战略自己生产了一系列高铁列车，并且我们拥有其知识产权。

(7) Is high-speed rail suitable for Chinese people?

高铁适合中国人使用吗？

China is a nation with a huge population and vast territory. And high-speed rail has big load amount and it can save a lot of time, so it suits China's national conditions.

中国人口众多，幅员辽阔，而高铁承载量大又能节约时间，因此高铁很适合中国的国情。

(8) What do you think are the major difficulties of exporting high-speed rail from China?

你认为中国高铁出口过程中主要的困难是哪些？

Technology certification overseas needs a complicated progress. What's more, once China's high-speed rail manufacturing is away from home, it will face the problem of labor cost.

技术方面的海外认证需要一个复杂的过程。另外，中国高铁制造一旦走出去，就会面临劳动成本的问题。

(9) Do you think China has more opportunities or challenges after exporting high-speed rail?

你认为中国出口高铁后会有更多的机遇还是挑战？

Generally speaking, both opportunities and challenges exist at the same time. We can benefit from the exporting; mean while, we will face some problems with technology, labor cost, production cost and so on.

总体来说，机遇与挑战并存。我们可以从出口高铁中获取利益，同时，也面临技术、劳动成本和生产成本等等问题。

Dialogue 1（对话1）

T: What's the influence of China's development of high-speed rail on ordinary people?

中国发展高铁对老百姓有什么影响？

C: As far as I see, it's convenient for people to go to other cit ies. They can arrive at their destinations within a short time. It makes people feel that the distances between two cities are not long. And people can buy the tickets in railway stations or book the tickets online.

在我看来，高铁对于要去其他城市的人来说非常方便。人们可以在短时间内到达目的地。这让人们觉得两座城市之间的距离并不远。而且人们可以在火车站买高铁的票，还可以在网上订票。

T: What are the advantages of high-speed train compared with traditional train?

与普通火车相比，高铁有哪些优势？

C: On the one hand, traditional train is much slower than high-speed train which achieves the speed of nearly 500 kilometers per hour. On the other hand, the former is always dirty and noisy. If you take it during the Spring Festival, you even cannot move because of a large amount of people. But the latter offers a much nicer environment for passengers, including clean chairs and small tables, quiet environment and more leg room, more opportunities to move around and get your flood flowing. The most important is smoking is prohibited. In a word, the latter makes people more comfortable and convenient.

一方面，普通火车比高铁列车要慢得多。高铁列车时速可以达到每小时将近500公里。另一方面，前者总是又脏又嘈杂。如果你在春节期间坐普通火车，你甚至不能动弹，因为人太多了。而后者则为乘客提供了良好的环境，包括干净的座位和小桌板、安静的环境、更大的伸脚余地，也可以更多的走动、让人气血畅通。更重要的是，车上禁止吸烟。总之，高铁列车让人们觉得更舒适更方便。

T: What are the disadvantages of high-speed train compared with traditional train?

与普通火车相比，高铁列车又存在哪些劣势？

C: The ticket of high-speed train is much more expensive than the traditional one. Many people who are not rich enough cannot afford it, so that they may prefer the traditional train. Besides, high-speed rail is not constructed in some small cities yet, people lived there have to take traditional train.

高铁列车车票比普通火车要贵得多。很多不是很富裕的人负担不起高铁车票，因此他们还是比较喜欢乘坐普通火车。另外，一些小城市还没有开通高铁，住在那里的人只能乘坐普通火车。





Dialogue 2（对话2）

T: How do you think of the rapid running speed of high-speed rail in China?

你如何看待中国高铁飞快的运行速度？

C: Boris Johnson, the mayor of London, said that the speed of China's high-speed rail exceeds the fastest Maserati and its noise and shudders are too low to hear. I'm very proud of our country, but we must ensure safety while improving the speed.

伦敦市长鲍里斯·约翰逊说过：“中国高铁的速度比最快的玛莎拉蒂还快。”我很为我们的国家骄傲，但是我们必须在提高速度的同时保证安全。

T: Do you think that we can still improve the running speed?

你认为我们还可以提高运行速度吗？

C: Of course. It is reported that in 2012 the high-speed rail reached the highest running speed of 605 kilometers per hour in the experimental process which was held in the nation engineering laboratory. From 2008 to 2013, the running speed has risen six times and China has stood on the highest point of high-speed on the conventional lines.

当然可以。据报道，2012年在国家工程实验室的实验中，高铁运行速度达到了最高每小时605公里。从2008年到2013年，高铁运行速度提高了六次，我国高铁已经站在世界既有线路提速的最高点。

T: What are the achievements of high-speed rail in China during these six years?

这六年中中国的高铁有什么成就？

C: As far as I know, in just six years we have mastered the core technology of engineering construction, high-speed trains, train control system, railway station construction, operations management and so on. Therefore we have formed core technology system with independent intellectual property rights. Nowadays, the localization rate of high-speed rail technology in China is higher than 70% which means that we have turned into innovation and improvement from import and absorption.

据我所知，在仅仅六年里，我们已经掌握了工程建设、高速列车、列车控制、客站建设和运营管理等方面的核心技术。因此我们形成了具有独立自主知识产权的核心技术系统。现在中国高铁技术的国产化率已经高于百分之七十。这意味着我们已经从引进吸收转变为创新和提高。

Between two candidates

（考生相互问答）

Dialogue 1（对话1）

A: What is the influence of export high-speed rail on China's economy?

出口高铁对中国经济有什么影响？

B: In my opinion, the export promotes economic development of China. So far we have established building high-speed rail cooperative relationship with more than 50 countries and brought the total value of contracts to 26 billion dollars. And in 2013, our Prime Minister Li keqiang visited Thailand and recommended our high-speed rail technology to them with hoping that we could cooperate with them to build high-speed rail.

在我看来，出口高铁推动了我国的经济发展。迄今为止，我们已经和50多个国家建立了建设高铁的合作关系，并且合同总额高达260亿美元。2013年，国家总理李克强访问泰国，并且向他们推荐我们的高铁技术，希望能与他们合作建设高铁。

A: That's great. If we can export our technology to Thailand, construction of associated infrastructure, labor contract and other construction projects will be brought at the same time. Therefore we can exchange and communicate with them and the economic relationship with Southeast Asia will be consolidated.

真是太好了。如果我们能出口我们的高铁技术到泰国，就会同时带来相关基础设施的建设、劳动合同和其他项目建设。由此我们可以与他们交流沟通，使我们与东南亚的经济联系得到巩固。

B: As far as I can see, not only that the economic development has been promoted, but also the impression of China's manufacturing has been changed. In people's minds especially foreigners' minds, China's export sectors such as garments, toys, and electronics assembly, etc. which belong to labor-intensive industry and the value added are very low. Nowadays, we start exporting high-speed rail, it is a big breakthrough. Some economic experts said that it is wise to develop high-speed rail in China, it is a new supporting part of economy.

在我看来，不只是推动了经济的发展，还改变了中国制造业在人们眼中的印象。在人们的印象中，特别是外国人眼中，中国的产品出口离不开服装、玩具、电子装配等等这样的劳动密集型产业，附加值非常低。如今，我们开始出口高铁技术，这是一个大的突破。一些专家认为在中国发展高铁是明智的，这是一个新的经济支撑点。

A: I couldn't agree with you more. Some people even call the export of high-speed rail as the most valuable exports because it is highly technical.

我非常同意你的看法。有些人甚至把出口高铁称之为最具价值的出口产品，因为它的技术含量很高。

B: Indeed. Entry into the high-speed rail markets of Europe and Southeast Asia means absorption of more foreign capital and more frequent cooperation with foreign enterprises. All these activities may bring many benefits to China's economy.

确实如此。进军欧洲和南亚市场意味着吸收更多的外国资本，与外国企业有更加频繁的合作。所有这些活动都会给中国经济带来很多收益。





Dialogue 2（对话2）

A: What do you think is the significance of export high-speed rail to other countries?

你认为中国出口高铁到其他国家有什么意义？

B: It is conductive for us to further expanding exports and develop related industries. We have cooperated with so many countries to build high-speed rail and more and more countries would like to purchase the components for high-speed rail or the complete high-speed trains from China. Besides, the related industries start developing such as central air conditioning unit, inside decoration for the train, steel construction and so on.

这有利于我们进一步扩大出口和发展相关产业。我们已经同很多国家合作建设高铁，并且有越来越多的国家想从中国订购高铁零部件或者整车。除此之外，高铁的相关产业也开始发展，比如车内中央空调机组、车内装饰、车体钢结构等等。

A: Yes. We have made several important breakthroughs of export. Not only high-speed rail industry can benefit from the export but also other "made in China" industries can do that. I also think it is good for our international status. As a result of development of high-speed rail, some mass media propose a new phrase that is called high-speed diplomacy which means that high-speed rail is a good way of diplomacy. On the one hand, it plays an intermediary role during dealing with complicated international diplomatic relations and enhances the exchange and communication of people and culture. On the other hand, the cooperation with only technology and investment will not arouse hostility from political opponents.

是的。我们已经在出口方面做出了很多重要的突破。不仅是高铁行业可以得益于此，而且其他“中国制造”产业也可以从中得益。我还认为这有利于提高我国的国际地位。由于高铁业的发展，一些媒体提出一个新的短语叫作“高铁外交”，意思是高铁是一种很好的外交方式。一方面它在处理当今复杂的国际外交关系中起到很好的中介作用，加强了人民和文化的交流与沟通；另一方面这种纯技术和资金的合作，不会引起政治对手的敌意。

B: Is there any other advantages in your view?

你认为还有其他好处吗？

A: Yes. Export of high-speed rail is beneficial to establish national security system. China is a nation of road domination compared with America which is a nation of air domination and ocean domination. Wherever the rail road goes, wherever the will of a nation arrives and wherever the national security system is established. China's export of high-speed rail maintains China's political status in Eurasian region, ethnic unity, frontier stability and national security.

B: You make a lot of sense. China's export of high-speed rail is very significant in economics, politics and even military. A journalist compared China's export of high-speed rail to the updated version of Silk Road spreading merchandise, industry, culture and concept to other countries.

(To Candidate A)

T: What are the effects of development of high-speed rail on your daily life?

高铁的发展对你的日常生活有什么影响？

C: Well, I think my way of traveling has changed a lot. I often travel on business because I'm in charge of the business in three different sales districts of our company which are in different cities. I used to travel by traditional train which was moving at low speed, dirty and sometimes crowded, or by the coach which was faster than the traditional train but not very safe especially on rainy days. Since the high-speed rail has been built, it is convenient for me to go to travel. From my city to Beijing, it takes me more than ten hours if I take traditional train. Now I will choose the high-speed train without any hesitation because it just takes me about four hours. It saves me too much time and makes me feel not very exhausted like before.

T: Do you think the ticket of high-speed rail is worth of the high price?

你认为高铁值那么高的票价吗？

C: In my opinion, it is worth it. Although it is much more expensive or even more than as twice as the price compared with the traditional one and the coach, I prefer to take high-speed train rather than take the traditional one. High-speed rail requires high investment complicated manufacturing technology and earning cycle is long. Besides, it has favorable environment and service. The most important is it saves my time. In a word, the ticket is worth the high price.

在我看来，值那样的票价。尽管高铁票价比普通火车和汽车高出很多甚至多于其两倍票价，但我还是更喜欢乘坐高铁。高铁投入高，需要复杂的制造技术，而且盈利时间长。除此之外，高铁环境良好，服务优良。最重要的是它能节约时间。总之，它值这么高的票价。

T: Do you think that the development of high-speed rail has changed people's consume concept?

C: Yes, indeed. With the development of high-speed rail, more and more people would like to choose a more convenient means of transport. People are used to choose a cheap way of travel, but nowadays with improvement of living conditions, people prefer the better way rather than the traditional one even if it is expensive.

(To Candidate B)

T: What is the influence of development of high-speed rail on labor market of China?

C: Development of high-speed rail has provided us with more jobs because it includes not only components production but also technical development and other related things. For example, we need to construct passenger station so that we need decoration workers, cleaners, and service staff and so on. Meanwhile, service staff and cleaners are necessary on the train. It seems that talents in different industries are in great demand.

高铁的发展给我们提供了更多的工作，因为高铁不仅仅包括零部件生产、技术开发，还包括其他相关事宜。比如，我们要进行客站建设，因此就需要有装修工人、清洁工和服务人员等等。同时，车上有服务人员和清洁工也是必不可少的。看起来各个行业的人才需求量都很大。

T: What is the difference between the knowledge-intensive sectors and the labor-intensive industries?

C: It depends on the degree of dependence on factors of production. Knowledge-intensive sectors refer to technology-intensive sectors which mainly depend on technology and intelligence while labor-intensive industries depend on using extensive labor force. With development of technology, knowledge-intensive sectors are progressing rapidly, but in some developing countries a large number of labor-intensive industries still cannot be replaced because of capital scarcity.

C: Yes. There are still a large amount of labor-intensive industries in China such as food, textiles, clothing, construction and so on. And so far, we still export these products to foreign countries. However, we can export high-speed rail which is knowledge-intensive sector nowadays.

Candidates:

A: Although China's high-speed rail ranks high in the world, the high-speed crash happened frequently in recent years. I guess the causes are rather complicated but an obvious cause is the problem of Control System. Chinese Train Control System (CTCS) is used on Chinese high-speed rail. And the system version 2 (CTCS-2) is used on one of accident high-speed trains. Based on the analysis, the problem was there was something wrong with its automatic block system so that the signal semaphore transmitted the wrong signal. Hence, the accident has happened.

尽管中国的高铁排在世界前列，但是近几年高铁事故频繁发生。我觉得原因很复杂，但一个明显的原因是控制系统的问题。中国高铁使用的是中国列车运行控制系统（CTCS）。发生事故的其中一列高铁使用的是CTCS-2系统。据分析，问题出在其自动闭塞系统失常导致信号机传递了错误的信号，从而发生了事故。

B: I couldn't agree with you more. What you said is a problem of technology and I suppose there is another problem of which is the train commissioning time is too short to start running the high-speed train formally. As far as I know, France spent almost 21 years proposing the system of high-speed rail and running it successfully, and Japan also spent a long time to do it. However we just spent three years. It doesn't mean that we have controlled the technology of high-speed rail and it is too short to train relevant talents. We need a running-in period between the control systems, management and staff.

我很同意你的观点。你说到的是技术方面的问题，我想技术方面还有一个问题就是试运行时间太短了，不利于高铁正式运行。据我所知，法国从提出高铁系统到成功运行用了二十一年时间，日本也用了很长时间才做到，而我们只用了三年时间。这并不意味着我们掌握了高铁技术，而且三年时间对于培养相关人才来说时间太短了。在控制系统、管理和人员之间需要一个磨合期。

A: I think the running-in period is related to the experience of the driver. Due to the shorter time of development of the high-speed rail in China, we don't have enough time to train the drivers to make them proficiency in operate the train. Some of them used to operate the traditional train which is absolutely different from the high-speed one, even though they are experienced, it is difficult for them to face the complicated electronic control system. As for the novices who are inexperienced and not familiar to operating the train will be panicky in emergency and they may make wrong decision so that the accident happened inevitably.

我认为磨合期和司机的经验有关。由于中国的高铁发展时间短，我们没有足够的时间来培养驾驶人员让他们能更熟练地控制高铁。他们中的一些人过去是开普通火车的，普通火车和高铁完全不一样。即使他们经验丰富，但面对复杂的电子控制系统对他们来说还很困难。再说到新手司机，他们对控制火车不是很熟悉，缺乏经验，所以遇到紧急情况的时候他们可能会做出错误的决定，这样事故就不可避免地发生了。

B: And more than that, people who design and lead the construction of high-speed rail ignore the problem of safety. We are so impatient that we cannot even ensure the safety of our trains. We claimed that we are the No. 1 of high-speed rail industry all over the world, but how can we do that before we can keep safety of our passengers and trains? Rome was not built in a day. High-speed rail is also not developed in a day. Besides, some of passengers also lack safety awareness. When there is something wrong with the high-speed train, they don't know how to escape. We have to enhance the safety conscious to avert disasters and governments should take urgent and ambitious actions to decrease the loss.

不仅如此，设计和领导高铁建设的人忽略了安全问题。我们太急于求成甚至保证不了列车的安全。我们声称是高铁行业全球第一，但是在保证我们的乘客和列车安全之前怎么可以这么做呢？伟业非一日之功，高铁也不是一天之内发展起来的。除此之外，一些乘客也缺乏安全意识。当高铁出现故障时，他们不知道怎么逃生。我们必须加强安全意识以避免灾难的发生。政府也应该采取迫切和强有力的措施减小损失。

A: There is another important reason of high-speed crash which is official corruption. As we all know, Liu Zhijun, who as former railway minister was responsible for China's ambitious high-speed rail development program, was dismissed on corruption. During his tenure, he made use of the job convenience to help his companions promote, undertake engineering, win the bidding of high-speed projects and so on and he took bribes for a huge sum of money. These actions made the whole high-speed system neglected and the problem arose gradually.

高铁事故发生还有另一个重要的原因就是官员腐败。我们都知道，前铁道部部长刘志军，高铁发展计划的雄心勃勃的推动者，因为贪污而被撤职。在他任职期间，他利用工作便利帮助他的同伴升职、承揽工程、投标高铁项目并中标等等，并且他收受大笔贿赂。这些行为导致了整个高铁系统疏于管理，逐渐出现很多问题。

B: I share the same point with you. We should find the problem and solve the problem right now so that we can develop our high-speed rail industry rapidly and better.

A: I'd like to choose the second topic—Which is more important, independent research and development or learning from the foreign countries. Obviously independent research and development is more important. If a government plans to develop a project, it has to research feasibility of the project firstly and then start developing. Once you have started researching and developing, you will find that the technologies you have controlled are very important and they will affect your progress. However, we have to admit that it is necessary to learn from the foreign countries because we will encounter problems and obstacles during research and development so that we should communicate with the foreign countries which have controlled the technology of the project and learn their advanced technology. But what we have learned is theirs after all, what we have controlled is ours indeed and it concerns the problem with intellectual property rights. For a country intellectual property rights sometimes mean the discourse power.

B: How can we realize independent research and development?

A: On the one hand, the government must develop high-tech talent in order to research and develop new projects independently. On the other hand, our scientists should exchange and communicate with foreign experts. In conclusion, we should adopt the strategy of digestive absorption innovation to realize independent research and development.

This question is similar to asking whether the paper book will be replaced by the electronic book. Firstly, the high-speed rail requires lots of human and material resources, so it is impossible to build it all over the country such as the village or the county where the passenger flows are not big enough, the high-speed rail industry will be not profitable and our country cannot afford the loss. Secondly, even since the high-speed rail has been built, people start changing their minds and accepting the high price of ticket gradually. However, there are still someone who cannot accept the high price prefer to choose traditional train. For instance, some old people who are conservative and frugal think that it is not necessary to pay so much money to save time or enjoy the favorable environment. And in China, actually, a great number of people such as migrant workers or cleaners cannot afford the expensive ticket of high-speed rail. All of above depend on the situation of our country.
