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本书为北京大学考博英语专家索玉柱博士倾力撰写的考博英语应试指导丛书的第三本。全书以大纲为准绳，针对考博英语的完形填空、阅读理解、英汉互译和作文等常见题型，分四个部分详细讲解了解题原则与实战对策，并编写了大容量、多层次的强化考题，既有难度上的阶梯式发展，又有套题评讲，练习后配有详尽的答案及注解。本书融会了作者多年教授考博英语的经验心得，并在潜心研究全国众多高校考博试题的基础上写作而成，体系严谨，深入浅出，是参加博士生考试的广大考生必备应试考典，也是英语学习者提高英语水平的绝佳参考书。


第一部分　考博英语完形填空

一、考博英语完形填空答题原则及策略概要

对于考博英语完形填空题型，考生经常提出如下见解和问题：

我们觉得英语用法需要填的词语并不难，但就是经常区别不开同义词、近义词和反义词的含义，难以选择出正确的答案。复习阶段应该怎么弥补这样的缺陷？

编者解答：从命题考点来看，英语用法主要是考核词语之间的衔接关系和语句之间的连贯关系。从语篇内容来看，近年来的短文大都是论及科普和社会文化方面的说明文。说明文就意味着真实、确实和细腻的词语关系较多。从外语学习心理来看，当我们缺乏一个与正在阅读的叙事或故事相适应的图式（schema）时，理解和记忆都会很困难，因为我们无法了解所描述的事件的含义。因而，我们在做英语用法题时，要把词语含义区别得越精细越好，越准确越好。由此而论，需要“图式激活”原则。



图式激活原则：尽快激活相应的短文图式。这一图式指的是读者应该把握短文中的事件要旨，再根据总体印象重新建立细节。这时，建立细节需要产生一个更加连贯、简明、不加任何主观片面影响的叙事过程。

应试对策：努力把握大纲规定词语（特别是名词、动词和形容词）及表达法的同义、反义、近义等关系，并要树立短文都具有特定图式结构的观念。



以上原则和对策的实际意义在于强调：若英语用法经常出错，是因为没有在语义记忆里建立某个短文图式或整体结构及构架，对于一系列的语句信息及其层次排列没有给予正确的规定。这时，需要抓住关键词语，在上下文中找到线索，并尽快激活短文的整体图式。

另外，由于激活图式对于提取和安排重要的信息发挥着组织作用，有时甚至是主导核心作用，那么它就可以帮助人们归纳某些重要细节，而略去另外一些不必要的枝节。因此，考生应该在最短的时间内编码解题，选择出最恰当的同义、反义、近义等词语搭配。请大家参见本套丛书“词汇”分册中的“熟词生义词汇辨析”。下面是一些容易混淆的词语例子：

There is now no doubt that the world is getting warmer. Data from both the Southern and Northern Hemispheres shows an upward trend in average temperatures over the 　1　
 hundred years. At the moment most scientists are not 　2

For centuries now Western cultural traditions have 　1

 . But there was a problem: Cade found that patients did not always stay in a relaxed condition after they were taken 　15　
 from the meter and its information. He realized that bio-feedback techniques alone did not properly and deeply relieve his patients' stress conditions.

So Cade and his research team started to explore ways of helping their patients to attain a deep form of relaxation, and this is 　16　
 they began to borrow from Eastern thinking. When the body is deeply relaxed, the 　17　
 process can begin. They began to experiment 　18　
 meditation techniques, controlled breathing exercises and other relaxation exercises to 　19　
 the deeper states of relaxation necessary for nervous tensions to appear. They combined these relaxation techniques with the electronic monitoring instruments 　20　
 to them, which they had used in their initial bio-feedback research.

The North wanted free land for independent labour in the same new territories where the South 　17

 slavery. The issue was not the slavery already practised, but the 　19

第二部分　考博英语阅读理解

一、考博英语阅读理解答题原则及策略概要

（1）关于英语阅读中的词语理解问题，考生常问：

为什么我们在阅读时总感觉所学的词语和短文上下文的意义对不上？原因何在？复习阶段应该怎么做才能够使所学的词汇在语篇理解中通顺而又达意呢？

编者解答：从外语学习心理的角度看，词是怎样储存在记忆里的，又是怎样在上下文中被合理恰当地提取出来并加以运用的等问题还没有彻底搞清楚。但是有一点是考生必须牢记的，即我们所学的英语词语都在大脑中等待使用，而且在储存这些词汇时我们一定要了解它们的动态意义、上下文语境意义。由此而论，需要“心理词汇”原则。



心理词汇原则：要区别实际的书本词典意义（meanings in dictionary）与个人的心理词汇（mental lexicon）。两者的主要差异有三：在内容上，词典包括了固定数目的词，但总是赶不上语篇上下文中的瞬息万变的发展，这就需要我们个人的心理词汇的新的解释。在信息上，我们掌握的心理词汇比词典里的条目意义装载了更多的信息，这就需要我们用“直译快读的方法，带动理解记忆”。在意义关系上，词典里的词是一个一个地孤立解释的，如果不是同义词、反义词或近义词，就很少有横向的联系。另外，词典里的词有较少的句法结构信息。这些差异都构成了我们在实际的阅读理解中遇到读不懂词语的困难。

应试对策：在冲刺阶段的阅读训练中，努力把握心理直译：利用词典意义进行语句快读（progression），读出语句之间的作者含义（intention）就可以了，不必深究，否则就会浪费时间。但当遇到长难句时需要回读（regression），其目的就是要提取通过上下文所理解到的心理词汇意义，或者说引申意义。



词是语篇的组块材料，词与词的组合表示了大千世界的物体和事体。敬请大家参见本套丛书“词汇”分册中的“考研（博）超纲词汇与词组”。我们这里试举“名词习惯表达法”为例，说明“心理词汇”原则及其对策的实际意义。比如下列短语就需要将词典意义转化成心理词汇，这样才能更准确地理解语篇内容。换言之，储存在记忆中的词被提取出来，必须得符合词语的搭配意义，也即心理词汇在语境中的意义要不断变化。

air castle“空中楼阁，妄想，想入非非的计划”（castle in the air, daydream, impractical idea）

case history“病历，个人历史”（recorded details and past, used for analysis）

exponential expansion“经济迅速增长”

hot water“困境”（messes, chaos）

last word“定论”（conclusive point in discussion）

middle ground“妥协，中间立场”（reasonable position between extremes）

pet project“优先工程”

second thoughts“又一想，重新考虑”（reservation about previous position or judgement）

thread of an argument“思路，提要”（course or outline of ideas expressed）

wild card“起不好作用的，不可预知的人或物”（unpredictable persons or element with determining impact）

wishful thinking“如意算盘，痴心妄想”（unrealistic dream or wishes）





（2）关于英语阅读的段落理解方面，考生会问：

为什么我们在阅读时总感觉自然段的确定意义建立不起来？原因何在？复习阶段应该怎样强化对段落意义和整篇意义的理解？

编者解答：从外语学习心理的角度看，以上问题的根源是由于考生没有在阅读段落的同时或之后进行推理归纳段落大意，进而造成了对全篇内容的理解不够深刻。这里需要强调的是，考博英语阅读有相当的难度，因此，这样的阅读是需要推理性的强化理解的。所谓“推理性的强化理解”是指，我们在阅读有难度的语篇时，不只是加快速度，加大注意力度，而且还要注意：只有在以下两个条件下才能自动做出推理。一个条件是建立语篇的局部连贯；另一个条件是推理所依靠的信息必须是很容易为语篇的明示命题或一般常识所激活的。在这两个条件下，读者才会自动做出推理。不然的话，读者就不可能准确理解语篇的主旨句、段落大意，甚至也不能理解长难句。由此而论，我们提出“推理强化”原则。



推理强化原则：语篇理解时应该对自然段落和全篇层次分别进行推理。其作用是可以完成推论题（infer）、暗示题（imply）、提示题（suggest）、全文概述题（conclude）。推理是作者让读者在理解中形成一种特殊的、隐含的命题内容，因此读者就有必要了解这些推理和明示命题内容的关系是怎样表示的。做题时最好首先看阅读理解的问题（题干），有了这样的前提，就可以比较容易地找出“推理和明示命题内容的同义或反义关系”，这样，答对题目就有了根本的保证。

应试对策：在冲刺阶段的阅读训练中，考生需要利用和把握各种文章的关联信息，并在这一认知心理过程中，充分运用“以心理直译带动语篇理解”的强化快读方法。

This is a particular moment in the history of digital networks, one when powerful corporate actors and high-performance networks are strengthening the role of private electronic space and altering the structure of public electronic space. Electronic space has emerged not simply as a means for communicating, but as a major new theatre for capital accumulation and the operations of global actors.

Our thinking about electronic space and network power, however, has been shaped by the properties of the Internet. The Internet is a space of distributed power that limits the possibilities of authoritarian and monopoly control. It is by now well-known that the particular features of the Internet are in part a function of the early computer hacker culture which designed software that strengthened the original design of the Net's openness and decentralization and which sought to make it universally available at no cost. But it is becoming evident since the mid-1990s that it is also a space for contestation and segmentation. Now that business has discovered the Net, we are seeing attempts to commercialize it through the development of software that can capitalize on the Net's features and through the extension of copyrights, in other words, the opposite of the early hacker culture.

Further, it has become important to distinguish the Internet, or public space, and private electronic space. When it comes to the broader subject of network power, most computer networks are private. It might be worth repeating that even if we just consider Internet Protocol-compatible networks and we take the figures for the period preceding the explosion of business interest in the Net, also then most networks were private: just counting networks as opposed to traffic volume, in 1994 there were about 40,000 IP-compatible networks, but the Internet itself accounted for about 12,000 of these. Since then both figures have jumped enormously. The main point here is that a lot of network power may not necessarily have the attributes of the Internet. Indeed, much of this is concentrated power and reproduces hierarchy rather than distributed power. The financial markets, operating largely through private electronic networks, are a good instance of an alternative form of electronic network power. The three properties of electronic networks—speed, simultaneity and interconnectivity—have produced strikingly different outcomes in this case from those of the Internet.

﻿In this regard, it seems to me that we need to re-theorize electronic space and uncouple it analytically from an exclusive focus on the properties of the Net which have so sharply shaped our understanding. For me, a political economist interested in space and power, this task is located at the intersection of a number of discourses and assumptions and at the intersection of the digital and the non-digital.

Over a century ago, Alfred Russell Wallace wrote that "we live in a zoologically impoverished world, from which all the hugest, and fiercest, and strangest forms have recently disappeared…". Researchers seeking to explain this "marvelous fact", as Wallace called it, fall into two camps, one invoking global climatic change and the other human hunting as the cause. [1] Over the past few decades, the debate has become deadlocked, in part because most researchers have focused their attention on the Americas and northern Eurasia, where the extinction of the huge, fierce, and strange creatures, such as mammoths, and giant sloths, occurred between 12,500 and about 11,000 years ago. This was a time of rapid climatic change, but it was also when humans first arrived in these regions, making it difficult to discern causality.

Australia provides the only separate, continent-sized natural laboratory in which dramatic Quaternary extinctions occurred. It is thus of exceptional importance as a testing ground for extinction theories, but until now problems with dating have limited its potential. [2]As reported on page 205 of this issue, Miller et al. have now documented the extinction of the gigantic Australian bird Genyornis and so have broken new ground in dating megafaunal extinction in Australia At the same time, these authors have broken the current deadlock in the great megafaunal extinction debate.

It has long been appreciated that the intensity of Quaternary extinctions varied greatly around the world. In the oceans, Africa, and southeast Asia, they were nonexistent or mild. Europe experienced moderate extinction rates, whereas the Americas, Australia, Madagascar, and many Oceanic islands suffered dramatic extinctions. North America lost 73% of all genera weighing more than 44kg, but Australia suffered the most severely of all the continents, losing every terrestrial vertebrate species larger than a human, as well as many smaller mammals, reptiles, and flightless birds, the latter down to about a kilogram in weight. In all, about 60 vertebrate species were lost, including bizarre marsupials that resembled giant sloths, carnivorous kangaroos, and a terrestrial horned tortoise that approached the size of a Volkswagen Beetle car.

Establishing just when this bizarre array of creatures last trod Australia's outback has been a tortuous business, with many false leads and sites that are difficult to interpret. [3]For decades, it was believed that the megafauna survived until close to the time of the glacial maximum, some 20,000 years ago, when temperatures were up to 9℃ cooler than at present and the continent was extremely arid. Conditions were so extreme that trees virtually disappeared from the inland, and 40% of Australia was transformed into a vast active dune field.

In his thoughtful book on the emergence of cognitive science, Howard Gardner quotes George Miller's recollection of a meeting in 1956: [1] "I went away from the Symposium with a strong conviction, more intuitive than rational, that human experimental psychology, theoretical linguistics and computer simulation of cognitive processes were all pieces of a larger whole, and that the future world see progressive elaboration and coordination of their shared concerns."

The promise that Miller envisioned in those early days has come to pass. Numerous interrelated disciplines are now engaged in the attempt to understand the mechanisms underlying normal and abnormal mental processing. [2] The boundaries between these disciplines (which now include anatomic and computer studies of neural circuits, animal and human blood studies, and experimental cognitive psychology) have become increasingly less distinct. The remarkable progress that has been made in recent years is beginning to generate excitement outside of the scientific community because of its relevance to our daily lives in shedding light on normal cognitive functions (such as language, memory, and planning) and on brain-related diseases.

[3] There are several things worth noting about cognitive neuroscience that are also reflected in the articles in this special issue of Science. First is the idea that distributed brain networks underlie complex behaviors. In the early days of the field, most neuroscientists focused on individual brain regions and their responses. The sensory domain was particularly captivating; one could, for example, appropriately talk about hyper-complex cells in the visual system that responded to comers or the existence of heart columns as the organizing basis for neuro-sensory input. [4] It is becoming clear, however, that the processing of information that leads to complex behaviors such as learning and memory involves multiple brain regions that must operate in an interactive parallel.

Second is the increasing ability to look at these networks within a time dimension. Models that do not take time into account appear to be less accurate. [5] For either computational modeling or examination of responses to single cell activity, the time dimension is critical. Current neuro-imaging techniques permit an examination of brain function that is close to real time activity.

The trend toward smaller families may not be as modern as we think, either. Although women gatherers had four or five children, only two typically survived childhood—the number found in the average American family today. [1] Even our style of rearing children is starting to parallel hunting-gathering communities, in which girls and boys are permitted to play together from a young age, and consequently experiment at sex earlier and engage in trial marriages. [2] Clearly we've moved away from the agricultural custom of arranged marriages and cloistering girls to preserve their virginity.

Moreover, the home is no longer the "place of production", as it was in farm days. We don't make our soap, grow our vegetables and slaughter our chicken for the dinner table. Instead, we hunt and gather in the grocery store and return to our "home base" to consume the food we have collected. No wonder we are so in love with fast foods. It probably harks back to an eating strategy our primate relatives adopted over 50 million years ago.

There's no mistaking the trend: Humans are once again on the move. Husband and wife are no longer bound to a single plot of land for their livelihood. Women are back in production as well as reproduction. [3] As we head back to the future, there's every reason to believe the sexes will enjoy the kind of equality that is a function of our birthright. By equality, I mean a more equitable division of power—not that our roles will converge. Alike men and women have never been and never will be. Very simply, we think differently, which is again tied to our long hunting-gathering heritage.

For 2 million years, women carried around children and have been the nurturers. That's probably why tests show they are both more verbal and more attuned to nonverbal cues. [4] Women, on the other hand, tend to have superior mathematical and visual-spatial skills because they roamed long distances from the campsite, had to scheme ways to trap prey and then had to find their way back.

That specialization is reflected in genuine gender differences in the brain today. Nature not only intended men and women to put their bodies together; we've meant to put our heads together as well.

That's what's so thrilling about what's happening now. All those male and female skills are beginning to work together again. At long last, society is moving in a direction that should be highly compatible with our ancient human spirit.

Can we generate the new cultural attitudes required by our technological virtuosity? History is not very reassuring here. It has taken centuries to learn how to live harmoniously in the family, the tribe, the city, the state, and the nation. Each new stretching of human sensitivity and loyalty has taken generations to become firmly assimilated in the human psyche. [1] And now we are forced into a quantum leap from the mutual suspicion and hostility that have marked the past relations between peoples into a world in which mutual respect and comprehension are requisite.

Even events of recent decades provide little basis for optimism. Increasing physical proximity has brought no millennium in human relations. If anything, it has appeared to intensify the divisions among people rather than to create a broader intimacy. [2] Every new reduction in physical distance has made us more painfully aware of the psychic distance that divides people and has increased alarm over real or imagined differences. [3] If today people occasionally choke on what seem to be indigestible differences between rich and poor, male and female, specialist and non-specialist within cultures, what will happen tomorrow when people must assimilate and cope with still greater contrasts in life styles? Wider access to more people will be a doubtful victory if human beings find they have nothing to say to one another or cannot stand to listen to each other.

Time and space have long cushioned intercultural encounters, confining them to touristic exchanges. But this insulation is rapidly wearing thin. In the world of tomorrow we can expect to live—not merely vacation—in societies which seek different values and abide by different codes. There we will be surrounded by foreigners for long periods of time, working with others in the closest possible relationships. [4] If people currently show little tolerance or talent for encounters with alien cultures, how can they learn to deal with constant and inescapable coexistence?

The temptation is to retreat to some pious hope or talismanic formula to carry us into the new age. The reformers were reacting to the poor economic performance of Europe during the 1990s. Unemployment averaged well over 9% among the Continental members of the EU in the 90s, compared with 5% in the U. S. and similar low levels in Britain. Private employment expanded much more slowly in Europe, and, since 1995, labor productivity grew almost twice as rapidly in the U. S. as in Continental Europe.

I believe the French will also come around to the new European view of competition and market flexibility. I base this optimism on the reactions over time to an article I published in 1996 in the left-leaning French newspaper Le Monde. The article argued that the European pattern of high unemployment rates, long average duration of unemployment, early retirement of older workers, and very slow growth in employment are not inevitable to modern economies. They were instead the result of high social security and other labor taxes, laws that make it difficult to lay off employees, generous payments to the unemployed, and, in France, high minimum-wage laws. I advocated easing the cost to companies when they hire and fire workers, lowering labor taxes, lowering minimum wages, and raising retirement ages.

At the time, the article elicited replies from intellectuals and older economists who defended the European statistic approach to labor markets. [1] However, after five additional years of sluggish labor markets, European public opinion has shifted toward greater support of radical labor market reform. Now, younger economists in France—and elsewhere in Europe—agree that Europe needs drastic reforms.

[2] To get around its restrictive labor laws, Spain has significantly extended the number of workers who could be on temporary contracts. The Netherlands began to encourage part-time work and greater flexibility in wages and hiring and firing decisions. The Barcelona summit resolved to liberalize labor and reduced benefits to the unemployed. It also supported moves that would extend the average age of retirement by five years, to 63.

The Barcelona summit took concrete actions to deregulate other markets and promote greater competition in them. By the year 2004, all businesses will be free to choose their gas and electricity suppliers, and households will be able to do so by 2005. In a couple of years, Europe's electricity markets will be freer than the U. S.'s, unless the federal and state governments move more quickly toward deregulation. However, as I lamented in my March 18 Business-Week column, the Enron Corp. Scandal is curtailing America's electricity deregulation but apparently not Europe's desire to take advantage of new technologies that allow greater competition in this market.

Barcelona also adopted several directives that would further increase competition in financial markets, with the goal of full integration across the EU. Even prior to this summit, Europe had taken steps toward cross-border competition among commercial and investment banks.

Europe's domestic and foreign policies often appear to be defined mainly by differing with the U. S.. But a few farsighted leaders have grasped that Europe's economy is too inflexible, and its regulations too inhospitable to competition.

"Much of the world is better fed than it was in 1950", concedes L. R. Brown, the president of the World Watch Institute, an environmental research group in Washington, D. C. "But that period of improvement is ending rather abruptly." Since 1984, he says, world grain production per capita has fallen one percent a year. In 1990, eighty-six nations grew less food per head than they had a decade before. Improvements are unlikely, in Brown's view. "Our past success has brought us alarmingly close to the ecological ceiling." There's a growing sense in the scientific community that it will be difficult to restore the rapid rise in agricultural yields we saw between 1950 and 1984, he says. In agriculturally advanced nations there just isn't much more that farmers can do. "Meanwhile", Brown says, "number of mouths keeps up its frantic rate of increase. My sense is that we're going to be in trouble on the food front before this decade is out."

Social scientists disagree. An FAO study published in 1982 concluded that, by using modern agricultural methods the Third World could support more than 30 billion people. Other technologists see genetic engineering as a route to growth that is almost without end. Biologists greet such pronouncements with loud scoffs. One widely touted analysis by Ehrlich and others maintains that humanity already uses, destroy, or "co-opts" almost 40 percent of the potential output from terrestrial photosynthesis. Doubling the world's population will reduce us to fighting with insects over the last scraps of grass.

Neither side seems willing to listen to the other; indeed, the two are barely on speaking terms. The economist, Julian Simon, of the University of Maryland, asserts that there is no evidence that the increase in land use associated with rising population has led to any increase in extinction rates—despite hundreds of biological reports to the contrary. The biologist Edward O. Wilson, of Harvard University, argues that contemporary economics is "bankrupt" and does not accommodate environmental calculations—despite the existence of a literature on the subject dating back to the First World War. A National Academy of Sciences panel dominated by economists argues in 1986 that the problems of population growth have been exaggerated. Six years later the academy issues a statement, dominated by biologists, claiming that continued population growth will lead to a global environmental catastrophe that "science and technology may not be able to prevent". Told in an exchange of academic gossip that an eminent ecologist has had himself sterilized, an equally eminent demographer says, "That's the best news, heard all week!" Asking himself what "deep insights" professional demographers have contributed, Garrett Hardin answers, "None."

The difference in the forecasts—prosperity or penury, boundless increase or zero-sum game, a triumphant world with 30 billion or a despairing one—is so extreme that one is tempted to dismiss the whole contretemps as foolish. If the experts can't even discuss tile matter civilly, why should the average citizen try to figure it out? Ignoring the fracas might be the right thing to do if it weren't about the future of the human race.

Work came later in human history than conversation. We invented work when we became civilized. Unlike friendship, work is a mixed blessing. At its worst, work is slavery. At its best, work is a sustained and lifelong conversation. The more satisfying and enjoyable work is, the more it partakes of the nature of conversation. Science at the working level is mostly conversation. The building where I work has twenty people in twenty rooms. Most of the doors are open. From morning till night the buzz of conversation seldom ceases. That is the way science is done. When I am not talking with friends down the hall, I am writing papers for friends around the world. Without the friends, my activity would be pointless. Scientists are as gregarious a species as termites. If the lives of scientists are on the whole joyful, it is because our friendships are deep and lasting. Our friendships are lasting because we are engaged in a collective enterprise. Our enterprise, the exploration of nature's secrets, had no beginning and will have no end. Exploration is as natural an activity for human beings as conversation. Our friends the explorers are scattered over the centuries, from Archimedes and Euclid to the unborn genius who will one day understand the mystery of how our exploring minds work.

Once inside the retail location, the shopper receives continuous messages at three levels. Store atmosphere is the overall setting of the store, its design, lighting, fixtures, color, and sound. These are developed to convey a mood or feeling that separates the store from others that sell similar merchandise. The more similar the product offerings of competitors, the more important it is to create a unique environment.

By going into any large shopping mall and walking from one clothing store to another, a shopper can easily experience atmosphere differences. One store will be brightly lit with neatly lined-up pastel plastic racks and pastel walls. Another will be in seeming disarray, with loud rock music and strobe lights. A third will have a wood decor, soft lights, and soft music. [1] Each type of atmosphere is aimed at a particular target market, and each serves as a screen to tell shoppers whether or not they will feel comfortable in the store and what type of merchandise they might expect.

"Establishing a mood of shopping ambience has never been more important than it is now," says Lois Patrich, vice president of sales promotion and advertising with Carson Pirie Scott & Co., a Chicago-based retailer. "Department stores have always had a preponderance of merchandise that you can get at any store. How then does a retailer get a customer to buy at his store? By creating a shopping atmosphere that will motivate him to buy and one that he wants to come back to."

Store layout is the arrangement of merchandise to facilitate shopping. The layout tells consumers how to proceed through the store and what pace is expected. An open layout invites shoppers to browse. A cluttered layout sends a signal of business and rushing.

An effective layout maximizes customer exposure to merchandise and keeps the customer in the store longer. Studies show that the longer the customer is in the store, the more money is spent. [2] The layout also should have the high-margin merchandise in the high-traffic areas and the most desired merchandise in the back so that consumers must walk past many other goods. [3] In a supermarket, for example, the meats, dairy products, and produce have the greatest constant demand and are placed at the perimeters so shoppers will need to pass other products to get to them.

Text 2

Charles Weiss, programme director of science and international affairs at Georgetown University in Washington D. C., was the bank's science adviser in the early 1980s. He believes this latest attempt to get the bank thinking about science has more chance of succeeding than his own efforts. This, he says, is partly because they have the support of senior executives, particularly James Wolfensohn, the bank's president, and partly because the bank is now keen to promote knowledge-based development.

Unusually for a lending institution, the World Bank possesses world-class expertise on the projects and the regions where it lends money. Of its 8000 staff, 3000 have a PhD-level qualification, and many of these are top-ranked researchers headhunted from universities. The quantity and quality of the bank's research is consistently high.

[1] But this more analytical aspect of the bank's work has always been overshadowed by its lending arm—known as operations—which has generally considered research to be a function of lending, rather than an activity in its own right. In 1987, half of the research staff were sent to work in operations.

[2] This tension between the research and lending wings remains, and is one of several challenges that will need to be overcome if the new strategy is to bear fruit. In particular, the need for a new department for science is being questioned by some who do not want to see science confined to a ghetto and think it should be part of the lending portfolio of all of the bank's departments.

Some operations staff have yet to be convinced of the merits of raising the bank's research profile or funding research in developing countries. [3] They believe that more attention should be paid to conventional infrastructure needs in poorer countries which, because of low credit ratings, will have little access to private capital.

The reaction from developing countries will be an important test of the new strategy. The richer countries of Southeast Asia, Latin America, North Africa and the Middle East are likely to be more receptive than poorer countries, particularly in sub-Saharan Africa, where the bank is not popular, and where almost 50 per cent of bank-assisted projects have failed during this decade.

Text 3

To survive, psychologically as well as physically, human beings must inhabit a world that is relatively free of ambiguity and reasonably predictable. Some sort of structure must be placed upon the endless profusion of incoming signals. The infant, born into a world of flashing, hissing, moving images, soon learns to adapt by resolving this chaos into toys and tables, dogs and parents. [1] Even adults who have had their vision or hearing restored through surgery describe the world as a frightening and sometimes unbearable experience; only after days of effort are they able to transform blur and noise into meaningful and therefore manageable experiences.

It is commonplace to talk as if the world "has" meaning, to ask what "is" the meaning of a phrase, a gesture, a painting, a contract. Yet when thought about, it is clear that events are devoid of meaning until someone assigns it to them. There is no appropriate response to a bow or a handshake, a shout or a whisper, until it is interpreted. A drop of water and the color red have no meaning, they simply exist. [2] The aim of human perception is to make the world intelligible so that it can be managed successfully; the attribution of meaning is a prerequisite to and preparation for action.

People are never passive receivers, merely absorbing events of obvious significance, but are active in assigning meaning to sensation. [3] What any event acquires in the way of meaning appears to reflect a transaction between what is there to be seen or heard, and what the interpreter brings to it in the way of past experience and prevailing motive. Thus the attribution of meaning is always a creative process by which the raw data of sensation are transformed to fit the aims of the observer.

The diversity of reactions that can be triggered by a single experience—meeting a stranger, negotiating a contract, attending a textile conference—is immense. [4] Each observer is forced to see it through his own eyes, interpret it in the light of his own values, fit it to the requirements of his own circumstances. As a consequence, every object and message is seen by every observer from a somewhat different perspective. Each person will note some features and neglect others. Each will accept some relations among the facts and deny others. Each will arrive at some conclusion, tentative or certain, as the sounds and forms resolve into a "temple" or "barn", a "compliment" or "insult".

Text 4

Every culture attempts to create a "universe of discourse" for its members, a way in which people can interpret their experience and convey it to one another. Without a common system of codifying sensations, life would be absurd and all efforts to share meanings doomed to failure. [1] This universe of discourse—one of the most precious of all cultural legacies—is transmitted to each generation in part consciously and in part unconsciously. Parents and teachers give explicit instruction in it by praising or criticizing certain ways of dressing, of thinking, of gesturing, of responding to the acts of others. But the most significant aspects of any cultural code may be conveyed implicitly, not by rule or lesson but through modelling behavior. [2] The child is surrounded by others who, through the mere consistency of their actions as males and females, mothers and fathers, salesclerks and policemen, display what is appropriate behavior. Thus the grammar of any culture is sent and received largely unconsciously, making one's own cultural assumptions and biases difficult to recognize. They seem so obviously right that they require no explanation.

[3] In The Open and Closed Mind, Milton Rokeach poses the problem of cultural understanding in its simplest form, but one that can readily demonstrate the complications of communication between cultures. It is called the "Denny Doodlebug Problem". [4] Readers are given all the rules that govern this culture: Denny is an animal that always faces North, and can move only by jumping; he can jump large distances or small distances, but can change direction only after jumping four times in any direction; he can jump North, South, East or West, but not diagonally. Upon concluding a jump his master places some food three feet directly West of him. Surveying the situation, Denny concludes he must jump four times to reach the food. No more or less. And he is right. All the reader has to do is to explain the circumstances that make his conclusion correct.

The large majority of people who attempt this problem fail to solve it, despite the fact that they are given all the rules that control behavior in this culture. [5] If there is difficulty in getting inside the simplistic world of Denny Doodlebug—where the cultural code has already been broken and handed to us—imagine the complexity of comprehending behavior in societies whose codes have not yet been deciphered. And where even those who obey these codes are only vaguely aware and can rarely describe the underlying sources of their own actions.

Practice Test 1

In the late twentieth century, one more symbolic ideal of manhood has emerged, the "spiritual warrior". Conjured up in the teaching of Robert Bly and other leaders of the mythopoetic men's movement, this ideal was born of dissatisfaction with the other ideals and images of men that have recently dominated American culture. It grows from a direct, conscious focus on the passions that its advocates assume are naturally male. The spiritual warrior believes he has lost touch with those passions and lost his ability to connect directly with other men. In the process, he has been prevented from fulfilling his deepest spiritual needs as well.

This understanding of manhood appeals intensely to many men because of its focus on fatherhood. Bly and others lament the growing distance between fathers and sons in the modern world. The teachers of the spiritual warrior ideal see the disconnection of sons from their fathers repeating itself in the disconnection of men from passion, from the spirit, from their fellowmen. Here begins a striking series of parallels with the movement toward primitive masculinity at the turn of the twentieth century. For the spokesmen of that movement voiced the same concerns about the absence of fathers that men are voicing today. They also expressed the same anxiety about the dangers of a boy learning his vision of manhood through the eyes of mothers and other women.

There is one important trait that all for ideals share. Each of them signifies a turning away from women. The ideal of the spiritual warrior represents a ritual quest for manhood in an all-male setting. The ideal of the pleasure seeker may treat women as objects of pleasure or as accessory companions in his pursuit of enjoyment, but considers them largely irrelevant to the fulfillment of yearnings. The ideal of the existential hero endorses separation from the confinement of civilization and the halter of permanent, personal commitment—[1] and, given our cultural associations between women and the bonds of civilization, it is no surprise that adherents of this ideal view women's world with suspicion.

The world of the team player is less intrinsically exclusive of women than that of the other ideals. [2] Pristine in its blindness to personal history, the great contest for success is technically open to anyone who can play and win according to its competitive rules. As we have seen historically, however, the middle-class male work place was constructed by men according to shared male values and customs that are culturally alien to women. In recent years, women have made statistical inroads in the world of the team player, but as yet there is little change—culturally or statistically—at the level where most power is wielded. In reality, the ideal of the team player posits a world where women have difficulty surviving even though they are not explicitly forbidden to enter.

Americans are often proud that they discount the significance of cultural differences: "We are all individuals," many people boast. Ignoring such issues as gender and ethnicity becomes a source of pride: "I treat everyone the same." But treating people the same is not equal treatment if they are not the same.

We know very little about pain and what we don't know makes it hurt all the more. Indeed, no form of illiteracy in the United States is so widespread or costly as ignorance about pain what it is, what causes it, how to deal with it without panic. Almost everyone can rattle off tile names of at least a dozen drugs that can deaden pain from every conceivable cause all the way from headaches to hemorrhoids.

There is far less knowledge about the fact that about 90 percent of pain is self limiting, that it is not always an indication of poor health, and that, most frequently, it is the result of tension, stress, worry, idleness, boredom, frustration, suppressed rage, insufficient sleep, overeating, poorly balanced diet, smoking, excessive drinking, inadequate exercise, stale air, or any of the other abuses encountered by the human body in modern society.

The most ignored fact of all about pain is that the best way to eliminate it is to eliminate the abuse. Instead, many people reach almost instinctively for the painkillers-aspirins, barbiturates, codeines, tranquilizers, sleeping pills, and dozens of other analgesics or desensitizing drugs.

Most doctors are profoundly troubled over the extent to which the medical profession today is taking on the trappings of a pain-killing industry. Their offices are overloaded with people who are morbidly but mistakenly convinced that something dreadful is about to happen to them. [1] It is all too evident that the campaign to get people to run for a doctor at the first sign of pain has boomeranged. Physicians find it difficult to give adequate attention to patients genuinely in need of expert diagnosis and treatment because their time is soaked up by people who have nothing wrong with them except a temporary indisposition or a psychogenic ache.

Patients tend to feel indignant, and insulted if the physician tells them he can find no organic cause for the pain. They tend to interpret the term "psychogenic" to mean that they are complaining of nonexistent symptoms. They need to be educated about the fact that many cases of pain have no underlying physical cause but are the result, as mentioned earlier, of tension, stress, or hostile factors in the general environment. Sometimes a pain may be a manifestation of "conversion hysteria", the name given by Jean Charcot to physical symptoms that have their origins in emotional disturbances.

Obviously, it is folly for an individual to ignore symptoms that could be a warning of a potentially serious illness. Some people are so terrified of getting bad news from a doctor that they allow their malaise to worsen, sometimes past the point of no return. Total neglect is not the answer to hypochondria. The only answer has to be increased education about the way the human body works, so that more people will be able to steer an intelligent course between promiscuous pill popping and irresponsible disregard of genuine symptoms.

Of all forms of pain, none is more important for the individual to understand than the "threshold" variety. [2] Almost everyone has a telltale ache that is triggered whenever tension or fatigue reaches a certain point, it can take the form of a migraine type headache or a squeezing pain deep in the abdomen or cramps or even pain in the joints. The individual who has learned how to make the correlation between such threshold pains. and their cause doesn't panic when they occur; he or she does something about relieving the stress and tension.

To understand the failings of existing farm programs, it's important to understand the roots of the current farm crisis. At the heart of the problem is money — how much there is and how much it costs to borrow.

A farmer is a debtor almost by definition. In my own state, it's NOT! unusual for a wheat farmer with 1000 acres to owe several hundred thousand dollars for land and machinery. In addition to making payments on these loans, it's common for such a farmer to borrow about $40,000 each spring to cover fertilizer, diesel fuel, seed, and other operating expenses. The months before the harvest will be anxious ones as the farmer contemplates all the things that could bring financial hardship: bad weather, crop disease, insects, falling commodity prices. If he has a good year, the farmer can repay his loans and retain some profit; in a bad one, he can lose his whole farm.

Money thus becomes one of the farmer's biggest expenses. [1] Most consumers can find some refuge from high interest rates by postponing large purchases like houses or cars. Farmers have no choice. In 1989, for example, farmers paid $12 billion in interest costs while earning $32 billion; last year they paid $22 billion in interest costs, while earning only $20 billion. [2] In a business in which profit margins are small, $4000 more in interest can mean the difference between profit and loss. Since 1985, 100,000 family farms have disappeared, and while interest rates have fallen recently, they still imperil the nation's farmers.

This is why the most basic part of our nation's farm policy is its money and credit policy — which is set by Paul Voicker and the Federal Reserve Board. The Federal Reserve Board's responsibility for nearly ruining our economy is well-known. What's often overlooked is how the board's policies have taken an especially devastating toll on farmers. While high interest rates have increased farm expenses, they've also undermined the export market farmers have traditionally relied on. [3] High interest rates, by stalling our economic engines, have been a drag on the entire world's economy. Developing and third-world nations have been particularly hard hit; struggling just to meet interest payments on their loans from multinational banks, they have had little cash left over to buy our farm products.

Even those countries that could still afford our farm products abandoned us for other producers. Our interest rates were so high that they attracted multinational bankers, corporations, and others who speculate on currencies of different countries. These speculators were willing to pay more for dollars in terms of pesos, yen, or marks because those rates guaranteed them such a substantial return.

It has become customary to sneer at the impotence of the individual in general and the intellectual in particular. In a world overrun by masses and requiring, for its practical needs, ever-increasing common denominators, the individual appears as paltry and insignificant creature indeed, more often a hindrance than a help. And in a world demanding urgent solutions for problems like hunger, racism, exploitation, ideological and territorial expansionism, aggression and repression, the activity of the intellectual may appear not only futile but redundant—a luxury society can ill afford.

This is the context within which Lorca told his famous anecdote about the rich man and his peasant neighbour taking a stroll through a particularly scenic landscape: the rich man stopped in ecstasy every few minutes to exclaim with genuine appreciation: "How beautiful!" But all the poor man could do in response was to clutch his belly and repeat: "I am hungry, I am hungry!" Again, this is the context within which one encounters the accusation: "No book and no thought can stop a bullet from a gun!" Or: "I was suffering, and you offered me a theory of relativity. I was oppressed, and you formed a Freedom and Justice Committee to debate the nature of oppression. I was put in jail and tortured by the Security Police, and you said liberty was a commendable thing." It is the context within which a leading South African Sunday newspaper, reviewing the axing of staff and departments at a particular university, commented that this was only a logical and possibly even salutary step, in keeping with the practice in big business to eliminate non-profitable areas of production.

These arguments and accusations derive from a Cartesian rigorism which divides thought and action into two separate categories divided by an either/or. In each group one finds thoroughly well-meaning persons condemning what they regard as their opposite group: "You are being merely intellectual...." "You are being merely practical...." There seems to be an unfortunate tendency in the West to think in these linear terms, these neat opposites. And when an effort towards reconciliation is made, the solution usually seems to lie in creating a sliding scale containing thought on one end and action on the other, with the logical inference that the validity of thought lies in the measure in which it evolves into action, or prompts or promotes action. It seems to me an impoverishment of our experience to think in these terms. In fact, I would suggest that it is a line of thought which develops from either a misunderstanding or an obfuscation of the concepts "thought" and "action"; hence, of the concept "intellectual". It is the same sort of misunderstanding which, for such a long time, clouded the concepts of "form" and "content" in the arts.

In the last five years prices for western art have soared. Popular artists can't paint fast enough to keep up with the demand for paintings that regularly sell for $30,000 to $50,000. The boom is all the more striking considering that 20 years ago western art had virtually no market at all. To some extent, its success reflects Americans' increased interest in their heritage. Certainly there are those who would argue that western art is the truly indigenous American art.

Its roots date back at least as far as the early 19th century, when George Catlin, perhaps the greatest western artist of that period, took his paints and brushes and ventured into the wilderness in the company of William Clark. [1] His close observations of the beautifully savage country molded a new and powerful aesthetic, one that incorporated the sweep of plains and the primitive dynamism of the people who lived there. Catlin's portraits of Indian chiefs are noble, his paintings of scenes such as "Buffalo Hunt with Bows and Arrows" are full of action and bravery, and for all the smallness of the canvas, they have tremendous scope.

Frederic Remington and Charles Russell continued the tradition of painter as historian into the early 1900s. Their dramatic—some critics say melodramatic—narrative art found an overwhelming public sympathy.

Today when people speak of western art they mean realistic art with western subject matter, past and present. [2] In the forefront are those who call themselves cowboy artists, and many of the elite of this group are members of the Cowboy Artists of America, whose first objective is "to perpetuate the memory and culture of the Old West". Not surprisingly, they paint cowboys and, by extension, Indians and mountain men, but not landscapes and animal pictures.

[3] Cowboy artists blend a romantic vision of the Old West with a historically accurate depiction of that way of life; every saddle girth is tied correctly; every feather in an Indian's war bonnet is in place and of the proper species. In Howard Terpning's "The Victors", for instance, an anthropologist could tell by the warriors' clothing which tribe they belonged to.

Many critics today refuse to recognize western art as art. In a real sense, it is, as in the days of Remington and Russell, a popular movement—a middle-class phenomenon. And why not? Cowboy art is unequivocally stating middle-class values. In the west, "middle class" isn't a derogatory term. It's almost synonymous with America. [4] Just as these people are unabashedly patriotic, they want their art to reflect their values of striving and prospering, of optimism and individualism.

Text 2

At night the land loses its heat more quickly than the water and the air over the water is warmer. The convection cycle is then reversed and at night a land breeze blows. Sea and land breezes are sometimes referred to respectively as onshore and offshore winds.

[1] This local heating effect is also experienced in mountain valleys. During the day the air in contact with the mountain slopes heats up and rises, producing a valley breeze. At night the slopes cool faster than the air at the same elevation over the valley, and the cool air descends the slopes, giving rise to a mountain breeze.

The heating effect that produces thermal circulation also applies on a large scale. Seasonal heating and cooling of large continental land masses initiate convection cycles. In the summer the air over the heated continents rises, creating low-pressure areas into which air flows. [2] In winter, high-pressure areas exist over the continents and air flows outward toward the warmer low-pressure areas over the oceans.

The winds of these cycles are most pronounced on the Asian continent and are called monsoons (Arabic mausin, season). During the summer, sea air moves toward the heated continent and is called the summer monsoon. As the moist sea air travels inland toward the mountains, precipitation occurs. The sea wind or summer monsoon is associated with the wet season in southern and eastern Asia. In the winter the cycle is reversed, and then a cold dry wind blows from the mountains toward the sea. This prevailing land wind is called the winter monsoon.

Other local winds depend on the local geography and acquire names particular to that area. An example of such a wind is the chinook, or "snow-eater", experienced on the eastward slopes of the Rocky Mountains. Similar winds are called foehns in the Alps. The winds from the Pacific Ocean blow toward and up the westward slopes of the Rockies. [3] Since the temperature decreases with altitude, much of the moisture is lost as rain or snow on the westward slopes and near the top of the mountains. [4] As a result, dry air descends the eastern slopes, becoming warm with descent. This chinook wind of warm, dry air may cause a rapid rise in temperature and a quick melting of the winter snow, hence the name "snow-eater".

[1] As one observer put it, if birds were suddenly endowed with scientific curiosity they might examine many things, but the sky itself would be overlooked as a suitable subject; if fish were to become curious about the world, it would never occur to them to begin by investigating water. For birds and fish would take the sky and sea for granted, unaware of their profound influence because they comprise the medium for every act. Human beings, in a similar way, occupy a symbolic universe governed by codes that are unconsciously acquired and automatically employed. [2] So much so that they rarely notice that the ways they interpret and talk about events are distinctively different from the ways people conduct their affairs in other cultures.

As long as people remain blind to the sources of their meanings, they are imprisoned within them. [3] These cultural frames of reference are no less confining simply because they cannot be seen or touched. [4] Whether it is an individual neurosis that keeps an individual out of contact with his neighbors, or a collective neurosis that separates neighbors of different cultures, both are forms of blindness that limit what can be experienced and what can be learned from others.

It would seem that everywhere people would desire to break out of the boundaries of their own experiential worlds. Their ability to react sensitively to a wider spectrum of events and peoples requires an overcoming of such cultural parochialism. But, in fact, few attain this broader vision. Some, of course, have little opportunity for wider cultural experience, though this condition should change as the movement of people accelerates. Others do not try to widen their experience because they prefer the old and familiar, seek from their affairs only further confirmation of the correctness of their own values. Still others recoil from such experiences because they feel it dangerous to probe too deeply into the personal or cultural unconscious. Exposure may reveal how tenuous and arbitrary many cultural norms are; such exposure might force people to acquire new bases for interpreting events. [5] And even for the many who do seek actively to enlarge the variety of human beings with whom they are capable of communicating there are still difficulties.

Cultural myopia persists not merely because of inertia and habit, but chiefly because it is so difficult to overcome. One acquires a personality and a culture in childhood, long before he is capable of comprehending either of them. To survive, each person masters the perceptual orientations, cognitive biases, and communicative habits of his own culture. [6] But once mastered, objective assessment of these same processes is awkward since the same mechanisms that are being evaluated must be used in making the evaluations.

As we cross the threshold into the next century, human society is beginning its move from the industrial economy into the knowledge-based economy. But in this age of political correctness and other intrusions on our national cult of independence, it's hard to find a place where you can go and by yourself without worrying about the neighbors.

There is such a place: cyberspace. Lost in the furor over porn on the Net is the exhilarating sense of freedom that this new frontier once promised—and still does in some quarters. Can they all get along? or will our fear of kids surfing for cyberporn behind their bedroom doors provoke a crackdown?

Real estate, remember, is an intellectual, legal, artificial environment constructed on top of land. Real estate recognizes the difference between parkland and shopping mall, between red-light zone and school district, between church, state and drugstore.

In the same way, you could think of cyberspace as a giant and unbounded world of virtual real estate. Some property is privately owned and rented out; other property is common land; some places are suitable for children, and others are best avoided by all but the kindest citizens. Unfortunately, it's those places that are now capturing the popular imagination: places that offer bomb-making instructions, pornography, advice on how to procure stolen credit cards. They make cyberspace sound like a nasty place. Good citizens jump to a conclusion: better regulate it.

[1] Regardless of how many laws or lawsuits are launched, regulation won't work.

[2] Aside from being unconstitutional, using censorship to counter indecency and other troubling "speech" fundamentally misinterprets the nature of cyberspace. Cyberspace isn't a frontier where wicked people can grab unsuspecting children, nor is it a giant television system that can beam offensive messages at unwilling viewers. In this kind of real estate, users have to choose where they visit, what they see, what they do. It's optional, and it's much easier to bypass a place on the Net than it is to avoid walking past an unsavory block of stores on the way to your local 7—11.

Put plainly, cyberspace is a voluntary destination—in reality, many destinations. You don't just get "onto the Net"; you have to go someplace in particular. That means that people can choose where to go and what to see. Yes, community standards should be enforced, but those standards should be set by cyberspace communities themselves, not by the courts or by politicians in Washington. What we need isn't Government control over all these electronic communities: We need self-rule.

Americans love a juicy story. We want intimate details, and the media is happy to comply, but we forget that people's lives are at stake. A crime is not a form of entertainment from which to derive perverse pleasure. [1] It is the failure of a person to live up to his or her obligations as a law-abiding citizen, and tile media should report it as such.

Recently, several major crimes have been sensationalized. As far as the media is concerned, the more gruesome the crime, the better. Take the Menendez brothers' case or the trial of the policemen who beat Rodney King. [2] If a famous person is accused, members of the press appear to smack their lips and wring their hands in anticipation. Insert sex or race, as in the O. J. Simpson murder trial, and the journalists' oddest dreams come true. But such exploitation is not harmless entertainment. It tears at the core of the American judicial system a fair trial by an impartial jury. A juror is supposed to be objective and has no preconceived opinion about the guilt or innocence of the accused; however, the media's bombarding the public with information about a crime true or otherwise makes finding twelve people who have no opinion about it nearly impossible.

In the Menendez case, for example, two brothers were accused of murdering their parents. Initially, this case received media attention because the victims' children were accused of the murders; however, when the brothers claimed they killed their parents because they had been molested by them, the press really went wild. For months before the trial, every paper and news program contained something about the crime. Only then was the jury selected. Thus, even though no proof was ever found to support the brothers allegations of molestation, their trials ended in hung juries.

The Rodney King incident gained national attention when a videotape of the racially motivated beating was shown on television. In the beginning, the facts about the incident were reported, but as time went on information on Rodney King's personal life was publicized, Mr. King was portrayed as a sleazy ex convict from the ghetto who deserved what happened to him because he had resisted arrest. In reality, Rodney King was the victim in this crime, and his personal life had not had to do with his being so severely beaten. However, the press chose to make his personal life an issue. As result, at the end of the first trial, the police officers, who had been caught on videotape kicking and punching Mr. King and against whom a fellow police officer had testified, were set free.

Today, the big story is the O. J. Simpson murder trial, which has been splashed across newspapers and televisions all over the world. The media has made it nearly impossible to select an impartial jury because of its lack of responsibility in reporting the case. For example, early in the investigation, the press reported that a sock soaked with Nicole Simpson's blood had been found in O. J.'s bedroom. The judge, defense, and prosecution all denied that any such evidence existed. At first, the media stood by the story. Two days later, they retracted it but without the fanfare that had accompanied the first report.

Actually, unlike other forms of legal recreation such as alcohol consumption, there is, for all practical purposes, no known safe level of use for cigarettes or any known health benefit. While there are those who abuse alcohol, either by drinking to the point it is physically damaging or combining drinking with driving an automobile, the majority of people who use alcohol consume it at levels that are harmless. The overwhelming majority of smokers, however, smoke at levels which are definitely detrimental to health. Due to their addictive nature, it is for all practical purposes not possible to smoke a "safe" number of cigarettes per day. Indeed, alcohol may offer some health benefits. Recently, a number of investigators have shown that moderate consumption of alcohol "one or two drinks a day" may offer some protection against coronary heart disease by contributing to the elevation of high density lipoproteins.

Let us, as a country, make a policy decision one way or another on cigarettes. [3] Given our experiences with Prohibition in the 1920's, a government attempt to deny access to a commodity that people want, the outlawing of cigarettes seems like an unrealistic option. However, we can remove our heads from the sand and face the ultimate question: Are the economic benefits of cigarettes important enough to this country that they justify the premature deaths of 400,000 Americans each year? Smoking costs the nation about $11 billions in direct medical expenses and $36 billions in lost productivity due to illness and premature death each year. Cigarette smokers pay only $7 billions annually in excise taxes, however, and, even with the tobacco industry's direct contributions to the economy (about $22 billions per year), we still come up short.

A philosophy of culture begins with the assumption that the world of human culture is not a mere aggregate of loose and detached facts. It seeks to understand these facts as a system, as an organic whole. For an empirical or historical view it would seem to be enough to collect the data of human culture. Here we are interested in the breadth of human life. We are engrossed in a study of the particular phenomena in their richness and variety; we enjoy the polychromy and the polyphony of man's nature. But a philosophical analysis sets itself a different task. Its starting point and its working hypothesis are embodied in the conviction that the varied and seemingly dispersed rays may be gathered together and brought into a common focus. The facts here are reduced to forms, and these forms themselves are supposed to possess an inner unity. But have we been able to prove this essential point? Did not all our individual analyses show us just the opposite? For we have had to stress all along the specific character and structure of the various symbolic forms—of myth, language, art, religion, history, science. Bearing in mind this aspect of our investigation we may perhaps feel inclined to favor the converse thesis, the thesis of the discontinuity and radical heterogeneity of human culture.

From a merely ontological or metaphysical point of view it would be very difficult indeed to refute this thesis. But for a critical philosophy the problem assumes another face. Here we are under no obligation to prove the substantial unity of man. Man is no longer considered as a simple substance which exists in itself and is to be known by itself. His unit is conceived as a functional unity. Such a unity does not presuppose a homogeneity of the various elements of which it consists. Not merely does it admit of, it even requires, a multiplicity and multiformity of its constituent parts, for this is a dialectic unity, a coexistence of contraries.

"Men do not understand," said Heraclitus, "how that which is torn in different directions comes into accord with itself—harmony in contrariety, as in the case of the bow and the lyre." In order to demonstrate such a harmony we need not prove the identity or similarity of the different forces by which it is produced. The various forms of human culture are not held together by an identity in their nature, but by a conformity in their nature, but by a conformity in their fundamental task. If there is an equipoise in human culture it can only be described as a dynamic, not as a static equilibrium; it is the result of a struggle between opposing forces. This struggle does not exclude that "hidden harmony" which, according to Heraclitus, "is better than that which is obvious."

Text 1

Human beings are biological organisms. They possess the ability to respond, to regulate inputs and outputs of energy, and to reproduce. They proceed physically through the process of development (that is, over time, they move from simple to complex levels of organization).

[1] In the embryonic stage (the first two months following conception) the organism increases in size from about 0.14 millimeters in diameter to about one and one-half inches. Cell layers that become the nervous, circulatory, skeletal, muscular, digestive, and glandular systems are formed and continue to develop. During the fetal stage (third month following conception until birth), the organism continues developing in such a manner that it has all of the biological equipment necessary to survive at birth. During the neonatal stage (roughly the first four weeks following birth), the organism "breaks in" its biological equipment. [2] It begins to breathe, to digest, to circulate the blood, and so on. By the beginnings of infancy (about the first two or three years of life), the organism is well designed for sleeping, eating, and eliminating. It is during infancy that the organism truly begins to become human. The process of maturation defines the blank tablet so that experience may imprint a unique identity on it.

Maturation refers to the unfolding of the infant's biological potential. It includes the concept of growth—biological changes that take place over time. Such changes take place naturally (specific experience or practice is not necessary for them to occur). At the appropriate times, infants begin to see and hear, to stay awake longer, to control voluntary muscles, to sit, to stand, to crawl, to walk, to feed themselves, and to talk. Although all typical infants do not mature at the same pace, they do go through this same sequence of events during infancy. [3] One man begins to talk at age one, while another may not talk until two; however, all normal infants see, hear, and gain control over their voluntary muscles before they begin to talk.

Growth begins at the moment of conception and continues until the individual attains biological maturity. Recent research, however, indicates that the most critical period of growth is the first 45 months (from conception until three years of age). For example, brain cells grow both in number and size until about one year after birth. Afterwards, they grow only in size. [4] If the child is undernourished both before and after birth, there can be a substantial loss of brain cells, and the brain itself may be as much as 60 percent smaller than normal. Such inadequate brain growth due to malnutrition can seriously affect the child's maturation.

As infants proceed through this growth process, they also mature cognitively. At first, their cognitive world (that is, their knowing world) is severely restricted; indeed, they seem to know nothing. But as time passes, their awareness of the environment increases, as does their ability to distinguish parts of the environment. They come to know their parents and eventually they become aware of themselves as objects. At this point they can see the world from only one perspective—their own. Later they mature to the point where they can perceive the perspectives of other people too. [5] Cognitive growth, then, like physical growth, proceeds in a sequential pattern as the individual moves through physiological development.

[1] Based on accumulated social research, there now can be little doubt that successful and well-adjusted children in modern societies are most likely to come from two-parent families consisting of the biological father and mother. Alternative family forms which are attempted, such as single-parent and stepfamilies, have been demonstrated to be inferior in child outcomes. The recent movement away from the two-natural-parent family has led to considerable social malaise among the young, not to mention social decay in general.

It can be argued that child well-being would be enhanced if families lived among care-giving relatives and in supportive communities, but this has become an ever-diminishing situation. Historically, a substantial stripping down has occurred of both the extended family and the cohesive neighborhood, and this trend is probably irreversible. The state has tried to fill the vacuum, but without much success. The two-parent nuclear family therefore may be more important today for children, and for society in general, than ever before in history.

[2] Constituting one of the greatest dilemmas faced by modern societies, however, is the fact that nuclear families themselves are breaking apart at dramatically high rates. The chances in some societies are now less than 50 to 50, thanks mainly to divorce and births, that a child will live continuously to adulthood with both natural parents. This is despite the fact that, unlike in times past, parents now almost always live to see their children reach maturity.

One fundamental reason for the high break-up rate is that the nature of marriage has changed. [3] Not so long ago marriage was an economic bond of mutual dependency, a social bond heavily upheld by extended families. Today, marriage is none of these. The economic bond has become displaced by affluence, by female economic pursuit, and by state support; extended family pressures on marriages have all but vanished; and modern societies have become increasingly unconcerned with religions. [4] Marriage has become a purely individual pursuit; an implied and not very enforceable contract between two people; a relationship designed to satisfy basic needs for intimacy, dependency and sex. When these needs change, or when a presumptively better partner is discovered, marriages are easily dissolved. Moreover, more of the everyday needs, traditionally met by marriage, can be met in other ways, such as through the marketplace.

With its surrounding and supporting social structures collapsing, can there be any hope that the nuclear family can be revived? Yes — the basis for hope lies in the fundamental biological and psychological makeup of humankind. If the evolutionary biologists are correct, human beings are a pair-bonding species.

Text 3

Japan is a nation built entirely on the tips of giant, suboceanic volcanoes. Little of the land is flat and suitable for agriculture. Terraced hillsides make use of every available square foot of arable land. Small homes built very close together further conserve the land. Japan also suffers from natural disasters such as earthquakes and hurricanes. Traditionally homes are made of light construction materials, so a house falling down during a disaster will not crush its occupants and also could be quickly and inexpensively rebuilt. [1] During the feudal period until the Meiji restoration of 1868, each feudal lord sought to restrain his subjects from moving from one village to the next for fear that a neighboring lord might amass enough peasants with which to produce a large agricultural surplus, hire an army and pose a threat. Apparently bridges were not commonly built across rivers and streams until the late nineteenth century, since bridges increased mobility between villages.

Taken all together, this characteristic style of living paints the picture of a nation of people who are homogeneous with respect to race, history, language, religion, and culture. For centuries and generations these people have lived in the same village next door to the same neighbors. Living in close proximity and in dwellings which gave very little privacy, the Japanese survived through their capacity to work together in harmony. [2] In this situation, it was inevitable that the one most central social value which emerged, the one value without which the society could not continue, was that an individual does not matter.

To the Western soul this is a chilling picture of society. Subordinating individual tastes to the harmony of the group and knowing that individual needs can never take precedence over the interests of all is repellent to the Western citizen. But a frequent theme of Western philosophers and sociologists is that individual freedom exists only when people willingly subordinate their self-interests to the social interest. [3] A society composed entirely of self-interested individuals is a society in which each person is at war with the other, a society which has no freedom. This issue, constantly at the heart of understanding society, comes up in every century, and in every society, whether the writer be Plato, Hobbes, or B. F. Skinner. The question of understanding which contemporary institutions lie at the heart of the conflict between automatism and totalitarianism remains. [4] In some ages, the kinship group, the central social institution, mediated between these opposing forces to preserve the balance in which freedom was realized; in other times the church or the government was most critical. Perhaps our present age puts the work organization as the central institution.

Text 4

It may be from the perspective of predictions and intentions that one can best perceive the intimate relationship between readers and writers. It might be said that a book is comprehended (from the writer's point of view at least) when the reader's predictions mirror the writer's intentions at all levels. Certainly one important aspect to writing is the intentional manipulation of the reader's predictions. [1] A textbook writer must try to lead readers in a Socratic sense so that the answers to one set of predictive questions set up the succeeding predictions that the readers should make. In a more dramatic context an author may strive for tension by maintaining a particular degree of uncertainty in the reader's predictions at all levels throughout a book. And in a mystery story an author might quite deliberately lead readers into inappropriate predictions so that the inevitable consequence of predictions that fail "surprise" becomes a part of the reading experience.

But readers should also have intentions of their own. When we read a book purely for its literary or even entertainment merit we may willingly submit our expectations to the control of the author or poet. [2] But certainly for textbooks—like the present one, for example—readers should not only be seeking certain information for their own particular ends, quite independently of the intentions of the author, but they should constantly be on guard to resist having their predictions entirely controlled by the author's arguments. The critical mind always reserves some questions of its own. And in all reading, as I have several times reiterated in my assertion that comprehension is relative, there is bound to be an idiosyncracy in the predictions that readers make at all levels, reflecting their personal interests and purposes and expectations.

Some of the constraints upon authors at all levels are highly conventional. Writers of prose and poetry must temper many of their intentions to the particular stylistic demands of the medium in which they work. In the same way it might be expected that the kinds of predictions that readers make at various levels should also reflect these conventions. Such issues I think lie at the basis of the debates about the "right way" to read poetry or literature. These are difficult questions. [3] On the one hand, I think there is a distinction to be made between what a child has to learn in order to read—a topic which has been a major concern of this book — and what a child is sometimes expected to be able to do as a result of reading. "Drawing inferences" and "evaluating arguments", for example, seem to me to fall into the latter category. Yet I would not want to suggest that there is a clear-cut division between the processes and the consequences of reading. I certainly would not want to support a distinction between "reading" on the one hand and "thinking" on the other. Reading should not be regarded as different from thinking or devoid of thinking. [4] Many of the so-called "higher-level skills" associated with the critical reading of literature and poetry seem to me best regarded as specialised questions or predictions that are asked from perspectives beyond the range of this book. Such perspectives do not alter the fundamental nature of reading, but they can add immeasurably to its richness.

What lies behind American arrogance? An ideology that proclaims the country's innocence, argues Ziauddin Sardar. America is an imperial power unlike any other in history. Its military, economic and technological pre-eminence is unprecedented in its planetary reach. No corner of the globe is unaffected by the outpourings of its mass culture. Everything America does now has global consequences.

Yet, unlike previous imperial powers, the U. S. does not have a physical empire. It rules by proxy while remaining sufficient unto itself. It has vital national interests everywhere, but is untouched by eventualities anywhere. It is involved everywhere, but is ultimately unanswerable, unaccountable and unconcerned about the consequences to anyone except U. S. citizens. The political logic of American engagement is simple: the rest of the world is not worth one American body bag.

Like black hole, the U. S. sucks in most of the energy of the planet. Americans consume more than half the world's goods and services; they spend more than $17bn annually on pet food alone, $4bn more than is needed to provide basic health and nutrition for the world's entire human population; and $8bn annually on cosmetics, $2bn more than is needed to provide basic education worldwide.

All this is sustained by the ideology of Americana, a distillation from the general flow of ordinary American life, history, experiences and ideas. As a global ideology, Americana is a successor to westernization. The purpose of westernization, the dominant theme of the second half of the 20th century, was to transform the world into the image of the west. [1] But whereas westernization was like a bacterium that could be fought with the antibodies of tradition, Americana is like a virus that has no cure. It attacks the immune system not just of the U. S. itself, but all the rest of us.

The ideology of Americana has three simple and completely simplistic tenets. The first is the notion that America is the world, so the world had better shape up and be more like America. This dumb certitude manifests itself in everything that America does. America's approach to corporations, markets, drugs, patents and accounting, its notion of freedom, democracy and justice—all must become the world's standard. Every American takes it as a self-evident truth that the American way of life is the best devised in the history of humanity; that America, in Abraham Lincoln's phrase, is "the last, best hope of earth".

But there is another level on which America is the world. As the Statue of Liberty proclaims: "Give me your tired, your poor, /Your huddled masses yearning to breathe free". It is a nation created as a refuge for all the world, a nation made up of immigrants. What immigrants know is that wherever their parents or grandparents came from was nasty, brutish and tyrannical—that's why they made their way to America. So the rest of the world is, by definition, flawed, unable to compare with America and, fundamentally, not worth knowing. [2] This belief is in no way dented by the histories of liberated slaves, conquered Mexicans and slaughtered Native American nations.

In order to profit from technological advancement, firms need CEOs who understand process technologies. Large investments in revolutionary technologies will only be made quickly if the man or woman at the top appreciates those technologies. Yet American CEOs are much less likely to be technologically aware than those in either Japan or Europe. In those countries 70 percent of CEOs have technical backgrounds; in the Untied States 30 percent do. This difference in educational background is not unrelated to the fact that in industry after industry American firms have been slow to adopt revolutionary new process technologies. One striking example: Twenty-five years ago the leaders of the American steel industry failed to comprehend the technology revolution that was under way and chose not to make the massive investments in oxygen furnaces and continuous casters being made elsewhere in the world. American steel companies have been playing an unsuccessful game of catch-up ever since.

The management of technology is usually seen as something of relevance to manufacturing but not to the rest of the economy. Here again, what was historically true is no longer true. In the twenty-first century there will be high tech and low tech products, but almost every product will be produced with high tech processes. The automobile is a low-tech product; the robots that make it are high. Gaining an edge in high-tech processes will be important.

[1] Information technologies need to be integrated into the entire production process, from initial designs through marketing to final sales and supporting services such as maintenance. To do this requires workers in the office, the factory, the retail store, and the repair service to have levels of education and skill that they have never had to have in the past.

If sustainable competitive advantage deepens on work-force skills, American firms have a problem. Human-resource management is not traditionally seen as central to the competitive survival of the firm in the United States. Skill acquisition is considered as individual responsibility. Labor is simply another factor of production to be hired—rented at the lowest possible cost—much as one buys raw materials or equipment.

[2] The lack of importance attached to human-resource management can be seen in the corporate pecking order. In an American firm the chief financial officer is almost always second in command. The post of head of human-resource management is usually a specialized job, off at the edge of the corporate hierarchy. The result may be a variety of harmful effects that could decrease fertility. Among them: testicular cancer and reduced sperm counts in men, uterine abnormalities and miscarriages in women. While there is no hard evidence that pollution is affecting human fertility in the U. S. or anywhere else, the theory is likely to grab the attention of millions of couples who have trouble conceiving.

The U. S. Environmental Protection Agency is expected to raise the issue this week when it releases a major report on the effects of dioxin, one of the most ubiquitous of the suspect chemicals. [2] Dioxin is the name given to a class of chlorine-containing compounds that are waste by-products of many industrial processes such as paper making and waste incineration. Although the release of dioxin has been curbed in recent years in the U. S., traces of it still permeate the environment.

According to sources familiar with drafts of the EPA report, it will say that dioxin remains a serious potential threat to human health and that possible links between the chemical and health problems, among them reproductive ills, should be further explored. "This study ranks with the Surgeon General's pronouncement that smoking causes lung cancer," says Sierra club pollution expert George Colling, prematurely and hyperbolically, in the latest issue of the organization's monthly newspapers. All I am trying to clarify is that asking about the function of the intellectual may be posing the wrong question. Let us rather, more cautiously, enquire about the function of that part in each one of us which is involved with intellectual activity: an enquiry which obviously has particular relevance within the framework of a university. For however "modern" or "practical" or "pragmatic" or "society-oriented" we may have become, I should still like to see, glimmering through the gloom, something of the original "universality" in the word "university"; and if, as an institution, it is also becoming, through need and necessity, a career-orientated machine, it cannot ever, without denying itself, shed its function of shaping, broadening, stimulating and directing intellectual enquiry as the submerged nine-tenths of its unwieldy iceberg.

In thus directing my brief exploration towards the "intellectual"— half or nine-tenths of "universal man", I accept, with Sir Herbert Read, that "I am not concerned with the practicability of a programme. I am only concerned to establish the truth. This is an ambitious activity into which one can enter only as an individual: thought is as exclusive to the individual as birth or death"; and, I should like to think, as definitive. It is only natural that this activity of the individual should more often than not find itself in conflict with the accepted patterns of society: it is within this context that teaching has, rightly I think, been termed "a subversive activity". For in that territory of the mind where man is utterly and adventurously alone—even though he may assume responsibility for all men in what he undertakes (just as Sir Edmund Hilary, in a sense, climbed Everest for all mankind)—the individual, putting everything at stake, can be guided only by the full and overwhelming reality of that situation, and not by general rules or by tradition. To speak once again with Read: "Life depends on the agitation set up by a few eccentric individuals. For the sake of that life, a community must take certain risks at vitality. It must live dangerously if it would live at all."

Or elsewhere: "I realize that form, pattern, and order are essential aspects of existence; but in themselves they are the attributes of death. To make life, to ensure progress, to create interest and vividness, it is necessary to break down form, to distort pattern, to change the nature of our civilization."

我试图阐明的一切，就是置疑知识分子的作用也许是提出了一个错误的问题。为了更谨慎起见，我们不妨探讨一下我们每个人所从事的那部分知识性活动的作用：这一探讨显然与大学的框架有特别的关联。因为无论我们多么“现代”、“切合实际”、“实用”或“面向社会”，我透过阴暗的光芒，仍然想在“大学”一词中看出“包罗万象”的原义。如果作为一个机构，出于需要和必然大学也正在变为一部面向就业的机器。无可否认，它不能像潜伏了十分之九的巨大冰山那样起到形成、扩展、模仿和指导知识探索的作用。

A large portion of the population prefers the non-medication orientation of psychology. If psychologists began prescribing medications, many of their patients seeking alternative treatment might turn to social workers or other non-medical therapists. There is little question that psychologists' prescription privileges could have profound effects on the future direction of their profession.

In addition to improved esteem, psychologists have argued that prescription privileges will bring them greater financial rewards. [1] Data presented by the American Psychiatric Association revealed that psychiatrists engaging solely in psycho-therapeutic interventions earn approximately one-third of what psychiatrists do who evaluate and medicate patients. The temptation of financial rewards may lure psychologists to abandon traditional psychotherapeutic interventions in favor of a medical model. It should be noted, though, that psychologists are out-producing psychiatrists by about threefold, strong evidence that the general public prefers a psycho-therapeutic approach over a medical one.

Some psychologists argue that gaining the right to prescribe psychotropic medication would eliminate the need for two practitioners and alleviate the added financial burden placed upon the client. [2] In the case of psychologists whose caseloads are high, gaining prescription privileges may raise questions as to whether they should refer patients to a non-prescribing mental health professional for therapy because these psychologists increasingly are focusing on evaluations and medication, thus limiting their time for psychotherapeutic interventions. Psychotropic medications are not purported to cure mental disorders and, in most cases, such drugs are utilized in conjunction with therapy as the best approach to treating patients.

Legal and ethical issues associated with psychologists' prescribing privileges will depend upon the level of practice they pursue. In the past, psychologists had been relatively immune from malpractice liability. Allegations that improper care caused injury is more difficult to prove when psychotherapy is the treatment of choice because the standards often are ambiguous and mental injury is difficult to ascertain. When psychopharmacology is the treatment of choice, the standard of care is clearer and the likelihood of physical harm is greater, thereby making it easier for plaintiffs to prove their allegations. [3] Psychiatric malpractice rates currently are up to 24 times higher than psychological malpractice coverage, depending upon the state.

Text 2

Each year approximately 8000 infants in the United States die, apparently the victims of Sudden Infant Death Syndrome (SIDS), or crib death (so-called because it often occurs during sleep). SIDS is the most common cause of death for infants between 1 week and 1 year of age. More infants die of SIDS than of cystic fibrosis, cancer, heart disease, and child abuse combined. Not only in the United States but worldwide, statistics reveal that 1 out of 350 infants dies of this condition.

SIDS has probably occurred since biblical times, although our awareness and understanding of the extent of this fatal condition is only recent. [1] Researchers now know that the peak incidence is among infants 2 to 3 months of age and that SIDS is more likely to occur during the winter months. Nearly all SIDS deaths occur while the infant is quietly asleep. No crying or noisy struggle precedes the death, which can happen unnoticed even if the parents are sleeping in the same room.

Male infants are at greater risk for crib death than females. [2] And, although crib death can strike any child, and most victims are well-cared-for and well-nourished infants, the incidence of SIDS is higher among poor families. It is also higher among babies born prematurely or who are of low birth weight and among babies born to women who smoked heavily or were seriously anemic during pregnancy. In addition, SIDS is more likely to occur in infants who have a cold or a runny nose and to infants who are bottle-fed rather than breast-fed. [3] These characteristics, which have been found to be common among infants who have succumbed to SIDS, enable us to identify infants who are at high risk for SIDS so that special attention can be given to them for its prevention.

The prevention of SIDS, while not yet entirely possible, is dependent on researchers' attempts to isolate its causes. Numerous theories have been advanced to explain the condition. [4] For example, botulism (actual food poisoning) appears to be the cause of some cases of SIDS, and there may also be a genetic explanation, as a family where an infant has died of SIDS may wake up from sleep less often than do most other babies, suggesting that he may be vulnerable to SIDS.

Some researchers also note that SIDS could be related to a subtle damage to the body's respiratory control center, which is located in the brain stem. This damage usually occurs during the prenatal period due to a drop in maternal blood pressure, maternal anemia, or cigarette smoking by the mother during pregnancy, and it is suspected to be a problem in babies who are born prematurely.

Researchers are also investigating the possibility that apnea, the temporary cessation of breathing common in premature infants, is the cause of SIDS. [5] Researchers believe that brief apenic pauses during sleep are predictive of longer, potentially fatal pauses. An apnea monitor is used to prevent SIDS in infants with apnea. The monitor is attached to the infant's thorax during sleep and records respiratory activity. If no respiration occurs for 20 seconds, an alarm is set off, and the person responding must initiate respiration, usually by gently shaking the infant.

The method of scientific investigation is nothing but the expression of the necessary mode of working of the human mind. It is simply the mode at which all phenomena are reasoned about, rendered precise and exact. [1] There is no more difference, but there is just the same kind of difference, between the mental operations of a man of science and those of an ordinary person, as there is between the operations and methods of a baker or of a butcher weighing out his goods in common scales, and the operations of a chemist in performing a difficult and complex analysis by means of his balance and finely graduated weights. [2] It is not that the action of the scales in the one case, and the balance in the other, differ in the principles of their construction or manner of working; but the beam of one is set on an infinitely finer axis than the other, and of course turns by the addition of a much smaller weight.

You will understand this better, perhaps, if I give you some familiar example. [3] You have all heard it repeated, I dare say, that men of science work by means of Induction and Deduction, and that by the help of these operations, they, in a sort of sense, wring from Nature certain other things, which are called Natural Laws, and Causes, and that out of these, by some cunning skill of their own, they build up Hypotheses and Theories. And it is imagined by many, that the operations of the common mind can be by no means compared with these processes, and that they have to be acquired by a sort of special apprenticeship to the craft. [4] To hear all these large words, you would think that the mind of a man of science must be constituted differently from that of his fellow men; but if you will not be frightened by terms, you will discover that you are quite wrong, and that all these terrible apparatus are being used by yourselves every day and every hour of your lives.

There is a well-known incident in one of Moliere's plays, where the author makes the hero express unbounded delight on being told that he had been talking prose during the whole of his life. [5] In the same way, I trust that you will take comfort, and be delighted with yourselves, on the discovery that you have been acting on the principles of inductive and deductive philosophy during the same period. Probably there is not one here who has not in the course of the day had occasion to set in motion a complex train of reasoning, of the very same kind, though differing of course in degree, as that which a scientific man goes through in tracing the causes of natural phenomena.

The essential problem of man in a computerized age remains the same as it has always been. That problem is not solely how to be more productive, more comfortable, more content, but how to be more sensitive, more sensible, more proportionate, more alive. The computer makes possible a phenomenal leap in human proficiency; it demolishes the fences around the practical and even the theoretical intelligence. [1] But the question persists and indeed grows whether the computer will make it easier or harder for human beings to know who they really are, to identify their real problems, to respond more fully to beauty, to place adequate value on life, and to make their world safer than it now is.

Electronic brains can reduce the profusion of dead ends involved in vital research. But they can't eliminate the foolishness and decay that come from the unexamined life. Nor do they connect a man to the things he has to be connected to—the reality of pain in others; the possibilities of creative growth in himself; the memory of the race; and the rights of the next generation.

[2] The reason why these matters are important in a computerized age is that there may be a tendency to mistake data for wisdom, just as there has always been a tendency to confuse logic with values, and intelligence with insight. Unobstructed access to facts can produce unlimited good only if it is matched by the desire and ability to find out what they mean and where they would lead.

Facts are terrible things if left sprawling and unattended. They are too easily regarded as evaluated certainties rather than as the rawest of raw materials trying to be processed into the texture of logic. It requires a very unusual mind, Whitehead said, to undertake the analysis of a fact. The computer can provide a correct number, but it may be an irrelevant number until judgment is pronounced.

[3] To the extent, then, that man fails to make the distinction between the intermediate operations of electronic intelligence and the ultimate responsibilities of human decision and conscience, the computer could prove a digression. It could obscure man's awareness of the need to come to terms with himself. It may foster the illusion that he is asking fundamental questions when actually he is asking only functional ones. It may be regarded as a substitute for intelligence instead of an extension of it. [4] It may promote undue confidence in concrete answers. "If we begin with certainties," Bacon said, "we shall end in doubts but if we begin with doubts, and we are patient with them, we shall end in certainties."

Practice Test 1

Serving on a jury takes a great deal of time. Because jury service does require one to spend a lot of time, many Americans will do just about anything to get out of jury duty. In addition many segments of the population are exempt from jury duty either by permissible judicial rule, by law, or by custom. Among the occupational groups generally exempt in the vast majority of jurisdictions are professionals such as lawyers, licensed physicians and dentists, members of the armed forces, officers of all three branches of government, police officers, fire fighters, clergy, and teacher. The average jury in America consists of housewives or househusbands, retirees, blue-collar workers, and the unemployed. According to the survey quoted above, only forty-five percent of all adult Americans have been called for jury duty, and only seventeen percent have served through an actual trial for jury duty. [1] These people often are not indispensable in their jobs and are not as limited by time constraints as are the exempt groups. Critics of the jury system argue that these juries are often not educated enough to handle the responsibility of deciding important cases. They usually taint the case results.

It is sad to say but in many cases the jurists are ignorant of the legal issues surrounding a given case. In many instances they do not understand the facts in the case, and they often do not understand the consequences of their decisions. For example, the jury in the recent Brosky hate crime case thought that it was sentencing Brosky to five years in jail plus ten years probation. It is an either-or situation. Because of this lack of understanding by the jury and the ineffective instructions given by the judge and attorneys involved in the case, a grave and irreversible injustice was done. Brosky was only given ten years probation for the murder of another human being. This is just one of numerous cases where the jury's lack of knowledge has led to disastrous decisions.

Some research suggests that juries should be given lessons in the law before the trial begins and also at various points during the trial. Psychological studies have consistently shown that early exposure and frequent exposure to legal principles correlate with juries that are more likely to presume innocence in a case until sufficient evidence is provided to decide otherwise. Experimental mock juries questioned midway through testimony showed a significantly higher indecision rate when they had been informed about the legal issues involved before the start of testimony than those who had not been instructed earlier. [2] This suggests that juries instructed prior to the presentation of evidence are more likely to consider all of the evidence of a case before arriving at a decision of guilt or innocence.

Practice Test 2

Many people take for granted that all art should be beautiful. We may as well face the question squarely since it is basic to our whole attitude toward art. Why are there so many "ugly" works of art? There are several possible answers. We might reply that "beauty is in the eye of the beholder". In other words, beauty is subjective, and your personal taste leads you to reject things that might be beautiful to others. Both "beautiful" and "ugly" imply aesthetic value judgments.

This possibility depends on the assumption that the artist's proper aim is the creation of beauty. But there is another possibility. Perhaps the works are successes by artists who were sincerely aiming at something other than conventional, physical beauty. Would an artist intentionally make something ugly? And what, actually, do we mean by the words "ugly" and "beautiful"?

Over the centuries numerous writers have grappled with the concept of beauty and tried to understand it. One of the most entertaining was the 18th-century British statesman Edmund Burke, who wrote an essay called "The Sublime and the Beautiful". In the essay Burke defined beauty as a positive and striking quality that produces pleasure by being small, smooth, gradually or gently varied, delicate, softly and variable colored. It is submissive and may arouse love. Beauty is not related to proportion, said Burke, nor to functional fitness, nor even to perfection. All these things are found apart from beauty.

The sublime, by contrast, is vast even to infinity. Difficult, magnificent, dark and rugged. According to Burke, it will "fill the mind with that sort of delightful horror, which is the most genuine effect and earliest test of the sublime". [1]A thing may be ugly and yet sublime if it is "united with such qualities as excite a strong terror". Burke made it clear that greatness lies on the side of sublime, not of the beautiful.

This is quite a useful idea. Let's keep it in mind while we look at Ivan Albright's painting Ida. Albright's work is not smooth, delicate, or soft, and it is not likely to arouse love. For most people, though, it would evoke delightful horror. What is the artist aiming at? A common reaction is to say that the artist is showing us a person who is physically and mentally—even spiritually-exhausted. According to this interpretation. Albright teaches us about spiritual decay. [2] Every bulge, every wrinkle, every wart stands for a nasty blow that life has dealt. Everything about the painting speaks of the hopes destroyed. The articles on the table are delicate and dainty. Their owner is not. She looks into the hand mirror, but her gesture is one of pushing it away. The "delightful horror" Burke was talking about might be evoked in those who view Ida in this light.

Practice Test 3

The apparent purpose of allowing the government to invest the trust fund is to take advantage of the higher returns from private capital markets. [1] There is strong evidence, though, that the government's investment policy substantially could undercut the returns it otherwise might expect to receive. High capital market returns in the U. S. are derived from the high productivity of capital and the efficiency of the markets. Investment of the Social Security trust fund in private capital markets will hurt both of these sources of American economic performance; capital will be less productive and markets will be less efficient.

A 1994 study by the World Bank of government-managed pension fund investments around the world found that they generally earned lower annual returns than privately managed pension investments. It showed that governments generally pursued one of two policies for their investments, both fundamentally flawed.

One was to invest heavily in government securities, which earn much lower returns than, for example, stocks. There are two reasons for this policy. First, there is a cautionary search for safe investments because governments fear the political reaction if a more aggressive investment policy were to lead to adverse results. [2] Second, buying up government debt allows the government to defer the consequences of its own overspending. Indeed, there is evidence that the power to shift government debt into pension funds actually may induce them to spend and borrow more. Borrowing from the pension fund is less transparent than doing so from the open capital market. In many cases, such borrowing is not even reported as public debt, and the interest rate may be lower.

This already is occurring with the Social Security trust fund. The current surplus is used to purchase Federal Treasury obligations that are credited to the Social Security trust fund. The government then utilizes the money it has borrowed from the trust fund to meet current operating expenses.

The other investment policy pursued by government-controlled pension funds is to invest in government-supported projects, such as state-owned enterprises or public housing. Again, the result often is extremely low rates of return. In fact, such investments frequently lose money. [3] Moreover, government investment leads to greater government involvement in the economy that could, in turn, lead to policies that slow economic growth and reduce the return on capital for all investors, including the government itself.

核心课文［重点复习语篇模式（6）：数据说明，量化分析］

The longitudinal study demonstrates that students who receive ESL (English as a second language) instruction are far better than those taught primarily in their native language. A comparison of the three-year exit rates for students in ESL and bilingual programs shows that those who receive ESL instruction test out faster and in higher percentages than those who receive instruction in their native language, regardless of the grade in which they entered school. For example,　79.3 percent of the children who entered ESL programs in kindergarten tested out, while only 51.5 percent of those who received their education in their native languages did. Likewise, 72.9 percent of the LEP (limited English proficiency) students who entered programs in the first grade tested out, while only 38.5 of those in bilingual programs did. For students who entered LEP programs in the ninth grade, 91.6 percent of those in native-language instruction classes still hadn't tested out after three years, as compared with 78.1 percent of those in ESL classes.

Furthermore, children who had been in ESL classes tested 4 higher in English and math once they exited LEP programs than those who had received native-language instruction. Of the LEP students who entered in kindergarten or the first grade, 49 percent of those who had been in ESL classes eventually read at grade level, while only 32 percent of those who had been in bilingual classes performed that well. In math, the statistics are even more impressive. Of the children who entered in kindergarten or the first grade, more than 69 percent of those who had been in ESL classes eventually performed at grade level or above, as opposed to 54 percent of those who had been in bilingual classes.

Naturally, the study provoked a barrage of criticism from the highly political and vocal bilingual lobby, which prompted the New York City Board of Education to issue a paper in November 1994 mitigating the findings of the study and ignoring the distinction between students in ESL and bilingual education programs. Rather than exit rates, this paper focuses on the achievement of LEP students during the period in which they are in bilingual or ESL classes. The authors show that although the scores of LEP students were below average on the English-language test, their scores in all areas showed improvement; they point out that in math, there were insufficient data on the progress of LEP students to draw valid conclusions.

However, a report on citywide mathematics test results in New York in the spring of 1995 deals more fully with the math scores of the 26,248 students who were examined the previous school year in Chinese, Spanish, or Haitian Creole. According to this document, only 16.6 percent of these children were performing at or above grade level in mathematics. Although this figure represents an improvement of 1.1 percent over the scores of the previous year, it discredits the argument that native-language instruction keeps performing at grade level in subject areas. Although LEP students are improving faster than the national norm, they continue to perform far below the norm.

Hurricanes form over the tropical oceanic regions where the Sun heats huge masses of moist air. An ascending spiral motion results, in the same manner as described in tornado formation. When the moisture of the rising air condenses, the latent heat provides additional energy and more air rises up the column. This latent heat is a chief source of the hurricane's energy and is readily available from the condensation of the moist air of its source region.

Unlike the tornado, a hurricane gains energy from its source region. [1] As more and more air rises, the hurricane grows, accompanied by clouds and increasing winds that blow in a large spiral around a relatively calm, low-pressure center—the eye of the hurricane. The eye may be 20 to 30 miles wide, and ships sailing into this area have found that it is usually calm and clear with no indication of the surrounding storm. The air pressure is reduced 6-8% (to about 28 in. of Hg) near the eye. Hurricanes move rather slowly at a few miles per hour.

[2] Covering broad areas, hurricanes can be particularly destructive. There are winds of at least 74 mi/h, but these can be much greater, up to 120-130 mi/h, which are very dangerous. Mobile homes are particularly vulnerable to hurricane winds. The greatest threat from a hurricane's winds comes from their cargo of debris—a deadly barrage of flying missiles such as lawn furniture, signs, roofing, and metal siding.

Hurricane winds do much damage, but drowning is the greatest cause of hurricane deaths. [3]As the eye of the hurricane comes ashore or "makes landfall", a great dome of water called a storm surge, often over 50 mi wide, comes sweeping across the coastline. It brings huge waves and storm tides that may reach 25 ft or more above normal. The rise may come rapidly, flooding coastal lowlands. Nine out of ten hurricane casualties are caused by the storm surge. The torrential rains that accompany the hurricane produce sudden flooding as the storm moves inland. As its winds diminish, rainfall floods constitute the hurricane's greatest threat.

Once cut off from the warm ocean, the storm begins to die, starved for water and heat energy, and cragged apart by friction as it moves over the land. Even though a hurricane weakens rapidly as it moves inland, the remnants of the storm can bring 6-12 in. of rain or more to the areas they cross. [4] For example, Hurricane Diane of 1955 caused little damage as it moved into the Gulf coastal area; but long after its winds subsided, it brought floods to Pennsylvania, New York, and New England that killed 200 persons and cost an estimated $700 million in damage. In 1972, Hurricane Agnes fused with another storm system, flooding creek and river basins in the Northeast with more than a foot of rain in less than 12 hours, killing 117 people, and causing almost $3 billion damage.

Do governments really assign and enforce property rights? Despite the fact that Registries of Deeds now record land ownership of every square inch of North American territory, it is obvious that these rights have not always existed. [1] In 1785, the U. S. Congress was busily assigning unclaimed land to the construction of public schools in the Northwest Territory; later to the construction of railroads in the West. Today, most land is claimed, but national governments and international agencies alike are busily creating new rights in other types of scarce resources, such as the electromagnetic spectrum or the geostationary arc.

[2] The electromagnetic spectrum, popularly called the airwaves, is an immense range of frequencies (radio waves, microwaves, visible light, X-rays, gamma rays, and more) that are converted by many for voice communication, navigation, data transmission, and the like. Almost all currently available frequencies are being used by someone, and the unchecked arrival of new users would lead to serious overcrowding and bad reception for all. But new arrivals keep coming and thus create an airwaves gridlock. These would-be users include the obvious: AM and FM radio stations as well as VHF and UHF television companies. They include people engaged in airplane, boat, car, and railroad communications, and others building cellular phone companies and satellite navigation systems. [3] They also include energy companies wanting to relay safety information from remote pipeline monitors, makers of high-definition television, and scientists with radio telescopes waiting for messages from extraterrestrials. Most of all, they include the users of millions of gadgets, such as baby monitors, cordless phones, garage door openers, pagers, TV remote controls, and ultrasonic denture cleaners.

The jammed airwaves problem came to a head in 1990 when UPS, the largest private package carrier in the United States, decided to outfit its 55,000 trucks with radio receivers and transmitters so customers could be given up-to-the-second information about deliveries. The Federal Communications Commission allocated a frequency to UPS that had been used by ham radio operators, which caused many problems. The 170,000 member American Radio Relay League picketed federal buildings in major cities across the land. It deluged the FCC, the Congress, and the White House with angry letters, and it challenged the FCC action in court. Two congressmen quickly introduced the Emerging Telecommunications Technology Act. It would take 200 megahertz of spectrum from the military (in light of the end of the Cold War) and distribute this "peace dividend" to civilian users. President Bush, in turn, chided the FCC for practically giving away scarce frequencies and included in the 1991 budget $ 3 billion of revenue from selling a portion of the airwaves to would-be owners. [4] While the FCC had been charging favored recipients nominal annual license fees, the average sales price of AM and FM radio stations in the 1980s came to $1.24 million, that of VHF and UHF television stations was $21.52 million. Sixty percent of these prices were attributable solely to the FCC license.

A well-known linguist advises you to "leave your language alone"; that is speak naturally, even if incorrectly, letting the chips fall where they may. Go ahead and use "ain't", "It's me", Who did you see?" "I laid on the bed," he advocates. [1]Another distinguished authority in the field suggests that it would be a splendid thing if no more spelling were taught for half a century, and people were allowed to spell as they please; at the end of that period, he adds, the chances are we would have worked out a new system of spelling that would reflect the pronunciation.

Statements like these are spectacular, and they sound good on the surface. They encourage the tendency inborn in each of us, to follow the line of least resistance and avoid work and effort.

[2]Also, they have in them a grain of sense. Consider, for example, the different sorts of car driving you see on the road; some are glaringly bad and lead to crashes; but certainly, within the range of safety, there is room for various ways of holding the steering wheel, applying the brakes, making a turn. Not all good golf players hold their clubs in precisely the same fashion; one man who could never break ninety as long as he held his club in the way taught him by the pro found himself down in the low eighties as soon as he threw instruction overboard and handled the club in the way that was most natural for him. Some people pound the typewriter with two fingers of each hand and their eyes on the keyboard, and are almost as speedy and accurate as devotees of the touch system.

However, there are limits to the effectiveness of doing as you please. This is particularly true in language. [3] Even the man who wants you to "leave your language alone" admits that if you use "ain't" and "I done it" in the "best" circles, you won't get invited to tea again. As for the matter of spelling, we may get away with "thru" and "nite", but phonetic spellings like "natcherly," "watchagonnado", and "I should of done it" will mark you as an illiterate.

Rightly or wrongly, most people consider language as an index of culture, breeding, upbringing, personality, sometimes even of intelligence, decency, and integrity. Under the circumstances, it is unwise, not to say harmful, to pay no heed to your language. Text 4

Language is something more than a system of communications; it is also a social convention which one must observe, under penalty of being misjudged. Ignorance or improper use of language can easily interfere with your success and advancement. It can take money out of your pocket.

Conversely, the proper use of the proper language in the environment for which it is designed can lead to success in both business and social relations. For this, there is a well-grounded psychological reason.

Language is a set of rules tacitly agreed to and accepted by common consent of all the speakers. There is no intrinsic connection between the object "hat" and the word "hat" save that the word has been set apart by the English-speaking community to serve as the symbol of the object. A French-speaking community will use not "hat" but chapeau to represent the object we call a hat. [1] The validity of the language symbol for the object is subjective and unstable, in precisely the same way that a dollar bill, or a pound note, is a subjective and unstable token of purchasing power, and not at all identical with the things it can buy.

[2] If you find yourself alone in a desert you will quickly realize that the value of such dollar bills as you may have in your pocket shrinks to nil, and that a slab of bacon or a canteen of water is infinitely more valuable than a handful of hundred-dollar notes. You will also find that your language equipment is of no particular value, since there is no one to use it on.

But human beings normally do not live alone in deserts. They live in communities of their fellowmen, and in such communities symbol values come into play. The dollar bill has no value in itself; it is only a piece of paper. But it is everywhere accepted as a symbol of purchasing power. [3]In the same way, language becomes of value because it is accepted as the symbol of thought, the medium by which thought is transferred from one person to another.

It is at this point that the symbol comes in for close scrutiny. Why is a forged dollar bill not accepted, while one produced by the government presses is? Intrinsically, the privately produced dollar note is just as valuable (or valueless) as the good note. [4]But the community has decided that only such dollar bills as bear the authentic imprint of the U. S. government shall be valid as media of exchange and symbols of metal currency. This is because we know that government has the silver with which to redeem the paper note.

In language, the community has decided that certain words and forms are valid as symbols of thought and shall be accepted by all members of the community, while others, for one reason or another (not necessarily a logical one), are not valid. [5] Those not valid may serve the purpose of temporary exchange of meaning in a limited way, just as some forms of scrip served the purposes of money in small communities during the depression days, or in certain army units during the occupation of foreign lands. Their use, however, is limited, while the fully standard forms have universal currency throughout the entire speech community.

The idea happiness, to be sure, will not sit still for easy definition: the best one can do is try to set some extremes to the idea and then work in toward the middle. To think of happiness as acquisitive and competitive will do to set the materialistic extreme. [1] To think of it as the idea one senses in, say, a holy man of India will do to set the spiritual extreme. That holy man's idea of happiness is in needing nothing from outside himself. In wanting nothing, he lacks nothing. He sits immobile, rapt in contemplation, free even of his own body. Or nearly free of it. But, perhaps because I am Western, I doubt such catatonic happiness, as I doubt the dreams of the happiness-market. What is certain is that his way of happiness would be torture to almost any Western man. Yet these extremes will still serve to frame the area within which all of us must find some sort of balance. Thoreau a creature of both Eastern and Western thought had his own firm sense of that balance. His aim was to save on the low levels in order to spend on the high.

[2]Possession for its own sake or in competition with the rest of the neighborhood would have been Thoreau's idea of the low levels. The active discipline of heightening one's perception of what is enduring in nature would have been his idea of the high. What he saved from the low was time and effort he could spend on the high. Thoreau certainly disapproved of starvation, but he would put into feeding himself only as much effort as would keep him functioning for more important efforts.

There is no happiness except as we take on life-engaging difficulties. Short of the impossible, as Yeats put it, the satisfactions we get from a lifetime depend on how high we choose our difficulties. Robert Frost was thinking in something like the same terms when he spoke of the pleasure of taking pains. The mortal flaw in the advertised version of happiness is in the fact that it purports to be effortless.

We demand difficulty even in our games. We demand it because without difficulty there can be no game. A game is a way of making something hard for the fun of it. The rules of the game are an arbitrary imposition of difficulty. When the spoilsport ruins the fun, he always does so by refusing to play by the rules. It is easier, to win at chess if you are free, at your pleasure, to change the wholly arbitrary rules, but the fun is in winning within the rules. No difficulty, no fun.

There can be no freedom without order. There can be no order without authority, and authority that is impotent or hesitant in the face of intimidation, crime, and violence, cannot endure. The rule of law is all that stands between civilization and barbarism, for, as Locke said, "where there is no law, there is no freedom." Most important, the purpose of law is not to diminish but to enlarge freedom. Perhaps Thomas Hobbes said it best: "The use of laws…is not to hinder people from all voluntary actions; but to direct and keep them in such a motion, as not to hurt themselves by their own impetuous desires, rashness, or indiscretion; as hedges are set, not to stop travelers, but to keep them in the way."

The idea of equality suffers as great a potential for degeneration as that of liberty. As liberty can degenerate into anarchy, equality can degenerate into a new kind of democratic despotism. Equality, properly understood, does not mean that men are equal in every respect. It only means that they equal in their right to be free, and to enjoy all the rights bestowed on them by "the laws of nature and of Nature's God". This notion of equality acknowledges and accepts that there will be differences, "often glaring differences" among men when it comes to abilities.

But this understanding of equality can come to be perverted into a radical egalitarianism that seeks to render everyone exactly "equal" by an over-active government through such pernicious policies as the abolition of private property and income redistribution. The result, as Tocqueville warned, is a new kind of despotism in which the government in the name of achieving equality of result "covers the whole of social life with a network of petty complicated rules". [1]This new administrative despotism, he wrote, "hinders, restrains, enervates, stifles and stultifies so much that in the end each nation is no more than a flock of timid and hardworking animals with the government as its shepherd."

We have, of course, seen both of these phenomena in our time. The deadline in law and order has rendered all of us less secure than we of a right should be. From the most heinous acts of terrorism to the petty burglar and street-corner mugger, we are confronted by those for whom words such as "justice" and "right" have no meaning. We are reminded daily of the truth of Aristotle's view that as "man is the best of animals when perfected, so he is the worst when separated from law and justice."

So, too, do we see around us the licentiousness of modern society manifested in popular culture. We have witnessed a coarsening of everything from art to music to literature to film. For some people there seems to be nothing beyond the pale; for them freedom has no limits. [2]Freedom of individual expression is all, no matter how perverse, no matter how demeaning, no matter how dangerous.

Recent research on the effects of exercise and the consequences of sedentary living has shown that physical activity is crucial to the proper processing of foods that we eat. Far better for your health and your future to lose primarily fat in the first place. The only way to do that is through exercise, which uses body fat as its main source of energy. You may not see that initial rapid (but false) weight loss, but what you lose will be what you want to lose — fat, not muscle or water. [2] Your loss will be slow but steady, and, if you make exercise a regular part of your life, chances are your loss will be permanent, too. If it's any consolation, studies have shown that in most cases, the faster people lose weight, the more likely they are to regain it. Slow loss, then, is the secret to lasting success.

If you want to lose weight faster than you can with just exercise, simply combine exercise with a reduced-calorie diet. A dynamic view sees the pluses of change as well as the minuses. And it appreciates how new, unforeseen technologies or social changes can allay current problems. By contrast, the environmental movement has been built on crisis.

Contrary to the doomsayers, both past and present, people have a knack for innovating their way out of "crises"—if they have both the permission and the incentive to do so. We find that people developed petroleum as whale oil became scarce, that farmers turned to drip irrigation as water prices rose, and that drivers bought fuel-efficient cars when gas prices went up.

To a large degree, however, green ideology is not about facts. It is about values, and the environmental movement is about enforcing those values through political action. "Green politics," write British greens Jonathan Porritt and David Winner, "demands a wholly new ethic in which violent, plundering humankind abandons its destructive ways, recognizes its dependence on Planet Earth, and starts living on a more equal footing with the rest of nature…The danger lies not only in the odd maverick polluting factory, industry, or technology, but in the fundamental nature of our economic systems. It is industrialism itself—a 'super-ideology' embraced by the capitalist West—which threatens us."

If we look around, we can see the effort to remake "violent, plundering humankind" in a number of current initiatives. Take recycling. On one level, it seems like common sense. Why waste resources? That's certainly true with aluminum, which takes huge amounts of electricity to make in the first place and very little energy to recycle. But then there's glass. Both making glass in the first place and melting it down for recycling take about the same amount of energy. The only other thing new glass takes is sand—and we have plenty of that. Unless you're worried about an imminent sand—and we have plenty of that. Unless you're worried about an imminent sand crisis, there's little reason to recycle glass. It doesn't even take up much room in landfills.

Getting people to recycle glass is a way to remind them of the folly of convenience. As Jeremy Rifkin's little booklet The Greenhouse Crisis: 101 Ways to Save the Earth advises shoppers: "Remember, if it's disposable and convenient, it probably contributes to the greenhouse effect." On a scientific level, this is ridiculous. But as a value statement it conveys a great deal. Convenient, disposable products are the creations of an affluent, innovative, industrial society that responds to consumer demands. In a static green world, we would forego incandescent lighting for fluorescent bulbs and clothes dryers for clothes lines. We would give up out-of-season fruits and vegetables, disposable diapers (of course), free-flowing shower heads, and other self-indulgent pleasures.

To slow the economy and the society to the approved adagio 5.6, the greens have some fairly straightforward prescriptions: Restrict trade to the local area. Eliminate markets where possible. End specialization. Anchor individuals in their "bioregions", local areas defined by their environmental characteristics. Shrink the population. Make life simple again, small, self-contained.

From early Colonial days on, ships loaded with wooden hogsheads of thick, dark molasses came regularly from the West Indies to unload at Boston's wharves. Molasses took the place of sugar, which few colonists could afford, and it made Yankee rum. It was a keystone of Boston's prosperity and trade for almost three centuries—until January 15, 1919.

I was a reporter on the Boston American on that fateful day. [1] The stories coming in over the wire were predicting, rightly, that on the morrow Nebraska would become the 36th state to vote dry, thus bringing nationwide Prohibition upon this country (and rendering great quantities of molasses virtually useless). Three days before, the pumps of tankers from Puerto Rico had filled it right up to the brim with 2,320,000 gallons — 14,000 tons— of molasses. At five minutes to noon on that mild winter morning, a telephone rang in the molasses plant's office in the shadow of the tank. [3] Superintendent William White picked up the receiver and heard his wife insist he join her uptown for lunch. White took a cursory look at the frowning tank, ignored the molasses sweating ominously through the riveted seams. And left thus undoubtedly saving his life. But the busy market district was thronged with people destined to be less fortunate.

Along Commercial Street, new-tangled motor trucks and horse-team drays clattered on the cobblestones beneath the elevated railway. In the doorways of shops and brick dwellings across the street from the tank, residents were taking advantage of the warm weather to sun themselves. In stables of nearby draying companies, dozens of workhorses were placidly munching hay. Teamsters chatted over their lunch boxes on the freight-loading platforms. Mrs. Bridget Clougherty, 68, stood watching them from the doorway of her frame house at the corner of Copp's Hill and Commercial. Her big son Martin, a well-known boxer and referee, lay in his third-floor bedroom sleeping soundly. The time was 12:41.

At this moment Patrolan Frank McManus was making a routine-duty call at a police-signal box down the street. Suddenly he heard a "grinding, rumbling" noise. Looking up, he saw a dark sea of liquid gush from the bottom of the tank. [4]He saw the big tank open out and fall apart and a towering wall of molasses roll over the ground with a seething, hissing sound. Going 35 miles an hour with a push of 25 tons. From the beginning of the world until 1980 or so, there were maybe a million computers. Since then, more than that have been sold every year—some 20,000 apple units alone have been delivered each month. By the end of this decade, computers may be selling at the rate of nearly 11 million a year. According to a study by the U. S. Commerce Department, worldwide sales of software alone reached $ 55 billion by 1987—representing a 30％ annual increase since 1983. International Data Corporation estimates that there will be 400 million computers in the United States by the turn of the century. [3]By then, a tiny but powerful programmable computer, costing less than a clock-radio, could be connected to equally inexpensive peripherals to form the core of a home computer system. With such a system, less expensive than the averages stereo-television console of today. [4] Cable TV subscribers could access their bank's electronic banking service to pay bills, make rent or mortgage payments, make deposits and withdrawals, or secure loans. Users could "thumb through" store catalogs on their video monitor, order items and arrange deliveries, even "window shop" whole malls to make price comparisons, to search out special sales, or to look for gift ideas. Newspapers, magazines, sports scores, and financial news could all be accessed directly from the average middle-class living room.

The social scientists, especially the economists, are moving deeply into ecology and the environment these days, with disquieting results. [1]It goes somehow against the grain to learn that cost-benefit analyses can be done neatly on lakes, meadows, nesting gannets, even whole oceans. It is hard enough to confront the environmental options ahead, and the hard choices, but even harder when the price tags are so visible. [2]Even the new jargon is disturbing: it hurts the spirit, somehow, to read the word environments, when the plural means that there are so many alternatives there to be sorted through, as in a market, and voted on. Economists need cool heads and cold hearts for this sort of work, and they must write in icy, often skiddy prose.

[3]The degree to which we are all involved in the control of the earth's life is just beginning to dawn on most of us, and it means another revolution for human thought.

This will not come easily. We've just made our way through inconclusive revolutions on the same topic, trying to make up our minds how we feel about nature. As soon as we arrive at one kind of consensus, like an enormous committee, we found it was time to think it through all over, and now here we are, at it again.

[4]The oldest, easiest-to-swallow idea was that the earth was man's personal property, a combination of garden, zoo, bank vault, and energy source, placed at our disposal to be consumed, ornamented, or pulled apart as we wished. The betterment of mankind was, as we understood it, the whole point of the thing. Mastery over nature, mystery and all, was a moral duty and social obligation.

In the last few years we were wrenched away from this way of looking at it, and arrived at something like general agreement that we had it wrong. We still argue the details, but it is conceded almost everywhere that we are not the masters of nature that we thought ourselves; we are as dependent on the rest of life as are the leaves or fish. We are part of the system. One way to put it is that the earth is a loosely formed, spherical organism, with all its working parts linked in symbiosis. [5]We are, in this view, neither owners nor operators; at best, we might see ourselves as mobile tissue specialized for receiving information—perhaps, in the best of all possible worlds, functioning as a nervous system for the whole being.

There is, for some, too much dependency in this view, and they prefer to see us as a separate, qualitatively different, special species, unlike any other form of like, despite the sharing around of genes, enzymes, and organelles. [6] No matter, there is still the underlying idea that we cannot have a life of our own without concern for the ecosystem in which we live, whether in majesty or not. This idea has been strong enough to launch the new movements for the sustenance of wilderness, the protection of wildlife, the turning off of insatiable technologies, the preservation of "whole earth".

In my own life I have found that many of those connections have been long since buried. In thinking about ecofeminism recently, I remembered an event that took place sixteen years ago, which I had nearly lost from memory. When my daughter was about three days old and we were still in the hospital, I wrapped her up one evening and slipped outside to a little garden in the warmth of late June. I introduced her to the pine trees and the plants and the flowers, and they to her, and finally to the pearly moon wrapped in a soft haze and to the stars. [1] I, knowing nothing then of nature-based religious ritual or ecofeminist theory, had felt an impulse for my wondrous little child to meet the rest of cosmic society. Perhaps it was the ultimate coming-out party! The interesting thing is that that experience, although lovely and rich, was so disconnected from life in a modern, technocratic society that I soon forgot all about it. [2] Last year, when I heard about a ritual of the Omaha Indians in which the infant is presented to the cosmos, I waxed enthusiastic and made copies of the prayer for friends who were planning a baptism—but forgot completely that I, too, had once been there, so effective is our cultural denial of nature.

I cannot imagine a challenge greater than that addressed by ecofeminism. [3] We know that we are of one fabric with all life on this glorious blue-green planet, that the elements in our bodies and in the world around us were forged by the fireball at the moment the universe was born, and that we have no right to destroy the integrity of the Earth's delicately balanced ecosystems, whose histories are far longer than our own. [4] Around us we see the immensely destructive thrashing of patriarchal leaders who cannot even name the pain and ignorance that drive their greed. In their frenzy, they push 10,000 species into extinction each year, a figure that is ever increasing. Can ecofeminism and the related grassroots movements heal those people, heal ourselves, and heal the planet?

Our society is lost and very confused. [5] Perhaps the most effective strategy for us—and certainly the most difficult—is to lead by example: to contribute to the new philosophical base and to work in its new ecopolitics and ecoeconomics; to organize around the concrete issues of suffering and exploitation; to speak out clearly but without malice against those who further policies of injustice and ecological ignorance; to nurture the relationships with our colleagues, never feeling that we must ridicule and crush those with whom we disagree—but most of all, to unlock our memories; to follow the "body parables" of our sexuality; to cultivate our spiritual impulses; to act, as best we can, with pure mind/pure heart; to celebrate with gratitude the wonders of life on Earth; and to seek intimate communion with the natural world. All of these are the flowering of ecofeminism.

From the late eighteenth century to the late twentieth, "manhood" has changed along with its environment. Two centuries ago, the town and the extended family formed the matrix of life in the Northern states. For some, the church congregation also provided a society in which a man (or woman) might develop an identity. Now, at the end of the 1900s, those institutions have faded in importance for most middle-class folk. [1]Our primary community is the nuclear family, which is an isolated unit under the best of circumstances—and current circumstances are not the best, for a large proportion of nuclear families are riven by divorce. The large bureaucratic institutions where so many middle-class men work resemble eighteenth-century communities in certain ways: they are hierarchical, and they make elaborate demands on the individual. Unlike the more genuine communities of the colonial and revolutionary eras, however, the great corporate bodies of our time do not provide the individual with security, nor with any sense of organized connection to other people or to the flow of human history.

In the twentieth century, some of our most engaging experiences of community come from our participation in communities of consumption. To be moved as part of a concert audience or to discover someone who shares one's tastes can be exciting experiences, but neither of them guarantees the sense of personal connection or support that a human community can provide.

As many social critics have recently noted, we lack even the rudiments of a language to discuss community and connection. This point is starkly illustrated when a president of the United States, trying to praise the voluntary help that some people give to others, resorts again and again to the image of "a thousand points of light" to describe what he praises. Surely, a society that valued connectedness would be able to produce a more accurate image of human help and kindness than this vision of separation in a vast, cold darkness.

Of course, in losing a strong sense of community, we have gained something else vitally important. Once, men had their positions in society ascribed to them largely by birth; now, those positions are a matter of individual achievement. [2]The weight of the community and the dead hand of the past rest more lightly upon the individual—especially the male individual—than they once did. Individual initiative, as a principle, has been applied far beyond matters of social status. Middle-class men of the last two centuries have had profoundly individualistic experiences; each one must earn approval, win love, attain power, make friendship, mold an identity. Since the early 1800s, these have all become individual quest. They are (as we like to think of it) detached from social necessity in a way that was not possible two hundred or more years age. Even where we have genuine communities in our own time (be it in the nuclear family, in friendship groups, or in small, informal organizations), they are created by individual effort. We cherish our belief in individual initiative, our sense that the fate of each person lies in that person's hands.

Television eats out our substance. Mander calls this the mediation of experience. "With TV what we see, hear, touch, smell, feel and understand about the world has been processed for us." When we "cannot distinguish with certainty the natural from the interpreted, or the artificial from the organic, then all theories of the ideal organization of life become equal."

In other words, TV teaches that all lifestyles and values are equal, and that there is no clearly defined right and wrong. [1] In Amusing Ourselves to Death, one of the best recent books on the tyranny of television, Neil Postman wonders why nobody has pointed out that television possibly oversteps the instructions in the Bible.

In the 1960s and 1970s, many of the traditional standards and mores of society came under heavy assault. Indeed, they were blown apart, largely with the help of one's own. There was an air of unreality about many details of daily life. Even important moral questions suffered distortion when they were reduced to TV images. During the Vietnam conflict, there was much graphic violence—soldiers and civilians actually dying-on screen. One scene that shocked the nation was an execution in which the victim was shot in the head with a pistol on prime-time TV. People "tuned in" to the war every night, and controversial issues about the causes, conduct, and resolution of the conflict could be summed up in these superficial broadcasts.

The same phenomenon was seen again in the Gulf War. With stirring background music and sophisticated computer graphics, each network's banner script read across the screen, "War in the Gulf," as if it were just another TV program. War isn't a program — it is a dirty, bloody mess. People are killed daily. Yet, television all but teaches that this carnage merely is another diversion, a form of blockbuster entertainment — the big show with all the international stars present.

In the last years of his life, Malcolm Muggeridge, a pragmatic and print journalist, warned: "Form the first moment I was in the studio, I felt that it was far from being a good thing. [2]I felt that television would ultimately be inimical to what I most appreciate, which is the expression of truth, expressing your reactions to life in words."

He concluded: "[3]I don't think people are going to be preoccupied with ideas. I think they are going to live in a fantasy world where you don't need any ideas. The one thing that television can't do is express ideas. There is a danger in translating life into an image, and that is what television is doing. It is thus falsifying life. Sociologists and anthropologists who study prejudice emphasize sociocultural factors, examining the impact of society on the individual's prejudice. For instance, the sociocultural approach suggests that such factors as the increasing urbanization and complexity of society, increasing population density, and the competition for scarce jobs between members of various ethnic groups operate in various ways to increase prejudice toward minority groups.

Consider the specific example of increasing urbanization. [1]Cities represent environments which are less than ideal in many respects; they are perceived by many as noisy, dirty, unsafe, and impersonal. It would not be unreasonable to assume that societal factors such as these would ultimately increase prejudice on the part of people who feel they are being denied a resource that is "rightfully" theirs.

The idea that people can behave naturally, without resorting to an artificial code tacitly agreed upon by their society, is as silly as the idea that they can communicate by a spoken language without commonly accepted semantic and grammatical rules. Like language, a code of manners can be used with more or with less skill, for laudable or for evil purposes, to express a great variety of ideas and emotions. In itself, it carries no moral value, but ignorance in use of this tool is not a sign of virtue. Inarticulateness should not be mistaken for guiltlessness.

Like language, manners pertain to a particular society at a particular time. If they were "just common sense", as is often claimed by critics of the field, why should Japanese behavior be any different from American, or medieval from modern? Like language, manners continually undergo slow changes and adaptations, but these changes have to be global, and not atomic. For if everyone improvises his own manners, no one will understand the meaning of anyone else's behavior, and the result will be social chaos and the end of civilization, or about what we have now. In a society that cannot agree on the simplest conventions, where people agonize daily about when to use first names and when surnames, whether to shake hands or to kiss cheeks, and whether "Have a good day" is a pleasant or offensive remark, it is little wonder that the citizens spend so much time shouting at one another in the streets.

Ordinarily, etiquette, like language, is learned by children imitating their elders, supplemented by an occasional parental plea that they listen to the rules rather than watch the action. The transmission from generation to generation occurs nonreflectively, so that the corpus of traditional etiquette is tacitly conserved.

But under certain conditions, people deliberately fool with the system, for philosophical or aesthetic reasons (classical Greece and the Renaissance were periods of great interest in etiquette), or to redefine, because of upheaval or uncertainty, who is in and who is out. The best way to play "In and Out" is to keep devising new rules of etiquette so that only the nimble can keep up, as was done at the court of Louis XIV.

Victorian manners were notoriously complicated for socioeconomic reasons. A threatened land-based aristocracy was trying to fight off the inevitable rise of newly rich industrialists, while the nouveaux riches were attempting to disassociate themselves from their former neighbors and friends. Innovations such as fish knives and forks allowed the rich to look down upon those who couldn't afford them; the declining upper classes fought back by condemning these implements precisely for being a parvenu invention. Money is never mentioned in a properly fought social war; the polite way of saying you can't stand new people, still in use today for people who don't like the families into which their children are marrying, is "Those people simply don't know how to behave."

Text 1

A parasitic relationship resembles a biological arms race. [1]Over evolutionary time，an infected host puts up a new defense to stave off a parasite, only to have that parasite evade the defense and sharpen its skills for circumventing the host's next defensive strategy. And so on, and so on, in a biochemical escalation process that usually ends with the parasite attaining the upper hand.

[2]This change-and-conquer strategy has made it particularly difficult for scientists to develop vaccines against parasites, including the most dangerous malaria organism, Plasmodium falciparum. Now, researchers led by David J. Roberts of John Radcliffe Hospital in Headington, England, have figured out part of the protein shell game that keeps the malaria parasite in business. A better understanding of this process could lead to new approaches for treating and preventing the deadly disease.

Once the malaria parasite infects a host's red blood cells, it makes proteins that help the infected cells stick to the inner wall of blood vessels. In the June 25 Nature, Roberts' group reports that P. falciparum can mutate these proteins at a rate of 2 percent each generation. This rapid mutation rate helps the organism evade the immune system and avoid traveling to the spleen, where a red blood cell carrying it could be destroyed, researchers conclude.

P. falciparum has a complex life cycle. Infected mosquitoes inject the parasite's first stage, the sporozoite, into a host while drawing a blood meal. Sporozoites find their way to the host's liver, where each can divide into thousands of merozoites. After roughly a week, an army of merozoites leaves the liver to take up residence in the host's red blood cells. Later, the red cells explode, some releasing more merozoites and others releasing gametocytes, the parasite's sex cells. This causes the fever and chills characteristic of malaria. When another mosquito bites thehost, ingesting gametocytes and merozoites, the sex cells combine to form a new sporozoites—and the cycle begins anew.

Previous studies have shown that merozoites place proteins on the surfaces of the red cells they infect and that the proteins bind to so-called cell adhesion molecules on other cells. This makes the infected red cells stick to uninfected red cells and to the walls of tiny veins, preventing infected cells from being swept into the spleen. The spleen would normally filter out such bulging, parasite-packed cells.

[3]In the new study, Roberts and his colleagues grew one type of P. falciparum merozoite in red blood cells maintained in culture dishes. They found that these merozoites divided to form a group of new merozoites that could stick to 10 different cell adhesion molecules.

[4]The researchers conclude that this variation has two functions: It allows the parasite to stay one step ahead of a host's ability to make antibodies that could attack the merozoite proteins, and it ensures that the merozoite-infected red cells won't run out of cells to stick to in order to avoid the spleen.

Text 2

With its three dimensions, hologram packs much more information onto a flat surface than a typical photo. Holographic data storage could thus lead to denser computer memories. Chemists have now taken a step in that direction by using light-emitting silicon as the holographic surface.

[1] Four months ago, as part of a flurry of research aimed at understanding and harnessing photoluminescence in acidetched silicon, scientists demonstrated they could use light to control the degree of etching and, consequently, the character of the resulting porous silicon.

That control has enabled them to reproduce images on silicon wafers, from self-portraits to a picture of Elvis Presley.

Now those scientists, working at the University of California, San Diego, have etched porous silicon so finely that the wafers reflect light in a rainbow of colors. The precision may lead to porous silicon layers thin enough to steer light through a computer chip, Michael J. Sailor and Vincent V. Doan report in the June 26 Science. The technique also lets scientists create diffraction gratings, "so you can use this silicon surface to make a hologram," says Sailor.

Sailor likens the silicon surface to a decorated T-shirt. Nowadays, designers can reproduce a simple image, a 3-D picture or a fluorescing design on the cotton cloth. The same is true of silicon, "except it all happens simultaneously," Sailor says.

The luminescent colors arise because of the photo-luminescing property of porous silicon. During etching, the San Diego chemists project a black-and-whites slide—in the case of these photos, George Washington's face from a dollar bill—onto the silicon wafer through a lens that reduces the size of the image. [2]Variations in the projected light's intensity lead to different etch rates and, as a result, to variations in the light later emitted by the silicon.

The human eye barely perceives the difference between the cherry and orange reds in the silicon's glow. But that glow's wavelengths actually reproduce the gray scale of the dollar bill image, Sailor says.

[3]"That's pretty novel approach," comments Terry Guilinger, a chemical engineer at Sandia National Laboratories in Albuquerque, N. M. Guilinger's group has worked to make patterns in porous silicon using ion beams.

In daylight, Doan and Sailor's etched silicon wafer becomes much more colorful. But unlike a T-shirt decorated with paint or dye, the wafer uses optical magic to create its rainbow of colors. "There is no pigment; it's just the way (the silicon layer) interferes with the light," says Sailor.

Doan and Sailor say their etching process differs from that of most other researchers. They use a smaller current and slowly make the silicon porous in a controlled fashion. The process takes about half an hour.

As a result, "The porous silicon is not so grainy that it causes light to scatter," Sailor explains. "You can constructively and destructively interfere with light on this film."

[4]Thus, just as clear, colorless oil will spread to make a multicolor sheen on wet pavement, so will the porous silicon make a fake-color image. Etched to one thickness, the porous silicon cancels all but green light. In other parts of the image, layers of different thicknesses impart a blue, yellow, or purple hue.

The critical perspective of women in the battle against LANCER went far beyond what the women themselves had intended. [1]For these women, the political issues were personal and in the sense they became feminist issues. These women, in the end, were fighting for what they felt was "right" rather than what men argued might be reasonable. The coincidence of the principles of feminism and ecology that Carolyn Merchant explains in The Death of Nature found expression and developed in the consciousness of these women: the concern for Earth as a home, the recognition that all parts of a system have equal value, the acknowledgment of process, and, finally, that capitalist growth has social costs. As Robin Cannon says, "This fight has really turned me around, things are intertwined in ways I hadn't realized....All these social issues as well as political and economic issues are really intertwined. Before, I was concerned only about health and then I began to get into the politics, decision making, and so many things."

In two years, what started as the outrage of a small group of mothers has transformed the political climate of a major metropolitan area. What these women have aimed for is a greater level of democracy, a greater level of involvement, not only in their organization but in the development process of the city generally. They have demanded accountability regarding land use and ownership, very subversive concerns in a capitalist society. In their organizing, the group process, collectivism, was of primary importance. It allowed the women to see their own power and potential and therefore allowed them to consolidate effective opposition. The movement underscored the role of principles. In fact, we citizens have lived so long with an unquestioning acceptance of profit and expediency that sometimes we forget that our objective is to do "what's right". [2]Women are beginning to raise moral concerns in a very forthright manner, emphasizing that experts have left us no other choice but to follow our own moral convictions rather than accept neutrality and capitulate in the face of crisis.

The environmental crisis will escalate in this decade and women are sure to play pivotal roles in the struggle to save our planet. [3]If women are able to sustain for longer periods some of the qualities and behavioral forms they have displayed in crisis situations (such as direct participatory democracy and the critique of patriarchal bureaucracy), they may be able to reintroduce equality and democracy into progressive action. They may also reintroduce the value of being moved by principle and morality. Pragmatism has come to dominate all forms of political behavior and the results have often been disastrous. [1]The ancient ideal was characterized by balance, proportion, a sense of sane limits in human affairs—an ideal announced humbly enough by the Greek potter (molding his wares with careful symmetry and decorating them in a spare, linear fashion) but reverberating throughout society and literature. The two famous Greek proverbs "nothing in excess" and "know yourself" are both admonitions for the life of balance and limits. Aristotle made the first the keystone of his ethical system. [2]The second, so closely associated with Socrates, was not a plea for psychoanalytic or Christian soul-searching: it meant instead that men must know their limits, particularly as mortals in relation to the divine, and be careful not to overstep them. What happened when men did overstep their limits was the favorite, indeed the definitive, subject of Greek tragedy.

[3]With an appreciation of formal balance in art and life came the tendency to be superficial; and the Greeks would not have regarded this as a criticism. The idea of, in fact the obsession with, plumbing the depths of any experience belonged rather to Western European culture. The ancients appreciated the linear, the superficial, the immediate, and the tactile in mathematics, art, and ethics as well. [4]Hence conscience played a relatively small role in ancient ethics: crimes against individuals or the state and impiety toward the gods were acts committed at a definite time and place; sins thought but not acted upon did not matter. Another aspect of the superficial was that the Greeks had comparatively little concern for history. The past did not weigh heavily upon them, as it did upon the men of Western Europe, for the ancient world itself had no ancient world against which to measure its achievements. [5]Nor did the ancient man care to look far into the future, for there was nothing like the Christian concept of millennium or the secular notion of progress to direct his gaze. As Spengler put it, "The classical life exhausted itself in the completeness of the moment."

The limit of the ancient gaze was not only a temporal one. Most philosophers had no difficulty finding the physical limits of the universe: it was the sphere of the fixed stars, beyond which there was absolutely nothing. In social terms, a contentment with limited resources expressed itself in a steady-state economy and in a disinterest in technological innovation. The inventor at least had an honored, if not prominent, place in Greek mythology, but the explorer was a character type seldom found in ancient literature or ancient history. Odysseus was not really an explorer, but a wanderer, trying his best to get home, and Alexander the Great marched from Macedonia to India as a conqueror, not an explorer. The Greeks were gifted sailors and brazen enough to face the sea in small, wooden boats, yet they seldom ventured beyond the Pillars of Heracles. How complacent they seem when judged by the Western European standard.

There are two important alternative views of the future of work which must be discussed. First is the approach of those who focus on people working in companies, such as the work of economist Fred Blum with Hormel, a meat packing and canning firm in the United States, and the Scott Bader Commonwealth, the common ownership pioneer in Great Britain. Blum's approach reflects the modern view of work as something done in employing organizations. One of the strengths of this approach is that that is how most people still understand work in countries like ours today, as employment, having a job. So, in that sense, it reflects where we actually have to start from.

The other view of the future of work, as typified by the approach I take, emphasizes the need to redefine work to include many kinds of purposeful and useful and rewarding activity, unpaid as well as paid, in addition to work in employing organizations. I think we need to create new opportunities for increasing numbers of people to take up many kinds of ownwork. [1] We need also to ask how it was that the firm or enterprise ever came to be regarded as the basic unit of economic activity and wealth creation. Why, when modern economic ideas took shape, was the household or the local community not regarded as the basic building block in the economy? Why did the term "workplace" come to be attached to factories and offices, and not to households or communities? And how should we now set about turning those industrial-age definitions and assumptions on their heads?

There are, of course, serious difficulties here. Most of the people who concern themselves today with the world of work don't understand this approach or see it as practical or relevant. They don't see how it addresses the problems of the many millions of people who are now in unsatisfactory jobs, or who, being unemployed, want jobs. Business, government, and the established foundations are unwilling to support action research into the potential for reconceptualizing and restructuring work in this way.

[2]And yet, surely, only by exploring the possibility of replacing employment with ownwork as the norm shall we be able to understand what a new consciousness and a new social order, that puts people first and focuses on the development of human potential, will actually mean. Because work is such a central feature of social organization and culture, an ownwork society will differ fundamentally from an employment society.

Take the question of men's work and women's work. In preindustrial societies, most men and women worked around their homes and neighborhoods, as part of the local village community. Then, in industrial society the split between men's work and women's work came out. Women stayed at home, dependents of their menfolk.

[1]Of all the tools mankind has mastered over the centuries, none has done more to improve its standard of living than the force Benjamin Franklin identified during a thunderstorm nearly 250 years ago. When humans harnessed electricity, they lifted their burden of intense labor, lengthened their days, and made their world smaller. Once a novelty, electricity is now an inexpensive necessity.

The typical American household spends about $65 each month for electricity, according to the Edison Electric Institute. That amount provides heat in winter and relief from heat in summer. It turns night into day. It cooks and preserves food. It brings into living rooms the majesty of a symphony orchestra or the excitement of the Olympic Games. What a bargain! By contrast, the same consumer today often spends more for telephone and cable television service.

In the U. S., electricity sales have gone up steadily. From 1987 through 1992, they increased 12％; from 1982 to 1992 alone, they rose 32％. [2]Since the 1973 oil embargo, electricity use and the economy have expanded roughly in parallel. Electricity demand from 1973 to 1991 went up by about 61％; the U. S. economy, measured by the Gross Domestic Product, approximately 48％. Total U. S. energy consumption rose by only 10％ during this time, however, and nonelectric energy use fell six percent.

[3]The relationship between electricity demand and U. S. economic growth — measured by GDP— is not fixed or static, but fluctuates. Before 1973, electricity growth was much higher than that in GDP. Between 1960 and 1972, demand increased by seven percent annually, on average — nearly twice the growth rate in constant dollar GDP during this period. Electricity demand from 1973 to 1991 went up about 61％; over this same period, GDP rose about 48％.

Electricity is called upon increasingly to do many of the jobs once done by coal, oil, and natural gas, as homes and businesses continue switching from burning fuels directly. The average household increased electricity use by 65％ from 1973 to 1992, while the average commercial business utilized 97％ more electricity by 1992.

Two major factors are responsible for this growth. In both sectors, the amount of customers has increased. Over this period, for example, residential electricity consumers rose by about 41％and amount of commercial users by approximately 45％. In addition, customers in both sectors are using more electricity than they did in 1973. In the residential sector, this can be attributed to an increase in electrical appliances, especially new items like microwave ovens.

Practice Test 3

Wheat yield in Europe is highly sensitive to natural variability in temperature and rainfall. In these simulations, climate change alone by 2050 results in significant increases in yield under both scenarios only in three northern European countries. But adding estimated effects of higher CO2
 concentrations on plant growth increases the yields considerably, with yield increases now being significant in all of the ten countries included in the study. [1]Whether such increases due to higher CO2
 concentration would actually be realized is uncertain, because of problems in extrapolating from idealized laboratory and modeling results to field conditions.

The clear message of this work is that greater efforts are needed to take account of the "noise" of natural climate variability when considering the "signal" of climate change. In particular, care must be taken in interpreting the results of impact assessments, especially those which use climate simulations over short periods only.

Much more remains to be done. For example, the use of simulated monthly climate data by Hulme et al., even when interpolated to daily data by statistical methods, leaves open the possibility of systematic changes in day-to-day variability and extremes due to climate change. These could well dominate the effects of climate change on both river flow and wheat yield. Taking them into account will require the analysis of daily output from the climate models, especially at fine spatial resolution.

[2]More importantly, in understanding the message from Hulme et al., we need to distinguish between confidence levels used for the detectability of simulated or real impacts due to climate change, and those needed to decide if the information about possible future impacts is useful for decision-makers. Detectability, used as evidence of climate change, arguably requires a high level of confidence, say, at the 95％ or 99％ level. On the other hand, if we take it as a given that climate change is occurring, and we are seeking useful advice as to what the consequences might be, a lower level of confidence may suffice.

[3]Studies of the length of a data set necessary to detect a real change in the mean against a background of variability, for example for detection of trends in total ozone or river flow, indicate that even if the change is real, it may need to have happened for decades before it can be shown statistically to have occurred. In cases such as estimation of flood frequency and of the occurrence of moisture stress in crops, what is needed to identify future "dangerous" levels of climate change, or to plan adaptation measures, is an estimate of changes in the probability of such effects before they happen.

Paintings are static. The uniqueness of the experience of looking at a painting repeatedly—over a period of days or years—is that, in the midst of flux, the image remains changeless. Of course the significance of the image may change, as a result of either historical or personal developments, but what is depicted is unchanging: the same milk flowing from the same jug, the waves on the sea with exactly the same formation unbroken, the smile and the face which have not altered.

One might be tempted to say that paintings preserve a moment. Yet on reflection this is obviously untrue. For the moment of a painting, unlike a moment photographed, never existed as such. And so a painting cannot be said to preserve it.

If a painting "stops" time, it is not, like a photograph, preserving a moment of the past from the supersession of succeeding moments. I am thinking of the image within the frame, the scene which is depicted. Clearly if one considers an artist's life-work or the history of art, one is treating paintings as being, partly, records of the past, evidence of what has been. Yet this historical view, whether used within a Marxist or idealist tradition, has prevented most art experts from considering—or even noticing—the problem of how time exists (or does not) within painting.

In early Renaissance art, in paintings from non-European cultures, in certain modern works, the image implies a passage of time. Looking at it, the spectator sees before, during and after. The Chinese sage takes a walk from one tree to another, the carriage runs over the child, the nude descends the staircase. And this of course has been analyzed and commented upon. Yet the ensuing image is still static whilst referring to the dynamic world beyond its edges, and this poses the problem of what is the meaning of that strange contrast between static and dynamic. Strange because it is both so flagrant and so taken for granted.

Painters themselves practise a partial answer, even if it remains unformulated in words. When is a painting finished? Not when it finally corresponds to something already existing—like the second shoe of a pair—but when the foreseen ideal moment of it being looked at is filled as the painter feels or calculates it should be filled. The long or short process of painting a picture is the process of constructing the future moments when it will be looked at. In reality, despite the painter's ideal, these moments cannot be entirely determined. They can never be entirely filled by the painting. Nevertheless the painting is entirely addressed to these moments.

Whether the painter is a hack or a master makes no difference to the "address" of the painting. The difference is in what a painting delivers; in how closely the moment of its being looked at, as foreseen by the painter, corresponds to the interests of the actual moments of its being looked at later by other people, when the circumstances surrounding its production (patronage, fashion, ideology) have changed.

Culture cannot be simply a matter of politics, of course. [1]Politics, after all, is concerned with influencing the institutions of the state and these are of limited use in affecting the culture. Not even the totalitarian state has been able to achieve the cultural goals it set itself; the democratic state is an even less likely agent of cultural change, and indeed, in the American tradition of democracy, it should not aim to be that. Given the importance of highly organized pressure groups, especially in the primary process, the captivity of the Democratic party to the culture of "the sixties" has been massive. The Republican picture is hardly more encouraging. An increasingly vocal segment of that party's constituency has taken radically anti-"progressive" positions on the cultural issues. And again, these groups have had an influence far beyond their numerical strength because of their strategic role in the mechanics of elections, especially on the primary level. [5]Consequently, individuals taking less than "politically correct" positions, as defined by the respective orthodoxies, have found themselves to be pariahs in either party. It is safe to assume that both Democratic and Republican leaders have catered to these polarized groupings in a more or less cynical manner. Text 2

[1]Gibbons's categories are the following: The predatory gang delinquent is the type of youth that fits the stereotyped image of the gang delinquent. He makes his primary association with the gang and is regularly involved in violent delinquent behavior that will show him to be "cool" or "tough". This individual is antisocial and hostile toward society.

The conflict gang delinquent identifies with a gang and may join in street fights: "rumbles", or "bopping". Typically, however, his association is less well defined. He is cynical about society rather than hostile, and his commitment to the gang varies.

The casual gang delinquent is less committed to the gang. [2]His association with the gang is loose, and although he joins in gang activities, his participation is primarily for "kicks". Mostly, this youth sees himself as a nondelinquent, has aspirations of getting an education or at least a well-paying job. His parents are typically blue-collar workers who are themselves law abiding and interested in his welfare. Further, his gang "membership" may not be totally of his own choosing.

The casual delinquent, nongang member is what has been termed the "hidden delinquent". His delinquent behavior is intermittent, but he is seldom in trouble with the police. Neither he nor adults think of him as delinquent. [3] He is generally committed, in the long run, to the goals of society and describes his delinquent behavior as "having fun".

The auto-theft joyrider steals cars for joyriding and not for profit. This adolescent typically engages in delinquent behavior in a casual, nonplanned fashion. Like the casual delinquent he usually comes from a middle-class family who gives him close supervision and discipline. He does not see himself as delinquent; however, he likes to think of himself as tough.

The heroin user thinks of himself more as a drug user than a delinquent. His motives for delinquent behavior are to support his habit. He feels harassed by society and typically rejects it.

The overly aggressive delinquent is not a member of a gang. He is a loner who engages in seemingly irrational senseless assaults on others. His behavior is sometimes described as sociopathic.

[1]The goal of artificial intelligence is to demonstrate that man is all surface, that there is nothing dark or mysterious in the human condition, nothing that cannot be lit by the even light of operational analysis. Like any program, an artificial intelligence program is a set of instructions to manipulate symbolic data: every symbol and every instruction is as clearly defined and accessible as the next. There are no shades or degrees, and nothing can remain undefined. [2] A dislike of mystery is ingrained in every programmer by hard experience; for every one has spent untold hours "debugging" his programs, tracking down subtle errors that have crept into his commands as he wrote or copied them. Unexplained or unknown lines of code do not add variety or give his work a pleasantly unpredictable turn; they simply mean failure to perform. It is no surprise, then, that Minsky claims: "It may be so with man, as with machine, that, when we understand finally the structure and program, the feeling of mystery (and self-approbation) will weaken."…To put it another way, the symbolic logic by which the machine functions demands total unidimensional understanding. The goal of logicians at least since Leibniz has been to shine the light of mathematical reason upon the widest possible area of human experience. [3]Artificial intelligence programmers have pursued that end further than even Leibniz envisioned, for they even devise algorithms to imitate human paranoia, thus reducing the irrational to a set of machine instructions.

In his own way, computer man retains and even extends the Faustian tendency to analyze. Yet the goal of Faustian analysis was to understand, to "get to the bottom" of a problem; it divided an issue painstakingly into parts in order to build a clear picture of the interrelations. Turing's man analyzes not primarily to understand but to act. A computer program is not a static description but a series of instructions. This we have seen all along—a program is a logical theorem that proves itself by its execution. The computer gives mathematical and verbal symbols a life of their own, sets them dancing to a prearranged tune, and the programmer is never sure that the tune is correct until he can witness the dance. For Turing's man, knowledge is a process, a skill. A man or a computer knows something only if he or it can produce the right answer when asked the right question. The approach to any problem is still highly analytical but utterly superficial, for depth in the Faustian sense adds nothing to a program's operational success. [4] Electronic man creates convenient hierarchies of action by dividing tasks into subtasks, routines into subroutines. The end is reached when the "subproblems" become trivial manipulations of data that are clear at a glance. [5]In this way, all complexity is drained from a problem, and mystery and depth vanish, defined out of existence by the programmer's operational cast of thought.

We do a lot of collective thinking, probably more than any other social species, although it goes on in something like secrecy. More private funding does not just bring more money into European health services. It also gives consumers more choice. In Germany, for instance, where employees must join a health-insurance scheme, they have 500 to choose from. Funds compete both on price and on the range of benefits offered. Some half a million people switch funds every year. That's a common pattern around Europe. And, across Europe, people spend more money buying health care direct than through insurance schemes. That means they are choosing their doctor and their hospital as they would choose their hairdresser. And the more people have the ability to choose the health care they want, the more responsive the country's system will be to their demands.

[1]The idea that the main problem with British public services is underfunding stemming from low taxation does not stand much scrutiny when it comes to education, either. The Netherlands spent 4.6％ of GDP on education in 1998, while Britain spent 4.9％. Yet it is undesirable that the Dutch get better results. In 1999 only 10％ of Dutch adults had difficulty reading and writing, compared with 23％ in Britain. In the Netherlands, 65％ of school pupils are educated in schools run by private foundations, which control their own admissions systems.

Germany—which does spend about 20％ more per secondary-school pupil than Britain—provides another example of the successful use of local autonomy and streaming. Regional governments run their own education systems, which are even more rigidly streamed than those in the Netherlands. Germany offers four levels of state school with differing curricula tailored to the academic abilities of the pupils. Nick Clegg, a Liberal Democrat member of the European Parliament who is conducting a comparative study of public services in Britain and continental Europe, comments that: "[2] There is a degree of selection and autonomy in most mainland European educational systems which the centralizing Thatcher, Major and Blair governments could never tolerate."

Unfortunately, even "pro-European" political parties in Britain appear not to have noticed all this. For the moment, Mr. Clegg's own Liberal Democrats seem to be sticking to the notion that it is spending levels, rather than structures, that set the British education and health systems apart from the rest of Europe. The Labour government is tiptoeing around the notions of selective education and greater private sector involvement in health care—but it seems to have got stuck on the notion of private-sector management, when the bigger issues concern funding and the provision of services, as well, most critically, as the extent of consumer choice.

Stephen Pollard of the Centre for the New Europe, who wrote a book on public policy with Andrew Adonis, the new head of Tony Blair's policy unit, says that Britain is not yet ready for a fundamental debate on health provision, but that the government's current spending splurge means that "for the first time ever, people who always said the problem with the NHS is that we don't spend enough money on it are going to find out if it's true". And when it turns out not to be, then maybe Britain can really talk about reform.

Practice Test 3

Oceanographers are slowly accepting the notion of a catastrophic refilling. "I think they're probably right about the flood," says oceanographer Michael Arthur of Pennsylvania State University in University Park. But Ryan and Pitman go far beyond that, proposing that the flood also fostered the spread of agriculture across Neolithic Europe. By 9000 years ago, farming—both cultivation grains and raising livestock—had originated in southwestern Asia; by 8000 years ago, it had spread to Greece and into the Balkans, including Romania and Bulgaria. Farming stayed in this region for some centuries, then surged across eastern Europe and into central Europe east of the Rhine River at about the same time as the flood, Bailey notes. Archaeologists debate whether the migration of people or the passing of seeds and animals from neighbor to neighbor drove the dispersion of farming. Pitman and Ryan argue for mass migration.

"We would say this flood caused a diaspora," says Pitman. [1]The timing is right, he says, to have driven Neolithic farmers up the rich river valleys into central Europe, as well as Egypt and southern Mesopotamia, where a new and distinctive farming culture appears at about that time. In the Mesopotamian kingdoms, the shaken immigrants' tales might have grown into the Sumerian flood myth and eventually evolved into the biblical flood, he suggests.

Others aren't so sure that the Black Sea flood was behind agriculture's spread. Arthur, for one, argues that the timing may be off. [2] He notes that Pitman and Ryan date the flood to the same radiocarbon age as the first sediments laid down after the flooding, which were black and organic rich and therefore formed in conditions lacking oxygen. But Arthur thinks that the flooding may in fact have occurred 2000 years earlier. According to his geochemical model, that's how long it would take to remove all the oxygen from the dense, salty water that flowed into the deep Black Sea. If so, the flood would have been too early to account for the arrival of new farmers in Europe.

Archaeologists also remain reluctant to link the flood to major upheavals in human history. [3]One of them, Peter Bogucki of Princeton University, says he is "fascinated" by what Pitman and Ryan are doing, but without any direct evidence that its effects cascaded throughout Europe, he is "not ready to see the flood as the trigger for massive, continental-scale change…The spread of agriculture was a very complicated event."

As for the flood myths, no one will ever be certain of their origins, concedes Pitman. But researchers can hope to refine the crucial timing of the flood and its putative effects. More date on just when and where the practice of farming spread may help prove—or disprove—this flood story.

It often seems that the world is getting noisier these days: in Japan, which may be a model of our future, cars and buses have voices, doors and elevators speak. The answering machine talks to us, and for us, somewhere above the din of the TV; the Walkman preserves a public silence but ensures that we need never "in the bathtub, on a mountaintop, even at our desks" be without the clangor of the world. White noise becomes the aural equivalent of the clash of images, the nonstop blast of fragments that increasingly agitates our minds. As Ben Okri, the young Nigerian novelist, puts it, "When chaos is the god of an era, clamorous music is the deity's chief instrument."

There is, of course, a place for noise, as there is for daily lives. There is a place for roaring, for the shouting exultation of a baseball game, for hymns and spoken prayers, for orchestras and cries of pleasure. Silence, like all the best things, is best appreciated in its absence: if noise is the signature tune of the world, silence is the music of the other world, the closest thing we know to the harmony of the spheres. But the greatest charm of noise is when it ceases. In silence, suddenly it seems as if all the windows of the world are thrown open and everything is as clear as on a morning after rain. Silence, ideally, hums. It charges the air. In some places, where the silence has a tragic cause, it is still quickened by the fluttering of prayer flags, the tolling of temple bells, the roar of wind across the plains, the memory of chant.

Silence, then, could be said to be the ultimate province of trust: it is the place where we trust ourselves to be alone; where we trust others to understand the things we do not say; where we trust a higher harmony to assert itself. We all know how treacherous are words, and how often we use them to paper over embarrassment, or emptiness, or fear of the larger spaces that silence brings. "Words, words, words" commit us to positions we do not really hold, the imperatives of chatter; words are what we use for lies, false promises and gossip. We babble with strangers; with intimates we can be silent. We "make conversation" when we are at a loss; we unmake it when we are alone, or with those so close to us that we can afford to be alone with them. In love, we are speechless; in awe, we say, words fail us.

Text 2

Together, wind and water create a variable terrain of chop, swells, and waves as we attempt to glide smoothly across the water. Between the driving forces of the wind and the changing surface of the water is your knee joint, which acts as both shock absorber and steering linkage between your body and your board.

The knee joint is composed of three bones held together by a ligament complex to form a hinge-type joint. The femur, the bone of the thigh, moves against the surface of the tibia, the long bone of the calf. The patella, or knee cap, a round bone that glides over the front of the femur.

The knee joint is stabilized by ligaments, which attach bones together. [1] The anterior cruciate ligament (ACL) prevents the tibia from sliding forward of the femur, while the posterior cruciate ligament (PCL) prevents the tibia from sliding backward as the knee bends. The medial collateral and lateral collateral ligaments (MCL and LCL) attach to the sides of the femur and tibia and prevent the knee from collapsing sideways.

[2] Around the edge of the tibial plateau is the meniscus, a ring of tissue that helps the femur track smoothly when the knee bends. The muscles moving the knee are the thigh quadriceps, which extend or straighten the knee, and the hamstrings, which flex or bend the knee. A stable knee requires intact ligaments, menisci, and strong muscles.

Injury to the knee occurs when any of its structures is overstressed or damaged. Early signs of injury include swelling of the knee, and pain with motion. More severe injuries demonstrate gross instability of the joint and severe pain. Most often, injury to the meniscus occurs when it is crushed between the femur and tibia during a sudden twist. Excessive inward stress can result in a MCL tear and, with subsequent loss of support, a possible ACL tear. Partially torn ligaments can heal with proper therapy, but complete tears and gross joint instability will most likely require surgical repair.

[3] Luckily, not all knee injuries are as dramatic. Often, over-stressing the knee results in a low-grade ligament sprain that resolves after several days of rest. Occasionally, the patella will be bruised during a fall and be painful for a short time. As a general rule, any swelling or feeling of instability is a sign of serious damage and should receive medical attention.

Avoid a knee injury by being physically prepared. Ligaments cannot be strengthened by exercise, so strong muscles are needed to stabilize the knee. [4] An exercise simulating wind-surfing is to place your back against a wall and gently lower yourself into a partially seated position. Holding this position will strengthen your quadriceps and will help build muscle endurance.

The other day an acquaintance of mine, a gregarious and charming man, told me he had found himself unexpectedly alone in New York for an hour or two between appointments. He went to the Whiney and spent the "empty" time looking at things in solitary bliss, For him it proved to be a shock nearly as great as falling in love to discover that he could enjoy himself so much alone.

What had he been afraid of, I asked myself? That, suddenly alone, he would discover that he bored himself, or that there was, quite simply, oneself there to meet? [1] But having taken the plunge, he is now on the brink of adventure; he is about to be launched into his own inner space, space as immense, unexplored, and sometimes frightening as outer space to the astronaut. His every perception will come to him with a new freshness and, for a time, seem startlingly original. For anyone who can see things for himself with a naked eye becomes, for a moment or two, something of a genius. With another human being present vision becomes double vision, inevitably. We are busy wondering, what does my companion see or think of this, and what do I think of it? The original impact gets lost, or diffused.

"Music I heard with you was more than music." Exactly. And therefore music itself can only be heard alone. "Solitude is the salt of personhood. It brings out the authentic flavor of every experience."

[2] "Alone one is never lonely: the spirit adventures, walking in a quiet garden, in a cool house, abiding single there."

Loneliness is most acutely felt with other people, for with others, even with a lover sometimes, we suffer from our differences of taste, temperament, and mood. [3] Human intercourse often demands that we soften the edge of perception, or withdraw at the very instant of personal truth for fear of hurting, or of being inappropriately present, which is to say naked, in a social situation. Alone we can afford to be wholly whatever we are, and to feel whatever we feel absolutely. That is a great luxury!

Why should we live with such hurry and waste of life? We are determined to be starved before we are hungry. Men say that a stitch in time saves nine, and so they take a thousand stitches today to save nine tomorrow. As for work, we haven't any of any consequence. We have the Saint Vitus' dance, and cannot possibly keep our heads still. [1] If I should only give a few pulls at the parish bell-rope, as for a fire, that is, without setting the bell, there is hardly a man on his farm in the outskirts of Concord, notwithstanding that press of engagements which was his excuse so many times this morning, nor a boy, nor a woman, I might almost say, but would forsake all and follow that sound, not mainly to save property from the flames, but, if we will confess the truth, much more to see it burn, since burn it must, and we, be it known, did not set it on fire—or to see it put out, and have a hand in it, if that is done as handsomely; yes, even if it were the parish church itself. [2] Hardly a man takes a half-hour's nap after dinner, but when he wakes he holds up his head and asks, "What's the news?" as if the rest of mankind had stood his sentinels. Some give directions to be waked every half-hour, doubtless for no other purpose; and then, to pay for it, they tell what they have dreamed. After a night's sleep the news is as indispensable as the breakfast. [3] "Pray tell me anything new that has happened to a man anywhere on this globe" — and he reads it over his coffee and rolls, that a man has had his eyes gouged out this morning on the Wachito River; never dreaming the while that he lives in the dark unfathomed mammoth cave of this world, and has but the rudiment of an eye himself.

For my part, I could easily do without the post-office. I think that there are very few important communications made through it. To speak critically, I never received more than one or two letters in my life—I wrote this some years ago—that were worth the postage. And I am sure that I never read any memorable news in a newspaper. He also avoided the appearances of the polemical. He resisted the temptation of giving any forceful and biting descriptions of his contemporaries, as other political memoirs have done. Perhaps he felt that the Anas, the political diaries of his years as secretary of state, were sufficiently full and mordant on the character of his other colleagues, and that he could leave it at that in his more mellow years.

One notes also the emphasis and fore-shortenings. Jefferson's father is discussed at length, his mother almost not at all; he dwells on his Revolutionary struggles and his legislative achievements in Virginia but says almost nothing about his tenure as governor, which was scarcely a glorious one. There are some good insights into the theory and dynamics of the American Revolution, [2] Jefferson is aware of the role of the young Virginia vanguard in trying to push their older establishment colleagues to "the point of forwardness and zeal which the times required".

Yet, despite these comments on America, Jefferson reserved his major attention for the events he witnessed in Europe during his years as American emissary, especially a detailed account of the coming of the French Revolution. To the end of his life Jefferson was obsessed, not with the Revolution he helped make and understood pretty well, but with the one he had no hand in making, except for his contacts with the marginal group of liberal aristocrats, whom history quickly bypassed.

"Five years ago, research was almost a dirty word in development aid circles," says Barend Mons, a senior adviser to the Dutch research organization NWO. Today, however, research is no longer considered "a luxury toy for rich countries", but a fundamental component of economic success in all countries.

The change represents a major shift in European attitudes towards Third World aid in the past few years. Research has been a significant beneficiary. In June 1997, the European Union's Council of Development Ministers passed a resolution acknowledging the potentially important role of research and technology in achieving the objectives of the EU's development policy. It stressed the strategic role that research could play in enhancing sustainable development".

This has committed the European Commission, the EU's executive arm, to finding new ways of boosting the amount of research it supports in developing countries—and ensuring that support is effective. Until relatively recently, most of this support took the form of researcher-initiated projects within the five-year Framework research programs. [1] The rest was provided through separate development aid programs designed in collaboration with the governments of recipient countries. [2] But a review of this strategy in 1997 revealed a lack of synergy between the two arms, and noted that scientists from the South were frequently junior, rather than equal, partners in research projects. The review also pointed out that research, particularly that funded with development aid money, tended to focus on short-term technical fixes, rather than helping developing countries to increase their self-sufficiency by building up local research capacity.

The underlying problem, according to the commission, had been the lack of political support for research in sustainable development. But many European politicians now accept that research is a necessity if developing countries are to be helped to solve their problems.

A small office has recently been established in the commission's development directorate to promote this new philosophy. One model being used is the so-called "fisheries initiative", a programme set up by the development and research directorates in the early 1990s to address in a coordinated way the problem of diminishing fishing resources in the Third World.

The programme has a strong research component and each project it supports has to include partners from the EU and the South on an equal footing. It must also help build research capacity in the South. "We have practical research tools to develop agriculture technology," says Mons. [3] "But we must make sure that management tools are in place to allow research-based developments to become general practice."

The most effective way I know to improve your writing is to do freewriting exercises regularly. At least three times a week. They are sometimes called "automatic writing", "babbling", or "jabbering" exercises. The idea is simply to write for ten minutes (later on, perhaps fifteen or twenty). Don't stop for anything. Go quickly without rushing. Never stop to look back, to cross something out, to wonder how to spell something, to wonder what word or thought to use, or to think about what you are doing. [1] If you can't think of a word or a spelling, just use a squiggle or else write, "I can't think of it." Just put down something. The easiest thing is just to put down whatever is in your mind. If you get stuck it's fine to write "I can't think what to say, I can't think what to say" as many times as you want; or repeat the last word you wrote over and over again; or anything else. The only requirement is that you never stop.

What happens to a freewriting exercise is important. It must be a piece of writing which, even if someone reads, it doesn't send any ripples back to you. It is like writing something and putting it in a bottle in the sea. The teacherless class helps your writing by providing maximum feedback. Freewritings help you by providing no feedback at all. When I assign one, I invite the writer to let me read it. But also tell him to keep it if he prefers. I read it quickly and make no comments at all and I do not speak with him about it. [2] The main thing is that a freewriting must never be evaluated in any way; in fact there must be no discussion or comment at all.

Freewriting may seem crazy but actually it makes simple sense. Think of the difference between speaking and writing. Writing has the advantage of permitting more editing. But that's its downfall too. [3] Almost everybody interposes a massive and complicated series of editings between the time words start to be born into consciousness and when they finally come of the end of the pencil or typewriter onto the page. This is partly because schooling makes us obsessed with the "mistakes" we make in writing. Many people are constantly thinking about spelling and grammar as they try to write. I am always thinking about the awkwardness, wordiness, and general mushiness of my natural verbal product as I try to write down words.

There are stars that pulsate endlessly in a great cosmic breathing; and others that, having consumed their fuel, expand and redden until they swallow up their planets, if they have any (and someday billions of years from now, our sun will expand and the earth will become crisp and sere and vaporize into a gas of iron and rock with no sign of the life it once bore). And some stars explode in a vast cataclysm whose ferocious blast of cosmic rays, hurrying outward at nearly the speed of light, reaches across thousands of light years to touch the earth and supply some of the driving force of evolution through mutations.

Those paltry few stars we see as we look up in perfect silence (some 2500 or more on even the darkest and clearest night) are joined by a vast horde we don't see, up to as many as three hundred billion to form an enormous pinwheel in space. This pinwheel, the Milky Way galaxy stretches so widely that it takes light, moving at 186,282 miles each second, a hundred thousand years to cross it from end to end; and it rotates about its center in a vast and stately turn that takes two hundred million years to complete—and the sun and the earth and we ourselves all make that turn.

Beyond our Milky Way galaxy are others, a score or so of them bound to our own in a cluster of galaxies, most of them small, with no more than a few billion stars in each; but with one at least, the Andromeda galaxy, twice as large as our own.

Beyond our own cluster, other galaxies and other clusters exist; some clusters made up of thousands of galaxies. They stretch outward and outward as far as our best telescopes can see, with no visible sign of an end—perhaps a hundred billion of them in all.

And in more and more of those galaxies we are becoming aware of violence at the centers—of great explosions and outpourings of radiation, marking the death of perhaps millions of stars. Even at the center of our own galaxy there is incredible violence masked from our own solar system far in the outskirts by enormous clouds of dust and gas that lie between us and the heaving center.

Some galactic centers are so bright that they can be seen from distances of billions of light-years, distances from which the galaxies themselves cannot be seen and only the bright starlike centers of ravening energy show up—as quasars. Some of these have been detected from more than ten billion light-years away. All these galaxies are hurrying outward from each other in a vast universal expansion that began fifteen billion years ago, when all the matter in the universe was in a tiny sphere that exploded in the hugest conceivable shatter to form the galaxies.

Text 1

Gore Mountain, in the central Adirondacks, is best known for its ski slopes, but on its north side is an open pit that has made the peak world famous for garnets. This was the Barto mine, which yielded more of the burgundy-colored mineral than any other in the world. Garnet is common throughout the Adirondacks, whose rocks were once baked at high temperatures and subjected to crushing pressures miles below the surface. For some reason the garnet crystals in Gore Mountain grew to the size of cabbages; some reached three feet in diameter. The process may have taken millions of years, as minerals in the surrounding rock dissolved and their atoms recrystallized as metamorphic garnet. [1] Water, which facilitates this transformation as it percolates through rock, may have played a key role in producing the giant crystals; a fault that borders the Gore deposit may have served as a conduit, bathing the rock with water. [2] Or perhaps the special conditions that initiate crystal growth spawned a limited number of garnets; all the available material then gravitated to these crystals, which grew to enormous size.

In the 1850s, Henry Hudson Barton, a jeweler's apprentice in Boston, learned that the garnets displayed in his employer's store came from a large source of the mineral located in the Adirondack Mountains. Years later, in Philadelphia, he married the daughter of the nation's first sandpaper manufacturer. [3] Knowing the great hardness of garnets, Barton reasoned they might make a better abrasive than the quartz or flint in the sandpaper then available. Exploring in the Adirondacks, he located the garnet source at Gore Mountain and produced the first garnet-coated sandpaper. Tested in several woodworking shops near Philadelphia, it proved to be a superior product, and Barton was soon selling all he could make.

Barton began mining at Gore Mountain in 1878; nine years later he bought the entire mountain from New York State. [4] Miners extracted the large crystals with hammers and chisels, storing the ore on the mountain until winter, when the garnet was sledded down to the railroad at North Creek and shipped to the Barton plant in Philadelphia. In 1983, the Barton Mine Corporation closed its operation at Gore Mountain because of concerns over the stability of a 200-foot-high mine wall. The mine was relocated to Ruby Mountain, about four miles north, where it operates today, selling between 10,000 and 12,000 tons of garnet abrasives annually, more than 90 percent of the world market.

The large crystals from Gore Mountain are crisscrossed with natural fractures, so that there is little unflawed material for cutting gemstones larger than a few carats in size. When crushed, however, Gore Mountain garnet breaks with chisellike edges, making it a better abrasive than other garnets. As garnet paper is used, the tiny grains continue to break with angular edges, continually sharpening the paper. Garnet has a variety of other industrial uses, for example, in etching and grinding glass. And the mineral is added to paint to make nonskid surfaces, such as the orange strips that keep people from slipping on New York subway platforms.

Text 2

Most of us have seen a dog staring at, sometimes snarling at, and approaching a reflection of itself. For most animals, seeing their own image in a mirror acts as a social stimulus. But does the dog recognize itself, or does the reflection simply signal a potential companion or threat? This question is of interest for a number of reasons. Apart from curiosity about the level of animals' understanding, research on self-recognition in animals has several benefits. [1] It provides some insight into the evolutionary significance of this skill of self-recognition and into the level and kinds of cognitive competence that the skill requires. Such research also indicates the kinds of learning experiences that determine the development of self-recognition. [2] In addition, work with animals fosters the use of techniques that are not dependent on verbal responses and that may therefore be suitable for use with preverbal children.

The evidence indicates that dogs and almost all other nonhumans do not recognize themselves. In a series of clever experiments, however, Gallup has shown that the chimpanzee does have this capacity. Gallup exposed chimpanzees in a small cage to a full-length mirror for ten consecutive days. It was observed that over this period of time the number of self-directed responses increased. [3] These behaviors included grooming parts of the body while watching the results, guiding fingers in the mirror, and picking at teeth with the aid of the mirror. Describing one chimp, Gallup said, "Marge used the mirror to play with and inspect the bottom of her feet; she also looked at herself upside down in the mirror while suspended by her feet from the top of the cage;… she was also observed to stuff celery leaves up her nose using the mirror for purposes of visually guiding the stems into each nostril."

Then the researchers devised a further test of self-recognition. The chimps were anesthetized and marks were placed over their eyebrows and behind their ears, areas the chimps could not directly observe. The mirror was temporarily removed from the cage, and baseline data regarding their attempts to touch these areas were recorded. The data clearly suggest that chimps do recognize themselves, or are selfaware, for their attempts to touch the marks increased when they viewed themselves. [4] Citing further evidence for this argument, Gallup noted that chimpanzees with no prior mirror experience did not direct behavior to the marks when they were first exposed to the mirror; that is, the other chimpanzees appeared to have remembered what they looked like and to have responded to the marks because they noticed changes in their appearance.

No matter what our work is, we all have to face that choice —in my field no less than in others. There may not be a more important field for the dissemination of values in our country than the entire communications industry—most strikingly, television. [1] Networks are very sensitive to that fact, and they employ dozens of censors to prevent all of us from using language on television that an eight year old might have to explain to his parents. [2] But the point that censors miss, I think, is that it is not so much what we say that teaches as what we don't say. Even programs that attempt to make a moral point don't always make the point that they intended to. Because when we sense we are being sold something, we automatically defend ourselves against it. I think it may be the unspoken assumptions that mold an audience.

Look at the way, for instance, that violence is treated on television. It is not only the quantity that offends. There probably is no more violence on television than there is in a Shakespearean tragedy. But on television you find unfelt violence and in Shakespeare you tend to find felt violence. In Shakespeare the characters react with a human response: They fear, they hurt, they mourn. [3] Most of the time on television, violence is dealt with by sweeping it under the rug as fast as possible and by having people go on about their business as if nothing had happened. (If I can't have less violence, I want at least a better grade of violence.) One of the unspoken assumptions is that violence can be tolerated as long as you ignore it and have no reaction to it. But that seems to me to be dangerously close to psychopathic behavior. [4] I wonder if there is any connection between the long acceptance by our people of the Vietnam War and the thousands and thousands of deaths that we have seen on television over the years that were never mourned, never even paused for except to sell shampoo for sixty seconds.

Maybe our greatest problem is that we have two separate sets of value systems that we use—the one we talk about and the one we live by. We seem to place a very high value on fairness and on human concerns. And yet we still have widespread discrimination based on race, sex and religion. You still don't find Jews, blacks or other minorities in any significant numbers in decision-making positions in the banking industry, for instance. You think that's an accident? I think somebody put a value on that. And you don't find women in any significant numbers in decision-making capacities in any industry. Why? Because we place a higher value on appeasing the fragile male ego than we do on fairness and decency. Maybe what we need is a declaration of interdependence.

Text 4

Most Americans believe that our society of consumption-happy, fun-loving, jet-traveling people creates the greatest happiness for the greatest number. Contrary to this view, I believe that our present way of life leads to increasing anxiety, helplessness and, eventually, to the disintegration of our culture. [1] I refuse to identify fun with pleasure, excitement with joy, business with happiness, or the faceless, buck-passing "organization man" with an independent individual.

From this critical view our rates of alcoholism, suicide and divorce, as well as juvenile delinquency, gang rule, acts of violence and indifference to life, are characteristic symptoms of our "pathology of normalcy". It may be argued that all these pathological phenomena exist because we have not yet reached our aim, that of an affluent society. It is true, we are still far from being an affluent society. But the material progress made in the last decades allows us to hope that our system might eventually produce a materially affluent society. Yet will we be happier then? The example of Sweden, one of the most prosperous, democratic and peaceful European countries, is not very encouraging: Sweden, as is often pointed out, in spite of all its material security has among the highest alcoholism and suicide rates in Europe, while a much poorer country like Ireland ranks among the lowest in these respects. [2] Could it be that our dream that material welfare per se leads to happiness is just a pipe dream?

[3] Certainly the humanist thinkers of the eighteenth and nineteenth centuries, who are our ideological ancestors, thought that the goal of life was the full unfolding of a person's potentialities; what mattered to them was the person who is much, not the one who has much or uses much. For them economic production was a means to the unfolding of man, not an end. [4] It seems that today the means have become ends, that not only "God is dead", as Nietzsche said in the nineteenth century, but also man is dead; that what is alive are the organizations, the machines; and that man has become their slave rather than being their master.

Each society creates its own type of personality by its way of bringing up children in the family, by its system of education, by its effective values (that is those values that are rewarded rather than only preached). Every society creates the type of "social character" which is needed for its proper functioning. It forms men who want to do what they have to do. What kind of men does our large-scale, bureaucratized industrialism need?

It needs men who cooperate smoothly in large groups, who want to consume more and more, and whose tastes are standardized and can be easily influenced and anticipated. [5] It needs men who feel free and independent, yet who are willing to be commanded, to do what is expected, to fit into the social machine without friction; men who can be guided without force, led without leaders, prompted without an aim except the aim to be on the move, to function, to go ahead.

Practice Test 3

A dispute over proposed commercial development at the foot of Mount Hopkins in southern Arizona threatens to end years of peaceful coexistence between astronomers and land developers in the state.

Astronomers have opposed the project, fearing that light pollution will degrade viewing conditions at the Whipple Observatory, the Multiple Mirror Telescope (MMT) and other facilities in the mountain.

Fairfield Homes, a developer based in Green Valley, Arizona, wants to expand plans for low-density housing to include commercial development. It has threatened astronomers with a lawsuit if they continue to speak out against the project. Fairfield's application for commercial development on the 5200-acre Canoa Ranch site 20 miles south of Tucson was scheduled to go before a local board of supervisors at a public hearing this week.

[1] In a letter sent two days before Christmas, Frank Cassidy, an attorney for Fairfield, accused astronomers from the Whipple Observatory and other institutions of lobbying against the project "under the guise of providing scientific information".

[2] Cassidy claimed that, because the Smithsonian Institution observatories are publicly owned, interfering with Fairfield's $ 900 million development could amount to a government "taking" of private property, for which opponents of the project would be liable.

Cassidy's letter threatened the institutions as well as individuals—including Robert Firshner of the Harvard-Smithsonian Center for Astrophysics and MMT observatory director Craig Foltz—with "appropriate legal action" unless they stopped their "lobbying" against the Canoa Ranoa Ranch application. His estimates were in some cases six to seven times higher than the developer's, based on different assumptions about the types and amount of commercial lots that would produce.

Frank Thomson, a planning consultant to Fairfield, says his client is sensitive to astronomers' worries, and is committed to producing no more light pollution than would result from the already approved plan for 1200 homes. But Luginbuhl and other astronomers say verbal promises count for little. The plans could change, or Fairfield could for development to someone is different ideas.

The commonest question asked of historians by laymen is whether history serves a purpose. Is it useful? Can we learn from the lessons of history?

When people want history to be utilitarian and teach us lessons, that means they also want to be sure that it meets scientific standards. This, in my opinion, it cannot do, for reasons which I will come to in a moment. To practice history as a science is sociology, an altogether different discipline which I personally find antipathetic—although I suppose the sociologists would consider that my deficiency rather than theirs. The sociologists plod along with their noses to the ground assembling masses of statistics in order to arrive at some obvious conclusion which a reasonable perceptive historian, not to mention a large part of the general public, knows anyway, simply from observation—that social mobility is increasing, for instance, or that women have different problems from men. One wishes they would just cut loose someday, lift up their heads, and look at the world around them.

If history were a science, we should be able to get a grip on her, learn her ways, establish her patterns, know what will happen tomorrow. Why is it that we cannot? The answer lies in what I call the Unknowable Variable—namely, man. Human beings are always and finally the subject of history. History is the record of human behavior, the most fascinating subject of all, but illogical and so crammed with an unlimited number of variables that it is not susceptible of the scientific method nor of systematizing.

I say this bravely, even in the midst of the electronic age when computers are already chewing at the skirts of history in the process called Quantification. Applied to history, quantification, I believe, has its limits. It depends on a method called "data manipulation", which means that the facts, or data, of the historical past—that is, of human behavior—are manipulated into named categories so that they can be programmed into computers. Out comes—hopefully—a pattern. I can only tell you that for history "data manipulation" is a built-in invalidator, because to the degree that you manipulate your data to suit some extraneous requirement, in this case the requirements of the machine, to that degree your results will be suspect—and run the risk of being invalid. Everything depends on the naming of the categories and the assigning of facts to them, and this depends on the quantifier's individual judgment at the very base of the process. The categories are not revealed doctrine, nor are the results for scientific truth.

It's been more than a year since I went berserk in a movie house for the first time.

It was at a new Cineplex Odeon theater in Washington. Cineplex Odeon is a huge Canadian chain that is famous for: good projection (a rarity in these drear times), good popcorn (ditto), and high prices ($ 7 at this theater).

I had plunked down my money, bought my popcorn and settled down to wait for the movie. The lights went down and the ads began. Ads for cars, soft drinks, cereal. Television ads at the movie theater! I was stunned. I'd been in small towns where they ran off a few ads before the show for the local hardware store and such—but never at a forest-run movie theater that was charging seven bucks.

So I did what any normal, sane person would do in that situation. I stood up and began to yell rude things at the screen, while throwing popcorn at it. The rest of the audience, whom I had expected to join in, looked at me strangely.

[1] Unabashed, I stormed out to the usher and registered my indignation at being charged to have my mind warped. He said he'd pass my comments on.

The other day, I saw the management's response. [2] It was in the form of a quarter-page ad in the business section of The New York Times, drawn in the style of an old movie poster, depicting searchlights crisscrossing the skies over Hollywood. "Cinespot on-screen advertising," it said. "BIGGER than a creative ego! STRONGER than a client's objections! MORE FLEXIBLE than an account executive's convictions!" It was that cute.

The ad went on to claim "Audience recall that's three times higher than TV", "No zipping or zapping," and "A captive audience".

It was, of course, aimed at advertising executives looking for a place to hawk their clients' wares.

I find that beyond tacky. Beneath low, I find it obscene.

It is a violation of the sacred covenant between moviegoer and movie theater-owner. [3] The moviegoer promises not to put his feet on the seats or make noise; the owner promises not to let reality or anything else intrude on the spell cast by the movie.

Movie theaters are, above all else, a place to lose yourself; to forget your troubles; to fleetingly escape your dull, humdrum life in favor of something better, or at least more interesting. [4] The movies' great advantage over television is that power to immerse you in their reality, which has nothing to do with any other reality.

What I find even more distressing than the theater owners' running of the ads is the audience's acceptance of them.

Yet they sat there as docile as laboratory rats while the management made them pay to watch commercials. Whatever happened to outrage? What does it take to make people mad these days?

Did you get that line in the ad — "captive audience"? Who captured us? I don't remember anybody with a spear and saying: "Me Tarzan, you slave."

It's more as though we've turned ourselves in. We've allowed ourselves to become passive consumer machines. Push the right button and we buy uncomplainingly.

Enough of it, I say. I think that the next time you're in a movie theater having paid seven or five bucks for the privilege and they begin showing advertisements, do something about it.

When people treat you cheap it's important to let them know you notice. At least that.

[1] If all goes according to plan, the entire North American continent will become a free trade zone devoid of tariffs, quotas, and other trade barriers some time during the 1990s. This plan is the result of recent agreements and discussions involving the United States and Canada on the one hand and the United States and Mexico on the other.

Canada and the United States are already each other's largest trading partners. In 1986, for example, the U. S. accounted for 71 percent of Canadian merchandise trade (exports plus imports); Canada accounted for 19 percent of U. S. trade. In 1988, a historic document was signed, the Canada-United States Free-Trade Agreement.

In many respects, this event seems a natural consequence of long-standing friendship, common economic interests, and geographic proximity. Nevertheless, it took more than a century to reach agreement. In the mid 1800s, after Great Britain repealed the Corn Laws, Canada proposed bilateral free trade with the United States, and a limited treaty covering natural products only was signed. However, it was abrogated during the Civil War by the United States because of close Canadian-British ties and British support for the Confederacy. After more than a century of fluctuating sentiments on the issue, the 1988 agreement finally eliminates all bilateral tariffs (in stages to be completed by 1998) and all quantitative trade restrictions (immediately). The agreement, it was thought, would particularly boost trade in agricultural products (fruits, vegetables, poultry), mining products (coal and oil), and services (banking, computer, insurance, professional and telecommunications services, plus retail and wholesale trade). Both countries expected net gains between $ 1 and 3 billion per year.

Mexico is the third largest U. S. trading partner, accounting for 5 percent of U. S. exports plus imports (Canada and Japan account for 19 percent each); the U. S. accounts for two-thirds of Mexico's foreign trade.

[2] In 1987, the United States-Mexico Framework Understanding put in place the first procedures ever for consultations regarding trade and investment relations between these two countries. The mechanism was set up to resolve disputes and to negotiate the removal of trade barriers as a supplement to GATT. [3] In early 1991, genuine free trade discussions were set in motion and soon joined by Canada. The goal was the creation of a hemispheric free trade zone reaching from the Yukon to the Yucatan and encompassing a market of over 360 million people.

Analysts foresaw major gains associated with increased specialization and trade. [4] They also predicted major adjustment costs in the United States where low-skill jobs would be lost to thousands of low-wage assembly plants now clustered along the U. S. -Mexican border, while high-skill jobs ranging from architecture to engineering and telecommunications would get a noticeable export boost. Another likely consequence is that the future rise in real wages south of the border would slow the flow of illegal aliens into the United States.

Each of the early articles about television is invariably accompanied by a photograph or illustration showing a family cozily sitting together before the television set. Jenny sat on Mom's lap, Buddy perched on the arm of Dad's chair, Dad with his arm around Mom's shoulder. Who could have guessed that twenty or so years later Mom would be watching a drama in the kitchen, the kids would be looking at cartoons in their room, while Dad would be taking in the ball game in the living room?

Of course television sets were enormously expensive in those early days. [1] The idea that by 1975 more than 60 percent of American families would own two or more sets was preposterous. The splintering of the multiple-set family was something the early writers could not foresee. [2] Nor did anyone imagine the number of hours children would eventually devote to television, the common use of television by parents as a child pacifier, the changes television would effect upon child—rearing methods, the increasing domination of family schedules by children's viewing requirements—in short, the power of the new medium to dominate family life.

After the first years, as children's consumption of the new medium increased, together with parental concern about the possible effects of so much television viewing, a steady refrain helped to soothe and reassure anxious parents. "Television always enters a pattern of influences that already exist; the home, the peer group, the school, the church, and culture generally." Write the authors of an early and influential study of television's effects on children. In other words, if the child's home life is all right, parents need not worry about the effects of all that television watching.

But television does not merely influence the child; it deeply influences that "pattern of influences" that is meant to ameliorate its effects. Home and family life has changed in important ways since the advent of television. [3] The peer group has become television-oriented, and much of the time children spend together is occupied by television viewing. Culture generally has been transformed by television. [4] Therefore it is improper to assign to television the subsidiary role its many apologists (too often members of the television industry) insist it plays. Television is not merely one of a number of important influences upon today's child. Through the changes it has made in family life, television emerges as the important influence in children's lives today.

Television's contribution to family life has been an equivocal one. For while it has, indeed, kept the members of the family from dispersing, it has not served to bring them together. Sleek fighter jets roared and wheeled over the English countryside last week as the world's major aerospace contractors showed off their wares at the biennial Famborough Air Show. But the real dogfight was on the ground, between two huge planes that so far exist only on paper. [1] Europe's Airbus Industries and America's Boeing Co. fired off repeated rounds of press releases, boasts and accusations trying to boost support for their rival versions of a new 550-passenger superjumbo jet to succeed Boeing's venerable 747 as the king of the skies. Though neither machine would fly before the next century, marketing and hype for Airbus' A3XX and Boeing's 747-600X are already at full control. Nonetheless, both investments are risky, and even the fruits of victory are unsure: for all the glamour and prestige of a superjumbo, the market may not be large enough for either planemaker to recoup the development costs. "Somebody could lose a lot of money on this plane," warns Allan Winn, editor of Flight International, a trade publication.

Which doesn't mean there isn't profit to be made as well. [2] While only 7% of new passenger planes sold over the next 20 years will be as big as or bigger than the current 416-seat 747-400, according to Boeing estimates, such aircraft will account for nearly a fifth of the $ 1.1 trillion spent on new equipment. For Airbus, the four-nation European consortium, the lure is especially strong. It desperately needs a big plane to match the 747, which for 26 years has been a lucrative Boeing monopoly.

That do-or-die attitude helps explain Airbus' more daring entry in the superjumbo contest. [3] The 555-passenger A3XX will be a two-deck, twin-aisle behemoth whose smaller upper section alone will be nearly as big as the entire passenger cabin of the A340, currently the largest plane in the Airbus fleet. A later version could be stretched to hold 650 passengers, and Airbus officials claim the plane will be roomy enough for airlines to add a conference room, a mini-gym or even a few sleeping compartments on the lower level if they wish. "We're starting from a clean sheet of paper," says John Leahy, Airbus' senior vice president for sales and marketing.

Boeing's entry looks like a 747, only more so. The 548-passenger 747-600X would keep the same fuselage width but extend it 14 meters, to 85 meters, nearly as long as a minimum-size soccer field. Boeing will team it with a longer-range 460-passenger version, the 747-500X, which will have a range of 16,100 km, 2600 farther than the 747-400. [4] The plane will feature a new, more efficient wing, and engineers will replace the 747's traditional mechanical controls with a computerized fly-by-wire system, pioneered in commercial aircraft by Airbus and used for the first time by Boeing in the hugely popular wide-bodied 777.

Though it is entering the 21st century with an updated 1960s design, Boeing gains a key advantage: it can start delivering the 747-600X by the year 2000, at least three years before the A3XX will be ready. In recent months company salesmen have been pounding the tarmac in Europe, Asia and America, trying to nail down enough firm commitments from major airlines to justify a formal launch of the project. Boeing hopes that by beating its archrival into the air, it will garner enough orders to keep the A3XX, also as yet without a formal go-ahead, stranded on the runway.

Some of the most successful netwriting is produced in computer conferences, where writers compose in a kind of collaborative heat, knocking ideas against one another until they spark. Perhaps the best examples of this are found on the WELL, a Sausalito, California, bulletin board favored by journalists. The caliber of discussion is often so high that several publications—including the New York Times and the Wall Street Journal—have printed excerpts from the WELL.

Curiously what works on the computer networks isn't necessarily what works on paper. Netwriters freely lace their prose with strange acronyms and similes, the little faces constructed with punctuation marks and intended to convey the winks, grins, and grimaces of ordinary conversations. Somehow it all flows together quite smoothly. On the other hand, polished prose copied onto bulletin boards from books and magazines often seems long-winded and phony. [1] Unless they adjust to the new medium, professional writers can come across as self-important blowhards in debates with more nimble networkers. Says Brock Meeks, a Washington-based reporter who covers the online culture for Communications Daily.

"There are a bunch of hacker kids out there who can string a sentence together better than their blue-blooded peers simply because they log on all the time and write, write, write."

There is something inherently democratizing "perhaps even revolutionary" about the technology. Not only has it enfranchised thousands of would-be writers who otherwise might never have taken up the craft, but it has also thrown together classes of people who wouldn't have much direct contact before students, scientists, senior citizens, computer geeks, grassroots (and often blue-collar) bulletin-board enthusiasts, and most recently the working press.

"It's easy to make this stuff look foolish and trivial," says Tor Books Hayden. "After all, a lot of everyone's daily life is foolish and trivial."

But it would be a mistake to dismiss the computer-message boards or to underestimate the effect a lifetime of dashing off E-mail will have on a generation of young writers. The computer networks may not be Brook Farm or the Globe Theatre, but they do represent, for millions of people, a living, breathing life of letters. [2] One suspects that the Bard himself, confronted with the Internet, might have dived right in and never logged off.

Firms will have less market power and more likely will face a competitive cost squeeze that will limit their retained earnings. Moreover, low wage levels in the periphery will tend to lessen the margin for saving. The net effect will be the worsening of the periphery's position towards the urban center.

[3] The center-periphery theorists claim that the disparity between the two areas will be aggravated by the fact that whereas the urban center will be able to support a broad array of public services, the rural area will not. Because of the relatively high levels of income in the core, the urban tax system will yield more funds per capita and will therefore allow for improvements in such services as public education. As a result of higher quality academic and vocational training, new generations of urban workers will be more productive and will thus justify even higher wages. In the rural areas, the reverse is more likely to occur. Tax revenues will be low, and the community will have to struggle to maintain even basic public services, such as adequate water and sewage. Can a person consider himself a thinking, creative, responsible citizen and not care about history? Can an institution that proposes to foster such attributes do so without including history in its curriculum? Many college students would answer such a question with an immediate, "Yes!" But those who are quick to answer do so without reflecting on what history truly is and how and why it is important.

History is boring, complain many students. Unfortunately, a lot of people pick up a bad taste of history from the primary and secondary schools. Too many lower-level history courses (and college level, too) are just glorified Trivial Pursuit: rife with rote memorization of dates and events deemed important by the teacher and textbooks, coupled with monotone lectures that could induce comas in hyperactive children. Instead of simply making students memorize when Pearl Harbor was attacked by the Japanese, teachers should concentrate on instilling an understanding of why the Japanese felt they had no alternative but to attack the United States. History is a discipline of understanding, not memorization.

Another common complaint is that history is unimportant. But even the most fanatic antihistory students, if they were honest, would have to admit that history is important at least within the narrow confines of their own disciplines of study. Why be an artist if you are merely going to repeat the past (and probably not as expertly, since you would have to spend your time formulating theories and rules already known and recorded in Art's history)? Why write The Great Gats-by or compose Revolution again? How could anyone hope to be a mathematician, or a scientist, without knowing the field's history? Even a genius needs a base from which to build. History helps provide that base.

History is also important in being a politically aware citizen. Knowing that we entered World War Ⅰ on the side of the Allies in part because Woodrow Wilson was a great Anglophile, as some historians charge, is not vital to day-to-day life. But it is important to know that the economic reparations imposed on Germany after the war set the stage for the rise of World War Ⅱ and that that war ended with a Russian domination of Eastern Europe that led to the Cold War, during which political philosophies were formulated that still affect American foreign and domestic policies. This type of history enables citizens to form an intelligent world view and possibly help our nation avoid past mistakes. Of course, this illustration is simplified, but the point is as valid as when Santayana said that without history, we are "condemned to repeat it." This does not mean that history will repeat itself exactly, but that certain patterns recur in history, and if we understand the patterns of what has gone before, perhaps we can avoid making the mistakes our ancestors made.

[1] Giving psychologists the option to become trained prescribers may create a division among psychologists whereby some will be able to prescribe and others will not. As a result, major discord could emerge. It is possible that psychologists with the right to prescribe may consider themselves superior to those without the right. [2] If gaining prescription privileges would lead to broader third-party payments or full hospital privileges for those qualified to prescribe, psychologists unable to do so may feel that they have been accorded second-class status in their profession.

The debate, thus far, has focused on the training necessary to grant psychologists prescription privileges. Prescription privileges could move psychologists closer to a medical model and further away from their historical goal. Before the widespread use of psychotropic medications, psychiatry emphasized the practice of psychotherapy. Gradually, psychiatry moved toward increased reliance on drugs and away from psychotherapy. [3] It is possible, over time, that psychologists, like psychiatrists, could become more influenced by the use of medication.

Despite the argument that prescription privileges significantly may alter traditional psychotherapeutic implications, some psychologists strongly feel that they would be looked upon more favorably, gain prestige, and increase their caseload if they could have the same status of prescribing medication as psychiatrists do. Does this mean that a lack of prescription privileges promotes the image of psychology as an inferior profession to psychiatry? Contrary to this argument is the fact that psychologists are delivering more outpatient mental health care than any other group of providers.

[4] Whatever some psychologists may perceive as a therapeutic drawback because they are unable to offer prescriptions for psychotropic medications apparently is not recognized by the general public. Psychologists may have flourished because they have offered a clear and distinct service from psychiatry. The use of medication may send a message to patients that may interfere with personal change and growth. [5] Medications can undercut psychotherapy efforts by implying that benefits come from external agents, not from one's own efforts at change and growth.

A large portion of the population prefers the non-medication orientation of psychology. If psychologists began prescribing medications, many of their patients seeking alternative treatment might turn to social workers or other non-medical therapists. There is little question that psychologists' prescription privileges could have profound effects on the future direction of their profession.

Text 2

[1] In September 1982, Americans were gobbling up over 130 million painkilling tablets, pills, or capsules daily, at a cost of over $ 1.2 billion a year. Makers of the five major brands—Tylenol, Anacin, Bayer, Bufferin, and Excedrin—were spending over $ 130 million every year on advertising. It was worth that much, though, for a 1 percent increase in their market share meant more than $ 7 million in extra sales.

In 1955, McNeil Consumer Products Company, a subsidiary of Johnson & Johnson (J&J), the brilliant marketing company, had introduced Tylenol as a prescription drug when aspirin was found to be potentially harmful. In the mid-1960s, J & J's marketing experts transformed Tylenol into a consumer product to compete with Anacin, Bufferin, and Bayer. It had 7 to 8 percent of the market by 1975, when Datril, a copycat product, was introduced—at a lower cost—by Bristol-Myers. [2] J&J retaliated by reducing prices, increasing advertising, and resorting to knuckle-dusting lawsuits to beat down competition. In three years, Tylenol had captured another 25 percent of the market and become the best seller. After spending over $ 85 million on advertising from 1978 to 1982, J&J had 37 percent of the market and was increasing that share 2 to 3 percent each year.

Then, in October 1982, seven people in Chicago died from cyanide-laced Extra-Strength Tylenol capsules. Although it was proven that the tampering was done on retail store shelves and not at the factory, Tylenol's sales dropped 80 percent, and its share of the market dropped to 12 percent in November 1982. [3] J & J immediately stopped production, recalled 22 million bottles of capsules, offered a $ 100,000 reward for information leading to the arrest of the guilty party or parties, and opened up toll-free lines to answer customer concerns. Since 80 percent of its customers bought Tylenol on the recommendation of their doctors, J & J also used telegrams, telephone calls, and visits by sales representatives to reassure physicians and pharmacists all over the country.

J&J had three alternatives: do nothing and hope that people would buy the product again after the crisis was over, bring the product out under another name, or do everything possible to protect the brand and recover its lost customers. Since sales totaled $ 500 million a year and profits were $ 80 million, 17 percent of J&J's earnings, the company made an absolute commitment to rebuilding Tylenol's name.

A three-way tamperproof package was designed. Then the chairmen of McNeil and J & J demonstrated to the public at news conferences and on TV talk shows how safe and secure the new product was. They explained that [4] Tylenol would cost no more because of the new packaging, and that the U. S. Food and Drug Administration had cleared J&J of any wrongdoing. Retailers and customers were reimbursed for any capsules thrown away, and a 25 percent discount was given to retailers for Tylenol purchases at or above pre-crisis levels. Also, $ 1.00 customer coupons for purchasing the new safety-sealed capsules appeared in newspapers, magazines, and mailboxes. These coupons went out before customers had had a chance to replace their discarded Tylenol with a competing brand. The company paid the entire cost of these activities—over $ 100 million—but the effort paid off. Tylenol had recaptured over 30 percent of the total market by early 1984.

In 1935, the clarinetist and bandleader Benny Goodman, aged just twenty-six, left New York with his fourteen-piece "swing" band and, traveling in a ragtag group of cars, headed for the huge Palomar Ballroom in Los Angeles. It was not an easy trip. [1] There were half a dozen dismal, sparsely attended one-nighters and three weeks at a dance hall in Denver, where the band was forced to play waltzes, tangos, and novelty numbers. On the opening night at the Palomar, the band played ballad numbers in the first set, and there was little response from the dancers. Then one of the musicians said, if they were going to bomb again they might well do it in style. So Goodman called for his hot, often up-tempo arrangements, many of them by the ingenious black bandleader and arranger Fletcher Henderson, and the kids stopped dancing, clustered around the bandstand, and began roaring. [2] Before the weeks at the Palomar were over, it was clear that Goodman had suddenly made jazz—still a suspect and largely subliminal American folk music, despite the brilliant inventions during the previous decade of Jelly Roll Morton and others—into a popular music.

Goodman's surprising ways continued. In 1936, he shook up the white entertainment establishment by hiring two black musicians—the elegant pianist Teddy Wilson and the plunging vibraphonist Lione Hampton. (To be sure, Wilson and Hampton did not play in the band; instead, they appeared with Goodman and the drummer Gene Krupa during intermissions.) A year later, when the band went into the Paramount Theater in New York for three weeks, legions of kids appeared, and a screaming, dancing riot nearly took place. [3] It was the first great American show frenzy, and it prepared the way for the Sinatra frenzy of 1947, and for all the Beatles frenzies, and for all the mindless rock-borne frenzies of the Seventies and Eighties.

Then, on the night of January 16, 1938, Goodman, challenging the long-hairs, took his band into a sold-out Carnegie Hall. The big band played a dozen numbers, the trio two numbers, and the quartet five numbers. [4] Despite the immediate rumblings from Olin Downes, the Times's classical music critic ("The playing last night, if noise, speed and beat, all old devices, are heat, was 'hot' as it could be, but nothing came of it all, and in the long run it was decidedly monotonous"), Goodman's concert moved jazz even further up the American popular register.

FLOODS. DROUGHTS. HURRICANES. TWISTERS. Are all the bizarre weather extremes we've been having lately normal fluctuations in the planet's atmospheric systems? [1] Or are they a precursor of the kind of climactic upheavals that can be expected from the global warming caused by the continued buildup of CO2
 and the other so-called greenhouse gases? Scientists are still not sure. But one of the effects of the unusual stretch of weather over the past 15 years has been to alert researchers to a new and perhaps even more immediate threat of the warming trend: the rapid spread of disease-bearing bugs and pests.

[2] Climate change, whether natural or man-made, may already be spreading disease and pestilence, according to a host of new studies, including a major report being prepared by the World Health Organization and other international institutions for release this season. Malaria, for example, has been flourishing in recent years owing to unusually hot weather. Similarly, climate disruptions may be giving new life to such ancient scourges as yellow fever, meningitis and cholera, while fostering the spread of emerging diseases like hantavirus.

[3] Underlying all these outbreaks is the same Darwinian mechanism: unusual weather such as dry spells in wet areas or torrential rains in normally dry spots tends to favor so-called opportunistic pests—rodents, insects, bacteria, protozoa, viruses—while making life more difficult for the predators that usually control them. Episodes of extreme weather are routinely followed by outbreaks of plagues, both old and new.

[4] Of all the infectious diseases humans will have to contend with as the world gets warmer, malaria may be the worst. Malaria is already the world's most widespread mosquito-borne illness. Rising temperatures will not only expand the range of Anopheles mosquitoes, but make them more active biters as well. Paul Epstein, an epidemiologist with the Harvard School of Public Health, notes that a temperature rise of 2℃ would more than double mosquito metabolism, forcing them to feed more often. A 2℃ rise in global temperatures could also expand malaria's domain from 42％ to 60％ of the planet. When temperatures rise above 40℃, mosquitoes begin to die off—but at those temperatures, so do people and the crops on which they live.

Many of us get interested in a field, but then the going gets tough, we see that other people are more successful, and we become discouraged and quit. But it is often the boring, repetitive sharpening of our skills that will ultimately enable us to reach our goal.

Horace Bushnell, the great New England preacher, used to say, "Somewhere under the stars God has a job for you to do, and nobody else can do it." Some of us must find our place by trial and error. It can take time, with dead ends along the way. But we should not get discouraged because others seem more skilled. Usually it is not raw talent but drive that makes the difference.

See yourself as successful. If I could plug into the minds of my patients and listen to the statements they make to themselves, I am convinced that the majority of them would be negative: "I'm running late again—as usual." "My hair looks terrible this morning." "That was a stupid remark I made—she probably thinks I'm a dummy." Since thousands of these messages flash across our brains every day, it is small wonder that the result is a diminished self-image.

One daily exercise for building self-confidence is called "imaging" or "visualization". In order to succeed, you must see yourself succeeding. Picture yourself approaching a difficult challenge with poise and confidence. Athletes often visualize a move over and over in their minds; they see themselves hitting the perfect golf or tennis shot. When we burn such positive images into our minds deeply enough, they become a part of the unconscious, and we begin to expect to succeed.

Author and editor Norman Cousins Cousins wrote: "[1] People are never more insecure than when they become obsessed with their fears at the expense of their dreams." There is no doubt that if we can envision beneficial things happening, they have a way of actually occurring.

Break away from other people's expectations. It is a liberating step when we decide to stop being what other people want us to be. [2] Although opera singer Rise Stevens performed onstage with great poise, the self-confidence she felt before audiences evaporated in social situation. "My discomfort," she says, "came from trying to be something I was not—a star in the drawing room as well as onstage. If a clever person made a joke, I tried to top it and failed. I pretended to be familiar with subjects I knew nothing of."

Stevens finally had a heart-to-heart talk with herself: "I realized that I simply wasn't a wit or an intellectual and that I could succeed only as myself. I began listening and asking questions at parties instead of trying to impress the guests. When I spoke, I tried to contribute, not to shine. Almost at once I started to feel a new warmth in my social contacts. They liked the real me better." If we are true to our instincts, most of us will find that we naturally develop certain trademarks. The discovery and expression of that uniqueness is one reason we are on this planet. Resisting conformity and developing some small eccentricities are among the steps to independence and self-confidence.

France might be described as an "all-round" country, one that has achieved results of equal importance in many diverse branches of artistic and intellectual activity. Most of the great nations of Europe excel in some special branch of art or of thought: Italy in the plastic arts; Germany in philosophy and music; England in poetry and the sciences. France, on the contrary, has produced philosophers, musicians, painters, scientists, without any noticeable specialization of her effort. The French ideal has always been the man who has a good all-round knowledge, better still, an all-round understanding: it is the ideal of general culture as opposed to specialization.

This is the ideal reflected in the education France provides for her children. [1] By studying this education we in England may learn a few things useful to ourselves even though, perhaps indeed because, the French system is very different from our own in its aims, its organization and its results. The French child, too, the raw material of this education, is unlike the English child and differences in the raw material may well account for differences in the processes employed.

The French child, boy or girl, gives one the impression of being intellectually more precocious than the product of the colder English climate. This precocity (早熟) is encouraged by his upbringing among adults, not in a nursery. English parents readily adapt their conversation to the child's point of view and interest themselves more in his games and childish preoccupation. [2] The English are, as regards national character, younger than the French, or, to put it another way, there is in England no deep division between the life of the child and that of the grown man.

The art of talking to children in the kind of language they understand is so much an English art that most of the French children's favorite books are translations from the English. French parents, on the other hand, do their best to develop the child's intelligence as rapidly as possible. They have little patience with childish ideas even if they do not go so far as to look upon childhood as an unfortunate but necessary prelude to adult life. [3] Not that they need to force the child, for he usually lends himself willingly to the process, and enjoys the effect of his unexpectedly clever remarks and unusual sayings and of his bright judgment of men and things. [3] Einstein demonstrated that actually there is an exceedingly close relation between matter and energy; the electron that moves with half the speed of light has terrific energy because it moves so rapidly, and this motion increases its weight, for the energy has been converted into matter.

Of enormous consequence is the fact that matter can also be converted into energy. [4] Einstein was actually able to give a measurement for the amount of energy that is contained in any particle of matter; his famous formula is E＝mc2
 , E referring to energy, m standing for mass (or the weight of the matter), and c2
 referring to the speed of light multiplied by itself. Thus Einstein's formula signifies that the energy in every piece of matter equals the mass or weight of the matter multiplied by the speed of light times, the speed of light.

The speed of light is 186,300 miles per second; multiply this figure by itself and you will have some conception of what a prodigious amount of energy can be extracted from a minute piece of matter.

The designer's single most important element is space. Spaces can be exciting or depressing, cheerful or peaceful, depending on the designer's use of the various elements that shape the whole. Because space has become an expensive item in modern times, the designer often needs great skill to create the desired total effect within a limited amount of space. Partly for this reason, designers have often repeated the statement of the famous architect Ludwig Rohe that "less is more".

But "less is more" does not mean "the smaller the space, the better the design". Instead, it means that the designer must be careful not to use too many colors and textures within a particular space. The statement also suggests that natural textures and colors are generally preferable to imitations. For example, plain concrete could make a more attractive total impression than would fake-brick wallpaper or, even worse, the combination of such wallpaper and imitation-wood paneling.

But "less is more" cannot be the designer's only guideline. If one did nothing to vary the colors and textures of natural materials, most interiors would be very-dull indeed.

The treatment of space involves both function and appearance. For example, a building may need a small entrance area to keep out wind and cold or heat and rain. But the entrance is also important in providing a visual transition between the outdoors and the interior of a building. A small, planted area could be placed just inside the building. Or there could be placed one or two carefully selected large rocks. A stone sculpture, a pond, or a small tree could also be used.

The total feeling of the interior space depends greatly on the coordinated use of textures for ceilings, walls, and floors. Within the walls, the treatment of detail for doors and windows is especially important. In most modern buildings, doors are usually unbroken surfaces of wood or metal. In any case, the care used in fitting the doors and windows is extremely important. There needs to be a smooth transition between these areas and the remaining portions of the walls.

If stairs are needed, these can become the main design element inside a room. The stairs themselves usually have a standard depth and steepness from one step to the next. But there are many possibilities for the staircase design. It can be straight or curved, in the center or at one side of the room, and it can be open or closed. In addition, the stair material—of wood, steel, or stone—can be directly exposed, or it can be covered with carpeting. All of these choices will greatly affect the attractiveness and suitability of a staircase.

Text 1

People who have already suffered one bout with certain skin cancers are at risk of getting the disease again. A new study quantifies that menace and provides dermatologists with a more detailed picture of basal cell cancers, two very common and highly curable types of skin cancer.

[1] Previous studies suggesting an increased risk of new tumors in patients treated for these nonmelanoma skin cancers were too small to provide definitive results. Now, Margaret R. Karagas and John Baron of Dartmouth Medical School in Hanover, N. H., and their colleagues report the results of the largest multicenter study of such skin cancers to date. [2] Their research shows that people with a history of basal cell cancers run a 35 percent risk of developing another tumor within three years and a 50 percent risk within five years.

"It's the best study of its kind," documents dermatologist Howard Koh of Boston University School of Medicine. The findings indicate that the magnitude of the jeopardy for people with prior skin cancers is higher than previously suspected, Koh adds.

The researchers studied 1805 people with a history of nonmelanoma skin cancer. Unlike melanoma, an aggressive cancer that often spreads lethally beyond the skin, nonmelanoma skin cancers behave more indolently. Basal cell cancers can appear as pale, waxy nodes or red, scaly patches on the skin. If promptly treated, nonmelanoma skin cancers rarely cause death.

The study involved patients visiting clinical centers in Los Angeles, San Francisco, Minneapolis, and Hanover. All volunteers were free of cancer at the study's start and had completed a questionnaire about their exposure to sunlight and personal characteristics such as skin type and hair color. All participants agreed to visit their dermatologists annually. The research team kept track of any new skin cancers that surfaced during a five-year follow-up period.

The researchers discovered that new skin cancers reported during follow-up tended to be the same cell type as the patient's previous tumor.

However, the additional tumors were not caused by spread of the original cancer, the researchers note.

The risk of a subsequent cancer was higher for men, for people aged 60 and older, and for volunteers who had reported many previous skin cancers. [3] People who burn easily when exposed to the sun had a heightened risk of developing another nonmelanoma skin cancer.

[4] Baron suspects that men may face an increased risk because they are more likely than women to work outdoors and thus to receive more exposure to skin-damaging ultraviolet rays. Jeopardy may intensify with age simply because years of exposure to the sun take a cumulative toll.

In an intriguing finding, the study revealed a link between cigarette smoking and the risk of basal cell cancer. "It is conceivable that cigarette smoke acts directly as a skin carcinogen," the authors write in the June 24 Journal of the American Medical Association. However, the association between smoking and skin cancer is preliminary, they note. At the same time, the researchers found no clear relationship between smoking and basal cell cancer.

[1] Classical liberalism in political economy has waxed and waned since David Hume and Adam Smith laid its foundations in the prime of the Scottish Enlightenment. The "domestic" side of classical liberal political economy has been kept alive and revitalized in recent times by the likes of Walter Eucken, Frank Knight and, not least, F. A. Hayek. However, the "international" side of Hume and Smith's political economy has fared less well, hardly figuring in the writings of modern classical liberals. Others from different intellectual traditions have dominated the argument about and in favor of a liberal international economic order. [2] This is regrettable, for the "Scottish" view of the international economic order is, in many respects, strikingly different from other "liberal" approaches to the subject. [3] This essay, and the book on which it is based, try to reconstruct a classical liberal version of international economic order through the looking-glass of a handful of thinkers, from Hume and Smith to a few of their twentieth century intellectual descendants.

The liberal space in international political economy is almost totally occupied by two approaches, a neoclassical economics-based rational choice and a political science-based neoliberal institutionalism.

In international economics, the mainstream case for free trade habitually assumes a scenario of perfect competition. Classical liberalism, in contrast, employs much more realistic, and often extremely opposed, assumptions of man in his politico-economic environment—witness Smith's reference to "the slow and uncertain determinations of our reason" and Hume's allusion to the "imperfections and narrow limits of human understanding". Revisiting Hume's Political Essays and Smith's Wealth of Nations, for instance, sheds a very different light on the free trade issue. [4] Unlike supporters of the neoclassical tradition, the Scots defend free trade in full and explicit recognition of less-than-rational actors in far-from-perfect markets. Ultimately, they assert that open commerce in real-world markets is of far greater social utility than alternative mechanisms of international exchange that requires a directing role for governments.

Political scientists from the neoliberal institutionalist tradition enthusiastically advocate international organizations and mechanisms of intergovernmental policy coordination to "manage" a liberal international economic order. [5] Quite often, this leads to a seemingly unconditional advocacy of new executive and administrative functions in the name of international policy cooperation. Such an approach is what I call a "liberalism from above".

[1] For four days in hilly fields near this country town, thousands of men will wear brocaded wool uniforms in the summer heat, smoke smelly cheroots by camp fires, pitch canvas tents, eat dried beef—and wage war.

Some 5000 weekend warriors plan to reenact the first major battle of the American Civil War not far from where it took place, 48 kilometers west of Washington 125 years ago.

The American Civil War Commemorative Committee of Culpeper, Virginia, the event's sponsor, bills this as the biggest battle reenactment ever held in the United States.

While the real north-south clash was fought out in one day, on July 21, 1861, the replay will stretch out over four, including preliminary encampment, from July 17-20.

[2] Those arranging the rerun of the first Battle of Manassas, as Southerners call it the Battle of Bull Run to Northerners, expect over 50,000 Civil War buffs to watch the fighting roll across a 200-hectare tract.

Cheating will be barred. That means a ban on using any sort of clothing, equipment, food or drink which did not exist during the real Civil War.

Smokers, for instance, must shun cigarettes. Canned beer, soda and pre-packed food are all out, but a spokeswoman said, "I guess if anyone gets hurt, we'll use antibiotics. We won't use leeches."

Decision-making is a complex business subject which combines the most complicated elements of the operational and theoretical aspects of management. The ability to implement the decision-making process is often determined by environmental factors rather than the steps in some "ideal" model. Decisions are frequently influenced more by the environment and structure of the organization than by the method itself. The process of decision-making will, therefore, be examined in light of environmental factors.

[1] One of these factors—social and cultural background—affects the interaction among people involved in the decision-making process and provides the cultural framework within which they may comfortably operate. The best alternative for solving a problem, for example, might be to replace an employee who is unsuited for a position. However, if in the society's culture there is a tradition of lifetime employment with one company, that alternative is not really feasible because of social and cultural restrictions.

With regard to the structure of an organization, there are a number of factors that may alter the "ideal" decision-making process. The amount of flexibility within an organization and the available resources (such as facilities, technology, or fiscal reserves) are often controlling factors. The amount of data available may also limit the range of alternatives that can be considered. [2] Another organizational factor is the importance of the decision being made in relation to other problems and responsibilities of management. [3] The relative importance of one decision is weighed against the amount of effort involved in finding a solution and the benefit the company will receive from its implementation.

Three other factors also influence the following of a model decision process: time, creativity, and risk. The amount of time available to make a decision for a given problem is often determined by the environment, not the management. The time factor may affect the creativity of the solution to a problem. The risk associated with a particular course of action may be lessened by use of a group rather than an individual decision-maker. Time, resources, and culture may affect the workability of a group process, although research shows that groups often come up with better solutions than individuals.

[4] Decision theory and the "ideal" decision-making model tend to picture the process as one in which managers operate by themselves, free of restrictions of time, data, and resources. The reality of the decision process is much less a step-by-step procedure than it is a series of practical considerations directly influenced by the social, cultural, and organizational environment.

Every year, nearly a million 12-to-19-year-olds are murdered, robbed, or assaulted—many be their peers—and the number of teens arrested for murder has increased a shocking 85 percent since 1987, reports Barbara Kantrowitz in "Wild in the Streets", Newsweek's cover story for August 2, 1993. Although the growing problem of youth violence is far too complex for any one solution teaching young people conflict resolution skills, that is, nonviolent techniques for resolving disputes seems to help. To reduce youth violence, conflict resolution skills should be taught to all children before they reach junior high school.

First and most important, young people need to learn nonviolent ways of dealing with conflict. In a dangerous society where guns are readily available, many youngsters feel they have no choice but to respond to an insult or an argument with violence. If they have grown up seeing family members and neighbors react to stress with verbal or physical violence, they may not know that other choices exist. Robert Steinback, a Miami Herald columnist who works with at risk youth in Miami, writes that behavior like carrying a weapon or refusing to back down gives young people "the illusion of control", but what they desperately need is to learn real control—for example, when provoked, to walk away from a fight.

Next, conflict resolution programs have been shown to reduce violent incidents and empower young people in a healthy way. Mary programs and courses around the country are teaching preteens and teens to work through disagreements without violence. Tools include calmly telling one's own side of the story and listening to the other person without interrupting or blaming-skills that many adults don't have! Conflict Busters, a Los Angeles public school program, starts in the third grade; it trains students to be mediators, helping peers find their own solutions to conflicts ranging from "sandbox fights to interracial gang disputes", according to Newsweek. Schools in Claremont, Connecticut, run a conflict resolution course written by Dr. Luz Rivera, who said in a phone interview that fewer violent school incidents have been reported since the course began. [1] Although conflict resolution is useful at any age, experts agree that students should first be exposed before they are hit by the double jolts of hormones and junior high school.

Finally, although opponents claim that this is a "Band-Aid" solution that does not address the root causes of teen violence—poverty, troubled families, bad schools, and drugs, to name a few—in fact resolution training saves lives now. [2] The larger social issues must be addressed, but they will take years to solve, whereas teaching students new attitudes and "people skills" will empower them immediately and serve them for a lifetime. The violence devastating Verna's generation threatens from violence is conflict resolution training that begins early. Although it is just one solution among many, this solution taps into great power; the hearts, minds, and characters of young people.

Life is indeed full of problems on which we have to make decisions, as citizens or as private individuals. But neither the real difficulty of these decisions, nor their true and disturbing challenge to each individual, can often be communicated through the mass media. [1] The disinclination to suggest a real choice of individual decision, which is to be found in the mass media, is not simply the product of a commercial desire to keep the customers happy. It is within the grain of mass communications.

They will, therefore, again assist a form of acceptance of the status quo. There are exceptions to this tendency, but they are uncharacteristic.

The result can be seen in a hundred radio and television programs as plainly as in the normal treatment of public issues in the popular press. Different levels of background in the readers or viewers may be assumed, but what usually takes place is a substitute for the process of arriving at judgement. [4] Programs such as this are noteworthy less for the "stimulation" they offer than for the fact that stimulation (repeated at regular intervals) may become a substitute for, and so a hindrance to, judgements carefully arrived at and tested in the mind and on the pulses. Mass communications, then, do not ignore intellectual matters; they tend to castrate them to allow them to sit on the side of the fireplace, sleek and useless, a family plaything.

What would once have been referred to as "freedom of speech and of the press" (drawing upon the language of the First Amendment to the Constitution of the United States) is now often referred to as "freedom of expression".

To make much of freedom of expression is to encourage a liberation of the self from the constraints of the community. It even can assume that the self has, intrinsic to it or somehow available to it, independent of any social guidance, intimations of what it is and what it wants. [2] Thus, liberation may be seen in the currently fashionable insistence upon "doing one's own thing" —which can include a reliance upon standards and objectives that are solely one's own. It is difficult, in such circumstances, to avoid a radical subjectivism that tends to result in a thoroughgoing relativism with respect to moral and political judgments. One consequence of this approach is to identify an ever-expanding array of forms of expression that are believed to be entitled to immunity from government regulation.

[3] On the other hand, if the emphasis is placed upon the more traditional language, "freedom of speech and of the press", the requirements and prerogatives of a self-governing people are apt to be made more of. This means, among other things, that a people must be prepared and equipped to make effective use of its considerable political power. Even those rulers who act without the authority of the people must take care to shape their people in accordance with the needs and circumstances of their regime. This kind of effort need not be altogether selfish on the part of such rulers, since all regimes do have an interest in law and order, in common decency, and in a routine reliability or loyalty.

[4] What is particularly difficult to argue for, and to maintain, is an arrangement that, while it leaves a people clearly free politically to discuss fully all matters of public interest with a view toward governing itself, routinely disciplines and otherwise prepares that same people for an effective exercise of its considerable freedom. In such circumstances, it is tempting for a people to take the case for, and the rhetoric of the liberty one step further—and thus to insist that no one should try to tell anyone else what kind of human being he should be. Yet cannot it be said that only they are truly free who know what they are doing and who choose to do what is right? All others are, in varying degrees, prisoners of illusions and appetites, however much they may believe themselves to be freely expressing themselves.

There are, then two related sets of concerns evident in any consideration today of the forms and uses of censorship. One set of concerns has to do with the everyday governance of the community; the other, with the permanent shaping of the character of the people. The former is more political in its methods, the latter is more educational.

第三部分　考博英汉／汉英翻译

一、考博英译汉翻译答题原则及策略概要

（1）对于英汉翻译题型，考生经常问老师这样的问题：

我们在英译汉中总用直译方法行不行？

编者解答：不行。因为考研英语的翻译题目在语义、语法、语境等方面都有较大的难度，所以需要“直译意译互动”原则。



直译意译互动原则：译文必须忠实于整篇原文（直译），但同时又不完全拘泥于原文（意译）。译者要以直译作为理解原文意思的前提，然后再把原文准确地意译出来。

应试对策：根据上述原则，考研英译汉过程可视为是一个动态的认知心理过程，包括一系列的问题。求解步骤为：“心理直译→书面意译→局部转译”。具体说明如下：

第一步直译。顺着字面的内容向后做内省式的心理直译，把复合句或复杂句分解成简单句（simple sentences）、小句（clauses）或词组（phrases）。

第二步意译。确定简单句、小句或词组之间的语义逻辑关系，比如，因果关系、对比关系、比较关系、条件关系、时空关系、修饰与被修饰关系等。这时，充分利用语句层次上的翻译方法，开始下笔生成译文。

第三步转译。灵活利用词语层次上的翻译技巧，对译文进行局部的转译修饰。







（2）对于英汉翻译题型，考生还会问这样一个普遍的问题：

我们在英译汉中总感到是在套用英语句型写汉语，翻出来的句子连自己都不满意，这是为什么？复习阶段应该怎么弥补这样的缺陷？

编者解答：请务必记住：英汉两种语言是有很大差异的；考研英语的翻译题目尤其突出反映出这样的特征。但从译文的角度看，我们必须掌握“转译导入”原则。



转译导入原则：指的是译文必须符合汉语的正确表达习惯。译者要准确“传达”原文整篇的内容，就须用正确、通顺、明了的汉语句式及词语把原文中的部分语义转译出来。换言之，译文要丢掉洋腔洋调，利用转译导入地道、通顺的汉语表达。

应试对策：根据上述原则，首先，考生需要在语句层次上掌握七种主要翻译方法：

顺向法：顺着字面的内容从前向后翻译的方法，也泛指直译。

逆向法：先译后面，再译前面的翻译方法，其目的是根据汉语的表达习惯调整译文的顺序。

切分法：即拆开处理结构复杂的句式的翻译方法。在翻译一些长句和难句时，英语的长句需要拆成若干个结构简单的小句。

合成法：即前置限定的翻译方法。把英语的后置定语译在被修饰的名词或代词前，或几个语法成分合在一起译成一个小句。后置定语成分指的是定语从句、不定式短语、分词短语和介词短语。

转换法：英汉语言的结构和表达方式有差异，需要语法成分转化。词语变分句、分句变短语、主被动转换、分句间的语义转换、简单句变复合句、复合句变简单句等。

外移法：指把长句或复杂结构中的部分词语译成一个似乎游离于句外的成分，使译文结构简化，更为通顺。

综合法：同时采用多种常用的方法。在一个难句或长句之中，时而顺译，时而逆译。

其次，考生需要在词语层次上活用六种重要的翻译技巧：

词义精选：译者必须根据词汇搭配关系的不同、词语在上下文中的用途不同，精确地选择词义，特别要注意熟悉的词汇，因为常见的词语都有多义性。

词类转换：由于英汉两种语言结构和表达方式的不同，在很多情况下，不能词对词地进行翻译，译法之一是根据汉语表达的习惯，对原文的词类进行转换。比如英语名词译成汉语的动词。

加词减词：在英汉翻译时，往往要加词或减词：一是为了更准确地表达原文涵义；二是为使译文更符合汉语习惯。

词义引申：翻译时，若碰到一些无法根据字典的释义进行翻译的词，就必须根据基本词义引申。

词义褒贬：在上下文语境中，有些词表达出褒义或贬义，是英译汉的难点。

重复用词：英译汉重复用词有两个目的：一是译文结构需要；二是为表达明确、强调或生动。





二、考博汉译英翻译答题原则及策略概要

汉译英与英译汉相比，汉译英的好坏不仅仅取决于对原文的准确理解，更重要的是体现在译文的表达上，也就是说，译出来的文字要合乎英语的表达习惯。把原文意思翻译出来并不意味着要照搬原文句子的结构，不是要把原文句子里的每一个字都译出来。照搬照译既无必要，也不可能。因此，汉译英主要采取意译法以求译文的“信、达”和地道。

词义的理解：汉译英最大的问题是理解和表达。许多人认为理解母语应不成问题。实际上不是那回事。由于汉语词义的笼统性、简化性、含糊性和对上下文的依赖性，准确的理解并不是一件容易的事。

词义的表达：词的表达直接牵涉到选词。而初搞汉译英的人往往看到某一汉字，就马上想到它英语中对应的词。实际上好多对应词并不能总是表达汉语原来意思。如我首先得接电话，英语是：I have to answer the telephone first．有些词由搭配造成的，如“打开电视机”，“打开信纸”；前者译成：turn on the TV，后者译成unfold the letter。主动打开门是open the door；而应声打开门则是answer the door。

这一切同汉语中词的利用率高、概括性大不无关系。如环境，无论是指自然环境、社会环境、周边环境等都可用环境，但英语根据不同的上下文所表的不同含义要分别用environment, circumstances, surroundings。“税”在汉语中可用于国税、关税、税率，但英语分别是state taxes, customs duties, tariff rate。就是“标题”，英语中说文章是title，报纸的标题是headings。

英语中说“卫生”，不同搭配，英语用不同的词：

个人卫生 personal hygiene

公共卫生 public health

环境卫生 environmental sanitation

汉语中的“水平”，英语根据不同搭配用不同的词：

提高生活水平 upgrade the living standard

提高会话水平 improve one's conversational ability

提高领导水平 improve the art of leadership

提高文化水平 raise the intellectual

提高英语水平 improve English

信息主语：由于英汉两种语言对主语的不同要求，就是原文的句子有主语，也不完全可以在英译文中用来做相同的主语。也就是说，汉语句子中的主语不一定都适应做英语句子的主语。这里有很多因素，其中一个是信息方面的考虑。英语强调句子的重要信息应放在主要的位置上——主语位置上。而汉语没有这方面的要求。所以这样就要做调整。

连贯主语：从信息方面考虑选择主语，还有一个连贯一致的因素。英语中有一个修饰辞的原则，既平行一致原则（parallelism）。也就是说，相邻的几个句子在结构上要保持一致。汉语当中没有这样的要求，相邻几句的主语可以不一样，而英语中要尽量一致。

搭配主语：从语法角度看，汉语的主谓搭配习惯和英语的主谓搭配的习惯不尽相同。汉语中的主语有时在英语的句子里不适合做英语的主语。因此这时要调整。如：他的英语讲得很好，译为His speaks good English就不符合逻辑，而改一下主语：He speaks good English就是地道的英语。

断句与分句：不少语言学家认为汉语的句界是模糊的，因为汉语句子是话题一评述型。也就是说，只要评述没有结束，句子可以一直延续下去，期间的意思只用逗号分开。而英语不行，其句子是主语一谓语型的。不管对主语的说明有没有完，一个句子有了主谓就可以断掉。因此在翻译时，碰到汉语中一逗到底的长句，要分析里面有几层意思，进行恰当的断句。如：“世界上一些国家发生问题，从根本上来说，都是因为经济上不去，没有饭吃，没有衣穿，没有房住，工资增长被通货膨胀抵消，生活水平下降，大批人下岗和失业，长期过紧日子。”这是一个长句子，其中意思都是用逗号分开。如翻译时不时地断句，译出来的意思不仅不清楚，而且句法上也容易出问题。仔细分析，这个句子可以有三层意思：“世界上一些国家发生问题，从根本上说，都是因为经济上不去”是一个意思，“没有饭吃，没有衣穿，没有房住，工资被通货膨胀抵消”是一个意思，剩下来的是一层意思，因此把这一个句子断开，分成三句表达：Basically, the root cause for social unrest in some countries lies in their failure to boost their economy. Consequently they lack food, clothing and shelter, and their wage increases are offset by inflation. With a decline in living standards, widespread layoffs and unemployment, people have to suffer chronic hardships.

理关系分主次：汉语的句式结构如竹竿，一节一节地下去，意思上没有明确的主句和从句或分句之分。但是英语的句子如大树，几个动作在一起，总有一个主句作为主干，其他信息用从句、短语形式作为枝节往上挂。因此在翻译时要注意把一节节的支干切开，分清它们之间的主次关系，是主要的意思就让它们作为主句，然后其他的次要的意思根据它们和主句的逻辑关系，分别变为从句、短语。

同样的意思，英汉用不同的方法，句子结构处理，同两种语言的不同特点有关。汉语属于意合性的语言。句与句之间的联系往往靠本身的语义聚在一起，而无须或很少用连词。这样从句子上反映不出哪是主哪是次。分不出它们之间的逻辑关系。而英语是形合性语言。即使互相之间的语义联系相当清楚，也需要用连词表示把它们的关系反映出来，这样主从句就一目了然。因此在翻译时，搞清汉语各分句间的逻辑关系，添加适当的连词是关键。

突出信息重心：英语的语序是把重要的信息如结论、观点、态度放在句子的前面表达，然后给予原因、条件、理由、事实予以说明。而汉语的语序恰好相反，习惯于从侧面说明和外围阐述着手，最后点出话语的信息中心。因此在翻译中要做出必要的调整，突出重要信息。

句子的调整：英汉毕竟是两种不同的语言。思维模式不尽相同，表达方式也不相同。说同样几层意思，哪个先说，哪个后说，是放在一个句子里说还是分几个句子说，中文和英文都不同。因此在篇章翻译时不要拘泥原文的构造，孤立地看一句译一句，而是要通读全文，仔细推敲上下文的意思，从全局来看单个句子，抓住文章重心和主旨，打破句子的界限和次序，进行必要的调整。如中文文章里的时间、地点、职务、背景知识等往往是用一个独立句来表示的。而根据英文的表达习惯，这些非重要信息不能独立成句，应译成状语、定语、同位语等，隶属于主句，这样才是英语。

句子调整不仅是背景信息的调整，还包括相关信息的调整。汉语的句法远没有英语那么严密。汉语一个句子里可以包括许多内容，甚至语义关系不十分相关的，也可放在一个句子里。尤其是叙述文、描写文，句内的逻辑关系更不是那么严密。而英语则不同。非常讲究句子的语义逻辑关系，一个句子里如有几层意思，一定要反映一定的关系。或并列，或因果，或条件，至少相互之间必须有关，否则，则要排斥在外，放在另一句子里去。因此在翻译时，发现汉语一个句里有不相关的信息，要重新调整。

语意性添词：从一种文字翻译到另外一种文字，由于两种不同的语言，添词略词是不可避免的。那么添词有哪些情况呢？

一种就是要把原文当中没有表达出来的意思通过添词译出。汉语文字在行文中，在上下文清楚情况下，往往简化了某种说法，或约定俗成，省去了某些词。由于汉语文章是写给中国人看的，有些牵涉到中国人都知道的背景知识往往省去了。但译成英文就是让外国人看的，所以就要通过加词，把这些东西补出来。否则他们会莫名其妙。

连贯性添词：有时为了上下文的连贯和篇章的衔接，也需要加一些词。

结构性替代：用英语中惯用的语法结构，也可以替代或省略重复的词语。

修饰语的处理：汉语的修饰语一般都是前置的，即使是连用几个，也层层叠叠在名词前面，而英语只是将单个词的定语放在前面，较长的修饰语一般是后置的。所以在英译汉时要考虑这一点。翻译修饰语，还要注意其顺序。几个修饰语在一起，排列的位置，汉语和英语也不同，在汉语中，越能说明事物本质的中心词越要先讲；而英语恰好相反，越是说明事物本质的定语越是要接近它所修饰的名词。

 A number of commissions have been formed to do studies and make recommendations. They tend to agree that the status quo cannot be maintained.

Change will not come easily. [5] Customary practices regarding policy decisions that have existed for decades have become entitlements.

[1]【初译译句】

这个译句的前半部分“在一封由……写给……的信中”是直译，显得过长，不如用“切分法”，将其分成两个汉语短句。

“不管其赢利与否”是意译原文，把修饰成分profit and nonprofit外移出来，单独译成一个短句，这就是所谓的“外移法”，算得上是简化长句的快译方法。

“竞争者”是指下文的institutions，意为“有竞争性的院校”，它与“数量”不搭配，所以number应选择“总数、数目”这样的词义。

原句的翻译难点为：句首的长主语。

【改译答案】

高层专门委员会致函各州立大学和院校的校长们，评论道：“与传统高等教育竞争的院校，无论是否以赢利为目的，其总数已急剧增加。”

[2]【初译译句】

他这所大学对内对外都采用了信息技术，他们在互联网上开设了面向世界的计算系统管理理科硕士学位课程。

【初译点评】

译文中“他这所大学……”搭配不当，属于误译，与下一句“他们在……”也不衔接。“他们”的所指不清楚。

“面向世界”是多余的词语，因为互联网就包含这个词义。

with＋名词＋补语结构（形容词、副词、分词、介词短语等）是英汉翻译的一个难点和考点，可以用“切分法”，单独译成一个短句。

【改译答案】

他所在的大学，对内对外交流都使用信息技术，并在互联网上开设了计算机系统管理的理科硕士学位课程。

[3]【初译译句】

由于许多州立法机构减少了他们给学校的拨款，所以公立大学遇到了经济困难。

【初译点评】

原句含有因果关系，以上译句使用的技巧是“逆向法”，把as从句提前作为原因句，后面再接结果句。但“由于……，所以……”搭配欠妥，可改为“（因为）……，所以……”。

their appropriations的译文“他们给学校的拨款”中有代词误用错误；“他们”用得不正确，从上下文来看，其含义是“给公立大学的”或“给它们的”。

当然，我们也可以用“顺向法”来译因果关系，汉语句式为“之所以……，是因为……”。

原句的难点为：as状语从句。

【改译答案】

公立大学之所以有财政问题，是因为许多州的立法机构减少了给它们的拨款。

[4]【初译译句】

针对大学的指责和财政预算削减导致了学校的不稳定。许多大学正在寻找相应的解决方法。

【初译点评】

以上译句利用“合成法”，把directed at universities放在句首，修饰两个名词criticism and budget cuts，这是一个必须要掌握的翻译考点。

“针对大学……导致了学校的……。许多大学……”以上译句反复使用“大学”一词，使句意不够精确。

译句没有突出主语“批评及削减财政预算”带来的正反两方面影响，显得很平淡，我们不妨把have created的语气加重，利用“加字”技巧转译为：“既造成了……，又激发了……”。

原句的难点为：抽象名词unease, search的词义引申。

【改译答案】

针对大学的批评以及削减其财政预算，既造成了不安定因素，又激发了解决相应问题的探索精神。

[5]【初译译句】

持续了多年的与政策制定相关的习惯作法现在都已经变成了权利。

【初译点评】

该译文是直译，成为一个欧化语句；不如用“切分法”，将其分成两个汉语短句。

that have existed for decades译为“持续了多年”不够准确。

原句的难点为：句首的长主语，其中包括介词短语和定语从句。

【改译答案】

有关制定政策的习惯做法存在了数十年，因而已成为权利。

Along, long time ago, people rose with the sun, ad set with it. Nobody cared if it was sunny somewhere else. Voices didn't carry across the planet. Time was a local concept: time to milk the cows, time to get in the wheat and rice, time to sit and rest.

Who knows when the changes began; all these have changed. Today, commerce and communications never cease but go around the clock. On cable-TV news shows, events did not happen at a certain hour, but an hour or 30 minutes ago. Local time is no longer the meaning marker of events.

No issue is as vital to the future of U. S. research universities as a renewal of commitment to the mutual benefits of research and education. [1] One of the great strengths of our research universities is their ability to link the creation of new knowledge with the transfer of that knowledge to students.
 Unfortunately, numerous signs (some real, some perceived) point toward a growing emphasis on research and a deemphasis on education.

A sensationalistic view of these trends often emerges in the popular press. [2] Recent stories have described a detached professor's leaving teaching to graduate students (often with deficient spoken English skills), reward systems based on "publish or perish", faculty "buying out" of teaching responsibilities, and tenure and promotion decisions based entirely on one's ability to attract federal research dollars.
 These types of reports have fueled a growing public backlash against higher education. A number of states have to institute minimum requirements for classroom time and office hours for faculty at public research universities.

[3] Although there is certainly some truth in these perceptions, surveys of science and engineering faculty suggest that the situation is both less sensationalistic and more complex.
 Such surveys report that science and engineering faculty at research universities spend one-third of their time teaching versus just over 40 percent doing research. However, the trend is clearly toward research. The share of research university science and engineering faculty reporting research as their primary responsibility increased from 19 percent in 1973 to 33 percent in 1993, while the share naming teaching as their primary responsibility declined from 69 to 53 percent over the same period.

[4] Regardless of how one views these trends, a large set of forces makes it clear that the integration of research and education deserves a higher priority on federal and university agendas.
 Today's students will spend their careers in a 21st-century workplace that presents complex and open-ended challenges. In a 1995 speech, Massachusetts Institute of Technology President Charles Vest observed, [5] "The most valuable and far-sighted concept was that by supporting research in the universities, the government would also be investing in the education of the next generation—a beautiful and efficient concept.
 In short, every dollar spent would be doing double duty. This integration of teaching and research is at the heart of America's unique system of research universities."

[1]【初译译句】

【初译点评】

很明显，译文的句式没有摆脱英语句型，属于直译。

须利用“切分法”将长句分成若干短句顺译出来。

同时还可利用“词类转换”技巧，把名词短语their ability to link…with…转译成动词短语“能够将……结合起来”。

原句的难点为：句中的长表语。

【改译答案】

我们这些科研性大学的最大优势之一，就是能够把创造新知识和向学生传授新知识结合起来。

[2]【初译译句】

最近的报道提到了一位将讲课任务交给缺乏口语技巧的研究生来做的教授，完全依据发表论文与否而进行的奖励制度，系里“买下”教学任务，任职和提升完全看你是否有本事搞到联邦科研经费。

【初译点评】

以上译文全句为直译，其语义逻辑关系很不清楚。原句的难点和考点是：宾语部分很长。动词described连续接有四个宾语，均为“名词＋分词短语”的结构。

怎样理解和翻译这四个宾语呢？初看上去，“教授”后面的几个短句好像都是那位教授所为。其实不然。若利用“外移法”，把四个宾语归纳成列举关系，可以分别用短句和分号（；）意译出来。

要转译四个宾语的“名词＋分词”结构，还需要利用“加词减词”技巧。否则，这类结构的语义逻辑关系不会转换成短句结构。

另外加上“学校的各种弊端”这一名词词组，作为described的宾语，概括四个宾语性质。这样的“加词法”是一个有效的将长句简化的技巧，经常在译文的句首或句尾使用。

【改译答案】

最近的一些报道描述了学校的种种弊端：有分配权的教授把授课任务交给口语不熟练的研究生；奖励制度只依据是否发表论文来定；各系还“出售”教学任务；任职和提升完全依靠个人能否搞到联邦科研经费。

[3]【初译译句】

尽管这些报道中多少有些真实性，但对各学校科学管理系的调查表明实际情况并不像他们所说的那样耸人听闻，但却复杂得多。

【初译点评】

译句属于直译，语意大致通达，但欠准确。

“尽管……但……”这一搭配关系不妥，应为“虽然……但……”。

“科学管理系”属于误译，应为“科学与工程系”。

“并不像他们所说的那样”是多余的成分。以上欠妥的方面正是考生做翻译题时的难点。

【改译答案】

原句的难点和考点为：表语从句that by supporting…很长。

【改译答案】

[2]【初译译句】

【初译点评】

表语available to anyone, located anywhere, at any time为排比短语，我们试译为“随时、随地、随便何人都利用知识”；其中available词性转换成动词“利用”。

定语从句in which…；and in which…。怎样才能译得准确，还要不要用排比结构。我们的回答是肯定的。比如可以使用“重复词语”的翻译技巧，排比使用三个名词“时代”，以实词代替虚词in which。

原文的难点为：并列句结构和词语的排比结构。这一考点是考研英语的复习重点。

【改译答案】

这是一个“知识和分布式智能”的时代：一个任何人随时、随地都能获得知识的时代；一个能把能量、信息和控制从中心系统传向每个人的时代。

[3]【初译译句】

不过，“如果……的话”这个条件句译文太长，可以切分开来，译成两个汉语短句。那么，不定式短语to look more deeply into是定语还是目的状语？就是一个棘手的翻译难点。我们把这个不定式视为目的状语，译成“以便更深入地探索”。

【改译答案】

如果物理学家和天文学家不曾连续研制各种工具，以便更深入地探索微原子结构和宇宙的话，我们就不会有能够处理大量信息的网络系统。

[4]【初译译句】

要发展真正增大人类学习和创造能力的系统，需要从人类认知、语言学、神经生物学、计算机科学及其他科学中汲取新的视角。

【初译点评】

以上译句有“逆向法”的特色：从句尾的不定式to develop systems…反向翻译，作为it的实际主语。这个不定式表达目的状语，可以利用汉语句式“要……，就要……”意译出来。这是一个英译汉的难点和考点，需要考生给予充分重视。

注意常用词insights意为“洞察力、见识”，不是“视角”（perspectives）。

以上译句的“汲取新的视角”不通顺。词组take…from的含义，要依据上下文来选择它的精确词义。

【改译答案】

At the turn of the last century, wealthy citizens like Andrew Carnegie and John D. Rockefeller created a new vision of American philanthropy. Foundations with large established endowments were to supply venture capital for the common good. [1] And giving should be strategic—philanthropy should not simply respond to needs but should look for investment opportunities that yield significant returns.


During the first half of the 20th century this view of strategic philanthropy guided the formation of several private foundations. When establishing the Josiah Macy Jr. Foundation, Kate Macy Ladd wrote, "Experience seems to show that in an enlightened democracy private organized philanthropy serves the purposes of human welfare best by investigating, testing, and demonstrating the value of newer ideas." [2] Scientific research, coming of age in America at the same time as organized philanthropy, benefited greatly from Foundations' support.
 From the 1890s to the 1940s private foundations were the major independent source of funding for all biomedical research. In 1940, foundations provided 27% of the $ 45 million spent on health-related research.

After World War Ⅱ, federal agencies assumed the dominant role in funding scientific research. By the mid-1980s, total funding for research had ballooned to $ 14.8 billion. Foundations, the private academic sector, and voluntary health associations contributed only 5% of that total. [3] Private foundations, facing multiple demands on their limited resources, increasingly questioned the impact of their support for science compared with the funding provided by the federal government.
 The 1995 report "Foundation Giving" estimated that while more than 50% of foundation grant dollars are targeted to education and health and human services, only 4% of grant dollars are targeted to science and technology. Only 2% of grant-making foundation support scientific research.

[4] The transition from the 20th to the 21st century provides American philanthropy with an opportunity to review its history and to renew its commitment to science.
 Before 2040, the United States will experience the largest intergenerational transfer of wealth in its history. Walter Russell Mead discussed this transfer of wealth in the premier issue of The American Benefactor. [5] A conservative estimate of the amount of money due to be inherited by baby boomers from their frugal, postwar parents is $ 10 trillion.

这里的scientific research是指“科研机构、科研项目”。

译文中漏掉了in America的翻译。漏译是考生最忌讳的误点。

另外，“获益巨大”应改为四字词组“受益匪浅”为好。

原句的难点为：主语和谓语被现在分词短语隔离。

There has been much discussion in recent years about the need for a new national science policy, on the premise that the current model, forged in a Cold War environment, cannot provide a blueprint for the 21st century. [1] "Science as the endless frontier" is sometimes dismissed in such discussions as an historical relic.
 V. Bush, who had an intuitive sense of the shifting social and political contexts of science policy, would be the first to acknowledge that words written during the final, exuberant months of World War Ⅱ should not be regarded as holy writ on the threshold of a new century. [2] He might also admonish his critics to study his text carefully, rather than relying on later-day interpretations, before discarding his entire vision.


It is true that some of V. Bush's arguments are now questionable and that some of the issues he considered important are now of interest only to students of the period. [3] What remains pertinent is the report's vision of the role of government in research, including his assertion that the federal government had both the authority and the obligation to support basic research.
 More boldly, by arguing for the primacy of basic research supported according to norms set by scientists themselves, "Science — The Endless Frontier" implicitly asserted that universities defined the U. S. research system. Before World War Ⅱ, universities were regarded at peripheral to the U. S. research enterprise. [4] Bush gave them pride of place at the center because, as he argued, they had the potential to energize the entire system.


He was unerringly right on that issue. Bush's vision of research universities as the vital center of the U. S. research enterprise has indeed come to pass, thanks in large measure to an extraordinarily successful partnership with the federal government. As a result, both the research enterprise itself and the U. S. economy have prospered. [5] Along the way, the U. S. research system has shown its ability to adapt. During the 1970s, for example, the National Science Foundation initiated a number of programs to encourage industry-university research collaborations.
 Today, almost one-quarter of all papers by university-based authors published in the peer-reviewed scientific literature are co-authored with at least one scientist from an industrial or government laboratory.

或许他还应警告他的评论家们要仔细研读他的文章，不要依赖后人们的阐述，这些阐述往往会抛弃他的整个主张。

【初译点评】

以上译文是直译，rather than…，before…引导的短语语义关系不很清楚。

later-day interpretations不指“后人们的阐述”，而意为“最新近的见解观点”。

依据上下文的“不愉快”语境，利用“词语褒贬”技巧，我们把rather than relying on转译成“不要固守”。

原文的难点为：句尾的长状语。

【改译答案】

他或许也要警告一下评论家们，要在抛弃他的整个主张之前，仔细研读他的文章，而不要固守最近的见解。

[3]【初译译句】

该报告有关政府的科研职能观点是比较中肯的；其观点包括联邦政府有权威和义务支持基础研究的主张。

【初译点评】

以上译文的前半部分采用了“逆向法”，先译出表语the report's vision of the role of government in research，后译主语从句What remains pertinent，指“仍然是中肯的方面（事情）”。What从句时常是英译汉的考点。

译文的his assertion译成“其观点”所指不清楚。

原文的难点为：句尾的长状语including his assertion。

【改译答案】

关于政府在科研中的作用，报告中的观点是中肯的，其中包括他主张联邦政府有权威和义务支持基础研究的观点。

[4]【初译译句】

布什给予它们“中心位置”的荣誉。正如他所说的那样，他们有潜力使整个系统焕发生机。

【初译点评】

这个译句显然没有把因果关系because译出来，这是语义逻辑错误，值得考生引以为戒，避免漏译。

另外将下列代词them…，as he…，they…的含义译成“它们……他……他们……”也是语意不清楚的。这里them和they是指“大学”；he是指“布什先生”。代词经常英译汉不准确，这是一个翻译的难点和考点。

在英译汉中，最好按照上下文，把代词译成名词意义。特别要注意区别性别、人称、有生命和无生命的代词，否则会出笑话。

give sb. pride of意指“使某人以……为荣”。

【改译答案】

布什使大学以科研中心的地位为荣，因为正像他所指出的那样，大学有潜力激活整个系统的生机。

[5]【初译译句】

整个译文的语义关系准确，短句表达的条理清楚。

And we are trying to control the emissions for example, a catalytic converter, which converts the most dangerous ingredients of the car exhaust into water and harmless gases. These are some possible ways, then, of controlling air pollution caused by cars. As I'm sure you can see, there are problems with each of these ways; but at least they're a step in the right direction. Probably the best answer is a synthesis of various solutions.

Indeed, there is no other basis for sound political decisions than the best available scientific evidence. This is especially true in the fields of resource management and environmental protection.

A large part of the Earth's biological diversities is localized in its tropical forests. [2] There are compelling reasons to protect rainforests from deforestation and further human encroachment, something that developing and developed countries alike are increasingly realizing.
 Resource management and environmental protection are global issues that require global responses. The efforts that need to be made in our common cause must be negotiated on an equity basis. We in the industrialized countries must take our own negative effects on the global environment seriously. We must deal with our wastes and our emissions into the air, sea, and land. We must do this rather than raise a scolding finger toward other, poorer countries. [3] If developing countries feel that industrialized countries are trying to divert attention from their problems by focusing on the problems of poorer countries, then we risk wrestling endlessly over these issues rather than solving our common problems.


In addition to scientific facts and equity, we must pursue intergenerational solidarity. [4] This need is enshrined in the concept of sustainable development, which means that we must, for the benefit of coming generations, leave enough environmental space so that these generations will be able to address their needs and fulfill their aspirations.
 While we should not try to refrain from utilizing resources, we should do so only on a scale that leaves room for future generations. [5] We must consider our planet to be on loan from our children, rather than being a gift from our ancestors.

对于belong in的理解有误，须改为“应归于”。

注意arena字面意义为“竞技场、舞台”，但语境需把这个词义引申，转译成“范畴、范围”为贴切原文。

原句的难点为：并列宾语从句argue that…，and that…。

【改译答案】

他在文章中论证了不存在酸雨这类的问题，并且指出“事实”和“科学”不应归于政治和政策的范畴之中。

[2]【初译译句】

无论是发展中国家还是发达国家都越来越清楚地认识到：人类有充足的理由要保护热带雨林免遭砍伐，免受人类进一步侵犯。

【初译点评】

这一句的翻译充分反映了“逆向法”的重要作用。有的英语句子若从后往前进行汉译，可以构成很通顺的汉语句子。

compelling reasons不指“充足的理由”，而有“强制性的原因”的意思。

原句的难点为：同位语something that…。

当然，如果利用“顺向法”，也可以把原文翻译成译文答案的样子。

【改译答案】

一些强制性的原因表明：要保护热带雨林免遭砍伐，免受人类进一步的侵犯；发展中国家和发达国家都愈加清楚地认识到了这一点。

[3]【初译译句】

如果发展中国家意识到工业化国家正试图通过强调贫穷国家的内部问题来转移人们对他们那些问题的注意力，那我们就会冒这样的风险：即这些问题将会无休止地争论下去，而我们共同面临的麻烦依然得不到解决。

【初译点评】

翻译这个复杂句的关键，是把条件从句“切分”成几个短句来译。

特别是应用“逆向法”把宾语从句that industrialized countries…by focusing on the problems of poorer countries先译出来，使“如果”条件句变得简短一些，避免了生硬的欧化句式，增强了全句的可读性。参见如下译文：

原句的难点为：句首的长条件状语，其中包括从句的套嵌结构及其附加成分。

【改译答案】

这一需要能纳入到可持续发展的概念之中。所谓可持续发展是指：为了将来后代的利益，我们必须保留足够的生存环境空间，以使他们满足需要、施展抱负。

【初译点评】

以上译文准确恰当，因为把对比关系rather than译出来了。

不过美中不足的是，短语must consider our planet to be…的情态语气没有翻译出来。

【改译答案】

这种马达可用在微型自控装置和外科手术内窥镜等器具上。现在的问题是，我国没有一家医疗器械制造厂家拥有必要的设施、资金和技术来批量生产这种微型马达。由于生产这类产品需要大量的设备和高水平的技术，因此我们要寻求实力雄厚的大公司的合作，使样品尽快转化为商品。

我国是世界上的发明大国，但是很多发明无法走出实验室，归根结底是资金问题。我们希望风险投资机构和私人权益投资者能参与解决资金匮乏的问题。这些机构的投资方式能使它们得到的保护大于其他直接投资商。例如，某一投资基金可以通过一家海外公司把资金输入在华的某家公司。这家在华公司盈利后，可以将赢利部分回流到该基金属下的那家公司。如果该基金希望得到这些利润，它可以让那家海外公司上市，通常可以在美国上市。

同几年前相比，我们对风险资本和直接投资有了更多的了解，更富有经验。我们将在短期内草拟一个鼓励高技术公司的一揽子计划，建立吸引大量资本所必须的法律和股市基础设施。我们相信，在不久的将来，“中国制造”这几个字将再次与改变人们生活的发明联系在一起。

参考译文

Some of our university research institutes focus on technology that has little chance of ever being profitable or even marketable. For example, Shanghai's prestigious Jiaotong University pooled research efforts on the development of integrated circuits as early as 30 years ago, and has come up with a micro motor about one-quarter the size of a sesame seed, smaller and lighter than prototypes designed at universities in the United States, Europe and Japan.

The motor will be used to power miniature robots or endoscopes instruments used in surgery to view internal organs in the body. Now the problem is, no Chinese medical-equipment manufacturer has the facilities, money or technology to produce the micro motors on a large scale. Because the production of the motors requires a lot of equipment and a high level of technology, were looking for strong, big companies to work with us to commercialize the invention as early as possible.

China, a major country of invention in the world, finds itself in the awkward situation of being unable to get many of its inventions out of the laboratories. A lot comes down to a simple problem of funding. We hope venture investors and private equity investors will join us in solving the problem of capital shortage. They can structure their investments in a way that leaves them more protected than other direct investors. For example, an investment fund funnels money into a China-based company through an offshore company. The profits the China venture generates then flow back to the funds subsidiary. When the fund wants access to its profits, it lists the offshore firm on a stock market, typically in the United States.

Compared with few years ago, we are more knowledgeable and experienced in venture capital and direct investment. In the short-term, we'll draft an incentive package for hi-tech companies and create the legal and stock market infrastructure required to attract massive capital. We're positive that in the not-too-distant future, the words "Made in China" will once again come to be associated with life-changing innovations.

A recent editorial by Floyd Bloom raises the specter of competition in science and invites a national debate on this crucial issue. [1] As a member of the Council on competitiveness, I want to continue the debate on what is undoubtedly the most important subject facing the scientific community, industry, government, and indeed our entire society.


The whole U. S. research and development (R&D) system is in the midst of a crucial transition, the rate of which has leveled off and could decline. [2] We cannot assume that we will stay at the forefront of science and technology as we have for 50 years.
 International competition in research will be keen and relentless, just as it has been in the product arena. The growth of computer and information technologies is a key reason for this radically changing R&D environment. These technologies have spawned industries that are dependent only on brainpower, communication networks, and access to global markets—not on natural resources, land, and the accidents of geography, as was the case in the past. [3] A second reason is the emergence of the global market, which deals not only in products and services but also in highly trained human resources.
 The assembly plant in Malaysia that uses unskilled labor will soon be overshadowed by the software development laboratory in India, or the chip design group in Israel, owned or contracted by multinationals in the United States and elsewhere.

The most obvious reason for the changes and problems in U. S. R&D is its heavy dependence on federal funding at a time when balancing the budget is a prime goal of both political parties. Because R&D is classified as discretionary spending, it is especially vulnerable to cuts. [4] The threat of the Cold War was a prime driving force leading to the expansion of U. S. science, national laboratories, and academic institutions.
 This threat is gone. The current policy challenge is to identify social issues requiring continued support of science and technology. Health and medical concerns are important motivators of science funding. Environmental science is another area that should explicitly link science and the public good. [5] Other issues that concern the body politic, such as crime, poverty, and welfare, are not easily linked to public support of scientific research, save at the educational level.

原句的最后部分and indeed our entire society表达了“递进关系”，所以有必要译出这个名词短语的强调语气。

【改译答案】

作为竞争问题研究会的会员，我想继续争论这个问题，因为毫无疑问它是科学界、企业界、政府所面临的最重要的问题，而且的确是我们全社会所面临的最重要的问题。

[2]【初译译句】

我们很难预想，我们可以像五十年来这样一直保留在科技的前沿。

【初译点评】

以上译文属于直译，表达了原文的意义。

原文中有三个we出现，汉译时要避免重复同一代词，这是“减字”技巧。

deal in可以按照汉语词语的搭配习惯，灵活选择词义，比如“经营”、“提供”、“管理”。

原文的难点是，句尾的非限定定语从句。

【改译答案】

原因之二是全球市场的出现。这个市场不仅经营产品和提供服务，同时还管理受过高级培训的人力资源。

[4]【初译译句】

冷战的威胁曾是一种绝好的推动力，它导致了美国科学、国家实验室和学术机构的膨胀和发展。

【初译点评】

以上译文把现在分词短语leading to…切开，另外组成一个短句来汉译，这很有快译的特色，可以直接应用到英译汉考试中去。

还可以对译文中的个别词语做些改动，比如把expansion译为“膨胀”，不合句意，上下文所指的是“发展壮大”。

根据上下文语境，确定词语搭配意义，就是英译汉的一个难点和考点。

【改译答案】

[5]【初译译句】

这个译句的翻译方法有两个特点：其一，先译后面，再译前面；例如，介词短语save at the educational level先被译出来，放在译句的开头。其二，每个英语意义单位（短语或从句）都被译成一个汉语短句，再按语义关系调整语序或词序。这种“逆向”快译技巧，考生要熟练掌握，反复操练才能灵活运用。

以上译句的词义选择有待改进，如“不大容易”改为“难以”更通顺。

原文的难点为：句首的长主语，其中套嵌定语从句that concern…。

【改译答案】

除了在教育层次上，其他一些与国家息息相关的问题，如犯罪、贫穷和福利都难以与公众支持的科研相提并论。

Dietary factors have been incriminated in another third of cancer deaths in the United States. [3] The Western diet is thought both to contain a surfeit of potential carcinogens (致癌物) (animal fat and red meat are especially avoidable) and to be deficient in natural preventives (fresh fruits and vegetables are especially rich sources).
 But the particulars are far from certain. There can be no harm in restricting red meat and fat, while gorging on fresh fruits and vegetables. [4] It is worth noting that preventive measures involving smoking and diet are conveniently similar for cancer and heart disease; one exception is alcohol—a risk factor for the former, a preventive for the latter.


A variety of infectious agents have been implicated in human cancers. Together these agents account for more than 15 percent of cancers in developing nations and somewhat less in affluent nations. Vaccination against hepatitis B virus (乙肝病毒) is now in progress, and hope abides that preventive measures can be devised for the other infectious causes of cancer. [5] Ultraviolet radiation in sunlight causes skin tumors in great abundance, although the majority of these are not life-threatening.

[2]【初译译句】

这里的沉痛教训是死亡在强大的市场吸引力面前，尤其是在受保护的年轻人中间会失去效果。

【初译点评】

以上译文为直译，理解上有几处错误。

risk的多义性成为翻译此句的难点。据上下文，这里是指吸烟这件“危险的事物”，而不指“死亡”。

另外，原句连用有三个介词短语，也很难处理。这时，须要弄懂介词短语的语法作用，是定语关系还是状语关系。

建议：当原句是这样的难句时，先在心里直译大意，了解中心词语，然后运用意译。意译的核心就是把握好短句的逻辑语义关系及其词序。

意译过程中，还以利用“重复词语”技巧，进行局部地调整词语意义，比如，我们可以使用语义重叠的汉语词组“以失败告终、宣告败北、接连失误等”。

【改译答案】

这里的沉痛教训是，揭示令人忧虑的危险事物（吸烟）以失败告终。尤其是在年轻人中间和在可恶的代理商所进行的强有力的推销攻势面前，宣告败北。

[3]【初译译句】

人们认为，西方的传统饮食中含有过多的致癌物质（如动物脂肪，牛、羊肉，尤其是可以避免的），而相对缺少天然防癌物质（如新鲜水果、蔬菜都是极好的抗癌食物）。

【初译点评】

这个译句是正确的，但这样的直译出来的句型显得很生硬。

不妨采用“切分法”：即按照句子的内在逻辑语义关系（如对比关系），重新调整短句位置，构成排比句式。

原文的难点为：括号内的附加说明。

【改译答案】

一般认为，西方人的饮食当中含有过多的潜在致癌物质，而相对缺少天然的防癌物质。比如动物脂肪和牛羊肉是特别要避免的致癌物质，而新鲜水果和蔬菜都算是极为丰富的抗癌资源。

[4]【初译译句】

值得注意的是，许多抗癌措施包括戒烟和调整饮食可以很方便地既适应预防癌症，又同样利于防止心脏病。惟一一个例外是饮酒——酒精可以致癌，但可以防止心脏病发生。

【初译点评】

译句把形容词短语are similar for…and…转译成连词短语“既……又同样……”是很有特色的。时常要用“词义转换”技巧，变通英语词语的难点。

副词conveniently译得太呆板。不妨通过词性转化，译成“既便于……又利于……”。

“惟一一个例外”显得词语搭配不自然，是冗余词语，应简练为“惟一的例外”。

总之，句子的难点最好是意译出来。比如，用几个汉语短句，把原文潜在的语义关系（因果、让步、时间、条件等）表达清楚。

原文的难点为：较长的主语从句that preventive measures…及其扩展成分。

【改译答案】

值得注意的是，涉及吸烟和饮食的预防措施既便于抗癌，又利于防止心脏病；惟一的例外就是烈酒，因为酒精虽是危险的致癌因素，但却可以预防心脏病。

[5]【初译译句】

【初译点评】

以上译句是“顺向法”的直译。“对人体造成生命威胁”的语义搭配明显有误。

若重视以汉语导向的原则，利用“逆向法”来翻译，比如全句译为“尽管……但……”的句型，就会使译句符合汉语习惯，避免了英语式的汉语。

although引导的让步从句是原文的难点和考点。

【改译答案】

英译汉翻译（10）美国的核武器

All U. S. nuclear weapons production facilities are presently closed down, and if the various agreements are adhered to, those facilities will never be required except for one critical capability. All modern nuclear weapons use uranium (铀), plutonium (钚), and tritium (氚). [1] Uranium and plutonium have very long half-lives, and there is large surplus of these materials.


Tritium, however, has a relatively short half-life of about 12.6 years, so about 5 percent of the amount on hand must be replaced each year to maintain the current inventory. [2] Because of the large retirement of nuclear weapons by the United States in compliance with early agreements and national policy, tritium from retired weapons has been used to make up that lost through natural decay.
 However, in about 10 to 15 years, depending on future negotiations, the United States will need a guaranteed supply of tritium to maintain its stockpile at whatever level is agreed on.

In anticipation of this future need to produce tritium, Defense Office Executive is pursuing two technologies. One uses a nuclear reactor that could also produce electricity whose sale would recover not only the capital cost of the reactor but also its annual operational cost. [3] Unfortunately, the present Administration has a definite bias against nuclear power, so an alternative method is also being pursued even though it is agreed that it will cost twice as much as a reactor and use as much electricity as a reactor would produce.
 This technology uses an accelerator to produce high-energy protons that in turn produce neutrons.

The main argument for the accelerator is that it produces no conventional nuclear wastes. [4] Proponents readily admit that it will produce radioactive materials, but with a relatively short half-life compared with that of wastes from spent nuclear fuel.
 The fact that the accelerator will require the equivalent of a nuclear power plant to supply its electricity is ignored.

[5] Proponents also neglect to mention that about 22 percent of all electrical energy generated in the United States comes from nuclear power plants, so that 22 percent of the power used by the accelerator will generate conventional nuclear wastes, in addition to those the accelerator produces.
 There is an alternative to either the reactor or the accelerator, which is simply to buy the required tritium from Canada or Russia.

英译汉翻译解释

［1］【初译译句】

铀和钚都有很长的半排出期，并且这类物质还有大量残留。

【初译点评】

本文为科普文章，因此常见的熟词会有多义性，有时会包含特定的意义，这是考研英译汉题型的一个特色，也是考生的一个误区。为了强化对科普文章的翻译能力，熟练掌握“词义精选”、“词类转换”的翻译技巧势在必行。绝对要避免含糊其辞的乱译、猜译。

以上译句中需要增添词语的特定内涵意义，比如：“半衰期”和“大量、过剩”。

原句的难点为：词义精选和词义引申。

【改译答案】

铀和钚都有很长时间的半衰期，并且还会有这类物质的大量过剩。

［2］【初译译句】

按照早期的协定和国家政策，美国许多核武器都已退役，因此从这些退役武器当中收回的氚便被用来补充天然流失的部分。

【初译点评】

从句法层次上看，句首的状语很长，算是翻译的难点。比如，Because of…by the United States in compliance with…中的因果关系、方式状语等如何切分成短句，前后位置如何处理，就是英译汉的考点。

上面的译句应用了“切分法”，成功地把“按照早期的协定……”提到句首，然后用“因此”构成一个因果句式。这一翻译技巧有效地避免了直译Because of…的俗套，使汉语短句的安排很顺达流畅。

不足之处是，个别词语的理解欠妥，如large retirement和make up that lost through natural dscay的汉译有误，因为前者意指“大批量的退役”；后者是指“补充天然蜕变所造成的损失”。

【改译答案】

美国依从早期的协定和国家政策，促使核武器大批量退役，所以这些退役核武器中的氚已经被用来补充天然蜕变所造成的损失。

［3］【初译译句】

不幸的是，当今的管理局一直对核能有偏见，所以只好寻求另一种方法，尽管人们一致认为这种方法将耗费两倍于核反应堆的费用，消耗一个核反应堆所产生的电能。

【初译点评】

以上译文应用了“顺向法”从头到尾进行翻译。

同时还用“切分法”，成功地把复杂的结果状语so…even though it is agreed that…切分成几个短句译出来，很有一气呵成的快译特色。以上两种方法的综合使用，需要考生给予充分重视。

原句的难点为：句中的长结果状语，其中从句套嵌从句。

【改译答案】

不幸的是，当今的管理局对核能持有很大偏见，所以人们也在寻找另外一种替代方法，尽管这种方法被认为会耗费两倍于建造一座核反应堆的费用，而且会消耗一座核反应堆所产生的电能。

［4］【初译译句】

建议者们已经准备好承认这种加速器将产生的放射性物质，不过它们的半排出期比使用过的核燃料废料的半排出期相对要短。

【初译点评】

这句译文有几处选择词义不准确的地方。比如readily admit是“乐意承认、欣然认可、毫不隐瞒”的意思。

除了词语的理解问题外，过去分词短语compared with that of…可以切分成短句来单独表达。

原句的难点为：句尾的长状语“with＋名词＋过去分词短语结构”。

【改译答案】

项目的支持者欣然认可，这种加速器会产生放射性物质；不过，与使用过的核燃料废料相比，这种放射性物质的半衰期相对要短。

［5］【初译译句】

建议者们对一点尚忽略不提：即全美大约百分之二十二的电能来自核电站，因此，不仅被加速器所消耗的那百分之二十二的电能会产生相应的核废料，而且加速器本身还要产生废料。

【初译点评】

以上译句很有特色：利用了“加词”技巧，把原文归纳成同位语关系，“对一点尚忽略不提：即……”。这是一种快译英语宾语从句的应试技巧。

在结果从句so that之后，用句式“不仅……而且……”来意译介词短语in addition to…，而不直译为“除了……还……”，充分体现了“转换法”的效果。这是原句的难点和考点。

also neglect to mention that的汉译值得注意，需要考虑“词义褒贬”技巧。因为上下文存在蔑视的语气。我们修改了译句的前半部分，译文答案如下。

【改译答案】

项目的支持者还不屑一顾这样的事实：即全美大约百分之二十二的电能来自核电站，因此，不仅加速器本身会产生核废料，而且被加速器所消耗的那百分之二十二的电能也会产生普通的核废料。

英译汉全篇译文

对加速器的主要争论在于它会产生非常规核废料。［4］项目的支持者欣然认可，这种加速器会产生放射性物质；不过，与使用过的核燃料废料相比，放射性物质的半衰期相对要短。
 而加速器需要使用与核电厂等同的电能这个事实则被忽略。

［5］项目的支持者还不屑一顾这样的事实：即全美大约百分之二十二的电能来自核电站，因此，不仅被加速器所消耗的那百分之二十二的电能会产生相应的核废料，而且加速器本身还要产生废料。
 除反应堆或加速器之外还有另一办法，就是直接从加拿大或俄罗斯购买所需氚。

汉译英翻译（10）　过节

孩提时住在农村，常常盼望过节。记得最有乐趣的节，莫过于年终的“谢天地”。谢完天地之后，母亲用福和汤（鸡、肉汤）下的银丝面条，其鲜美无比至今还留下十分美好的记忆。

在诸多家务中，每天买菜是我的任务。中国人过节，吃是主要内容，为了显示过节的气氛和水平，少说也要搞它个十菜八肴的。这样一来，节前的紧张采购暂且不说，节后的剩菜处理也落在我一个人身上，妻孩们是不愿吃隔天菜的，自幼来自农村且深受“谁知盘中餐，粒粒皆辛苦”陶冶的我，是断然不肯将能吃的剩菜倒掉的，于是节后天天吃剩菜。所以我不喜欢过节。

参考译文

I always looked forward to festivals as a kid living in the countryside. As I now recall it, no other festival held greater fascination for me than "Thanksgiving" ceremony held at the end of the Chinese lunar year. To express gratitude to Heaven and Earth, Mother would use, among other dishes, "Thanks-for-Happiness Soup" (chicken and meat soup) as one of the offerings, and, the rituals over, she would cook the whitest and finest noodles (called "silver-thread noodles") in the broth. The delicious taste lingers to this day!

After I graduated and started my career, my interest in festival-celebrating began to fade. When I was single, I loved reading and writing, which necessitated frequent trips to libraries to consult the relevant data. When such a need should arise during the holidays when the libraries were usually not open, I'd feel much dismayed, being absolutely unable to make use of the valuable time that flew by.

Of the many household duties after my marriage, going marketing everyday is my job. Festival celebration for us Chinese chiefly consists in eating. In his thoughtful book on the emergence of cognitive science, Howard Gardner quotes George Miller's recollection of a meeting in 1956: [1] "I went away from the Symposium with a strong conviction, more intuitive than rational, that human experimental psychology, theoretical linguistics and computer simulation of cognitive processes were all pieces of larger whole, and that the future world see progressive elaboration and coordination of their shared concerns."


The promise that Miller envisioned in those early days has come to pass. Numerous interrelated disciplines are now engaged in the attempt to understand the mechanisms underlying normal and abnormal mental processing. [2] The boundaries between these disciplines (which now include anatomic and computer studies of neural circuits, animal and human blood studies, and experimental cognitive psychology) have become increasingly less distinct.
 The remarkable progress that has been made in recent years is beginning to generate excitement outside of the scientific community because of its relevance to our daily lives in shedding light on normal cognitive functions (such as language, memory, and planning) and on brain-related diseases.

[3] There are several things worth noting about cognitive neuroscience that are also reflected in the articles in this special issue of Science.
 First is the idea that distributed brain networks underlie complex behaviors. In the early days of the field, most neuroscientists focused on individual brain regions and their responses. The sensory domain was particularly captivating; one could, for example, appropriately talk about hyper-complex cells in the visual system that responded to comers or the existence of heart columns as the organizing basis for neuro-sensory input. [4] It is becoming clear, however, that the processing of information that leads to complex behaviors such as learning and memory involves multiple brain regions that must operate in an interactive parallel.


Second is the increasing ability to look at these networks within a time dimension. Models that do not take time into account appear to be less accurate. [5] For either computational modeling or examination of responses to single cell activity, the time dimension is critical.
 Current neuro-imaging techniques permit an examination of brain function that is close to real time activity.

原文的难点是，句尾的两个同位语从句conviction that…, and that…。

【改译答案】

【改译答案】

关于认知神经科学，有几个方面值得人们注意；这期《科学》杂志的特刊上有几篇文章集中反映了这几个方面。

［4］【初译译句】

然而现在有一点要交待清楚了，那就是：导致人类未来活动如学习和记忆等信息处理过程要由多个大脑区域相互协调同步操作。

【初译点评】

这个译句采用的是“顺向法”翻译，对语义关系的理解基本上是对的。

个别词语的词义选择不准确。比如，It is becoming clear…不指“有一点要交待”；把“人类未来活动”改译为“人类复杂活动”；把“多个大脑区域”改译为“大脑的多个区域”。

据上下文的语义关系，需要重复名词“这些区域”，以短句形式转译后半句话。

原文的难点是，主语从句that the processing of…很长，其中定语从句套嵌定语从句，that leads to…that must operate…。

【改译答案】

然而，下列事实现在越来越清楚了：产生人类复杂活动（如学习和记忆）的信息处理过程涉及到大脑的多个区域，这些区域或许是以互动的平行方式运作的。

［5］【初译译句】

【初译点评】

For either…or…译成“因为”不妥，应是“就……而言”的意思。选择关系时常是英译汉的一个考点内容。

若用“切分法”，就可以组成三个汉语短句，此句改译为下列译文。

原文的难点是，句首的长状语。

【改译答案】

The crux of the problem is: young people, being at the start of their own career and having to exert themselves to the utmost all the time, are always under the greatest stress and severest strain. The middle-aged people, on the other hand, having accomplished whatever they have, may relieve themselves of their load, and start to enjoy a quiet and leisurely life unburdened with any ambitions and away from the storms of life. Consequently, middle-aged persons quickly lapse into indolence. Most famous works that appeared in the past centuries, including the present, were written by authors around 30. Works with any creativeness seldom came from the pen of Chinese authors over 40, except autobiographies and notes by way of annotation. But for writers abroad, age does not seem to affect their energy or imagination at all. Some literary celebrities did not start their career until after 40.

Because of various reasons, the life expectancy of us Chinese used to be very short. Hence the old saying "man's life from old has rarely reached seventy." Therefore the middle-age period was much earlier, and men of letters very early in their lives became "old" and conservative psychologically. This tradition exerts its influence to this day so that few come to fame during middle age.

In actual fact, middle age represents the prime of one's life, allowing no indolence, no self-indulgence, still less self-glorification in the fact that one is now able to shut oneself up in a closet and kill time by sipping kung fu tea leisurely. On the contrary, one should continue the stormy long march started in early youth. As to the search for the road of no return in the green mountains in the distance, that will of course have to be done, but only after one has reached 80.

The time is ripe to improve public appreciation of science. A recent National Science Foundation survey suggested that Americans continue to support research expenditures. In addition, public opinion polls indicate that scientists and science leaders enjoy enviably high public esteems. [2] Instead of lamenting the lack of public understanding of science, we can work toenhance public appreciation of scientific research by showing how investigations in many areas intertwine and contribute to biomedical advances.
 A crucial task is to convey to the public, in easily understood terms, the specific benefits and the overall good that result from research in all areas of science.

Take, for example, agricultural research. [3] On the surface, it may appear to have made few significant contributions to biomedical advances, except those directly related to human nutrition.
 This view is incorrect, however. In the case of nutrition, the connections between agricultural and biomedical research are best exemplified by the vitamin discoveries. [4] At the turn of the century, when the concept of vitamins had not yet surfaced and nutrition as a scientific discipline did not exist, it was in a department of agricultural chemistry that the first true demonstration of vitamins was made.
 Single-grain feeding experiments documented the roles of vitamins A and B. The essential role of some minerals (iron and copper) was shown later, and these discoveries provided the basis of modern human nutrition research.

[5] Despite such direct links, however, it is the latest discoveries that have been made in agricultural research that reveal its true importance to biomedicine.
 Life-saving antibiotics such as streptomycin were discovered in soil microorganisms. The first embryo transplant was made in a dairy cow, and related research led to advances in the understanding of human reproduction.

原文的难点和考点是如何处理两个状语的位置：Because从句和介词短语by articulating…。汉译文中状语短句的位置应该向前移动，这样做符合汉语行文习惯。

【改译答案】

因为公众对资助生物医学研究的支持很大，科学界需要通过宣传其他学科的研究如何有利于生物医学的发展，才可能很有效地获得公众对所有科学的支持。

［2］【初译译句】

不要去感叹公众对科学缺乏理解，我们应当通过向公众展示众多学科领域的研究是如何与生物医学密不可分并能促进其发展的方法来提高公众对科学研究的认识。

【初译点评】

这个译句属于直译，语意基本上正确。

原文的难点是如何翻译一个长主句we can work to enhance…by showing how…。从句法上看，to enhance…充当目的状语；by showing…充当方式状语。

利用“切分法”把这个长主句切分成几个汉语短句来意译。一般来说，先翻译方式状语，中间是（主语＋）谓语（＋宾语），最后是目的状语。

【改译答案】

我们不应为公众对科学缺乏理解而悲哀，而应通过展示各个研究领域的成果是如何与生物医学密不可分的、如何促进其发展的，努力工作来提高公众对科学研究的认识。

［3］【初译译句】

【初译点评】

以上译句是直译，在语意内容上是正确的。

下面的译文特点是：先翻译（程度、方式）状语，后译“主语＋（对象）状语＋谓语＋宾语”。从这个实例当中，我们可以抓住这样一条快译的规律：汉译文倾向把各种状语前置，而英语状语的定位就比较随便一些。

【改译答案】

［4］【初译译句】

汉译英翻译（12）　知识：是髙山还是溪流？

从古希腊开始，关于知识本质和教育方法的各种理论就争论不休。知识究竟是供求学者攀登的事实的山峰还是不断变化着的只有学会游泳的人才能穿过的理论和新概念的河流？学生应该掌握事实还是发展解决问题的技巧？今天医学和生物医学的研究生教育未能权衡好这两种方法。除非我们很快就开始正视这种不平衡，不然的话，我们未来的医生和研究人员将会训练不够充分，难以应付突发的护理环境。

太多的医学和研究生教育把学生禁闭在黑暗的房间里，使他们成为被强迫灌输信息的笨人。消化了大量事实和偶尔的抽象知识之后，学生们得要每隔一段时间通过一些标准化考试，以此反映他们掌握目前知识的程度。这种过程鼓励学生观察而不是参与社会。我认为这种方法下的专业教育不只被动死板，而且狭隘自满，诱骗我们未来的领袖相信一种虚假的智慧。

正像所有的科学分支一样，医学也需要这类学者，他们既能开发适当的“实证规则”，又能把那些规则应用到不断变化的新数据流中去，进而确定哪些信息是相关的。成功的教授会需要用信息技术来快速地获取关键信息并且融合到他们对这个世界不断变化的领悟中去。尽管河流湍急，他们必将在快速流过的时候抓住真正有信息量的营养物。在基础的生物医学和临床学科里，我们也需要更多有能力从各学科的数据流里综合概念的个人。

Theories about the nature of knowledge and methods of education have been debated since the days of ancient Greece. Is knowledge a mountain of fact for the learner to conquer or is it an ever-changing stream of theories and new conceptions through which one must learn to swim? Should students master facts or develop problem-solving skills? Today, medical and graduate education in the biomedical sciences is failing to balance these two approaches. Unless we begin to confront this imbalance soon, our future physicians and researchers will not be adequately trained for the emerging healthcare environment.

Far too much medical and graduate education imprisons students in dark rooms to be force-fed lumps of information. At varying intervals, after students have digested mountains of facts and the occasional abstract intellectual morsel, they are asked to pass examinations standardized to reflect a consensus of current knowledge. This process encourages students to observe rather than engage the world. In my view, the professional education produced by this method is not only too static and too passive, it is too narrow and too arrogant, lulling our future leaders into a false sense of wisdom.

Medicine, like all branches of science, needs scholars who are able to develop appropriate "rules of evidence" and then apply those rules to the continuously flowing stream of new data todetermine what is relevant. Successful professionals will need to be able to use information technology to access critical information quickly and integrate it into their constantly changing perception of the world. They will be committed to staying in the stream, despite its fast current, in order to grasp the rare informative nutrients as they flow by. In the basic biomedical sciences and in clinical disciplines, we also need far more individuals who are capable of synthesizing concepts across streams of data from many different disciplines.

第四部分　考博英文写作

一、考博英文写作答题原则及策略概要

（1）对于英文写作题型，考生最为关心的问题如下：

到底有什么重要的原则能够指导高分数的短文写作呢？复习阶段应该怎样强化写作能力？

编者解答：概括起来讲，考研英语写作是原则、策略指导下的实践活动，不是盲动的、胡乱照搬和模仿。最为重要的原则是“加工生成”原则。



加工生成原则：写作实质上是一个不断“更新”和“充实”语义、句型、词语的认知心理过程，是相对细节信息的加工生成过程。它有四个步骤：

①联想构思。在获取一个文章题目之后，首先需要根据题目要求进行思维联想。

②轮廓筹划。将大脑中有关记忆存储的资料分类整理，进而思考文章段落的筹划。

③初步成文。将以上的构思内容，相关材料，通过段落编排，初步整理形成一篇文字。

④润色定稿。对以上文章草稿进行加工润色，以加强文章的说服力及感染力。

无论考生是否严格遵循上述写作过程，在完成一篇文章写作时，他或她均在某种程度上自觉或不自觉地运用了这一生成过程。

应试对策：考研英语短文写作需要三种方法“到位”：想得到、用得上、写得出。具体地讲，“想得到”指：想到准确的语义，利用写作原则。“用得上”指：用上达意的英语句型，利用写作方法。“写得出”指：写出表情达意的词语，利用写作技巧。下面我们举一个例证。

Clothing Talks

When you wear something, you are often saying "Look at me!" Costumes communicate to the world what you want the world to think of you. You hope the clothes you wear will help to make everyone think you are important.

In nearly all civilizations, at nearly all times in history, some people have dressed differently from others. In Scotland and parts of the Far East, men as well as women wore skirts. In the northern part of China, both men and women wore trousers. Nowadays, both men and women put on very bright clothing. Some anthropologists believe that the clothing people wear is directly related to the position they hold in society. In many civilizations, important people have worn special clothing and headgear to show their authority.

In recent centuries fashions for women have changed rapidly. As new jobs open up to women, many of them now wear pantsuits. This style is very popular today; both men and women will always update the designs of clothes they wear. Most of all, people want to say, "Look at me—I'm important!"

（2）对于英文写作的方法，考生常提的问题是：

为什么我们在写短文时总写不出连贯的自然段落？复习阶段应该怎样弥补这方面的缺陷？

编者解答：考生在这方面出现两类问题：思路不畅，枝节论述过多、布局混乱。若背诵一些范文“模块”，再加上理解作文题目暗示及其相关信息，考生联想到段落构思，就可以为该自然段提供足够的内容。由此而论，我们提出“构思模块”原则。



构思模块原则：文章整体构思考虑的是文章的布局安排，即构思模块。例如每段的主要内容，段落安排顺序，怎样开篇，怎样结尾等。

应试对策：在得到一个文章题目后，我们的大脑对将要涉及的内容作出快速反应。比如对议论文体的文章，大脑主要搜索联想支持该观点的相应素材，根据这些联想和分析来确定搜集材料的方法和范围，然后根据题目要求安排处理这些材料。这就完成了文章整体构思的过程，然后进一步进行段落构思。



以上原则和对策是如何进行操作的呢？我们建议考生：须以上述的模块为参照样本，在阅读其他范文实例中逐渐培养自己概括和归纳“构思模块”的能力，而不是死记硬背几个彼此孤立的套话或“八股文”。语句写作水平涉及句型选择，这包括惯用句型与习惯表达。因此，语句层次
 上需要掌握下列快捷而实用的写作方法：

语句扩展法：语句扩展方法是指在表达已知信息的同时，为语句中添加一些描绘性或说明性的修饰语，如定语从句、分词短语、形容词、副词等。有时，还利用助动词、情态动词等，加强自然段的语气。请仔细阅读下面范文中的黑体部分：

Mind Your Manners

I am American, a half-year student of Peking University, and I have noticed many interesting things about China during my three-month stay in Beijing. I would have to say that the manner that Chinese people use while they are eating is one of the more interesting parts of my experience. Not only are the Chinese manners very interesting, but also it's quite different from American manners. For instance, if I was in a restaurant in America with my girlfriend, my manners should be very good, I would pay attention to her needs during the meal, I would converse with her, and etc. Furthermore, in America it is very rude to spit on the floor or table, eat with loud noises, and throw your garbage wherever it is convenient for you, and generally they lack good manners to eat however you like.

One day, I was in a Beijing restaurant with some friends, and I noticed a boy and a girl eating together. They appeared to be husband and wife. However, the way that the man was eating his dinner was horribly ill-mannered. He ate so quickly. Not Only that, but also he didn't talk to her at all throughout the course of the meal and when he saw a good piece of meat in the woman's bowl, he took it out of her bowl with his chopsticks and ate it. Needless to say, if I were to go out with a woman and eat like that in an American restaurant, I would be very lucky if the woman ever was out with me again. I have seen this situation many times in China, and it makes me think a little bit about the differences between American and Chinese manners.

I think that most Chinese people are very well-mannered, but their manners and the certain occasions when they use their manners are just much different from what I am used to in America, I like the fact that in China one can eat as what he/she pleases, but I think that in some cases these manners are often too stringent and strict. 另外，要想写出各种顺达的英语句子，可以运用恰当的衔接手段，使文章读起来自然流畅。一般而论，这些衔接手段包括词类转换、关键词语重复、代词复指、同义词、反义词、逻辑联结词语等，此外还需要在词语层次
 上活用下列三种必备的写作技巧。

（1）同义词与反义词互补：除了掌握基本的构词法之外，还需要多记同义词、反义词。这样写作时既不会选词单调，又不失文章的生动性。以下列短文中的黑体部分为例：

③语句分析：第一段从语句方面讲是全文的精华：大部分句子都采用了主从句结构，且句子较长，但叙述清楚，句法正确，说明作者有扎实的基本功。

④词语特点：文中习语、短语的使用也是本文的闪光点之一，如be worth doing sth.，leave for，show great concern about，agree with，in a sense，face up to，on the contrary，strive for，for the sake of等。

Essay 4

What Factors Threaten Wildlife?（提高篇）

The past fifty years or so has seen the gradual disappearing of some animal species from this earth. Today, the dodo, the blue antelope and the American passenger pigeon are extinct. The blue and sperm whales are also diminishing in number at an alarming rate, In all cases, man is responsible for this extinction.

Hunting is the main factor that endangers wildlife. Some people kill for sport. They take pleasure in collecting heads and hides. Yet others specialize in commercial hunting. Whaling and trawling fleets are common. These have led to a rapid diminishing of the whale and see fish. Man scours the seas and takes what he needs, never realizing that it might mean the end of the denizens of the deep.

The public should be made aware that it would be better to shoot the animals with a camera than with a gun. In this way, they can preserve and help wild life to continue living rather than to remove all signs of it.

A rapidly growing human population even threatens all other living things found on this earth. Towns expand and roads have to be built, so forests are burnt and trees are chopped down. Man needs every inch of land to till, so he encroaches on the natural habitat of wild life. Tigers, lions and leopards slowly die off without the food and shelter that the forests provide.

Man must learn to farm the sea as he does the land. He should return small fries and spawns to the sea and rivers. He should regulate the amount and the frequency of his catch. He should allow fish to breed and multiply before netting them.

The answer to this problem would be to build large forest reserves, and to pass laws prohibiting the killing of animals, especially those that are already rare.

Rapid urbanization means industrial expansion. Very often, poisonous chemicals, industrial wastes are dumped into rivers and seas. Fish and wading birds are threatened. To try to retain the present animal kingdom, the least that man can do is to clean the seas and rivers and to prevent pollution.

The cycle of nature is such that it forms a vicious circle. Thus, the insecticides and pesticides that we spray on crops can kill the birds and animals that feed on them. When man eats these poisoned food, he himself would be poisoned as well.

We must therefore test the chemicals to be used before they are sprayed or it might mean the death of man.

④努力方向：如前所述，重要的是要从概念上准确理解命题，从而决定从何处着手，有取有舍，抓住重点，即有利（选好着眼点）、有理（选好论证、论据）、有序（文章有层次），才能写好一篇文章，当然还应注意语法、句型的正确运用，最基本的——也是最重要的——是词意的正确选用。

文章存在问题：

1）points一词意义太泛，应谨慎使用，第一句的意思似乎等于一句成语（老套！）：Every coin has two sides．

④词语特点：词语的使用较好：如at one's leisure，wear off，go into oblivion，还有一些单词的使用也反映出了作者有较丰富的词汇，novelty，lucrative，flounder，stereophonic doom等。

Essay 4

Merits and Demerits of Abolishing Examinations　（提高篇）

There are several reasons why an examination is held and why it should not be abolished.

The basic purpose of an examination is to evaluate a person's capacity and ability in retention, application and deduction. The results of an examination serve as a gauge of one's power of thought. We can use it as a guide to see a person's logic and how he looks at ideas and theories. Thus, examinations have to remain as yardsticks for students to be measured with.

Another reason why they should not be abolished is the fact that examinations make students more eager to learn and study. If there were no examinations to be passed, they would not bother to study at all and the end result would be a group of half-illiterates.

He might, if he were not very intelligent, fail the examination. This failure closes the door to the many opportunities that might have been available to him. He remains on a lower economic stratum and might even resort to an undesirable way of living.

If the examinations were abolished, it would mean a furtherance of his studies, at least till he is sixteen. His studies play the uppermost part in his life and help him to reach wider horizons in time to come.

When an examination is held, it is merely to see one's academic qualifications. It is not really a proper judge of one's intellect or capability. Thus, it might be better to abolish it and to find a better method of assessment.

Nowadays, "success rush" academic performance has become so important that many students do not take part in sports or extra-curricular activities. Thus, students tend to become very textbook-oriented. Their education is not complete. They have little or no time for sports and games. As we can see, examinations have their merits and demerits. Hence, we cannot say categorically that they should be abolished or that they should be retained.

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Investment in the Mainland of China

The investment in China's Mainland has been, as the graph indicates, increasing from 1992 till 1998. The total investment in 1992 was only a little more than 10 billion U.S. dollars while by 1997 the investment soared to more than 40.5 billion U.S. dollars. The first quarter of 1998 saw nearly 10 billion in investment in spite of the Asian financial crisis. On the whole, the investment in the Mainland of China in the past seven years experienced a steady and constant augmentation.

Among all the investment, money from Hong Kong and Macao Districts made up the biggest share, accounting for 47.8 percent of the total. This is mainly due to the safe return of Hong Kong to the Mainland and especially its stable and exuberant economy after the handover has strongly boosted the confidence of foreign investors. Another noticeable share came from Taiwan, China. The improved relationship across the Taiwan Straits has expedited an increased inflow of funds from the region into China. In addition, the United States and Japan are also expanding their investment in China with 7.2 percent and 9.7 percent respectively.

In order to absorb more investment, we must continue to improve our investment environment. Besides speeding up the approval procedure for investment ventures and attaching greater emphasis to investment promotion activities such as hosting trade and investment fairs, we should help invested ventures solve their problems. Now since our government is increasing investment in infrastructure, there will be abundant opportunities available for prospective overseas investors.

"What objects in your home do you value the most?" If this question is posed to children, parents and grandparents, then the answer can be found in the graph. Let us consider it in detail.

Furniture is valued most by parents. Everybody will agree that children do not show much interest in furniture; they are occupied with playing. Grandparents are also less interested in furniture than parents are. The reason may be that older people show less affection for material things, and more affection for memories and other immaterial objects.
